NEW YORK, Sept. 19 (AP) —|

mission or a federal administrator
to assure adequate crude petroleum
and high-test gasoline supplies for
defense needs is expected in the very
near future, usually well-informed
sources reported today.

The administration in Washing-
ton, it was said, leans toward nam-
ing Harold L. Ickes, Secretary of the
Interior, as federal administrator in
charge of coordination of oil pro-
duction, distribution, pricing, etc.
On the other hand, while many
leading oil executives think there
is no need yet for a central oil
coordinating body, if some central
confrol must be set up they would
prefer supervision® by an industry-
named committee, like the one that
was.in.charge of oil supplies in the.
world ‘war. o
Recent = conversations between
Ickes, President Walter Teagle of
Standard Oil of New Jersey, and
independent western oil men have
led to the belief creation of some
defense- oil control facility is not
far away.

If the United States should be-
come involved in a war, oil needs
would be increased around 25 per
cent, officials say. As a result, it is
the wish of Washington that the
oil industry, as a step in the de-
fense program, take measures at
once to assure adequate supplies
under all conditions.

In view of the fact that oil con-
trol is being actively discussed, the
trade noted with interest over-
night news that the Attorney Gen-
eral was yet undecided as to wheth-
er to press a proposed anti-monopoly
suit to disintegrate the activities of
twenty-two large oil companies.

170,000 Italians

The British fled in disorder, aban-
doning equipment along the desert
roads,: losing more than half their
tanks .and armored cars, and suf-
fering from shortage of gasoline
and water under the bombing and
machine-gunning of the Italian air
force, the marshal reported.

It is too early to say whether sabotage had anything
to do with it or not: All we know is that in the days of
1915-1916 a large number of such catastrophes were traced
to the work of saboteurs directed by foreign sympathizers

and in some cases by foreign governments.

No pains

should be spared to run down the exact cause of this
catastrophe.

The workers who died in this blast gave their lives
in the preparedness effort just as surely as if they had
been in the military service. Explosive-making is a haz-

ardous job at best, but doubly so in these days.

The gov-

ernment must spare no pains to protect the lives of those
who have a part in this dangerous phase of the defense

drive.

Woe to the Vanquished

: Those who thought the French had tasted the full
bitterness of defeat when their capital fell and their sol-
diers were disarmed did not look deeply enough into the
cup of despair.

Now there is a report in Washington that the Ger-
man government has formally demanded of France, un-
occeupied France, 58 per cent of all the food and raw ma-
terials it possesses or that it may import.

Whether this is accurate or not we cannot say. It
seems likely. Germany needs food. That is the law of con-
quest, and has been ever since Brennus threw his sword
contemptuously into the scales weighing out the ransom
money for Rome, and snarled contemptuously at the pro-

testing senators, “Vae victis!”"—*“Woe to the vanquished
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France shrank from making sacrifices for victory.

“Fuzzless’’ Peach
I's Said Produced

BLACKSBURG, Va., Sept. 19 (AP)
—After all' these. years, -the  peach
is getting a shave.

The “barber” is. Dr.. Fred W.
Hofmann, director of horticultural
research at the Virginia Agricultural
Experiment Station, who announced
today the development of a fuz-
zless peach.

The new peach is not only as
smooth and’' waxy as a plum, but also
as large as standard varieties and
just as- delicious.

It is highly resistant to brown
rot, a destruective peach disease, and
has a higher degree of frost resis-
tance than the Elberta. Any stand-
ard variety can he made fuzzless by
the breeding: process.

The fuzzless peach, the fruit -of
nearly 40 years research by Dr. Hof-
man, will be distributed soon among
orchardists for planting, but prob-

"“Rural Zoning’’ for

Lands. Recommended

OKLAHOMA CITY, Sept. 19' (AP.)
—Edwin R. Henson of Amarillo,
Tex., federal agricultural expert,
told a- Congressional committee . to-
day controlled management of land
“‘perhaps. by rural zoning” would
help the southwest solve its migrant
problem.

Henson was the first witness call-
ed by the committee, appointed to
study migration and suggest reme-
dial legislation. .

“The’ population of the' dust bowl
area is still' in excess of that which
can be satisfactorily supported un-
der the existing pattern of owner-
ship and land use,” Henson told the
Congressmen.

He described the start of the de-
vastating dust storms of the 1930's
and commented:

“As the drouthh and dust storms
continued year after year, many of
the families began to look else-
where for a place to make their
homies. Then there began a great
migration x x x. In a few counties
as much as 40 perycent of the farm
population moved out x x Xx.

“Such emigration has left such
facilities as roads and schools to
be supported by the remaining few
who are financially unable to carry
the burden.”

He suggested that: :

“Farms: should be set up on an
economical basis.

“Farming methods that will pre-
vent soil blowing: must be practiced
on all farms in the area.

“Management of all the land
should be controlled in accordance
with - recommendations of local com-
mittees, perhaps by rural zoning.”
