Offices Supply Bill 
$146,000,000 Larger

WASHINGTON, Jan. 29 (AP).—An independent offices supply bill 
totaling $1,404,576,838 and including a new emergency fund of $125,000,000 
to be spent at the direction of President Roosevelt was recommended to 
the House today by its appropriations committee.

At the same time, the committee recommended a special appropriation of 
$175,000,000 for the War Department to finance advance purchases of 
clothing and equipage for the army.

Tlris was done, the committee explained, to enable the department to 
plan its purchases beyond the end of the present fiscal year on June 30.

The measure provides money to operate such independent federal 
agencies as the maritime commission during the fiscal year beginning 
July 1. It made relatively few deductions In so-called non-defense ex­
penditures, possibly because, as committee members expressly noted, most 
agencies reported defense significance in their activities.
Bill Much Larger.

The total of the bill was $146,000,000 greater than was last year’s 
appropriation for similar purposes and the committee said this was due 
chiefly to the inclusion of tlie Prcsldent’.-j,emergency fund.

A similar fund was set up last session and Mr. Roosevelt has used 
it for numerous purposes including the start of construction on air- 
naval sites acquired from the British.

In addition to the new emergency fund, the committee also recom­
mended appropriation of $100,000,000 to liquidate contractual obligations 
Incurred by the President last year in connection with War and Navy 
Department emergency activities.

Stimson testified before the Sen­
ators that tlie objective of the bill 
was a purchase of the “time neces­
sary to arm and protect ourselves- 
es.”

The United States is forced to buy 
the tin«, he declared, “and we are 
buying Rime from the only nation 
which can sell us that time.”

Appearing before the Senate For­
eign Relations Committeej the War 
Department Chief renewed his ad­
vocacy of the legislation to meet 
“the extraordinary emergency which 
the aggressor nations have created 
for this country.”

In a formal statement he mar­
shaled his additional arguments for 
the bill under these headings:

That Great Britain, given help, 
was in a position to prevail;

That the Axis ppwers were vul­
nerable in many respects;

That International law justifies, 
rather than forbids, full aid to Brit­
ain, and

Tliat the bill ts not dictatorial, 
but the proper action of a Demo­
cratic government.

While the Senate committee lis­
tened to Stimson, the House Foreign 
Affairs conmiittee began a study of 
proposed amendments to the meas­
ure in hopes of getting it in final 
shape by tomorrow night.

flnns “house clean” their Latin- 
American branches of all anti- 
American or pro-Axls personnel.

Convinced by confidential reports 
of widespread subversive activities 
in most of tlie twenty American re­
publics, the state department and 
otlier vitally interested government 
agencies are applying “diplomatic 
pressure” to enlist the help of ex­
port industries in combatting the 
situation.

Tire objects of the “house clean­
ing” fall into two general classes: 
Names Two Classes.

1—Employes or agents of United 
States oil, steel, automobile, elec­
trical supply and other firms in 
Latin-America who are considered 
potential “fifth columnists” or

who have engaged in anti-Ameri­
can or pro-Axis propaganda and 
otlier activities, often financed by 
money derived from their Ameri­
can connections.

2—Fu*ms or individuals in South 
and Central American nations who 
sell or trans-ship materials obtain­
ed from the United States to the 
Axis powers or any other foreign 
country that would be unable to 
obtain the supplies direct from the 
United States because of export 
restrictions.

This Strange, Cold Man, Lindbergh
About Lindbergh—
First, he has an undisputed right to be saying his 

say about the United States and the European war. Let’s 
be clear about that. If he. believes what he says, it is his 
duty to .say it.

He has been freely given that right— he has been giv­
en freedom which would never be granted him under a 
s.v,stem vyhose indefinite extension he views with such com­
placency.

How much radio time, how long a hearing, does he 
suppose, would have been given him if as a German he 
had tried to go to the German people with a public cry 
against aid to Franco? Yet the veiy crux and keynote of 
his testimony is that to him it matters not at all which side 
wins in Eiu'ope.

There are two Lindberghs'. One is the aviation ex­
pert. He has had unrivaled opportunities for surveying 
European military aviation, and events have all too well 
justified many of the reports he made before the war 
broke. On the question, of whether it is physically pos­
sible or feasible to attack the United States by air, Lind­
bergh’s views are worth hearing, though by no means con­
clusive. He thinks scattered bombing of U. S. cities from 
Europe is already possible,, but not very effective, while 
the landing of an actual invading force by air is impos­
sible; that aviation makes the United States safer from 
invasion than it was before the airplane.

