President Signs Bills To Place 
Priorities On American Industry
New Development To

HYDE PARK, N. Y., June 

2.— President Roosevelt ob­
tained today power to speed 
tbe production of arms for 
Great Britain and the United 
States by imposing on Ameri­
can industry mandatory pri­
orities of war-time scope.

Mr. Roosevelt has signed a bill, 
the White House announced, under 
which mandatory priorities may 
be ^signed to an order of contract 
of any foreign government brought 
within the terms of the lease-lend 
act, and in some cases, to orders 
of any government department or 
of private industry.

Heretofore, only contracts plac­
ed by the army and navy could be 
given mandatory priorities by the 
office of production management 
—the agency to which Mr. Roose­
velt has delegated his authority 
over priorities.

Again to bolster the armament 
program, the chief Qxecutive has 
signed a bill to keep iron ore feed­
ing into steel plants. It would per­
mit Canadian vessels to carry ore 
betv/eem American ports on the 
Great Lakes during the 1941 trans­
portation season.

The bill suspends for a year a 
âw reserving coastwise trade to 

American ships. Tliere are not 
enough American bottoms to cany 
all the ore to meet demands sur­
passing all previous records. Eigh­
ty-five per cent of the iron ore 
comes from the Lake Superior re­
gion, so Canadian ships will be 
employed as they were in the World 
War, to haul the ore between lake 
ports.

I O'Daniel Opens Stumping Campaign 
I Tonight At Waco With Short Time 
To Catch Candidates In Word War
Roosevell Asks 
$125,000,000 For 
Defense Highways

WASHINGTON, June 2— CAP)— 
President Roosevelt recommended 
to congress today additional appro­
priations of $125,000,000 for special 
defense highway construction.

In a message to congress, the 
president proposed that $100,000,- 
000 be authorized specifically for 
assisting in the development of ac­
cess roads, and $25,000,0(K) to 
strengthen bridge s a n d  widen 
services in key areas.

Naiional Defense May 
Involve Longer Hours

WASHINGTON, June 2 — (AP) — 
Three senators who sometimes dif­
fer widely on other policies agreed 
today that the national defense ef­
fort might necessitate a lengthen- 

i ing of working hours.
 ̂ One of them. Senator Norris (Ind- 
Neb), said there are some manage­
ment-labor disputes at present which 
would justify the government in tak- 

I ing over and operating individual 
I plants.
I Senator Taft (R-Ohio) said he 
believed that the hour provisions 
of the wage-hour law should be “re­
laxed for the duration of the emerg­
ency” and Senator Lucas (D-Ill), 
also speaking to newsmen, asserted 
that the President should have any 
powers necessary “to insure an un­
interrupted flow of guns, planes and 
tanks’.”

Holland Reports 
Large Reductions 
In Hot Oil Cases

WASHINGTON, June 2— (AP.) — 
Enforcetiient of the Connally Hot 
Oil Act has reduced illegal inter­
state shipments of oil out of the 
East Texas field from an estimated 
150,000 barrels daily in 1935 to less 
than 1,000 barrels daily, according 
to testimony before a congressional 
committee.

The estimates were given by Geor­
ge W. Holland, director of the pe­
troleum conservation division, tes­
tifying before a senate appropria­
tions subcommittee on the interior 
department supply bill. (HR 4590).

He asked the Senate group to re­
store a cut of $15,000 made by the 
House for his division from recom­
mendations of the budget bureau. 
The budget recommended $255,000. 
Wants Money Restored.

Holland said the amount should 
be restored if the division was to 
maintain the same surveillance dur­
ing the 1942 fiscal year as it had 
in the past.

It was in a discussion of the work 
o f the division that Holland offer­
ed the estimates of the reduction of 
hot oil once run out of Texas from 
the East Texas field and the amount 
now bootlegged,

He said there were occasional re­
ports of the interstate shipment 
from West Texas and from the Gulf 
Coast fields of hot oil. The more 
money given his division the closer 
would be the check it could main­
tain in these areas, he added.

