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U . S. Will Protest
State Department Prepares Objections To 
Germany For Sinking Of Ship Robin Moor; 
Berlin Declares Nazis Won't Be Buffaloed

WASHINGTON, June 13— (A P )— Sumner Welles, Undersecretary of 
State, asseted today that the facts in the sinking of the Robin Moor 
were beyond dispute and indirectly accused Germany of violating an 
International Treaty on submarine warfare.

German authorities declared bluntly today they would 
not be “buffaloed” by United States reaction to the sink­
ing of the S. S. Robin Moor— America’s first torpedo vic­
tim of the war— êven as the State Department in Wash­
ington prepared a vigorous protest based on evidence that 
the ship was deliberately sunk by a Nazi U-boat.

“W e won’t be buffaloed by any American and English 
discussion concerning the Robin Moor,” a Berlin spokes­
man said. ^--------------------------------------------

“Whenever any ship with contra­
band sails for England we’ll shoot at 
it, whether it is the Robin Moor or 
anything else.”

Acting Secretary of State Sumner 
WeUes yesterday emphasized a 
statement that the Robin Moor was 
not carrying war materials. More­
over, the ship was boimd for Cape­
town, South African—not England.

The German spokesman said that 
many ships bound for England had 
already been sunk and that Ger­
many was in no hmry about parti­
cipating in discussion of the Robin 
Moor incident.

President Roosevelt was expected 
to comment on the episode later in 
the day.

Make If A  Reality

Reports Demands Excessive.
While Germany was thus engaged 

in grave diplomatic conflict with the 
United States, Europe vibrated with 
rumors and reports of a widening 
breach between the Reich and 
Soviet Russia.

Lonaon heard that Adolf Hitler 
had made demands of such magni­
tude on Soviet Premier Joseph V. 
Stalin that acceptance would vir­
tually end Russia’s military hold on 
both the Baltic and Black Seas.

Dispatches from Helsinki, Fin­
land, under the Russian thumb, 
quoted well-informed quarters there 
last night as saying Germany had

WASHINGTON. June 13 (AP) 
—Demands for stern diplomatic 
representations to Germany were 
coupled t o d a y  with calls for 
naval protection of American 
commerce, as a serious Con­
gress studied the official report 
of the torpedoing of the Robin 
Moor in the South Atlantic.

Although both 'friends and 
foes o f the administration’s for­
eign policy took a grave view 
of the incident, there was no 
apparent disposition in either 
camp to consider it in the light 
of a cause for war. Many said 
so in as many words.

W ill Demand Reparations.

Informed London quarters said 
discussions between British Ambas­
sador Sir Stafford Cripps, newly re­
turned from Moscow, and the gov­
ernment were “primarily concerned 
with Russian-German relations.”

Some reports said Germany was 
demanding use of Russia’s vast 
Ukrainian granaries and the pass­
age of German troops through Rus­
sia into the Middle East.

On the Middle East war front, 
fierce Circassian cavalry, trained by 
the PYench but now fighting on the 
side of the British-Free French A l­
lies, were reported to have fought 
their way into the suburbs o f Da­
mascus in the 6-day-old invasion of 
Syria.

In Washington, informed quar­
ters said the state department’s pro­
test over the S.S. Robin Moor would 
demand not only reparations but

Midland's Efforts 
To Get Big Bombing 
School Win Reward

And their efforts finally bore fruit.
I t  took countless hours away from 

their businesses and families, but 
they never looked back and today’s 
announcement that Midland had 
been designated as the site for the 
United States Army Air Corps 
bombardment and twln-ei^ine fly ­
ing school was the reward for which 
city officials, Chamber of Commerce 
leaders and others had been work­
ing for more than a year.

It  all started back early in 1940 
shortly after plans had been an­
nounced by the government to ex­
pand its air forces. Patriotic citizens 
of Midland, ever alert to cooperate 
to the fullest extent in the Nation’s 
Defense program, immediately o f­
fered its fine airport to the Army 
for full military purposes and o f­
fered to cooperate in every way pos­
sible in the National Defense pro­
gram.
Much Data Compiled.

Once the offer had been made, 
Midland leaders left no stone un­
turned in their effort to have Mid- 
t o d  designated as an Air Corps 
Training Center, Much data has 
been compiled, several briefs pre­
pared, numerous surveys made, 
numerous meetings held, and many 
trips made in the interest of having 
an Air Corps school located in Mid­
land.

Efforts to have such a school lo­
cated here were started by the 
chamber of commerce under the ad­
ministration of John W. House, im­
mediate past president, who has 
worked long and hard on the pro­
ject. House this year has continued 
to head the project as chairman of 
the Chamber of Commerce Aeronau­
tics Committee. House has been a 
top-notch leader in the project and 
is largely responsible for the suc­
cess of the venture. He is division 
superintendent o f the Humble Oil 
& Refining Comiiany.

The City Council, headed by May­
or M. C, Ulmer, has gone the limit 
in doing everything possible to have 
the Air Corps school established in 
Midland. Eiach and every member 
of the council has coo|jerated to the 
fullest extent. Special council meet­
ings have been held and all coope-

WASHINGTON. June IS-IAPj-Congressman 
R. E. Thomason today announced the War De­
partment had notified him the United States Army 
A ir Corps would establish an advanced bombard­
ment and twin-engine flying school al Midland, 
Texas.

He said approximately 1,500 oiiicers and men 
would be stationed in Midland lo assist in train­
ing 250 aviation cadets at one lime.

The congressman from West Texas, who is 
senior member oi ihe house military aiiairs com­
mittee, said the school would be established up­
on completion of barracks and other necessary 
work.

