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Hostilities In Southern Sector Increase

Germans Charge At Russian Defenses In Now Or Never Thrust
By Dewitt MacKenzie

The Germans have intensified 
their fresh offensive against the 
Red front during the past twenty- 
four hours, and there is small doubt 
that they are making their supreme 
effort at this crucial stage of the 
Russo-Nazi conflict.

I t ’s a case of now or never with 
the invaders, and the fierceness of 
this titanic struggle makes it clear 
that it rapidly is boiling down to a 
point where it must jell soon.

Evidence of heavy Hitlerian rein­
forcements is seen in the swelling 
of the battle in the southern sec­

tor about Kiev. The Nazis appear 
to be throwing special weight in­
to this operation, which threatens 
Russia’s communications with the 
Black Sea and vital oil supplies.

However, there has been no slack­
ening in the sanguinary battle in 
the center of the line about Smo­
lensk, gateway to Moscow. The in­
vaders also claim to have made an­
other deep thrust into J-he Bolshe­
vist defenses north of Smolensk at 
Kholm.

Berlin reiterates that the objec­
tive of all the Nazi operations con­
tinues to be the destruction of the

Red forces rather than the immedi­
ate capture of territory. That likely 
gives a pair picture of the position, 
for while this claim certainly serves 
as an excellent excuse for failure 
to smash the Muscovite defenses, 
yet concentration on destruction of 
the Red Army is a logical develop­
ment and the Hitlerian strategy un­
doubtedly is devoted in very con­
siderable degree to that end.

I  should say that this wasn’t true 
at the outset of the Nazi invasion. 
Then the Germans—either overes­
timating their own strength or, like 
most everybody else, being complete­

ly fooled as to Soviet preparedness 
—figured on rolling the defenders 
back without much effort and 
achieving another real blitzkrieg.

'The amazing resistance of the 
Russians, however, forced Hitler to 
change his plan of operations. A ft­
er the first onslaught it became 
quite apparent that it would avail 
him little to capture territory while 
the Bolshevist fighting forces re­
mained in being. ’Thus there has 
developed one of the bloodiest com­
bats in history.

What further line of strategy the 
Russians intend to pursue hasn’t 
been disclosed as yet by the Sphinx

of Moscow. That is to say, we don’t 
know whether Stalin is figuring on 
employing all his resources in hold­
ing his present line at all costs, or 
whether he may intend to make 
strategic withdrawals.

’There can be little doubt that he 
has large fresh reserves at his dis­
posal unless he has just thrown 
them into the battle line. It  would 
n’t be surprising if he is holding a 
big force in readiness with the idea 
of using it at the right moment for 
a heavy counter-offensive after the 
Hitlerites have fully extended them­
selves in this latest phase of the 
conflict.

No other pipe line project now 
is more imgent, Ickes said. The 
higher preference should assure 
completion of the line before snow 
flies, he added.

LONDON (A P )—The surrender of 
a German submarine to H. M. S.

Hunt, one of the 50 United States 
destroyers transferred to Britain 
last September, was disclosed Tues­
day with the anrfcouncement of 
decorations awarded to officers and 
crew.

An authoritative account of the 
surrender said the U-boat was de­
tected by the Corvette Aubretia, 
which, with the Broadway and oth­
er warships, was escorting a mer­
chant convoy in the Atlantic.

The Corvette released depth 
charges, this account said, while 
the Broadway and the destroyer 
Bulldog followed up the attack.

WASHINGTON. (AP.)—The United States disclosed the movement of 
two heavy cruisers into Australian waters Tuesday in a move closely fo l­
lowing a formal pledge of all-out economic assistance to Soviet Russia 
which may be borne across the Pacific in American ships.

House Approves 
Large Tax Bill, 
Beals Provision

WASHINGTON (A P )—The huge 
$3,206,200,000 defense tax bill, which 
would give the government its big­
gest cut of the national income, 
went to the Senate Tuesday bear­
ing a thumping House approval, but 
almost immediately- there was talk 
that it m ighryet undergo major re­
visions.

It  passed the House by the lop­
sided vote of 369 to 30 late Monday 
after it had first been stripped of 
a provision for requiring all mar­
ried persons to file joint income tax 
returns. This provision had been 
counted on to raise about $323,000,- 
000 in additional revenue by com- 
peUing married persons to pay high­
er surtaxes.

