Decides Violations

Before oil may be moved in in­
terstate commerce, a tender for its 
shipment must be approved by the 
tender board. The board, under the 
Connally Hot Oil Act, denies tenders 
when it finds oil has been produced 
in volation of state conservation! 
laws.

Board member Ray O. Armstrong 
and E. W. Chatterton, in denying 
the tender, held in a statement for 
the record that the “order upon 
which the application is based aes- 
ignates a particular destination for 
the oil and directs that it must be 
used for a definite purpose, and un­
less the oil is so assigned it may not 
be produced. In our opinion such 
an order is discriminatory ana 
therefore invalid.”

Flow Problematical
AUSTIN (AP) — Ninety seven 

thousand Texas oil wells are free 
to run a day’s production Sunday as 
a gift to Great Britain—but how 
many will flow is problematical.

Started as a patriotic gesture at 
the suggestion of John F. Camp, 
San Antonio operator, the oil- for- 
Britain plan ran into difficulties 
when a number of operators, assert­
ing it was impractical and in some 
instances impossible, refused to do­
nate a day’s yield of crude.

Members Jerry Sadler and Olin 
Culberson of the Texas Railroad 
Commission, state oil regulatory 
agency, condemned unnamed com­
panies they said were attempting 
to stifle the move by citing legal 
obstacles the commissioners con­
tended did not exist.

Army Command

WASHINGTCN (AP)—The army 
high command was reported Satur­
day to have undertaken a sweeping 
shake-up of officers in line with 
its expressed intention of eliminat­
ing those who fail to measure up to 
the highest standards of military 
leadership.

Eventually, authorities said, sev­
eral hundred officers, including reg­
ular army men, national guardsmen 
and reserves, may be retired from 
active duty and given an opportun­
ity to resign.

Behind The 
Headlines

In the eight weeks since Hitler 

hurled his mighty Nazi war ma­
chine against Russia it has ripped 
its way through Soviet buffer de­
fenses from the Baltic to the Black 
Sea and stormed into Russia itself 
an average depth of perhaps 100 
miles on a 1,000 mile front; but it 
has signally failed as yet to achieve 
or closely to approach the quick and 
earth-shaking victory the Nazi war 
lord foretold.

Russians, Germans, Rumanians 
and Finns by the hundred thous­
and, if not the million, are dead, 
maimed or prisoners. More millions 
of helpless non-combatants are dead 
or homeless and faced with freezing 
and starvation this winter.

Yet no Russian city of first mag­
nitude strategically or economically 
has yet fallen to the invading 
hordes; none been brought under 
Nazi fire except by air bombs. And

AUSTIN (AP) — A prospective 
special sesison of the legislature in 
the near future appeared indefinite 
Saturday after a delegation of coun­
ty judgs refused to accept Governor 
Coke Stevenson’s compromise pro­
posal on the road txond issue.

Allies Sink Six 
Vessels Of Axis

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — Six Axis 
ships and a destroyer were sunk and 
three others were damaged by aer­
ial and submarine attacks in the 
Mediterranean, the British and their 
Allies reported Saturday.

Torpedo planes which swooped 
upon on Italian convoy plying from 
the homeland to African headquar­
ters at Tripoli hit three of the five 
merchant ships and one of the 
protecting destroyers, an RAP com­
munique said. Later reconnaTssance 
showed only three of the merchant 
ships nearing Tripoli, it was said.

Inasmuch as the stricken destroy­
er was seen transferring her crew, 
the British presumed she had gone 
down along with 'a vessel of 6,000 
tons which was last seen emitting 
a great volume of smoke.

War Department 
Allots $5,923,040 
To Midland School

WASHINGTON (Special)—Funds 
totaling $5,923,040 have been auth­
orized for the Midland Advanced 
Twin-Engine a n d  Bombardier 
Training Center, the War Depart­
ment announced Saturday.

It said the required completion 
date for the school is January 1, 
1942.

Midland wil be one of six schools 
having bombardier training and is 
one of the new advanced schools 
built under the program to train 
30,000 pilots, a year.

The commanding officer and oth­
er staff officers of the new school 
have not yet been designated. Con­
struction was authorized on the 
following strength: 332 officers, 508 
cadets, 2,904 enlisted men and 22 
nurses. Of the total of 508 aviation 
cadets, 308 will be flying students 
and 200 bombardier trainees.

Congressman R. E. Thomason, 
senior member of the House mili­
tary affairs committee, said Mid­
land is going to have one of the 
finest air training centers of its 
kind in the United States.

