issues in our double-barrel ques-
tion. The correct answers seem to
be these:

Yes, the Nazi Chl"f would like to
get out of the war now, pmvxded he
could be left in domination of the
continent of Europe. Who wouldn’t!

No, I den’t think he could get out
of it. Just as he isn’t. likely to quit
unless he cashes in on  his. con-
quests or is defeatod, so the Allies
have sworn that they never will
stop until they have pulled him
down.

Peace talk has been going the
rounds quietly in Europe recently.
My information is that some AXis
supporters hav. been predicting Hit-
Jer would make the Soviet an offer
of separate peace before the winter
shuts -down on the Russian front.
If that venture were successful, he
would mak> suggestions to kngland

or termivating the war.

These Axis sources believe such a
proposal to Britain would follow the
lines of previously rumored plans.
That is to say, Germany and Eng-
land would be the dominant powers
of Europe-—with heavy accent on
Germany. Sovereignty would be re-
stored to those countries in which
Britain has special interests, such
as Norway and the Netherlands. All
the other nations would come into
Hitler’s “new order” or be annexed
by the Reich.

In other words Hitler would be
pretty much lord of all he surveyed

on the continent. John Bull would |,

be allowsd to keep his shirt and
his imperial connections. ;

Why ' shouldn’t the Nazi leader
want to conclude peace on such
terms? His alternative is to fight
the war through to a bitter, bloody
finish—and he is a long way now
from having assurance that he will
win. Things have changed mightily
since the days when he beat the
French to the earth and drove the
British into the sea at Dunkerque,

Nazis Executes
24 Czechs For
Hostile Acts

BERLIN (AP) — German firing
squads have executed 24 Czechs ac-

cused of plotting to throw off Gel-]

man rule, it was announced Tues-,
day, and spokesmen blamed MOSCOW
and London for rebel preparations !
which led to e swift German
counter-measures in the protector-!
ate of Bohemia and Moravia.

“London especially tried to start
something in Paris, Norway and
Holland, but it didn’t work,” a
spokesman declared, ‘“and before
they got off to a good start in the
protectorate we took a hand.”

He intimated that German au-
thorities had been aware for some
time of “disturbing elements” in

the protectorate but had waited ‘pa- |

tiently to determine who was in-
volved before taking action.
Kill Army Leaders

“We wanted to avoid dragging
persons who had nothing to do with
it into the affair,” he said. “Most
Czechs saw the purposelessness of
such politics. Reasonable Czechs
saw the Germans did not, intend to
put them under the yoke or suppress
their culture.”

Three former army leaders were
among those executed. The an-
nouncement named them as army

General Joseph Bily, Division Gen- |

eral Hugo Votja and Brigadier Gen-
eral Franz Horacek, and described
them as “leading men in the oppo-
sition group which had as its goal
the re-establishment of an indepen-
dent Czech state.”

The 24 persons were accused of-
ficially of trying “forcefully to sep-
arate the protectorate of Bohemia-
Moravia (parts of the former re-
lief) from the Reich.”

Prime Minister Winston Churchill,
disclosing - Britain has “several
times” considered an invasion of
the continent, predicted Tuesday the
war would last at least through 1942
and warnz2d that Adolf Hitler might
fall back on the defensive in the
i struggle with Russia and lash out
simultancously at Egypt, Spain, Af-
rica and England itself.

In optimistic vein, however,
Churchill declared Britain had now
seized the initiative from Germany
in the air.

The Reich, he said.flatly, is suf-
fering a serious air shortage—pre-
sumably from pilots . and planes lost
in the 14-week-old ‘campaign in
Russia. ¢

As Churchill spoke, the Russians
reported that Red Armies defend-
ing Leningrad had recaptured a city
on the approaches to the old Czar-
|ist; capital and hurled the Germans
back ‘“a significant distance.”

No Gain In Two Weeks

“without giving information to the
enemy,”-but he cautioned that even
the advent-of winter would give no
assurance “that the danger of in-
vasion will be entirely lifted from
this island.”

Bluntly,- Churchill informed Italy
that British warplanes would. “bomb
Rome  as heavily as possible if the
course -of the war should render
such action convenient and help-
ful.”

Hitler’'s invasion armies were still
smashing at the Russian Crimea,
attempting to slash through the
four-mile-wide Perekop Isthmus
linking the Peninsula with the U. S,
S. R. mainland, but were making
scant headway.

