Shoguns are stirring uneasily as
Japan debates whether to accept
Washington’s sweeping terms or to
pursue expansion at the risk of war,
but the signs still will read the
same—that Nippon would like to
avoid an armed clash with America
and Britain if it could find some
face-saving escape from its di-
lemma. .

The Tokyo government appeared
to be feeling its way cautiously
through the crisis Friday, and For-
eign Office Spokesman Kishi dis-
creetly avoided anything more than
non-committal comment on the vol-
ranic -situation. In other words,
whatever the Japanese might have

in mind, they weren’t prepared to |

throw Secretary Hull’s verdict back
into his face.
Japan May Risk Break

I think we can say that war isn’'t
inevitable. We shouldn’'t be smart
in going farther than that.

Certainly the Japanese govern-
ment has peace balanced as pre-
cariously as a feather on its nose

As this column has pointed out
before, much depends on whether
the Japanese belicve the Axis will
win the war, and the position at
the moment is such that a great
Axis victory or defeat might deter-
mine Japan’s course. That's one
reason why Hitler is straining ev-
ery nerve to capture Moscow, to save
himself from the ailied offensive in
Libya, and to force the French gov-

ernment at Vichy to become a part- |

ner against Britain.

Nazi successes in any one of these
crucial situations might tempt Ja-
pan to risk ‘the big break with the
United States, and that would mean
a fight with England as well. Un-
doubtedly the position of the Euro-
pean war is playing a large part in
the anxious discussions of the Tokyo
cahinet.

Five Persons Of
Family Perish In
‘Shreveport Fire

SHEVEPORT, La. (AP) — Five
persons, all members of an Omaha,
. Neb., family were burned to death,
and two others were seriously in-

jured in a fire in a downtown-roomn--

ing house early Friday.

The dead are Melton Wedgewood,
17, Mrs. Dale Wedgewood, 23, Gary
Dale Wedgewood, 18-months old,
Virginia Wedgewood, 13 and Dale
Wiedgewood, 23.

E. R. Wedgewood, 48, jumped to
safety after being badly burned
but his wife was trapped in the
building. Her condition was unde-
termined. She suffered greatly from
shock, a sanitarium attendant said.

The family was trapped in the
building as the only means of exit,
a starirway leading from the second
story of the two-story rooming
house, was ablaze. There was no fire
escape on the structure.

Wedgewood and his son were em-
ployed on a construction job at
Barksdale Field, working on a day
shift. Another son, working on the
night shift was on duty when the
blaze occurred.

Four members of the family were
dead when brought from the build-
ing. Virginia Wedgewood died at the
sanitarium about an hour after be-
ing brought from the building.

“To the Editor: :

.“On Dec. 2nd we will be called
upon to decide whether or not we
will vote a now airport bond issue
in- the amount -of $60,000. Having
followed my own reactions to this
project ‘I am wonaering whether or
not. our citizens have analyzed the
circumstances leading up to and af-
fecting this issue. Starting from an
openly critical attitude, I have, as a
result of  subsequent investigation,
become thoroughly in favor of this
project. There are so many complex
angles which, because of  our di-
vergent . personal interests, tend to
detour our thought and obscure the
net results and the ultimate goal.
Consequently, I would like to set
down a brief analysis of the situa-
tion as I see it from the point of
view of a citizen who will not ben-
efit directly from the spending of
the government payroll in Midland.

“If ‘we do not vote this airport is-
sue, it appears to me that the sit-
uation will ‘stands as follows: /

“l. We will have a '$125,000
airport bond issue outstanding.

Millar Swabbing Oil

Rumors current around Midland
Friday were that Gulf Oil Corpora-
tion and L. H. Wentz No. 2 L. H.
Millar et al, Ordovician discovery
five miles south of Girvin in North-
eastern Pecos County, was swab-
bing an unestimated amount of oil
in tanks. Source of oil is the Ellen-
burger, lower Ordovician, believed
topped at approximately 4,175 feet.
The well is bottomed at 4,363 feet
in dolomite and has not yet been
acidized.

