To Plan Anti-Axis Battle

Churchill And
Staff To Meet
With Americans

Secretary Early. Says
Meeting Of Officials
Might Be ‘War Council’

WASHINGTON — Presi-
dent Roosevelt called a con-
-ference for 4 P, M. Central
Standard Time Tuesddv with |
American Army and Navy |
officials a nd British Prime
Minister Churchill and his
staff. The White House said
this group might be called

the “war council.”

The American group invited in-
cluded Secretary cof War Stimson,
General George C. Marshall, Army
chief of staff; Major General Henry
H. Arnold, deputy chief of staff for
air; Secretary of the Navy Knox;
Admiral Harold R. Stark, chief of
naval operations; Admiral Ernes:
J. King, new ccmmander of the
United States fleet, and Harry L.
Hopkins, special assistant on Lend-
lease affairs.

With Britain’'s Prime Minister,
who arrived here Monday night,
were to be Lord Beaverbrook, sup-
ply minister; Admiral Sir Dudley
Pound, commander of the British
fleet; Air Marshal Sir Charles F. A.
Portal, and General Sir John Dill,
former chief of the Imperial general
staff and new governor of Bombay.

In announcing the conference,
Press Secretary Stephen Early told

reporters: “That group you might
call the war ccuncil.”
This was to be the: first confer-

ence between the President and the
entire British mission.

From early last evening until 1
a. m. Tuesday morning, the Presi-
dent and the British Prime Minister
conferred in the oval study in the
White House once used by another
war president—Abraham Lincoln—
for his office.

For most of the time last night
the two were alone.

The White House said a staff of
approximately 80 persons accompan-
ied the British Prime Minister from
England.

Britain’s prime minister,
the familiar nautical cap and the
high-buttoned seaman’s jacket,
stepped from a plane late Monday
at a nearby airport and found Pres-
ident Roosevelt waiting for him. A
Presidential limousine whisked them
away to the White House.

Full wartime secrecy surrounded
the manner in which Churchill
made his trip to the North Ameri-
con continent. The only information
the White House vouchsafed was
that the last leg was made by air.
There was a belief, however, that
one of his majesty’s warships had
carried him part of the way.

perts accompanied him., While the
personnel of the staff was not im-
mediately disclosed, the presump-
tion was that it would include an
array of'key British military, naval
and economic officials similar to
the one that attended the Churchill-
Roeosevelt meeting in August, which
produced the Atlantic charter.

There ‘were indications almost at
once that Churchill’s stay might be
of some duration. At Ottawa, Can-
ada’s Prime Minister W. L. Mac-
Kenzie King said that he had been
invited te Washington during the
course of the conferences, but add-
ed that the date for his trip would
not be announced until later.

Axis capitals apparently were
very much in the dark as to Chur-
chill’s whzreabouts until he reached
here. For. several days the Berlin
and Tokyo radios have been guess-
ing that the prime minister’s dis-
appearance frem London meant
he had gone to Moscow, to Wash-
ington, and to the Middle East. The
Middle East was Berlin's last guess,
and less than four hours later
Churchill was stepping into the
‘White House.

To most Britains, the prime min-
ister’s arrival in Washington came
as a much bigger surprise than his
battleship rendezvous with Presi-
dent Roosevelt—and the average
man was inclined to look upon this
new meeting as one of considerably
greater importance.

the big enemy submarine which
torpedoed the American tanker Emi- |
dio.

The belief was expressed by Cap-
tain Clark A. Farrow upon his ar-
rival Monday at Eureka, Calif., with
30 survivors of his ship.

Captain Farrow said he believed
the submarine was a large Jap-
anese undersea craft, one of several
Axis submersibles operating off the
California coast.

He said that two American planes

roared swiftly to the attack after
the submarine shot at the tanker
and then sent a torpedo into its
stern. Each plane dropped 'depth
charges, Captain Farrow added.
. “There was a big blast and plenty
of smoke when the second was
dropped,” he said in an interview,
“That may have hit her, we flgule
for we didn’t see her again.’

He said it was only 10 or
minutes after his distress message
when the American planes came;
roaring overhead.

Government Finds J udgment Against
Major 0il Companies And Pipe Line
Firms And Fixes Limit On Returns

WASHINGTON —(AP)==The " .gov-
ernment, annﬁuncm Luesday a final
judgment against-20.major oil com-
panies, 52° pipe’ line  ccmpanies and
seven-subsidiaries or affiliates which
places’ a 7 per cent limit on returns
the oil companics snay 1ece1ve flom
pipe line investments.

The - judgment’ was filed before
Justice Pavid A. Pine in federal dis-
trict court for  the District of Co-
lumbia and was baszd on a com-
plaint alleging viclation of the re-
bate provisions ot ine interstate
commerce and the Elkins acts.

The complaint alleged that the
pipe lines, had paid refunds and
rebates tc shipper-owner companies
under the guise of “dividends” and
that these often had amounted to
exorbitant returns upon the pipe
line capital stock. f

This gave the shipper-owners a
discriminatory advantags over other
shippers of crude oil and petroleuin
products, the department charged.

The defendant company denied
the charges in the complaint but
agreed to a final judgment which
provided :

1. No defendant comman carrier
may pay, directly or indirectly to
any -shipper-owner in any calendar
year beginning January 1, any earn-
ings derived from ftransportation in
excess of its 7 per cent share of the
ICC’s valuation of the pipe Iline

property if the pipe line has carried |

any commodities for the shipper-
owner during the year.
2. No shipper-owner may receive
payments in excess of the 7 per cent.
3. Net . earnings of pipelines in

New Reverses
Jolt Hitler On
Two War Fronts

Europe Watches Nazi
Leader As Blitz Thrust
Is Expected To Occur

Sharp new reverses jarred
Adolf Hitler’s invasion arm-
ies on two fronts Tuesday—
in Russia -and- North Africa
—as the world speculated
on the possibility of a sud-
den berserk thrust by the
Fuehrer in an attempt to re-
trieve his tattered military
fortunes.

