bid for appeal

The Midland Independent School
District has lost its fight to be heard
by the U.S. Supreme Court

Thornton Hardie Jr., attorney for
the school district, received a
telegram this morning telling him the
petition for a writ of certiorari had
been denied

The writ, which would have given
the Midland schools their day in the
high court, was filed after the 5th U.S
Circuit Court of Appeals in New
Orleans overturned a lower court
ruling which approved Midland's
desegregation plan

“The upshot is that the district
court now will work with us on a new
plan for De Zavala and Washington
(elementary schools),” Hardie said

De Zavala is almost all Mexican
American in its enrollment, while
Washington is almost all-black

The attorney said the school board
has the option of instructing him to
file a petition for a rehearing. In the

meantime, the case is in the hands of
the district court where it was
remanded last August by the appeals
court with instructions to ‘“dismantle
the dual system’’ of education

Although it seems likely the case
will be heard in the U.S. District Court
for the Western District of Texas
Midland-Odessa Division, Hardie said
he MNWas not received
notification to that effect

Dr. James H. Mailey, superin
tendent of schools, this morning said
he is ‘‘very disappointed that the
Supreme Court did not-respond to our
request for the writ

“Perhaps the fact that the Justice
Department did not include in their
brief (filed with the Supreme Court
the three additional schools that had
been injected at the circuit court level
may have been an important reason
for turning it down

Houston elevator blast
leaves at least 7 dead

GALENA PARK, Tex AP A
seventh body found today as
searchers probed tons of debris at the
waterfront site of an explosion that
destroyed a grain elevator used as
amajor loading point for
shipments to Russia

The search for other
tinued but was hindered by fear huge
damaged sections of the steel and
concrete elevator might collapse

Three other men were known to be
missing

Six bodies were recovered Sunday

The roof of the eight-story, 8.5
million bushel Goodpasture Inc
elevator on the Houston Ship Chan
nel was blown off and about half the
exterior walls collapsed. Chunks of
concrete flew in all directions

Three ships were tied up at the
Goodpasture, dock but were towed
away with only minor damage A
dozen or more longshoremen were
on the dock but escaped injury

Luther Hosch, 50, said he was
loading bulldozer blades on a trailer
about 400 feet from the elevator

“I got under that trailer and the
cement kept coming,” Hosch said
“It was like rain water hitting you
only a Jot heavier. When the dust
cleared my face was full of blood."’

Hosch was treated at a hospital
and released. He was among about
25 persons injured. Only three of the
injured were hospitalized

fire department spokesman. ‘It may
be a couple of days before we can
dig down &nd find the others. They
may be buried under 60 feet of rub
ble.”"

Firemen blamed the jarring explo
sion—heard 10 miles away in in
dustrial Pasadena—on grain dust
possibly ignited by a welder's torch
The eruption hurled debris

Firemen worked through the night,
wading through kneedeep grain,
dousing water on stubborn but con-
tained fires. Heavy equipment mov-
ed into the area to remove rubble
while grayish smoke drifted through
the eerie firelight

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MIT protessor says

nuclear

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. — A professor
at Massachusetts Institute of
Technology says nuclear plants are
extremely safe, but that doubts ex-
pressed by three nuclear engineers
who resigned their jobs should be
carefully examined.

Prof. Norman Rasmussen,
chairman of MIT's department of
nuclear engineering, told a forum
Friday night that nuclear accidents
are 10,000 times less likely to happen
than other accidents such as dam
failures and plane crashes.

Rasmussen said it is more likely an
airliner will crash into a crowded
stadium than that a nuclear accident
will occur.

Others at MIT’s forum on nuclear
reactor safety called for conservation
of present energy sources and the
development of alternative power
sources such as solar, wind and
hydroelectric production

Three middle-level executives with
General Electric's nuclear division
resigned their jobs recently to warn
the public of what they said is a
nuclear power plant peril.

One of the three, Dale Bridenbaugh,
told a news conference in Battleboro,
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Vt., Friday that problems at the
Vermont Yankee nuclear plant make
a major accident a definite
possibility.

Bridenbaugh said the design of
Vermont Yankee's safety pressure
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chamber is similar to that in 18 other
reactors built by General Electric.

The Vermont Yankee plant
reopened this week after being closed
briefly for corrective work

Asked about Bridenbaugh’s claim,
Rasmussen said, “I'm told all the
other plants have different
mechanisms, but we must consider
that Birdenbaugh did work on those
calculations.”

Prof. Henry Kendall of MIT’s
physics department said, “If three
people who devoted their professional
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careers give up and tell me they are
worried, ] want to listen."”

Rasmussen, director of an Atomic
Energy Commission study on nuclear-
reactor safety, warned: ‘‘Historical
sources of energy are being dried up.-
Nuclear opponents drop all the-
comparisons and say only that it is too
dangerous. I can show you many
other things that are more dangerous
such as riding in elevators.

Rasmussen said the likelihood of a
nuclear core melt down is one in:-
20,000 per plant per year, and the,

possibility of a major release of -
radioactivity is about one in 100000
reactor years.
