Cliburn won fbrjt prize in the 
International Tchairkovsky Pi- 
am Contest in Moscow, got 
kisses from Khrushchev on both 
cheeks, a welcome home from 
Ike in the White I Raise and the 
first ticker tape parade New 
York ever gave a musician. His 
concerts were sold out: his re­
e l . ding of Tchaikovsky's Concer- 
Russia, became the cnlv class­
ical LP in history to sell more 
than one million copies. (It still 
holds tin distinction.)

Is Van Cliburn fading into 
youthful oblivion? The answer 
is no.

Much of your lawyer’s rime 
goes into looking up the law. He 
must ebtek statutes, codes, re­
ports of decisions, commentar­
ies. and often technical booas 
outside the law. He can then ad­
vise his client what to do and to 
keep h:s client from getting into 
situations that may lead to liti­
gation. This stress on prevention 
is relatively new, as compared 
with the lawyer’s traditional role 
as trial advocate.

In general the longer a rule of 
law fused on precedent has been 
u ed. the more persuasive a 
court is likly to find it. Follow­
ing precedent is called the doc- 
•;ne of stare decisis ("the deci­

sion stands” ). Because of “ . tare 
decisis”, lawyers are able to 
count upon the law’s stability >n 
helping their clients to piu;t their 
<r ate, personal, or business af­
fairs.

But law also changes as condi­
tion: and attitudes change. And 
these are days of change.

Lawyers want to predict legal 
results reliably for their clients. 
Some law changes little, for ex­
ample, in the fields of property, 
contracts, wills, and trusts. Bui 
in other fields such as civil rights

AUSTIN — Harvest time is 
synonymous with autumn in the 
minds of many people . • . par­
ticularly the migrant laborer.

Over 130,000 Texans will lx- har 
vesting the nation’s crops from 
now until the cold bite of win 
ter sends them to their homes in 
southern most Texas.

They began their migration 
early last spring to labor in 
fields or orchards — wherever 
they could find work. Whole 
families pack a few things and 
travel in pickups, trucks or bus­
es following their “crew leader” 
across the country.

This is the migrant way of 
life . . . with its many in herent 
problems.

For example, the typical mi­
grant farm laborer ig function­
ally illiterate — that is, he nev­
er attended more than a third 
grade education. This problem 
generation as the children sel­
dom attend school for more ‘ban 
a six month periixl.

His home, where he lives less 
than six months a yea", is ror- 
ntally a small structure with lit­
tle or no plumbing. On the road, 
following the crops, he and his 
fan ily live wherever they can.

The migrant way of life make 
record keeping almost impossi­
ble, but those wh ohave worked 
closely with these people make 
the following estimates.

The migrant’s income averag­
es about $900 a yea-. His d el 
mere often than not, consists tf  
beans and tortillas. Milk is an 
infrequent treat.

The average migrant never 
sees a doctor dorm; his entire 
litr time. His life exp v£ai*cy is 
about 30 years.

Crime Index recorded a nation­
wide increase of 15 percent over 
the samp six - month period of 
1963.
