Miss Hearst, looking healthier than 
she has in the past, appeared‘at a 
brief news conference in the Federal 
Building courthouse where she was 
convicted oi armed bank robbery last 
March.

Her attorney, A1 Johnson, said she 
would not answer questions “ for legal 
reasons’ ’ and then nodded to Miss 
Hearst to make a statement.

“ It would be a lot better if I were 
home right now. Fd like to get this 
over with so I can go home.’ ’  she said. 
Smiling at reporters, she walked 
briskly out of the courthouse press 
room.

The 22-year-old newspaper heireu, 
who has spent the last 14 months in,

The U.S. attorney who successfully 
prosecuted Miss Hearst, James 
Browning, predicted, that the con­
viction would be upheld ou subsequent 
appeals and that Mias Hearst’s 
freedom may not be lasting.

“ If the appeal ia affirmed, she will 
have to go back and serve the rest of 
her time,’ ’ Browning said. "Any 
portion of ths sentence not yet com ­
pleted prior to her release will have to 
be served out unless there is a 
m odi^ation by the judge.”

Browning alro said Miss Hearst M 
expected to testtfyJn prosec'uQbos 
against her underground associates, 
but he refused to ̂ b ora te .

— Members of an 
advisory pahel selected by President­
elect Jimmy Carter to give him ad­
vice on choosing appointees to ma)or 
Jobs Mn his forth com in g  ad; 
ministration were made public here 
Friday.

Although the panel may be ex­
panded the near future. Carter’ s 
press secretary, Jody Powell, said the 
11 members nam ^ Friday have 
already begun tunneling names to the 
President-elect from which he is 
expected to - choose 10 Cabinet 
members and important agency, 
heads.

Personally selected by Carter and 
Vice* President-elect Walter F. 
Mondale to serve on the advisory 
panel were the Rev. Theodore M. 
Hesburgb, president of Notre Dame 
UniversRy; Lucy W. Benson, former 
president of the Nations^ League of 
Women Voters; L ane ' Kirkland, 
secretary-treasurer of the AFL-CIO; 
Vernon Jordan, executive director of 
the National Urban League; Carol

Coreman, executive director of the 
Consumer Federation of America; 
Marian Wright Edelman, executive 
director of the Children Defense 
Fund, based in Washington, D.C.;

Robert Straias, chairman of the 
Democratic National Committee; 
Hank Locayo, director of the Hispanic 
Advisory Committee in the-Carter 
election campaign; Owen Cooper, a 
Jackson, Miss., businessman and 
former moderator of^die Southern 
Baptist Convention; Irvin Shapiro, 
chairman of the board of the Dupont 
Company and'board chairman of the 
Business Roundtable, and Patricia 
Roberts Harris, a Washington, D.C., 
lawyer and. former American am­
bassador to Luxembourg.

Powell emphasized the broad 
composition of the panel, noting that 
among its members were three 
blacks — Jordan, Edelman and 
H a rris  — fou r w om en, tw o 
representatives from the business 
community, a labor leader, a con­
sumer Advocate and two members

a f f i l i a t e d  w i t h  r e l i g i o u s  
organizations.

Paqei members, according to 
Powell, will not convene as a body, 
but instead will individually submit 
names of prospective appointees 
solicited from colleagues and con­
stituents. , ,

Panel members’ recommendations 
will go to Hamilton Jordan, Carter’s 
campaign manager and a director of 
the Carter transition staff operation, 
or directly to either Carter or Mon­
dale.

The President-elect will augment 
advisory panel recommendations 
with advice he and Mondale will seek 
independently from private citizens 
and organizations.

When Carter visits Washington on 
Monday and Tuesday, Powell said, he 
and Mondale will hold- their first 
preliminary meeting with Jordan to 
review the names of potential ad­
ministration appointees.

The President-elect also will meet 
Monday with President Ford in the

White House and with four Ad- 
 ̂ ministration officials — Defense 

Secretary Donald Rumsfeld: David 
Mathews, secretary of Health, 
Education and W elw M  Treasury 
Secretary William Simon, and James 
T. Lynn, director of the Office of 
Management and Budget.

Carter also will confer Monday with 
Arthur Burns, chairman of the 
Federal Reserve Board.

The President-elect will spend 
Tuesday on Captiol Hill conferring 
with DemocraUc and Republican 
members of Coi^ress.

He will meet with Republican 
leaders of the Senate and House, as 
well as with Democratic committee 

> chairmen from both houses. Also 
scheduled are separate consultations 
with the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee and the House In­
ternational Relations Committee.

