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Carter renews promises,
still has no easy answers

ST. SIMONS ISLAND, Ga. (AP) —
Prgsident-elect Carter says those who
think ‘‘we have automatic answers or
easy answers to tough questions
would be misleading themselves,”
and several of his key advisers are
beginning to offer statements that
seem geared to lower Americans’
expectations.

In a television interview taped
earlier for broadcast today, Carter
expressed confidence that “the things
that we have promised during the
campaign can be delivered.”

But his key aides and advisers,
gathered at this island retreat for
preinaugural discussions, were of-
fering statements that would sound
cautious to any who had anticipated
quick changes from the new ad-
ministration.

Carter's press secretary, Jody
Powell, told reporters Tuesday that it
would be unrealistic to expect
promised defense budget savings of $5
billion to $7 billion prior to the 1979
fiscal year that begins Oct. 1, 1978.

“I guess I'm old-fashioned,’ said a
liberated Sharron Waddill, who works
in the oil patches up around Andrews
for a livelihood.

In her off hours, she is turning a
house into a home for her 3% -year-old
daughter Amber ‘‘to build wup
memories’’ just like she did as a child
in Midland. That's one of the “old-
fashioned' aspects of her life.

Otherwise, she is bucking tradition
and, in some quarters, propriety by
working for decent wages in a field
dominated by robust men.

She’s a roustabout.

She’'s also feminine, in the
traditional sense, is attractive and
has long, flowing brown hair. And
when she’s at her trim fittest in the oil
patches, she doesn't push the old
weighing scales much past 120.

“A roustabout does everything
from hoeing weeds to washing tanks
to laying
who, at 24, has hands fit for a hand-
lotion TV commercial.

When not rousting, she is a relief
pumper.

Waddill works in a gang of four,
ramrodded by gang pusher Joe
Dutton, in “keeping up’ leases en-
trusted to Shell Oil Co.

Economic index
shows increase

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
government's index of leading
economic indicators increased by 1
per cent in November, the second
consecutive monthly rise, pointing to
improved growth in the nation's
economy in months ahead.

But the government also reported
today that index revisions for earlier
months showed that it declined in
July, August and September. Many
economists say a three-month decline
in the index could foreshadow a
recession.

However, the indicator's index,
which is designed to predict future
economic trends, improved sharply
during the past two months. It in-
creased by six-tenths of 1 per cent in
October following a decline of six-
tenths of 1 per cent in September.

The latest index probably will
figure prominently in President-elect
Carter’s considerations of what to do
about the nation's economy. Carter

WASHINGTON — Fourteen years
after Rachel Carson called attention
to the penls of pesticides in “‘Silent
Spring,” the United States is using
about twice as much poison against
insects and weeds as it was then.

The pesticide industry is a growth
sector of the American economy

— a $2.6 billion a year business
which produces 1 billion pounds of
chemicals for use at home and
another 600 million pounds for coun-
tries abroad.

Moreover, the chemical warfare
against pests has been rapidly
spreading around the world, as less-
developed, tropical countries turn to
the pesticides to combat devastating
diseases and increase their lagging
food production. &

e

For those nations, United

States is the major pesticide arsenal -

and dominates the $7 billion a year
global market in the chemicals.

Scientists say that almost all
substances are potentially poisonous
if used in certain ways and in cer-
tain amounts. In determining what
serves the general good, the
regulators are operating in the
murkiest of areas, with evidence
that is, at best, tentative.

Some pesticides can and do kill or
cripple people when they are im-
properly manufactured or used.
Their potential for causing delayed
illnesses, perhaps years from now,
in people exposed to them is a mat-
ter of intense scientific investigation.

What is hotly at issue in the often
emotional debate over pesticides is
whether it is worth risking some

lives in order to achieve Qconomnc
medical objectives which may save
others from death, illness or
malnutrition.

For instance, is it worth risking
thé lives of chemical workers in
Texas so that farmers in Egypt can
produce an abundant cotton crop and
themselves avoid death from starva-
tion and disease?

