Russian Bombers 
Test U.S. Defense

WASMI.NGTON (API — Soviet reconnaissance bombers operating off the 
hast Coast have tried for the first time to confuse the U.S. air defense radar 
Watching tbev movements. Pentagon sources report.

The Mussian effort to imerfere with the radar apparently failed, the sources
said

In the incident four days ago, two Russian Tu-95D bombers flying out of Cuba 
inspected and apparently photographed one of the latest U.S destroyers as it 
was >ailing in international waters off Boston.

The Soviet planes reportedly dropped chaff — metallic strips that can inter- 
lere with radar beams and thus foil detection.

Alerted. American gir defense officiab sent up four F106 fighter-intercepton 
from Atlantic City. N.J.. and Otis Air Force Base. Mass , as a precaution.

The Tu-9SD Bean were intercepted and kept under surveillance by a Navy P3 
antisubmarine patrol plane out of Bermuda.

The Bears retum«d to Havana after making three passes within about 1,000 
feet of the destroyer Spruance." the sources said.

The Russians obviously are interested in getting as much information as pos­
sible on the new Spruance class of destroyers, which could pose a major prob­
lem lor Soviet submarines in the future.

The United States is building a fleet of 30 of the fast 7.600-ton destroyers, also 
designed to escort convoys, support amphibious landings and bombard shore 
targets.

U S reconnaissance planes take photographs and gather other forms of Intel­
ligence on Soviet fleet units in the Mediterranean and other waten.

Pentagon officiab are uncertain whether the Tu-9Ss flew from Havana specifi­
cally to look at the Spruance. or whether the Russian planes were out to photo­
graph "targets of opportunity."

Some senior American officers are known to be concerned about the boldness 
of Sov let aircraft in maneuvering within the U.S. air defense tone.

After taking off. the Soviet planes traveled north from Cuba along the coastal 
air defense zone to a point about 300 nautical miles east of Boston, then turned 
southward. It was at thb point that they flew close to the new destroyer.

Pentagon sources said there has bem a flurry of Soviet air reconaissance ac­
tivity in the Atlantic recently. They reported that Tu-OSs flew near a Navy task 
force headed by the carrier America east of Bermuda early thb month.

The Bear reconnabsance bomben. with a range of 8.000 miles, normally stay 
more than 100 miles off the Elatt Coast during theb periodic flighb between 
Russia and Cuba and in their reconnabsance putrob.

Since 1969. the heavy bombers have crossed the Atlantic 34 times headed lor 
Cuba. y

.Many of the flighb, some of which are training missions for Soviet pilob, 
leave from bases near the Arctic Circle, fly past Icubnd and then head south, 
paralleling the east coast of North America.

Last April, a Tu-M evaded air defense radar and penetrated closer than ever 
before to the East Coast, reaching the vicinity of k m  U-8. warships engaged in 
training exercises from 60 to 73 miles off North Carolina.

Lubtiock elementary schools have just

But. (bey said, parenb were well pre­
pared (or the stifler grading policy and in 
the long run will appreciate the revised 
evaluation system.

(hrougb-F letters at the primary level, 
and to score each student according to 
the standards lor the grade level to 
which he b  assigned. "

Some adminbtrators and teachers feel 
such stipulations put too much competi­
tion aad presaure on young chHdren. and 
penaliae puplb who are behind acartomi- 
rally but try hard.

MoM prinrlpab. however, seem to have 
been won over by the policy change. 
They said It gives parenb more accurate

information on how theb children are 
doing in school

And the impaci that tow grades might 
have on hard-working remedbl studenb 
ha.x been min|mbed by rewarding those 
youngsters iq ith e r ways, they said.

"We were 6 little conreraed about it at 
first." said Kay Knight, principal of 
Dupre Elcmenlary School. "I did not 
want the kids who arc wotking theb 
hardest to. have (he paopa knocked out 
from under them."

Under the new grading system, those 
"props" were renwved la two ways:

—'The policy of grading primary stu­
denb with an H (highly satblactoiry), S 
(satisfactoiyi. I (improvement needed! or 
U iimsatbfactoiyi. has oeea scrapped. 
Instead, they receive a more traditional 
A . a C D .o r F .

There b  no ene4»oa« correlation be­
tween the old and new systems, however. 
For example, what had been an S ceaM 
now translate htto a B a r  C.

—From now on. all gradto must be

based on the student's proper grade lev­
el. In the past, in the rase of remedial 
studenb operating signlfbantly betow 
grade level, marks sometimes have been 
awarded according to standards of a low­
er grade level.

Thb old practice had been done to 
provide a reward or incentive for stu­
denb who try very hard and make 
substantial progress in school though 
they may be a year or two behind the 
grade hi wMch t ^  are enrolled.

Celebrated Pony Lacks Home

CONCORD. N H (AP) -  A Shetland 
pony who survived five years of abuse 
and several weeks of medical care still 
has no permanent home 

The vetennarians who nursed him back 
to health want him in a home with child­
ren The American Humane Society is re­
portedly hoping to make King a national 
symbol against cruelty to animals Gov 
Meldrim Thomson would like to make 
him a mascot of New Hampshire 

The 10-year-old pony is ready to be re­
leased from vetennary care, doctors said 
this week

"I've checked out about a dozen possi­
ble homes in the state." said Peter Saun­
ders. an agent for the Society for the Pre­
vention of Cruelty to Animals. "There is

no shortage of good homes It's only a 
question of picking one"

King was found in August, penned atop 
lour feet of maggot-infested manure, his 
hooves curling 18 inches long Veterinari­
ans and a blacksmith at the IJnivenity of 
New Hampshire nursed him back to 
health.

After publicity about the horse, the uni­
versity began receiving cash donations to 
help pay the medical bills 

"We re sUII getting gilts ' said Robert 
Leberman, UNH s director of develo- 
pemnl "The latest tally shows about 400 
donations totaling about $3,500 '

The board of the SPCA will vote later 
this month on Thomson's proposal to 
make King a state mascot 

Saunders said. "I don't think the SPCA

would object if the state took over the 
care of King But I don't want the pony to 
become a political symbol "

Dr Walter Hilton, who directed King's 
recovery, wants him placed at a home 
with children.

"Shetlands were developed as a child­
ren's pony and they do better when they 
have children to ride and play with 
them ." Hilton said

Legal action against the woman ac­
cused of mistreating King has been post­
poned pending her psychiatric esalua- 
tion

"King was just one small dot in a whole 
pattern of abused animals in this coun­
try. commented Saunders. But he was 
lucky "

IBM To Build 
New Facility 
In Tucson

TUCSON, Aril. (AP) — IntenuUonal 
Business Machines Corp. has announced 
plans to build in Tucson its first all-new 
facility in the United SUtes in 10 years. 
The plant could employ 1.000 worken 
within two years.

Work will begin next year in temporary 
quarters and by 1979 some of the perma­
nent facilities should be open, IBM 
spokesman James F. Manning said this 
week.

The plant will make magnetic tape 
drive and library storage equipment. 
Cost of the various units will range from 
$13,000 to $13 million. IBM said.

Confirmation of the plans had local of­
ficials smiling. The Pima County Board 
of Supervisors voted unanimously to set 
up a committee to help the firm with zon­
ing. sanitary and other regulations. An­
other official predicted that the IBM 
move could spawn as many as 850 other 
jobs and attract other companies to Tuc­
son.

"This has never been done before for 
any business, but it's such an important 
breakthrough for the community," Su­
pervisor Conrad Joyner said of the spe­
cial committee

MacGuire was scheduled to be the 
lead-off witness Thursday before the 
House Commerce investigatiofts subcom­
mittee. which has been investigating the 
uranium industry

The subcommittee released ftac- 
Guire's pn-pared testimony in advance of 
the heanng

MaKLuire. of Casper. Wyo. cited 
"widespread abuses" of both state min­
ing laws and the 1872 federal law that still 
permits any citizen to prospect lor miner- 
ab and to stake mining claims on public 
lands

MacGuire said the abuses include ‘The 
improper location and validation of min­
ing claims land) the filing of false affida- 
vib with county clerks "

He also said the federal requirement 
that at least 8100 worth of work be done 
on each claim annually to legally main­
tain it is also often neglected 

Rep John K Moss. D Calif. the sub­
committee chairman, said that if Mac- 
Guire's allegations that false affidavits 
were filed are true, it may constitute a fe­
lony in some slates, including Wyoming

Rail-ly Out Of Line
AMTRAK'S REQUEST for $4 5 biUion in 

federal subsidies over the next five years in­
dicates how enormously expensive any plan 
to twitch the American public from the 
highways to mass transit will be.

The agency is expected to have a tough 
time getting Congress to appropriate the 
$545 million it says it needs to cover its 
losses in the fiscal year which began this 
month.

Its operating subsidy will need to be $613 
million next year and to total $3 48 billion 
through fiscal 1982. Amtrak says. In addi­
tion. it wants $1.05 billion in fe^ral capital 
grants.

WHILE THE energy crisis has been fo­
cused on the need to conserve gasoline by 
getting people to use alternate forms of tran­
sportation. the cost of dependable high­
speed alternatives has received little atten­
tion.

Amtrak. for example, wants to buy 353 
passenger cars to replace old equipment on 
its major routes in the eastern half of the 
country. It also wants to cut out some of its 
moocy-loeing routes and to put more empha-

sis on those few offering better chances for 
public acceptance and use.

Meanwhile, it has turned a deaf ear to 
suggestions that it add east-west routes be­
tween major points and through such cities 
as Lubbock because it believes them to be 
financially unfeasible at this time.

“WE HAVE DEMONSTRATED repeated­
ly that we can attract growing numben of ri­
ders on virtually any route when we replace 
problem-plagued cars with reliable equip­
ment."

He’d Walk A Mile For A Canal

WASHINGTON—Supporters rather than the 
opponents have become the "extremists" in the 
intense debate over the new Panama Canal 
Treaty and whether the Senate should ratify the 
controversial agreement.

With all surveys showing that a majority of the 
American people are opposed to the new treaty, 
supporters including lop officuls of the Carter 
administration have begun resorting to 
"extreme " arguments and scare talks in hopes of 
changing this opposition, or to keep it from hav­
ing an impact on the coming Senate vote

A graphic illustration of this questionable cam­
paign was former Secretary of Stale Dean Rusk's 
wild assertion that a U S. decision to keep the 
canal could be campared to the Soviet domina­
tion of Eastern Europe.

The former Kennedy and Johnson administra­
tion official made the outrageous statement when 
he testified before the House international affairs 
committee as a pro-treaty witness.

Rusk also supported the officul line that if the 
U S. holds on to the canal we can expect guemlla 
warfare and sabotage against the strategic water­
way and U.S. forces in the regioa.

