Evertt E. Janne, Texas A&
M University Extension land-
scape  horticulturist, says it

isn't necessary to wait until fall |
or winter to set out shrubs and
start a landscape program.
Although most reference
authorities do advise you to
wait until the dormant season,

many  reputable nurserymen
will be happy to provide you
with balled and burlapped
nlants or container - grown
plants which can be trans-
olanted most any time, Janne
says

It's best to avoid planting
just before leaving on vaca-
tion — unless you have a reli

able yard man to look after the
plants while you're away

When transplanting  balled
and burlapped or container
rown plants, be sure to select
thsoe which are healthy and
have good color. Avoid mis
shapen and of - color plants,
for tey're usually slow to be
come established

When transplanting, the hole
should be the same depth as the
hall or container, and consider-
ibly larger in diameter.

The economic cards will he
stacked against Texas if a uni-
fied statewide effort is not
made to stop the waste of hu-
«man resources by keeping its
syouth in school and assimilat-
Jng into its labor force those

‘the post - war baby boom of
the forties, J. Ed Lyles, com-
_missioner

representing em-
‘ployees on the Texas Employ-
ament Commission, declared
Saturday.,

¢ . “Whereas 10 per cent of the
labor force is engaged in un-
skilled labor today, only five
per cent will be needed by 19-
70, and the state's future in-
dustrial development demands
that it bave an adequate supply

of skilled manpower,”” Lyles
said. “For this reason, every
community in the state should

fully support the President’s
¥Youth  Opportunity Campaign
fo provide jobs for youth just
entering the labor market and
those who might otherwise be
unable to return to school in the
fall.”

Pointing out that even today
the unemployment rate for the
unskilled worker is about three
fimes as high skilled
workers, Lyles emphasized that
the technological skills needed
in tomorrow’s ‘ndu%r'\' require
a high education as a
prerequisite to training. This
summer an all - time high of
about 2 million youth between
26 and 21 will enter labor force,
about one - third of them school
drup « outs,

Though only one out of five
students graduate from college,
the demands of the labor mar-
ket and technological change
require that the other four also
have a sound basic education if
our state'’s 1s to
keep pace with a rapidly chang-
ing economy,”’ Lyles said. Esti-
mates of the number of drop -
outs during this decade run as
high as 7.5 million, and unless
Texas

summer 65,000 could possibly
drop out this summer

As one reason for the high
cost to society of each school
drop - out, Lyles cited the fact
