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Senate votes today on second Canal pact

WASHINGTON (AP) — Senate sup-
porters of the Panama Canal treaties
appear to be within two votes of win-
ning final approval following a com-
mmhe on the issue of U.S. interven-

But the outcome of today's vote on
the second treaty remained in doubt
because at least two senators who
endorsed the first of the treaties
March 16 were threatening to switch.

An Associated Press count showed
President Carter and Senate leaders
holding 65 firm votes for the treaty,
which gradually turns the canal over
to Panama by the year 2000,

In addition, one senator who voted
for the first treaty and whose support
of the second agreement had been in

doubt is now considered a likely yes
vote.

If Sen. Howard Cannon, D-Nev.,
supports the second treaty, Carter
would be within one vote of victory on
an issue that threatened to hand the

‘president a major foreign policy de-

feat and further sour his relations
with Congress,

To be approved, the second treaty
must draw 67 votes if all 100 senators
are present and voting. The first
agreement was approved 68 to 32,

Senate Majority Leader Robert
Byrd and Sen. Frank Church, D-
Idaho, spent the last four days seek-
ing a middle ground between compet-
ing concerns for Panamanian so-
vereignty and U.S. rights to keep the

Message says
former Italian
premier killed

ROME (AP) — A message purpo.-
tedly from the terrorist kidnappers of
former Premier Aldo Moro today an-
nounced his execution and said his
body was dumped in a mountain lake.

The statement, bearing the signa-
ture of the Red Brigades, said the
61-year-old president of the ruling
Christian Democratik Party was exe-
cuted “by suicide” and thrown into
Lake Duchessa, 72 miles northeast of
Rome. The reference to suicide ap-
parently was mockery.

Moro, five times a premier and
rroblbh next president of the repub-

ic, was abducted and his five body-
guards were killed by the Brigades,
Italy's most feared urban guerilla
gang, in a Rome street ambush
March 16. The kidnappers announced
three days ago that he had been con-
victed in a “people’s trial” and sen-
tenced to die.

Police could not immediately con-
firm that today's communique was
authentic. But skindivers flew to the

Leftists across Europe demon-
strated and bombed West German
installations, claiming the trio had
been murdered by authorities, but the
German government said subsequent
investigations confirmed they died by
their own hands

letters appealed to the govern-
ment to ransom him by freeing jailed
terrorists, but the Christian Demo-
crats contended he was acting under
duress and refused to bargain.

Despite a 50,000-man dragnet, po-
lice did not report a break in the case
until today. But a few hours before
receipt of the execution announce-
ment, the police said they found a Red
Brigades hideout on the outskirts of
Rome that might have been used by
the kidnappers.

The hideout, on the Via Cassia in
northwest Rome near where Moro
was kidnapped, contained arms, am-
munition, a typewriter, several mes
sages signed by the Red Brigades,
about 600 leaflets carrying the five-
point star of the Red Brigades and
other objects believed to have been
used in the kidnapping.

Police sources said the messages
found in the apartment referred to the
Moro abduction. They said investiga-
tors were examining the typewriter to
determine whether it had been used to
write the communiques issued by the
kidnappers.

The police said they went to the

Marianne pulled me
through it. Deep inside, [ hadn’t given
up, but I didn’t realize it"

In her office in the psychlatric unit
of Jamestown General Hospital, Ms
McFElrath described how the dying
need help from other people

‘Here they are dying physically so
they are feeling isolated,”” she said
“To feel soclally isolated would be
more than they could handle What
people have done historically to the
dying patient is isolate them Death
has been literally a five-letter word

She tries o slice through that isola
tion

“With the dying patient, you can
break a lot of rules,” she sald: 1 get
very Involved personally 1 sit on the
bed, which does not distance me so
much. That's one of my rules, to get
as close to the person as they will let
me. "

M Both remember the poignant mo
ment as counselor and patient, with
Ms. McElrath rubbing Mrs. Spencer’s
back, as they discussed the patient’s
fears about dying Ms. McElrath de
scribed her method | weep with
them. 1 laugh with them | touch
them . | self reveal with them ’

