It’s the evening of a 
beautiful Easter Sunday 
as I write.

Board vice president 
Daniel Guzman said, 
“I’m for signing the 
document.

School Board… Continued From A1
s t a n d a r d s ,  a n d 
opposed passage of 
a voucher system if 
such accountabil ity 
s t a n d a r d s  w e r e 
attached.

“They want the money, 
but they don’t want state 
accountability,” Sheets 
said.

On a related issue 
of the school district’s 
accountability — AEIS 
(Academic Excellence 
Indicator System), the 
state’s accountability 
s y s t e m ,  a n d  AY P 
(A d e q u a t e  Ye a r l y 
Progress),  which is 
re fer red  to  a s  t he 
federal accountability 
sys tem),  A s s i s t a nt 
Superintendent R.L. 
Richards noted that 
since it is the first year for 
the STAAR tests, there is 
no state accountability 
rating attached to the 
test results received by 
the school district.

H o w e v e r , 
Superintendent Sheets 
noted that, “The scores 
we received on the 

AEIS tables for state 
accountability were 
very comparable or 
higher to those of area 
school districts.

R e g a r d i n g  t h e 
d i s t r i c t ’s  f e d e r a l 
accountability, Watson 
Junior High, DeShazo 
E l e m e n t a r y,  a n d 
Dillman Elementary 
met AYP as individual 
campuses.

However, Muleshoe 
High School did not meet 
the AYP requirement 
in math as a campus, 
and the district as a 
whole didn’t meet the 
AYP requirements in 
reading and math.

M u l e s h o e  H i g h 
School and Watson 
Junior High failed to 
meet the AEIS and 
AYP requirements, 
requiring the school 
district to prepare an 
action plan aimed at 
resolving the problems 
noted in the report, 
while the distr ict ’s 
elementary campuses 
met the state and federal 

requirements.
School districts that 

didn’t meet the AYP 
are required to prepare 
an action plan aimed at 
resolving the problems 
noted in the report.

F o r  M u l e s h o e , 
according to Sheets, 
that will include the 
district overall and 
the high school.   The 
junior high and both 
elementary campuses 
met the federal AYP 
requirements. 

According to the 
s u p e r i n t e n d e n t , 
other school district 
in the area, including 
Farwell, Lazbuddie, 
Springlake, Bovina, 
Friona and Littlefield 
school districts also 
did not meet the AYP 
requirements.

“Some k id s  w i l l 
struggle unnecessarily,” 
the superintendent said 
concerning the state’s 
current accountability 
tests which include such 
things as “distractors,” 
that have no cultural 

significance for students 
enrolled in economically 
c h a l le nge d  s c ho ol 
districts.

“Our br ight k ids 
won’t have any trouble 
with these tests, but we 
have some kids who 
will struggle with it,” 
Sheets added.

“It seems like they’re 
setting them up for 
failure,” said Guzman.

A c c o r d i n g 
t o  t h e  a s s i s t a n t 
superintendent, the tests 
as currently prepared 
“don’t provide the level 
playing field needed.”

“ I t ’ s  a  l o t  t o 
overcome,” Sheets said. 
“It doesn’t mean we 
can’t overcome it, but 
it’s a lot to overcome.”

The school board 
m e m b e r s  a l s o 
discussed the district’s 
curriculum-alignment 
program CSCOPE, and 
whether the school 
district should look into 
abandoning the system 
for something along the 
lines of the program 
de ve lop e d  by  t h e 
Amarillo and Lubbock 
school districts.

Precure said he had 
strong concerns about 
the use of CSCOPE after 
listening to televised 
reports on it.

Prec u re  refer red 
t o  c l a i m s  r a i s e d 
b y  o p p o n e n t s  t o 

CSCOPE, however, the 
superintendent said 
many of the claims were 
taken out of context.

The superintendent 
expla ined t hat  t he 
c o n c e p t  b e h i n d 
t h e  d e v e l o p m e n t 
of  CSCOPE was to 
prevent the holes that 
sometimes occurred 
within a school district’s 
curriculum as students 
moved from one grade 
level to another.

Sheets said prior to 
the development of 
CSCOPE, the school 
district’s curriculum 
board would meet in 
an attempt to align the 
local curriculum, but 
the efforts were mostly 
unsatisfactory.

Precure suggested 
t he school  d ist r ic t 
revisit the issue, and 
seek comments from 
teachers who don’t 
agree with its use.

Since the issue wasn’t 
included on the school 
board’s agenda for 
action Thursday, no 
action was taken.

B o a r d  pr e s ide nt 
Thurmon Myers moved 
the discussion on to 
another agenda item 
by noting, “We can tear 
it (the decision to use 
CSCOPE) apart, but 
until we find something 
better… what else is out 
there?”

