New Dial
Telephones

Telephone Company’s plans for
installation of a dial telephone
system and expansion of cable
and wire system were announced
by T. M. Rogers, District Man-
ager for the Company. The City
Council at its meeting Thursday
night passed a resolution stating
that it believes that most of the
citizens of Stratford wanted dial

*|telephone service and were will-

ing to pay the charges necessary
for such service.

The resolution provides that at
least 90 percent of the present
subscribers must approve of the
new type service and rates. Rog-
ers stated that letters would be

mailed to each subscriber ex-
plaining the dial system and
that a self-addressed = postal

card would be enclosed with the
letters so that each subscriber
could indicate whether he does
or does not want’dial service.
The telephone company’s
cable and wire system is to be ex-

panded to take care of mnearly
twice the number of present
telephones. T :h:€e

present number of telephones in
Stratford is 159 and it is expected
that this number will increase to
about 310 by 1952.

If 90 percent of the people
want dial service and approve
the rates, the needed equipment
will be installed as quickly as
possible. Rogers stated that the
company hopes to begin installa-
tion of dial equipment early in
1949. However, establishment
of dial service will depend on
how quickly manufacturers can
deliver necessary equipment.

It’s not a pleasant thing to
write, but there are certain de-
finite signs that indicate that
this country is losing the “cold
war” with the Soviet Union.

That point of view was ex-
pressed some time ago by Ray

Cromley, writing in the Wall
Street Journal. He based it on
four primary considerations:

First, it looks as if the Russians
are playing tough and demand-
ing heavy concessions in the
four-power talks on the Berlin
situation. Second, Russia ran
the impértant Danube confer-
ence just about as she pleased,
and protests from Western re-
presentatives received short
shrift. Third, the Russians have
been improving their position 'in
the stragetic Palestine area.
Fourth, the United States is very
much on the defensive in Berlin.

Since Mr. Cromley wrote, the
French crisis has reached an
alarming stage. The utter fail-
ure of any French statesman to
form a government which can
remain in power for any length
of time is undermining France’s
position as one of the key West-
ern powers. And this.is pre-
cisely the sort of thing which
the Russians are most effective

Dr. Weaver, who checked clean-
ing habits in a typical group of
homes over a four month period,
finds that Mrs. America is spend-
ing too much time at her cleaning
job and does too many hard jobs
by hdnd. ®

Made at the request of the
manufacturers of Eureka wvacuum
cleaners,” the study showed that
women using average methods of
cleaning, including old wvacuum
equipment, spend 5 hours and 41
minutes a week at their cleaning
tasks; remove an average of four-
fifths of a pound of dirt from the
home weekly and spend 76 per
cent of their time on jobs requir-
ing hard work with manual tools
such as brooms, wet cloths, mops
and dust cloths. Even with all her
hard- work, she only removes one-
third of the dirt possible to re-
move with modern electrical equip-
ment — two -thirds of the dirt
merely gets pushed from place to
place in the house; thus increas-
ing the amount of work to be done
at the next cleaning. 9
» When Dr. Weaver introduced a
modern “Complete Home Cleaning
System”, consisting of an upright
vacuum cleaner |in combination
with a tank-type cleaner with at-
tachments, the women were able to
cut their cleaning time 36 per
cent; cut their hard youth-robbing
jobs by over 75 per cent and re-
move a pourd and three-quarters:
of dirt from their homes weekly—
almost three times as much as
with old methods.

Faith at Home

OME MEN have to leave home to

find faith. But perhaps the hap-
piest Christians, certainly the most
fortunate, are those who cannot re-
member what it was not to have
faith.

6é ELIGION cannot be taught,
it can only be caught,” is an
old saying. It is partly true, for you
cannot set any dozen people at ran-
dom down on a bench and teach
them into faith.

New Unit Improves
Ventilation of Barn

Dairymen Find Device
Particularly Effective

Many of a cow’s troubles can be
traced to heat and humidity. A
cow, unlike a human being, can
perspire only through the mouth.
So when the temperature and hu-
midity inside a barn get high, the
animal becomes uncomfortable and
stubborn, particularly at milking
time.

According to the department of
agriculture, an average cow gives
off "almost a pint of water every
hour through breathing. In addi-
tion to the high humidity caused
by this breathing, a cow has an
extremely high body temperature.

During the winter months, when
the cows are in the barn most of
the time, this combination results
in generation of an enormous
amount of water vapor and heat.
When the warm, moisture-laden air
comes in contact with the cold
walls, condensation occurs and
frost is formed.

The net result to farmers is rot-
ting beams, joist and siding; a loss
of hay because of mold created by
moisture and frost; milk contami-
nation, disease, particularly among
the young stock and reduction of
milk production because of discom-
fort to cows.

A simple solution to all of these
costly problems is an automatic
cooling unit, which is proving pop-
ular with dairy farmers.

These automatic ventilation units,
easily installed, reduce condensa-

tion to a negligible degree—less
than 2 per cent.' This action, in
turn, decreases barn deterioration,
hay mold, milk contamination and
disease. It also provides much
more comfort for the cows and in-
creases milk production. In addi-
tion, working  conditions for the
operator are much more pleasant.

The cooling units are equipped
with an automatic ‘“‘airswitch”
thermostat.

Higher Yields Qutweigh
Cattle Spraying Costs

An increase of $3.75 per head more
than covers "the cost of spraying
beef cattle with DDT, it was re-
vealed in a test of the value of fly
control conducted at the University
of Illinois college of agriculture.

Protected cattle gained about 15
pounds more per head during the
pasture season than a group that

had not been sprayed. At 25 cents

a pound, an increase of 15 pounds
a head amounts to $3.75 a head, a
return that far outweighs the cost
of spraying.

Beef cattle should be sprayed
often enough to control flies, whether
it requires two or three sprayings
during the season or once a month.

Herds and Flocks

Use of 2, 4-D sprays for weed con-
trol in pastures is not dangerous to
grazing animals.

A home-mixed spray of ecrude
benzene hexachloride powder and
water is more likely to taint eggs
in poultry houses than a good com-
mercial roost paint containing the
effective portion of the same chem-
ical.

Poultry houses with light colored
roofs are cooler in summer than
thoFe with roofs painted black

To get water to hogs in distant
pasture where there is no water sup:
ply. pipes can be laid on top of the
ground. To prevent freezing in
winter, disconnect and drain the

pipes.

Benzene Hexachloride
Will Check Hog Mange

If hogs stand around and rub in-
stead of eating, they may have a
touch of mange. Benzene hexa-
chloride has been found to be more
effective than lime sulphur. Ben-
zene hexachloride should be applied
when temperatures are up around
75 degrees, using one pound of 50
per cent powder to four gallons of
It is impertant to see that
the animal is completely covered.

First Aid for Angina Pecteris

There are times when a little
knowledge of heart disease may be
of great value in dealing with heart
attacks. One of the most common
is angina pectoris. The main symp-
tom of this disease is pain in the
chest, usually under the breast-
bone or in the pit of the stomach.
This pain may radiate down the
arm and is described as tightness
or squeezing in character. Quite
frequently it is attended by vomit-
ing, and naturally is thought to be
an attack of acute indigestion. The
only first aid that can be given in
the home is to have the patient sit
quietly until the bain subsides. If
the patient has been under the care
of a physician he will usually car-
ry nitrogycerin tablets given to
him by the physician. One of these
tablets should be placed under the
patient’s tongue. If the pain or
vomiting continues, a doctor
should be called at once. The re-
cognition of this type of heart at-
tack, not putting it down as just in-
digestion, and seeking medical aid
at once, may save a person’s life.
