ents and other things that were 
the causes of these boys and 
girls being brought to him to 
be placed in foster homes. Judge

Williams then closed with the 
statistics of how Bailey County 
had a few more cases of delin­
quents than neighboring coun­
ties due to the fact that we had 
more year round work, there­
fore bringing more transient 
people to Bailey county. He 
stated he had as many as 60 
cases per year and as few as 
12 cases for one years’ time. 
Judge Williams stressed threi' 
things in helping to comliat 
delinquents in our own fam i­
lies; know how your child does 
in school, who his friends are; 
teach him to respect the law, 
teachers, parents, people in 
general; and to always know 
where your teen-ager is 
during the day as especially 
at night.

AUSTIN—Shape of Gov. John 
Connally’s major legislative 
goals Is beginning to emerge.

He gives high priority to his 
proposal for a constitutional 
convention to rewrite the state's 
basic laws.

Modernization of local gov­
ernments is essential to state 
progress and effective manage­
ment of local affairs. 
“ Functional government by fed­
eral guidelines’’ is the likely 
alternative to a ’’renaissance 
of local responsibility,”  Con- 
nally warned.

Governor outlined a tough, 
seven-point traffic safety pro­
gram including driver education 
for all youngsters, severe 
penalties for violation of driv­
ing laws and a minimum licens­
ing age of 16.

"Without question,” he ack- 
nowleged, ” the 60th Legis­
lature Is looking at a raise 
in our state taxes, but it is 
impossible to tell exactly how 
large or how small.”

H e also ticked off these sub­
jects from his lists of legis­
lative "essentials” :

Revision of the penal code 
and code of criminal procedure 
additional sources of revenue 
for growing cities; substantial 
salary raises for state employ­
ees; continuation of progress in 
education, tourist and industrial 
development, community se r­
vices for the mentally 111 and 
park system development and 
improvement.

In discussing stramlining of 
local government with county 
officials, the governor de­
clared:

"We cannot progress on a 
preconceived notion that mod­
ernization is politically Im­
possible.”

SCHOOL STRETCHOUT 
URGED--Texas children ought 
to start to school younger and 
stay in school longer. So con­
cluded the State Board of Ed­
ucation in its 16-point legisla­
tive program.

Board proposes schooling for 
five-year-olds, state support­
ed school for all grades, a 
study of feasibility of a 10- 
months school year and seven- 
hour day, and higher salaries 
for teachers.

COURT SPEAKS------Texas
Court of Criminal Appeals has 
ordered a new trial for Jack  
Ruby, who faced a death sen­
tence for the murder of Lee 
Harvey Oswald, the man the 
Warren Commission said 
assassinated President John F. 
Kennedy on November 22,1963, 

Court said Ruby must be 
tried elsewhere than Dallas, 
scene of the crime, and con­
cluded that testimony of a police

officer concerning statements 
Indicating premeditation were 
improperly admitted at Ruby's 
first trail.

Supreme Court handed down a 
record 137 orders. Among its 
decisions were:

.November 30 date was set 
for arguments on Humble Oil 
and Refining Company's suit to 
recover $ 73,302 in franchise 
taxes paid under protest.

.State Board of Insurance rule 
requiring insurance companies 
to charge at least six percent 
interest on installment premium 
payments was thrown out.

.Transfer of two small sec­
tions of land from Frenship 
Rural High School District to 
Shallowater Independent School 
District of Lubbock County was 
upheld.

. Court will review dispute 
of Rio Grande Valley residents 
over possession of half of a 
winning $34,000 Mexican 
national lottery ticket.

AG OPINIONS-Atty. Gen. Wag­
goner C arr has held that a  
county may provide ambulance 
service for its citizens under 
the authority given counties to 
spend public money on public 
health services.

In another opinion, C arr said 
that the Department of Mental 
Health and Mental Retardation 
may Join forces contractually 
with Texas Education Agency 
to Initiate and supervise ’’half­
way” houses to help restore  
mental retardates to society.

Carr also held that child­
ren with only a language skill 
deficiency do not legally qualify 
as "exceptional children” so 
no special classroom may be 
set up for them.

EPIDEMIC CONTAINED-Tex- 
as’ screworm epidemic still is 
present in the Southwestern and

South Central part of the state. 
However, Dr. S.B. Walker, 
director of the Texas Animal 
Health Commission, says the 
end may be in sight.

