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Tornadoes M onday Eve 
Bring Destruction to 
Tw o Texas Towns

V/hile San Angelo and Waco were 
being torn by tornadoes Monday 
afternoon, this section was receiving, 
or had just received good rains in 
most spots, with very little damage 
from the elemtnts and that only 
slight hail damage and some recent­
ly planted seed and some crops just 
coming up being covered by hard 
rains.

A tornado hit San Angelo at 3:00 
o ’clock Monday afternoon and left 
nine persons dead, some 100 injur­
ed and property damage around 
three million dollars. The Lave View 
school in north San Angelo was bad­
ly damaged.

It was reoprted that 288 homes 
were totally wrecked in San Angelo, 
96 damaged 75%, 47 half destroy­
ed and 88 damaged 25%.

At Waco the twister struck at 
5 :00 o’colck and caught the business 
rush downtown. iSeyenty-eight were 
known dead and hundreds injured. 
The property damage will run to 
$25 million; it was reported.

This was the first tornado ever to 
strike Waco, and it was said that 
Waco was the safest place in the 
State from tornadoes. Martial law 
was proclaimed as city police, high­
way patrol, Kangers, other officers 
and civilians patrolled the streets 
helping rescue workers and main­
taining order.

The storm hit the center of a 20- 
block business district, demolishing 
most all the brick business buildings 
in that district and burying hundreds 
under the debris. The collapse of a 
five-story business building and ithe 
falling of a recreation parlor caught 
a large number of persons and the 
dead and injured were still being 
hunted and brought out Tuesday 
night.

On the brighter side, Abilene lakes 
caught a water supply to last four 
or five months. Water restrictions 
were to be imposed June 1, and the 
new water supply may relieve the 
situation so the restriction will not 
be necessary.

Sweetwater lakes caught some wa­
ter, and the famed Oak Creek res­
ervoir was said to have caught 18 
feet o f water. If this proves correct, 
•the water shortage in 'Sweetwater 
will be greatly relieved, and that 
city was in about as critical condi­
tion as any town in West Texas.

Oak Creek is to supply water for 
Roby, Bronte and other towns when 
available, and at least Bronte will 
be able to get water from the Oak 
Creek reservoir now. Bronte was en­
tirely without water when its city 
wells went dry.

The storm period was followed 
by a cold wave in this section Tens- 
day night, and a dust storm west 
and north o f here. Dalhart had the 
record low for the state Tuesday 
night of 32, with snow falling.

In Rotan the temperature drop­
ped to 42 Tuesday night and is be­
lieved to be the coldest for this date 
to ever have occurred here.

Rains from light showers to some 
two inches or more fell in Fisher 
county Sunday night and Monday. 
In Rotan the Sunday night fall was 
gauged at .40 of an inch, and Mon­
day’s rain was light.

Sunday night the country north 
o f Rotan had good rains, though the 
rain belt was limited to small areas.

Other good rains fell in the north 
and west areas Monday afternoon.

Enough rain fell on the watershed 
to bring Double Mountain river 
down on a good rise. Further south 
the Clear Fork did not show such ef­
fect of the rain, but Cottonwood, 
which is Roby’s water supply, ran 
enough to give town some water.

A threat of heavy rain and wind 
came from the north around five 
o ’clock Monday afternoon, and the

Spring Brings Things 
Undesirable
^Advice from Texas Medical Assn.)^

Spring ushers in birds and flow- 
*rs, picnics and swimmin’ holes— 
and, with the greater emphasis on 
outdoor life, a few other things not 
quite so desirable.

Caution is the password for the 
wise outdoor man.

After a bee or wasp “ stinger’’ 
has been removed, a paste of baking 
soda and water can be applied. Vic­
tims of large numbers of stings may 
suffer much pain and be very ill. 
ilot many black spider bites are fa­
tal. but small dbildren have died 
from them. Anyone who may have 
aeceived a bite should be taken to 
the doctor if he complains of pain in 
the abdomen.

