Dr. Callan Spoke At
Health Conference
At Dallas Last Week

Dg. C. U. Callan of Rotan, chair-
man of the Texas Medical Associa-
tion's rural health committee, spoke
at the closing sessions of the Ninth
Annual Rural Health Conference.in
Dallas last week.

Dr. Callan said that the Lone Star
State is solving its doctor distribu-
tion problem.

He said thirty-eight family doctors
were placed in rural Texas communi-
ties last year and that the state as-
sociation has a list of sixty general
practioners seeking locations and
sixty-four others- who will be. avail-
able in coming months. Requests for
physicians from forty-four small
communities are on file and under
consideration. o

A sensational prediction was made
by Dr. Edward J. McCormick of To-
ledo, Ohio, president of the American
Medical Association, that the medi-
cal profession sees the end of Polio in
the immediate future, and that can-
cer would be conquered “in five or
six years.” :

Dr. MeCormick said “now  the
whole medical profession is anticipalt-
ing the immediate end of polio with
the discovery of a vaccine which ap-

| pears to be the answer.” He was re-
ferring to the Salk vaccine, which

will be used on some Dallas second-
graders in April. “I feel we will see
the end of cancer in five or six more
years. Hundreds. of - thousands . of
cancer cases are being cured through
radiation, radical surgery andshe use
of isotopes.”

The AMA president urged rural
folks not to forget the local doctors,
whom they worked so -hard ti get,
because modern transportation has
made it so easy to by pass the doctor
in the small community.
