Citizenship

I have been you mayor about one
year. I went into that office with
an open mind and heart, and with a
friendly feeling toward all members
of ‘Council as well as toward City’s
employees, with one thing in mind—
that is to get along and make you a
good mayor.

My first act was to cheek the
police docket. I have found that
numbers of poor people were arrest-
ed, and paid so-called fines without

due process of law-no judge, no jury,
Such as this is,

no lawyer either.
violation of their civil rights. I

tried to remedy the situation, but|

failed to get the Council to help me.
Time and time again I failed on
that.

ISecond, I visited several nearby
cities .and inquired about their idle
funds. 1 found out nearly all cities
who had any surplus cash had it in-
vested in some government bonds
and some on interest in local banks,
on 2 7-8% and some on 39 inter-
est. Then I asked our City Council
to invest our idle cash. On that four
councilmen wvoted ‘“not to invest”.
In fairness to Councilman Leon, he
did not vote, since he is a director
in local bank. Such an investment

would net the City around $1,000.00

a year. “All of us lost g 'I'?xe
City’s balance in bank is over $63 -
000.00.

As to the city financial condition,
none of us deserves any credit for
it. 'The taxpayers and water users
made this possible.

The law provides that cities must

let all contracts and purchases, such
as truck, machinery, pipes, steel ete.,
on lowest bid. This has not been
done in several cases. ‘The city has
spent over ten thousand dollars on
new sewerage plant built this year,
but it won’t hold water—much less
other ‘“merchandise.”
Another matter, the police car ex-
pense runs as high as $87.00 some
months. I protest this high cost,
but get no help.

Now, ladies and gentlemen, I have
one more year to serve and I need
some-~men on the Council to coop-
erate and help me to do you a good
job, and it’s up to you. I feel new
blood ion Council will help and im-
prove the situation. And, of course
new mayor later on won’t hurt.
There is no use to keep one man or
set of men on Council forever.

(3) Plant a wariety of vegetables.
There "are about 33 garden crops
grown in Texas and several are adapt-
ed to this area.

(4) Have insecticides and seed

ing materjals on hand and ready for
