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Civil Defense Gives 
Tornado Information

The weather has been tossing 
around some warning signals lately 
— signals whicih mean that ithe an­
nual tornado season is upon us.

That warning comes from W. F. 
EidKvards Jr., local civil defense and 
disaster relief chairman.

'Edwards pointed out that Texas 
has more natural disasteis, both ma- 
jol and minor, than any other part 
■of the nation. What’s more, he 
added, there is no reason to believe 
that 1954 will be any different from 
1953 or any other year.

A number cf Texans were able to 
save their lives last year— particur- 
larly in Waco and San Angelo, the 
Texas cities hardest hit by torna­
does—ibecause they knew what to do 
when confronted by nature gone be- 
serk.

iMr. Edwards also pointed out that 
if the folloiwing rules are followed 
under various conditions, one’s 
chance for survival under tornado 
conditions increase enormously:

1. The best universal protection 
is a cave or underground excava­
tion. When time permits, go to a 
cellar, cave, or underground exca­
vation with an air outlet. Any of 
these should be ke<pt fit for use, 
meaning free from water, gas or 
debris, and preferably equipped 
with pick and shovel.

2. If in open country move at 
right angles to the tornado’s path. 
Tornadoes usually move ahead at 
about 25 to 40 miles per hour.

3. If in a city or town, seek in­
side shelter. Stay away from win­
dows. In home, the southwest cor­
ner of the lowest floor or the base­
ment offers the greatest safety. 
People living in brick or stone hous­
es should seek other shelter, prefer­
ably in a sitorm cellar or the base­
ment of a frame house. Electricity 
and fuel lines slhould be shut off. 
Windows on the north and east sides 
o f  the house may also be opened to 
help reduce building damage. Stand­
ing against the inside wall on a low­
er floor o f an office building offers 
some protection. I

4. In schools in city areas, stay 
inside, away from windows, and | 
near an outside wall on the lower 
floor. Auditoriums and gymna- j 
siums should be avoided under all 
circumstances. If in rural area; 
schools, children and teachers should | 
be removed to a ravine or ditch if 
a storm shelter is not available. j

5. If in factories and industrial 
plants, a lookout should be posted 
immediately upon receiving a torna­
do warning, and he should be posted 
immediately upon receiving a torna­
do warning, and he should keep 
safety officials advised of the tor­
nado’s approach. Advance prepar- 
ation should be made for shutting 
o ff electrical circuits and fuel lines 
if the tornado approaches the iplant. j 
Workers should be mo ved to sec- j 
tions of the plant offering the great­
est protection.

6. It doesn’t help to get excited. 
Even though a warning is issued, 
dhances of a tornado striking one’s 
home or location are very slight. |

7. Keep tuned to your radio sta- j 
tion for latest tornalo advisory in­
formation.

Dairy Problems
With warmer weather the Dairy­

man’s problems increase.
Higher bateria counts in milk are 

sure to show up unless strict milking 
and sanitation practices are follow­
ed, says R. E. Burleson, extension 
dairy husibandman. Producers should 
make sure their cooling facilities are 
in top condition for rapid cooling, t 
Burleson continues that flies become 
more abundant with warm weather 
and should be controlled with approv­
ed or eliminated from the milking 
area.

Hornflies are readily controlled 
with sprays and washes containing 
5-10 percent methaxychlor. Such api 
plications are usually effected for 2 
to 4 weeks. Two or three treatments 
in the Spring and one in the Fall will 
give ample control. The interiors of 
barns and entrances may be sprayed 
with a mixture containing 2 1-2 per­
cent DDT and 2 percent Chlordane 
to control houseflys. As a sanitary 
measure walls should be washed oc­
casionally before putting on the 
spray.

Range Cooperator Finds Improving Pasture Pays

A group of local ranchers olbserv- 
ing range conditions south of iSweet- 
water.

“ This drought hasn’t hurt me too 
much yet,” said Jack Boyd who 
ranches south o f Sweetwater. Boyd, 
a cooperator with the Upper Clear 
Fork iSoil Conservation District, 
made this statement to a group of 
ranchers and' husinessmen who was 
taking on a tour of his ranch.

The visitors were inclined to agree 
with the statement Boyd made as 
they drove over the ranch. They ob­
served many acres of good grass 
with fat cattle, sheep and goats graz­
ing on it. Boyd also told the men 
that he is presently stocking his 
ranch at the rate of one animal unit 
to each 11 acres. (An animal unit is 
equivalent to a 1000 pound cow or 
5 three-year-old ewes.)

