Polio Continues To  
Be M ajor Problem

There were 12 polio patients 
treated in Fisher County in 1954, 
seven-old one and five that develop­
ed in 1954. Of the five new cases, 
one is seriously crippled and one 
died.

The county raised in both drives 
during the year, $4,862.03 and sent 
$3,148.45 of this amount to the Na­
tional office. The county spent dur­
ing the year on the 12 cases, $6,- 
901.86. We did not have the money 
to pay the bills and lasked the Na­
tional office for funds. It sent to 
Fisher county during 1954 $6,350.00 
to help pay our bills; that is, other 
counties in Texas and other states 
paid more than $2,000.00 on Fisher 
County Polio (patients.

There seems to be a good chance 
that the new serum now being giv­
en will greatly check the disease; 
but no one knows what person will 
be struck with paralysis at any mo­
ment. Please let all of us give what 
we can during this drive for funds.

The above figures and appeal 
comes from C. J. Dalton, polio drive 
chairman.

Social Security Agent 
Here In Jan. Feb. M ar. ^

(Beginning in January, farm opera­
tors should begin to keep accurate 
records of money received from the 
sale of all farm produce, according 
to Raleigh R. Tuley, Jr., Manager 
of the Abilene (Social (Security Of­
fice. The social security law has 
been changged to bring farm opera­
tors under coverage of social securi­
ty beginning in 1955.

Should the farm operator have a 
gross income during the year 
(should his total sales) amount to 
$1800 or less, he may report 1-2 of 
this gross income for social security 
purposes without figuring his net 
profit. If his gross amounts to more 
than $1800 in a year, be may report 
his actual net profit of $900, Which­
ever is larger. He reports this in­
come and pays his social security tax 
when he files his income tax return 
each y;ar, beginning in 1956. Thus 
he buys the same protection for 
himself at old age, or his family in 
case of his death that other people 
have been buying since 1937.

New Laws Provide Tax  
Breaks For Individuals

This is the first of a series of arti- 
cals outlining changes in the U. S. 
Internal Revenue Code that favor 
individual taxpayer’s.

Under'the 1954 revenue act, all 
persons who have a gross income ov­
er $600 must file income tax re­
turns, except if the, taxpayer is 65 

( or older he need mot file a return 
unless he has gross income over 
$1,200. This is because persons who 
are 65 or older have two exemptions 
which automatically eliminate any 
tax liability for income under $1,200.

The old established date of March 
15 by which income tax returns 
must be filed has been abolished. 
All federal tax returns for individu­
als may now be filed on or before 
April 15. Although many persons be­
lieve that a tax return needi only be 
postmarked by the due date, such is 
not the intent of the statute. Tax 
returns are supposed to be in the 
office o f the Internal Revenue iSer- 
vice .by the date specified.

Declarations of estimated tax are 
required from all persons who expect 
gross income of more than $400, plus 
$*600 times the number of exemp­
tions which may be claimed, if more 
than $100 o f the income will not be 
subject to withholding. Single per­
sons with more than $5,000 and 
married persons with more than 
$10,000 expected gross income must 
file declarations o f estimated tax 
even though all of the income is 
subj'ect to withholding.

Declarations of estimated tax, 
except those for farmers, must be 
filed by April 15. Like the. income 
tax return, this date is one month 
quarterly installment payment dates 
remain the same— June 15; Sep­
tember 15, and the last one on Jan­
uary 15 of the following year.

If a person, other than a farmer, 
desires to file his income tax re­
turn and pay his tax in full, he 
may do this on or before January 
15 instead of paying his last quar­
terly installment. It does not relieve 
anyons from filing the original de­
claration of estimated tax and mak­
ing three payments on it. However, 
in most cases this provision does 
remove the possibility of a penalty 
ferr an estimate of tax liability.

The penalty for underpayment of 
tax liability on the declaration of 
estimated tax has been reduced. 
There is now no underpayment if 
the taxpayer remits at least 70% 
o f his tax as shown on his final tax 
return. If there is an underpayment 
the penalty is only 6 % per annum in- 
which should have been remitted. It 
is expected that there will be more 
strict enforcement of this profusion 
in the future by the Internal Reven­
ue Service.

“ Any progressive community has 
a chamber of commerce,”  he began.

“ Second, it will take a certain 
sum of money to operate the organ­
ization.

“Third, you must have leadership 
from your own people; it must be 
developed withiti thei copnmunity. 
You can't buy it.

“ Fourth, you must have an active 
management.”

Mr. Duncan stresses that you can­
not expect miracles.*He pointed out 
that a town cannot be made into a 
city overnight. He emphosized that 
a chamber o f commerce; will main­
tain the strength o f a town and 
make it a better community in which 
to live.

Contest

January 12 will be ‘IHiamemaker 
of Tomorrow Day” in Rotan. It will 
be a day of opportunity for the 
senior girls of Rotan High School 
wiho have been enrolled in the Betty 
Crocker Search for the American 
H'omemaker of Tomorrow.

Health Officer Says 
Chronic Diseases A re  
Greatest Problem ,

AUSTIN, State • Health Officer 
Henry A. Holle believes chronic dis­
eases represent one o f the biggest 
problems facing health officials to­
day.

