Car Inspection Lagging

Over Entire State

AUSTIN—AIlot of Texas car own-
ers are apt to be mighty unhappy
three months from today.

That was the opinion expressed
last night by Col. - Homer Garrison,
Jr., Director of the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety, after a con-
ference with George Busby, 'Chief
of the Safety Department’s Motor
Vehicle Inspection Division.

A review of the motor vehicle in-
spection figures at the half-way
point in the current inspection pro-
gram showed the two officials only
1 out of every 5 autos in the State
have paid their annual safety check
as required by law.

“That means,” Garrison said, “that
a lot of Texas car owners ‘are ‘apt
to be mighty unhappy three months
from today because they won’t be
allowed to operate on the streets and
highways without the proper ap-
proved inspection sticker.”

The Public Safety Director also
pointed out that the longer motor-
ists delay, the longer will be the
waiting line at the inspection sta-
tions as the April 15th deadline ap-
proaches.

A single note of encouragement
was offered by Chief Busby who said
that the State’s nearly 4,000 stations

of some 2 1-2 million vehicles which
have not yet been checked without
prolonged waiting line provided the
owners begin taking their cars in
without delay.

,The Amerlcan “Bill of Rights”,
consisting - of the first ten amend-
ments to our federal constitution,
all adopted at one time in 1791, spe-
cifies in some detail @ number of]
basic rights of the individual citizen.
Unaltered by subsequent amend-
ments and jealously guarded by our
_courts, these privileges must still be
respected by our governing bodies
today.

Among the most familiar of our
constitutional guarantees are ithose
relating to freedom of wreligion,
speech, and of the press. The same
article protects the rights of peacea-
ble assembly and tthe privilege of pe-
titioning the government for redress
of grievances.

Another amendment secures our
persons, houses, papers and effects
against unreasonable searches and
seizures, and specifies that no war-
rants shall be issue but upon proba-
ble cause, and unless supported by
oath or affirmation.

The due process of law amend-
ment encompasses not one but sev-
eral guarantees. Every American is
secured against being placed twice in
legal jeopardy for the same offense;
against being compelled - to be a
witness against himself in a criminal
case; and against having his private
property taken for public use with-
out just compensation.

He is also secured against being
held for trial for a capital (death
penalty( of other infamous crime,
unless upon a presentment or indict-
ment of a grand jury. And, of course,
no person may be deprived of: life,

court procedures, on due process of |,

law.

The right to a speedy and public
trial, by an impartial jury, in. the
locality where the crime was com-
mitted, the right to be informed of
the nature and cause of the accusa-

Then, to make quite clear to our
governingg bodies the -underlying
intent of the preceding provisions,
the Ninth Amendment states: “The
enumeration in the Constitution, of
certain rights, shall not be constru-
ed to deny or disparage others re-
tained by the people.”
emphasizes this ftheory: by provid-
ing: “The powers not delegated to
the United States by the Constitu-
tion, nor prohibited by it to the
States, are reserved to the States
respectively, or to the people.”

Thus, that fundamental philosophy
expressed in the Declartion of In-
denpendence, that men are endowed
with certain unalienable rights, and
that “to secure these rights, govern-
ments are instituted among men,
deriving their just powers from the
consent of the governed,” has been
‘carried forward into the highest
law of our land.

Livstock Marketing
Service Planned

Building a market service to meet
the needs of livestock producers in
the range country, the Texas Live-
stock Marketing Association, with
offices lat Fort Worth and San An-
tonio, handled 576,005 hear of live-
stock valued at $26,160,106.96 in
1954, according to Jim W. Mitchell,
who is Executive Vice-President of
the Association. Of this volume,
there were 263,142 cattle and calves,
304,912 sheep and 7,951 hogs.

Serving thousands of customers
located principally in Texas and
New Mexico, says Mitchell, with a
few in ©Oklahoma, Arkansas, and
Louisiana, the trade territory served
by the Association is equivalent to
the combined area of the six major
Corn Belt stattes, and the many
and varied problems _confronting
livestock producers in an area this
size offer a real challenge.

Grubby cattle are appearing on
the market in large numbers each
year according to the meat packers.
1954 was an especially bad year.
Grubby calves usually sell $1.00 to
$3.00 a hundred pounds less than
thcse withont grubs.

Grubs are fairly easy to control.
As they appear in the back, usu-
ally in early f£all, treatments of
Rotenone dust or spray will control
them. Treating 2 or 3 times ecan
be done for only a very few cents
per animal. = Feed Phenothiozine
free choice has offered some help
in controlling grubs and may some-
day be the solution. The main draw-
back is its taste. Cattle do not like
it. Research is working on a way
to ‘“chocolate coat” phenothiazine
and make it more palatible.
