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Good Rains Cover Area 
Extreme Weather Over 
Most Of Nation

Spring lashed the nation with 
one of the worst storms of the year 
this week. It claimed 30 lives ov­
er the nation and created crisis con­
ditions in mary parts of the U. S.

The weird combination of Mid­
west snows, southern floods and 
93-mile-per-hour winds in Washing­
ton state came for three days.

Snows which reached blizzard 
proportions in midland claimed 11 
lives in traffic accidents on the icy 
highways of Iowa, Nebraska, Minne­
sota, Missouri, Wisconsin and Kan­
sas.

The cold wave struck this sec­
tion about midnight Sunday, fol­
lowing wonderful rainfall from one 
to two and half inches over the en­
tire section. Temperature stood at 
28 early Monday morning and a 
cold wind continued until nightfall. 
During Monday night a heavy frost 
covered the ground and killed most 
of the fruit in bloom as well as 
many tender plants in yard and 
gardens. Temperatures rose con­
siderably Tuesday.

Snow fell for about an hour dur­
ing the middle of the day Monday.

The storm did not damage small 
grain, and with the moisture this is 
beginning to grow nicely, again.

AUSTIN, With but 
weeks remaining in the 
Motor Vehicle Inspection period 
during which motorists must get 
their autos inspected.

If you have, you’ll probably be 
interested in the views expressed by 
Mr. R. B. Reaper, President, Texas 
Safety Association, today as he dis 
cusses the know and obey traffic 
laws program which the Texas Safe 
ty Association and the Texas De 
partment of Public Safety is con 
ducting in cooperation with the Nat­
ional Safety Council.

Mr. Reaper says, “ Many of us 
duplicate the chiseling solitaire 
player’s tatics when we drive in 
traffic —  sneaking through a stop 
light, driving a few miles over the 
speed limit or otherwise disobeying 
traffic laws.”

“ Traffic laws are made for our 
protection and we’re obviously 
cheating ourselves when we disobey 
them,” Mr. Reaper said. “ And what’s 
more, our irresponsible conduct also 
exposes everyone else on the road 
to danger."

Those of us who excuse our reck' 
lessness by saying we only disregard 
traffic laws when it’s.̂ s|if| to d^tsp 
came in "for a special^S^ret'of ad-^ici.

“ We’re just kidding ourselves 
when we come' up with that alibi,” 
Mr. Reaper said. It’s never safe to 
disobey traffic laws.”

He explained that traffic laws 
are made after careful studiees by 
traffic engineers and enforcement 
people, and that there’s expert think 
ing behind the placement of traffic 
signs and signals.

In an opinion written hy Judge 

Milburn IS. -Long, and dated Febru­
ary 25, the Court of Civil Appeals at 
Eastland ruled that the “ order (oi 
the District Court -of Nolan County, 
iSeptember 16, 1954) is not appeal- 
able and that the question is moot, 
the appeal is dismissed.”

According to County Judge John 
H. Montgomery, this means that the 
dispute is “ right back where it was 
prior to the court action in Septem­
ber.”

Judge Long’s opinion, in referring 
to Judge iMauzey’s order that the re­
cords be returned to Clairemont, 
stated: “ We have concluded that the 
trial court was attempting to settle 
the matter and assist the -parties in 
carrying on, in an orderly and law­
ful manner, the county government 
o f Kent County. As we view the re 
cord, there was no attempt to enter 
a final decree.”

The opinion continued: “ To our 
minds. Judge iMauzey was only act 
ing in an advisory capacity and, in 
a commendable manner, trying to 
put at rest the confusion existing in 
the county since the contest started 
over removal of the county seat.”

A great deal -of uncertainty exists 
relative to what the next move will 
be in the continuing effort to settle 
this long-standing controversy.

While awaiting the decision of th« 
appellate court, the Kent County 
Commissioners’ Court has been meet­
ing, in Clairemont and in Jayton, in 
order to transact pressing county 
business. The most recent meeting 
of the Court was Monday of this 
week.

Despite the existance o f the con- 
troversey, the meetings o f the Court 
have been amicable, and business on 
the agenda has been disposed of in 
an orderly manner.

(Sessions of County and District 
Court, however, await the settle­
ment of the dispute.

Dig daily newspapers make bold 
boasts of their enormous circulation 
in a certain area, but their proofs 
of readership do not enter the pic­
ture. A business man, for example, 
gets a morning and evening edition 
of a paper thrown at his -office and 
the same at his home. The publishers 
claim a circulation -of four there; 
but we challenge that the business 
man reads over three columns of 
the paper a day— he reads the head­
lines, a few front page articles, 
then turns to the sports for an item 
or two about -his favorite athletic 
teams.

We rise to contend that reader- 
ship in The Home Town Paper is 
nearly 100 percent, because nearly 
everybody mentioned is known by 
the reader; therefore, he is con­
cerned with practically every item 
in the paper each week. This fact 
makes advertising in the small 
town paper so much more valuable 
to the advertiser.

Circulation, when speaking of 
newspapers, is a word used to de­
scribe the numiber of copies printed 
and placed in the mails or on car­
rier routes of each regular edition.

Readership, by contrast, is some­
thing a good deal more intangible. 
The two words hae relationships, 
but are in no wise synonymous.

Circulation without readership 
means very little.

It’s The Ikw —
One of the most familiar types 

of contacts is the insurance policy, 
as nearly everyone carries some sort 
of insurance protection. Yet, few 
people take the trouble to read 
their policies and lawyers have to 
answer many questions regarding 
insurance generally.