This testimony is competent, but not sensational. Few 
have maintained that the United States is in danger of im­
mediate physical military invasion, no matter what hap­
pens in Europe. Those who are deeply concerned by df* 
velopments look farther ahead.

Now we come to the other Lindbergh, the one who 
has manife.sted so sudden an intere.st in foreign policy 
and political philosophy. And here one wonders whether 
Lindbergh, who feels able to defy dvect military invasion, 
has not already surrendered within himself to a much more 
subtle attack.

What need for Ine Nazis to send ships and planes to 
the Americaft-4f they can without sending them see Ameri­
can miiuis 6ome to a' state which sees no difference to 
th&'United States if it should become a mere island of 

-ifb'erty surrounded by world-wide seas of tyranny? If they 
can .see American minds becoming convinced that the Nazis 
ride some mystic but irresistible wave of the future against 
which it is futile to swim ?

What Colonel Lindbergh says is interesting. What 
he omits is even moi*e so. If he has ever had a good word 
for the common man, ever made a gesture of .sympathy 
for plain people le.ss fortunate than himself, ever made a 
sign that liberty may be more precious than efficiency—  
we have not seen it.

De.spite reams of writing and .speculating about him, 
this gtrange, cold man remains a mystery, in.scrutable, hard, 
and .somehow aloof from the people.

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When The Normal Is Notable
Some of our contemporaries seem to have gotten into 

quite a state because a 28-year-old oil company employe 
.joined the army the other day in New York, volunteer­
ing before his draft time came.

His name happened to be Winthrop Rockefeller, and 
he happened to he one of the heire-apparent to one of the 
greatest fortunes in the country. He did the same admir­
able thing that thousands of other young Americans are 
doing; a step no less admirable because it was done on 
his part with le.ss chance of sacrifice than in many other 
cases.

The interesting thing about this jvas that anyone 
should think it remarkable. Is not young Rockefeller an 
American? Have we not decided that all eligible Ameri­
cans .should render military sendee to their country?

There should be nothing remarkable about the fact 
that a singularly fortunate young American decided to 
accept, casually and good-humoredly, his plain duty. It 
would be a bad day for the country if this perfectly nor­
mal thing should become regarded as a phenomenon.

Neuiraliiy Zone?
In good faith, and by joint action, the American re­

publics established a “security belt” around the ocean 
border of the two Americas. The thought was to keep the 
European belligerents from fighting their war in Ameri­
can waters, thus jeopardizing inter-continental trade. This 
‘.security belt” extended 300 miles into the ocean in a 
wider strip than the “three-mile limit” of traditional in­
ternational law.

In the face of several emergency .situations, this new 
American neutrality hope has taken a bad beating. A 
German pocket-battleship was sunk in the very mouth of 
the River Plate. Several German ships interned in Mexico 
and .seeking to escape were captured by the British in 
Caribbean waters. The French liner Mendoza was seized 
only five miles off the Brazilian coast. Brazil has now 
ijsked consultation with the other American countries look­
ing toward a joint protest against disregard of the Ameri­
can neutrality zone by the Briti.sh navy.

The United States is a party to the agreement. It 
can do no less than to back up its sister republics in what­
ever steps are agreed upon to reinforce the joint effort 
to keep the war out of American waters.

Highlights From the W eek's Oil News
(From The Oil .& Gas Journal.)

Completions remained below last 
year’s average levels during the 
past, .wrek and also showed a slight 
de-rline from the previous week. 
I'here were 12 more oil wells com­
pleted and 21 fewer gas wells, while 
dry holes remained the same.

Tile week was signalized mainly by 
the completion of tests proving up 
deeper pays, on the Gulf Coast, in 
Kansas, Illinois, and Arkansas. A 
whole new area is opened up In the 
Great Plains region of Alberta by 
the succe.ssful completion of a test 
near Stevevill, and the prolific 
Griffin area in Illinois and south­
western Indiana is apparently be­
ing extended farther to the south 
by a new pool opener. This trend 
permitted Indiana to more than 
triple its production in 1940.

WEST TEXAS: One new deep- 
level discovery well was completed 
on the east side of the North Cow- 
den field in Ector County during the 
week, while in the same county and 
just northeast of the Goldsmith 
field another possible discovery was 
testing. Menard County was given 
a new sweet-gas discovery and mar­
keting plans aré already being stud­
ied. Holding top interest in Pecos 
County was the purchase by Stano- 
lind Oil & Gas Co. of the Abell field 
discovery' well and acreage from 
Taubert-McKee-Siemoneit.