Another Strike 
Is Threatened

A strike of freight handlers and 
warehousemen threatened the San 
Francisco Bay area today, Pitts­
burgh was hit by a walkout of truck 
drivers and helpers, and the first 
promise of a break appeared in the 
disputes ' which have crippled liun- 
ber production in the Pacific North 
west.

In San Francisco some 4,500 CIO 
warehousemen threatened to halt 
work in an effort to enforce de­
mends for a 10 cents an hour wage 
increase for women workers who 
now receive 50 and 55 cents.

The Pittsburgh strike brought out 
2,200 truck drivers and helpers work­
ing for 179 concerns, officials of the 
AFL teamsters’ union said. Truck 
shipments of a wide variety of de­
fense materials were at once res­
tricted.

The strike began yesterday, fol­
lowing the collapse of negotiations 
for a new contract between the 
union and members of the motor 
truck association. The union asked 
a basic 10 cents an hour increase 
over the existing 85 cent rate, paid 
vacations and malntenane of a 48 
hour week.

Some CIO lumber workers at 
Seattle—the boom men—offered to 
go back to work if employers would 
give them 7 1/2 cents more per 
hour, making the daily minimum 
$8.15, and make it retroactive to 
April 1.

Tlie defense mediation board call­
ed a conference tomorrow at Wash­
ington in an effort to iron out dif­
ferences in another Pacific North­
west lumber dispute between the 
woodworkers of America and em­
ployers of the CIO unions 12,000 
members.

Heavy Rains Fall 
Over North Texas

Behind The 
H eadlines

Now that the witches’ sabbath on 

Crete has ended, it is possible to 
get this unnatural and lopsided vic­
tory of the Nazi air arm and its 
fright-power into focus.

Crete’s military value to the Axis 
is, primarily, the elimination of one 
eastern-Mediterranean safey zone 
for the British fleet. The Island also 
has been called, with some degree 
of accuracy, a stepping stone to the 
Near East.

It was not necessary, however, for 
the Nazis to squander men and 
equipment in the grotesque air-borne 
invasion just concluded, just in or­
der to make Crete untenable for the 
fleet. Dive bombers have demon­
strated they could have done that 
alone.

Moreover, if Crete is a stepping 
stone to the Near East, it must be 
remembered that there are long 
steps in between—it is 350 miles to 
Cyprus, the British island which has 
been talked about as the next spot 
for invasion, and Cyprus is nearly 
100 miles from Syria. In this big 
blue expanse of sea there is plenty 
of room for the British fleet to make 
its striking power felt, so long as 
Alexandria stands as a base.
Losses Were Heavy 

More significant and even more 
obvious is the fact that Hitler, in 
order to employ his full fury on 
Crete, loosened the tentative grip he 
had on the Near East itself, by de­
serting his puppet in Iraq after giv­
ing him an effective air support.

If we look hard we can see the 
picture of the Nazis retreating for 
the first time from a country which 
they have occupied, at least politi­
cally and aeronautically, while in 
the same moment they send chills 
down the world’s back by the night­
mare conquest of a mid-Mediter­
ranean island somewhat more ex­
tensive than Long Island.

The British loss of men on Crete 
was proportionately heavy; perhaps 
from one-third to one-half of the 
total British-Greek force must be 
considered dead, wounded or cap­
tured. The loss in warships was 
even more severe, especially since it 
coincided with the destruction of 
H. M. S. Hood in the Atlantic.
Not Military Campaign 

But the German loss of men was 
certainly as heavy as that of the 
defenders, and the loss of German 
planes considerable. Yet in propor­
tion to the stupendous total of men 
involved in this whole war the man­
power loss is not a matter of great 
military consequence; it serves main­
ly to emphasize that the big battles 
are yet to be fought. And no one 
who read the list of warships which 
Britain summoned to catch and kill 
the Bismarck can believe that the 
Royal Navy is a goner.