A  few minutes later the W ar Department announced 
the locations for five new A ir Corps schools, including 
Midland. It said the development is a part of its under­
taking to step up training of pilots from 12,000 to 30,000 
annually.

The schools will be located at Midland, Victorville, Calif., 
Sebring, Fla., Lubbock, Texas, and Highley, Ariz.

A  site of approximately 860 acres about eight miles 
west of Midland, including the Midland Municipal A ir­
port, has been acquired for the bombardment and advanc­
ed twin-engine training school.

A ir Corps officials said an average of about 50 planes 
would be required fc r  the training of 250 aviation cadets.

In the case of multi-engine training, whether for flight 
or bombardier instruction, the planes probably will be spe­
cial multi-engine training ships which the A ir Corps al­
ready is buying. Some old combat ships, including bomb­
ers, might be assigned to the schools as combat units re­
ceive new planes from the factories, they said, but be« 
cause of the extensive training and practice operations of 
the general headquarters air force it was thought likely 
the transfer of combat ships to school use would be held 
to a minimum.

The special multi-engine training planes are slower and 
lighter than combat ships, they have a lower wing loading, 
but are more maneuverable. Officers said they served as 
‘̂transition” ships for aviation cadets who had completed 

their basic training in operation of single-engine planes, 
preparing them for a further step in the operation of the 
faster, heavier and more complicated multi-engine com­
bat planes.

The schools probably will be opened in October or No­
vember, when the A ir Corps expects to obtain the train­
ing rate of 30,000 pilots a year. Plans and specifications 
have not been completed, and no cost estimates were avail­
able. Previously, however, the cost of construction at simi“ 
lar schools has been around $3,000,000.

He said actual training of bom­
bardiers would not get underway at 
Midland before late in the F a ll As 
new bombers come off assembly 
lines, they will be assigned to com­
bat units over the country and the 
planes now in use will be sent to 
Midland, he added.

The officer said as many as 75 
bombers might be located at Mid­

of the word ‘collaboration.’ ”

Telegram, Thomason said:
“Pleased to inform you that Unit­

ed States Army Air Corps will es­
tablish an advanced twin-engined 

i flying school at Midland and quar­
ters for officers and men will be 
rushed to completion.

“Fifteen hundred officers and en­
listed men will be placed at the 
school and training will be provid­
ed for 250 students..

“I  am greatly pleased that Mid­
land which is ideally located for 
this school should have received this 
national defense project and the 
people of that community deserve 
great credit for their cooperation in 
obtaining it.”

Midland offered its big municipal 
airport to the United States Army 
Air Corps for the advanced bom­
bardment training school several 
weeks ago after a hurried mass 
meeting of business men and citi­
zens was called at Hotel Schar­
bauer. All agreed Midland should 
offer its airport, one of the finest 
in Texas, for National Defense, and 
do it quickly. General Brant at­
tended the session and was pleased 
with the response to his proposal.

He and his staff were here in­
specting the aiiTiort and making 
tentative plans. He outlined facil­
ities which will be needed in M id­
land.
MIDLAND WANTS DEFENSE

For more than a year city o ffi­
cials and the Midland Chamber of 
Commerce have been working on 
the proposed development. No de­
tail has been overlooked in work­
ing out the program with the Army.

Under the tentative plan approx­
imately 360 acres will be added to 
the airport to accommodate the 
school. The exact number of build­
ings and hangars to be erected 
hasn’t been determined, but esti­
mates run to seceral score.

In  a telegram to Bill Collyns, 
manager of the Chamber of Com­
merce, Thomason said:..

“ School will be established as soon 
as quarters can be built which will 
probably consume about 90 days. 
Am greatly pleased with this out­
come of our efforts.”

Complete plans for the Sichool 
have been worked out by Major L. 
H. Hewitt, district Army engineer 
at Galveston. Soil surveys and topo­
graphy work have been completed. 
Test water wells have been drilled 
by the city at the airport to be sure 
water is adequate.

The school will need a minimum 
of 1700 gallons of water a minute 
and plans were drawn on that scale. 
The school will be complete with 
its hang'ars, water system, utilities 
and even its own sewage disposal 
plant.
SOUGHT BEST LOCATION

The air corps sought for weeks to 
determine the best possible location 
for the school. Deals have been 
made with land owners in this area 
to lease large tracts for bombing 
targets to give fliers adequate train­
ing.

General Brant recently explained 
to Midland citizens the air corps 
program and asserted it soon hopes 
to turn out 30,000 pilots a. year, com­
pared with 800 phots annually two 
years ago.

A man must not only be able to 
fly, the general ej:plained, but he 
must be able to shoot and bomb 
accurately.

Plans for construction work on 
the school are well underway. A r­
rangements have been made with 
the Texas and Pacific railway for 
construction of a spur to the site 
of the big air corps unit on the west­
ern side of the airport. Utility com­
panies have made plans to extend 
their facilities to the site and are 
ready to go ahead with the devel­
opment. A  lajrge portion of the con- 
gineering has been worked out and 
Army officers will be able in a few 
days to announce locations o f build­
ings and start work.

Funds for the school have been 
appropriated by Congress and there 
should be no delay in the work.

The announcement was received 
here with great enthusiasm. An ex­
tra edition was published by The 
Reporter-Telegram and soon Mid­
land was talking of the Ai*my Air 
Corps development here. Business 
men gathered in groups to discuss 
the plans and many telephone calls 
of congratulation were received by 
city officials and chamber of com­
merce leaders for their untiring ef­
forts to aid the Army in its task.