At the other end of the Capitol, 
Chairman George (D-Ga) of the 
Senate finance committee, express­
ed belief the Senate would not seek 
to reinstate the controverted provis­
ion but would try to make up the de­
ficiency elsewhere, possibly by re­
vision of the income tax brackets 
to broaden the base. He said his 
committee would hear an explana­
tion of the bill by treasury experts 
WIednesday and begin a two-weeks 
public hearing ori Friday,

W ill Triple Taxes

The base-broadening mentioned | 
by George would be in line with' 
President Roosevelt’s views, for the 
Chief Executive told the ways and 
means committe he thought the 
exemptions for single persons should 
be reduced from $800 to $750 and 
those for married persons from $2,- 
000 to $1,500.

As it passed the House Monday, 
the bill would virtually triple the 
taxes of persons in the lower and 
middle income groups by levying a 
graduated system of surtaxes start­
ing at five per cent on the first 
dollar of taxable income and rang­
ing u pto 75 per cent (the present 
maximum) on incomes of $5,000,000 
and over.

These surtaxes would be in ad­
dition to the present normal income 
tax rate of four per cent, which was 
continued. But even at that, a mar­
ried man earning $2,500 and having 
no dependents would pay $38.50 un­
der the new plan compared with 
his present tax of $11.

Stevenson Urges 
Fund Compromise

AUSTIN (A P )—Governor Coke R. 
Stevenson Tuesday urged a compro­
mise which would terminate the 
controversy over disposal of a sur­
plus in the county road bond fund, 
asserted he believed he knew of one 
and invited discussion with persons 
closely interested.

His statement was interpreted by 
observers as a trial balloon to ob­
tain reaction and determine wheth­
er a special session of the legisla­
ture this fall would obtain results 
to justify the expense.

The recent record-breaking long 
session ended with the House and 
Senate in a deadlock over re-en­
actment and revision of the law 
under which income from one-cent 
of the state gasoline tax has been 
applied to service certain county 
road bonds. The appropriation of 
this revenue for the purpose ex­
pires Aug. 31.

SAIGON, French Indo-China (AP) 
—A large and well-equipped Chi­
nese army was reported in Chung­
king advices Tuesday to be. concen­
trated on the Burma border, ready 
to cross at a moment’s notice to 
join British forces in .'the cockpit 
of the Orient.

With the troops of Japan, British 
and ’Thailand already massed about 
the Gulf of Siam, Thailand clearly 
had become the key to the situation. 
I f  the Thailanders openly ally them­
selves with Japan, the latter, will be 
within easy distance of both the 
Burma supply road to China and 
to Singapore.

The Chinese are reported convinc­
ed that the entry of Japanese forces 
into Indo-China foreshadows a 
direct assault on the Burma Road. 
Britain’s recently-announced new; 
air bases in Burma obviously are 
intended as flank protection against 
Japanese airports which might be 
established in Thailand.

Bloody Conflict Develops Into Two Great 
Battles And Soviet Organ Says Counter 
Blows Against Hitler Gain In Strength

German panzer forces have driven k new 70-mile-deep 
salient into the heart of the Soviet defense system between 
Moscow and Leningrad, the Russians acknowledged Tues­
day and Berlin reported that the 45-day-old conflict now 
had developed intoTwo vast battles of annihilation.

While the Germans reported a great slaughter of trap­
ped Red Armies, the Communist party newspaper PravJa 
declared that “day by day our counter-attacks are be­
coming all the stronger and wider in scope.”
------------------------------------------------*  Pravda said Hitler launched his

invasion with gigantic forces, in ­
cluding 30 tank divisions totalling 
15,00 tanks, 10,000 first line war­
planes, and 170 divisions—two or 
three times the forces originally 
available to the Red Army, the 
newspaper said.

Nazi military dispatches said the 
encirclement and destruction of 
large Red Army forces south of 
Kiev, the Ukraine capital, was well 
under way and indicated that a 
clean-up in the blood Smolensk sec­
tor, 230 miles west of Moscow, was 
in its final stages.

Adolf Hitler’s field headquarters 
reported that Red Army units at­
tempting to smash their way out of 
a trap in the Ukraine had been 
“annihilated.”