The Turner location is on a 3,000- 
acre lease farmed out by Humble Oil 
& Refining Company, owner of a 
large block in the area. The W. W. 
Turney Ranch is said to comprise
272.000 acres.
Lubbock Discovery Shut Down.

On last gauge at 4,916 feet L. C. 
Harrison and associates No. 1 W.
G. Nairn estate, Central Lubbock 
County strike, swablied 40 barrels 
of oil in four and one-half hours. 
Fluid had been lowered to 400 feet 
off bottom by the end of the test. 
Harrison pulled tubing and reran 
it with rockbit. He then drilled 
two additional feet with rotary, 
employing reverse-circulation.

Late Saturday the well was shut 
down at 4,918 feet awaiting haul­
ing of more circulating oil from 
Sundown. It was given one acid 
treatment of 2,000 gallons at 4,916 
feet and is conservatively estimated 
to be good for approximately 200 
barrels per day on pump.

Nipponese Refuse To Let American 
Liner President Coolidge Pick Up 
100 U. S. Citizens Trying To Leave

Soviet Government Reports Fighting On Wi<de 
Front Is Still Active An<d U. S.-Made Bomber 
Beats Off Seven Fighters Of Nazi Luftwaffe
By The Associated Press
The Soviet government which Saturday accepted the 

British-American offer of maximum material assistance in 
the battle against Germany reported Sunday that fighting 
was still general along the whole 2,000-mile front at the 
start of the ninth week of the Nazi invasion.

In return for the promised help Russia was reported to 
have pledged active aid in a “stop Japan” movement.

The British again were .̂ctive in dayiight raids on Nazi-occupied 
France. American-made fortress bombers flew in the attack on Brest 
and one was reported to have beaten off seven German ,fighters, return­
ing safely although damaged and with some of its crew wounded.

The British claimed to have shot down 19 German planes aiid admitted 
losing four.

The imminent possibilities of the Pacific situation were further 
accented when the United States Department of State announced that 
Japan had refused to let the liner President Coolidge pick up about 100 
American citizens seeking to leave Japan.
Prepares Siberian Attack Soon

In London, where the Russian promise was reported by an authoritative 
source, it was said that Japan might stop short in her southward expansion 
and make an early push at Siberia to help herself and her German Axis 
partner by blocking the U. S. supply route to Vladivostok.

High Japanese, German and neutral quarters in Shanghai already had 
said Japan was preparing for a possible attadk on Siberia within two or 
three weeks. If started later, it might be hampered by bad weather, they 
said.

In the German invasion of Russia, entering its ninth week Sunday, 
the Red Army was fighting a dogged battle of withdrawal on the southern 
front in the Ukraine while apparently preparing for a stand on the east 
bank of the Dnieper River.

Russians and Germans agreed on the fury of the fighting, but neither 
side gave official details. German military accounts claimed all the 
Ukraine west of the Bug River was virtually encircled and that dive 
bombers were wreaking havoc in and around Odessa.

The Germans admitted the Russians were defending themselves sternly, 
saying that as an example of the no-quarter type of fighting, 800 Russians 
out of 1,000 were killed in one small skirmish.

In the north, both the Germans and their Finnish allies claimed con­
tinuing progress. The Germans said they had about cleaned up Estonia 
and were pressing on nearer to Leningrad, while the Finns reported cap­
ture of Sortavala, railway city north of Lake Ladoga.

While the fighting raged, the Russians were preparing for a long-drawn 
war with the Nazis.

Premier Joseph Stalin accepted the suggestion of President Roosevelt 
and Prime Minister Churchill for an early conference in Moscow of 
Russian, American and British officials to work out a general aid 
program.

Chief Executive Saijs 
U. S. Not Nearer War

A B O A R D  PRESIDENTIAL 
TRAIN EN ROUTE TO WASH­
INGTON (AP)—President Roosevelt 
intimated Saturday he and Winston 
Churchill were in complete accord 
upon tense developments in the Far 
East, as weU as the Russo-German 
conflict, but asserted this nation was 
no nearer to war than when he 
sailed away to meet the British 
Prime Minister at sea.

The Chief Executive spoke aboard 
the yacht Potomac, with anti-air­
craft guns mounted on her deck, 
just before he came ashore at Rock­
land, Me., and boarded his special 
train for conferences in Washing­
ton Sunday with Secretary Hull on 
both the Far East and French sit­
uations.