In the north, defenders of siege-
girt Leningrad were reported to
have driven the Germans back at
several - points, with Red “Army
troops maintaining the initiative.
British and Russian. fliers work-

{ PECOS.—Floodwaters of
the rain-gorged Pecos River
Tuesday surrounded several
and three tourist
camps as it surged across the
east end of this West Texas
town.

Water was running across
U. S. Highway 80 for nearly
a quarter of a mile, but
through traffic was allowed
to proceed under close watch
of state police and highway
department officials.

Water was within a few inches of
the Texas & Pacific railroad bridge,
spreading over lowlands east and
west. Engineers estimated the flow
at 20,000 second feet at this point,
twice the maximum of last spring’s
damaging floed.

Between Pecos and Barstow, six
miles east of here, water covered
the farm land in almost a solid
sheet.

Farmers estimated half the Bar-
stow irrigeﬁ,ion project was inun-
dated. :

Already more than 30 families had
fled the farmlands in the worst
flood this region has had in 20
years. TFloodwater covered 95 per
cent of Reeves County water im-
provement district No. 2. A greater
area was reported under water in
Ward County.

Farmers expressed the fear that
in addition to flood losses there
would be heavy damage from ero-
sion, loss of levees and irrigation
canals.

Sand bags

were used to shore up
and Pacific railroad
bridge east of Pecos. Emergency
trains with additional sand were
held on both sides of the bridge.

Although the flood peak already
had passed Red Bluff dam, the res-
ervoir discharged 14,000 second feet
of water. The rate was expected to
continue for a week or more.

The river flow at highway 80 east
of Pecos was estimated at 16,000
feet by U. S. highway engineers.

Roswell Under Water

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M. (AP)—
Muddy flood waters of the Hondo
and Gila Rivers, in opposite sides
of the state, rolled over towns and
countryside Tuesday to inflict gen-
eral widespread losses upon flood-
beleaguered southern New Mexico
and southeastern Arizona.

In the Pecos Valley, the Hondo
for a second time within a week
inundated the city of Roswell to as
much as four and five feet with
little prospect of relief for another
48 hours.

In the southwest, the destructive
Gila left wreckage and crop losses
in its wake as the flood crest from
mountain-born cloudbursts rolled
down into Arizona to take two lives
and wreak its fury on southeastern
Arizona communities.

The Duncan and Virden valleys
in New Mexico and Arizona felt the
full fury of the Gila crest, but flood
warnings enabled livestock to beé
saved in many communities in the
flood path.

The Weather Bureau voiced . the
belief that Carlsbad, downriver on
the Pecos, was in no danger of an
expected moderate rise in the river
there.

NEW YORK (AP)—If Joe Louis
has fought his last fight, then the
world can say goodbye to a fighting
man the likes of which it may never
see again,

The right that Joe laid on Lou
Nova’s jaw in the sixth round Mon-
day night at the Polo Grounds,
knocking the big Californian flat
and preparing him for the tech-
nical knockout that came a mo-
ment later, was the sort of picture
punch that fight fan might wait a
lifetime to see.

The big negro, now awaiting his
call into the army, may never again
deliver a single blow with the pre-
vision and power of the one that
paralyzed Nova’'s senses and shocked
a great crowd of almost 60,000 that
had been slowly warming up to what
it thought was a fairly even contest.

A year of absence from the heat
of championship fighting might
rob Louis of the perfect sense of
timing and the readly Kkick that
went into that one climatic blow.
If that happens, then it will be
something to remember.

Hit Flush On Jaw

Nova was close to the ropes, near
his own corner, boxing confidently
and well, waiting for Joe to give
him an opening. Louis, his face
impassive as ever, was shuffling
about and getting nowhere, appar-
ently. The crowd had been doing
some booing, and the champion’s
most, ardent followers were wailing
that ‘“he never looked like that be-
fore.”

Then suddenly, and simply, it
happened.

Louis feinted with his left and
threw all of his 202 pounds be-
hind his right. it struck the pow-
erful Nova flush on the jaw and
he dropped as though he had
collided with a box car. It was such
a terrific blow as to make what
happened before and afterward in
the fight seem scarcely worth the
telling,

Though terribly hurt, Nova man-
aged to gain his feet at the count of
nine and to stagger into a barrage
.of blows. He shuddered under the
impact of twenty or thirty cruel
shots to his head and body as he
sagged and floundeied three-quar-
ters of the way around the ring
beéfore Referee Arthur Donovan
stopped it, just at the bell. But
that one punch had ruined him.