Farther southwest, in the Abell
field, Magnolia Petrocleum Company
has staked location for No. 3 Bow-
man heirs as a Simpson, middle
Ordovician, test in the south part
of the area.

| Nazi troops were attempting

Desert Armies Gain Definite Edge
In North African Battle As German
Troops Imperil Defenses To Moscow

By The Associated Press.

Britain’s desert armies appeared Friday to have gained
a definite eédge in the 11-day-old battle of North Africa as
Imperial mechanized legions broadened the vital corridor
to Tobruk—presumably wiping out Axis pockets of resis-
tance—and surged on westward from the bloody Rezegh
fighting zone south of Tobruk.

Meanwhile, Rusia’s Red Armies admitted a grave new
threat to Moscow, with the Germans advancing northeast
of Tula, 100 miles south of the capital, and registering
new gains in the Volokolamsk sector, 65 miles northwest

of Moscow.

Soviet dispatches acknowledged that German troops

smashing into the center of

Moscow's defense arc from

Mozhaisk were only 36 miles from the U. S. S.R. capital.

This was the closest approach’ to #-——-

Head-On Accident Saily Ediaing

Moscow from due west so far ad-
mitted- by the Russians. On the
north, the Vichy radio reported sev-
eral ‘days ago that the Nazis were
within 16 miles of the capital.

In the south, the Russians said
to
encircle the key munitions center
of Tula, 100 miles below Moscow,
while heavy German artillery and
trench mortars bombarded the town.
A nearby village, identified only as
“N”, was said to have fallen ta
the invaders.

The battle in North Africa con-

tinued to rage with unabated fury,

marked by heavy losses on - both
sides. A British spokesman said

‘nearly .the entire Italian -Bologna
diyisioti—about : 15,000+ troops—had

been wiped out. He said the junc-
ture between the main British arm-
ies and the Tobruk garrison had
now ‘“been completed”.
Rommel Units Scattered

A cairo communique said Brit-
ish and New Zealand troops which
Thursday “made direct contact”
southeast of Tobruk were slowly
beating the Germans and Italians
back in a drive apparently aimed
at extending communications and
supply through Tobruk itself.

Units of Gen. Erwin Rommel’s
German North African corps, which
attempted a diversion thrust across
the Egyptian border, were declared
to have been scattered and now to
be trying “to rejoin Axis forces en-
gaged in battle west of Rezegh”

Rezegh is 10 miles south of To-
bruk.

British Middle East headquarters

said the Axis armies were putting
up “determined opposition,” but
indicated the trend of battle was
slowly developing in British favor.

In the Russo-German war, Soviet
reports said Adolf Hitler’s invasion

' armies before Moscow were suffer-

ing “tremendous” losses, with as
many as 15,500 Germans Kkilled in a
single day.

North of the capital, the Russians
appeared to have at least a momen-
tary advantage, reporting that Red
Army troops violently counter-at-
tacking in the Kalinin sector, 90
miles north of Moscow, ‘‘drove
wedges into enemy lines and re-
occupied many villages.”

Russians Leave Skopin

There was no mention, however,

of the more immediate danger in

the Klin sector, 50 miles northwestl

of Moscow.

Frone-line reports to
Communist party newspaper, said
the Germans were striking savage-
ly on both flanks of Moscow’s de-
fense arc, with the heaviest blows
apparently falling on the southern
wing.

The Berlin radio said Russian
troops had evacuated the town of
Skopin, 150 miles southeast of Mos-
cow, and that it was about to fall
to advancing German columns.

In the Ukraine, the Nazi high
command took note of bitter Rus-
sian counter-attacks near Rostov-
On-Don and elsewhere in the Do-
nets River basin but asserted they
had been repulsed with heavy
losses.

of State Hull Friday began a sweep-
ing reexamination of United States
policy toward Vichy France.
. Hull turned to this new problem
as soon as he was freed of the time-
consuming conversations on the
Pacific which have beer: suspended
pending Japan’s decision on wheth-
er to pursue policies of peace or ag-
gression in the Far East.

Again the diplomatic objective
was to avoid the spread of war to
new areas which might affect the
peace and security of the Western
Hemisphere or jeopardize its inter-
ests.