European observers predicted Hit-
ler, in his new role as suprame war
lord of the German armies, would
soon try to open a new front ' in

regions  less  hostile to  blitzkrieg

campaigning than winter-frozen

Russia. i Pl
Turkey and the: Middle Bast,

Spain, Gibraltar, French Africa and
the British Isles appeared the like-
liest targets of attack.

A Soviet broadcast said that Ger-
man-dominated Bulgaria was speed-
ing war preparations along the
Turkish frontier and that an-
nouncement of Bulgarian mobiliza-
} tion was expected shortly.

The broadcast said the Bulgarian
port of Varna and the Rumanian
port of Constanta on the Black Sea
were in complete German control—

1evidently ready to serve as bases

for some new German thrust.

Powerful German forces have re-
peatedly been reported mahsing in
Bulgaria’ in recent months

Berlin and Rcme both hmted that
important military - developments
were imminent, with Nazi and Fas-
cist commentators using the word,
“decisive,” while Stockholm observ-
ers predicted that Axis operations
would be moved ‘“from East to
West.” :

On the North African front, Cairo
headquarters said British mobile
troops had reached the coastal plain
of the Gulf of Sirte, south of Ben-
gasi, in what appeared to be a
maneuver to cut off the main Axis
armies fleeing southward from
Derna and westward from Mekili
toward Bengasi. .

Reds Claim 117,000 Dead

British reinforcements were re-
ported steadily increasing the pres-
sure -on Bengasi itself..

The whole line of Axis retreat
west of Mekili, as pictured by Brit-
ish Middle East headquarters, was
“littered with abandoned material.”

" On the Russian front, couiler-
marching’ Soviet armies were re-
ported to have driven the gshiver-
ing, ill-clad German invaders from
75 more villages, and fierce Russian
Guerrilla bands were now said to
be blocking the Nazi retreat, aban-
doning their  hit-and-run tactics
for stand-and-fight blows.

Of the 750,000-man army Hitler
sent against Moscow, the Russian
newspaper Pravda declared more
than 117,000 were killed in a five-
week period ending Dec. 20.

The heaviest Soviet smashes were
said to be falling in the Tula sec-
 tor, 110 miles south of Moscow;
around Maloyaroslavets, 65 miles
southwest of Moscow; and in the
Tikhvin area, 110 miles east of Len-
ingrad.

Great) Eiddle, still a comparative
unknown to many fans despite his
sensational hurling for the Cin-
cinnati Reds last season/ received
Tuesday his accolade as the the
‘pitcher of the year.”

The National League released its
official pitching records showing
the stocky 24-year-old Georgia boy
had surpassed all other twirlers in
the major leagues in both earned-
run average and wihning percent-
age, bringing the pitching cham-
pionship  to Cincinnati for their
third straight year.

Riddle won 19 games and lost four
while achieving the low earned-run
average 2.24 per nine-inning game
for the best mark of effectiveness
since Carl Hubbell set the league
rcord for left-handed pitching at
1.66/in $933.

The young righthander had to
win 11 straight to pry the public’s
attention away from the - Whitlow
Wryvatts and Bohby Fellers, and even
then his real value scarcely was
realized.

Intrigues Manager.

Elmer was even a riddle to his
own manager till the teams were
deep into the schedule. He rode
around with the Reds for the entire
1940 season and got to pitch only
only 34 innings. He hurled one
complete game and appeared in a

relief role in 14 contests 12" of
which he finished.
For that freshman year, largely

of observation, Riddle had
the spectacularly low earned-run
average of 1.85. This intrigued Man-
ager Bill McKechnie, but not enough
for him to give his quiet, almost

The official records
showed the pennant-winning Dodg-
ers had the finest pitching staff in
the senicr circuit, led by Whitlow
Wyatt and Kirby Higbe. Each of
these sturdy righthanders won 22
games, the only hurlers in  the
league to get into the 20-game
bracket. Wyatt was second to Riddle
in effsctiveness with an earned-run
average of 2.34 and Higbe ranked
second in winning percentage with
his 22 victories and nine defeats.

Ernie White, ace of the St. Louis
Cardinals, was third in both de-
partments, winning 17 and losing
seven with an earned-run average
of 2.40.

Bucky Walters, who topped the
National League pitchers last year,
and his Cincinnati teammate, John
Vandeer Meer, tied for fourth in
the earned-run ranking with 2.83
while Curt Davis of Brooklyn com-
plated the cast of pitchers under
the 3.00 level with a 2.98 range.

His devotion to duty. ‘has_served
the cause well, for this demonstra-
tion of solidarity and determination
in Washington already is having its:
beneficial effect on the morale of
the Allied peoples at a highly criti-
cal moment. And let none believe
that the Axis is overlooking a his-
toric meeting . which -so patently
means business.

From the military standpoint thls
conference is vital for the coordina-
tion of Allied efforts. Momentous
questions must be settled in such
manner as will give the greatest ef-
ficiency. And since this is a war of
resources and production, there
must be co-ordination in this field
as well.

Allied Bases In Danger

The matter of immediate urgen-
cy is, of course, the Battle of the
Pacific in which the Allies
fighting at a disadvantage because
of the nature of the Japanese blow
in the dark.