The visit to Capitol Hill, according 
to aides, will afford Carter an op­
portunity to get acquainted with 
members of Congress with whom he

wtU later bave to-deal and to sketc h 
broadly the legislative initiatives he 
intends to advance once in the White 
House.

Concerning the separate meetings 
with officials of the Ford Ad­
ministration, Powell said. “ I’m sure 
there are a number of questions on the 
governor’s mind for wbiclt.be. would 
appreciate the views and thoughts 
from these- people who had to deal 
with these problems for months and 
years. It is contemplated that these 
sessions will be substantive.’ ’

Carter and Mondale will meet with 
Jordan a second time shortly after 
Thanksgiving to narrow the list of 
appointee recommendations to about 
six prospects for each of the 75 major 
jobs within the administration tha  ̂
Carter has said he will fill personally.

There are 2,200 jobs, including the 
10 Cabinet posts, that the President­
elect has the option of filling after he 
takes office Jan. 20.

AUSTIN, Tex. (AP) — The top officer of Central Ie 
Southwest Corp. sFid Friday C4SW can save 
customers from $1.3 billion to $2.3 billion in the next 
20 yetrs by linking its electrical utility system with a 
fivestste southwestern “ power pool."

<» S.B. Phillips Jr. told the House Energy Resources 
Committee the savings were predicted in a study 
prepared by Power Technologies, Inc., of 
Schenectady, N.Y.

President W.G. Marquardt of Texas Electric 
Service Co. claimed, however, that CASW, a 
Delaware-based company, wanted to hook up with a 
regional grid merely to "maintain its status ks a 
holding company."

Marquardt said ( ^ W  caused one of its sub­
sidiaries, West Texas Utilities Co., to breach a 1935 
contract with Texas Electric May 4 by having West 
Texas extend part of its system into Oklahoma.

The action occurred after Oklahoma customers of 
'CAcSW filed a complaint with the U.S. Securities and 
Exchange Commiuion. The complaint allegi^ that 
CJcSW companies in Texas were separated from 
those in Oklahoma and Louisiana and did not meet 
the requirements of the Public Utility Holding 
Company Act of 1935.

CASW owns Central Power it Light Co. (CPAL) of 
Corpus Christi; West Texas- UtilHies (WTU) of 
Abilene; Public Service Co. of Oklahoma (PSO), 
which hat its main offices in Tulsa; and South­
western Electric Power Co. (SWEPCo.) of 
Shreveport.
■ Thrtompantes serve 787 communities in a 152,666- 

square mile area.
Phillips said CiiSW -feit that because of this vast 

area and the price dlffereatlal in fuel to generate 
electricity CliSW needs to operate new, larger coal 
and uranium-fired generating units and ship com­
pany power from one system to another.

“ We believe that interconnected operatioo is 
dearly in the pibUc interest for allwUlities,’ ’ Phillips 
said. “Bomethtng is wrong when you have major 
power plants 20 miles apart in Ess4 Texas with no 
connections.*’

An 
arbitrary, diehard stand by the 
United States, they warned, would fan 
anti-American sentiment throughout 
the hemisphere.

— At the same time, Ronald 
Reagan’s campaign rhetoric on the 
Panama Canal has made it an

emotional issue In this country. Many 
conservative congressmen are ready 
to wave the flag on Capitol Hill in 
behalf of continued U.S. occupation of 
the canal tone.

This could lead to an emotional 
showdown over the Panama Canal 
that could put a severe strain on U.S. 
ties with its Latin American neigh- 
bora.

Footnote: To add to Panama’s 
woes, cracks have appeared in the 
gigantic Bayana hydroelectric dam.

Incoming prisoners are 
thoroughly b rie f^  in Spanish and 
English on the foolishness of trying to 
get away, and especially on the 
possibility of picking up an additional 
five year prison term when ap-. 
prehended.

Still, some Mexican nationals, by 
m a k l^  arrangements with friends on 
the outside, escape and try to speed 
100 miles to the Mexican border to re­
enter thchr native country.

Safford is a "short-term’ ’ facility, 
meaning the prisoners’ sentences are 
generally two years or less.

Flrst-^fenders and old-timers, 
transferred from big prisons to serve 
the remaining months of their long 
sentences, comprise most of the 
prison population.

Oftei^ers with histories of violence,
-  drug addiction or homosexuality are 

not confined at Safford, and there li 
far less of this kind of behavior there 
than in facilities for longer term 
prisoners, according to Supt. Hadden.