National pnormes play a powerful
role in pesticide decisions. Improper
use of the common pesticide
malathion last summer caused at
least five deaths and an estimated
2,900 illnesses in Pakistan. But the
government has ordered the spray-
ing against mosquitoes again next
year to stop a feared resurgence of
malaria.

to stop abusive bill collector

By LEE BYRD

WASHINGTON (AP) — The next bill collector who
threatens you with your job is more likely to lose his
own,

And he could be fired for calling you in the middle
of the night or on Sunday morning, swearing at you,
or prying without authorization into computerized
data on your private life

That is the thrust — and the hard reality in the case

of one of the nation's largest debt collection services

Evans' tireless work
improves passing skill

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) -
Southern California's quarterback for
the Rose Bowl game against
Michigan terms himself his own
severest critic, and Vince Evans was
toughest on himself after the 1975
season

He's only hit a meager 31 per cent of
his pass attempts—35 of 112 with nine
interceptions

“I realized | didn't know A8 much
about the game as | should and | was
throwing too hard,” said the 6-foot-2
senior from Greensboro, N.C

“I knew I had to do it, do it, do it
over and over again to get better."”

He devoted his spare time to
throwing passes. He learned to take
something off his hard throws which
had broken receivers’ fingers four
times

The results were nothing but
amazing, During the 11 games of the
1976 season when the Trojans posted a
10-1 record, Evans hit 52 per cent of
his throws—81 of 157—with only five
picked off by the oppositon. Ten went
for touchdowns

The 204-pound signal caller gives a
lot of credit to the new quarterback
coach—29 year-old Paul Hackett who
came to USC from California where
he'd worked with 1974 All-American
Steve Bartkowski and Joe Roth, the
Pac-8 leader in total offense for 1975.

“When Coach Hackett came, he
gave me a better grasp, a better
kftowledge of the game,”" Evans said
Tuesday. ““We had a lot of meetings
and | learned more about the
defenses, the basic reads of a quar-
terback and the other things you need

to know to be successful."

Evans was a single wing halfback in
high school and says he didn't pass
much. He decided he wanted to come
to Southern California so wrote John
McKay, the coach then, asking for a
chance.

“Coach (Wayne) Fontes called me
and it was the greastest thing that had -
happened,” the player relates of
being contacted by the USC assistant.

His test scores weren't high enough
to get him into USC immediately, so
he decided to attend Los Angeles City
College for year. Then in 1974, he
enrolled at Southern California as a
sophomore.

He was the backup to Pat Haden
that season and took over in 1975 after
Haden graduated. The Trojans
started fast that season, winning
seven, but then lost their final four
games. Evans missed two games in
mid-season with a thumb injury.

Coach John Robinson, who became
head coach this year after McKay left
for the Tampa Bay professional team,
credits the Evans improvement to the
fact "'he's worked so hard. He's doing
all the little things the people in the
stands don't notice.”

Evans credits Robinson with put-
ting in a more varied pass attack
including some things learned as an
assistant with the Oakland Raiders
last season. Robinson had quit as an
aide at USC to go with the pros for
1975.

“He introduced some new pass
patterns and I know some of the stuff
came from Oakland because I've seen
them do it,” the quarterback said.

NEW YORK (AP) —
Phil Iselin, a high school
dropout who rose to
prominence in pro
football and horse racing,
is dead.

The T74-year-old
president of the National
Football League's New
York Jets and of Mon-
mouth Racetrack in
Oceanport, N.J., died at
the football team’s office
here of his third major
heart attack in 3%
months.

Iselin's heart had
stopped twice during a
Jets game at Denver on
Sept. 19, but he was
revived by emergency
equipment on hand at
Mile High Stadium. He
had returned to work
after months of
recuperation but was
stricken again at 3:30
p.m., EST, Tuesday.

“He was great for the
sport and a great man for
the New York Jets,” said
the Jets' defensive
captain, lineman Richard
Neal. ‘“He tried to make
things the best."”

‘“It's a great loss, not
only to the Jets but to the
world that knew him,”
added veteran offensive
tackle Winston Hill, the
Jets' elder statesman
who has been with the
team since 1963.

TEHRAN — If the age of empires is/
truly past, the news has not .yet
reached Iran.