"NOTHING COULD BE further from the 
truth, states Kenneth Boehm, projects director of 
the Young Amencans for Freedom, in challeng­
ing Rusk's statement in a letter to the House 
cemmittee. He points out:

“The U.S acquired the canal ame by treaty 
and by purchase. Payments were not only made 
to Panama. Columbia and France for their inter­
ests. but the U S. also paid private landowners in 
the rone $166,362,173 for their property and facili­
ties

"The U.S. also built the canal eliminated yel­
low fever and helped elevate Panama's economy 
to the pomt that it now has the highest per capita 
income ui Central America. Our operation of the 
canal has been neutral and efficient From our 
lolt revenues, we haven't even recovered our 
original investment."

IN SHARP CONTRAST to this legal and gener­
ous pohey. Boehm notes that "the Soviet domina­
tion of E xtern  Europe was achieved by conquest 
and has been cemented with one-sided economic 
and pobtical agreements."

The charge that Panama will become another 
Vietnam if the U S. keeps control of the canal is 
another “way out" argument being used by ad-

As for the threat of sabotage, which Carter ad­

ministration offkriab continue to raise, suitcase

WASHINGTON (API -  The Environ­
mental Protection Agency said today per­
sons who eat vegetables treated with a 
common pesticide run a risk of develop­
ing cancer. <

The pesticide dibromochloropropane. 
commonly known as DBCP, also could 
cause sterlity or reduce sperm counts in 
men. EPA Fuidings disclose.

DBCP residues on foods eaten in aver­
age amounts over a two-year period 
could cause up to 21 cancer cases per mil­
lion persons. EIPA said.

The government banned the pesticide 
for use on many crops about a month ago 
after some woikea in plants that manu­
facture DBCP were found to be sterile or 
to have extremely low sperm counts.

The chemical compound has been 
found to cause stomach cancer in labora­
tory mice and rats.

EPA said DBCP residues have been 
found on carrots, radishes, cauliflower, 
broccoli, cabbage, cucumbers and pea­
nuts inside the shell.

Jacqueline Onassis 
Resigns Viking Job

NEW YORK (AP) — Jacqueline Onas­
sis has quit Viking Press, where she 
worked as an editor for two years, over 
its publication of a novel depicting an im­
agined assassination plot against her 
brother-in-law. Sen. Edward .M. Kenne­
dy

The former fint lady, widow of Presi­
dent John F. Kennedy, submitted a letter 
of resignation Thursday to Thomas 
Guinzburg. Viking publisher, according 
to Nancy Tuckerman, a spokeswoman for 
Mrs. Onassis.

Miss Tuckerman quoted Mrs. Onassis 
as telling her;

"Last spring, when told of the book. I 
tried to separate my lives as a Viking em­
ploye and a Kennedy reUtivc.

But this fall, when it was suggested 
that I had had something to do with ac­
quiring the book and that I was not dis­
tressed by Its publication. I felt I had to 
resign "

A Kennedy spokesman in Washington 
said tie  senator had no comment on Mrs. 
Onassis' resignation

Guinzberg was not immediately availa­
ble for comment.

However, he said Thursday that Mrs. 
Onassis had expressed no "distress or an­
ger" about the book when she was told 
about it several months ago He said she 
had "a feeling of resignation that people 
will go on using this bleak material."

,Mrs. Tuckerman said Thursday that 
Mrs Onassis was never consulted about 
the book and said she was "extremely up­
set" over Its publication 

The novel. "Shall We Tell the Presi­
dent’ . " was published last Monday. Writ­
ten by British author Jeffrey Archer, it 
tells of a plot to ki|l Edward Kennedy aft­
er he IS elected president in 1980.

John F Kennedy was assassinated in 
1963 A third brother. Sen. Robert F. 
Kennedy, was assassinated in 1968 while 
campaigning for the Democratic nomina­
tion for president

Alter President Kennedy's death, Mrs 
Onassis. 48. married Greek shipper Aris­
totle Onassis. who died in 1975 

Guinzburg said Thursday that "no Ken­
nedy family member ever asked" Viking 
to withdraw as publisher of the book He 
claimed that Viking was a prestigious 
publishing house and would handle the 
book more tastefully and sensitively than 
other publishers

I know It s going to bring out rnore 
crazies, but if we hadn't published it. 
someone else would have." he said 

Guinzburg insisted his company had 
gone "to extremes to make it authentic 
and dignified "

The New York Times, in a review of 
the book. said. "There is a word for such 
a book The word is trash Anybody asso­
ciated with its publication should be 
ashamed.

The 
maximum allowable exposure for work­
ers is 10 parts per billion.

DBCP was widely used to kill nama- 
tode worms that eat root tips. Until re­
cently, it was thought to b re ^  down into 
relaUveiy harmless byproducts.

Dow Chemical Co. and Shell Oil Co., 
the principal nunufacturers, sinpcndcd 
production and recalled all DBCP prod­
ucts several weeks ago after findings 
linked the pesitkide with sterility in male 
workers at production plants.

Tests were initiated by workers at the 
Occidental Chemical Co. plant in Lath- 
rop. Calif., which used DoW DBCP to 
mix other pesticides.

Meatmrhile. in San Francisco, produ­
cers of DBCP testified Thursday that 
they took no sperm counts of their em- 
ploya despite a 1961 s t i ^  showing that 
it causes sterility in animials.

The companies could not document 
that employes were warned that overex­
posure to DBCP could cause sterility or 
cancer.

The firms defertded their failure to in­
form employes on the grounds that some 
reseaieh results appeared invalid or that 
they felt too much data on chemicals 
could confuse workers.

“There was a filtering system that was. 
perhaps, toe severe in the past" said Ray 

< Brubaker, Western Division manager for 
the Dow Chemical Co.

The chemical, sold since 1955. was 
made at plants in Denver; Midland. 
Mich.. Mobile. Ala., Magnolia. Ark., and 
Lathrop.

STOCKHOLM. Sweden (AP) -  The 
1977 Nobel Economics Prize was 
awarded today to James Meade of Eng­
land and Bertil Ohlin of Sweden "for 
their pathbreaking contributions to the 
theory of international trade and interna­
tional capital movements."

Meade. 70. a professor at Cambridge 
University, is a pioneer in tbe study of 
trade development, welfare and other 
areas. He laid the thcnretical basis (or 
customs unions and wrote such funda­
mental works as "The Theory of Inlenu- 
tkmal Economic Policy."

Ohlin was a Swedish commerce minis­
ter in the 1940s and te a member of the 
Swedish Royal Academy of Sciences, 
which selected the joint Nobel winners 

The retalivety new economics prize has 
been dominated by Americans since H 
was estabbsbed in 1968 Six Amencaos 
have won the award, the most recent 
being Chicago economist Milton Fned- 
nun.

Meade and Ohlin will share a cash prize 
of $145,000

Meade is the third Englishman to be 
awarded the prize after Dennis Gabor in 
If7I and John Hicks in 1973 Ohlin. 78. a 
leader of the Liberal party from 1944 to 
1967. is the second Swede to receive the 
honor Gunnar Myrdal won it in 1974 

Both men were cited (or early work — 
as early as the 1930s for Ohlin and 1950s 
for Meade —. but the academy said. "The 
breadth and importance of Ohlin's and 
Meade's cootributioos have, however, 
not become obvious until the 1980s and 
19701 in conjunction with the growing in­
ternationalization of the economic sys­
tem.

"It has become increasingly clear that 
probiems related to the alloration of re­
sources. business eyries and the distribu­
tion of income are very much interna­
tional problems This means that foreign 
trade, uitenutional price fluctuations, 
the international allocation of cconomic 
aclivities and the tzansfer of resources, as 
well as the intemational payments sys­
tem. have become domtnani farton in 
economic analysts and eronomir policy . " 
the awarding body said 

Meade, mainly in the early 1950s in his 
major work "The Theory of International 
Economic Policy." has “demonstrated 
tbe effects of uconomic poliry on foreign 
trade and penetrated the problems of sla- 
biltzation policies in 'open' eeonomies. 
the academy said in its citation.

"Open" economies are defined as those 
which are greatly dependent on foreign 
trade, such as Sweden's 

"His (Meade'si analysis has particular-
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ly concentrated on the condltioa 
sary for internal and external balknce —> 
i.e. balance both in tbe domestic econo-" 
my and in foreign transactiont. Hehas al', 
so shown why and how a successful staW- 
lizatioa policy must lake Into account not 
only the levd of total demand for goods 
and services but also relations between 
prices and costs. '

Charles O’Keeffe needed to see a man in 
Afghanutan.

He got aboard a je( airplane and rode it 
as far as it could go. Then he got in a lit­
tle, single-engine plane and rode it a t far 
as it could go. Then he rode a jeep for 
eight days, for as far as the jeep could go. 
Then he took a camel. th«i a yak. He 
found his man.

If it's important. Charles O'Keeffe is 
willing to lake a little trouble getting 
there.

That is why every morning, six days a 
week, sometimes seven, he gets in his car 
and drives 110 miles to work. At the end 
of a long day he drives 110 miles back 
home. He has to be the world champion 
commuter

Charles O’Keeffe is a drug abuse spe­
cialist. He works m the White House, for 
President Carter, clearly an important 
yob

"The drive isn’t really as bad as it 
seems. It’s private tune, a chance to 
think things out. things I’m going to have 
to decide the next day," O’Keeffe said. "I 
also get all of my duiating done. It takes 
about two hours, but it isn’t wasted 
time ’’

No. but It’s still quite a grind
He lives in this quiet IKtle town outside 

Richmond, and usually leaves about sn  
or seven m the morning after a good 
breakfast and a visit with the four kids

He lakes a cup of coffee along with 
him. stops at the 7-Cleven lor another 
cup and goes across the street for gas

"In the begmning. I paid S12 a day lor

gas. Then one day I took my wife's sta­
tion wagon and H got me there and back 
for $8. so 1 swapped cars with her. Now I 
have this little Honda and it only costs 14 
a day."

Gassed up. he puUs onto 1-95. flips on 
his CB radio and heads north. At Thorn­
burg. and again at Dumphries, two Vir­
ginia towns on the interstate, be stops for 
more coffee.

"The CB teUs me where the cops are 
and where the oonstniction is. I don't 
talk on it. I just listen. 1 leave the micro­
phone in the glove compartment. From 
the sort of conversation that goes on that 
thing. 1 wouldn't contribute much.”

What O’Keeffe contributes to the Cart­
er administration is significant. He is on 
the staff of Peter Bourne, the President's 
assistant for health issues, and his spe- 
culty is South Asia.

"There is nothing political about 
health." he said. " It’s a subject that can 
bnng countries together Even countries 
that don’t have diplomatic relations can 
freely discuss health problems. So what 
we re doing. I think, is doubly impor­
tant ’

0  Keelfe is 37 He was in the pharma­
ceutical business ui Richmond when he 
became mterested ui drug abuse prob­
lems That led him to Peter Bourne, who 
was runmng a narcotics treatment pro­
gram in Georgia and was a close friend 
and adviser of Jimmy Carter

Bourne and O’Keeffe went into busi­
ness together in Washington, working as 
consultants on uitematioiul aspects of 
drug detection and treatment Investigat­
ing the international drug traffic can lead 
to imeresting places, such as remote 
areas of Afghanistan where only a yak 
ran go

Both men left that business to work 
fulltime in the Carter electioo campaign 
When O'Keeffe was asked to join the ad­
ministration he did not refuse, but he 
wasn't inclined to move to Washington.