Ms. McElrath has her own defini
tion of death and dying, on
keeps her strong in the face of what
becomes an occupational hazard

“Dying is another stage of life,”" she

one that

said. “It's another form of saying
goodbye '

She compares the death of a good
friend with the moving away of her
closy college friends. ' A lot of people
I wént to college with | never see any
more,”’ she said, but that does not
stop her from remembering their ef
fect on her life

Her counseling is just part of a job
coordinating the hospital's psychiat
ric unit. She wants to keep it that way

“To do this successfully, I would
never want to do it exclusively,” she
said "I would never want to be known
as the 'death and dying counselor,’
period. I don’t want to be attached to
doom "’

But she does attach herselfl to her
patients, offering help of all sorts. She
has acted as a go-between for Mrs
Spencer when she was reluctant to
ask for pain killers against the pain of
her cancer

Adviser, persuader, ready ear,
buffer, advocate the counselor
takes on many roles. But they all
might be impossible without friend
\hlp

Mrs. Spencer noted, I found it
hard the first couple of times to open
up to Marianne until I knew her as a
person

WASHINGTON (AP) The Su
preme Court today barred public re
lease of the 30 White House tape
recordings played at the Watergate
cover-up trial of aides to former Pres
ident Richard M. Nixon

The court’s 54 decision reversed a
1976 ruling by the U S Circuit Court of
Appeals that would have made the
tapes available to the three cognmer
clal television networks, public televi-
sion and a recording company plan-
ning to sell copies of the tapes for
home use

“Considering all the circumstances
of this concededly singular case, we
hold that the common-law right of
access to judicial records does not
authorize release of the tapes in ques
tion,”" Justice Lewis ¥ Powell Jr
wrote for the court's majority

Water toy linked to drownings
being pulled off store shelves

Water Wiggle, a water toy linked to
the drownings of two children. is
being’pulled off store shelves in what
could be the biggest toy recall in
history, according to a spokesman for
the Consumer Product Safety Com-
mission

More than 2'2 million of the toys
made by Wham-O Manufacturing Co
of San Gabriel, Calif . have been sold
during the past 17 years. In addition
an unknown number are on.store
shelves or in the distribution chain

TG&Y Stores Co. Family Center
indicated it would not order or re-
stock any of the toys after hearing
about the ban last week. Pat Stuckey
a secretary at the store, said the store
currently has no Water Wiggles on its
shelves and has not sold any this year

After receiving a letter from
Wham-0O about the recall, Walgreen
Super Center Monday took the toy off
its shelves, according to the store
manager. It was not known how many
had been sold this year

Among the remaining stores which
have not been officially notified about
the toy recall is Gibson Discount
Center. Betty Fairchild of the toy
department there said Monday that
the store has about 80 of the toys on its
shelf and has sold about half a dozen
of them. She said as soon as the
company lets Gibson know about the
ban, the toy will be taken off the shelf

According to the safety com
mission’'s announcement, Wham-0 is
voluntarily conducting the recall and
has agreed to stop sales. Although it
had no firm idea how many of the toys
have been sold or how many will be
recovered, the commission urged
owners to take them back to the place

of purchase for a full refund or credit
toward another product

The toy is a multi-colored, seven-
foot plastic hose with an aluminum
water-jet nozzle on the end, covered
by a slotted, bell-shaped piece of
plastic. When connected to a garden
hose, the toy bounces and bucks
around the lawn like a snake,
spraying children as they play with it.

Both drowning deaths occurred
when the children stuck the nozzle
into their mouths after the bell-
shaped head had either been removed
or fallen off. The force of the water
was such that the children died when
the nozzle was lodged in their mouths,
according to the commission’'s an-
nouncement

The commission said a 4-year-old
boy died last month in Holly Hill, Fla.,
in such an accident and a 3-year-old
boy drowned in 1975 in Baton Rouge,
La

The commission said it is not sure
how the toys involved became
dismantled or exactly how the nozzle
became lodged in the children's
mouths

“Parents are advised not to allow
their children to play with this
product. Wham-0 requests its
retailers to remove all 'Water
Wiggles' from their shelves,'' the
agency said

Lancing the press as
envisioned by writer

WASHINGTON — Former budget
director Bert Lance. who now
specializes in Arab._takeovers of
American banks, warned U S. editors
at a convention last week that, if the
media didn't get its home in order, the

. American press may be faced with

outside censorship

Mr. Lance feels, as Mr. Agnew did
during another administration, that
he has been mistreated by the media
and is a victim of “erroneous and
biased reporting."”