MAHD Board… Continued From A1
year’s deductible of 
$2,000 with a $22.09 per 
month increase for the 
individual employee; 
another which raised 
t h e  d e duc t i b l e  t o 
$2,500, and increased 
the employee’s cost by 
$6.53 per month; and a 
third which raised the 
deductible to $3,000 and 
cut the employee cost 
by $12.21.

When asked by board 
member Allen Smyer 
if the hospital could 
absorb the additional 
employee cost — which 
it has occasionally been 
able to do, Hospital 
District CEO David 
Burke said it wasn’t 
possible at  current 
revenue levels.

After discussing the 
available options, the 
hospital district’s board 
approved the benefits 
plan that raised the 
deductible to $2,500, 
and the employee cost 
by $6.53.

“That 25 cent raise we 
gave them (the hospital 
district’s employees) 
still takes about four 
hours of it to pay the 
insurance increase,” 
Smyers added prior to 
the board’s vote.

D u r i n g  B u r k e ’s 
administrative report, 
t h e  C E O  p a i n t e d 
a  g l o o my  p ic t u r e 
due to the hospital’s 
f e d e r a l  m e d i c a l 
reimbursements.

“We’re better off than 
we were last year, but 
we’re still at a loss,” 
Burke said.

Burke said February 
was a terrible month 
for the district as a 
whole, and noted that 
he didn’t expect and 
federal reimbursement 
money to arrive before 
May.

Burke also said it 
might be necessary for 
the district’s board to 
call a special meeting 
b e f o r e  Au g u s t  t o 
consider the possibility 
of borrowing money 
as it has had to do in 
previous years.

And, he said the 
h o s p i t a l  d i s t r i c t 
board may be faced 
with calling a tax rate 
election, adding that the 
issue may be included 
on the agenda for the 

board’s next regular 
meeting.

C u r r e n t  T e x a s 
State Law allows for 
a public entity to tax 
up to 75 cents per $100 
of valuation; however, 
since the formation of 
the hospital district, 
the tax rate has been 
capped at 40 cents.

To increase the rate, 
the hospital district’s 
boa rd of  d i rec tors 
would have to call for 
a tax rate election. An 
attempt, about three 
years ago, to raise that 
rate failed.

In other business. 
the hospital district’s 
board also approved a 
request by Burke for a 
third-party operations 
study to make sure the 
hospital is operating a 
efficiently as possible.

“I think it ’s very 
important that we do 
this,” Burke said. “I 
think it’s our best move.” 
He estimate the cost of 
the study at $15,000 to 
$20,000.

“Do you plan on 
taking their advise, nor 
matter what it might 
b e? ”  a s k e d  b o a r d 
member Scott Brown.

“ W e  w i l l  h a v e 
to follow it,” Burke 
replied.

“But they don’t live 
here,” Smyer said, noting 
that what the consultants 
recommended might 
not agree with what 
was actually needed.

Smyer went on to 
say that Burke was 
already responsible to 
determine what the 
district needed to do, 

and asked, “Shouldn’t 
it have already been 
addressed?”

Burke said many 
such issues had been 
a dd r e s s e d ,  w h ic h 
was why the hospital 
district’s auditors have 
said Muleshoe Area 
Medical Center is the 
most cost effective of 
the approximately 150 
hospitals it audits.

Howe ve r,  Bu rk e 
said it was possible 
something has been 
m issed t hat  cou ld 
benefit the hospital and 
the district during the 
tough financial times it 
has been facing.

“It seems to be more 
of a revenue problem, 

t h a n  a n  e x p e n s e 
problem,” Brown said 
at one point.

Burke noted t hat 
the hospital’s efforts to 
raise revenue through 
a wound care unit, a 
sleep study unit and 
a behavioral health 
unit had all failed, and 
indicated the district 
needed to continue its 
efforts at increasing 
revenue.

“I don’t think we can 
sit by and hope things 
wil l  get bet ter,” he 
said.

Board president Zona 
Gatewood expressed 
agreement, prior to 
the board’s 4-0 vote of 
approval.

parents names; date of marriage; limited biographical 
information, including the highest level of schooling 
achieved, service in the Armed Forces, profession (and 
retirement information if applicable); names of parents, 
spouses or children who have preceded the person 
in death; names of survivors, including the spouse, 
parents, brothers, sisters and children. Only the number 
of grandchildren, great-grandchildren and great-great-
grandchildren will be included; and where memorials 
may be directed. We will run a one column black and 
white photo at no charge.

Non-basic obituary…
A larger photo, or content that varies from that 

listed for a basic obituary — such as the names of 
grandchildren, or additional relatives or relationships 
—  will require the obituary to be published at a rate of 
$4.50 per column inch.