Texas’ worst infestation 
since the screwworm eradi­
cation program began reached
it height two weeks ago. Num­
ber of cases levelled off last

w eek. Federal, state and private 
resources are  being used to 
battle the worm.

MOTION FILED—Attorneys 
General for Texas and New 
Mexico have filed a motion 
with the UJS. Supreme Court 
for permission to file a com ­
plaint against Colorado for in­
sufficient releases of Rio 
Grande water.

Motion was filed by Attorneys 
General C arr of Texas and 
Boston Witt of New Mexico 
for alleged violations of Rio 
Grande compact providing for 
releases of water to the two 
states to the South. Proposed 
complaint says Colorado has 
withheld 939,900-acre-feet 
of water, as of December 31, 
1965.

Attorney General asked the 
Supreme Court to require Colo­
rado to deliver the agreed upon 
amounts of water at the Colo­
rado-New Mexico state line, and 
to eliminate Colorado’s accrued 
debt under the Compact.

SHORT SNORTS
Texas Railroad Commission 

has scheduled a hearing for 
December 6 so oil and gas 
operators can show why a state­
wide ban to open salt-water dis­
posal pits shouldn’t be ordered.

Parks and Wildlife Com­
mission has granted two extra  
week for quail hunting in Aran­
sas, Bee, Cameron, Dimmit, 
Frio , Hidalgo, Jim  Wells, Live

worthy of framing in offices for all to see 
and think about.

This honored treatment is being given 
in a number of California schools to 
some thoughts by Dorothy Law Nolte.

We believe her eloquent message to 
both parent and educator deserves con­
sideration in Texas, as well.

he learns to be confident . . .

“If a child lives with praise, he learns 
to be appreciative . . .

“If a child lives with approval, he 
learns to like himself . . .

If a child lives with recognition, he 
learns to have a goal ..  .

“If a child lives with sharing, he 
learns about generosity . . .

"If a child lives with honesty and 
fairness, he learns what truth and 
justice are . . .

“If a child lives with security, he 
learns to have faith in himself and 
in those about him . . .

Except for the man who does 
the woodwork, there were no 
professionals on the staff when 
Ragland moved his factory to 
Muleshoe. All other employees 
have learned their crafts here, 
and all are doing a fine job too.

Actually Foto Vues, Inc is not 
new; it had been operated near 
Weatherford for some 20 years 
when Ragland bought the busi­
ness and moved it to Mule­
shoe, lock stock and barrel 
(water barrel that is , because 
some of the lamp designs are 
just that, water barrels.)

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Farm to Feel 
Pinch Money

The farm will be the next 
Institution to feel the "tight 
money’ ’ pinch, says bankers in­
terviewed at the Federal Land 
Bank gathering in Los Angeles 
last week.

The Denver Post-Los Angeles 
Times quoted Banker W.E. York 
president of the Federal Land 
Bank of Berkeley which serves 
California and four other west­
ern states.

“ W e ’ve been allocating our 
loans since June, and in Sept­
ember it really got serio u s," 
York said in an interview,

"W e’re not able to get as 
much money as we need from 
the money markets and we’re 
going to have to turn some 
people away.”

The 12 farm banks around 
the nation are bidding for the 
tightest money the United States 
has known in a milestone year- 
their 50th anniversary.

Since 1916 the 12 banks have 
loaned about $12 billion to 
"farm ers or persons who are 
about to engage in farming” 
at interest rates generally low­
er than prevailing rates. Tne 
current rate, for example, is 
frozen at 6 percent, a bar­
gain in these times when the 
price of money has soared to 
the highest rates in 40 years.

Now, with money tight, the 
"about to be farm ers’ ’ loan cat­
egory is out, and so are loans 
for promotional purposes--that 
is , farm ers who want a loan to 
invest in more land which won’t 
be necessarily be seeded im­
mediately.

Bank managers also aren’t 
going to be taking back many 
mortages from 'arm ers who 
want to se ll out, York said.

"T h is is going to have an effect 
on sa les ,’ ’ he added. " It  is going 
to be tough to sell a farm, 
because the owner will have to 
take back the mortage himself. 
1 think it will cause the sales 
prices to slide and have a chain 
effect on other matters too, 
like taxes.

Also, the banks,"won’t have 
money” for farm ers who wish 
to build new homes on their 
farms. The banks will continue 
to lend for repair of homes 
and for "essential equipment.”r Three Way |