With warmer weather coming on, 
fainting may claim a greater number 
o f victims. The patient should be 
laid flat or told to sit with his head 
between his knees as if tying a shoe­
lace, the face rubbed with cold wa­
ter, and spirits of ammonia or smell­
ing salts held under his nose. After 
eonsciousness returns, he may be giv­
en a glass of cold water.

Convulsions may have any num­
ber o f causes, ranging from serious 
conditions like epilepsy to more tem­
porary ones like high fever in a 
child. The patient should be laid 
■down and kept from hurting himself.
A  feverish child may be given a 
lukewarm bath or wrapped in sheets 
wrung from lukewarm water. An 
enema of lukewarm water also may 
be given. With fainting or convul­
sions which are unexplained or often 
repeated, a doctor should be consult­
ed. j

NosC'bleed, too, may be of a little j 
atoportance or may point to a serious 
eondition such as high blood pres­
sure. The patient should be told to 
sit, hold his head back, and keep 
from blowing his nose. Cold com­
presses may be applied to the back 
of the neck and over the nose 
^swallowing a little blood is harm­
less), and the patient should re­
main in this position until bleeding 
checks. Anyone with excessive or 
long lasting bleeding or repeated at­
tacks should have medical examina­
tion and treatment.

Among causes of earache may be | 
a boil in the ear canal, infection of | 
the middle ear, or injury of the j 
skull. A hot water bottle to the ear ;

1 Children’s Medical 
Center at Dallas

The Texas State Department of 
Health, after consideration by the 
'Crippled Children’s Advisory Com­
mittee, has been approved as spon­
soring agency for a 5-state region­
al congenital heart disease center 
to 'be operated with founds provid­
ed by the Children’s' Bureau, De­
partment of Health, Education and 
Welfare, State Health Officer Dr. 
Geo. W. Cox has announced.

Details of the program were out­
lined in a report from the Chil­
dren’s Bureau and the Dallas Coun­
ty Medical Society, many o f whose 
members .make up the staff of the 
Children’s Medical Center in Dal­
las, where treatment will he given 
children admitted under terms of 
the program.

Five states— Louisiana, Arkansas, 
Oklahoma, New Mexico, and Texas 
— have been combined into a single 
region for convenience. Applications 
for admission o f children to the 
Medical Center in Dallas will be ac­
cepted from all five states. ,

Children’s Bureau officials said 
the Children’s Medical Center in 
Dallas was selected as the treatment 
and diagnosis site for the five-state 
region because it has facilities for 
medical and surgical care for chil­
dren with all types of heart disease, 
because of its geographical location 
in respect to the other states, and 
because the Dallas County Medical 
(Society gave its approval and sup­
port to the program.

Upon ̂ approval o f an admission ap­
plication ,the child ■will he admitted 
to care. The hills, including hoard 
and room for the parent while the 
child is in Dallas, will be paid with 
funds provided by the Children’s 
Bureau.

Parents financially able to pay 
part o f the cost are expected to do 
so, the plan states.

The plan pointed to the need for 
^ e ;  progriun>hy;^^^^ that eon-'
genital heart defects in children in 
eoutMiem states account for ap­
proximately 50%  o f  all cardiac le- 
srione.

Dr. Cox’s announcement said ob­
jectives of the program were to 
“ Provide a mechanism whereby chil­
dren in this area may have access 
to existing diagnostic and treatment 
facilities for congenital cardiac dis­
eases, and to augment training fa­

Farmers who wish to join the Cot­
ton Improvement Group and avail 
themselves of free classing and mar­
ket quotation service shouldn’t waste 
any tim^, he says. They should join 
a group before they plant thtir cot­
ton.

After they’re in the group, the 
elected group leader will make one 
application, with the assistance of 
the Gounty Agent or local ginner, 
covering all members. He will send 
it to the Abilene Cotton Classing 
Office.