When asked how much he was feed­
ing his cattle, Boyd told the ranchers 
that he was ^feeding only a pound of 
cottonseed cake a day to cows carry­
ing or nursing calves. This he said 
he wtould probably do in normal

they fell. iHe said leaving this brush 
on the ground would slow down the ' 
runoff water on the slopes and also  ̂
give protection to young grass seed­
lings. j

One point Boyd tried to impress 
on the ranchers was that o f trying 
to hold all the moisture that falls 
on the land. To do this he says 
you have to have a cover on the 
ground to slow down the water so * 
that it can soak in. The best cover 
you can have is grass he says. How- 
everwhere the grass cover is 
scarce because o f overgrazing, Boyd 
has brush in small draws and creeks 
to clow the runoff water down and 
spread it over areas where it can soak 
in. •

Boyd is a firm believer in proper 
stocking and grazing. His idea is to 
take only one half of each years 
growth and to leave the rest for cov­
er. He also runs sheep and goats 
along iwith his cattle because they 
keep the weeds and brush in control, i 
He has some pasiDures that have been j 
badly ovei^razed in the past. These 
he retires during the growing season 

Just from reading this you might so that the gi'asses can make some
growth and iproduce seed.

To demonstrate proper grazing 
and stocking rates, Boyd took the 
ranchers to several of his pastures. 
Where a pasture had been overgraz­
ed the grasses that were left were 
not good nutritious grasses. A cow 
has to eat a lot more of these grass-

get the idea that Boyd’s ranch is 
good! deeip fertile soil on gentle 
slopes. This is not the case as the 
visitors found out. A large part of the 
ranch lies on steep (bro'ken slopes 
where the soil is very shallow and 
rocky. His land is no different from 
thousands o f acres in that area; hov’- 
ever all the ranchers agreed that it 
looks different now.

Boyd started imipro\ing his grass­
land several years ago. One of his 
first steps (was getting rid of the 
many cedar trees that ^aded the 
ground and used up the moisture. To 
do this he took a bulldozer and up­
rooted the trees and left them where

es to Eve than if she had the better 
grasses Boyd explained. Also on the 
overgrazed' land there were many 
bare spots and a good many poison­
ous plants such as bitterweed.

On the properly grazed pastures 
the ranchers found the better grass­
es. There were fewer hare spots and 
fewer poisonous plants.

Boyd is very enthusiastic about 
“his grass and he conveys this; enthusi­
asm to nearly everyone he talks to. 
He said that he formerly believed in 
stocking heavily (but since trying the 
new way he has found that over a 
period o f years he can make more 
money by running fewer cattling 
and keeping better grass.

Legal Term s Explained
Many of the terms used by law­

yers in their every day work are baf­
fling to the average layman. Prom 
time to time explanations regarding 
some of the more commonly used 
expressions will be published in this 
column.

A good example of the questions 
sometimes asked by laymen is, “ What 
is a depositation?” Many people think 
this may be only a simple sworn 
statement, but their impression is 
wrong.

A “ Deposition” is a means of tak­
ing a statement to preserve testimo­
ny for future use in litigation, or to 
be used in a case which is then pend­
ing before the Couht.

At times, when it is thought that 
perhaps a witness will not be avail­
able at the time a suit comes to 
trial, a statement is taken from him 
that may be used on the trial of the 
case. To be capable of being introduc­
ed and used on the trial of a case, a 
statement must be executed with cer­
tain formalities. A simple sworn 
statement is not sufficient.

'’Depositions are of two kinds. One 
kind is where the attorneys on each 
side go with the witness before a 
Notary Public and ask questions. 
Questions and answers are taken 
down by the Notary or the Court Re­
porter and then typed up and signed 
by the ■witness.

The other type o f deposition is 
one in which the questions are writ­
ten out in full by the attorneys for 
each side and the questions are sent 
to a Notary Public who notifies the 
witness to come in and answer the 
questions. The Notary then reduces 
the answers to writing, executes his 
certificate that they are duly sworn 
to by the witness, and then returns 
the written interrogaifcories, together 
with the answers, ,to the Court for 
use at such time as they may be 
necessary in the trial of the case..

Another quesition sometimes asked 
is, “ What is the difference between 
participating and non-participating 
royalty?”

With reference to oil and gas 
leases, royalty is that sum paid to 
the owner of the land, or the owner 
o f the mineral interest, for the oil 
and gas which is taken from the 
property.

If in a deed a person reserves an 
undivided one-half interest in and to 
all the oil, gas and other minerals' 
in and under the premises conveyed, 
this means thdt the individual is re­
taining for hemself an undivided one- 
half interest in the minerals.

This terminology would entitle 
the individual retaining the interest 
to a similar share in the royalty and 
bonus and rentals pair for oil and 
gas leases, and would require his sig­
nature on a lease of the whole 
triact of land.

If the deed reserves by proper pro­
visions one-half of the oil, gas and 
other minerals, and specifies that 
the interest shall be “ non-participait- 
ing” , the party reserving the mineral 
interest would not share in the bonue 
mony paid for the lease, or the an­
nual lease money paid to keeplea^ 
in force. He would however be entitl­
ed to his share of any of the pay­
ments for oil which is produced upon 
the property.

Nuclear W eapons Much 
More Destructive Than 
Developers Expected

Some years ago, when nuclear 
weapons were new and infinitely less 
destructive than those of today, the 
fear was often expressed that it 
might be possible to actually .explode 
that part ef the universe in which we 
live. The weight o.f scientific opinion 
was, and is, against that incredible 
concept. But progress— if that is the 
proper word for it— in nuclear de­
velopment for war seems to have 
reached a point that few if any of us 
anticipated even a relatively short 
time back. The top physicists them­
selves have been surprised.