Recent statistics compiled by the 
Bureau lof Vital (Statistics, Texas 
State Department of IBealth, show:

1. 23% of all deaths among lb - 
29 year olds are due to chonic dis­
eases, with malignant neoplasms 
being the leading chonic disease.

2. “ Well over half” the mortality 
in thei 30-40 age group is due to 
chronic disease, with heart trouble, 
cancer and/ vascular lesions being 
the leaders.

3. “ Almost 8 out o f 10” deaths 
in the 45-59 bracket are caused by 
this disease classification, with the 
proportion rising to 85 per cent for 
those 60 to 74 years old.

4. For those 75 and over chronic 
diseases cause 84 per cent of the 
total mortality. The slight decrease 
in percentage over age 75 is because 
of the high susceptibility to acci­
dents, pneumonia, and influenza 
among the aged.

“ When chronic diseases is men­
tioned, all too many peoiple think of 
the problem asbein;gvcOiifined to the 
mididle-aged or ' plder,’! t h e  health 
chief said, adding;that such an idea 
was not consistent with the facts.

WASHINGTON,. D. C. — T̂his is ! unpredictable as to what final form
the first o f the weekly columns * may emerge after committee action
which will be submitted to all the 
newspapers o f  the 17th Congression­
al District during this session of the 
84th Congress.

It will be my purpose to call the 
attention of my constituents to the 
many issues considered by the Con­
gress. An effort will 'be made to re­
port to the people as I observe and 
participate in the United States 
Congress, and not merely report 
news which you read in the daily 
newspapers or hear broascast on the 
radio.

In my column next week I shall 
mention some of the main issues 
which are likely to be! considered in 
this session of the Congress, and at 
all times my door will be open to 
your suggestions and inquiries. Fur­
thermore, it is my business to know 
how the people whom I represent 
feel about these matters which vital­
ly affect all of us.

Overshado-wing all other consider­
ations, it seems to me that peace, in 
the world always must be the princi 
pal objective. Every means possible 
should be exhausted to guard against 
the theat of war. Under present con­
ditions, to be stronger than any ene­
my is the best guarantee of peace. 
To this end we must insure an ade­
quate defense and promote inter­
national cooperation where possible.

At the same time, we must rein­
force our economy; expand indus­
try; and seek new markets, especi- 
allly for any agricultural surpluses.

There are a number o f issues on 
the home front which lik-ely will 
prove controversal. The President 
delivered his State of the Union, 
'Message last week, in which he pro­
posed numerous subjects for legis­
lation action. During the next month 
and a half the President will send a 
number of Special Messages to the 
Congress dealing with both foreign 
and domestic policy. Each subject 
will receive long and careful con-

and after debate on the Floor of the 
Congress. Many times a bill may be 
changed from the original until it is 
finally ready for the President’s 
signature.

All 'things considered, it is the 
guess of many experiences observers 
that this session of the Congress 
may run rather smoothly. A feeling 
of optimism generally prevails. There 
is also an optomist feeling among 
those both inside and out of govern­
ment that our economy will expand 
and that 1955 may be one of the 
most prosperous years the country 
has ever had. The prospects for this 
being true in practically everything 
except agriculture are very good. On 
the other hand, it is my personal be­
lief that unless we have a strong 
agricultural economy, business gen­
erally cannot be maintained at the 
high level predicted. This has al­
ways been true and theory is not 
going to change, it. This means that 
the farmer must have a greater op­
portunity to raise his annual income 
than now appears in prospect. Es­
pecially is this true in the areas 
which have been hit so hard by the 
drouth.

Let me urge again tat as the vari 
ous issues before the Congress arise 
and after they are defined enough to 
have substance and meaning, the 
views o f my constituents will be ap-

Brucellosis Committee 
Seeks T o  Stop Disease

AUSTIN— The Texas Brucellosis 
Committee today revealed a 3 point 
program to rid Texas of brucellosis 
in man and, animals. Brucellosis, 
known as undulant fever in humans 
and Bang’s disease in livestock is 
responsible for at least a 15 million 
dollar livestock loss in Texas every 
year, according to reliable veterinary 
authorities. No estimate has been 
made of effect of illness and suffer­
ing caused in humans bby the dis­
ease.

The statewide committee, made 
up o f official representatives of 28 
livestock organizzations and allied 
interests was formed in 1954 to 
icomhat the disease.

This broad interest group develop­
ed the following recommendations 
which it is recommending to its 
memlber groups for action:

1. An area wide eradication pro­
gram when approvedi hy a substan­

tial majority of livestock owners of 
areas concerned.

2. Legislation requiring pasteur­
ization o f all milk sold for human 
consumption, except that coming 
from certified brucellosis free herds. 
Although the large bulk of process­
ors and distributors of milk sold in 
Texas are already complying with 
this standard, the suggested legis­
lation is intended as a further pub­
lic health safeguard.

3. A modification of present laws 
to allow producers to take advant­
age of approved plans for eradica­
tion* of brucellosis in livestock as 
recommended by U. S. livestock 
health authorities.

The need for a stepped up brucel­
losis program in Texas was pointed 
up by a 'Southern Brucellosis Con-̂  
ference held early in 1954. Follow­
ing that meeting a group of interes­
ted livestock men and leaders saw 
that brucellosis must be knocked 
out o f the state’s livestock popula­
tion or owners might suffer severe