Here is a problem frequently pre­
sented: “ I have hospitalization in­
surance policy. Will the company 
pay all of my hospital bills if I 'be­
come ill?”

It may or may not. Insurance is 
a contract between the insurance 
company and the policy holder. In 
the usual contract the policy holder 
agrees to pay a certain sum of 
money for the policy of insurance, 
and the insurance company agrees 
that should the policy holder incur 
hospital expenses that the insurance 
company will make payment to the 
policy holder of stated sums, as 
set out in the policy of insurance.

The insurance policy itself must 
state the complete contract between 
the parties. The oral statements of 
agents not in harmony with the 
policy are not binding on the com­
pany. The company is bound to pay 
only such sums as are specifically 
set forth in the policy of insurance.

Practically all policies have a sec­
tion called exceptions and. exclusions. 
The policy holder should particular­
ly read this section before purchasing 
a policy of any kind of insurance. 
It would be possible for a policy 
of insurance to have so many ex­
ceptions and exclusions as to prac­
tically nullify any benefits under 
the policy.

Another question often asked is:

‘^Can I sue the insurance company 
which issued a libilitty policy cover­
ing the car of someone who runs 
into and damages my car?”

For all practical purposes you 
may not sue the insurance company 
which carries insurance on the other 
fellows car to .protect him from 
suits in case of his neglience. You 
must look to the owner or driver 
of the other vehicle for your dam­
ages. Upon his becoming liable to 
pay those damages to you, then he 
in turn looks to the insurance 
company to make the settlement 
for him, or to reimburse him for 
the settlement which he has made.

I f the case goes to trial before 
the jury, even though you may know 
that the other party carries insur­
ance, if there arises any discussion 
of the fact that insurance is carried 
by the other .party, then the courts 
have held that it is the duty of the 
trial judge to declare a mistrial.

This means that you will have to 
start all over again and try your 
case from the beginning before the 
jury, at a later date. Your case is 
not dismissed, and you do not lose 
your rights to be heard on your 
case because of the word “ insurance” 
coming into the case, but it does 
mean that the trial then in progress 
must 'be dismissed and you must 
start all over again before a new 
and different jury.

The theory of the appellate courts 
is that the mere introduction of any 
evidence or any testimony to the 
effect that there is an insurance 
company involved in any way in 
the case, is highly prejudical to the 
Defendant and his cause of action.

The appellate courts further say 
that it is reversible error, that is,

such error as will set aside the 
findings of the jury, if  the jury is 
retiring to consider their verdict 
discuss whether or not either or 
both of the .parties might or might 
not have insurance to back them 
up or protect them.

‘The Buiest Place ’
Ordinarily, when we think of the 

busy places in town we think of the 
bank, market, or the city hall. But 
you know something? Pei’haps the 
busiest place of all is the school.
' We often take the school for 

granted, forgetting that school bus­
iness is our business. At school we 
are busy raising the town’s next 
citizens.

Your’ school is part of our great 
democracy and we might just as 
well realize that it is perhaps the 
busiest place in town.

In its classrooms are your next 
policemen, your son-in-law, your 
secretary, your doctor, a worker at 
the plant, or perhaps the young 
couple who will buy the lot next 
door.

It is up to the school to make sure 
that he is a good policeman, that 
he’s a responsible son-in-law, that 
she’s an efficient secretary, that he’s 
a reliable worker, that he succeeds 
as a doctor, and that the folks next 
door are good neighbors.

And you and your community 
usually put the responsibility for 
the education of these future citi­
zens where it belongs, in the hands 
of the teacher. We know that a 
child learns more quickly with a 
good teacher, because the good tea­
cher is the key person who . . . .

Oh, where did he go? What’s 
happening? Well, I’ll tell you. Lit­
erally thousands of well-trained and 
qualified teachers are finding other 
lines of endeavor more lucrative 
and attractive. Consequently, the 
number of sub-standard emergency 
type teachers is on the increaase. 
Every time a competent, well- 
qualified and trained teacher leaves 
an American classroom to obtain 
the necessities of life in another 
profession, the people of America 
lose. We simply cannot tolerate this 
sort of thing for long. One of the 
most alarming statements found in 
the Teacher Supply and Demand 
Report for last year is that there 
were only 867 persons prepared to 
teach chemistry land physics and

this is only a specific example; there 
are shortages in other lines, too.

What can we do to halt this ex­
odus of competent personnel from 
our profession? To be sure, salary 
improvement is basic, and could 
perhaps do more to alleviate the 
situation than any other single fac­
tor. However, there are other ways 
There are certain fringe benefits, 
the absence cf which are causing 
teachers some concern. For example, 
whatever can be done to improve 
the Teachei’s Retirement provisions 
and other security benefits should 
certainly be done.

Our Legislative Committee re­
cognizes certain weak spots in our 
Retirement  ̂System. It certainly is 
not a bad retirement system, but 
there are certain improvements that 
need to be made in it.

We have now completed an 
actuarial study to determine what 
might be done to improve the re­
tirement benefits of Texas teachers. 
Specific plans based upon these 

; findings have now been presented 
{iri the Legislature for the improve­
ment of our Retirement System, 

I and it is hoped that the people of 
Texas will give serious thought to 
this as one important avenue of 
making teaching more attractive to 
those already in the profession as 
well as to young graduates of our 
colleges. As matters stand now, the 
demand for teachers is very high, 

I while the supply of teachers is dan- 
I gerously low.