TEXAS GULP' COAST: Blessing 
is apparently extended by a well 
showing distillate to the south of 
the discovery. Old Ocean is being 
extended on ttte east and a slight 
extension has also beexr made in 
South China. After being watched 
closely for several weeks, the La 
Ward, Jackson County, test has been 
abandoned. It is thought to be on 
the edge of the structure, and in­
terest has passed to a test being 
spudded 1 mile to the southeast.

ILLINOIS: Although the Rossi 
Trtenton test is not yet officially 
completed more than 30 surrounding 
wells are being deepened to get 
whatever flush production there 
may be from this formation. These 
wells are all old Devonian produc­
ers which have declined to below the 
economic limit, and, except for the 
Trenton possibility, would probably 
be abandoned. Hoodville, a 1940 dis­
covery, has pretty much depleted 
the Benoist and many wells are be­
ing deepened to the Aux Vases. West 
Liberty continues to give the state 
its best producers.

Dr. Hitler Makes 
Emergency Call 
To Feverish Duce

There is no reason to look with 
undue suspicion at the Fasci.st dis­
closure that Italy and Germany ai-e 
extending th^r economic arid mili­
tary cooperaiion in preparation for 
an effort to drive the British from 
the Mediterranean by assaults in 
Africa and against Greece—all this 
being preliminary to an attempted 
invasion of England itself.

Such frankness about military 
plans does, of course, rather savor 
of the stage magician who exhibits 
his sleeves to prove that he has 
nothing concealed. Still, that pro­
gram is logical enough (if we allov/ 
for'a fair amount of window dress­
ing), and we mustn’t overlook this 
important fact:

This information about the hand- 
in-glove closeness of the Axis part­
ners is intended more for the con­
sumption of the people of Italy than 
for the benefit of the outside world. 
It is further indicated that Rome 
is pretty feverish and that Doctor 
Hitler is trying to keep the temper­
ature down.
Hitler Stands To Lose 

So far as the militai-y threat goes, 
Britain should welcome that. As I 
have indicated before, the chief 
weapon which Hitler can bring in­
to operation is air pbwer, and this 
wil tend to weaken his aerial o f­
fensive against England. That is 
a dangerous experiment, for it will 
■give the Britions a chance 'to get 
set for the projected Nazi invasion. 
Therefore it will be strange if Hit­
ler goes very far in drawing on fhe 
resources of his western fron*'.

The Axis partners likely will stage 
offensives in the Mediterratiean, but 
they must certainly do so with the 
knowledge tha.(- .so- far as Italy’s 
African Empire is concerned, they 
are (’■ying to close the barn door 
after the horse has escaped. What 
is left of Marshal Graziani’s once 
great Libyan army is shattered and 
incapable of a .serious offensive even 
if it is rescued.
British Ships Secui'e 

Air power alone can’t do Grazi- 
ani much good at this late stage. 
For that matter, nothing has hap­
pened thus far in the war to dem­
onstrate that waiTlanes have any 
mysterious power over surface war­
ships, and British naval experts 
claim they have little fear that the 
Axis can smash a hole in the British 
blockade which has cut Italy’s Af­
rican colonies off from supplies and 
reinforcements.

The sensational drive of a Free 
French camel corps f r o m  Chad 
across the burning desert into 
Southwestern Libya to capture the 
strategic oasts of Pezzan from the 
Fascists is a sensational contribu­
tion to the African warfare. It 
adds to Graziani’s already over­
whelming worries by opening up a 
new front against him. However, to 
my mind the moral effect of this 
■operation far exceeds the military 
value at this juncture.
Greeks May Have Trouble 

As regards Albania, I think the 
Greeks may encounter some hard 
knoci« when the spring comes, mi­
les the British are able to rein­
force them heavily meantime. At 
this critical juncture, Greece has 
lost one of her chief towers of 
strength in the death of Distator 
General Metaxas.

■’Little John” Metaxas was a mil­
itary genius, trained in the Gei-man 
war college and with much exper­
ience on the battle field. When I 
was in Greece two years ago I found 
that the public as a whold, being 
political minded and intensely in­
dependent, was irked by the dista- 
torship. However, while Metaxas 
was a two-fisted chief, he was an 
rtficient one, as witness the amaz­
ing manner in which he has smash­
ed the Fascist forces which tried to 
invade his country.