The answer in Crete, then, is that 
this was not a strictly military cam­
paign at all. It was eannily designed 
to strike chill fear into the hearts 
of the Britisff on their own Island, 
so close to Nazi shores; to cow and 
terrify the Turks, so deftly encircled, 
and—perhaps this should be stated 
first—to amaze and awe the western 
world and make hesitant the hand 
that helps the British.

E. R. Plummer and Sgt. R. D. Bow­
man, returning from Denver to 
Barksdale Field, La., in their B-IO 
Bomber, wanted to get out of hea­
vy weather last night but they 
needed a spot to land.

It was raining and the ceiling 
was low.

They circled above the town for 
about 15 minutes and dropped two 
flares.

Lloyd Damron, manager of the 
Municipal Airport, spotted a flare 
from his bedroom window, rushed 
to the field, which is not equipped 
with landing lights. He started 
blinking building lights in an ef­
fort to attract the fliers’ attention.

Damron said there was no or­
ganized effort to summon automo­
bile owners but that from 60 to 
100 drivers who heard the plane 
and saw the flares knew something 
was up and headed for the air­
port.

WASHINGTON, June 2— (AP.)— 
Government action to control the 
prices of gasoline and fuel oil in 
all sections of the country is being 
considered by defense officials, it 
was learned today.

Because of the varied price struc­
ture in the oil business it is unlikely 
that price ceilings such as have 
been imposed on some commodities 
will be invoked even if action is 
found desirable. Instead, it was 
learned, companies might be re­
quired to submit their cost records 
to justify any increases.

Leading oil companies operating 
in the mid-Atlantic and New Eng­
land areas already have agreed to 
a request of Leon Henderson, price 
administrator, that they not raise 
prices without first consulting him.

In some quarters, it was said that 
any such notification to Henderson 
would result in a thorough study of 
the company’s books before the 
increase was approved.

Ask More Power 
For Roosevelt

WASHINGTON, June 2— (AP)— 
A request for legislation authoriz­
ing the president during the na­
tional emergency to requisition 
property of any kind “necessary to 
the national defense” was submit­
ted to congress today by the war 
department.

Officials said the authority 
sought was “all inclusive” and was 
similar to the powers exercised by 
President Wilson in the World 
War.

Announcing thq step, the war de­
partment said the proposed bill 
was approved by the president, the 
navy and the OPM.

The proposed bill stated that the 
authority asked “shall be construed 
and considered as an additional 
grant of authority.”

The 1920 national defense act 
already empowers the president to 
enforce compliance with defense 
orders, and additional “draft in­
dustry” powers were included in the 
selective service act last fall.
Plan Fair Compensation

Containing provision for fair 
compensation for any requisitioned 
property, the bill provides that 
during any period of national 
emergency proclaimed by the pres­
ident, the chief executive is author- 
izen “wheai he deems it in the In­
terest of national defense” to take 
this action;

1. Take over either temporarily 
or permanently, property of any 
kind or character whether real or 
personal, tangible or intangible, 
which was adaptable for use in any 
way for the national defense “or 
in the construction, manufacture, 
production, transportation, repair, 
testing, or storage” of military or 
naval supplies.

2. To sell or otherwise dispose 
of any property, right or interest 
taken over.

Surface vessels in the two dan­
ger zones—the 200-mile stretch 
between Nazi-conquered Crete and 
Axis-held Libya and the 100-mile 
gap between Sicily and French- 
duled Tunisia^—were descidbed as 
vulnerable to attacks from Axis 
bombers.

Germany’s foreign minister Joa­
chim von Ribbentrop and Italy’s 
Count Galeazzo Ciano attended the 
meeting.