One of the most brilliant hands I 

have seen this year was played by 
Edward Marcus of Boston. And 
old-time whist player, Marcus 
sometimes gives the impression of 
seeing through the backs o f the 
cards, for he has executed many ex­
traordinary coups like that in to­
day’s hand.

South trumped the opefting lead, 
cashed the ace of spades and led 
a small spade to ruff with the seven 
of hearts. The fall of West’s king in­
dicated the spade split.

Declarer’s problem at this point 
is certainly puzzling. He can win 
five trump tricks plus the spade 
ruff, also two top spades, but that 
still leaves him two tricks short. 
A complete cross-ruff of spades 
and clubs would yield eight trump 
tricks plus the spade ace, but he 
could then never cash the queen 
of spades.

Prom the bidding Marcus guessed 
that West held a singleton dia­
mond and that it was an honor. He 
hoped it was the blank ace, and that 
West held all the top clubs.

On this assumption he found an 
extraordinary way to make his 
contract. He cashed the king of 
hearts, then the queen, overtaking 
with the ace, and pulled all of 
West’s trumps, leaving himself also 
void. Dummy discarded two dia­
monds. Then South led the three 
of diamonds.

It must have been a thrill to see 
West play the ace! Now West 
was left nothing but clubs. He 
could cash two tops and then let 
dummy rnake the jack, or he could 
lead low and force the jack at once. 
But in either event the jack of 
clubs would make the tenth trick, 
together with two top spades, the 
spade ruff, five hearts, and the 
Icing of diamonds.

Capitol Predicls 
Arnold Or Biddle 
For Jackson Job

WASHINGTON, June 13— (AP) — 
Capitol Hill heard today that Pres­
ident Roasevelt’s choice of a suc­
cessor to Attorney General Robert 
H. Jackson might Ue between Solici­
tor General Francis - Biddle an d  
Tliurman W. Arnold, in charge of 
the justice department’s anti-trust 
division.

Jackson was nominated to the Su­
preme Court yesterday when the 
President also elevated Associate 
Justice Harlan F. Stone to be Chief 
Justice succeeding Charles Evans 
Hughes, and named Senator James 
Francis Byers (D-SC) to succeed 
James Clark McReynolds.

The Senate, which confirmed 
Byrnes’ appointment in 11 minutes, 
arranged to hear any protests that 
might develop against the Stone and 
Jackson nominations. Indications 
were that they would win final ap­
proval within 10 days.

Meanwhile, reports circulated that 
the comparatively youthful Biddle 
had the “ inside track” for the at­
torney generalship, with Charles 
Fahy, his assistant, regarded as like­
ly to step into his present chief’s 
job.

There was strong support in Con­
gress, however, for Arnold, whose 
“ trust-busting” activities as assist­
ant attorney general have attracted 
the attention of such administra­
tion backers as Senator Norris 
(Ind-Neb.)

British Cause Great 
Damage In A ir Raids

LONDON, June 13— (A P )—Many 
an industrial building was* blown 
into the sky and numerous fires 
were started last night in Germany’s 
gtreat manufacturing region, the 
Ruhr Valley, by a large-force of 
British bombers in the heaviest raid 
of the war on that region, it was 
claimed officially today.

 ̂ WASHINGTON, June 12. 
— President Roosevelt today 
nominated Harlan F. Stone 
of New York to succeed 
Charles Evans Hughes as 
chief justice of the United 
States.

The place vacated by the eleva­
tion of Stone will oe filled by A t­
torney General Robert H. Jackson. 
And, to fill the vacancy created by 
the retirement of James Clark Mc- 
Reynolds last February 1, the Chief 
Executive nominated Senator James 
Francis Byrnes of South Carolina.

On the motion of Senator Glass 
(D-Va), Byrnes’ nomination was 
confirmed 11 minutes after it had 
reached the Senate. This is a 
courtesy customarily extended sit­
ting members of the Senate when 
they are nominated to the judiciary.

The nominations of Stone and 
Jackson were referred to the judici­
ary committee for consideration in 
the usual course of procedure. 
Hughes Asks Retirement.

Although no immediate announce­
ment was made as, to who would 
succeed Jackson as Attorney Gen­
eral, there have been reports that 
Francis Biddle, solicitor general 
since January, 1940, probably would 
be moved up to the highest justice 
department post.

Chief Justice Hughes submitted 
to the President ten days ago a 
request that he be permitted to 
retire as of next July 1 and Mr. 
Roosevelt accepted it with regret.

While there had been reports that 
Jackson might become Chief Justice, 

ih e  President chose instead to ele­
vate Associate Justice Stone, a Re­
publican, to . the highest judicial 
post in the nation. Stone will be 69 
next October. Jackson is 49 and 
Byrnes is 62.

With confirmation of the nomi­
nations by the Senate, Mr. Roose­
velt will have named seven of the 
nine members of the Supreme Court 
which he once wanted to increase in 
size to inject new blood.
Stone Was Supporter |

Both Jackson and Byrnes are j  
known as strong administration i 
supporters. I

Jackson moved up to be attorney 
general after the President had 
named his predecessor, Frank 
Murphy, to the Supreme Court.

Although a Republican, Justice 
Stone, was one of the leading sup­
porters on the tribunal of Roosevelt 
alministration legislation.

He was aj^ipointed to the court 
by President Cbolidge in 1925 a f­
ter serving nine months as attorn­
ey general.

Sadler Declares 
Control Depends 
On Oil Operators

AUSTIN, June 12— (A P )—iPi'e- 
vention of federal control of the oil 
industry rests largely with Texas oil 
men and the state Senate in the 
opinion of Railroad Commissioner 
Jerry Sadler now in Washington.