The communique also declared 
that in “a widenening break through 
the region 100 kilometers (60 miles) 
southeast of Smolensk, a new enemy 
power group was partly annihilated 
and partly destroyed.”
Chinese Army Masses 

Coincidentally, the British an­
nounced officially that large num­
bers of British and Indian troops 
including RAP personnel, have ar­
rived at Singapore.

Dispatches from Saigon, French 
Indo-China, siad a large and well- 
equipped Chinese army was report­
ed massed on the Buroa border, 
ready to cross at a moment’s notice 
to join British forces—presumably 
against any Japanese attack against 
British Bm'ma or Malaya.

Hourly, it appeared that an “ex­
plosion” in the Par East wa,s draw­
ing nearer.

On the Russo-German war front, 
DfiTB, the official German news ag­
ency, reported that 6,000 Russian 
prisoners were captured in the 
Ukraine, along with 50 cannon and 
368 trucks.

Axis Raid On Suez 
Kills Ninety Persons

CAIRO, E ^ p t (A P )—Ninety per­
sons were killed and 106 injured in 
an Axis air raid on the Suez Canal 
a r e a  Monday night, an official 
Egyptian communique said Tuesday.

"WASHINGTON (A P )—Leon Hen­
derson, head of the Office of Price 
Administration, told Congress Tues­
day that the nation faced th e  
“strongest and most pronounced in­
crease in the cost of living,” even if 
the administration’s price - control 
bill became law immediately.

Testifying before the House bank­
ing committee as the first wit­
ness of the measure, Henderson de­
clared that even with the powers 
which the bill would confer, the 
government would have an “enorm­
ous load” in trying to prevent the 
country’s “ dynamilfc, volatile econ­
omy” from entering an inflationary 
stage.

Using a series of charts 
to illustrate his remarks, Henderson 
said the nation’s price structure was 
“knocking at the door” of 1929 
levels and heading toward the 1919 
peaks.

The bill would give the President 
broad power to establish ceilings 
over prices for virtually all commod ­
ities and for rents in defense areas,1233̂

Shadows Against The Future
One of the questions which ought to be carefully studied, 

and which, so far as we know, has never been carefully 
studied, is the effect of wars on the next generation.

For instance, to what extent are Europe’s troubles today 
due to the fact that the best, healthiest, potentially most 
able of the generation now mature were killed off in 1914- 
1918? How many wise statesmen, how many poets and 
artists, how many economic and social pioneers, what sheer 
weight of human brains were dumped into the graves that 
blossomed in Picardy and Kiev in those years? And what
has that loss meant to today’s world?

* ♦ *

Because all those things are so intangible, nobody can 
measure them; because they pertain to the spirit no one 
will ever know, perhaps, their accurate weight. How many 
children of the generation which grew up directly after the 
World War bear today the marks of the insufficient nour­
ishment, the tense, hopeless times in which they lived? 
Never forget that that is the generation, in large part, 
which made up the Nazi movement.

All these factors no man has measured, because, perhaps, 
they cannot be measured. Yet one knows they exist. The 
social loss is undoubtedly greater than a similar loss 
throughout a cross-section of the whole population, be­
cause soldiers are selected for physical and mental fitness.

Now it is all happening over again. Though almost as 
many civilians as soldiers are being killed in this war, the 
destructive effect on the coming generation will not be less 
than that of the World War if it goes on as long. Already 
in France relief workers and physicians are reporting that 
babies born are markedly undersize, weighing only two and 
three pounds at birth. Why? Because their mothers are 
undernourished. People recently come from France report 
that they dare not look into the faces of children.

If that be true in France, what must be true in Poland?
In Belgium? In Greece? In Yugoslavia?

What will the next generation be in Germany and Italy, 
decimated by a series of bloody and useless campaigns, 
“ educated” in a mental straitjacket, fed from babyhood on 
a diet of blood-lust?

Isn’t it about time to stop all this once and for all? First, 
by conclusively beating those who have espoused all of it 
as a normal, desirable way of life, and forced it on the rest 
of the world? Second, by taking our part in organizing the 
world so that it shall not happen again?