Tanned and obviously happy at 
what he called the eminently suc­
cessful swapping of ideas with Brit­
ain’s leader, Mr. Roosevelt told more

* —

than a score of newsmen crowded 
into the Potomac’s wardroom that 
there was not single section of a 
single continent that went undis­
cussed during their dramatic meet­
ing.

He made this statement after a 
reporter inquired whether his de­
claration that he and Mr. Churchill 
were in complete agreement on all 
aspects of the war situation would 
apply to the Far East as well as the 
Far West.

“Are we any closer to entering 
the war, actually?” another reporter 
asked earlier.

The President said he would say 
no.

Mr. Roosevelt also intimated that 
the heads of the two biggest Dem­
ocracies saw eye to eye in believing 
that Russia would hold on against 
Germany through the winter.

Have the salt ready. There are going to be a good 

•many peace propo.sals floating about, some advanced in 
•good faith, some less disintere.sted. Each will need a pinch 
d f salt.

The United States is properly interested in these pro- 
!posals. Some of the most violent of isolationists are ac­
tively interested in them. Even profound disinterest in the 

-war does not preclude eager interest in the peace. It 
.matters to the United States, and it matters deeply, what 
kind of peace proposals are made. The United States is 
not in the war, and has not the slightest right to dictate 
to either side what peace measures it might advance or 
,accept. But the Umted States is in the world, and it is 
affected (as every one of us knows now) by whether
EuTSp  ̂ and Asia keep the peace.

* * *

The reason for the salt is this: The .just and work­
able peace that is the only kind worth making is scarcely 
within sight at a time when one side in a war holds all 
the chips. The big winner in a poker game is usually 
willing to call quits when the stack of blues in front of 
hiin rises formidably. But the other fellow insists on play- 
,ing on, hoping for a change of luck.

As Woodrow Wilson said, “ Only a peace between 
equals can last.” Until both sides in this or any war see 
themselves as equal in power or potential power, there is 
no “negotiated” peace; there is only a peace of compul­
sion, recognizing ill-gotten gains, frustrating legitimate 
objectives.

A peace, for instance, “ legitimatizing” the conquest 
of small peoples by aggressive warfare, is no peace. A 
peace leaving Europe or Asia in a precarious balance be­
tween vast militaristic forces ready to spring at one an­
other whenever the chance looks good is no peace. A 
peace which assents to any nation or system using the 
rest of the world as a mere spawning place for its propa­
ganda and intrigue is no peace. A peace which denies 
access to the world’s raw materials on equal terms to all 
is no peace. A peace without an organized means where­
by all can restrain those who would break it is no peace.

^♦
It is just such pinches of salt that must be taken with 

every peace proposal that may be advanced.
It would be a moral crime against mankind for peo­

ple,.oL any country to refuse to consider honestly and 
hopefully weigh every proposal looking to the war’s end; 
but peace proposals are often gift horses requiring the 
most minute oral inspection.

WASHINGTON.—When the wal­
ls over and there are thousands of 
airplanes, airfraft factories, pilots 
and ground crews sitting around 
looking for work, it can be safely 
predicted that there will be a big 
boom in commercial and private fly­
ing. One field where a lot of nni- 
extra equipment and personnel 
may find employment is in the 
further expansion of air mail and 
air express pickup service to small 
communties.

This nifty is doing all right as it 
is in competition

contract for just a year.
Operating method of the system 

is of course fairly familiar to ev­
eryone. A plane swoops low over 
any designated pasture, and drops 
off its sack of mail without land­
ing. On the ground, two poles 20 
feet hight and 20 feet apart are 
stuck in sockets. Their tips are con­
nected by cable to which is at­
tached the pouch of outgoing mail. 
By an ingenious simple hook, low­
ered through a trap in the bottom 
of the fuselage, the pickup line is 
caught and the pouch drawn up to 
the plane by an electric winch.

Trie transfer is made while the 
plane is going more than 100 miles 
an hour. Smudge pots help the pilot 
locate the poles when visiblity is 
poor. Besides the pilot, each plane 
carries a crew of one to operate 
the winch.

Pioneer in this develpoment of 
the pickup service is Richard C. 
dui Pont of the Delaware du Ponts, 
whose All American Aviation, Inc., 
holds contracts for the five Penn­
sylvania and West Virginia routes 
now operating. Youn du Pont was 
a glider enthusiast who developed 
the equipment now in use and sold 
his idea to the government.
Rougrh Sailing

The combined mileage of the 
routes was a little less than 1000 
and the country flown over offers 
some of the toughest flying weather 
in the United States as it is largely 
the area of the Alleghenies which 
in the old days of early commercial 
flying was called the graveyard or 
hell’s stretch. The experience of 
these first two routes was so good 
that when the contract was re­
newed, it was extended to five 
routes, with two flights a day, one 
in each direction.