The attitude of the United States
toward the Vichy government will be
determined, Hull has made clear,
by its reaction to Nazi attempts “to
take over by force or threat of force
the sovereignty and control of the
French empire,”

That
is creating an extremely serious problem for all kinds of
stores, and it is a problem which is of direct concern to
the consumer.

—They take it for granted that sanitary standards will be of
the best. They take it for granted that they will be given
honest weight, and will receive precisely what is ordered.
If stores are not permitted to obtain supplies which are
vital to their operation, it is clear that standards of service
will suffer tremendously.

Here is a matter which affects 130,000,000 people. It is
understandable that there should be confusion in the prior-
ity system at the beginning. But this confusion must be
swiftly eliminated, and a scientific, workable rating basis
must be established, if the American people are not to

Racket City Turns
Up New Gyp Method

SHANGH A I (UP)—Already

known as one of the world’s great- |

est “racket” cities, Shanghai is de-
veloping a new one, which hits vir-
tually every foreigner or Chinese de-
siring to change living quarters in-
side the French Concession or the
International Settlement. This the
so-called key money racket.

- The “business” is based on the
extraordinary demand for housing
due to extreme shortage of living
quarters as a result of influx of
refugees from the countryside,
coupled with the fact there was
little construction in the past four
years. The racket functions simply
but effectively. Whenever. a vacancy
occcurs, the vacant flat is placed
in the hands of a real estate agent,
and he simply will refuse to show
the flat, describe it or even dis-
close its location without a deposit
—which is never returned even if
the flat is not taken.

A recent investigation showed
that key money was demanded for
28 out of 29 flats offered for rent
through ageney advertisements in
newspapers. The key money ranged
from $100 (U. S. currency) to $1,-
500, depending on the size of the
flat,

National Council
Beports Traftic
Situation Better

CHICAGO (AP) — The National
Safety Council Friday reported prog-
ress in the nationwide effort to dam
the rising tide of accidents in the
United States.

The increase has not been stop-
ped, the council said, but a peak
rise of 23 per cent in trafflc deaths
in Auglst has been cut to a 13
per cent increase in September and
12 per cent in October.

It was in August that President
Roosevelt called upon the council to
lead a defense ‘emergency safety
campaign to curb the growing men-
ace. In an attempt to offset the
usual rise in traffic death§ during
the year-end holiday season, the
council and 130 cooperating organ-
izations are undertaking a special
Christmas safety drive with the
theme,: “give courtesy for Christ-
mas.”

The October traffic total was 4,050,
approximately 400 greater than in
October, 1940, but the 12 per cent
rise was the smallest for any month
this year. Traffic deaths for the
first ten months of 1941 totaled 31,-
620, a 16 per cent rise “over -the
27,210 toll for the same 1940 period.

Travel in September, the latest
month for which mileage figures
are available, was 13 per cent great-
er than in September, 1940. This
was identical to the fatality in-
crease. For the first nine months
of this year travel was up 12 per
cent and the mileage death rate
4 per cent. :

'Love Is The Magician,
The Enchantress That
Transtorms All

1 Cor. 13: 1 If I speak with
the tongues of men and ef an-
gels, but have not love, I am be-
come seunding brass, or a clang-
ing cymbal.

2. And if I have the gift of
prophecy, and know all mys-
teries and all knowledge; and if
I have all faith, so as to remove
meuntains, but have not love, I
am nothing.

3. And if I bestow all my
geods to feed the poor, and if
I give my body to be burned,
but have not love, it profiteth
me nothing.

Today’s lesson contains the heart

of the Christian gospel. This was
summarized in the old teaching
under the Greek word ‘‘agapein”

usually translated “to love”. The
best translation of agapein, or of
the noun derived from it, is prob-
aly “intelligent good will”. You will
remember that it was good will
among men that constituted the
message of Christ’s appearing in
the world. This good will means
a benevolent attitude toward all
people. The heart of Christian mor-
ality is to exercise intelligent good
will at all times toward everybody
and all circumstances.