There are four TV seta at the prison, 
and prisoners are allowed to own and 
use radios, providing they have ■ 
earplug receivers. Mail is opened and 

^ eneoeed .^ -eoa i lng and B oln g . 
Prisoners make up risitor Ijsts when 
they arrive, and counselors arrange 
for theae visitors — usually cloae 
fam ily or  friends — to visit on 
weekends sM  holidayi.

“ So long as our strategic forces are 
adequately supported and moder­
nised, there ia little probability that 
they will ever have to be used in a 
nuclear war.

"However, unlike the other two legs 
of the strategic Triad — in­
tercontinental ballistic missiles and 
submarine-launched ballistic missiles 
— the manned bomber contributes to 
deterrence in a broader dimension 
due to its versatile capability for a 
variety of nonnuclear missioos."

The Air Force paper then warns

He said uncertainty

Aa soon aa she was old enough Alice 
entered a missionary order. Four 
years later she feH called to ” a ttfe of 
more intensive prayer, ao that I could 
be of more service to people.”  so she 
transferred to a cloistered com ­
munity, where she remained for five 
years.

Sister Alice’ s feeling about her 
place in the church was changed by 
the Second Vatican Council as it 
opened the way for more freedom of 
worship in the Roman Catholic 
church and for more freedom for 
nuns.

She began to feel stifled by having 
to conform to a mold and by being 
required to wear the tradltiooal Mack 
habit.

Francis is a handsome man, tall, in 
his late 30s, mentally sharp. But Itfe 
for Francisiias bMoracTbUtef.

Talk to Francis for more than a few 
moments and he will give you a list of 
disillusioning experiences which is his 
method of wringing sympathy from 
you. Having Imown him for some 20 
years, I know Francis’ fault is that he 
doesn’t face his own faults. We played 
college football together, and no 
matter what went wrong with a play, 
it was always someone else’s fault, 
never his.

Francis’ first job was detailing 
building plans and he needed to be 
exact.

Because he was not used to working 
that way, there was some conflict 
between him and his employer and 
after a careless error, he was let go. 
In a year or so, he lost his second job, 
and as our lives crossed at this point, 
he was blaming his parents fbr being 
much too strict. This was his reason 
for rebelling against the demands of
his unreasonable employer.#

When drinking, Francis was less 
guarded and he talked about his in­
feriority complex. He was frightened 
by life, but in all the things he 
revealed about himself, he did not see 
that he could save himself a great 
deal oi pain if he would do What he 
knew he should do. He needed to be 
trusthd, but he was not'trustworthy. 
Francis would choose the easier way, 
the shortcut, and when he was fo u ^  
out he would cover with his alibi.

Today this unhappy man still is 
looking for his place in life. He sees 
n o t in g ' but a great deal more 
unhappiness in his future. One 
marriage has gone by and his second 
one is in trouble. Francis-is still a 
master oi conjuring up excuses, 
skillfully blaming everyone and 
everything but himself. It has become 
a way oi life," and he easily could be 
labeled a person addicted to excuses.

Knowing Francis over such a long 
period of time and seeing the gifts and 
potential he has wasted, I know I am 
emotionally sensitive. This is a 
common life disease. Francis and 
many Ufce him seem never to learn 
from their own mistakes.

MEXICO CITY (AP) ~  Widespread 
rumors of the possibility of s mUitsry 
coup were so strong Friday that the 
leaders of the House of Deputies of­
ficially denied them and said they 
were being started intentionally by 
people who depend on colonialism.

The rumors, heard throughout 
Mexico and even in the Souuwest 
United States, that there would be a 
military coup to prevent Pm ldent- 
elect Jose Lopes Portillo from taking 
power were denied by tte House 
leader Auguste Gomes Villanueva.

“ The transfer of executive power 
will take place in a peaceful climate 
and within the framewoak of the 
Constitution," Gomes Vfnanueva 
said. “ Any version to the contrary has 
been spread by emissaries of the 
past."

“ Emissaries of the past" in Mexico 
is a phrase which refers to colonial 
powers in Mexico history. Gomes 
Villanueva did not refer specifically 
to the Unitod States or dny other 
country. '  ,

Lopez Portillo takes office on Dec. 1 
from Luis Echeverria wim is ending a 
six-year term and by the Constitution 
cannot succeed himse|f.