His Imperial Majesty Shah
Mohammed Reza Pahlevi (HIM the
Sheh, for short, in the local press) u

At home, the 56-year-old shah is

He has eliminated the most im-
portant potential sources of trouble
(student radicals and local terrorism
are annoyances, not serious security
problems)

He broke up the big landed estates
in 1962. The oil industry here was

natlomuud aecuuls before the Arabs
even thought a it, eliminating
another potential ¢ of radical
agitation.

Now he has launched the “Shah
People Revolution,” a double-edged
sword suppoked to curb an in-
creasingly powerful industrial and
managerial class and give the
workers a bigger share of the pie.

It is both a race against time and a
calculated gamble that increasing
prosperity and spreading the national
wealth will still any revolutionary
fervor. It is risky because the shah
wants to revolutionize the national
mentality, introduce time clocks and
a cash economy while maintaining his
autocratic, personal rule.

Can it work?

There is a growing middle class of
businessmen and enterpreneurs with

an obvmn stake in the system, plus a
pampered military establishment.
The door is open to virtually all of the
38 million people to advance them-

selves. The job market is desperate
for skilled workers, and Iranians are
being paid to learn in vocational
training and higher education in-
stitutes around the country.

Tens of thousands of persons are
involved, and more are studying
abroad — 16,000 in the United States
alone by official count, where a
minority fall prety to radical ideas
such as one-man, one-vote.

At home, no one is allowed to forget
who is responsible for all this. The
shah’s picture, usually in imperial
dress and heavily bemedaled, is
everywhere.

The shah's real popularity may be
difficult to judge. There is no overt

opposition here, not even a loyal
oppoduon since the shah abandoned a
two-party system he had created
largely as a to European Critics
who suggest Iran is not a' very
democratic place.

The press is more docile now than
10 years ago, when “‘constructive”
cnt{cnm was tolerated, and the shah
recently closed down two dozen small

newspapers.
Officially, there are no political
prisoners here, only people the shah

describes as Marxists bent on a
revolutionary overthrow of the

system.

The outside world tends to judge
Iran by its own standards, which have
nothing to do with the situation inside

the country

That relationship is most purely
defined in the Bill of Rights, which
became a shield protecting the
liberty of the individual citizen
against the power of his own

15 years for the
Americans to move from the
signing of their Declaration of
1776 to the
ratification of a Constitution for
their union of states in 1791. What
began as a rebellion against the
British king and his Parliament
became much more. Not only did
the Colonles gain recognition as
an independent nation, but they
broke new ground in establishing
a relationship between govern-

elected government. Indeed,
these amendments — especially
the First — are something of a
declaration of personal in-
dependence on the part of those
first citizens, who knew too well
how governmental authority
could overstep its bounds

The Founding Fathers could
hardly have envisioned the net-
work of laws and regulatory
powers commanded today by our
federal, state and local govern-
ments. The number of cases going
before our courts which turn on
interpretations of one of the first
10 amendments is evidence
enough of the remarkable
foresight of those who drafted
them. That the citizen can still
appeal to their clear, concise
statement of his individual
liberties shows that the spirit of
the American Revolution still
breathes through the laws that
govern our soclety.

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Japanese accept new
generation of leaders

Analyses of the recent national
elections in Japan have commented
on the heavy voter turnout, the losses
suffered by both the Liberal
Democratic Party and the Com-
munists and the nation's apparent
move to the center politically.

One of the most important results of
the election, in which 73.4 per cent of
the eligible voters showed up at the
polls, was the emergence of a new
generation of young political leaders.

In tradition-bound Japan, the
switch to more youthful politicians is
important news.

Or are we too immersed in cliches
about Asia to let ourselves believe
that young leaders and new ideas can
actually take hold in Japan?

The most significant new political
face to gain prominence was Yohei
Kono, 39, head of the New Liberal
Club. Kono epitomizes the new
generation of youthful Japanese
politicians who have no wartime
hang-ups, who turn more to the press
and public for support than to big
business interests,
impressive educational credentials.

The Japanese stock market — an
.even more accurate barometer of
stability in that country than the Wall
Street indices are of U.S. economic
health — has been strong since the
election. The interpretation is that
Japan's |political changes are con-
sistent with the public mood.