"My wife. Ann. has a half-doeen bones 
and IS involved in horse shows and that 
sort of thing The kids like thev schools 
We just like the area. We both grew op 
here It would be hard to match what we 
have in the Washington area.

"Besides, when I worked m Washing­
ton before I tned living in an apartment 
and coming home on weekends Thai’s 
no way to live I was a stranger to my 
family”

So the solution has been to hit the road.

LAMB-Medtcally 
speakinf is (here nidi a thing as 
spasm? I have beafd many doctors 
use th^ term (or nwsde strain, pres­
sure, Being confined to a wheel 
chair and having a spastic colon I get 
pain at times In the belt line or abwe 
with back trouble.

DEAR READER-You better be­
lieve there te such a thing as spasm • 
which means shortening as occurs 
with a muKle cramp.

Most people can see the shortening 
of the muscle when H cramps or 
is in spasm. A similar thing happens 
to a person with a spasm of the eso­
phagus. the stomach or the colon.

The entire digestive tube from 
mouth to rectum has an inner wall of 
smooth muscle. Food doesn't just 
drop from your mouth to the rectum 
by the force of gravity. It is moved 
along by the milking action of the con­
traction and relaxation of these mus­
cles.

The small intestine in adult life is 
about IS feet long. The food residue is 
moved along this 20 foot stretch by 
the contraction and relaxation of mus­
cles in a rhythmic manner.

If thCK muicles overcontract or 
cramp it b  a spasm, and as you riwuM 
know it can hart. The spasm can be so 
severe it shuts off the intestine entire­
ly, trapping gas above the qrasm 
which leads lo dbtentioo and more 
pain.

I am sending you The Health Letter 
number 2-1 Spaudic or Irritable Colon 
and Constipation. It will e ipb in  to 
you how u ^ t  you eat and drink af­
fects the normal colon contractions. 
These are involuntary muscles mean­
ing that you can't control them like 
you might those in your arms. They 
do respond to reflexes, chemicab and 
bull.

And 
I don't thiirii H b  wbe lo develop poor 
posture to try to hide your b r e ^  ei­
ther. That can lead to other problems. 
Unless they are so heavy that shoulder 
straps cause you probleins I would 
think you might Jub try to think posi­
tively about youTMlf. Think of it as a 
sign e( a good figure. In brief, if 
you've got IL flaunt K. You might be 
better off than having surgery.

If you can't accept th a t lin t talk it 
over with your family doctor. If you 
convince him you would be better off. 
then he might want to refer you to a 
plastic surgeon in your area who docs 
good work.

Most surgeons do good work but not 
all cases are sucessful and you might 
not be so pleased with the results aft­
erward. If you have a misconception 
about yourself or have some emotion­
al hangups, breast surgery may not be 
your answer either but may simply 
complicate matters.

frozen, because he believes that the evo­
lution of medical science eventually will 
allow doctors to restore life after the 
body b  thawed.

Baburka. a limousine and truck driver, 
said hb 64-year-old father suffered a 
heart attack in a Manhattan subway on

April 10.1974. and died shortly afterward 
in a hospital.

Corn Growers Group Files Suit
DES MOINES. Iowa (AP) -  The Na­

tional Com Growen Association has filed 
suit in U S. District Court in an effort to 
get the U S. Department of Agriculture 
to impose tariffs and import fees on for­
eign sugar.

“The value of 1976 and 1977 com crops 
has been depresied because the Carter 
Administration has not carried out the 
explicit mandate of Congress." charged 
Donald Schlichte, executive vice presi­
dent of the NCGA.

"The USDA is offering direct payment 
subsidies to cane and beet growers, but 
completely ignoring the economic impact 
upon com sweeteners," he mid.

Named as defendants in the suit filed 
late Thursday are Agriculture Secretary 
Robert Bergland. the Commodity Credit 
Corporation of the USDA. and Ray Fiu- 
gerald, the executive vice presidMt of 
the Commodity Credit Corporation.

The NCGA is headquartered in Boone, 
Iowa, and has about 8,500 memben in 47 
states

Schlichte said com growers joined in a 
coalition with beet and cane growers and 
processors to get the new sugar price sup­
port legislation enacted. He said they had 
assurances from Congress that the mea­
sure would bolster prices in the market­
place and protect com growers as well as 
beet and cane growers 

Instead, said Schlichte. the USDA de­
ferred immediate jplication of tanffs 
and import fees and invoked a direct-pay­
ment subsidy plan for beet and cane pro­
cessors.

USDA sources have said it will take un­
til December "at least" to implement the 
new program mandated by Congress, 
said Schlichte But the department has 
the authority to implement it "immedi­
ately " as it agreed with the Congress to 
do. he charged.

"We estimate sugar imports will 
amount to about 5.3 million tons." said 
Schlichte "That is about a million tons 
more than the recommendation of the 
U S International Trade Commission, 
which was rejected by President Carter.

This IS the equivalent of 60 million 
bushels of com converted to high fruc­
tose corn sweetener. The loss of a market 
lor 60 million busheb of com will reduce 
ihe price of corn by 4 to 5 cents per bush­
el with a resultant loss in the value of the 
corn crop of 3250 million to 3350 mil­
lion."

Factories are shut down and loss of the 
com sweetener market is threatened by 
Ihe administration's decision to spend 
3300 million to 3400 million a year to 
protect below U S. cost of production for­
eign sugar imports, said Schlichte.

The NCGA officul said com growers 
support better prices lor beet and cane 
growers as well as themselves, but object 
vigorously to payment of big subsidies to 
protect foreign imports.

But a spokesnun for the First Na­
tional Bank of Chicago said not one 
customer " b  going to k>se a penny.” 

Homer J. HoUand. senior vice presi­
dent in charge of administration, said 
the apparent lass has been charged 
against the bank's third-quarter earn­
ing. which still are expected to ex­
ceed last year's third-quarter eam-

apparent loss »  the biggest in 
the hbtory of the bank. Holland said. 
He added that the bank, second larg­
est in Illinois, has insurance for suck 
losses, but the deductible is greater 
than the amount missing.

When the bank closed Friday for the 
three-day Columbus Day weekend, 
the $1 million was in a locked cart in­
side a vault officiab said But at the 
day's-end accounting of cash on Tues­
day. the bank's head teller found that 
the money was gone. Holland said.

The FBI thinks the money was sto­
len by a bank employe, either through 
embmlcment or a burglary, said 
George Mandich. spokesnun for the 
FBI's Chirago office 

But bank officiab said they have not 
ruled out the possibility of an account­
ing error, although a study by internal 
auditors Wednesday found no such 
mbtake.

In a tour of the vault area for report­
ers Thursday, bank officub noted the 
difficully of escaping with such a large 
amount of cash

A would-be robber would have had 
to get the stacked currency about the 
soe of a large suitcase past three 
guards, four televisioa monitors and a 
pair of "man-trap'' electric security 
doors onto downtown Clark Street 

"It was not a bank robbery where 
somebody came in with a gun and 
took a million bucks." Mandich said 
Bank officub added that there was no 
sqtn of forced entry to the vault or 
elsewhere in the bank 

Employes who could have been in­
volved have agreed to lake lie detec­
tor tests.

The n e ^  for an efficient and economi­
cal air cleaner is unportant to control 
respirable cotton dust, the ARS says 
The dust is believed to cause byssinosis. 
a lung disease that affects some worken 
in cotton textile mills

The air cleaner design consists of a 
vertical tube equipped with a coaxial 
charging wire and an entrance which al­
lows cyclonic motion to the dust-laden 
air The interior wall of the tube is 
bathed continuously with a thin film of 
water

Dust entering the tube is charged by 
the coaxial wire and is attracted to the 
tube wall by both the electrical and cen­
trifugal forces

The film of water washes the collected 
dust down the tube wall to a discharge 
sump.

Major consideratiom in designing the 
air cleaner included high operating effl- 
nency. low maintenance, low operating 
cosb and simplietty of design, said the 
researchers.

U. S. port activity continues to be 

slowed along the Atlantic and Gulf 
coasts by striking members of the Inter­
national Longshoremen's Association 
(ILA) this week but only the port of 
New Orleans has been brought to a 
standstill, a survey of port conditions 
showed.

Work stoppage associated with the 11- 
day-old strike spread to the West Coast 
where members of the International 
Longshoremen's and Warehousemen's 
Union (ILWUl honored ILA picketing of 
individual container ships at San Fran­
cisco. Oakland and Los Angelos

The effects of the general walkout at 
New Orleans are beginning to be felt in 
particular by barge firms operating on 
the Mississippi River system and by 
grain producers and shippers in the Mid­
west.

Spokesmen for the ILA and some of 
the ports indicted that no meetings be­
tween the union and involved shipping 
associations are planned, though efforts 
to set up meetings continue in some 
quarters

Meanwhile, a 41-day-old ILA strike 
continues against two gram companies 
at Chicago, with a union spokesman 
there saying the New Orleans closing is 
bring additional pressure for a settle­
ment

The ILA initiated a selective strike of 
rontainenzed shipping at Atlantic and 
Gulf ports on Oct 1 in support of job se­
curity demand in a contract cuaently 
under negotiation with the Council of 
North Atlantic shipping Associations 
ICONASA) and South Atlantic and Gulf 
coast employer groups

The CONASA agreement traditionally 
sets (he pattern lor agreements with all 
the associations, though other groups 
have individual contracts with the union

ILA locab m New Orleans struck more 
generally and. after a week of uncertain­
ty during which some general shipping 
was handled, formally voted Saturday 
for a general strike blocking all loading 
and unloading of ship* and barges on the 
Mississippi River south of Baton Rouge 
and at New Orleans

As of Tuesday, there was no activity in 
the port. William Eckert, deputy direc­
tor of terminals and cargo handling at 
New Orleans, said "There is no imme­
diate relief in sight." he added

Eckert said shippen have begun to di­
vert cargoes from New Orleans to ports 
at Mobile. Ala . and Beaumont and 
Houston, and voiced fears that their 
business may never return to New Orle­
ans

“If the shippen (eel there is an ele­
ment in the labor force (hat will wildcat, 
they may decide that it's not worth the 
risk to send cargoes here." Eckert said 
He said inland freight rates from Mobile 
and Houston are largely equal to those 
at New Orleans

E>kert said he does not have a full run 
down on ships diverted but that at least 
one sugar cargo was moved to Mobile 
and an aluminum ingot cargo to Beau­
mont

Spokesmen at those ports and Hous­
ton. however, were unaware of any di­
verted cargoes.