Whether he is justified in his belief
is one problem. The real quesion is
how does Mr. Ldance bring about
censorship of the American press if
they keep writing those terrible things
about him?

The obvious answer is that he does
it through his best friend, Jimmy
Carter. But the way things have been
going lately for Mr. Carter, it's’
doubtful the President could pull off
press censorship in the United States
any better than he's pushed through
other issues he's handled

Let us assume that Mr. Lance
finally decides he's had it with the
media, and the only solution to getting
a good press is to demand some form
of censorship. This is what could
happen

He would go to President Carter
and tell him the biggest problem the
country faced was a free press. He
would suggest that the President ask
Congress for a ‘'Department of
Censorship'’ which would make sure

Come November, a tax revolt?

WASHINGTON Those silent
Americans, who used to grit their
teeth, pay their taxes and bear it, are
beginning to make themselves heard
We have warned in past columns that
2 quiet tax revolt is gathering steam
It may gain enough momentum by
November to sweep the big spenders
out of Congress

It's a revolt of the middle classes
who pay the greatest share of the
nation’s taxes. They are not deprived
people seething against an oppressive
government They eat and dress well,
with two cars in the garage But they
are frustrated by unfair taxes and
increased living costs

They will express their anger, if our
soundings are correct, at the polls in
November This could be grim news
for the Democrats who are associated
in the public's minds with govern-
ment spending. The public is engry at
an income tax system that has
become incomprehensible The an-
nual ritual of rendering unto Ceasar
has become so encumbered with
regulations that it takes an attorney
or an accountant to fill out the
average tax form Even the tax ex-
perts are apt to stumble over some
unseen regulation submerqed
somewhere in the public prints

Thé public is angry at an Internal
Revenue Service that changes the
rules arbitrarily and ignores the in-
tent of Congress The tax agency is
supposed to enforce the tax laws, not
write them. But if Congress won't
change the laws to suit the enforcers,
Internal Revenue simply writes new
regulations and issues new directives
to accomplish the same result. Agents
are now hounding taxpayers whose
tax practices used to be considered

perfectly legal The laws haven't been
changed; the agents have merely
been given new marching orders. The
main result is that Internal Revenue
is creating millions of dollars in new
business for accountants, Tawyers and
themselves

The public is angry at a tax system
that discriminates against the middle
classes. The poor are granted
exemptions and the rich are provided
loopholes. It used to be that: the
inequities could be covered up by the
sheer complexities of the tax laws
But the middle classes have caught
on. If they are going to submit
willingly to being plucked like
chickens, they want to be sure their
fellow citizens get the same treat
ment

Probably the best thing that could
happen to the federal income tax
syStem would be to scrap it
altogether. The same amount of
revenue could be raised, the experts
tell us, by charging a simple, across-
the-board 12 percent income tax
without exceptions, exemptions or
loopholes, except for the genuinely
poor. This would put the tax ac-
countants, tax attorneys and three-
fourths of the Internal Revenue force
out of business. But it would save the
average taxpayers a bundle and
eliminate overnight the inequities in
the tax laws

We have a tip for someone with
White House ambitions: campaign on
the pledge that you will abolish the
tax system and replace it with a
simple government tithe, and you
could be elected in 1980 One who
might be tempted to try it is former
Treasury Secretary Willidfm Simon
who believes the tax laws can be
made simple and equitable. And he

Rising food prices and soft bellies of Americans

WASHINGTON — The American
le recently informed Dr George
allup, their senior pulse-taker, that
they are nding record amounts to
feed their families. For three months,
our streets have been jammed with
angry farmers claiming they can't
make any money anymore What's
going on here*