Under the Smith-Doxey Act, Mr. 
Matejowsky explains, any group of 
farmers organized to promote im­
provement of cotton, which adopts 
asingle variety, files an application, 

arranges for sampling, and meets

certain other requirements, is eligi­
ble to take part. No fees are involv­
ed. Members then get their cotton 
classed free by the U. S. Dept, of 
Agriculture at the local Classing 
Office.

After classing, a green card on 
each bale is returned to the farmer. 
This, plus the -market news service, 
gives him a definite advantage in 
trading for he knows exactly what 
he’s selling and how much it‘s worth. 
Also Matejowsky says, he can even 
sell his cotton by presenting his 
green card to the buyer for examina­
tion in place of an actual sample.

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Guar Proving Popular 
For Dry Land Use

Even though it is a new crop to 
this area, several farmers are plan 
ning to or have planted guar this 
year. Favorable. reports from adja­
cent areas such as Hamlin, Stamford, 
Knox City, Vernon, etc. have encour­
aged these farmers to include thil 
summer growing, soil, improving le­
gume in their 1953 plantings.

C. C. Roach and. Coulter Senn, 
whose farms are west of Rotan, 
planted guar last'week. Roach had 
purchased 100 pound‘s pf seed from 
Vernon, and Senn had bought 30 
pounds at Hamlin. Robert Scott, who 
lives about five miles south of Syl­
vester, has purchased seed to plant 
Several other farmers in the Upper 
Clear Fork iSoil Conservation Dis­
trict plan to plant guar this spring.

A soil-improving crop ‘ that will 
grow in dry weather and hold the 
soil against wind and water erosion 
is what West Texas farmers are look­
ing for. A lot of farmers seem to 
have found it in guar (Bell, Hershel, 
Progressive Farmer, April 1953).

According to a representative of 
General Mills, Inc., Kenedy, Texas, 
the Texas variety of guar is recom­
mended for Texas. It.ds-,an upright 
single stem plant that requires a 
125-day growing season. It* only re­
quires standard farm equipment. It 
is planted similar to hegari, but at 
the rate of only five to six pounds 
per acre.

General Mills has set the 1953 
market price for guar at$4.00 per 
100, clean basis, delivered to Kene­
dy, Texas. Their plant manager there 
states that when inoculated seed are 
planted in rows, cultivated and kept 
clean, it should produce from 700 to 
900 pounds per acre under dry land 
conditions in Texas.

Joe Culbertson of Hamlin, has 
grown guar for two years. He stat­
ed that it surely does help the soil.

Hiram Olson of (Stamford, is sold 
on guar. In 1952 Olson had a fine 
growth of cotton on 10 acres of 
land where guar had been grown in 
1950 and again volunteer in 1951. 
The 1952 cotton yield was cut, due 
to the extended drouth, but on land 
where guar had not previously been 
grown, the cotton stand was extreme­
ly thin and plants that did come up 
were stunted and unable to produce.

Referring to Bell’s article in 
April, 1953 issue of Progressive Far­
mer, statements from several differ­
ent farmers in different Soil Con­
servation Districts point out that 
guar produces a heavy top growth 
that will make a lot of organic mat­
ter; it helps protect soil against wa­
ter and wind erosion; it withstands 
dry weather; it is a heavy seed pro­
ducer; and it greatly increases the 
yield of crops that succeed it.

Becky Sumerlin, 11-year-old dau­
ghter of Mr. and Mrs. Ellis Sumer­
lin, gave her sponsors, the Fisher 
County Sheriff’s Posse, and the 
large crowd attending the barrel 
races at Rotan last Friday and Sat­
urday nights an exhibition of horse­
manship that topped the highlights 
of the Junior Rodeo held May 8-9.

Her average time for both nights 
was 40.3 seconds, only 2-lOths sec­
onds behind the winner, but her rid­
ing showmanship and handling of 
her mount.