The March 1 test in the Pacific 
astonished the world. Secretary o f 
Defense Wilson described is as “ un- 
believeaibde” and said that the full 
details, which have not been made 
pufblic, would “ scare anybody.”  Chair­
man Strauss o f ithe Atomic Energy 
Commission, speaking with Presiden­
tial authorzation at a White House 
press conference, said that the blast 
was about double the expected size, 
but that it was never out o f control 
and that the error made in prior cal­
culations was ‘not incompatible with 
a totally new weapon.”  , • •

iHow big was the blast? According 
to Time, “ The test . . . makes all its 
predecessors, including the 1952 shot, 
look like a string o f one-inch salutes. 
The force of the explosion probably 
exceeded ten megatons (500 Hiroshi- 
mas). It sent a radioactive cloud 
billowing to a height that may have 
exceeded 20 miles.” Admiral iStrauss 
also helped answer that question. IHe

said the H-ibomb can be made “ as 
large as you wish . . . .  large enough 
to destroy any city.”  Asked specifi­
cally if this means that one of the 
bombs could destroy New York City, 
be said', “ The meitropolitan area yes,”

bad been destroyed in either the 
March 1 or March 26 tests, adding, 
“ It would be more accurate to say 
a large sandspit or reef.”

The most immediate repercussions 
came from Japan. iRadioactive dust 
fell there, and a number of Japan­
ese fishermen, w:hose trawler was 
not seen in the search made before 
the explosion, were injured. iSome 
Japenese spokesmen demanded that 
the tests be stopped'. But there seems 
to be small chance of that happen­
ing— they will go on, regardless o f 
any criticism, so long as the world is 
in its present state o f coldl and hot 
conflicts. (Sir Winston Churchill came 
to our defense in this regard when 
he spoke in Commons against a La­
bor Party proposal .that the tests be 
placed under intema.tional controls 
of some sort. He said, “ We have no 
power to stop this. I am sure it would 
not be right or wise lof us to ask that 
it should be stopped. When similar 
experiments are conducted by the 
Russians I cannot remember that 
anyone suggested such representa­
tions should, be made to the Soviet 
Government.”

What will be the end of all this? 
There are many guesses. The most 
obvious, of course, is an eventual 
war o f unimaginable destruction. 
But some think that if two oppose! 
powers have the H-ibomb— and Ad­
miral IStrauss said Russia has it—  
the ghastly possibilities make the 
chance of war more remote. A Ger­

Not A ll The Bad Kids 
Live Across The Tracks

By Dr. Garry C. Myers

You don’t need to live across the 
tracks or in the slums, or be poor and 
ignorant to be juvenile delinquents. 
Nor will a college degree, a pile of 
money or bbing listed in a social reg­
ister guarantee that your child will 
be a good hionorable citizen.

You probably have attended a 
church meeting, club meet or parents 
conference in which most o f those 
who spoke, smugly talked about the 
so-called underprivileged children. 
Perhaps ycu wished, as you listened, 
to be able to uplift these children and 
their parents.

Indeed, most persons present prob­
ably took it for granted that their 
own children would be safe from 
moral harm, being properly clothed, 
housed and fed, and living in a nice 
community, growing up with parents 
of good social standing. They felt and 
thought, “ It couldn’t happen to my 
children,’’’ or were thankful they and 
their children were met like other 
people, meaning the “ underprivileg­
ed families.”

Anyway, there usually are no ref­
erences in these discussions to the 
drift toward delinquency by some of 
the children of those present. And 
yet among those apresent as such a 
conference or participating in it, may 
be seme wlhose children are facing to­
ward delinquency, or evenen engaged 
in anti-social acts at that very mo­
ment.

The child'of one of these parents 
may be with a gang on the street or 
in some unprotected place. This 
youth may be engaged in vandalism 
or speeding in a car. A younger child, 
8 to 12, may be among those outside 
the meeting place, throwing pebbles 
at the windows or making a lot of 
noise.

As you attended one of these meet­
ings ion delinquency, you may feel

Liquefied petroleum, sometimes 
called bottled gas, has been a big 
factor in the modernization of a ma­
jority of Fisher County’s 3,300 homes 
in the past five years.

A study iby the Gas Appliance 
Manufacturers Associatin shows that 
the high-heat fuel has pushed many 
wood-iburning cookstoves and kero­
sene heaters into obscurity and has 
helped homemakers here take advant­
age of modern automatic equipment 
for kitchens, laundries and comfort 
heating.

In fact, GAMA says, 58 per cent 
o f the homes in this county do not 
receive utility gas and most of them 
rely on bottled gas for appliance 
operation.

It won’t be long before 
such conferences will seriously exam­
ine the soundness of the prevailing 
plhilosophy of permissiveness and 
restraints-to-ithe-iwinds. Perhaps it 
won’t be long before every parents 
and mothers club will seriously con­
sider ways of controling growing 
children, in any home of love and 
understanding, well enough to give 
them a foundation for self-control.