Commissioners 
Of Ward Accept 
$450 Pay Slash

MONAHANS, Jan. 29 (Special)— 
Salaries of Ward County''officials 
have been set by the commlssionens’ 
court with membei’s of the court 
taking a $450 reduction each in 
yearly wages.

After Short Sickness

BERLIN, Jan. 29 (AP)—Reichs 
Minister of Justice Franz Guerlner, 
59, died last night after a short ill­
ness, an official announcement dis- 
cloised today.

Guertner, who died in his Berlin 
home, had been Minister of Jastice 
since 1932. He held office in the Von 
Papen and Schleicher cabinets and 
was reappointed by Adolf Hitler in 
1933. The Reichs-Puehrer bestowed 
membership in the Nazi party upon 
him in 1937.

In 1934, Guertner inaugurated the 
people’s court to deal with cases of 
high treason and espionage.

Guertner’s death was said to have 
been caused by influenza and a 
weak heart.

The first of the new classes af­
fected, men born in 1921, will regis­
ter Feb. 22.

Registration of the new clas,ses is 
aecompa’nied by an amendment to 
the schedule of re.served occupations 
which, besides raising the reserva­
tion ages in some cases, will make 
reserration depend to an increasing 
extent upon work being done.

Accompanying the proclamation 
was a notation from the Ministry 
of Labor saying “the new proclaj 
mation is necessary to provide a 
steady flow of men in(o the three 
fighting services.”'

Upon analyzing the two types of 
hands on which the McPherran No 
Trump bid is made, you will find 
that the original bidder has a good 
deal of leeway. He may, at times, 
bid no trump when holding only a 
five-card suit, in which case, how­
ever, he must not hold a four-card 
major suit, and the five-card suit 
generally always is a minor suit.

The danger in asing this con­
vention is with the responding 
hand. In this position you must 
bear in mind that your partner 
holds one of the two types of hands 
on which the bid is made, and 
that eitiier of them may be mini­
mum in high card tricks. Therefore, 
use great care in responding. Above 
all, don’t be afraid to pass.

If you elect to bid two of a suit, 
you are asking your partner to 
pass imless he holds the freak 
Tyiie No. 2 hand with a suit strong 
enough to stand alone, and by re­
bidding it lie will not raise the 
contract. Here is an example;

Soutli could open the bidding 
with the McPherran one no 
trump, in which ca.se North should 
bid two hearts. Then South 
should pa.ss. He should not bid 
three diamonds nor throe hearts, 
because it North’s hand were strong 
enough to go to game, he would 
have made a bid other than two 
hearts. if  South had held six 
spades to the ace-queen-ten, how­
ever, he could bid two spades over 
two hearts, informing North that 
while he held a freak no trump, 
his suit was good and in his opin­
ion worth rebidding.

Remember that McPherran says, 
“The most difficult thing about this 
system is to learn to pa.ss."

Harris asserted his bill was (de­
signed to raise $87,000,000 annually 
in lieu of a four-cent a gallon tax 
on gasoline as sold to consumers 
now bringing in $52,000.000. He said 
it would abolish the four-cent tax 
and place a one-cent a gallon levy 
on gasoline refined In the state.

In an-swer to numerous questions, 
he declared he did not believe re­
fineries would move out of Texas if 
the bill passed and pointed out a 
large volume of gasoline is .slripped 
out of the state.

The few times Louis has been 
beaten—or even extended over the 
full route—have resulted from dis­
coveries of something tliat he didn’t 
quite understand. Max Schmeling, 
Bob Pastor and Arturo Godoy all 
managed to catch the Brown Bomb­
er nappmg once, but they couldn’t 
do it twice.
Remarks Hurt Pride

And the Louis who will face Bur­
man Fk’iday isn’t likely to display 
a vei’y co-operative attitude. He 
made a weak showing against A1 
McCoy the last time out, and his 
pride was somewhat bruised by the 
experts’ comments. On such oc­
casions, he usually comes back with 
one of his most devastating per­
formances. He’ll be bigger than ever, 
top, scaling perhaps 205 pounds. Joe 
hasn’t been able to do as much road 
work as usual up at Greenwood 
Lake because of the weather, but his 
handlers point out that six or seven 
miles through deep snow are just 
as effective in developing legs as 15 
miles over dry looting.