Speculation arose that Hitler 
and Mirssolini may have discussed:

1. A possible ultimatum to Tur­
key, demanding passage of Axis 
troops into the Middle East.

2. A “final” peace offer to 
Britain, now that Crete has fal­
len.

3. Plans for a full scale Axis 
drive into Egypt to seize the Suez 
canal.
Demands Explanation

Other developments in the in­
ternational picture, pacing these 
swift-breaking events, included a 
smashing overnight assault by Nazi 
bombers on the big English indus­
trial city of Mancnester, and a re­
ported proclamation of a state of 
siege in Eastern Syria, French- 
ruled, next J.uor to British-con- 
trolled Iraq.

Today th i London Telegraph 
bluntly demanded an explanation 
for Britain’s fourth straight set­
back at the hands of the German 
war machine— în Norway, Flanders, 
Greece and Crete.

In the attack on Manchester, 
Naci raiders poured down thous­
ands of fire bombs and high-ex­
plosives— t̂the worst assault there 
in months. Rescue crews, still dig­
ging for victims buried under the 
wreckage this morning, were han­
dicapped by a dense paU of smoke.

A.n undisclosed number of nurses 
were feared entombed in the rub­
ble of a nurses’ hom.e blasted by 
a direct high-explosive hit; two 
hospitals were hit, and four shel­
ters were sm.ashed in a working- 
class district.

Eire Reporls Bombs 
Were Of Nazi Origin

D U B L I N ,  June 2— (AP)—Four 
bombs which fell Saturday on neu­
tral Dublin, leaving at least 30 and 
perhaps 61 dead, “were of German 
origin,” the government of Eire de­
clared today as it instructed its 
charge d’affaires in Berlin to pro­
tect and demand reparations.

The known death toll stood at 30, 
but 31 other persons were missing 
and a formal announcement said 
that “ in all probability the final 
death toll will be 61” since little hope 
was held that any of the missing 
would be found alive.

Houslon Takes Oaih 
As U. S. Senator

WASHINGTON, June 2— (AP)— 
Andrew Jackson Houston, who will 
celebrate his 87th birthday this 
month, took the oath today as a 
United States Senator from Texas.

Houston was escorted to the ros- 
triuri! by Senator Connally (D-TeX). 
Vice President Wallace administer­
ed the oath.

Houston issued a statement ex­
pressing his support of President 
Roosevelt’s foreign policy and said 
he favored every possible aid for 
Britain. He urged that capital and 
labor cooperate to keep defense in­
dustries at the peak of production.

The new senator said he was sup­
porting Gov. W. Lee O’Daniel in 
the Texas senatorial campaign.

The Deserl Six Inches Away
In the time of our Revolutionary ancestors, the des­

ert was nine inches away from the United States. Today 
it is only six inches away.

That is the dramatic and startling method taken by 
the National Wild Life Federation to call attention to the 
dangers of soil erosion. What the federation means is, 
of course, that there once was an average of nine inches 
of topsoil spread over the whole United ’States. The cut­
ting and burning off of the forest cover has resulted in 
such a washing away of that topsoil that now it averages 
only six inches in depth.

If that, too, is allowed to wash away, the United 
States would be a desert, like the vast deserts of China. 
How long would it take if the present rate of washing 
away of the precious soil continues without interruption? 
Fifty years is one rather alarming estimate. Fifty years
^ems even closer than six inches.

* ♦ *
Probably in no period has so much progress been 

made in the fight against soil erosion as in the past 10 
years. Millions of trees have been planted, thousands of 
dheck-dams have been built to stop gullying. The begin­
nings of a tree shelter belt against wind erosion dot the 
prairies.

It is only a beginning. The task of conserving our 
soil is basic. If the soil goes, from which alone man is 
now able to get a living, all else is in vain. So all plans 
aimed at this vital form of conservation are worth study, 
cry for action.