Sadler asserted yesterday, in a 
statement to his Austin office, that 
Texas, California and Illinois had 
better “get their houses in order” 
if  they expect to avert federal con­
trol.

Naturally, Texas should lead the 
way since it is the most vitally 
affected state when it comes to 
oil regulation,” he declared. “ I be­
lieve authorities here in Wash­
ington had rather see states get 
their own business straight than be 
forced to take over.

“Interest which Texas oil men 
once manifested in trying to keep 
federal control out has sadly wan­
ed,” he continued. “These men, 
whose industry affects over 1,000,- 
000 Texans, have gone to sleep at 
the-wheel, and it is now high time 
that they get ready to cooperate or 
the state will have the most string­
ent f o r m  of federal regulation. 
These statements are not threats. 
They are not imaginative. They 
constitut first-hand information 
and are true facts.

“Now pending in the Senate are 
House bill (designed to eliminate 
selective crude purchasing and) 
making oil proration permanent. It 
IS imperative that both of these 
bills receive approval or we will 
have Washington regulating and 
controlling our own Texas oil bus­
iness. This fact cannot be too 
strongly emphasized. After talking 
to administration leaders and con­
ferring with Federal Oil Coordina­
tor Harold L. Ickes it is my sincere 
and honest opinion that the bills 
are compulsory in preventing un­
wanted federal regulation.”

Winston Churchill this 
week pointed out to the, British 
people that the Germans, controll­
ing Europe’s whole chain of per­
manent airports and the entire con­
tinental railway sysetm, can put a 
vast number of aircraft and armies 
into reverse in very little time.

Right now there is a new rash of 
London reports that Germany is 
concentrating tremendous armies 
on the Soviet border and, perhaps, 
threatening a movement through 
the Russian Ukraine and Caucauses 
in order to seize Iran and pinch off 
the whole British position East of 
Suez.
Great Battle In Store

This may be fact, it may be fancy 
and it may be merely wishful of a 
German-Russian conflict, which 
certainly looks doubtful at this 
point.

But things are in shape for the 
assault in North Africa and, again 
to quote Mr. Churchill, the formid­
able threat o f the Axis armies at 
the Western Egyptian border must 
remain, above all, Britain’s chief 
preoccupation in the Middle East.

The fight there is bound to be on 
a much greater scale than any yet 
contested on -either shore of the 
Mediterranean. With the Imperial 
conquerors of Italian East Africa 
flowing northwestward to bulwark 
the defense of the Nile, the British 
may be a match in manpower for 
the Germans and Italians, who un­
questionably have reinforced with 
men and tanks by every sea-borne 
means. From the standpoint of 
planes and machines the battle is 
almost bound to be unequal, how­
ever.

U. S. Service Reports 
Goo(d Range Con<ditions

AUSTIN, June 12— (AP.)—Excel­
lent range conditions over most of 
the state were reported today by the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture marketing service.

Rainfall was excessive in South­
eastern Texas, where range feeds 
were “sappy,” the survey showed.

In  the Edwards Plateau sheep 
area, needle grass made rank grow­
th and was expected to result in 
some damage to animals as seeds 
appeared. Winter weeds and grass 
were maturing and moisture condi­
tions were favorable for the growth 
of summer ranges, the service de­
clared.

Senate Approves 
Seizure Proposal

WASHING'TON, June 12— (AP.)— 
The Senate approved legislation to­
day to give President Roosevelt spe­
cific statutory authority to take 
over defense plants where there is 
an existing or threatened failure of 
production and management or la­
bor have failed to utilize existing 
mediation agencies.

Approval of the measure came 
after administration forces lost a 
fight against an amendment by 
Senator Ball (R-Mich) which pro­
vided in effect that the president 
could not exercise such powers un­
til mediation attempts were ex­
hausted.

The vote of approval was 67 to 7.
Senator Connally (D-Texas) o f­

fered the plant seizure bill as an 
amendment to legislation authoriz­
ing the president to defer army 
training for men who reach their 
28th birthday by July 1 of this and 
subsequent years without having 
been drafted.

Testimony In Brown 
Slaying Trial Starts

SPEARMAN, June 12— (AP.) — 
Testimony was started today in the 
trial of Orrin J. Brown, charged 
with slaying Leota Prances Mur­
phy of Marion, Indiana.

Mrs. Murphy’s body was found 
bludgeoned on a loney road 25 miles 
west of here last March 20.

Two More In Abell 
Pool Of Pecos Log 
Ellenburger Tops

Two more tests in the Abell pool 

or Northern Pecos County have 
drilled through the Simpson, middle 
Ordovician, producing horizon into 
the Ellenburger, lower Ordovician. 
This brings the total to five.

Magnolia Petroleum Company No. 
2 State-Baldwin, in the north part 
of the pool, entered the Ellenburger 
at 6,116 feet, datum of minus 3,722 
feet. A  steel line measurement at 
6,110 feet corrected depth to 6,112; 
feet. This morning the well was 
coring ahead at 6,135 feet in Ellen­
burger dolomite, with no showings 
yet reported.

In the northeast part of the pool, 
Magnolia No. 1 J. P. McKee topped 
the Ellenburger high structurally 
at 5,808 feet, datum of minus 3,418. 
A  core from 5,809-18 returned five 
feet of hard gray dolomite. Sixteen 
feet were recovered of core from 5,- 
818-24 feet. The top 14 feet were 
hard brown dolomite and the bottom 
two feet light gray dolomite carry­
ing slight staining and a trace o f 
porosity. The test is coring ahead 
past 5,834.