The C.I.O. has always been heavily influenced by John 
tu Lewis and the United Mine Workers, not only because 
Lewis started it ^nd brought his strong personality to bear 
on it, but because the United Mine Workers, with its check­
off of dues, always has the money to back wavering units 
and generally underwrites its views. Now the United Auto 
Workers, fortified by $80,000 a month in checked-off dues 
from Eord workers alone, and with an estimated income of 
$2,000,000 in sight for the coming year, begins to be al­
most'as strong as the Mine Workers. Its membership of 
more than 500,000 is now close to that of the UMW, with 
many aircraft workers yet to join. And it has not always 
agreed with Lewis.

So the net effect of Ford organization may yet be greater 
outside Ford’s than inside it.

Sources Say Britain 
Prepares To Control 
Thailand Key Points

M ANILA, P. I. (A P )—Britain’s 
state of military preparedness in 
and about MJalaya reached a new 
high Tuesday and the belief grew 
In informed circles that the British 
are making preparations for swift 
moves to control the key points of 
Thailand, possibly in advance of 
open Japanese encroachment.

Large reinforcements of British 
Imperial and Indian troops reach­
ed Singapore, with RAP personnel, 
even while dispatches from Bang­
kok itself acknowledged that Thai­
land was facing a inomentous de­
cision in her relations with Japan, 
Britain and the United States.

Thai officials would not deny that 
Japan is applying pressure for the 
granting o f certain demands; in­
deed, Tokyo already was broad­
casting a Bangkok dispatch to the 
effect that the Thailanders had 
recognized Manchoukuo, Japan’s 
puppet empire, thus acceding to 
Japan on what had been regarded 
as a test issue.

The Thailand dispatches, although 
somewhat delayed, indicated, how­
ever that this Japanese announce­
ment might be premature, and there 
were clear hints that Thailand was 
anxious to know more about the 
immediate plans of Britain and the 
United States, particularly the lat­
ter.

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CHICAGO' (A P )—Domestic live­
stock, American agriculture’s rich­
est sources of income, are produc­
ing at full emergency rates to meet 
wartime demand and are yielding 
farmers prices of 17 to 18 per cent 
greater than a year ago, market sta­
tistics showed Tuesday.

Not only are milk cows and hens 
breaking all records for output, but 
prices farmers receive for their pro­
duce, once classed as a source for 
the farm wife’s pin money, have 
spiraled upward. F\irthermore, the 
value of all livestok on farms has 
risen sharply.

Prices of all principal livestock 
and livestock products are now 
above parity and well above the 
minimum the government sought to 
maintain when it began its lend- 
lease and domestic relief buying 
program in April. In  fact, at mid- 
July butterfat, chickens, beef cattle, 
veal calves, lambs and wool were 
above 110 per cent of parity, the 
minimum ceiling provided under 
price control legislation now pend­
ing.
Cattle Gain Is Less

(Administration economics define 
parity as a price level which would 
give farm products a purchasing 
power in terms of .non-farm prod­
ucts and services equivalent to that 
of a base period, set at 1909-1914.)

This steep rise in output and 
prices is expected to contribute 
much more than half of agricul­
ture’s 1941 income, which some mar­
ket experts believe may top that 
of 1929. The rise reflects farmers’ 
early response to government pleas 
for more hogs, dairy products, chick­
ens and eggs, after passage of the 
lend-lease bill.

Cattle prices, although more than 
a dollar higher than a year ago, 
show the smallest gain of any ma­
jor livestock item, but the value of 
the nation’s cattle population was 
estimated to have increased possibly 
almost a billion dollars over a year 
ago. Sheep and lamb valuation is 
believed to have increased about 
$50,000,000.

NEW YORK.—^Two more rising 
California tennis players Bob Falk- 
enburg and Louise Brough, have 
brought talent racquets east.

Bobby Palkenburg, national boys’ 
champion from Hollywood, swept to 

j the Eastern boys’ crown at Forest 
Hills, though playing with a broken 
left arm.

Miss Brough, national junior girls’ 
title holder from Beverly Hills, 
made her summer debut at Sea- 
bright, and the nation’s feminine 
aces are keeping wary eyes on her 
hard-hitting game.

Skinny and 15, the Falkenburg 
lad, who was christened Bob and 
rumpus everyone kicked up about 
his annexing the Eastern boys’ 
tournament despite a heavy cast 
on his left arm.