Some of the experiences of the 
operator have been noteworthy. 
During the particularly bad winter 
of 1940, there were days when heavy 
snow grounded the big commercial 
liners, but the pickup planes, not 
having to land, kept right on with 
their mountain hopping. , When 
flood hit the Ohio valley,, it was 
sometimes necessary to go out in 
rowboats to erect the poles for pick­
up. Not a single crackup or casualty 
has been reported though the planes 
are single motored affairs not li­
censed for commercial passenger 
carrying. Night flights have been 
conducted experimentally with neon

Stuka Bombers 
Bring Fear To 
Soviet Troops

BERLIN (AP)—Screaming Stuka 
dive bombers are giving “days and 
nights of terror” to Russian troops 
said to be encircled near Odessa and 
in other parts of the Southern 
Ukraine, German military reports 
reports received in Berlin said Sat­
urday night.

The German air force was report­
ed spreading terror lavishly over a 
wide area, dive-bombing with t̂he 
greatest intensity in the. region 
where the high command is at­
tempting to achieve “another Dun­
kerque” by driving the Russians 
in wholesale flight to the Black 
Sea.

German fliers reported they were 
concentrating their bombs on rail­
ways, roads and long columns of 
Russian tixiops and supplies. They 
claimed that on the northern edge 
of Odessa they silenced seven anti­
aircraft batteries and observed num- 
rous Soviet gun crews deserting 
their positions as the screaming 
Stukas plummeted out of the skies.

The high command devoted just 
two sentences to the Russian war 
Saturday, opening the daily com­
munique with the sentence “op­
erations continue successfully ac­
cording to plan of the entire eastern 
front,” and closing it with a report 
of an “attempted” Russian air raid 
on Germany.

Byrd's Penguins 
Provide 'Birds'

PROVIDENCE, R. I. (UP)—Three 
globe-trotting penguins, spoiled and 
snobbish by luxuries, are giving lo­
cal taxpayers the “bird.”

Months ago Read Admiral Rich­
ard E. Byrd captured the penguins 
at Little America and trundled them 
thousands of miles* across trackless 
wastes—passage free, board and 
room gratis.

An unidentified Providence resi­
dent purchased the birds and do­
nated them td Roger Williams 
Park, where officials provided a 
special swimming pool and a plate 
glass and wire house. The penguin 
palace walls were decorated with 
murals in the best Antarctic tra­
dition.

Following a blare of publicity 
about the looks, manners and cus­
toms of penguins, citizens, whose 
funds financed the birds’ sump­
tuous tastes, visited the pai’k for a 
penguin performance.

Tests Show Smarter 
Rats Avoiiding Fighting

STATE COLLEGE, Pa. (UP)—In­
telligence and pugnacity don’t usu­
ally mix, at least in the case of 
rats being observed at the psy­
chological laboratory at Pennsyl­
vania State College.

Experiments with the rodents 
here demonstrated that less intel­
ligent rats compensated for their 
mental deficiencies by being better 
fighters, while those who learned 
more quickly were less pugnacious.

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FDR Will Face Many 
Problems On Relurn 
To Nation's Capital

WASHINGTON CAP)—President 
Roosevelt’s return to the capital 
Sunday will find a variety of prob­
lems awaiting his attention and 
disposition.

Mrst will be the ever acute ques­
tion of accelerating the delivery of 
defense supplies to Gerat Britain, 
the armed forces of the United 
States, and also to Russia.

For some time, criticisms of the 
defense setup, as lumbersome, less 
efficient than need be, and hamper­
ed by overlapping duties and pow­
ers, have been numerous.

Richmond Drilling Company Opens 
New Oil Pool Between Vacuum And 
Maljamar In Southeast New Mexico

HOBBS, N. M.—A new pool for 
Western Lea County appeared as­
sured Saturday, topping other de­
velopments in the Southeast New 
Mejcico district of the Permian Bas­
in

The discovery well is Richmond 
Drilling Company of Midland, Texas 
No. 1 Shell Oil Company, Inc.-State, 
four and one-half miles east of the 
Maljamar and the same distance 
west of the Vacuum pool.