Love The Universal Principle

Sone one has said that love is a
principle by no rule defined, the
first great mover of the human
mind. Certainly the universality of
love brings into one brotherhood the
people of all the world. This is
illustrated by Henry
Drummond as follows:

“In the heart of Africa, among
the great lakes, the explorers have
come across black men and women
who remembered the enly white
man they ever saw before—David
Livingston; and as you cross his
footsteps in that dark continent
men’s faces light up as they speak
of the kind doctor who passed there
years ago. They could not under-
stand him, but they felt the love in
his heart. Love is the universal
language. It will take you years to
speak Chinese or the dialects of In-
dia, but the language of love, under-
stood by all, will be pouring forth
its unconscious eloquence.”

Love Never Faileth

As we read Paul’s paean on love
from the scripture above, we are
convinced that love is the omnipo-
tent power of God. All other things
pass awdy, but love never fails. It
is the standard of Christian con-
duct and Christian fruitfulness. It
operates from within out, and is
directed always toward others. It
is that divine instinct that leads
the way into perfection, and into
the secret place of the Most High.
All accomplishments, all mighty
working power without it are as
tinkling eymbals. And so, as spoken
by Giuseppe Mazzini, love is the
impetus of Christian effort. “God
will measure our progress toward
Him not by what we have suffered,
but by how much we have desired
to diminish the sufferings of others;
by how much our efforts have been
directed to the saving and perfect-
ing of our brethren.”

The Will To Love

As love is intelligent good w111
one must exercise the will to ex-
press it in every day living. Tolstoy
instructs one how to become loving,
kind and lovable: “In order to love
people and to be loved by them, one
must train oneself to gentleness,
humility, the art of bearing with
disagreeable people and things, the
art of behaving to them so as not
to offend anyone, the hardest work
of all—work that never ceases from
the time you wake up till the %time
you go to sleep, and the most joyful
work of all, because, day after day,
you rejoice in your growing success
in it, and receive a further reward,
unperceived at first, but very joy-
ful after, in being loved by others.”
Love Must Be Expressed

Love has to be kept alive through
expression. The flowers upon the
bier do not light the burdens of
the dead. The sparkle of the eye,
the joy within, come only in re-
sponse to those manifestations of
love expressed face to face.

“If any little word of mine

May make some heart the lxghter
If any little song of mine
May make some life the brighter,
God let me speak that little word
And take my bhit of singing
And plant it- in some lonely vale
To set the echoes ringing!

The Beauty of Love

Robert Ingersoll’s beautiful elo-
quence on the subject of love has
no peer: “Love is the only bow on
life’s dark cloud. It is the morning
and the evening star. It shines upon
the cradle of the babe and sheds its
radiance upon the quiet tomb. It is
the mother of art, inspirer of poet,
patriot and philosopher. It is the
air and light of every heart, build-
er of every home, Kindler of every
fire on every hearth. It was the first
fo dream of immortality. It fills the
world with melody, for music is the
voice of love. Love is the magician,
the enchanter, that changes worth-
less things to joy and makes right
royal kings and queens of common
clay. It is the perfume of the won-
drous flower—the heart—and with-
out that sacred passion, that divine
swoon, we are less than beasts; but
with if, earth is heaven and we are
‘gods.”

A little study might have
saved this contract.

Two rounds of hearts were led,
West ruffing the second. After
taking the king and ace of trumps,
declarer tried running the dia~
monds, but found South with a
fourth-round  stopper.

So he ruffed out his losing dia-
mend, ruffed Dummy’s last heart
and led a trump, hoping for a mir-

acle. But the two top clubs and
a long heart won the last three
tricks.

It is discouraging to have to try
to win a trick with the weak East-
West clubs. Nevertheless declarer
was bound to attempt it when the
diamonds failed to break.He should
have anticipated this possible ne-
cessity by winning the-: third dia-
mond in dummy.

He knew that South was dealt
three spades and at least four
hearts. It was a practical certainty
that South was sherter in clubs
than North. After South showed
up with four diamonds, he was
marked for not more than two
clubs.

Then dummy should have led
a club through him, West playing
the queen if South ducked. This
play will work if South holds not
more than two clubs, regardless of
how the honors are split.

Actually, North takes his king
and leads a third heart, West ruffs,
leads a club and ducks in dummy,
dropping the ace.