A spokesman for the presidency, 
asked to comment on the rumor a ^  
others to the effect that private banks 
will be nationalized and that another 
devaluation of the Mexican peso is in 
the offing, remained silent.

On Thursday, the capital’s major 
newspapers were swamped with 
telephone calls from the interior 
asking about the rumors.

By Friday morning seven of eight 
banks checked by newsmen were 
refusing to sell dollars, saying that 
their supply had been expanded. The 
one bank that was selling dollars said 
it was limiting sales to ll.OOO and did 
not know how much longer it could 
guarantee that it could sell any 
dollars at all.

Muskie throws Humphrey support

WASHINGTON — The batUe for the 
most powerful position in the Senate 
narrowed to three men Friday as Sen. 
Edmund S. Muskie (D-Maine) with­
drew  from the race for Senate 
majority leader and threw hik support 
to Sen. Hubert H. Humphrey (D- 
Minn).

Muskie, in a letter to all Democratic 
senators, said “ it seems clearer to me 
now than it did last spring that I could 
not do full justice to both the majority 
leadership and chairmanship of the 
Budget Committee.”  the powerful 
fiscid overseer committee which 
Muskie heads.

“ I will give my full support to 
H ubert Hum phrey’ s candidacy 
...Hubert has demonstrated the 
leadership qualities which I would 
like to see in the next majority leader 
...the character and personality best 
calculated to pull together the diverse 
elements of tte Senate and make us a 
more effective institution."

Muskie’s withdrawal ended the 
p o ss ib ility  that the northern 
Democratic liberal vote would be 
splintered between him and Hum­
phrey. It left a three-man field in the 
race consisting of Robert C. Byrd (D- 
W .Va.), the present Democratic 
assistant leader who is the front­
runner for the position, Ernest F. 
Hollings (D-S.C.) and Humphrey. The 
post is now held by Mike Mansfield 
<D-Mont.) who is retiring from the 
Senate. The balloting will take place 
Jan. i .  in the 62-member Democratic
caucus.

From the standpoint of tne country 
and the Carter administration, the 
battle for leadership of the majority 
Democratic party is far more im­
portant, since the majority leader is 
the most powerful man in the Senate 
and will play a key role in the Carter 
legislative program’s success or 
fa ilu re . The m ajority  lead er 
schedules legislation, organises 
campaigns for bills, can block or 
speed passage of a measure and can 
bold measures from the floor if he 
chooses.

B yrd , a m id d le -o f-th e -ro a d  
Democrat from West Virginia who 
has been assistant leader for the past 
six years, is acknowledged to be an 
excellent organiser of Senate business 
and a tireless floor worker, but many 
Democrats believe he is too con­
servative. They wan’  a more liberal 
spokesman who can help Carter push 
through liberal measures a od bargain 
with him for more liberalization when 
he goes the more conservative route. 
Byrd’ i  support comes from the South, 
border states and a handful of nor­
therners.

Humphrey, despite surgery for 
bladder cancer, has been waging a 
furious campaign by phone in recent 
weeks to round up votes among the 10 
incoming freshmen Democrats; he is 
believed to be making some headway. 
His biggest block of support is ex- 
poeted to com e from northern 
liberals.

Hollings. the third candidate, is 
drawing from both sides of the party.
Hnwwar, ho gOOO OO «  tOUT-Of
China and both Byrd and Humphrey

may be makingliay behind his back.
Most observers believe Byrd the 

front-runner, with a vote in Ute mid- 
20s or even close to SO. Thirty-two 
votes are needed to elect. If no one 
makes it on the first secret ballot, low- 
man drops out and another ballot is 
held. Both Hollings and Humphrey 
have said they believe Byrd may have 
“ peaked" several votes below the 
needed S2. Whether Hdlings or 
Humphrey is now in second place is 
not clear, but both men are believed 
to have a vote in the teens.

Muskie’s decision to drop out was 
made after a phone call to Humphrey 
Thursday and should give Hum-

Ehrey’s candidacy a boost. Humphrey 
as repeatedly stated that despite his 

serious operation in October, his 
doctors assure him he’ ll be strong 
enough to undertake the ardous job by 
January.

Muskie was believed to have the 
fewest votes of any of the Democratic 
contenders.

Byrd, after receiving Muskie’s 
letter announcing his intentions, 
wrote to Muskie declaring, “ I ap­
preciate your forthrightness in 
making your position krown to me 
and your colleagues, and I take no 
umbrage in any way. Like you, I have 
a great deal of affection and ad­
miration for Sen. Humphrey."