WASHINGTON — President-elect
Jimmy Carter may be about to ap-
point a top energy official who
allegedly tried to quash a grand jury
investigation of oil price overcharges.

Douglas Robinson is now a front-
runner for 3 key energy post in the
Carter administration. Yet in a letter
stamped “personal and confidential,”
Rep. John Moss (D.-Calif.) has
alerted the Carter forces that
Robinson in 1974 opposed the oil in-
vestigation

Robinson was then deputy general
counsel of the Federal Energy Ad-
ministration in charge of compliance
But Moss, whose House Commerce
Oversight subcommittee keeps a
sharp eye on the FEA, questioned
whether Robinson was interested in
compliance or whitewash in the oil
case

Moss stressed in his letter that he
has not “come to any conclusion on
the exact nature of Mr. Robinson's
role in this matter."”’ Nevertheless, he
sent the Carter forces a staff memo
questioning Robinson's conduct

On Feb. 18, 1975, we reported that
evidence had been laid before federal
grand juries of oil price fraud. Oil
companies were taking advantage of
the oil squeeze, we wrote, to jack up
fuel oil prices. We noted that the FEA
was trying “to confine the federal
investigation to civil action."

attempt to squelch a criminal in-
vestigation of Ven-Fuel. This is a
Florida company that allegedly
raised oil prices illegally from $5.70 to
more than $12 a barrel

We never mentioned Robinson's
name. But the staff memo portrays
him as a ringleader in the effort to
spare Ven-Fuel from criminal
prosecution.

In a lengthy interview with our
associates Marc Smolonsky and
Larry Kraftowitz, Robinson ex-
gllined that he didn't believe Ven-

uel could be successfully
prosecuted. Therefore, he recom-
mended a civil investigation. But he
said he agreed to postpone the civil
proceedings, which could have
damaged the criminal case, until
others had determined whether in-
dictments could be brought.

According to the staff memo, U.S.
Attorney John Briggs in Jacksonville
has now presented evidence of
criminal violations to the Justice
Department. This could lead to a
multiple-count indictment; a federal
grand jury may hear the evidence as
early as next month, according to our
sources.

The memo, summing up the case
against Robinson, alleges that he took
the following steps to discourage a
criminal investigation:

— In a closed-door meeting with
Justice and Customs officials, he
insisted there was ‘“‘no violation of
FEA regulations and very likely no
violation of law.” He declared,

In poor countries, where diets depend on cereals
and root crops, the severely undernourished — those
close to starvation — probably number in the tens of
millions. When not actually starving, these victims
of the modern economic order face the possibility of
living with irreversibly stunted bodies and minds
Clinical surveys also reveal that significant, if less
dramatic undernutrition affects as many as one-half
to two-thirds of the children in the poor nations. Even
when undernutrition is not directly lethal, it raises
the odds of early death from other causes ‘

The problems caused by undernutrition are
relatively well known, but it is only recently that
medical detectives have uncovered links between the
affluent diet of the world’s developed nations and the
so-called “‘diseases of civilization."" For example,
today's sedentary life-style, combined with calorie
levels almost high enough to sustain an active 19th-
century frontier farmer, has produced an obesity
epidemic in the United States.

In recent testimony before the Senate, Dr
Theodore Cooper, assistant secretary of Health,
Education and Welfare, estimated that 20 per cent of
all Americans are overweight enough to endanger
their health. Insurance company health records
clearly show the importance of weight control in

venting such degenerative diseases as diabetes,
rtension and atherosclerosis.

Apparently, obesity facilitates the emergence of
diabetes in people who are genetically predisposed to
the disease. A person who is 20 per cent or more
overweight is more than twice as likely to develop
diabetes as is a person of normal weight. Thus, as the
affluent diet has spread, so has the incidence of
diabetes. Back in 1900, diabetes was the 27th most
common cause of death in the United States, but by
the mid-1970s it had moved up to fifth place

““So many people growl about things, like the
weather,” he said. “Any day is better than no day
Isn't it nice to get up in the morning and think, ‘This
is my day'? As you get older, you'll think more that
way." ~