Jerry Tew. manager of wharfs and 
warehouses at Mobile, said agents have 
enquired about diverting cargoes to 
there but that facilities are committed 
about one month ahead and none are 
available. He said he would anticipate 
no problems with unloading if space 
were there

John Horton, assistant terminal man­
ager at Houston, said there are ample fa­
cilities there to handle diverted vessels 
but was unsure whether ILA members 
there would work on such ships

Eckert noted that ships also can move 
through New Orleans to Baton Rouge 
and some gram vessels may have done 
so

Eckert said currently there are 11 idle 
vessels at New Orleans wharfs, one ol 
which is containerized, and 26 at general 
anchorage He said most of the 26 are 
gram ships that are being cleaned or re­
fitted

Barge traffic into the port from the 
Mississippi basically is normal but num­
bers will buildup because they cannot 
unload, he said

Barge indistry sources have said that 
river traffic could be brought to a virtual 
standstill if the strike continues for 
about to days

Eckert said there are normally about 
2.000 barges at New Orleans, of which 
about 1.200 carry grain and gram prod­
ucts and the rest ores. coal, petroleum 
and other cargoes

Handling of liquid cargoes, such as 
vegetable oils and petroleum products, 
should not be slow ^, he said, because 
most of them move through private ter­
minals and are handled by plant labor 
rather than the ILA.

Barge grain cargoes cannot be easily 
shifted to other ports, grain industry 
sources said, and the strike is having a 
definable effect on exports An official 
at one export company said its grain 
business in the first 10 days of October is 
down 25 per cent over the similar period 
last year

Industry sources said 60 per cent of all 
U S gram exports move through New 
Orleans, and other ports do not have the 
excess capacity to handle that volume 

Eventual redirection would depend on 
the length of the strike, whether the 
general strike spreads and if buyers are 
will to accept alternate shipment points 
With their differing fees, they said 

The current gram harvest, which has 
been slowed through much of the major 
gram growing area by rams, could bring 
additional pressure on the shipping situ­
ation when weather clears and farmers 
reenter their fields m earnest 

And. if the New Orleans strike contin­
ues through November, the winter clos­
ing of the Great Lakes shipping system 
will rut the gram export avenue to the 
Atlantic

New Orleans union leaders. Eckert 
said, are trying to set up meetings with 
employers to resolve local issues and 
bring the port m line with the strike sta­
tus elsewhere

The possibility of seeking a return to 
work under provisions of the Taft-Hartly 
Art has been mentioned, he said, but it 
does not seem applicable 

A spokesman for the federal media­
tor's office in Washington said the act 
can be invoked if a strike is have a se­
vere impact on a single industry or the 
national economy and therefore could 
be used on one port.

He said, however, that he doubts the 
current situation is bad enough to war- 
rent use of the act and Eckert said he 
doubts it will become that bad since 
ships can be handled elsewhere 

A spokesman (or the ILA said that na­
tionally there are no negotiations cur­
rently scheduled and no change in the 
situation is expected 

On the West Coast, the ILWU. under a 
mutual aid pact, has agreed to honor 
pickets set up by the ILA. which was 
concentrating its action against contain­
er ships operated on the West Coast by 
lines struck on the Elast and Gull coasts

A San Francisco Port Commission 
spokesman said there were three idled 
ships m Oakland on Monday, one in San 
Francisco and su  in the Los Angeles 
area, all containerized vessels 

But the spokesman said a federal West 
Coast mediator is expected to rule by to­
day on whether the ILWU has the right 
to respect the ILA pickets 

The Maritime Administration of the 
Commerce Department said that as of 
noon Tuesday. 28 U S flag ships and 62 
foreign flag vessels were strike bound

Situation At New Orleans Not Yet 
Critical, Bergland Tells Panel

WASHI.N'GTON (APi - Agriculture 
Secretary Bob Bergland • d 'his week 
that the longshoremen s >. .'ike at New 
Orleans is causing gram barge delays on 
the Mississippi River that are "not criti­

Already depressed farm prices for 
gram are being nudged down a cent or 
two per bushel a day because of the de- 
l.iys m mov ing the crops to foreign cus­
tomers Bergland said 

He did not mention and was not asked 
about the potential effects of the strike 
on consumer prices of coffee and other 
imported foods moving through the 
same docks

Another witness Richard E Bell, vice 
president ol R Iceland Foods in Stutt­
gart. Ark , said. A prolonged dock 
strike at the East and Gulf (Coast) ports

this fall and winter will do much more 
damage to our reputation as a reliable 
supplier than have the so<alled export 
embargoes of the past several years "

Much of Bergland s testimony cen­

Farm Strikers Get 
Support Over Area

1977 Cotton Crop Forecast Boosted; 
Increase In Carryover Stocks Seen

WASHINGTON (UPl) -  The Agncul 
tore Department has estimated the tt77 
cotton crop on the basis of Oct I condi­
tions at 13.3II.iOO bales, up 1 per cent 
from a September forecast and up X per 
rent from last year s crop o( lO.SM.OOO 
bales

The jump from last year's harvest was 
spurred by a t i ^ t  supply sHuatioo in 
late 1976 and earlier this year which sent 
prices up subsUntially early in the year 

Cotton prices have s l u m ^  since then
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because ol forecasts ol bigger crops this 
year, both here and abroad This year's 
crop IS expected to be more than big 
enough to meet market demands in the 
1177-76 marketing year and carryover 
stocks will increase by next summer

Government analysts predict that do­
mestic and export u les ol cotton for tlie 
1977-76 marketing season which began 
this month may total 11.3 million bales, 
compared with last season's level of 115 
million

The estimated production of ordinary 
upland cotton, which nukes up most of 
the crop, at I3.2S.700 bales, compared 
with 10.516.600 bales last year Produc­
tion of extra-long staple American-Pima 
cotton was estimated at 93.800 bales, 
compared with 64.000 bales last year

The Crop Reporting Board said (arm-

e n  expert to harvest 12 8 million acres 
for the 1977 crop, compared with 10.- 
913.500 acres last year The average per- 
acre yield was put at 500 pounds, com­
pared with 465 pounds for 1976

A rally is scheduled today at the Tri- 
State Fairgrounds in Amanllo. and a 
large group of Colorado farmers was 
headed for the Panhandle in a tractor 
caravan

Carl King of Diminitt. president of the 
Texas Com Growen Association, pointed 
out that there is a tough question which 
farmers must ask themselves before they 
commit themselves to a strike 

"I feel the first thing a farmer must do 
is ask himself if he can afford to strike. 
He owes so many people (or this past 
year's crop, there are notes due at the 
bank and bills to pay. If he can't afford to 
continue going into debt, he has either 
got to quit or go on strike or something." 
King commented

"We re in sympathy with the farmer 
strike, but personally. I wish this whole 
thing had come up six or eight months 
ago I think the farm community could 
have exerted enough pressure to have ob­
tained a better farm bill back then." he 
added

King (eels that putting greater quanti­
ties of grain into reserves would aid the 
farmer

"Secretary of Agriculture Bob Berg­
land and President Carter could use their 
discretionary powen to take more grain 
off the mardet and spur i  higher price for 
feed grains. " King continued. "I don't 
think Wahington should persist with 
cheap food' policies. In fact, I don't 

think the term cheap food should even be 
in the American vocabulary We have the 
least expensive food in the world, but It 
sure isn't cheap to grow It and it 
shouldn't be called cheap We need to 
pay the farmer a fair price for that so- 
called "cheap'' food."

King emphasized that if agriculture is 
forced into bankruptcy, the nation's en­
tire economy will follow suit.

"You can't separate agriculture front 
the rest of the economy We should have 
learned a lesson from the p u t In the 
form of the Great Depression. Unfortun­
ately, the people In Washington haven't 
done this and we may be headed toward 
another disaster,” u id  King.

The TOGA president pointed out thet 
during visits with commodity representa- 
tivet In other parts of the nation he h u

been informed that the human rights pol­
icies of President Casrter are the biggist 
stumbling block to foreign trade "

King emphuized "the desperate need" 
for expanded foreign markets (or Ameri­
can farm products

"I guess in the long run. diverted 
acreage may be the real key to the farm­
er's survival," King opened "We need a 
cutback of 40 per cent in com acreage 
and 50 per cent ui wheat We've simply 
produced ourselves into an economic 
chaos We can t compete on the world 
market If our commoidity prices are too 
high, and yet our fanners can't live when 
they must sell their producU at the ridi- 
culoustly low prices common today," he 
added

King admitted that unity ts still a prob­
lem in solving farm problems and stated. 
"The only way a strike will work is with 
massive participation and the support of 
money-lending agencies We in the TCGA 
can't afford not to be in sympathy with 
this farmer cause "

James Witherspoon, executive secre­
tary and legal counsel (or the Hereford- 
b a ^  Texas-New Mexico Sugar Beet 
Growers Association, echoed the senti­
ments of King

"Although our association Is uncom­
mitted on the farm strike matter at this 
time, it is plain to see that the farmer Is 
desperately in need of help, and that's 
about all 1 can say on the issue." Wither­
spoon related

"If we can figure out a way to get the 
fanner some return on his investment 
and keep him from going under, you can 
bet we will all be In favor of It," he add­
ed

Witherspoon also voiced doubts about 
the total success of a strike movement

"I don't think the actual strike will 
work, because farmen are such a diverse 
group of people, said the SBGA sccrctar- 
y "Perhaps this movement win help to 
get some publicity and focus national iL 
tention on the dire situation the fanner 
laces troday, and that could be an Impor­
tant result of this activity," he added.

"‘n ie  Taft-Hirtley Act put rigid re­
straints on individuals and especially or­
ganized groups who meet tfffix prices or 
otherwise restrain trade. Therefore, 
without the advice of counaei, I cannot 
comment on the farmer strike movement 
and risk the exposure of our staff and 
directon to the poasiblllty of fines and/or 
Imprisonment,” u id  Wilson.

FX)REIGN GROWTIQ ARE PUTTING PRESSURE on U. 8. cotton eiports. 
There is a keen awareness in ovetseu cotton circles of the recent widciilng of 

price differences between U. S. and foreign growtha. It appears at the moment 
as though U. S. exports this season will fall considcnbly short of last month’s 
official projection of 4.6 million bales.

Some impreisions of the outlook were solidtfied last week on a trip to Liver­
pool on private cotton business. Representatives of more than 30 countries were 
there for some international cotton meetings and the annual dinner of the Liv­
erpool Cotton Aasodatioa

Lower-priced foreign growths threaten not only to restrict new U. S. cotton 
expoit sales but also raise the specter of negotiate substitutions of foreign cot­
tons for undelivered sales of the American crop which already are on the books.

EXPORT SALES OF U. S. COTTON for deliveiy this season already total 
around 4 million bales.

But examples of the current price competHlon from foreign growths are re­
flected in some of last week’s overseas cotton quotations.