Well, for openers, let's say it's in-
flation, a trend for Americans to get
fatter and softer. and more evidence
that we live in the “me first" era

Assuming that people tell Dr
Gallup the truth, the current median
average weekly expenditure for food
is $50 & week for one family. This is an
increase of $2 a week over one year
ago. and the highest amount recorded
since Gallup began charting food
spending in 1937 (it was $11 a week,
then). As recently as 1971, people told
2:1‘!\0 they spent only $35 a week for

Analyses by other food-cost char
ters pretty well back up Gallup's
information. In fact, the Council of
State Governments reports that food
prices have increased 75 percent
since 1967 '

Since everybody eats, and working-
class people must worry first about
uth life's essentials, any story

prices causes ¢ '&o‘

recreation, so why not’

But back to the gap between far
mers and consumers In 1976, the
farmer got 33 cents from each food
dollar. and everybody else involved
with that food received 67 cents The
estimate for last year is 31 and 69, so
the farmer lost a little

A quick look at commodity prices
shows that while they slipped some
last year, they are recovering now
Corn now brings the farmer $201 a
bushel, compared with $163 last
August. Wheat in February brought
him $2.58 compared with $2.04 last
summer

But the market isn't taking the
quantities that it did several years
ago, when there was a great foreign
demand for our grains. Farmers
aren't planting to the fences now. In
fact, the new legislation will probably
pay them not to.

Moreover, some farmers,
especially those who demonstrated all
winter, over-borrowed in those
recent, fat years to buy land and
machinery, and are really hurting
Finally, the cost of operating a farm

_fam

Department of Agriculture reports
that $200 billion in food was shipped
last year

The supermarket industry says
there are now 10,000 food products on
their shelves, and that 500 new ones
are introduced every month People
are fussier and fussier, even as they
grow fatter and fatter, and demand
more and more “‘convenience’’ foods

“Convenience'’ foods are the ones
you pop into the oven, or drop (in
plastic bag) in boiling water, or whip
together with water. There is an in-
visible, but high salaried, cook-maid-
butler hidden away in these well
advertised goodies

The growing demand for ‘“‘con-
venience'' foods is built by ad-
vertising, particularly on TV. Food
advertising is a 34 billion business.
The Thursday grocery ads are quite
useful. But those TV spots designed to
make children demand more junky
snacks are not. They add $200 million
a year to the national food bill

There are other factors in the food
price picture. Meat and poultry prices

tend to be cyclical. First, beef and hog

production’is too great, and there are
meat bargains. Then feed prices rise.
herds decline, and meat retail prices
g0 up. That's life in an overstuffed
nation which pays 25 percent of its
grocery bill for meat and poultry.

POTHOLE WOES The severe
winter and heavy wear have turned
many roads into obstacle courses
which may not be repaired for awhile
President Carter is resisting appeals
from the states to pour federal money
into the nation's potholes

The winter left an estimated 116
million potholes, which will take 6.5
million tons of asphalt to fill. Even the
interstate highways, which are better
maintained than most other roads
are wearing out 50 percent faster than
they are being repaired

Road repair, even on interstate
highways, is a state problem. And
many states are crying to Washington
for help. Sen. Walter Huddleston, D .-
Ky .. has introduced a bill to help the
states cope with the pothole epidemic
Under his bill $250 million would be
taken out of the Federal Highway
Trust Fund to help the states fill up
the potholes

Several states are also demanding
that the Tederal government pay for
repairs on the interstate roads. This
would add hundreds of millions of
dollars to the federal budget each
year

Federal highway experts blame the
big trucks larqgely for the rapid
deterioration of the interstate high-
way system. Most trucking- firms
overload their trucks in order to save
fuel and increase profits. According
to one estimate, a single tractor-
trailer, slightly overloaded, will do as
much structural damage to a highway
as 10,000 automobiles

In 1974, Congress increased the
legal load, subject to state approval
from 73,280 to 80,000 pounds. All but 10
of the states have approved the new
truck weight limit

This weight increase, once it is
authorized throughout the United
States. will add $100 million a year to
the road repair bill, the Fedegal High-
way Administration estimates. Since
trucks cause most of the damage
there is growing pressure to soak the
truck industry for most of the repairs
through some kind of heavy-vehicle
tax

But the trucking industry has
powerful friends on Capitol Hill. It
would be easier to slip through
legislation by simply hitting up the
federal government for road-repair
money This is one of the ideas
however, that President Carter
privately calls “budget breakers "' He
told his Cabinet behind closed doors
that he ‘'strongly opposes’” Sen
Huddleston's pothole bill. If Congress
passes it, the president swore, he
would “vetoit.”