, The Wild Life Federaticm is primarily interested, of 
course, in the restoration of those wild animals which are 
rapidly disappearing. It lists more than 40 species which 
are either extinct or are rapidly disappearing. Those who 
are uninterested in hunting, fishing, or natural history 
may be indifferent.

But soil conservation and wild life go together. The 
game disappears, not so much because it has been killed 
off as because the forest cover is cut away and the streams 
polluted. It will reappear naturally when the surround­
ings in which it thrives are made to reappear.

Thus the two problems are one, because it is restor­
ation of this forest cover, and clearing up of muddy and 
polluted streams, that lessen the erosion that robs us of 
our soil.

This is another American heritage that must not be 
lost while we are intent even on more immediate things.

Germany Holds 
13,000 Troops 
0n Crete Isle

BERLIN. June 2—(AP.)—The Ger 
man high command proclaimed to­
day that “ the Battle for Crete is 
ended” and declared the only de­
fenders left on the island were 13,- 
000 prisoners of war.

The last resistance was smashed, 
the communique said, when German 
forces occupied the harbor of Spha- 
kion, on the south coast toward the 
western end of the island, which was 
the last center of Allied defense.

To reach Sphakion, it said, Nazi 
mountain forces had to subdue last- 
ditch British fighters in the moun­
tains north of the city and 3,000 
more prisoners were taken there. 
British Vessel Destroyed.

These were in addition to about 
10,000 Britons and Greeks claimed 
yesterday by the high command as 
captured in the fierce, 12-day wind­
up of the Axis Balkan campaign.

German dive-bombers were said 
to have concentrated on remnants 
of British-Greek defense forces try­
ing, in the final stages of the battle 
to escape from Crete’s rocky south­
ern shore where German and Ital­
ian drives met from opposite ends 
of the island.

The war bulletin said a British 
destroyer, presumably covering Bri­
tish attempts at sea flight from the 
island, was destroyed “with three 
full hits” while working with a unit 
of Britain’s Eastern Mediterranean 
fleet.

Goering Praises 
Parachute Troops

BERLIN, June 2— (AP.)—Reich- 
marshal Hermann Wilhelm Goering 
declared tonight that Nazi para­
chutists and air-borne troops who 
occupied Crete “proved before the 
whole world that words of the Fue­
hrer: that there are no unconquer­
able islands.”

In an order of the day, the air 
chieftain virtually stamped out the 
ground for their future actions.

(This could mean an attempt to 
invade England but Cyprus is an­
other potential island objective of 
the Luftwaffe.)

Goering called the conquest of 
Crete “an unprecedented achieve­
ment” marked by “super-human ac­
complishments” by the parachute 
fighters.

The parachutists, he said, “were 
inspired by a tremendous offensive 
spirit and were entirely on their 
own resources and defeated the 
enemy in heroic and embittered 
fighting.”

Christian Scientists 
Are Told Democracy 
Must Be Maintained

BOSTON, June 2—About 6,000 
Christian Scientists from many parts 
of the world gathered in annual 
meeting today in Boston were call­
ed upon by the Christian Science 
Board of Directors to consecrate 
themselves to the defense of the 
democratic system of government as 
the best human instrument for 
preserving the basic rights of man­
kind to “ life, liberty and the pursuit 
of happiness.”

In thus definitely allying this 
world-wide religious movement 
with the defenders of democracy 
everywhere, the directors stated it 
was their conviction that if social 
and political freedom is to be pre­
served “democratic forms of gov­
ernment must be maintained.” 
Directors’ Report.

The occasion for the stirring mes­
sage of the Directors was the annual 
meeting of The Mother Church, The 
First Church of Christ, Scientist, in 
Boston. The directors stated: “We 
are moved not by a desire to voice 
our own views, but to let the world 
know that we share with our leader, 
Mary Baker Eddy, her confidence 
in the immortality of the sentiment 
expressed in the Declaration of In­
dependence that ‘man is endowed 
with certain inalienable rights, 
among which are life, liberty and 
the pursuit of happiness’.”