Magnolia No. 1 D. P. Gerety, 
northwest outpost which topped the 
Ellenburger at 6,088 feet, is coring 
below 6,132 feet in dolomite. Bottom 
four and one-half feet of core from 
6,120-31 carried sulphur odor.

Stanolind Oil &  Gas Company No. 
1 Conry-Davis Unit, east extension 
test which missed the Simpson en­
tirely, is acidizing Ellenburger for­
mation from 4,830-95 feet, plugged- 
back depth, with 1,000 gallons in 
first stage. Last swabbing tests 
through 2-inch tubing set at 4,893 
showed water to have exhausted. 
Winkler Deep Prospect.

Magnolia No. 20 State-Walton, in­
dicating possible opening of a deep 
Permian area between Kermit sand 
and Keystone lime production in 
Winkler County, is pulling core from 
4,899 to 4,916 feet. Of core from 4,- 
871-81 feet eight-foot recovery was 
obtained, with top three feet show­
ing slight staining and the bottom 
five feet dense gray lime. Eighteen 
feet of lime recovered by coring 
from 4,881-99 showed slight staining 
and fair porosity in the top 17 1/2 
feet, while the bottom six Inches 
carried good staining and good poro­
sity. The well had shown for pro­
duction in an horizon comparable 
to the Tubb when it recovered 120 
feet of gas-cut and oil-cut drilling 
mud on 30-minute drillstem test 
from 4,854-71 feet.

In the Colby sand area of the 
Keystone pool, Standard Oil Com­
pany of Texas No. 16-19 W. E. 
Baird flowed 325 barrels of 38.2- 
gravity oil per day, with gas-oil ra­
tio of 800-1, after shooting with 340 
quarts in pay 2»n e  between 3,178 
and total depth of 3,357 feet.

In the Hendrick pool of Winkler, 
C. V. (Cap) Lyman of Midland No. 
1 E. W. Cowden, alsQ of Midland, 
flowed 432.94 barrels of 29.9-gravity 
oil per day, plus two per cent water. 
Gas-oil ratio was 580-1. The well 
topped pay at 2,740 feet, reached to­
tal depth of 2,993 and was shot 
with 400 quarts.
Terry Wildcat Strike.

The Texas Company No. 1 S. T. 
Murphy, showing for a new pool 
opener in West Central Terry Coun­
ty, showed a rainbow of oil on wash 
water in swabbing down 2,000 feet 
from the surface. Total depth is 5,- 
275 feet, corrected by steel line mea­
surement from 5,272, and 2-inch tub­
ing is set at 5,272, with perforations 
at 5,266. Swab has been lost in 
tubing and operators have tempor­
arily shut down the well.

“Midland’s” wildcat test, Wiggins 
&  Hyde No. 1 Stimson & Burley, in 
Southwestern Martin County, five 
and one-half miles northeast of the 
City of Midland, still is standing 
after cementing 233 feet of 13-inch 
casing at 245 feet with 200 sacks.

British Bombard 
Industrial Areas

LONDON, June 12— (A P )—Strong 
British bombing squadrons set large 
fires in the German industrial cen­
ters of Duisburg and Dusseldorf, 
blasted at docks in Rotterdam and 
attacked ports alohg the Nazi-oc­
cupied French coast last night, the 
air ministry said today.

'The raids cost the British eight 
planes, a communique said today.

German night raiders meanwhile 
pounced on a. number of places in 
England, inflicting substantial dam­
age and some casualties, and scat­
tered thousands o f propaganda 
pamphlets over the English coun­
tryside.

The Germans were reported over 
London, the Midlands, the North­
west and the North of England in 
the heaviest attacks in recent weeks, 
and a communique said “in one dis­
trict it is feared a large number 
of casualties may have been caused.”

Joint Committee To 
Study Proraiion Bill

AUSTIN, June 12— (AP.) — The 
Senate extended a hand of concilia­
tion to the House today, granting 
the latter’s request for a conference 
committee to adjust differences on 
a bill extending Texas’ general oil 
proration statute.

It  was an important move to­
ward breaking a deadlock on this 
and other legislation vital to the oil 
industry. ___

The request previously had Leen 
refused by the Senate, which had 
voted to extend the proration law 
two years, as had been done for 
some years past. The House had 
declared for indefinite expansion.

sons from their homes, damaged 
crops, cut o ff main highways, and 
surged upward toward a record

Water crept into portions of South 
Dallas, automobiles were marooned 
on northwest highway between Dal­
las and Gxapevine, U. S. Highway 
77 was blocked, and city and county 
officers and firemen evacuated low­
land residents.

At Albany, where 12 were drown­
ed in Tuesday’s flash flood, atten­
tion turned to immunization against 
disease and to rehabilitation. Work­
ers still searched debris for possible 
additional victims.

RECIPE, Brazil, June 12-̂  (A P I -  
United States representatives con­
sidered the stories of eleven sur­
vivors of the 5,000-ton American 
freighter Robin Moor today to form­
ulate a report as to whether her 
sinking in the South Atlantic May 
21 was the deed of a German sub­
marine.

ALEXANDRIA, Egypt, June 12— 
(AP .)—Britain’s famous gunboat. 
Ladybird, 625 tons, and the Moni­
tor Terror whose 15-inch guns shat­
ter Italy’s shore defense in Libya, 
have been sunk by Stuka dive bomb­
ers, the British navy announced to­
day.

The 8,000-ton Terror was caught 
at dusk recently o ff the Libyan 
coast and naade the target for 500- 
pound bombs. Her big and small 
guns put up a terrific barrage, 
causing the Germans to miss, but a 
near miss crumpled the monitor 
amidships.