“What’s a broken arm as long as 
as it isn’t the one used to swing 
the racquet?” he asks.

Broken bones are nothing new 
to young Falkenburg. A t one time 
or another he has fractured his 
left shoulder, wrist and thumb. On 
the starboard side, only his thumb 
has been cracked, that when he was 
struck by an automobile.

Falkenburg’s first playing in­
vasion of the east appeared ended 
in St. Louis two weeks ago when 
he decided to go horse back rid­
ing. Everything was all right until 
the steed decided to attempt to 
jump a six-foot fence. Falken- 
burgh decided to get off. He did, 
flush on his elbow, breaking it.

But Falkenburg had waited too 
long for this journey to permit a 
little thing like a broken elbow to 
spoil it.

The following afternoon he was 
on a court, learning to counter­
act the weight of the cast.

Less than a week after the ac­
cident, Palkenburg and his 16- 
year-old brother, Tom, went as far 
as the semifinals in the Penn­
sylvania junior doubles.

Even J. Donald Budge, the Davis 
Cupper who joined the professionals, 
came out to Forest Hills for a 
glimpse of plucky Bobby Falkenburg, 
who is a brother of Jinx Falkenburg, 
much-photographed actress and 
model. Bobby didn’t disappoint the 
redhead as he trimmed blond Henry 
Qsten of Philadelphia in the final, 
7-5, 6-2.

Palkenburg admits his broken 
arm bothers him on overhand shots, 
the weight keeping him always a 
bit off balance. He uses his broken 
arm to throw the ball up on service.

Palkenburg, a brown-haired, 122- 
pound lad, defends his national title 
at Culver, Ind., Aug. 7-9.

Bobby has a game that belies 
his youthfulness. He isn’t physic­
ally capable of hitting as hard as 
some foes, so he outsteadies them. 
He is death at the net . . . comes 
in continually to volley his op­
ponent out of position and pass 
him.

Falkenburg comes from a tennis 
family, but had no coaching. His 
mother held the women’s singles 
championship of Brazil. Jinx 
Falkenburg boasts the women’s 
championship of the movie colony.

Self-assured and 18, Miss Brough 
can’t understand why everyone picks 
Pauline Betz, the Rollins College 
girl who won the indoor title, to 
take over the women’s singles throne 
at F'orest Hills, Aug. 30-Sept. 6.

Wheat Growers Will 
Oppose Interference

HARRISBURG, Pa. (A P )—More 
than 100 wheat growers claiming to 
represent 400,000 of Pennsylvania’s 
907,000 wheat acreage are forming 
a statewide organization to fight 
what a spokesman termed “ federal 
regimentation of agriculture.”

Strenuously opposing the Agri­
cultural Adjustment Administration 
wheat quota system put into effect 
for the first time this year, the far­
mers Monday night also went on 
record against “ all government in­
terference with agriculture in this 
state,” announced Chairman Audley 
Boak, former master of the Penn­
sylvania Grange.

Boak, who named an executive 
committee to arrange a statewide 
gathering of growers within the next 
10 days, said any modifications in 
the quota plan would not alter the 
group’s purpose of “opposing the 
regimentation of agriculture.”

Declines To 3,690,000

TULSA, Okla. (A P )—Daily crude 
[ oil production in the United States 
declined 174,495 barrels to 3,690,870 
in the week ended Aug. 2, the Oil 
and Gas Journal reported Tues­
day.

Illinois production increased 17,- 
655 barrels a day to 350,195; Lou­
isiana, 6.550 to 318,905; Oklahoma, 
1,800 to 417,250; Michigan, 950 to 
42,470; the Rocky Mountain area, 
570 to 107,640; California, 250 to 
638,500, and Eastern fields, 200 to 
112,300:

Texas production declined 195,110 
to 1,232,500; East Texas, 69,415 to 
298,550, and Kansas, 6,450 to 235,000.

Japan Will Obtain Iron 
From Shipwrecks Of Sea

NEW YO RK  (A P )—Cut off from 
her American supply of scrap iron, 
Japan has turned to the ocean to 
get this esseritial munitions product, 
sources here said Tuesday, report­
ing that Japanese salvage firms had 
begun operations to raise shipwrecks 
in waters under Japanese control.