No. 1 Shell-State, which had been 
carying a slight amount of salt wa­
ter in the hole from an upper sand, 
ran into aii increase in water and 
first fi’ee oil from 4,572 to 4,579 feet. 
It  encountered gas from 4,579 to 4,- 
581 feet and more oil from 4,581 to 
4,585 feet. At 4,585 feet it fiUed 80. 
feet with oil and 100 feet with salt 
water in seven hours. Gas volume 
w&s estimated at 100,000 cubic feet 
per day.

Operators bailed the hole for 10 
hours, recovering 45 barrels of fluid. 
At the end of the bailing period, the 
well had 900 feet of fluid in the hole 
and water had decreased to one- 
quarter of a bailer per hour. 
Brown Cements Pipe

At last reports 5 1/2-inch casing 
was being run in the Richmond well. 
Setting of pipe will shut off upper 
water and enable operator to test 
the oil and gas zones. The well prob­
ably wiU be deepened before comple­
tion. It is located 660 feet from the 
south and 1,980 from the east line 
of section 22-17s-33e, in an area 
known to be high structurally, based 
on information* obtained from a 
number of core-tests driUed by Phil­
lips Petroleum Company, which 
holds a large block of acreage sur- 
jroimding the well.

String of 5 1/2-inch casing has 
been cemented at 5,263 feet with 
100 sacks in J. W. Brown, Inc. No. 
1 State, Lea wildcat eight miles 
north by east of the Vacuum field. 
Hole is bottomed at 5,320 feet, plug­
ged back from, total depth of 5,507 
feet in lime. Brown will test zone 
from 5,303 to 5,307 feet which show­
ed good saturation and fair porosity 
in core.

Brown has, under terms of a new 
contract with contributing firms, 
assumed-obligation to wash the hole 
and acidize it with a minimum of 
9,000 gallons. Location of the test 
Is in the center of lot 11, section 
4-16s-35e.
Northeast Lea Failure

A. H. Hover No. 2 State, Maljamar 
pool well 660 feet rrom the north 
and 1,980 from the east line of sec­
tion 32-17s-32e, Lea County, flowed 
130 barrels of oil per day through 
open 2-inch tubing upon completion 
o f 4,022 feet in lime. It topped pay 
at 3,863 feet and was shot with 
130 .quarts of nitro from 3,856 to 

^,009 feet.
Samedan Oil Company No. 3 By­

ers, Lea well 620 feet from the north 
and 1,293 from the east line of sec­
tion 3-19s-38e, flowed 360 barrels 
o f oil per day through open 2-inch 
tubing after acidizing with 4,000 
gallons in pay lime from 4,130 to 4,- 
234 feet, the total depth.

Northeastern Lea registered a 
failure in Carl B. King No. 1 State, 
wildcat 660 feet out of the northwest 
comer of section 16-lls-38e. The 
test logged only slight shows of oil 
in the upper lime and showed sul­
phur water in the bottom three 
feet of six feet of hard lime re­
covered by coring from 5,168 to 
5,188 feet. It was plugged and 
abandoned at total depth of 5,312 
feet in hme, 12 feet past contract 
depth. Bottom measurement was 
corrected from 5,306 feet when steel 
liitt was run.
Sulphur Water Struck

Sanders Brothers of Artesia stak­
ed location for a wildcat in Eddy 
Cfounty two and one-half miles 
north of the Grayburg pool. It is 
their No. l Han’y Leonard permit 
and is 1,980 feet from the south, 660 
fromthe west line of section 34-16s- 
30e.

South of the Getty pool in Eddy, 
Nick Manetas No. 1 Lane, in sec­
tion 13-21s-28e, encountered sul­
phur water at 3,022 feet in lime and 
logged increases to total depth of 
3,030 feet, where it was plugged 
and abandoned.

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Amateurs Submit 
Income Proposals

WASHINGTON. (UP). — Amateur 
financiers from Boxsprings, Ga., to 
Chokecherry, Ida., are trying to 
help the administration solve the 
problem of raising new revenues to 
meet defense spending.

The government normally receives 
a steady flow of revenue ideas from 
pople who work them out either as 
a hobby or as a means of keeping 
in fiscal trim between tax state­
ments.

When the word spread that the 
administration was seeking new 
revenue ideas to match its spend­
ing plans under the defense pro­
gram, the volmne of suggestions 
grew tremendously.

Most revenue suggestions go to 
the Treasury, where Secretary 
Henry Morgenthau, Jr., takes out 
the better ones and puts them into 
what he refers to figuratively as 
his “ top drawer.” Plans with a 
possibility are taken out of this 
drawer from time to time and 
studied by Treasury tax experts.