For 97 years, every day has been Robert Picking's
day

He still runs what is believed to be the last true
copper kettle manufacturing shop in America, a
symbol of the past, a man alone surviving the mass
production of stainless steel and aluminum kettles,
preserving a centuries-old craftmanship

He has been on the job 76 years, entering the
family business started by his grandfather after
graduating from high school in this western Ohio
town in 1899

"I see too many fellows around town who don't last
long after they quit working,'' he says

He lives and works for posterity. He never had a
son. There is one married daughter, Mrs. Helen Nef{,
the wife of Robert Neff, a Bucyrus attorney, but she
retains the family name of Picking

““She wants to carry the name along,' says
Picking. ‘“Who will take over the business is the $64
dollar question. My heirs will decide what todo."”

Picking has been married to Maude Colter Picking
for 68 years. She is 92. He says they have never had a
serious argument in their lifetime, that he has never
had any serious tragedy

Picking's shop has become a museum, attracting
antique collectors and the curious from miles away
He himself is a collector of the past

He works out of a dingy office 9 feet wide and 20
feet long. Two lights hang from plain sockets. He sits
at his 50-year-old rolltop desk cluttered with papers
In the back is a big safe weighing 4,000 pounds with
three doors and three combinations. It is more than
100 years old. They don't even make them any more

There is no secretary, no bookkeeper, no
typewriters, not even an adding machine. There
never has been since 1874 when Daniel Picking began
manufacturing copper apple butter kettles in the
same gray, two-story frame building on South
Walnut Street, a block from the town's main street

There is a 75-year-old gas stove at one end of his
office, and an 80-year-old hurdy gurdy from Spain
There are other antiques: a 130-year-old wooden lock
used on a milk house; a noodle cutter made in
Bucyrus in the 1870s; a hot air engine fan from 1880;
a hard candy making machine

Much of his office is cluttered with a glass, ivory
and marble menagerie of elephants. Photos of ¢ircus

Sharks’ sense electric

WOODS HOLE, Mass. (AP) — It has been long
suspected that sharks possess some kind of sixth
sense, and now a Woods Hole scientist has proved it
does exist—and it's all electric.

Speaking during the annual Science Day program
at Woods Hole Oceanographic Institution recently
Dr. Adrianis Kalmijn said experiments done with
sharks in the laboratory and in the sea have confirm-
ed that “‘sharks are able to detect their prey by pure-
ly electrical means.”

He said all organisms of any size that swim in the
sea produce very weak electric fields and that the

AGA president says

spills unfortunate

WASHINGTON — The development
of offshore oil and gas leases should
not be delayed as a result of tanker
accidents such as the Argo Merchant
oil spill in the Atlantic Ocean and the
recent tanker explosion in the Los
Angeles harbor, a spokesman for the
natural gas industry said today.

Expressing regret regarding the
potential ecological and economic
damage to fishing grounds and New
England coastal areas as a result of
the tanker spill, American Gas
Association President George H.

_ Lawrence said:

“These accidents are most un-
fortunate, but they clearly demon-
strate one of the major advantages of
going forward with offshore leasing
and conventional production and
transportation of oil and gas onshore
by pipeline.”’

He pointed out that a recent
Congressional study said that most oil
pollution in the oceans comes from
urban effluents, and tankers bringing
imported oil, not from offshore
drilling and production.

“The risk to the environment ac-
companying gas and oil development
in the Outer Continental Shelf (OCS)
areas is relatively minor,” Lawrence
continued, noting that, “a point
frequently overlooked is that much of
the drilling in the Atlantic, it is an-
ticipated, will produce gas which does
not pollute water, air or land.”

Furthermore, he pointed out, to the
extent gas is found in Atlantic OCS
areas, increased supplies of clean-
burning natural gas will be available
to the urban, high density areas of the
Northeast, enhancing alleviation of
air pollution problems as well as
easing dependence of industry in the
area on\imported fuels, including oil
brough( in by tanker.

A study by the Brookhaven National
Laboratory predicts that in the ab-
sence of Atlantic offshore develop-
ment, the Northeast's dependence on
imported oil will double by the year
2000, Lawrence said.