Russian and Nicaraguan cottons of quality comparable to the dominant type 
from the Memphis territory, for Instance, were both quoted at M.SO cents per 
pound, c.i.f. ( c ^  insurance, freight) Northern Europe. Memphis territory cot­
ton was at 62 cents.

Many shippen of course have the capability of handling a variety of different 
growths. Say a shipper "owes" a foreign mill a certain type of U. S. cotton. If he 
can buy Guatemalan, Mexican, Nicaraguan or some othier growth of compara­
ble quality at, for instance, six cents per pound below the contract price on U. S. 
cotton, he could renegotiate with the mill to deliver the foreign cotton at, u y , a 
three-cent advantage to the user.

ON ’THE OTHER HAND, A MILL NEGOTIATING lor an outright buy-back 
or cancellation of a U. S. cotton deal In order to substitute a cheaper foreign 
growth himself might be obligated at recent price disparities from the time of 
the original agreement to pay the shipper something like IS to 20 cents per 
pound

The mills certainly wouldn’t want to do that — they’d prefer the other substi­
tution route.

In any event, the point is that the export sales already on the books, contrary 
to what some might believe, aren’t necessarily or automatically going to stay 
there if the competitive price differences remain wide or increase 

Then there is the aspect that the sharp decline in Amencan cotton prices 
themselves in recent months may increase the temptation on the part of foreign 
buyers not to open letters of c r ^ t  on U. S. cotton booked at the higher prices 
which prevailed earlier.

MEANWHILE, DELMAND IN MOST TEXTILE markets intemationalty last 
week showed no improvement. In fact, mills in many raw cotton unporting 
countries were reported reducing spindle activity even further 

Yet world shipment values held fairly stable stable, pending a clearer indica­
tion of crop prospects and developments in a number of important producing 
countries.

The thought was expressed that a continuation of narrow price movemenb 
might induce more active buying by mills which have depeletrt their cotton in­
ventories to unusually low levels

But Intenutional observers saw little evidence to suggest an impending re­
turn of buying confidence.

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Senate Committee 
Okays Energy Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The Senate Fi­
nance Committee today approved an en­
ergy bill that contains billions of dollars 
worth of tax breaia, but none of the tax 
increases recommended by President 
Carter.

Staff technicians estimated the bill 
would save 12 million barrels of oil per 
day by 19K, at a cost to the gwemment 
of 132 billion. The House version of the 
tax bin, which inchided watered-down 
versions of Carter’s three proposed taxes, 
would save 1.7 million to 15 million bar-

rels per day Current consumption is 
about 18 million barrels daily.

The bill was approved by an 11-6 vote. 
Two Republicans, Carl Curtis of Nebras­
ka and John C. Danforth of Missouri, vot­
ed for the biU. Democrat Floyd Haskell 
of Colorado and independent Harry F. 
Byrd of Virginia joined four Republicans 
in opposing i t

Perhaps b te  next week, the committee 
will take a final look at the staff's de­
tailed explanation and then take one last 
formal vote on the measure.

Americans On Yacht 
Seized Bv Vietnam

VERO BEACH. Fla (APi -  Three 
Americans who radioed their yacht was 
about to be rammed off the coast of Viet­
nam were reported safe today and being 
towed to Saigon, the father of the vessel's 
owner said.

Frederick Dellenbaugh said a ham ra­
dio operator who knew his daughter. Cor­
nelia "Cricket" Dellenbaugh. telephoned 
him from Bangkok. Thailand, at about 8 
a m CDT today

"He said he talked with Cricket by ra­
dio. and she stated that they were under 
tow by a Vietnamese government vessel 
to arrive in Saigon at 8 p.m. CDT to­
night." Dellenbaagh said.

"He said they were all well."
Dellenbaugh said the caller was Robert 

Stevens, a boat yard operator who built 
the seixed vessel, the 38-foot Brillig "1 
know the man and recognized his voice 
and consider him reliable." Dellenbaugh 
said. “Stevens recognized the voice of my 
daughter"

The yacht issued its distress call Thurs­
day. reporting it was being chased and 
r u ^  on by vessels. The last message said 
the yacht was "about to be rammed ’’

Carter attacked the oil industry on 
Thursday, comparing it to those who 
reap enormous profits from the misery of 
war He said removal of federal controls 
from the price of oil and natural gas 
could result in "the biggest ripoff in his­
tory”

Carter's remarks drew a predictable re­
sponse from the oil companies — a Shell 
Oil spokesman called it “a damned se­
vere attack " — and left key Republicans 
unhappy

Howard Blauvelt. chairman of Conti­
nental Oil Co . called Carter s remarks in­
temperate John E. Swearingen, chair­
man of the Standard Oil Co. of Indiana, 
termed the Carter’s presentation “ an 
emotional appeal to defend a tax pro­
gram that is not defensible”

The President "ought to be the first to 
realue that he has a turkey on his 
hands." said Senate Minority Leader Ho­
ward Baker. R-Tenn Sen Bob Dole. R- 
Kan.. a member of the finance commit­
tee. said the only hope lor Carter's ener­
gy program is for the President to re­
write it

Sen. Russell B Long, chairman of the 
finance committee, which has been heav­

The Louisiana Democrat's committee 
wants to use lax credits — rather than 
the tax increases proposed by Carter — 
to aid conservation and provide greater 
production uicentives for the oil and gas 
industry.

—Elementary schools are conducting 
parent-teacher conferences in conjunc­
tion w ith the dustribution of report cards 
"F'ace-to-lace communication is the best 
way to explain a change in policy." said 
Velma Ruth Shamberk, Murfee Elemen­
tary School pnncipal.

In fact, renew ^ emphasis on parent 
conferences and other student evaluation 
tools IS a pleasant side-effect of the new 
grading system, pnncipals and teachers 
said

"It's made all of us look for more ways 
to praise a student. " said Kennedy.

"We may be giving him a lower grade 
on his report card, but we make it clear 
to the student — and his parents — that 
the child is working hard and making 
progress After all. this is the most im­
portant kind of feedback a child can gel " 

Mrs Knight agreed "W ere finding 
that students who are working below 
grade level are getting lower grades But. 
on that report card, teachers are writing 
in comments, telling the student and his 
parents that their kid is working his hard­
est."

Teachers also send home informal 
notes and display children's work in the 
classroom as a means of praising stu­
dents who put out high effort.

committee uid Tbunday more liberal in­
come guldcUnes should be adopted for 
determinlnf who will get free medical 
care at the county’s new Health Sciences 
Center Hospital

The committee proposed ralsini the in­
come eligibility standards subMantially 
-  about 24 per cent (or a (amily o( s ^  
for esample — so that more p e ^  can
qualify.

At the same time, however, the panel 
suggested that “violence cases" be de­
clared ineligible (or free medical assist­
ance from the hospital district.

"If they’re affluent enough to go down 
to the beer hall and get chunk and shot 
up. they can pay their own way,” said 
Joe Stanley, chairman of the community 
programs and relations committee of the 
hospital district's board of managers.

Stanley's committee recommended 
several changes in the district's indigency 
criteria, which have not been changed (or

nearly 10 years. Stanley said the eligibili­
ty guidelines are "far bek>w.tbose of oth­
er counties" and need to be updated.

The income guidelines represent the 
maximum incom levels a family can 
have (or one of its members to qualify lor 
free medical care from the hospital dis­
trict

Under the current policy, a parson liv­
ing alone must make I20S a month or less 
to qualify for help. Stanley’s committee 
recommends leaving that at its present 
level

However, the current policy also allows 
increments of only $25 for each addition­
al family member. The committee pro­
posed to t  those increments be nourly 
doubled.

Tbe committee said to t  (or two- 
through five-member famibes, the $205 
income base should be increased $40 per 
additional member. Tbe increment 
would be $45 (or families with six or 
more members.

Under the current plan for qualifying 
for assistance, the maximum income lev­

el (or a family of three Is $25$; the com­
mittee's recommendatioo would raise 
t o t  level to $2B. an increase of abont 12 
percent

In t o  same sray, the maximum income 
level for a family of four would he In­
creased 1$ per cent, from $2$0 to $325, 
and for a family of six, 24 per cent, from 
$330 to $410.

While those appear to be big increases, 
the effect would be buffered by another

Stanley said tbe new guidelines a n  
"right in line’’ with wrifan guMeBnas of 
other Texas counties. He said the pro­
posed income standards are expected to 
raise the hospital district’s taH»tlent wel­
fare tab by about nine per cent

For the first six months of 1*T7, Stanley 
said, 47 persons were denied indltancy 
benefits from the district Had the new 
rules been in effect, 15 of them would

have qualified, be said.
The committee's recommendations, to 

be presented Monday to the full b o ^  
also provide that:

—The district eliminate the one year 
in-state residency requirement (or indi­
gents. Eligible applicants still would have 
to be six-month residents of Lubbock 
County.

—A single household member who is 18 
or older and not a full-time student 
should be considered as a separate s i a ^  
member family.

—The district should “approve a 
change in current policy to cllminate 
vioiem cases from consideration lor 
medical indigency certification." Stanley 
said, however, thk this should not affect 
the victims of violence, only tbe instiga­
tors.

The proposed changes would become 
effective Nov. 1. They would be the basis 
for which tbe county now certifies iadl- 
gents and reimburses local private hospi­
tals for medical assistaace to eligible per­
sons.

One of Lubbock's most variegated variety stores has 
completed a move to a new downtown location to continue 
uninterrupted a unique service to the community that be­
gan more than two decades ago.

Without fanfare, the Disabled American Veterans Thrift 
Store last month abandoned its old quarters at 1007 Ave. H 
to move into more spacious surroundings at 13th & H

Operated as a non-profit venture by Lubbock Chapter 44 
of the veterans organization, the first store opened in the 
mid-lOaOs at an East Broadway site Its latest move is to a 
location offering some 14.000 square feet of floor space 
and tripling the amount of merchandise offered (or sale at 
modest prices

Our costs are as low as anyone's." smiles M W. "Gip " 
Gipson, who with his wife operates the store. "What we 
have to sell is what Lubbock people give us. so we don't 
have to charge much to come out ahead."

And often the pnee is just a smile and a heartfelt "thank 
you." Gipson admits, for the store often is called upon to 
assist persons without means, who may have lost their pos­
sessions in a fire or other misfortune.

Our help is available to anyone in need." Gipson points 
out. adding that the recipient need not be disabled or even 
a veteran "If a need exists, we try to meet i t . " he wys.

Also available is a wide variety of sickroom equipment 
and accessories for temporarily or permanently disabled 
persons, including hospital beds, wheelchairs and crutch­
es Again, need is the sole determinant.