Mr. Carter, as a favor, would agree
to sponsor it.

The first thing the President would
do is go on television and announce
that the press coverage accorded Mr.
Lance was a “‘national disgrace'' and
he was going to ask Congress to set up
a new department to deal with the
problem. He woud tell the American
people that a strong censorship
department with teeth in it was the
‘‘moral equivalent of war'' and one of
the major priorities of his Ad-
ministration

Then the President would call the
Congressional leaders to a breakfast
and tell them if they passed nothing
else in the next four years, he wanted
a Department of Censorship.

The Senate and House leaders
would go back to the Hill and in-
troduce the bill

But then the press and television
media would start a counter-lobbying
effort, pointing out censorship was a
violation of the First Amendment.

A debate would take place in
Congress, with Senate and House
leaders risking their politicl careers
to get the President's bill through.

Just as they lined up enough votes
to create the new department,
President Carter would hold a press
conference where he would be asked
about his intention to censor the
press

The President would reply that he
was against censoring any section of
the media, and couldn't understand
why Congress wanted the bill in the
first place. He woud add that if they
passed such a law he would have no
choice but to veto it

The Congressional leaders would go
back to the President and demand to
know why he asked for the new
Department of Censorship when he
didn't want it

Mr. Carter would explain he had
done it as a favorto Mr. Lance, and he
couldn't care less about press cen-
sorship. The leaders would tell him
that unless he made a strong
statement in favor of the censorship
bill they would lose it in both Houses

The President would tell the House
and Senate leaders that that was their
problem, not his

And so the “Department of Cen-
sorship’ would die on the floors of the
Capitol, and the country would be
stuck with reading about Mr. Lance's
wheeling and dealing for the rest of
Mr.Carter's term in office

It won't be any fun for Mr. Lance,
but as the President would explain to
him at the family dinner table, “‘Bert,
even the President of the United
States can’t win them all.”’

Her first trip to Midland was ac-
companying former governor Preston
Smith on the campaign trail as a news
reporter. They were met by the
Midland Fire Department at Midland
Air Terminal because their plane's
engine was on fire.

Kay Bailey Hutchison Monday was
whirleq into the Tall City on her
return visit by a typical West Texas
dust storm, this time to campaign for
her husband, Ray Hutchison, can-
didate for the Republican nomination
for Texas governor, and opponent of
Bill Clements of Dallas.

Mrs. Hutchison, the only
Republican woman ever elected to the
Texas House of Representatives—she
served from 1972-76--began her
career as a television news reporter
with KPRC in Houston after receiving
a law degree from The University of
Texas at Austin.

She received the ‘‘Outstanding
Legislator' award from the Parents-
Staff Association of the Houston
School for the Deaf and the Congress
of Houston Teachers

Mrs. Hutchison, who just resigned
her position as acting chairman of the
National Transportation Safety Board
to devote full energies to her

husband's campaign, recently
return from Washington, D. C., to
marry Hutchison March 16. This,
according to Hutchison, eliminates
“one well-qualified Republican from
challenging me for the party's
nomination.'” Hutchison served in the
Texas Legislature the same time as
did his wife.

Other honors accumulated by the
candidate's wife include being named
“Outstanding Young Woman of
Texas,” one of the “Ten Outstanding
Young Women of America,” being
named ‘“Woman of the Year" by
Houston Baptist University and
“Outstanding Young Lawyer of
Houston' by the Houston Young
Lawyers Association.