Continuing the directors said: 
“The preservation and incorpora­
tion of these fundamental elements 
of true democracy in the basic law 
of every nation is a cause to which 
all Christians are morally commit­
ted, and which we as Christian Sci­
entists are determined to defend.” 
Incoming President.

The directors also announced the 
election of John Randall Dunn of 
Boston and Centerville, Mass., as 
president of The Mother Church for 
the ensuing year.

The new president is the son of 
James Randall Dunn, long identi­
fied with the United States Im­
migration Services. He is a native 
of Massillon, Ohio.

He has served the movement many 
years in a large variety of positions 
including First Reader of 'The Moth­
er Church and as a Christian Sci­
ence lecturer, during which he car­
ried the message of Christian Sci­
ence into all parts of the world.

Reporting on war relief work. 
Palmer said the War Relief Com­
mittee in Boston began its work on 
September 19, 1940. Today over one 
thousand committees serving as a 
recognized activity of the branch 
churches are shipping war relief 
material to Boston or to one of the 
other three depots now functioning 
in New York, Portland, Oregon, and 
Los Angeles.

Reports were heard from various 
parts of the world indicating to 
those at the meeting that spiritual 
progress is being accelerated, rather 
than diminished, by the rampant 
forces of material conquest.

Senate Declines To 
Act On Oil Bills

A’US'rtN, June 2— (AP.)—Efforts 
to bring up for consideration legis­
lation vital to the continuance of 
Texas’ system of oil proration fail­
ed in the legislature today.

'The TSenate refused to take up a 
bill authorizing the commission to 
prorate on a statewide instead of a 
pool basis. This bill would amend 
the market demand section of the 
proration law.

The Senate also declined, 11 to 17, 
to consider another bill which would 
extend the proration statutes inde­
finitely.

Both bills have been passed by the 
House of Representatives.

Unless the proration laws are ex­
tended they will expire Sept. 1.

Unusual interest was added to 
the situation last week by the ac­
tion of President Roosevelt in ap­
pointing Secretary Ickes coordina­
tor of the oil industry throughout 
the nation.

In moving to take up the bill ex­
tending the laws, Senator Weaver 
Moore of Houston, asserted:

“Maybe if we have our own law 
and our own commission they will 
let Texas govern the industry with­
in the limits he (Ickes) sets up.”

None of these measures would be­
come effective before Sept. 1 and 
thy could be disposed of if the law- 
makrs voted to recess several weeks 
and rturn to the capitol a few days 
before the next fiscal year begins.

However, an immediate recess 
would be blocked by a wide range 
of purely mecanical details which 
await completion.

Wheat Growers Join 
U. S. Soles Control

WASHINGTON, June 2— (AP)— 
Growers of wheat joined producers 
of icotton and tobacco today in 
granting the agriculture department 
authority to control the sales of 
their crops this year.

In a nation-wide referendum Sat­
urday, wheat farmers voted decis­
ively for a department proposal to 
invoke the rigid marketing quota 
provisions of the 1938 farm act to 
keep the surplus production of this 
year’s bread grain crop off the mar­
ket until it might be needed.

Quotas on cotton and tobacco 
were approved in referenda held 
last winter.

"Virtually complete returns from 
the wheat referendum gave 397,559 
votes for and 96,223 against quotas.

Aged Assistance 
To Two Millions

WASHINGTON, June 2— (AP.)— 
Federal security officials estimated 
today that 2,076,000 aged persons 
would receive monthly assistance 
checks averaging $20.67 in the Unit­
ed States during the next fi/^pal 
year.

Allied Survivors Say

CAIRO, Egypt, June 2— (AP.) - 

British and Greek survivors of the j 
lost fight for Crete declare they were 
beaten by. the sting of Germany’s j 
air force, not by the parachute 
troops showered onto the island.