The Ladybird went down in To­
bruk harbor, Libya, “burning like 
hell” and firing against the screech­
ing Stukas until her last dry gun 
slipped under the water, it  was 
said.
Kept Feeding Shells.

The Ladybird, famous as part of 
Britain’s Yangtze River patrol, was 
fired on Dec. 12, 1937, by Japanese 
shore batteries.

The little boat was hit aft by the 
first bomb in the Tobruk attack 
which occurred May 12 and started 
her downward plunge with her pom­
pom and six-inch guns blasting at 
her attackers.

Six out of a total o f 47 German 
bombers attacking Tobruk shipping 
droned out of the glaring sim about 
3 p.m. to dump their bombs at the 
gunboat.

Besides the hit aft, another bomb 
put in the boiler room and near 
misses shook the Ladybird like a 
hound shaking a rabbit. Severely 
wounded men kept handing shells up 
to the gunners who continued to fire 
until ordered to abandon ship.

All that was 
asked of them was that they stay on he job while their 
grievances were adjusted. This they refused to do.

When the President said “ the American people ex­
pect that impartial recommendations of oUr government 
services will be followed by both capital and labor,” he 
meant just what he said, and he spoke for the American 
people.

The taking over of the North American plant is not 
an act of the government in favor of the employer and 
against labor. Employers have been vehement in their 
opposition to any such taking over of plants. Nobody 
iWants this. The government .was literally forced to act, 
since every effort to conciliate had been rebuffed.

It must be borne in mind that this act is no solution 
of the difficulty. Planes cannot be built with bayonets. 
But neither can planes be built by men shuffling around 
in a picket line.

Neither organized labor nor industry wants to see 
this North American precedent extended. It is to the ad­
vantage of neither to have the government step into strike 
situations in his drastic manner.

There is only one way to avoid it. That is for both 
to realize that production comes first; that neither is wise 
in trying to insist on the last letter of their rights at the 
risk of the safety of the whole people.

We believe 95 per cent of labor and 95 per cent of 
management are opposed to the uncompromising attitude 
that led to the North American crisis. We believe the 
action taken there will prove the exception, and that it will 
be used most sparingly as a precedeiit. This is because 
jwe have faith that 95 per cent of both labor and manage- 
pient believe, deep down, in “all of us” ahead “ of any

Infelligent Tariffs
Tariffs are one thing that ought to be decided upon 

without emotion, almost mathematically. A tariff should 
be imposed in order to produce certain results and no 
others.

It is 
fh^t a new governmental unit be established to stuciy eco­
nomic relations with other countries, and to report to 
Congress just what effect on other nations would be pro­
duced by any propovsed tariff, trade, immigration or money 
law.

Seizure Of Crete 
Costs 5800 Nazis

BERLIN, June 12— (AP) — The 
German army and air force seizure 
of Crete on Adolf Hitler’s per­
sonal orders cost 5,893 officers and 
men in dead, wounded and missing, 
the high command announced to­
day, and proved that “nothing is 
impossible to the German soldier.”

The announcement also claimed 
that, between Jan. 1 and May 30 
thirty Allied wariships were sunk' in 
the Mediterranean, including 23 at 
Crete, and that “a great number of 
other units, including several bat­
tleships and plane carriers” were 
damaged.

In the same five-month period, 
according to this announcement, 
103 merchant ships, totaling more 
that 520,000 tons were sunk in the 
Mediterranean.

Preserves Apples By 
Controlling .Storage

LOCKPORT, N. Y. (UP). — By 
scientifically controlling the en­
vironment in a storage room, John 
A. Hall, Niagara County farmer, 
can pick apples one year, put them 
to “sleep” and wake them up the 
next year—as fresh as the day they 
were picked.

He does it by “modified atmos­
phere storage,” a process developed 
in England, although originated at 
Cornell University.

The process is a result of at­
tempts to keep fresh fruit fresh— 
despite the ravages of time. Pri­
marily, it is accomplished by con­
trol of the chemical elements in 
the atmosphere surrounding the 
fruit.

Technicians Work On 
Plastics Production

ALBANY, Cal. (UP).—In the new 
$2,000,000 Western Regional Re­
search Laboratory, approximately 
50 technicians are conducting ex­
periments from which it is hoped a 
new method of producing plastics 
and artificial fiber from agricul­
tural surplus products will be de­
veloped.

The scientists even expect to pro­
duce waterproof glue and concen­
trated food from such products as 
chicken feathers, alfalfa, wheat and 
potatoes.

R. H. Nagel, technical assistant, 
said medicine will come in for its 
share of attention with anticipated 
experiments on chicken heads for 

glandular extracts.

Oil Trade Sources 
See Hope In Ickes 
Proposed Program

NEW YORK, June 12— (AP) — 
Authoritative oil trade sources said 
today they were convinced a pro­
gram under preparation by Secre­
tary Ickes, petroluem industry coor­
dinator, would avert the threatened 
gasoline shortage in the Eastern 
states this winter and would permit 
the continuation of oil shipments to 
Japan.

These authorities estimated Japan 
was receiving about 1,000,000 bar­
rels a month of United States pe­
troleum, gasoline and lubricating 
oil. No aviation gasoline is included 
in these shipments, that having 
been banned to Japan last year by 
President Roosevelt.

Continuation of these shipments, 
made from California, was said by 
the oil men to have the approval of 
the state department.

As for the Ickes program it was 
said to revolve around, the con­
struction of three gigantic pipe­
lines to feed gasoline, petroleum 
and fuel oil into the heart of the 
industrial Eastern Seaboard and 
more efficient operation of other 
pipelines already in service in the 
Etist.