Listed as a po^ible source of 15,- 
000 tons of metal is the $8,000,000 
American liner President Hoover, 
which, grounded on Hoishito I$lahd, 
near Fomosa, on Nov. 12, 1937. Japan 
already has taken about 7,000 
tons from the wreck.

Citizens lined the streets to ob­
serve. The passage of the convoy 
was orderly.
17,000 Men To Move

A bivouac was held between Stan­
ton and Big Spring. The regiments, 
traveling under sealed orders, will 
go to Camp Barkeley for a two- 
day stop and then will continue to 
Louisiana.

'I'he coast artillerymen, under 
command of Col. C. M. S. Skeene 
of the 63rd and Col. Charles C. 
Dawes of the 202nd, started from 
Port Bliss on the most direct paved 
route to Abilene Sunday. A first 
night bivouac was held near Van 
Horn. The regiments were the first 
of motorized convoys that will 
transport approximately 17,000 men 
training at Port Bliss to Louisiana 
war games.

U. S. Ariel Japan 
May Fight Sea's 
Greatest Battle

TO KYO  (U P )—The greatest na­
val battle in the history of the 
world will develop if  Japan and the 
United States' go to war, according 
to Admiral Sankichi Takahashl, re­
tired, in an article written for the 
current issue of the Taiheiyo.

Takahashi predicted a major bat­
tle would not develop immediately 
after the outbreak of the war be­
cause the United States probably 
would establish a long-range block­
ade in an effort to exhaust Japan.

The admiral warned, however, 
that eventually a gigantic clash 
would be inevitable.

The clash, said Takahashi, would 
precede any possible effort by either 
side to gain a crushing victory be­
cause neither side would be able 
to transport troops across the Pa­
cific until the other’s fleet had been 
sent to the bottom,

Japan’s Resistance Stressed
The former commander-in-chief 

of Japan’s combined fleets said 
that if the United States and Japa­
nese fleets avoided a decisive bat­
tle the war would be a long one 
because Japan has sufficient war 
materials to enable it to prolong 
the fighting despite any American 
blockade efforts.

Takahashi predicted that the 
war weapons of the future would 
include flying submarine “combin­
ing the features of the submarine 
and naval torpedo bomber.” '

The admiral said he believed 
modern navies failed to provide 
adequate auxiliary craft for the 
protection of aircraft carriers which 
he described as one of the most 
useful of all naval units during op­
erations against enemy warships. 
He explained the day was not far 
o ff when more adequate protection 
would be supplied carriers, the most 
vulnerable of the larger warships.

Takahashi described Germany’s 
use of battleships like the Bismarck 
fir raiding activities as a violation 
of the best naval tactics. However, 
he predicted that Germany’s small 
navy would avoid a showdown 
with the British fleet and would 
continue its guerilla tactics.

Trucks And Men 
Speed To Games

Dusty columns of Texas troops 
moved irresistibly Tuesday toward 
the plains and wooded areas of East 
Texas and Western Louisiana where 
giant maneuvers involving 500,000 
men will be staged under conditions 
simulating actual warfare.

A  dun-colored stream of 8,000 
troops from Camp Bowie marched 
in the blazing sunlight from a lake 
shore near Fairfield to a new bivo­
uac area 12 miles away as part of 
the relentless toughening process by 
which they will be prepared for the 
September maneuvers.

Second division troops, approxi­
mately 7,000 strong, started moving 
at 5 a. m. Tuesday morning from 
Fort Sam Houston. The first group 
was loaded into trucks, scout cars 
and command cars. Later other 
units swung into the 52-mile convoy, 
scheduled to halt at Huntsville.

A t El Paso 9,000 soldiers, mostly 
in the First Cavalry division, be­
gan streaming out of Fort Bliss 
in a 50-mile convoy that must travel 
approximately 1,000 miles to reach 
the maneuvers scene. The largest 
portion of the convoy was routed 
through San Antonio.

Uncle Sam Orders 
Soldiers On March

FAIRFIELD, Tex. (A P )—Despite 
motorization of modem armies. 
Uncle Sam still feels a fighting man 
needs a good old-fashioned march 
occasionally.