(UP).—With the ex­
ploits of the Fellers, DiMaggios and 
Williamses occupying most of the 
baseball headlines, there’s little at­
tention directed toward the ac­
complishments of players in the 
minor leagues but there’s one per­
former — Virgil (Fire) Trucks by 
name—whose deeds warrant a full 
share of any spotlight.

The 22-year-old Trucks is a right­
hander weighing 195 pounds and 
standing 5 feet 11 inches. He comes 
from Birmingham, Ala., where he 
was one of a family of 10, eight boys 
and two girls, but it is his current 
pitching prowess that promises to 
bring him the International Lea­
gue’s strike out record at the very 
least.

Of course. Trucks has competi­
tion for this spot in the league spot­
light in Freddy Hutchinson, Both 
are Detroit Tigers’ farmhands with 
Buffalo and both are outstanding 
pitchers in their loop. Hutchinson’s 
record may make him the first 20- 
game winning pitcher of the season 
if he keeps up his present pace.

Trucks, who has the likeness of 
a tiger tattooed upon his pitching 
arm, is the more colorful of the 
two, though, and while he may not 
win as many games as Hutchin­
son, his earned run record cer­
tainly will bear comparison.

Midland Had Parallel 
Housing Situation In 
1916, Editorial Says

An editorial from The Midland 
Reporter of Sept. 22, 1916, and fur­
nished by Mrs. Ola Dublin Jaynes 
draws a close parallel between con­
ditions in Midland then and now.

The article follows:
“Not a vacant house in Midland.
“Rather a remarkable statement 

to be made of any town. .There is 
not a vacant residence to be had 
in all Midland; or if so the owner 
don’t want it occupied. Daily we 
receive inquiry for rent property. 
Does it not appeal to you, reader, 
that here is a good field for invest­
ment? Rent property commands a 
good price. Hundreds of new houses 
are needed, but here is the secret 
of this lack; Most Midland people 
own their own homes, and the usu­
ally small incomes from rent prop­
erty do not tempt them. Midland 
people, immensely wealthy as a 
rule, are looking for larger profits, 
and comparatively few rent houses 
owned by accident rather than as 
an intended investment.

“There is plenty of industry in 
Midland; the very atmosphere 
breathes a spirit of activity, but 
thrift, we may say, is yet an un­
known art in this portion of the 
west. There is little heed to the 
smaller things that go to make up 
many of the big things of . life. We 
are lacking in husbandry, and there 
is an abundance of room out here 
for the thrifty,

“Midland offers a splendid field 
for investment to the man who can 
be content with modest but sure 
profits. Rental property in Midland 
will not soon be up to the demand.”

Official States 
U. S. To Operate 
Ship Plant Soon

WASHINGTON (AP)—The gov­

ernment probably will take over the 
strike-bound plant of the Federal 
Shipbuilding and Drydock Com­
pany at Kearny, N. J., within 48 
hours, a high defense official pre­
dicted Saturday.

This official, who would not be 
quoted by name, said President 
Roosevelt was expected to act on 
the case as soon as possible after 
his return to the capital.

An order for the action is under­
stood to have been drafted at con­
ferences between executives of the 
Navy, Maritime Commission, Of­
fice of Production Management and 
Defense Mediation Board.
Board Intervened

About $493,000,000 worth of naval 
and merchant ship construction has 
been tied, up for 10 days in the strike 
called by the Industrial UniiOn of 
Marine and Shipbuilding Workers 
of America (CIO).

The mediation board had recom­
mended a settlement of the dispute 
by adoption of a contract containing 
a “maintenance of union” clause. 
The union agreed to the recommen­
dations, but called the strike when 
the company failed to do so.

L. H. Korndorff, president of the 
company, offered to turn the plant 
over to the Navy and asserted that 
the strike “ involves no issues but the 
maintenance of the open shop. We 
are unwilling to abandon the de­
fense of the freedom of the Amer­
ican worker to choose whether he 
will belong to a union or not.”

Registrant Has 
Right Of Appeal

Every Midland County registrant 
is entitled to appeal from any class­
ification by his board and no one 
has the right to deny him that priv­
ilege, General J. Watt Page, state 
Selective Service director declared 
Saturday.

In all cases boards and govern­
ment appeal agents must take every 
effort to insure protection of the 
registrant’s right of appeal regard­
less of whether or not they think 
the appeal is justified, he said.

Any registrant who is dissatis­
fied with a determination of his 
board may appeal the decision to 
the board of appeals and no one 
has legal power to interfere with his 
efforts to get a review of his case.