He said the study — “Effects of
Offshore Oil and Natural Gas
Development on the Coastal Zone”
published by the House Ad Hoc Select
Committee on the Outer Continental
Shelf — concludes that the en-
vironmental damage caused by off-
shore drilling and production has
been largely exaggerated and

uﬁ ests that a five per cent reduction

pollution from tankers and land-
based run-off would have a more
positive impact on the marine en-
vironment that elimination of all
offshore production.

The A.G.A. President said,
“Prompt, responsible development of
hydrocarbon resources on the
Atlantic Outer Continental Shelf
(OCS) will further the nations’s ob-
jectives of energy self-sufficiency,
and do so in a manner which is the

terior Department maintains that
Atlantic OCS lessees and operators
will be required to submit proposed
development plans to the Northeast
states affected by offshore drilling for
review prior to drilling.

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Energy problems like
oldslavery question

NEW YORK — To Dr. John C,
Sawhill, president of New York

University, the energy problem today
is like the slavery issue in the decades
before the Civil War in this sense:
that it is easier to pretend it does not
exist than to deal with it

“Slavery would not go away and the
country would not deal with the pro-
blem,"” he said in an interview. “We
swept it under the rug. The longer we
delayed dealing with it the harder it
was to do so, and that is the case with
the energy crisis."”

Dr. Sawhill is no amateur in the
energy field. He was federal energy
administrator in 1974 until forced out
in disagreement with President Ford
over the need for a tough energy pro-
gram, especially in the matter of con-
servation. He serves on advisory
boards to the federal Power Commis-
sion and the Office of Science and
Technology and is one of a group of
scientists and scholars who has par-
ticipated in a Ford Foundation study
on development of nuclear energy for
civilian use.

“One thing that is happening,” he
said, 'is that there is a shift in
political power away from the United
States and the Western European
allies to the OPEC nations. This is not
something that will be completed sud-
denly, but it is going to occur over a
period of time

“DURING THE immediate post-
World War II period the United States
with the Marshall Plan and other aid
programs was a major instrument in
redistributing the world's wealth. Our
industrial capacity supplied a lot of
the goods, services and technology
the world needed. Now the redistribu-
tion of the world's wealth and leader-
ship in economic improvement for the
less developed nations is not with us
but with the OPEC countries. As they
accumulate thse enormous surpluses
it gives them great economic power
And a we move out of this century, we
may no longer be the dominant/
economic and political power we once
were.

“Even after the immediate post-
war period our Western allies grew
strong together with us. But now it is
not only the weakening of our
economic position but the Western
alliance. Britain and Italy are in ter-
ribly vulnerable economic condition
Even the stronger countries like Ger-
many and Japan are going to find it
difficult to remain competitive."

DR. SAWHILL said that a5 things
are now going the United States would
be dependent on foreign sources for 50
per cent of its oil by 1980,

“That will continue to rise and
could be as high as 70 per cent 15 or 20
years from now.

““If we get into a situation where our
dependency is 70 per cent and we are
faced with an embargo, we are going
to be in a very difficult predicament.
We are going to have to make deci-
sions on foreign policy heavily
weighted by this consideration, and
this has very serious implications for
us.

“I feel very strongly that the United
States has a responsibility to exercise
moral leadership. But when we get in-
to a situation where we are dependent
we are going to have a problem main-
taining a foreign policy that supports
Israel, for examplen and other
democratic countries. We will have to
look increasingly to alliances with
those who have this commodity which
is vitaltous.”

Dr. Sawhill is convinced that in the
long run the price of OPEC oil will
continue to rise

“EITHER THEY are just not going
to pay their debts, which means there
will be upheaval in the world's
finances, or they will ask for major
stretch-outs and refunding, which
could cause trouble for the financial
institutions. Or it could lead to

political action by the less developed
countries. A situation could come
about that would certainly harden the
North-South conflict.

“The U.S. economy can absorb
price increases better than almost
anybody else, so we fail to understand
that the other nations don't have the
same ability, not even advanced coun-
tries like Britain. It is a problem even
in the most progressive of the non-oil
producing less developed countries
like Brazil and Mexico. Mexico has
devalued the peso. They are no )
going to be able to maintain the ki
of rising standard of Iwin; they had
previously hoped for.”