The variety of merchandise the store offers (or sale is in­
finite. and much of it is the residue from the countless

garage sales now part and parcel of the domestic scene.
"Monday is our busy day." Gipson says with a ready 

smile ■ ■ I'cople call us to pick up what they didn't get nd of 
in the weekend garage sale, and we re happy to oblige. We 
don t turn anything down "

A stroll through the store — past tables and shelves lad­
en with everything from auto parts to household items — 
gives emphasis to Gipson s next remark:

"One man s trash, another's treasure, the most unlikely 
Items seem to be the ones that are snapped up first. "

Clothing and furniture, though, are the fastest-moving 
Items in the store

Major appliances, too. are much in demand, and Gipson 
says the DAV organization often receives relatively new 
stoves, refrigerators and other appliances in surprisingly 
good condition

"If an Item needs minor repair, we fix it up; otherwise. 
It's sold as is' for a modest price A lot of what we sell can 
be pul in working order by a do-it-yourself handyman who 
has a little more tune to spend on it than we have." Gipson 
says

The store, over the years, has proven to be a catalyst (or 
the LubbcK k DAV chapter s growth. Gipson observed The 
chapter now boasts 680 members, of whom only about half 
have a sen M C-< onne< ted disability

"Just the awareness that the store — which gets some of 
Its support from members' dues — is performing a service 
lor the community has drawn literally hundreds of veter­
ans into the organization." Gipson says "It's a way of 
being able to partwipate in your community's well-being "

Alaska has halted the decline in U S. pro­
duction North Sea production has dou­
bled in the past year to more than one 
million'barrelsaday.

Canadian production rose by close to 10 
per cent, and Mexican production in­
creased by a.tout 25 per cent OPEC 
countries, meanwhile, boosted their al-

ready-massive production by 1 per cent

At the same time, instead of the expect­
ed 4 5 per cent increase in U S. gasoline 
consumption this year, fuel sales have in­
creased bv only 2 per cent Officials now 
attribute that to the better mileage ol 
newer cars and various conservation ef­
forts In Europe, demand has been flat.

Drill Favorite Tool Of Home Craftsmen

Whether a workshop is used to facili­

tate the repair and maintenance of things 
around the house or as a place to  indulge 
a hobby, it is certain to include a portable 
electric drill.

H's the machine that gives the novice 
do-it-yourselfer his first experience with 
a power tool. Because it is light, easy to 
handle and highly effective, the drill has 
retained its popularity throughout the 
years, becoming a special favorite in the 
IMOs and never relinquishing its role as 
the best-selling tool

The drill is basically what its name in­
dicates. a tool for drilling holes in wood, 
metal and other materials. But each year 
the list of accessories that ran be at­
tached to a portable driO grows larger, 
until today there ate very few tasks that 
cannot be made easier with these addi­
tions. In fact unless you have been to a 
well-stocked store that sells such accesso­
ries within the past few months, you are 
not likely to be up-todate on the wide va­
riety that Is available. In many cases, 
heai7 -duty woodworking and metal-cut- 
Uag operations are beri done with the

special tools made for those purposes, 
but the drill, with proper attachment 
will often perform satisfactorily.

An important use of this p o ^ b le  ma­
chine is for drilling holes in wood, espe­
cially hardwood, to receive screws. The 
pilot holes shoud be slightly smaller than 
the diameters of the screws. The same 
procedure should be followed with nails 
to prevent splitting in hardwood Before 
each hole is drilled, a small indentation 
should be made with an awl. When the 
bit is placed into this hold and the motor 
turned on. it will not wander and mar the 
surface of the wood. Pressure on the drill 
should be firm but not heavy. To prevent 
splintering as the bit comes out the other 
side, back up the material with a piece of 
scrap wood

Quarter-inch drills will handle most 
household projects, but if you do a lot of 
work with the heavy drill accessories, a 
larger site may be required. In choosing a 
drill, tell the dealer what the drill will be 
used for most of the time. He will advise 
you which size is preferable and whether 
you will need a speed reducer for the 
more difficult jobs. Incidentolly, in buy­

ing an electric drill, be sure it has the 
proper “ feel" or you may find it awk­
ward later when using it for a period of 
time.

When a drill is designated as a quarter- 
inch size, it does not refer to the diame­
ter of the hole that can be drilled with it. 
but to the maximum sue of the sliank 
(hat ran be inserted in the chuck The 
same thing holds true (or larger-sued 
dnils This means, for example, you ran 
drill a half-inch hole or even larger with a 
quarter-inch drill provided the bit slunk 
is a quarter-inch ot less Some drill 
chucks are tightened )>y fund, some with 
a socket or Allen wrench and some with a 
geared key. When the chuck is tightened 
with a tool, attach that tool to t)ie power 
cord of (he drill so that it wrill always be 
handy when you need it.

Enthusiast Describes 
Film Darkroom Work

When I first became a photo enthusiast, 
more than 50 years ago. doing your own 
darkroom work was ahnosl a necemity 
There were no custom labs or photo fin­
ishers giving specialized services with 
films and etdargments People left their 
fihns at the drug store and Judged their 
pseturc^Mung efforts by the prmts they 
received.

II they got a bod set of prints, they gen­
erally believed their photography was at 
fault. They rarely c h ^ e d  the negatives 
to see if better prints could be made 
When they became knowledgeable 
enough to “ read" their negatives, the 
most likely next step was to graduate to 
a n ro o fn  won.

Today. photoTmishing bbs serve Hie 
country, and custom labs can be found in 
ail cities or their specialized services are 
available by mail At the same time, 
many more photo fans and seriotts 
hobbyists have begun doing their own 
dHkroom work They find it more eco­
nomical and it gives them greater person­
al utisfactioa.

Like other darkroom workers. I devel­
op my bbck-and-sHul* film by “time and 
tem pinture.’’ accordkig to the charts 
srhich come witk each brand of develo­
per. There is normal processing or. when 
rUm is exposed at more than its rated 
speed, “p ^  " p ro c ^ n g  by extending 
developing time. This is fine for all niim 
properly expowd srith an accurate bghl 
n i i lv  ur Under Mandard conditions.

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Steel Official O ptim istic A fter M eet
WASHINGTON (AP) — The chaimun 

of U S. Steel says President Carter's vow 
to keep foreign producen from dumping 
steel illegally on the American m aitet 
means a good future for this country's 
troubled steel industry.

"I'm  very optimistic," Edgar Speer 
told reporters after meeting for more 
than three hours Thursday at the White 
House with the President, his top trade 
advisers, congressmen, union leaden and 
representatives of environmental and 
consumer groups.

Carter called the session because of 
sagging profits and plant closings that 
have recently resulted in about 19.000 
layoffs.

Lloyd McBride, president of the United 
Steelworkers union, said he wanted Cart­
er to take more drastic action.

Disagreeing "in a very small degree 
with Mr Speer,■' the steelworken' presi­

dent told reporten he supports enforce­
ment of antidumping laws as a long- 
range way to deal with the industry’s 
problems.

But for the short range, McBride said, 
"to lessen the likeUbood of future steel 
mills closing or even going bankrupt, ac­
tion should be taken to limit the tide of 
imports coming into our country.”

That action, he said, should be the im­
position of quotas.

Carter told the group he opposes quo­
tas because there is no such "simplistic, 
quick or painless solution" to the steel in­
dustry s problems The President de­
clared. "We can't afford to erect barriers 
around our nation."

Carter agreed that "free trade has to be 
fair trade" The President acknowledged 
that lews against dumping foreign goods 
on the American market at prices far be­
low production costs "have not been very 
vigorously enforced."

"I have not been aware of this derop- 
tlon of duty until Just this week,” Carter 
declared. "Well, we re going to do some­
thing about it."

The President indicated the adminis­
tration might decide to take additional le­
gal action against foreign producers ac­
cused of dumping their steel in this coun­
try

The Treasury Department already has 
decided tentatively that five Japanese 
producen illegally dumped carbon steel 
products on the U.S. market at prices 24 
per cent below production costs.

If the International Trade Commission 
determines that the American steel in­
dustry was harmed, penalty duties can be 
ordered on the imported products.

"The Treasury Department... is decid­
ing whether to take other cases lor re­
view and an ultimate deciskm,” Carter 
said.

lands (UPI) — The rivalty between the 
two main islands U  SL Tbontas and St. 
Croix shapes up a  the main issue at the 
Virgin Islands constitutional convention 
which will try over the next four months 
to write the first constitution for the U3. 
territory in the Caribbean.

The status of the mini-archipeUgo of 
100,000 persons as an American territory 
is not in doubt Delegates to the conven­
tion which opened here Oct. 3 — 10 from 
S t Croix and 30 from the S t Thomas-St.

John district — are specifically prohibit­
ed by law from writing a charier which 
would violate U S. sovereignty w er the 
islands or conflict with any M eral U.S. 
laws or treaties.

But many residents of S t Croix, which 
lies about 40 miles south of the capital of 
Charlotte Amalie on S t Thomas, feel 
they have been getting secondclass treat­
ment

Some Cruxans. as residents of the is­
land are called, want St. Croix to become 
a separate American territory unconnect­
ed with either S t Thomas or St. John, 
the third island which traditionally aligns 
itself with S t Thomas.

Others would like St. Croix to renuin 
part of the Virgin Islands but to have its 
own budget and more local autonomy.

They also want the legislature to sit half 
the time in St. Croix instead of always in 
the capital Charlotte AttuUe on S t 
Thomas.

Since the United States bought the is­
lands from Denmark (or 825 million in 
1917, St. Croix has gradually outgrown St. 
Thomas to the point w h m  it now has 
more popubtion and more territory.

That numerical advantage has not yet 
been reflected in the p^ tica l power 
structure and some Cruxans have filed 
suit in federal courts to force reappor­
tionment.

The inter-isbnd rivalry was immedbte- 
ly apparent at the opening session of the 
convention when A lex an ^  Farrelly of 
St. Thomas faced Henry Rohlsen of St. 
Croix in a contest for tlie presidency of 
the convention.

Farrelly won and Ahra McFarbne of 
St. Croix was elected first vice president. 
But when McFarbne described himself 
as a Virgin Islander before anything, an­
other Cruxan delegate, Jessica Tutien 
Moolenar. staged a walkouL calling 
McFarbne a “ traitor."

Rohlsen had complained that St. Croix 
“ is suffering from no government" be­
cause of the domination of the Virgin Is- 
bnds by SL Thomas and the location of 
the capital city on SL Thomas.

T he governor controb everything,”

Apart from the inter-isbnd rivalry, the 
territory is likely to try to get some au­
tonomy over immigration into the isbnds 
when it writes its new constitution.

Law Professor Suggests Taxing 
Of Property At Market Value
The way to cure Texas' property tax in- 

equitia is to eliminate “ fractionalized" 
assessments and tax all property on its 
fair market value, law professor David C. 
Cummins told a local League of Women 
Voters forum Thursday.

Only then, he said, will taxpayers in the 
same city and between different cities be 
able to compare their individual tax bur­
dens — and demand that action be taken 
to make taxes fair

Cummins, a Texas Tech University law 
instructor and tax specialist;' said. "The 
public can only understand and have con­
fidence in a property tax system that is 
based on fair market value."