While a member of the Texas
Legislature, she worked closely with
the Texas Highway Department in
developing a long-range tran-
sportation system for Texas, both
urban and rural. The speaker of the
Texas House appointed her to the
Transportation Task Force of the
National Legislative Council, which
studied the problems of railroads, the
trucking industry, highways and
airports

For her efforts, she received the
meritorious service award from the
Texas Good Roads and Tran-

sportation Assn.

The issue of the education system in
Texas and Hutchison's views on it
were discussed by Mrs. Hutchison at
Monday's press conference in the
Midland Hilton. She said Hutchison

believes ‘‘education must be
upgraded in the state’ which rates
sixth from the bottom in test scores
We need input from teachers as to
what is taught and how it is to be
taught.”

Hutchison, she added ‘‘sponsored a
bill in the legislature which would
provide education for the deaf. He
feels too many deaf children are put
in mental institutions when there is
nothing wrong with them except they
can't hear.”

When the question of teacher pay
raises entered the conversation, Mrs.
Hutchison said Hutchison will ‘“‘look
at state budget as a whole and work
with this budget to determine how
much teachers can get."

This very attractive attorney, who
obviously believes very much in her
husband's qualifications, said, “If
Ray Hutchison is elected, he will be
the first Republi~an governor who has
the ability to attract votes from
Republicans, Democrats and In-
dependents.”

When the issue of the Equal Rights
Amendment arose, Mrs. Hutchison
would only comment that her husband
is against this. She would take no
stand herself on the proposed
amendment

She did make the statement that

Clements' “‘partnership with the Shah
of Iran is a conflict of interests
working against the interests of the
Midland oil people."

On the other hand, she said, “Ray
Hutchison understands the energy
problem."

Mrs. Hutchison also pointed out that
her husband is in favor of the repeal of
the state ad valorem tax. “It is un-
constitutional and unfair because it is
not levied the same on all citizens."

Bill Heck, who is in charge of the
Midland campaign for Hutchison,
requested that Mrs. Hutchison be
allowed to answer a statement made
in another newspaper that quoted
Sen. John Tower as saying that
“Clements candidacy would mean
200,000 votes for him (Tower).

Mrs. Hutchison refuted this by
saying that Clements has “misused
Sen. Tower, who has not admitted
saying this or that it was true."”

She believes that her husband has
‘‘qualifications to save Texas
resources, which his opponent does
not have the ability todo."

When asked if the campaign has
come down to a shouting match
between her husband and Clements,
shé answered she did not

Mrs. Hutchison brought up the
question of campaign expenses. She

said “Clements has received very
small contributions and has
“borrowed $1.3 million," for his
campaign, while, on the other hand,
Hutchison has “put up only $20,000,"
this coupled with many contributions
from the people.

If she reaches the governor's
mansion and becomes First Lady of
Texas, Mrs. Hutchison will open the
mansion to everyone. ‘“‘The First
Lady has the obligation to entertain
the people of Texas. | want each
person to see and use the governor's
mansion."

She also will upgrade fine arts in
Texas, which, she said, has been
lacking in interest. i

Mrs. Hutchison also said her
background as a legislator “'will help
solve the problems of Texas."

The candidate’'s wife has a
background in volunteer work. She
was a neighborhood chairman in the
Houston Multiple Sclerosis campaign
and worked in the Muscular
Dystrophy telethon.

She also has been a member of the

West University and Braes
Republican Women's Clubs in
Houston.

Hutchison will appear April 25 in
Midland at the Republican Men's
Club and Mrs. Hutchison will be back
in Midland May 1 for a coffee.

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College board accepts amendment to state code

The Midland College Board of
Trustees Monday during its regular
meeting adopted an amendment
which allows public junior colleges to
waive out-of-state tuition charges for
certain students.