“The parachutists were nothing,” 
one so;dier summed it up, “but dive 
bombing all day long and continual 
machine-gun fire was terrible. We 
hardly ever saw any of our own 
fighters. If we had had a few squad­
rons of them it would have been 
different.”

Thousands of British and Imper­
ial soldiers, along with many of

their Greek allies, have poured into 
Egypt, exhausted from hand-to- 
hand fighting and flight over moun­
tains, 8,000-feet high, since late last 
week.
10,000 Troons Landed.
By Saturday night 10,000 had been 

landed—British, Australian, New 
Zealanders and Greeks. Others, 
bombed all the wav from Crete, have 
trickled in since aboard small boats.

They disclosed that the decision 
to give up Crete was reached last 
Thursday afternoon. It had become 
apparent by then, it was said, that 
the fvTazi command of the air over 
the island, from which the RAP was 
forced to withdraw for lack of ade­
quate bases, would enable the Nazis 
to land as many troops as they re­
quired and prevent the British from 
bringing up reinforcements.

Big Golf Stars 
Don't Agree On 
Colonial Course

PORT WORTH, June 2— (AP.)— 

The Colonial Club course, over 
which the 45th U. S. Open Golf 
Championship will begin on Thurs­
day, is the “youngest” course on 
which the oldest open tourney in the 
country ever has been played.

To the advance forces of the 172- 
man field which will seek the title, 
is also appears to be somewhat of 
an enigma.

There could be no sharper cleav­
age in opinion than there is on 
the question of how this 7,035-yard 
course is going to play.

Half of the experts, including Hor­
ton Smith, Paul Runyan, and Dick 
Metz, say a final score of 285, five 
over par, will look very good. The 
other half, including Defending 
Champion Lawson Little, Craig 
Wood and Jug MeSpaden, feel that 
a man who hits a hot streak for 
four rounds is going to better Ralph 
Gulahrs championship record of 
281 and may do it by as much as six 
or seven strokes.
Birdies May Be Easy.

Each side has potent arguments. 
The 285 contingent points to the 
narrow fairways and the matted 
rough, clumped trees, ravines and 
gullies which border them. They 
stress the toughness of the four par- 
3 holes (two of almost 200 yards, 
all carry over bends of the Trinity 
River, the other 207 and 250) and 
the fact that three of the par 4’s 
are 469, 468 and 455 yards—“over­
grown par 4’s” as Horton Smith 
calls them.

'The boys who say the winner will 
be an all-time record-breaker argue 
that narrow fairways never stopped 
a good pro when he’s in stride and 
that, while the above holes are 
tough, there are at least seven on 
which birdies shouldn’t be hard to 
get.

Bolivian Government 
Deals Heavy Blow To 
German Airway Plans

'The aiction of the Bolivian gov­
ernment in expropriating the Ger­
man - controlled airline, Lloyd 
Aereo Boliviviano, hardly can be 
interpreted other than as a mani­
festation of willingness to cooper­
ate on the long-pull phase of 
hemisphere defense in general and 
with the United States in particu­
lar.

The Bolivian government’s ac­
tion dealt a heavy blow to the vast 
German-directed airways system 
in South America, and it breaks 
the link, connecting the east and 
west coasts over the norther 
route. Fui'thermore, the ink on the 
expropriatoin decree was scarcely 
dry before an announcement was 
made that the Pan American 
Grace Airways, a United States 
flag line, was conducting survey 
flights, preparatory to assumption 
of operation of the Lloyd Aereo’s 
schedules. The German-controlled 
airline held an exiclusiv© franchise 
for service within Bolivia.

Pan American Grace is expected 
to make an arrangement with Peru 
to fly the routes of the Lufthansa 
Peru line, also a part of the Ger­
man South American network, 
whose contract was cancelled early 
in April after the crews of German 
steamers scuttled their ships in 
Callao harbor to prevent Peruvian 
authorities from taking them over.