A t least one of these lines, to be 
run from Galveston to New Jersey, 
is planned for a capacity of 280,- 
000 barrels of gasoline and fuel oil 
a day.

Another line, of equal size, may 
supply the East with crude oil from 
the fields of lUinois.

The third line, the Plantation 
line, already under construction, 
will carry gasoline from Louisiana 
refineries to southern , industrial 
centers and probably to Norfolk.

LONDON, June 12— (A P )—Coin­
cident with the arrival of Sir Staf­
ford Cripps, British ambassador to 
Moscow, usually reliable sources 
said they had received reports Ger­
many was massing troops, guns and 
planes in Poland and Rumania for 
a “war of nerves” designed to 
squeeze important concessions from 
Soviet Russia.

Russians in London said they 
knew nothing of these reports but 
opinion was expressed in other quar­
ters that Sir Stafford, who arrived 
yesterday, would be consulted about 
them.

No one in the British capital 
specified what Germany hoped to 
get from Russia by the reported 
show of strength at Krakow, in oc­
cupied Poland, and in Rumania, 
but speculation centered around oil 
and the great Ukrainian wheat 
fields.

Lt. Col. William P. Lee, of Am^ 
herst. Mass., was ordered to Gov­
ernors Island, N. Y., effective June

In  addition to the Northeast 
command, charged with defense 
strategy in the vital New England 
and Middle Atlantic inudstrial 
states, it was learned there would 
be three others responsible for sim­
ilar war plans for the Southern 
Coastal area, the West Coast, and 
the Central states.

Flow Of Philippines 
Materials To Japan 
Continues Unhindered

MANILA.— (UP.) — Although the 
United States has clamped down 
e3Q)ort licensing controls on strategic 
materials, the Philippines continue 
to export such materials to countries 
other than the United States, not­
ably to Japan.

It was revealed that in some cases, 
exports of strategic materials were 
being made on a greater scale than 
ever before, although the prevailing 
shipping shortage presumably pre­
cluded unusually large increases in 
the volume of shipments.

While Washington reports in­
dicated the Commonwealth gov­
ernment had signified readiness to 
prevent certain export commodities 
from falling into potentially hos­
tile hands, no specific embargo or 
control on any material has been 
imposed thus far.

No Proof Available.
Commenting on the possibility o f 

export controls on strategic mater­
ials, some local business circles, 
however, have not signified any op­
position to export controls, and in­
dications were that the Common­
wealth government would impose 
them if and as soon as the United 
States wanted them imposed.

Japan remains the heaviest im­
porter of- Philippines goods in the 
Far East. In recent months Japan 
has made heavy purchases of Philip­
pine Tores, principally copper and 
copper concentrate, iron, chromite 
and manganese. In January and 
February Japan became the heav­
iest importer of Philippine base 
materials, and bought much more 
of these products than the United 
States.

Small Wisconsin Town 
Tu rns Out For Author

BATAVIA, Wis. — (UP.)—A  crowd 
of 500 persons creates a conspicu­
ous bulge in Batavia, Wis. (popula­
tion 151).

Such overflows occur periodically 
and Batavia citizens credit them to 
the talent of Ralph Mehlos, 24- 
year-old farm youth whom they call 
the “Barnyard Orson Welles.” They 
say he wilhmake Batavia just as fa ­
mous as her sister Wisconsin com­
munity, -Kenosha that produced the 
real Orson Welles.

Clark And Wheeler

Over FDR's Report

WASHINGTON, June 12— (AP) — 
Aid-to-Britain advocates expressed 
surprise and disappointment today 
over President Roosevelt’5 report 
that only $75,202,425 of lease-lend 
equipment had been transferred in 
the period between March 11, when 
the program started, and May 31.

Some, opponents of administration 
foreign policy expressed gratifica­
tion, however, and Senator Clark 
(D-Ida) professed happiness that so 
little o f the $7,000,000,000 voted for 
lepse-lend supplies “has been used 
to buy an interest in a lost cause.”

To Senator Wheeler yesterday’s 
report demonstrated there was no 
need for convoys, although “ there 
has been a lot of howling for them.”

“We have sent over only $75,000,- 
000 worth of lease-lend goods,” he 
added, “and there is no claim by 
the President that any of that has 
been sunk.”

Senator Connally (D -Tex), a 
sponsor of the Birtish aid legisla­
tion, found it “ distressing” that 
more equipment had not been trans­
ferred and Senator Byrd (D-Va) 
asserted that the amount was 
“greatly disappointing.”

DETROIT.— (UP.)—Only a few of 
the pioneers who gave their names 
and personalities to the automobile 
industry still are active in then- 
business.

Some are retired, living comfort­
ably, while others who rose to fame 
and fell in the tides o f business are 
living in comparative obscurity.

Henry Ford, founder of the Ford 
Motor company, philanthropist and 
rugged individualist, is one of those 
most active in his company’s affairs. 
At 78, the graying genius is still the 
principal power behind Ford poli­
cies.

Charles E; Nash, chairman of the 
board of Nash-Kelvinator corpora­
tion, still is going strong at 78 but 
there have been rumors of an im­
pending retirement.

Germany Is Without 
Data On Robin Moor

BERLIN, June 12— (A P )—Respon­

U. S. Navy Counts On A ir Force For B ig  
Part In Maintaining Defense O f  Two Seas

NEW YORK.—One of the most e f­

fective and terrifying new weapons 
to come from Hitler’s blitzkrieg ar­
senal has been the dive bomber. Yet 
the dive momber is neither new nor 
Hitler’s. I t  made its appearance 
in America’s navy as early as 1924.