Taxing bodies, however, try to hide the 
inewuitia in their tax systems by assess­
ing property at lower than market value 
— thus confusing property owners and 
keeping them quiet, he said

John Brooks, tax assessor-collector for 
the City of Lubbock and Lubbock Inde­
pendent School District, said that's not 
the reason his office uses assessment ra­
tios. though

Brooks oplatned that his office — 
' which appraises properly al 90 percent of 
market value ami then applies a 60 per­
cent assessment ratio — d ^  so to avoid 
legal problems

"There's a law that says you can't value 
property at more than Its fair nurket val­
ue." Brooks said. To be on Die safe side 
and avoid lawsuits, tax officials tradition­
ally have assessed property lower than its 
market value, beaplaincd.

Brooks said he "would support" chang­
ing Lnbbock s assessreent systems to 
base all tn e s  on the property's appraised 
value." the figure closest to its frto mar­
ket value.

SUt Rep. J a m a  E. "Pete" Laney said 
at the gathering he d o a  not expect to see 
an cverhaull of the state's property tax 
systems dunng the 1979 legislative ses­
sions. though such probably will start out 
as the No. I priority.

Somewhere along the Hne. he sah). tax 
reform changa to tax relief — and in­
stead of eliminating Inequitia. lawmak­
ers get bogged down In taking off some of 
the tax burden.

Part of the problem te that rural and 
urban dwellers cannot agree on tax re­
form. Laney said.

Deaton Rigsby, vic-chalrinan of the cit­
y-school tax equalization board, said the 
task of his panel is so big that 
"equalization" really doan 't take place 
Rigsby said "All you can do is try to get 
as close as you can "

Cummins complained that

Shearer read a letter he said he re­

He said 
the daughters left, but returned with 
their father, xrho "grabbed me by the 
shoulders and slung me down . stioved 
me through the poet office door and I 
landed on my back "

Shearer said he grabbed a loaded shot- 
f to  from behind the door, but Bowen 
took It away from him 

He said at another point in the scuffle 
he Mubbed Mt five^hot revolver and 
tried to strike Boweu tot the head with H.

Most persons in Lubbock who want to attend church or worship on Sunday 

have an opportunity to do so. But there are some who are unable to leave the 
place where they are on Sunday morning.

It is to the shut-ins, the convalescents, the hospitalized and the nursing home 
resideats that Green Lawn Church of Christ ministen.

Adults of Green Lawn conduct regular worship services and serve commun­
ion to persons In University and Colanial nursing homes.

AnotJier heart-warming ministry by Green Lawn members Is carried on by 
young persons.

Gay Overby, one of them, tells about it: ‘•Some in Lubbock are unable to get 
out to go to worship, so naturally the logical thing to do is to take worship op­
portunity to them.

“Some of the young people at Green Lawn sfiend about two hours each Sun­
day morning after we have attended the early worship service at our church, 
going to provide a worship service and fellowship for shut-ins.

"We meet in the church kitchen and prepare the Lard's Supper (communion). 
Our first destination is a bouse on 2Sth Street where about eight to 10 women 
meet together in the living room for a short worship service. The service in­
cludes singing, praying, Bible reading, and the Lord's Supper. There is no 
preaching because moct of the women are hard-of-hearing or have short atten­

tion spans.
“After letvii« the home on Stfa Street we go to Lubbock Hoipitality Home, 

where we visit a woman who formerly was living in the home on 2Sth Street 
These visits are the most Important things in the world to her, and she looks for­
ward to them with great anUdpatioa.

“Next we go to Golden Age Nursing Home, where we give the Lord's Supper 
and visit with about Ttve or itz persons. After this, we go to boepitals, where any 
member of Green Lawn may be hospitalized.

"This ministry started abw t 1969. Some of the young people who went when 
it was a new ministry were Kent Rhodes, PhlUlp Keener, Leslie Moore, Cindy 
Goodwin. Irene Silvey and Mary Moore. These persons now are working or 
going to college, and some are married. When we started, up to 30 young per­
sons participated Now that Green Lawn has a bus ministry, many of these who 
were in the visitation ministry now are working with the bus ministry.

"Only a few of us still are in the ministry and have continued i t  Those include 
Gary Lewis, Gay Overby, Rita Savage and Myron White

“ You might ask what keeps these young people going every Sunday? WeU. K's 
amazing what young people doing this means to the shut-im. It is the highlight 
of their somewhat boring week. We meet older people, who become very dear 
to us. We have come to be Iriends and we do not wish to take something away 
irom these persons who cannot get out. Their love, and a love 'Far greater than 
theirs (the love of Cbnst)' keeps us going."

aip  a smartly dressed army officer 
staked down a Leningrad street with one 
oCthe first watermehMs of the season.
■ He carried it in the best American foot- 

bafi tradition with one end cupped by his 
hand and the other tucked under his arm

The light and dark green striped fruit 
drew oohs and aahs from passersby. Sud­
denly a truck screeched to a halt "Where 
did you get the arbuz (watermelon), to- 
varich (comrade),'* shouted the driver 

“Back there," the army officer said, 
and turned and pointed with the brief­
case in his right hand.

The ones who had not dared ask where 
the melon had come from overheard and 
following the line of his briefcase, imme­
diately set off at a half run up the street 
By the time they arrived at the govern­
ment fruit store, some 50 persons were 
already ahead of them.

Living in the Soviet Union one gets 
used to accepting the seasonal fruits and 
vegetables, except for cabbage and pota­
toes which are always in.

There is a time for apples, tomatoes, 
lettuce, grapes, plums, pears, and there 
may even be a time for bananas. The 
availability, even in season, is always lim­
ited and out of season fruit and vegeta­
bles can't be bought lor any price.

Therefore it is typical that when some­
thing good appears in the government 
stores or the privately run market, lines 
of up to too persons form to load up and 
cart away as much as possible

In July, when bananas from Ecuador 
were in for less than a week, one man 
strained down Leningrad's main street 
carrying two string bags loaded with at 
least 10 bunches, or about 50 to 60 banan­
as

"It is quite understandable." explained 
one Russian “He probably kept some, 
sold some, and gave some away with the 
intention that the favor should be re­
turned in some way or form at a later 
date "

Selling of the watermelons was taking 
place from a large wire bin outside the 
store where a truck had dumped them, 
obviously without much care, because 
many had already split in half from the 
unloving

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Publication Of Book Thrusts Marina Oswald Into.Limeljight ?W3

NEW YORK (AP) -  SltUn* in the 

(nersized red leather chair, she looked 
small and girlish with her cropped honey 
rulored hair and crystal blue eyes. 
Cloaked in a continual stream of ciga­
rette smoke, she appeared to emerge 
from a foggy, foggy day.

She wondered aloud. "Why am I im­
portant?”

Marina Prusakova Oswald Porter. Im­
portant to the world because she fell in 
lose with Lee Harvey Oswald, the man 
who assassinated President John F. Ken­
nedy.

Now 14 years after the tragic deed, 
Marina, who has remarried, once again is 
thrust into the limelight with the publica­
tion of a book about her and her late hus­
band — "Marina and Lee," by Priscilla 
Johnson McMillan (Harper Row, $15).

I told my publisher I would only do a 
little touring with the book." she said 
over a glass of orange juice at a hoM res­
taurant “ It's hard living in a fish bowl. I 
don t want people to turn on the televi­
sion set and see the same old dumb mon­
key all the time.

"I have nothing new to say?'
,\nd then the litany of a guarded, some­

times insecure, sometimes fragile 36- 
yearold woman: "I'm  not an interesting 
person I'm not important enough. I'm 
just an ordinary housewife."

She says she enjoys housework and is 
not interested in a career.

Marina says she's proud of her Russian 
heritage but now considers herself an 
American.

"Time is a good healer," the said, eyes 
pale and clot%. “From the beginning. I 
was as hurt as all Americans."

She lives with her second husband, 
Kenneth Porter, a tewing machine sales­
man and repairman, in a Dallas suburb. 
"It's a different kind of love than I had 
with Lee. It's a more mature love.”

For the most part, she u id , the lives 
from day to day. Her only goal Is "to 
raise her childrm to be dwent human 
beings."

Her blue eyes grow intense and sparkle 
when she mentions her three children: 
June. 16; Rachel. 14; and Mark, 11. She 
talks a while about the virtues of public 
schools as opposed to private schools. 
She throws up her hands and rolls her 
eyes when discussing how young people 
turn up the volume on television sets and 
stereos.

The two girls were fathered by Oswald. 
Mark is her child with Porter. Marina 
told her daughters about Lee when they 
entered grade school.

"I told them the truth," she said. “I 
told them that if other children teased 
them, they should admit the truth. It's 
not their fault. They did nothing."

But she doesn't want them to read the 
527-page book. "Children sometimes re­
sent parents for being too honest" she 
said.

In fact, Mrs. Porter is disturbed about 
how the public might receive the book. It 
details her troubled youth in Leningrad 
and her first meeting with Lee at a dance 
in Minsk in 1961. Then it traces their of­
ten stormy marriage to the events of

November S  and 23, 1963.
“ It was necessary to do the book,” she 

said. "It was a must to reveal my ixivate 
life. But people might be offentM by the 
exposure of this private life. Do you think 
the women reading this book will be of­
fended and hate me?”

She gazed off — to the distance — and 
then was silent.

Life with Lee Harvey Oswald was bra- 
tal at times. He beat his wife and often 
lied to her, according to Marina and the 
published account. He would not permit 
her to learn English. Mariiu attempted 
suicide once but Lee stopped her. Final­
ly, she learned he had married her to 
spite another woman.

Other, more ominous events insinuated 
themselves into the relationship. Lee told 
her of his attempt to shoot Maj. Gen. Ed­
win A. Walker and of his plans to shoot 
Richard Nixon. Upon leaniing of the lat­
ter. she said she hid her husband's gun 
and locked him in the bathroom without 
his clothes.

Still, she renoained with him. She did 
not report the Walker incident to police. 
She continued to receive physical and 
psychological abuse from Oswald. Why 
did she stay with him?

“ Because we were so dependent on 
each other." she said. "He really needed 
me. 1 couldn't betray him. He was all I 
had in the whole U.S."

Bitterness creeps into her voice when 
she's asked how she feeb about Oswald 
today.

"You can't love someone who's already 
dead." she says. "I'm  not capable of hat-

Brazilian
General
Dismissed
BR.ASILIA. Brail! HJPD -  President 

Ernesto Geisel has fired a hard line army 
general who was a top contender to be 
come BraiiTs next president in an appar­
ent move to consolidate the moderate 
policies of his military regime 

Army Minister Gen Silvio Frota immr 
diately issued an angry statement attack 
ing Geisel for being soft on communists 
and hinting he would not stand idly by

“When the heavy manacles of Marxi-t 
totafiarianlsm bring bitter sweat to the 
pale foreheads of your wives. I don t 
want .. to be accus^ of omission, of not 
having recognized the imminent dan­
ger," Frota said Wednesday

Frota was one ol the top two candi­
dates unofficially seeking the Brazilian 
presidency, which is expected to be de­
cided in March. He was the favorite of 
staunch conservatives who oppose Gei- 
sel's moderate policies.