Under the amendment to the Texas
Education Code, colleges now may
charge+ resident tuition rates to
students and their dependents who

show proof that they own property
which is subject to ad valorem
taxation by the college district

Presently, Midland College 'tuition
rates are $60 for a full-time resident
student and $200 for a full-time non-
resident student

For the second consecutive sum-
mer, the trustees approved a reduced
week for college employees from May
15 to Aug. 15. Under a reduced week,
employees will work four 10-hour

days a week

College President Dr. Al G
Langford said the college saved $3,383
last summer when it went to a four-
day work week. He said he thinks with
the added number of buildings and the
increasing cost of electricity, the
savings will be greater in the future

Also, he noted that the ‘‘vast
majority’’ of the staff members he
talked with are in favor of a shortened

Guerrilla leader pledges to stop
cross-border attacks into Israel

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Pales-
tinian guerrilla leader Yasser Arafat
has pledged a moratorium on cross-
border attacks into Israel to acceler-
ate its withdrawal from southern Leb-
anon, the independent Beirut newspa-
per An Nahar said today.

The paper said Arafat made the
promise during his 70-minute meeting
in Beirut Monday with U.N. Secre-
tary-General Kurt Waldheim. A
spokesman for the Palestine Libera-
tion Organization declined comment.

An Nahar said sources close to Ara-
fat reported the PLO leader also pro-
mised Waldheim to allow U.N. offi-
cers into Palestinian strongholds
north of the Litani River to ‘“‘ensure
observation of the cease-fire.”

Waldheim specifically asked that
U.N. officers be stationed at the guer-
rilla-held town of Nabatieh and at
Beaufort Castle, a hilltop crusader
fortress, the paper said. Both loca-
tions are three miles north of the river
that forms the approximate border of
the 500-square-mile salient Israel oc-
cupied last month after Palestinian
guerrillas killed 35 Israelis on the Tel
Aviv-Haifa road.

Beaufort Castle was believed to be
the source of guerrilla rocket attacks

on northernmost Jewish settlements
that continued even after the March
15 invasion and the March 21 cease-
fire proclaimed by Israel.

An Nahar said Waldheim sought
these concessions from Arafat to help
the secretary-general in persuading
Israel to accelerate its total with-
drawal from southern Lebanon,
which the U.N. Security Council de-
manded a month ago.

Israel withdrew last week from
about a fifth of the territory it seized
but said it would not give up all of it
until it is certain that the guerrillas
will not return.

An Nahar also reported that Leba-
nese President Elias Sarkis told
Waldheim more U.N. troops are
needed in southern Lebanon because
his government is not going to be able
to send a brigade of troops to the area
as it had planned. Sarkis reportedly
said it could only send police units to
try to re-establish the government’s
authority in the area, from which
government forces were driven early
in the civil war nearly three years
ago.

The Security Council authorized a
4,000-man force for southern Leba-
non, and Waldheim reportedly wants
to add 2,000 to 4,000 men to it.

OTTAWA (AP) — The Mounties are
looking for Joyce McKinney and
Keith May, who fled from Britain to
Canada to escape trial on charges of
kidnapping a young Mormon mission-
ary

The Royal Canadian Mounted Po-
lice alerted all its offices to look for
the pair after being informed by In-
terpol that they took an Air Canada
flight from Shannon, Ireland, to Mon-
treal and Toronto last Wednesday
wearing wigs and posing as deaf-
mutes.

Miss McKinney, 27, of Minneapolis,
N.C.,
Calif., are charged with kidnapping
Kirk Anderson, 21, of Provo, Utah,
while he was doing missionary work
in Britain and imprisoning him in a
cottage last September.

Langford said, although this
program probably will have low

enrollment and high costs, it is much

needed by the community. He said the
college is seeking funds from the state
Legislature to help with the costs of
setting up the program.

The trustees also gave the go-ahead
to a new program for electrical and
electronics technicians for the 1978-79
school vear.

Dr. Charles Wakefield, chairman of
vocational studies said the program
offers ‘‘a lot of flexibility'' to students
interested in this field, but problems
may arise in recruiting students and
finding a teacher at first. He said
equipment for the program probably
will run about $30,000 the first year
and an additional $20,000 to $30,000 the
second year.

However, he said the job market for
these technicians is ‘‘super’ right
now. It is possible, he said, that the
electronics industry may help out
with the cost of the equipment

Langford said $40,000 already has
been donated to the college to be used
in this program

During the meeting, District Judge
Perry Pickett administered the oath