It  is no accident that dive bomb­
ing is the u. S. Navy’s brain child. 
America’s admirals have long been 
alert to the possibilities—advantag­
es and dangers—of a naval air arm. 
Planes have three distinct uses in 
naval warfare: as A>ffensive weapons, 
bombing and torpedoing enemy con­
centrations; as defensive weapons 
against enemy planes; as scouts 
and eyes of the fleet, finding the 
enemy and then directing the fire 
of battleships beyond the horizon.

To carry out these various jobs, 
the navy employs many kinds of 
planes, based on both land and 
sea. In  addition to carriers, 
planes are ba^sd on battleships 
(three-plus each), from which 
they can be launched by cata­
pults, and on special smaller 
plane tenders. Many types of U. 
S. Navy planes are universally 
considered the world’s finest.

Huge patrol bombers, like the 
Consolidated “Catalina,” which 
sighted the Bismarck for Britain’s 
fog-bound naval posses, have a 
tremendous range, exceeding 5000 
miles. One of these bombers can 
watch many thousand square 
miles of sea in one day.

Short - ranged, but very dead­
ly, are the scout bombers which 
perform the double duties im­
plied in their name. Many of 
these are also convertible into 
dive bombers. The navy still be­
lieves that dive bombers are most 
effective in the role for which it 
created them—to attack ships.

Dive bombing calls for .the peak 
of physical perfection in both 
plane and pilot. Both must be 
able to withstand the terrific 
strain of an almost vertical power 
dive, hurtling towards the up- 
rushing sea at a speed approach­
ing eight miles a minute. Scream­
ing down from perhaps 20,000 
feet to within a couple of thou­
sand feet of his target, the pilot 
drops his bomb and “pulls out.” 
This is the crucial moment for 
both pilot and plane, for gravity 
pulls them with tremendous force 
back towards the sea. As it does 
so, the pilot momentarily loses 
consciousness.

To t ake care o f these critical 
seconds, the Nazis reportedly 
equipped their dive bombers with 
a device to freeze the stick as the 
plane pulled out, until the pilot 
could regain consciousness and 
take control.

Dive bombers are the m o s t  
spectacular, but by no means the 
most important, of the navy’s air 
arm. The value of torpedo planes 
was proven by the British air at­
tack on Italian ships at Taranto and 
again against the Bismarck.

One criterion of any navy’s 
strength is the capacity o f her air­
craft carriers and the speed with 
which they can get their warbirds 
aloft. The U. S. Navy’s carriers 
hold nearly twice as mahy (up to 
120) planes as foreign carriers, can 
launch them almost three times as 
fast.

I f  air power is the navy’s strength, 
it is also its weakness. On hand are 
less than half of its 10,000-plane 
goal. And America’s ships, though 
speedily preparing, are not yet fully

armed or armored against enemy air 
power.

More importantly, it must be re­
membered that air fleets, unlike sea 
fleets, cannot operate in all weather.
The navy cannot count on planes for 
scouting in foggy or rough weather, 
must rely on cruisers, destroyers and 
submarines whefi planes or “ground­
ed” at sea.

Increased emphasis on air pow­
er has made all the more import­
ant the second major aspect of sea 
power—bases.
Modern fleets cannot operate much 

more than 2500 miles from then- 
bases. In  the past year America 
has improved her naval strength 
througl) the acquisition of bases in 
the Atlantic stretching from Green­
land and Newfoundland in the north 
to the coast of Brazil.

It  takes more than the acquisi­
tion of land, however, to make a 
fleet base. It takes years to build 
the necessary drydocks, fuel stor­
age tanks, repair shops, grocery 
stores and the thousand and one 
other items the fleet requires. The 
new Atlantic bases are chiefly use­
ful as advance bases for patrol 
bombers and as blocks against then- 
use as invasion bases for a poten­
tial enemy.

In  the Pacific, the picture is less 
secure. Adequate bases are lack­
ing to guard the Pacific approaches 
to the Panama Canal. Delayed im- 
provemepts at Guam probably makes 
indensible this link to the Philip­
pines, should that outpost be tak­
en. Hawaii, America’s “Pacific Gib­
raltar,” is fairly well ready and 
will soon be supported from air and 
submarine bases in Alaska. These 
are the northernmost of America’s 
25 coastal bases.

What the U. S. Navy at present 
lacks in bases is partially offset by 
the recent promise of President 
Roosevelt, the navy’s Commander- 
in-Chief, that the Navy will resist 
all attempts of any potential enemy 
•to seize bases that might be used 
against America.

Such is the navy’s position in

ships and bases. The third aspect 
of sea power is men. Without its 
men, the navy’s ships and bases 
are just so many derelicts and so 
much real estate. Fortunately, 
the U. S. Navy’s strongest point is 
its living men-o’-war.

Soldiers and sailors both, the 
Marines are trained to fight aship

and ashore. Called the navy’s 
army, they are it most highly select­
ed human material. Only one volun­
teer in seven is accepted to make 
up the 50,000 “devil dogs”  whose 
bravery and risks are fabled Ame­
ricana. In the last war, every third 
Marine who fought was decorated 
for bravery.

Congressman Lyndon Johnson 
asserted at Lubbock that Mann 
erred in saying that “ the Congress­
men in the Senate race voted 
against parity for the farmers.”

He told an audience that both 
he and Martin Dies had voted no 
on a motion by Representative Can­
non of Missouri to reduce the 
amount contained in a Senate 
amendment to the farm bill from 
$85,000,000 to $72,678,812.

Dies in an address at Mexia 
warned that seven million members 
of foreign-controlled organizations 
are pledged to overthrow the Unit­
ed States government and that if 
immediate steps are not taken the 
defense program would be sabotag­
ed.