The other top candidate — and the ap­
parent favorite of Geisel —is Gen. Joao 
Batista Figueiredo. a moderate who 
heads the National InteUigence Services.

The 
Egyptian government had given tenUtive 
approval for the pUns.

Egypt could ask that the companies be 
removed from the blacklist when the Ar­
ab Boycott Commission meets in Novem­
ber.

whether punk’s rebeiUous, high energy music and outlandish droa wU be­
come the musicai standard of the late ItTtls or join gutter rock, diaoo and reg­
gae u  a musical kiotaote of the decada.

Punk is a main topic of comrersatton In the music industry and most record 
companies have descended on pmdt dubs Hite CBGB here, the Rat In Boston 
or the Whisky In Los Angeles the way they did in England to cash in on the 
British rock groups of the ndd-MMs.

Rock music magasinrs — indadlag the blbte of the rock world. Rolling 
Stone — devote tnereneing attention to punk groups, even though raemben of 
most punk bonds give the knptession Vimj can’t or won’t toad anything more 
complicated than a comic book.

But the big question is whether rock music fans who seem increasingly to 
prefer middle of the road sounds Hke Fleetwood Mae, Steve MlUcr and Peter 
Frampton embrace groups that generally reiset melody and instrumental B- 
nesse in favor of the tough, rebellious poatin of Patti Smith, the Ramonas 
and the Dead Boys.

Punk isn’t new. It's equal miiture of the everlasting rebellious attitude of 
youth and the simple, three chord music popularised in the mid-lSiOs by Bri­
tish groups like the Who and the Rolling Stones.

The punk phUosophy holds “any kid can pick up a guitar and become a rock 
n' roil star, despite or because of a lack of ability, talent, inteligencc... andor 
potential. And (the punk rockcri usually does so out of frustration, hostiitty, a 
lot of nerve and a need for ego fulfillment,’’ writes John Holmstrom, editor of 
New York’s Punk magaiine.

Despite the sentiments, punk stan like PatU Smith and the Ramones look 
down on the new bands arriving almost daily in New York to play at the city's 
numerous punk palaces. Guitarist Tom Verlaine of Television has a binnt at- 
sessfflcnt of his pecn: "What most of the CBGB bands need is a lot of prac­
tice.”

Hb band and many other original CBGB performers now shun the punk la- 
bd. preferring no label at all or the desigiatton “new wave” in the h ^  that 
M downplays the punk attitnde and stresses nousic.

Because of that stress on Image and style over musical proficiency, punk 
hands compete lor the moat suggestive or outrageous names they can Ond: the 
Dictators. Weirdos, Zeroes, VoidOids. Stiv Bators of the Dead Boys proudly 
shows off wounds received from lam throwing bottles — and those that were 
scff-inlUctad.

"Young, Loud and Snotty” b the title of one punk album; one of the move- 
noent's anthems b “Blank Gencratioa," sung, ironically, by one of iU most 
vibrant performers, Richard HeU.

Old names gravUate toward the CBGB dub here, the birthplace of the mov­
ement in hopes of being noticed in the punk medb glare, Induding Peter Totk. 
once of the Monkees, and Lance Loud, a member of television's “An Amerlcaa 
Family” several seasom back. Several punk clothing stores oRer the finest in 
torn T-shirts, lippered leather Jackets and chaim lor punk's predominantly 
white, male audieiice.

While Britbh pufk poupi hke the Sei Pbtob have received more attentioa 
than their Americaa counterparts, they actually are based on earlier Amencan 
punk rocken Hke the Ramones. itm  Pistob mbt in a violant “Clockwork Or- 
ange"-type atmosphere in which they cut hit eonp daaHng with anarchy and in­
sults to the queen and get attacked on the street by more civic-minded Britom.

Punk b a complete turnaround from the rock muetc rspinstns of the mid-and 
late-IWb. Pot b out, alcohoi b In; home and synthesisers are Ignored In favor 
of a simpier guitar-basHkwn Uneup; astended guitar solm are banned in favor 
of intense threeminute sonp.

As for the revolutioitary politics that fired to many rock groups in the IMOs. 
nothing could be lest rdevacM to the bored memben of the eelf-prodauncd 
"blank geftcratMO."
'There's no longer the Vietnam war, Augs or loag-halr keeping people to­

gether," writes Hoimstrom "We grew up with aU that and accept H. Sure, 
there's a simiiarlty betwoan the TOt and’TOt.”

Most of teievtsMo's IBSds "Happy Days” gang, however, would be very un­
comfortable with a punk rock o u ^ : sippered bather jackets. Nail regalia, loro 
T-sUrts and safety pirn attached every whue — even through the noses of soom 
of the more committed.

The OIK "Heppy Days” charseter who might be conilortable in such an envi­
ronment b a punk hero: Foosie. tough, street smart and cool. The Image b 
hardly new, Humphrey Bogart, Jamm Dean and even Elvb Presley found lame 
in projocting var^^ degrsu  of rebeUiouancas, cynic am and scoroful aliena­
tion.

The three chord, guitar-dominalsd punk sonp have found favor among many 
rock cntla brought up on siniiiar mid IMOs music by groups like Ike Who Such 
critics love punk, p r ^  K lor Ks "minimalism" and "reductionisro” and ele­
vate it to an art formOthen ask whether rock nssds Ks own Amateur Hour 

Many feel today's punk groups would have gone the way of the New York 
DolU and MCI groups that p U ^  punk-style music in the late INIh and early 
"TOs. If M weren't for rock ciltia bangry for a muatcal trend to match Elvb In 
Ike isaos or the Beatles la the Ohs.

"The critics and the older crowd get off on the concept of what we're doing.”

King IS in New York to be honored at a 
tund-raising dinner for the Martin Luther 
King J r  Center for Social Change in At­
lanta. Proceeds from the dinner will be 
used to finance work for human rights. 

King said he believes the President is 
doing all he can do " for the poor, add­

ing. T don't take issue with those who

doing." Some black leaders have charged 
that Carter has not kept campaign prom­
ises to black voters

“ But I m sure I know Mr. Carter a little 
better and closer than they do." be said. 
'W henever we have a moment to talk to­

gether. he says all his ideas and plans will 
be ram ed out in time

family, joined the Sikh order, manied one of its member] and gave the India 
based religious group part of her $13 million inheritance 

Now her mother wants her exairuned for mental competency 
Joanne Ratio has asked a district court to help locate her 28-year-old daughter 

w ho lived at the Sikh commine near Espanola, N.M..
But a Siki attorney said Kathy RoUo has moved to India and the court has no 

jurisdiction to compel her to return or submit to a mental examination 
"She is undergoing special traimng in scriptures and in mediution," Siri Dar- 

tar Singh Khaba said Wednesday. "She is a perfectly rational person and a lov­
ing mother ”

He said the young woman has been in training at the Sikh center and shnne at 
Amnpsar. India, with 100 other women since Aug. 21, including his wife 

"She is there with her husband. Sat RatUn Singh Khalsa. and IS-month-old 
daughler,” he said "She is expecting another child I know she is there because 
she IS with my wife."

The bearded, turbaned attorney who received his law degree from St. Louis 
University said Kathy RoUo and her husband wiU go to the United States em­
bassy at New OeUu to inform authorities of her whereabouts.

"By the 28th we wiU produce an affidavit from the American consulate identi­
fying her,” he said.

District Judge Bruce C. Kaufman heid a brief hearing this week on the peti­
tion for a competency examination. Kaufman set an evidentiary hearing Oct. 28 
to determine Miss RoUo's whereabouts and the need for further proceedings.

Mrs RoUo of Homewood, Calif., said since her daughter joined the Sikh's she 
virtually cut off communications wiUi her family.

Her petition asks the court to determine her daughter's whereabouts and or­
der her to undergo a competency examination. Mrs. RoUo. who did not attend 
the brief hearing, said her daughter inherited $1.3 miUion from her grandmoth­
er and later gave some of the money to the 3HO organization, which is assocut- 
ed with the SUDis.

Siri Dartar said the district court had no jurisdiction in the matter and a psy- 
chiatnc examination was unnecessary.

Bob Aveltini and rtmningback Walter 
Payton. Avellini threw three touchdown 
passes, including bombs of 70 and 72 
yards to James Scott, and Payton rtished 
for 12f yards (he has 462 for the season) 
in 'last Monday night's victory over Joe 
Namath and the Los Angeles Rams.

“ I think the most improved player we 
see on the Bears is Avellini," said Minne­
sota coach Bud G rant "He's playing bet­
ter than any lime we saw him last year..

Payton is still their focal point, but with 
Avellini throwing the ball I think it up­
grades their whole offense.”

Denver and Oakland have won four in a 
row this year and share first place in the 
American Football Conference West. But 
the Raiders' complete winning streak

game of 1976—covers 17 games. An 18th 
victory would tie them with the 1933-34 
and 1941-42 Chicago Bears and the 1972-

Demolition derbies have been around 
for the past 20 years or so. but the e\enl 
largely has been unexploited here 

The smash-and-crash show was the 
brainchild of one Larry Mendelsohn, who 
conceived the idea one hot night in the 
1950s at a raceway at Islip. Long Island, 
when, as a young driver in a stixk car 
race, he obseived that the crashes got 
more applause—and drew more Ians to 
the track—than straight racing

For several years Mendelsohn promot­
ed demolition derbies with startling fre­
quency and success and the format he 
esolved—as well as the techniques devel­
oped by his drivers—pretty much have 
become national standards.

The objective in the demolition derby 
is to batter your opponent's car to the 
point where his can't go but your s can

The car's front end being considerably 
more vulnerable than the backside, it 
wasn't long before whole fields of drivers 
became more adept at driving backward 
than forward

Rules, such as they are. are simple 
cars should have neither windshield nor 
hack glass and other glass should be re­
moved or rolled down into the door, hit­
ting an opponent's driver side door is 
frowned upon if not expressly forbidden, 
and the driver should wear a helmet and 
the car should be fitted with a seat belt or 
other suitable restraint

The contestants, anywhere from 10 to 
40 ol them, are divid^ and lined up al 
opposite sides or ends of the arena, and 
at a signal they back together, colliding in 
a welter of flying hubcaps and rending 
metal

From then on it s every man and ma­
chine lor him-and itself, and the contest 
IS over when the last two mobile autos

ran thread their way through the other 
smoking, stilled hulks and meet in a final 
showdown

Cars for the event are, of course, any 
otherwise worthless junkers still able to 
run. although California promoter JC  
Agajanian once staged a highly successful 
event in which a new Cadillac, a Conti­
nental and a Rolls Royce of recent vin­
tage were among the victims
