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Nine weeks is all grandparents want
DES MOINES, Iowa (A P ) — 

The cherub-like face is swollen 
now and pricked by needles.. 
Doctors say the,bw is dead, but 
his grandparents fight for time.

“ Nine weeks. That’s what I ’m 
asking for. Only nine weeks. 
Then, well, maybe we’ll have to 
bury him. But I have got to 
try.”

R ichard  S ch rier  S r., e x ­
plained why he’s battling in a 
courthouse for custody of his 
2-year-old grandson, Matthew, 
whose life may hinge on the 
lega l determ ination o f who 
should be entrusted with his

care.
Matt has been attached to a 

respirator at Iowa Methodist 
Hospital since late June when he 
was injured and lapsed into a 
coma. Three doctors have stated 
that Matthew is cerebrally or 
“ brain”  dead.

Richard and Shirley Schrier, 
who have cared for tte boy for 
much of his short life, want Matt 
kept alive as long as possible.

"H e  moves,”  Schrier said. 
“ He moved his arms and legs 
last night ...like he was trying to 
kick me. Agd he moved his head 
the night tefore. I said, ‘Matth­

ew, c ’mon, we gotta go fishin.’ 
And he rolled his head. He 
knew.*’

His grandparents believe 
Matt was injured when a motor­
cycle in their backyard fell on 
him. But Matt’s father, Richard 
Schrier Jr., is accused of first- 
degree sexual assault in an al­
leged attack believed to have 
caused the boy’s ii$Juries.

Schrier surrendered to au­
thorities Tuesday following his 
escape a week earlier from a 
Clarinda mental health insti­
tute.

Matt’s mother, Linda Schrier,

had applied for her son’s cus­
tody in a d ivo rce  petition  
against her husband. Now, that 
custody request also asks that 
she have burial rights for Matt.

“ I believe the doctors,”  Mrs. 
Schrier said. “ I have accepted 
it. Now we have to let him go.”  

Judge Richard Strickler of 
Polk County Juvenile Court is- 

„ sued an injunction July 24 pre­
venting Matthew from being re­
moved from the respirator until 
the legal tangles surrounding 
his custody are unraveled. The 
state has temporary custody. 

Schrier is trying to buy time

for Matt because be has read 
that after nine weeks it can be 
determined whether Matt can 
survive.

“ I know he might be brain da­
maged,”  Schrier said. “ But 
we’U raise him. We love him and 
that’s all you need.”

Schrier said if Matt cannot 
survive after the nine weeks, he 
will make “ the right decision.”  

And when his ba ttle  fo r 
M atthew  „is  done, Schrier 
pledged, he will fight to prove 
his son’s innocence.

“ Ricky didn’t do it,”  the elder 
Schrier said o f his son. “ He

couldn’t have done it. He loves 
his son.”

Shirley Schrier, trembling, 
visibly m k en  by the tragwfy, 
the battle and the nagging pub­
licity, sat alone in the daiiiened 
courtroom at a noon recesa.

Tears fell when she was asked 
whether the battle was worth 
it.

“ I don’t know,”  she said, fum­
bling for a handkerchief. “ I 
don’t know. Yes, he’s worth it. 
When you’ve bera with him like 
1 have. He’s like my own. I love 

„ him so much. He’s worth all of 
it.”

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The gov­
ernment provided encouragement to 
grocery siioppers today with a^report 
showing that wholesale food prices 
decreased in July for the first time in 
10 months.

But while food prices declined 0.3 
percent ftxim June, prices of other 
products continued to rise.

Overall, wholesale prices rose O.S 
percent, the smallest increrue in five 
months.

Consumers usuallv can expect to 
see changes in wholesale prices re­
flected at the store checkout counter 
within a few months.

Tlie decline in wholesale food prices 
followed Increases of l.S percent, 0.5 
percent and l.I percent in the previ­

ous three months. It was the first time 
the prices have gone down since Sep­
tember 1977, whm they declined 0.1 
percent.

Beef prices, which climbed steadily 
during the winter and spring, began 
to drop in July as more cattle became 
available, the Labor Department 
said.

Prices for poultry increased in 
July, but at a slower rate than in 
June, the d|partment said. Prices 
declined for nee, coffee and vegetable 
oil products.

On the other hand, prices accelerat­
ed for fruit, vegetables, fish, flour 
mixes and eggs.

Products other than food increased 
0.8 percent In price, about the same as 
the gains o f the previous four 
months.

Ih e  D a llas News reported  in 
today’s editions the House committee 
was toM aboout two weeks ago of the 
tour -> and possibly five — shots after 
an analysis was made of a tape rec­
ording ^  the shooting.

The shots which rang out on Dealy 
Plaxa that fateful Nov. 22,1963, were 
caught on tape at police headquarters 
because a Dallas police officer at the 
scene had his shortwave radio trans­
mitter on during the crucial mo­
ments.

One com m ittee source told the 
News that Police CMef Don Byrd has 
agreed to supply sharpshooters to re- 
eiMct the crime when the committee 
visits Dallas Aug. 22. The plasa is to

be sealed off for three hours, mainly 
for acoustical purposes when the 
shots are fired f i ^  the sixth floor of 
the Texas School Book Depository 
Builmng.

A police spokesman today could not 
confirm that Byrd had been asked but 
said if the department was asked to 
supply police sharpshooters and seal 
off the area for a re-enactment, it 
would do so.

Dawn Miller, chief administrative 
aide to the committee’s chief counsel 
Robert Blakely, said today in Wash­
ington that since any trip to Dallas 
would be part of the committee’s 
Investigatim, “ we have no comment 
on any such reports whatsoever.”

WASmNGTON (A P ) — Amid the 
swaying palm trees and lush farm­
land of Texas’ Rio Grande Valley live 
some of the poorest people in the 
cosmtry.

A few hundred miles north, where 
the Texas terrain becomes dry, com­
paratively barren and ocassionally 
sand Mown, the per capita personal 
incomes increase dramatically.

According to the Department of 
Commerce, the West l>xas city of 
Midland — where oil derricks are the 
rule and palm trees the noted excep­
tion — ranks ninth nationally srith a 
per capita Income of 17,701.

The Rio Grande Valley area of
M cAllen-Pharr-Edinburg barely
nudged two of its neighbors for the
dubious boiwr of finishing 366th in a
296-area race.•

McAllen-Pharr-EdInburg had a 
1976 per capita income of $3,338. 
Laredo was next-to-last with $3,579 
and BrownsviUe-Hariingen-San Beni­
to a notch higher at $3,825.

The national average for the 288 
standard metropolitan statistical 
areas in the surrey was $8,824 up 
from the 1975 average of $6J20.

Midland was the only Texas city in 
the top ten although seven of the 23 
Texas cities or areas listed topped the 
national average.

The economy’s dependence on en­
ergy was reflected In the areas with

the largest increases since 1975. The 
Beaumont-Port Arthur-Orange area 
incraasod almost 18 percent to $8,557 
in a one-year span. Houston incraaaad 
more than 15 percent to $7,617 (12th 
nationally). Tyler also sh os^  an in­
crease of more than 15 percent, rising 
to $6,328.

Anchorage, Alaska, — buoyed by 
the dollars poured into the coiMtruc- 
tioo of the Alasakan pipeline — led the 
nation with a per capita income of 
$16,739.

The Commerce Department’s Bu­
reau of Economic Analysis defined 
persoiMU Income as consisting of pri­
vate and goverment wage and aal 
payments before taxes.

Although gasoline prices decllnA, 
prices went up sharply for passenger 
cars, home appliances, furniture. 
Jewelry and health products.

The government report measures 
the prices of finished goods, which are 
products ready to be sold to consum­
ers. H ie prices do not 'reflect the 
markup that retailers take before of­
fering the goods for sale to consum­
ers.

At earlier stages of production, 
price increases also appear to be 
slowing down.

Prices of crude goods, such as raw 
farm products, iron ore, crude oil and 
natural gas, were down 6.8 percent in 
July.

Lower prices for farm products ac­
counted for all of this dwiine, drop­
ping 2.5 percent.

Prices of products halfWay through 
the processing stage, such as steel, 
lumber, flour and motor vehicle 
parts, rose 6.5 percent, slightly below 
average for this year.

The Producer Price Index for fin­
ished goods, the leading measure of 
wholesale prices, stood at 196.9 In 
July. This means that a product coat­
ing $166 in the base pertod of 1987 cost

$196.96 last month.
The Labor Department switched 

this year from its Wholesale Price 
Index to the new producer Index, 
srUch it says is a better measure of 
future retail price changes. Officials 
said the old wholesale Index often 
measured price increases mors than 
once in various productioo stages, t 
thus exaggerating tBe actual changes 
In prices.

In a recent report, the Agriculture 
Department said wholesale prices de- 
c l i ^  in July for cattle, h<^, com, 
soybeans and lettuce. However, ana­
lysts said it may be September before 
die decline shows up in supermar­
kets.

Even with the decline, the depart­
ment’s Crop Reporting Board said the 
July prices were 19 percent higher 
than they were a year earlier. In 
June, the prices had hit their highest 
point in nearly five years.

So far this year, conamner prices 
have risen at a rate of l l l l  percent, if 
averaged over an entire year.

The Agriculture Department has 
said food prices should rise 16 percent 
tMs year nut that most of the Increase 
has already occurred.

Marquardt, a former Midlander 
who was one-time West Texas District 
Manager for TESOO, warned Mid­
land Lioiu Club members Wednesday 
not to be content with today’s prosper­
ity. He urged them to spend more 
time “ thinking about what might

have been.”
He said West Texans ought Is hs 

concernsd about an uncontrolled Isd- 
erai bureaucracy which costa the 
American taxpayer MIHons of dollars 
each year in all phases of daily Ufa.

Marquardt, tai arguing his point, 
points^ to the findings o f a U.8. 
Chamber of Commerce report which 
analysed the impact of 1977 Congres­
sional legislation on the Midland- 
Odessa area.

“ They say this year alone there 
will be over 496 fewer lobs out here 
than there might have been. By 1986 
H’U be about 6,288 fewer Jobs than 
there might have been. That means 
slower growth, less construction, 
lower retail sales, and a host of other

given a reprieve, but not tor long.

Midland City (Council on Tuesday 
gave final approval to the proposed 
animal ordinance which rules that 
cats must wear licensing Ugs.

According to a spokesman with the 
animal control department, however. 
Midland’s caU won’t have to worry * 
until Nov. 1, when that part of the 
ordinance becomes effective.

The license fee, which has been $5, 
will be cut to $2 on that date and the 
1979 tags will go on sale. The ta p  can 
be obtained at the animal control 
department or any city veterinarian ' 
when the animal is taken for a rabies 
shot.

Under the old ordinance, cats were 
not required to wear the ta p . The 
feline community now Joins tliHr ca­
nine counterparts in having to display 
tap .

According to Dalton Byertv, animal 
control department head, the action 
was taken by the department in an 
effort to c o u M  the cat population in 
Midland.

The rest of the ordinance becomes 
effective A9g. 21, said the spokesman

today. This includes the adoption poli­
cy and increased charges to the owner 
when the department has topkk up 
the loose animal, he said.

The charp  will be $15 phis $3 per 
day boarding fee when an owner re­
claims his dog the first time it is 
picked up. The second time the de­
partment has to pick It up, the charp  
will double. The third time, the owner 
will be given a citation and a com­
plaint against him will be filed in 
court, according to the new ordi­
nance.

To adopt an animal from the de- 
’ pa$tiAcnt, the prospective owner will 
have to Day the $15 charge plus 
boarding fee in addition to a $26 neu­
tering dieposit and sign a contract. In 
the coBtract the new owner agrees to 
have the animal neutered within 45 
d a p  or the animal control depart­
ment may reclaim the pet.

I f  the animal is neutcrad within the 
time lim it the new owner should con  ̂
tact the department The neutering 
deposit will be applied to the fee 
charged by the veterinarian who per- 
form ic the surgery, according to tiw 
spokesman.

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Odessa mobile home park 
owners fighting ordinance

ODESSA — A group of Odessa mo­
bile home park owners have formed a 
committee to fight a proposed city 
ordinance which would call for 20 feet 
of space between mobile homes, pub­
lic restrooms in mobile home parks 
and require park owners and opera­
tors to nave licenses.

Committee members, who report­
edly hired Odessa attorney Walter 
Wilson, have indicated they plan to 
come up with a compromise city law 
or else got to court if the city-proposed 
law takea effect. Members include 
mobile home park owners, single mo­
bile home owners and dealers.

Loyd Freeman, a member who con­
duct^  6 recent committee meetina, 
said the group does not wish to “ to do 
battle’ ’ with city ball. Instead, he said 
members would like a compromiac 
ordinance agreed to by both owners 
and city officials.

Several members, however, did 
express an interest in taking the pro­
posed issue to court. If necessary.

Aiao, several committee members 
said they fear the proposed mobile

home ordinance would Jeopardise 
their licenses because it requires that 
mobile home park owners be respon- 

^slble for seeing that individual ho­
meowners within a park comply with 
city regulations. Under the proposal 
owners face losing their licenses, un­
less they com i^  with the regulation, 
according to omcials.

Freeman said the law being pro­
posed is similar to one which was 
passed in Austin. “ It is basically the 
same law.... HMy had trouble enforc­
ing the part holding the mobile home 
lot owner responaible for enforce­
ment,’ ’ he said.

He said most of the mobile home 
laws in Texas have been developed 
from guidelines developed by the 
League of Municipal Governments 
and the U.S. Department of Housing 
and Urban Development.

Freeman called the section calling 
for 20 feet between mobile homes 
“ ridiculous.’ ’ He said many mobile 
home park owners claim the section 
would drive them out of business.

things too,’ ’ he said.

Safety and Health Adminis­
tration.

—Consumers might have had an 
extra $32 billion to spend this year 
without all the federal paperwork.

—Many small business bankrupt­
cies may have been avoided without 
the federal papershuffling which 
costs the businesses about $20 billion

Trend continues 

v/ith cooler highs
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Summer vacation for students has 
entered its final stage before the new 
year starts and the balmy weather so 
far this month seems to be designed 
for active youngsters.

The trend — an absence of usual 
scorching August temperatures — 
continued with Wednesday's high re­
corded at 89 degrees, according to the 
weatherman.

The National Weather Service at 
Midland Regional Airport said it 
should be ab(Mt the same Friday with 
a high near 90. Record high for Aug. 9 
is 104 degrees set in 1947.

The mercury is hanging around the 
high 60 mark at night, with today's 
low set at 67 degrees. The tempera­
ture should be about the same tonight, 
the weatherman said. Record low is 
63 degrees set in 1975.

A 20 percent chance of rain exists 
for tonight, the weatherman said.

Southeast winds of 10 to 15 mph 
should decrease to 5 to 10 mph to­
night.

Isolated, widely scattered showers 
and thunderstorms were forecast 
across Texas today, but most of the 
state had clear to partly cloudy skies 
and warm temperatures.

Early morning showers and thun­
derstorms dumped light amounts of 
rainfall early today over portions of 
Southeast Texas. Some patchy fog 
was reported in Houston, reducing 
visibility to about five miles.

Highs today were expected to be 
mostly in the 90s. Forecasters said 
highs in West Texas would reach only 
into the upper 80s.

Elsewhere, skies were clear to 
partly cloudy and temperatures re- 
m pin^ warm. Eiarly morning read­
ings were mostly in the 60s and 70s. 
with extremes ranging from 58 at 
Marfa to 80 at Austin.

Some early morning readings In­
cluded 66 at Amarillo. 72 at WIchiU 
Fails, 72 at Texarkana, 73 at Dallas- 
Fort Worth. 75 at Lufkin, 71 at Hous 
ton, 76 at Corpus Christ! and Browns­
ville, 75 at Del Rio, 70 at San Angelo, 
68 at El Paso and 86 at Lubbock.

Darter, which has no apparent value 
to the food chain, prevented a power 
plant from being built in Tennessee.

He quoted Robert Strauss as saying 
that almost three-fourths of the new 
rules could be avoidable if more rea­
sonable standards were used.

The utility industry, particularly 
TESCO, has been hai^ hit in recent 
years to pay millions of additional 
dollars to comply with federal regula­
tions, he said. In 1977, claimed Mar­
quardt, one out o f every  dollar
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TESCO spent in building J ign ite 
plants was for environmental con­
trols.

That ratio has Jumped to one out 
of every five dollars, according to 
Marquardt.

Even though TEISCO bums a low- 
sulfur coal, the company is forced to 
put on it plants the same expensive 
environmental equipment as required 
for plants that bum high-sulfur coal.

per year.
—The oil companies could drill 

about 3,300 more wells per year if they 
didn’t have to spend a half a billion 
dollars annually to pay 10,000 persons 
full time Just to handle Department of 
Energy regulations.

—Bills for electricity would be 
much lower — maybe by as much as 
30 percent — without over-regulation 
by the federal government.

—An average sized family’s income 
might be $1,900 higher next year 
without a mass of regulations.

“ A Washington U niversity  Re- 
.search group estimates that it cost 
the country $63 billion Just to comply 
with federal rules back in 1976. ^ t  
another way, that year It coaVevery 
man, woman and child over $300 each 
j ^ t  to pay for complying with bu- 
m ucratic mies,”  said Marquardt.

“ So the family of four might have^ 
had an extra $1,200 to spend on needed' 
goods and services that year — 
except for the bureaucrats.

“ But that’s Just a drop in the buck­
et. Next year — by 1979 — they 
estimate that the bill for regulations 
will go up to $475 for every man, 
woman and child. Your family might 
have been $1,900 richer next year, 
except for the bureaucrats.”

Marquardt said a good example of 
over-regulation by the federal gov­
ernment is the endangered species 
act which ultimately blocked the con­
struction of two power plants in re­
cent years.

“ In Maine, it was to save the Fur­
bish Lousewort. The Furbish Lou- 
sewort is a weed.”  he said.

‘ ‘ People in Maine had to give up 
electric power that could have lit 
their homes, heated their rooms, and 
run their factories. All to save that 
weed that was in danger.”

He also mentioned how the concern 
for a three-inch fish called a Snail

he added. The TESCO president pre­
dicted that new regulations would re-
suit in companies paying an addition­
al $50 million in plant construction 
costs by 1980.

“ The total cost of Just running the 
federal regulatory agencies them­
selves is going up faster than the 
budget — if y w  can believe that,”  
Marquardt said.

"And faster than the population and 
faster than the Gross National Prod­
uct.’

Clem ents says recent session just

'b egin n in g ' of needed tax relief I

SEMINOLE — Republican guber­
natorial candidate Bill Clements 
Wednesday said the Just-ended spe­
cial legislative session was “ a be^n- 
ning”  to meeting tax relief needs, but 
did not address "some of the really 
important is.sues.”

Clements was on a West Texas 
campaign trip which took him Wed­
nesday to Andrews, Seminole, Lame- 
sa and Snyder.

The candidate said he is “ terribly 
disappointed" the Legislature failed 
to pave the way for a constitutional 
amendment which would provide pro­
cedures for initiatives and a binding 
referendum.

He also expressed disappointment 
in the Legislature’s failure to pass 
constitutional amendments prohibit­
ing a state income tax and requiring a 
two-thirds vote of both houses of the 
Legislature for any new or increased 
tax.

The group’s failure to repeal the 
state ad valorem tax was “ ridicu­
lous.”  Clements said. During the pri­
mary campaign, he said, the major

candidates of both parties all said 
they favored repeal of that tax.

Clements praised the Legislature’s 
failure to pass the Peveto Bill, which 
would have established a statewide 
property assessment system. He said 
he does favor a standardized and 
simplified system for property ass-

Panel to study favdritism charge
AUSTIN, Texas (A P ) — Allegations 

of mismanagement and favoritism in 
the State Insurance Department will 
be explored next week by the House 
GenerR,! Investigating Committee.

Two former Houston insurance 
agents are expected to contend they 
lost their licenses because the depart-epart-
ment let them take the hlaniM for a 
scheme hatched by Gulf Atlantic Life
Insurance Co.

“ New evidence has come to light,”  
said Daniel Hurlbut, one of the agents 
whose licenses were revoked in 1975.

Hurlbut and A.C. Hovater went to 
the committee this spring after fail­
ing to win reinstatement.

“ We want to develop the full facts of 
the complaint you and Mr. Hovater 
have made. . . .  I f the information is 
detriments! to you, we are going to be 
Just as harsh on you as on the insur­
ance board,”  committee chairman 
DeWitt Hale, D-Corpus Christi, told 
Hurlbut Wednesday.

The committee set a hearing for 
Monday at 2 p.m. and planned to 
continue it Tuesday and Wednesday.

Committee members also planned a 
hearing later this month into com­
plaints about the Corpus Christi State 
School, where a resident recently 
drowned in a shower.

Hale said committee investigators

had searched complaint flies at the 
Richmond State School and planned 
to delve into those of the Mexis State 
School.

Hale said an Austin grand Jury that 
investigated the insurance depart­
ment last summer believed “ there 
were administrative deficiencies . . . 
that would warrant this committee 
probing further.”

State Insurance Board flies show 
Hurlbut and Hovater sold health in­
surance policies to some 260 groups, 
including the Pasadena Independent 
School District, in the name of Na­
tion-Wide Health Insurance Trust.

VATICAN CITY (A P ) — The body 
of Pope Paul V I was removed flrom its 
coffin during the night and put on a 
low catafalque in front of tM  great 
alter of St. Peter’s BasiUca to be 
viewed by thousands filing past it.

V a tican  o ff ic ia ls  hurried  ^he 
mourners 12 abreast past the bier. 
But at noon, 4H hours after the great 
bronze doors o f St. P e te r ’ s were 
opened, there was a 20-minute wait in 
line, and the crowd was growing.

Although the body had been em­
balmed, deterioration appeared to be 
setting in. The facial features were 
deformed, and the skin had a brow­
nish tinge.

Four ventilating fans were installed 
around the catafalque.

The plain oak coffin was brought to 
Christendom’s largest church eariy 
Wednesday evening from the papal 
summer residence at Castel Gandol- 
fo, 13 miles south of Rome, where tte 
80-year-old leader o f the world’s 
Roman Catholics died Sunday night 
after a heart attack.

Tbe coffin was closed before it left 
Castel Gandolfo, and Vatican officials 
said earlier that it would remain

sealed. But cardinals and other prel­
ates arriving from abroad asked that 
it be opened so they could pay hom­
age.

Lines began forming at dgwn in St. 
Peter’s Square, commencing two 
days of public homage before the 
funeral and burial Saturday. The 
great bronze doors of the basilica 
opened at 7:30 a.m., and the crowd 
walked silently along a corridor of 
barricades.

Four Swiss guards, dressed in their 
ancient multi-colored uniforms and 
steel helmets, stood rigid at the four 
corners of the bier. It was flanked by 
a crucifix and a single burning can­
dle, symbolic of eternal life.

A black Mercedes hearse brought 
the papal casket to the Vatican from 
Castel Gandolfo, where more tean 
60,000 persons viewed the body in the 
three days before it was placed in the 
triple coffin o f cypress, lead and 
oak.

More than 4,500 police and security 
men lined the route and guarded the 
motorcade against attacks from the 
left-wing terrorists who have plagued 
Italy for months. It was the biggest 
concentration of security forces since

the kidnapping and murder of former 
Premier Aldo Moro.

As helicopters buzzed overhead, the 
11-car motorcade stopped briefly at 
the Basilica of St. John Lateran, the 
pope’s cathedral as bishop of Rome

w here Pope Pau l prayed  three 
months ago for his murdered friend 
Moro! Cardinal Ugo Poletti, the vicar 
of Rome, read the prayers for the 
dead before a crowd of several thou­
sand, and the motorcade got under

again.
Gotn-draped barricades held back 

a one-third-capacity crowd of 35,000 
as Vatican ushers in formal dress 
bore the undraped coffin through St. 
Peter’s Square. A group of cardinals

and several hundred other prriatoa 
bolding burning candies chanted the 
litany for the dead as the body was 
p lac^  before the alter where Pope 
Paul and bis predecessors bad said 
Mass.

Negotiations with Vietnam could begin soon
WASHINGTON (A P ) — The administration is 

ready to discuss tee establishment of diplomatic 
relations with Viei^am, biit actual talks may be a 
monte off, according to State Department officials.

“ It’s all a matter of timing,’ ’ one official said.
The officials, who asked not to be identified, said 

tee response to Vietnamese overtures might occur 
sooner except teat the Carter administration wants 
to give Congress time to finish work on the 1979 
foreign assistance bills.

Until that legislation is cleared, the administration 
fears any negotiations with Vietnam could prompt 
the introduction of amendments to tie its hands, just 
as Congress did on the question of Rhodesian eco­
nomic sanctions.

With the foreign aid bills presumably cleared by 
late September, tee officials said, high-level talks 
may begin in New York when Secretary of State 
Cyrus R. Vance attends the opening of tee United 
Nations General Assembly session.

The officials also said that any American eager­

ness to exchange ambassadors with Hanoi might 
offend China as an intrusion into its bitter dispute 
with Vietnam, which has seen the expulsion of 
thousands of Chinese shopkeepers from Vietnam.

The State Department is weighing the advantages 
of establishing relations with Vietnam against the 
possible irritation to relations with Peking such a 
move could entail.

Hanoi has been signaling loudly in recent weeks 
that it wants to establish diplomatic relations with 
the United States.

Thus, Vietnamese officials have been telling inter­
viewers and American citizens that they no longer

demand $3 billion in American “ war reparatioaaX I

relations.

ALEXANDRIA, Egypt (A P ) — The Camp David 
summit casts the U n iM  ^ t e s  in a decisive role in 
the search for a Mideast scttiement. It also puts 
President Carter’s neck on the line, one of his senior 
advisers concedes.

I f under Carter’s direction, Egyptian President 
Anwar Sadat and Israeli Prime Minister Menachem 
Begin can clear a path to peace next monte, he will 
get a lot of tee credit.

A peacemaker image can pay off in the polls and 
overcome domestic political reverses.

But if they don’t break the deadlock, or if Carter is 
heavy-handed with Israel, he could slip even further 
in public esteem. This is a risk (tetter has decided 
is worth taking, even though the Arab-Israell conflict 
has persisted for 30 years, defying all attempts at 
military and diplomatic solutions.

America’s Involvement in the situation has been 
deep ever since the United States helped to engineer 
tee cease-fire in the 1973 Yom Kippur war.

That Intercession began a gradual shift toward 
“ even-handedness" on Washington’s part and away 
from often unvarnished support for Israel.

Intensive diplomacy by Swretery of State Henry 
A. Kissinger untended the Egyptian and Israeli 
armies in the Sinai and then forem the Israelis to 
pull back on the Sinai and Golan Heights fronts in 
1974 and 1975.

Sadat insisted thatnhe United States, as the me­
diator, holds “ 99 percent of the cards.”  By this he 
meant the power to prod Israel into making conces- 
sioas.

A number of American diplomats question Sadat’s 
assumption. As an in depen ^t country, and a par­
liamentary democracy as well, Israel can be both 
stubborn and independent even of its chief source of 
miiiteiw and economic aid.

It dkm’t like the terms arranged by Kissinger in 
Ms first attempt at a Sinai agreement in 1975 and 
Mocked tee deal until they were revised.

To help Israel make up Its mind Kissinger had 
President Ford declare a “ reassessment" of U.S. 
support, n ils  implied a slowdown in vital arms 
shipments.

li»e  revised terms accepted by Israel later that 
year were not radically different fn  
M ve been rejected.
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In Ms 1976 campaign, Carter capitalized on the 
concern for Israel and promised there would be no 
“ reassessments" as long as he was president.

There have been none.
However, in a number of maior Issues, he has 

come down on the Arab side of the conflict with 
Israel — trying, meanwhile, to win for Israel 
the recognition the Arabs were never willing to give 
until S a l t ’s dramatic visit to Jerusalem last No­
vember.

Carter said tee Palestinian Arabs had "legitimate 
r l^ ts "  to a homeland that would be ca rv^  out of 
Israeli-held territory. He said Israel must withdraw 
on all fronts, including the West Bank of the Jordan 
River.

And, for a while last year, he tried to find a way for 
the Palestine Liberation O^anlzation to participate 
in negotiations. H ie PLO lost out by reftising to ease 
Its stand against Israel.

(terter has given Sadat support far beyond the 
Issues. He has helped burnish the Egyptian presi­
dent’s Image, proclaiming him to be “ the world’s 
foremost peacemaker."

And he u s  authorized the first shipment of Jets to 
Egypt and to Saudi Arabia as a reward for their 
“ moderate" policies.

Now by taking on the role of "ftill partner" in the 
stalled negotiations, (terter Is acceding to another 
Sadat request.

According to Egyptian and American officials 
Washington and Cairo are in ftill agreement on the 
meaning of that role. «

BROCKTON, Mass. ( A P ) — Almost 

80 years after “ Little Black Sambo”  
first lulled children to sleep, the tale 
about a boy who watched tigers turn 
to butter is tripping up a national 
restaurant chain.

Pickets, political debates, outraged 
petition drives and threats of court 
suits have popped up since the chain 
decided to branch into the Northeast. 
And all because of its name — 
Sambo’s.

“ Sambo”  is offensive, the oppo­
nents say, because the word was once 
an insulting nickname for black peo­
ple. ' .

When the California-based string of 
restaurants began putting up 
Sambo’s signs in New England, pro­
tests followed. Now, one town Is hold­
ing up itS' permit while officials con­

sider banning the name. Another 
has the town lawyer looking into the 
same thing.

Because of the opposition, the chain 
has changed the names of 13 of its 
restaurants to “ Jolly T iger.”  But 
Sambo’s does not like to do that be­
cause these restaurants cannot take 
advantage of Sambo’s national ad­
vertising, says the chain’s spokes­
man, David Everson.

The chain, though aware that some 
find “ Sambo’s”  insensitive, says it 
has a legal right to keep its name and 
pians to do so.

Opponents say the issue is more 
than a matter of nursery stories. They 
worry that Sambo’s signs will stir up 
racial trouble.

“ What if black people opened a 
restaurant and put a sign in the win­

dow that said ‘kike’ ... Wouldn’t the 
Jewish community be upset?”  asked 
Rudy Santos of Brockton, a leader of 
the opposition.

Severson said Sambo’s has been 
operating for 21 years, but the name 
brouhaha is new. “ We’re expanding 
all over the country, and the North­
east is where the objections have 
come from,”  he said.

Sambo’s was started in Santa Bar­
bara, Calif., has restaurants in 47 
states and plans to open its 1,000th 
next month. Severson says the name 
does not come from the children’s 
story but was a combination of the 
names of the founders, Sgm Battis- 
tone and Newell Bohnett.

Howev^othe chain capitalized on 
the coincidence. Signs at its older 
restaurants show a little black boy

'and a tiger. Murals from the book 
decorate the walls.

Now, however, Severson says that 
tigers are the only vestige of the story 
left in the new restaurants’ decor. • 

The anti-Sambo’ s movement has 
gained intensity in New York and 
New England, but it seems to be 
strong^t in southeastern Massachu­
setts, a mostly white area of mill 
cities, fishing ports, wealthy suburbs 
and trendy ocean resorts.

In Brockton, a mill city south of 
Boston, the License Commission is 
withholding the restaurant’s license 
while the city solicitor decides wheth­
er the commission can order Sambo’s 
to change its name.
- “ When we issue a license, and we 

see that the name is going to cause 
problems, it is our busines to look into

it,”  said Matthew A. Vosgerchian, 
one member of the commission.

At a meeting packed with Sambo’s 
’ Council voted 8-1 to askfoes, the City < 

the commission to ban the Sambo’s 
name.

If the restaurant eventually wins 
city approval, Santos says, the oppo­
nents will try to get a court order to 
block it.

On Cape Cod, selectmen in Hyannis 
also have ask^  the town lawyer to 
see what can legally be done to get the 
name changed.

In Raynham, a town with four black 
families, the new Sambo’s was pick­
eted when it opened this summer. And 
nearby in Rockland, people are or­
ganizing a petition drive against a 
Sambo’s planned there.

In two other communities. North

Dartmouth and Fall River, Sambo’s 
agreed to rename the restaurants 
“ Jolly Tiger.”

One Urban League branch request­
ed the state attorney general to pro­
hibit use of the word on restaurant 
signs. “ Using the word ‘Sambo’ is 
tantamount to yelling fire in a crowd­
ed theater,”  said Emergy N  ̂Jackson, 
president of the Urban League of 
Eastern Massachusetts. “ It stirs up 
such hostilities.”

Jorge Loboton of Brockton’s Asso­
ciation San Martin de Porres said 
people of mixed black and Indian 
blood are called “ Sambo”  in the Ca­
ribbean. “ Right now,”  he said, “ that 
word is unknown to most people. But I 
assume that if we have Sambo’s res­
taurants, it’s going to be a common 
term to use against black people.”

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. WASHINGTON (A P ) 
■— A top government sci­
entist says a smoker can 
consume a pack a day of 
some new cigarettes on 
the market “ without ap­
parent risk.”

“ We don’t want to call 
them sa fe . We don ’ t 
think there is such a 
thing. But some are so 
low (in tar and other 
toxic substances) as to 
cause no observable haz­
ard ,’ ’ says Gio Batta 
Gori, head of the smok­
ing and health program 
at the National Institutes 
of Health.

The tobacco industry 
has developed these new 
cigarettes .with the help 
of millions of dollars in 
lovernm ent researchgover
funds.

Gori and Cornelius J 
Lynch of Enviro Contro 
Inc., the government’s 
prim e con tracto r  on 
what has become known 
— despite their objec­
tions — as “ safe ciga 
rette research,’ ’ have 
identified the “ tolerable 
levels’ ’ of smoke for 27 
cigarette brands with re­
latively low tar.

The levels are based on 
the maximum amount ol 
tar, nicotine and four 
other toxic substances 
found in the smoke that 
an a v e ra g e  sm oker 
might consume before 
his death rate  rises 
above that o f a nons 
mokcr.

A person could smoke 
23 cigarettes a day oi 
Carlton Menthol — over 
a pack — before reach 
ing the tolerable level, 
Gori and Lynch said. Tol 
erable levels of the other 
brands range from 18 
cigarettes a day for Now 
Menthol to three a day 
for King Sano, King Sano 
Menthol, Merit, Merit 
M e n th o l, R e a l and 
Tempo.

Gori said details of 
their findings are to be 
published soon in the 
Journal of the American 
Medical Association. ■

llte  two define toler 
able levels in terms of 
cigarettes before IMO, 
when tar and nicotine 
contents w ere much 
higher than today and 
studies first identiBed 
the long-term risks ol 
cigarette smoking.

Gori said studies have 
shown that people who 
smoked no more than 
two pre-1880 cigarettes a 
day nad no hipier death 
rate than noosmokera.

T h e r e fo r e ,  he e x ­
plained, if one could re­
duce the various toxic 
substances in cigarettes 
below the pre-lMO levels, 
a smoker presumably 
could smoke more of the

Gori said the govern­
ment research project 
has tested more than ISO 
modifications of the ordi­
nary cigarette in efforts 
to reduce the hazards 
and some of those modi­
fications are showing up 
on the market.

By changing the po­
rousness of the paper, 
the soil in which the to­
bacco is grown, the cut 
lea fs texture, the curing 
process, the filter, the 
burning tem perature 
and the method of manu­
facture, scientists have 
substantially lowered the 
sm oke’ s to x ic ity , he 
added.

results have been 

turned over to the tobac­
co industry, and “ some 
of these new cigarettes 
are a direct result of this 
w ork,’ ’ Gori said, a l­
though the industry has 
never admitted cigarette 
smoking is hazardous.

Tar, the I total particu­
late matter found in ciga­

rette smoke, is generaUy 
believed to be the chief 
cancer-causing agent, 
while nicotine is known 
to have short-term ad­
verse effects and is su­
spected of causing addic­
tion, peptic ulcers and 
other damage. ^

Gori and Lynch also 
compared the amounts

of four other hazardous 
substances in cigarette 
smoke: carbon monox­
ide, hydrogen cyanide, 
n itrogen  ox ides and 
acrolein.

While some brands 
showed higher tolerance 
le v e ls  in som e sub- 
stances, the total toler­
ance level was deter­
mined by the hazardous

substance reduced least 
from pre-1960 levels.

That means the brands 
ranked least hazardous 
aren’ t necessarily the 
ones with the lowest tar 
and nicotine, the sub­
stances shown in ciga­
rette advertisements.

Gori 'conceded that be- 
cause it takes, many

years for most smoking- 
related diseases to show 
up it will be some time 
before there is specific 
scientific evidence to 
prove or disprove his as­
sumptions.

And some recent stu­
dies question the value of 
low tar and nicotine ciga­
rettes, either because 
people tend to hold the

smoke in their lungs 
longer or because new 
additives in the tobacco 
and paper may prove 
hazaMous.

“ But we fee l con fi­
dent,’ ’ Gori said, “ that 
these cigarettes will be 
useful to the point you 
will have people smoking 
a pack a day without ap­
parent risk.’ ’

Appeals court decides 
to stay out of quarrel

NEW ORLEANS (A P ) — To the 
relief of the State Department, a fed­
eral appeals court decided Wednes­
day It has no role in the bitter quarrel 
over the rich oil rights of Uv' Sheikh­
dom of Umm ai Qoaywayn in the 
Persian Gulf.

According to the reports, 
OPEC would meet Sept. 19 at 
T a if, Saudi A rabia, to raise 
prices 5 percent in the first half 
of 1979.

OPEC oil ministers are re­
portedly concerned about the 
declining value of the U.S. dol­

la r , the currency they use for oil 
pricing. An OPEC study is said 
to have found that the current 
112.70 per barrel price of oil is 
actually worth only $7.70 be­
cause of the dollar’s decline in 
value on world foreign exchange 
trading.

OPEC members ha*ve been 
discussing ways to make up for 
the slumping purchasing power 
of their dollars, including rais­
ing oil prices and dropping the 
dollar as their chief cufyen- 
cy.

Brazil plans 
to grow fuel

BRASIUA, Brazil (A P ) — With 
vast land areas and a surplus of farm 
labor, Brasil has launched a massive 
program to grow the fuel it needs for 
motor vehicles — replenishing the 
supply each new crop year.

If expert predictions hold up. Bra­
silians will be getting their fliel from 
tKe country’s sugar cane fields In the 
next few years. A three-)rear-old pro­
gram to convert sugar cane into alco­
hol as a gasoline substitute is flilly 
under way, with 187 new distilleries 
under construction.

Even now, alcohol is being blended 
la 26 percent mixtures with gasoline 
in e M t  major Brazilian citiM. The 
telephone companies In Brasilia and 
Sao Paulo have converted their fleets 
of Volkswagen Beetles to bum 106 
percent alcohol. One government re­
search institute predicts that nearly 
46,000 cars will be running on pure 
alcohol in Brasil by I960.

The alcohol drive first was regard­
ed as a Joke, especially because sugar 
cane alcohol is used to make Brazil’s 
n>ost popular drink, a rum-like bever­
age ca lM  cachaca.

But now, because of pressing eco­
nomic reasons, the government Is 
committed to spending $1.6 billion to 
boost the nation’s annual alcohol out­
put to over a billion gallons by the end 
o f the decade. B ras il is now the 
world’s largest producer o f sugar 
cane.

When the alcohol program began In 
1975, production was only 125 million 
gallons.

Brazil now imports 80 percent of its 
crude oil, at a coat of $4 billion a 
year. Partly because of this drain, the 
nation’s annual economic growth rate 
fell from 11 percent In 1973 — when 
the first big oil price hike hit — to 2.9 
percent last year.

Brazil’s ultimate goal Is tq produce 
"gasohol”  not only from sugar cane 
but also from the common cassava 
plant and from the babacu palm 
which grows wild In the Amazon Jun-

" I  don’ t accept the term 'energy 
crisis’,”  says physicist Jose Bautista 
Vidal, Stanford University-educated 
head of industrial research in Brazil’s 
Commerce and Industry Ministry. 
"There is plenty of en er^ . It’s sim­
ply that petroleum is a finite, rapidly 
disappearing fuel, while alcohol — In 
a country such as Brazil with abun­
dant sunlight and land and surplus 
farm labor — jjp constantly replenish- 
able and potentially cheap.”

There are some bottlenecks, howev-1 
er, in the alcohol expansion pro­
gram.

As alcohol production Increases, 
Petrobras, Brazil’s state oil-refining 
monopoly, will have to modify Its 
present equipment to produce rriati- 
vely less gasoline in comparison to 
other petroleum by products. Other­
wise there will be a gasoline glut. This 
will be expensive and time consum­
ing.

Nonetheless, the alcohol program Is 
gaining support. Sugar refineries 
avidly are backing It — not surpris- 
ingly — but so are automobile com­
panies. Fiat and Volkswagen, both of 
which have large Brazilian opera­
tions, are conducting ahematc fliel 
research In collaboration with the 
government.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Despite 

disclosures of widespread abuses, the 
federal government’ s huge public 
Jobs program known as CETA has 
been better managed than its prede­
cessor, according to a new report.

But an independent research group 
also concluded In two studies released 
this week that CETA — the iCompre- 
hensive Employment and Training 
Act — has been less successful in 
reaching the poor and hard-core un­
employed than the Jobs program 
operating during the 1960s — the Man­
power Development and Training 
Act.

In its studies, the National Re­
search Council, a branch of the inde­
pendent National Academy of Sci­
ences, noted several shortcomings 
with CETA, but recommended that 
the $11 billion program be extended 
with changes that would target more 
aid toward the most needy.

The council’s endorsement came as 
the House voted Wednesday night to 
cut back up to 100,000 CETA-ftinded 
Jobs as it considered an 111 billion.

four-year extension of the program.
The House also voted to set a $12,000 

wage ceiling for CETA workers. 
Under present law, individual sa­
laries in some areas can be as high as 
$15,000 so long as the averages for all 
(!ETA Jobs in the area was not over 
$12 ,000.

Unlike the centralized Manpower 
program, CETA shifted control to 
state and local governments, which 
hire and train people with federal 
funds.

CETA, enacted in 1973, is subsidiz­
ing 725,000 Jobs this year Intended to 
go to the long-term unemployed and 
Uiose with low incomes.

The program requires that local 
governments not use federal money 
to pay for existing, locally funded 
Jobs.

However, there have been numer­
ous disclosures of local or state mis­
management and fraud involving 
C!ETA funds. Alleged abuses have 
ranged from hiring fHends or Rela­
tives to financing local services so a 
city treasury could save money.

The Labor Department has said the ■ 
abuses affect only a tiny portion of

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CETA programs, but it nevertheless 
has c rea te  a special Investigative 
unit to root out those abuses.

In one study, the research council 
concluded that C!E!TA has been more 
effective in managing the nation’s 
employment and training program 
than the earlier Manpower program 
in terms of greater community par­
ticipation in planning, better alloca­
tion of funds and closer management 
and accountability.

“ CETA has definitely improved the 
management of training programs," 
said Philip J. Rutledge, chairman of 
one of the studies. “ But the delivery 
of training services to those most in 
need has been reduced in the transi­

tion.”
Other criticisms were that CETA 

emphasizes programs that provide 
temporary employment rather than 
permanent Job-training programs; 
that the percentage of CETA trainees 
finding Jobs has declined to 35 percent 
from SO percent under the pre-CETA 
program, and that 35 percent of the 
CETA-funded Jobs existed previously 
on local payrolls.'

Marine Corps recruiting probed
CLEVELAND (A P ) — Gen.Jl^uis 

H. Wilson, commandant of the Marine 
C!orps, has ordered an investigation of 
recruiting practices following reports 
of abuses in the Cleveland area.

Wilson said Wednesday he had 
directed Lt. Gen. Kenneth McLennan, 
manpower chief of the Marines, to 
check the situation in all six of the 
(Corps’ districts.

Cleveland newspapers have report­
ed that Marine recruiters falsified 
school and police records to allow the 
acceptance of potential recruits. The 
allegations surfaced after a Marine 
recruit from Cleveland who attempt­
ed suicide charged that recruiters 
made promises which never were 
kept.

A Marine getikral told a newt con­

ference Wednesday an investigation 
of recruiting practices in the Cleve­
land area showed no evidence of 
undue pressure to meet quotas.

Brig. Gen. Roy E. Moss, assistant 
commander of the Marine Recruit 
Depot at Parris Island, S.C., said the 
C!orps double checks the backgrounds 
of recruits to control any potentially 
fraudulent recruiting practices.

More than a half-dozen present and 
past recruiting sergeants have given 
sworn statements to congressional in­
vestigators stating they were subject­
ed to intense pressure by a former 
Cleveland recru iting chief, MaJ. 
Klaus D. Schreiber, to come up Krith 
recruits.

Schreiber, now stationed in San 
Diego, has denied the charges.

“ But speed did take its toll," the 
study added, fj^ ing that in creating 
so many Jobs In such a short period, 
CETA managers failed to follow a 
number of eligibility requirements.

As a result, the study found that one 
in 10 participants did not meet entry 
requirements.

In addition, half of the projects 
were found to be extensions of ongo­
ing activities, increasing the possibili­
ty that CETA money was being used 
improperly on local services.

'The administration, which supports 
extension of the program, has credit­

ed CETA for a drop in the unemploy­
ment rate during the last year ftom 7 
percent to Just over 6 percent.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Aided by government 
research, the tobacco industry has deveioped ciga­
rettes that “ cause no observable hazard”  to health, a 
top government scientist says. But they still can’t be 
considered safe, he adds quickiy.

A smoker can consume a pack a day of some of the 
new cigarettes on the market “ without apparent 
risk,”  Gio Batta Gori, head of the smoking and 
heaith program at the Nationai Institutes of Health, 
said in an interview.

“ We don’t want to call them safe,”  he continued. 
“ We don’t think there is such a thing. But some are 
so low (in tar and other toxic substances) as to 
cause no observable hazard.”

Gori and Cornelius J. Lynch of Enviro Control Inc., 
the government’s prime contractor in the research 
project, have identified the “ tolerable levels”  of 
smoke for 27 cigarette brands with relatively low 
tar. •

The levels are based on the maximum amount of 
tar, nicotine and four other toxic substances found in 
the smoke that an average smoker might consume 
before his or her death rate rises above that of a 
non-smoker.

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Ronnie McDowell trying to escape 'ghost'

N A S H V ILLE . Tenn. 
(A P ) — One year after 
E lvis Presley ’ s death, 
Ronnie McDowell still 
has trouble believing the 
king is gone.

McDowell became an 
instant celebrity last Au­
gust when he recorded 
“ The King is Gone”  im­
mediately after Presley 
died last Aug. 16. Writ­
ten in 30 m inutes as 
McDowell sat in his car 
outside a nightclub in 
Bowling Green, Ky., the 
song sold more than 3 
million copies.

“ Sometimes I wonder 
i f  he rea lly  is dead.”  
McDowell said while sip­
ping a diet drink in a 
Music Row o ffice . “ I 
wonder i f  maybe he Just 
wanted to lie free to walk 
around. What gets me is

they moved him (his 
body) so fast. I t  makes 
me wonder if he’s out 
there watchin’ what I ’m 
doing.”

Since “ The King is 
Gone,”  McDowell has re­
leased three country-pop 
singles — “ I Love You, I 
Love You, I Love You,”  
“ Here Comes the Reason 
I Live”  and his current 
“ Animal.”  He’a also re­
corded two albums, “ H ie 
King is Gone”  and “ I 
Love You, I Love You, II 
Love You.”

Despite the transfor­
mation from an obscure 
nightclub singer to star­
dom, he hasn’t changed 
much. He still drives the 
same car — a 1976 Ca­
mara — that he did when 
Presley died, though he’s 
bought a 1956 Thunder- 
bird for 15,200. A friend

gave him a 1978 pickup 
truck.

He still lives in Port­
land, Tenn., a town of 
2,900 north of Nashville 
near the Kentucky line. 
He resides in a different 
house than he did a year 
ago, but the move was 
planned before his suc­
cess. He says he’s saved 
most of his earnings. j

“ Things really haven’t 
changed that much,”  he 
sa id . “ The b ig g e s t  
change is that I don’t get 
to see my family that 
much. Also, I used to 
draw a lot and I don’t 
have time for that.”

He says he’s happier in 
his new lifesty le , but 
there’s a trace of doubt.

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advisers’ search 
for lost benefits

NEW YORK (A P ) — Bill Walker’s heart always 
will be bigger than his wallet, and that says a lot. BUI 
Isn’t poor. “ You can’t help people without helping 
yourself,’ ’ he says. “ That’s my motto."

Eight years ago when Bill was selling life insur­
a n ce -m ore  than a million dollars worth a year— a 
good friend died, leaving behind the usual conftision 
of records for his family to work through.

Somebody, he thought, should make a career of 
helping survivors determine their benefits. Tffpidea 
possessed him, and so on Jan. 28, 1871, he fo«|pded
5.0. 5. in his hometown of Athens, TexfS. ^

Walker puzxled for months over how to market his
idea before offering to train bank and seviopi and 
loan personnel. They, he decided, were'aJ Involved 
as anyone in the family affairs of their communi­
ties.

More than 900 institutions now offer the service 
free.. On learning of a death in the community, the 
local institutions’s S.O.S. advisers contact the de­
ceased’s survivors, who generally can use the help.

The dimensions of the idea have grown, too. The 
Walkers now offer a “ pre-organisational" service in 
which record-keeping materials are supplied to new­
lyweds. A pre-reUrement program is in the works.

Working from a fact-fllM  manual, and using skills 
learned at S.O.S. training seminars, advisers deter­
mine Social Security, insurance, pension and other 
benefits, some of them unknown to their clients.

“ We find thousands of dollars people didn’t know 
they had,’ ’ says Helen Walker, a trim, outwardly 
serene home economics p a d  whose organizing abili­
ty complements her husband’s sales instincts.

In the manual are the names and addresses of 
places to write for copies of birth, marriage, divorce 
and death certificates, and details of veterans, rail­
road, teachers retirement and union benefits.

So armed, Marian Kueck, adviser at the First 
Bank of Commerce, Columbia, Mo., p>t thousands of 
dollars in Social Security benefits for a widower's 
children. He thought no benefits were available.

In another instance a widow worried about repay­
ing 117,000 in loans by her deceased husband. The
5.0. 5. adviser found the loans were covered by 
credit insurance the widow might never have learn­
ed about.

The S.O.S. spirit is boundless. Asked by an adviser 
in Florida, her counterparts at PeoplM National 
Bank in Tyler, Texas, went to the beilside of an 
automobile accident victim. Her husband had died in 
the crash.

Distressed and seriously injured, the victim was 
further upset by the loss of her eyeglasses, so the 
adviser obtain^ the prescription f i ^  a Florida 
doctor and had a pair made locally.

Stranded in a town far from home, the woman 
would have had faw visits except for the S.O.S. 
people, Marjorie Jones and Louise Davis. When she 
was able to travel, they abo tpok her to the air­
port. lx

Grateful beyond words, the recipient of this S.OK. 
hospitality expressed herself with Iseautiful bouquets 
at Christmastime Ibr every desk in the Peoples 
Bank. '  >

Tlie spirit is contagiosis. “ Everyone benefits from
5.0. 5..”  says Walker, a hearty, husky, happy fellow 
whose enthusiasm awakens him a ro «^  2 a.m. “ Ev- 
enrone,’ ’ he repeats. Banks, advisers, recipients.

The Walkers benefit from exclusive territorial 
contracts vrith the banks and savings associations, 
renewable automatkaliy after three years, with the 
fee based on the institution’s trading area.

Almost invariably the institutions receive their 
payoff in gooderill and new accounts. One recipient, a 
widow, returned the expression of goodwill with a 
Texas-sise depoait — $1 millioo.

More typical is the experience of the Bank of 
Virginia, a statewide iastiUition that la five yean 
trac^  7,200 new accounts, valued at 829 millksn, to 
its program. This year it expects to gain |1S mil­
lion.

S.O.S. — for Special Organixatioo Services Inc. — 
is now available tn 99 states. “ Our goal lor this time 
next year.”  Bill sajrs, ‘i s  to have 1.9M members and 
be active in every state."

If attained, it will be Justified. “ Moat people know 
how to get one benefit or the other but we know it 
all," Bill clainu perhaps immodestly. But there te 
more to the growtt; it b  the S.OK. s^rit.

“ Helen and I are dedicated to helplag people." 
said Bill at the annual convention in Dallas earlier 
thb year. "Very few people In a lifetiaM have the 
opportunity to help so many. We feel humble.”

Any of the scores of S.O.S. advisers at the couvew 
U<« might have expressed themselvea in the same 
words.

Coping not tax 
deductible research

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P )  -  T ry ing to cope with the 
costs o f living to Am erica m ay teem  like aa  experi- 
n d ^  but It’s not tax deductible research.

Pl^Carl R. Johnson o f Atherton, CaUf., told the U K .  
Tax Court that he w as oa the verge of rTalTtog a 
theory that would result In a new form  o f economics 
“ which would be a fantastic thing. bo9b profitably for 
me and also for the country."

Johnson, whose business b  selling lax  sheller 
annuity investments, claim ed deductions for person­
al living expenses as research and development 
c o sb  for working on h b  new economic theory.

He contended that h b  research centered an the 
gross national product, that h b  living expenses w ere  
part of that product, and h b  research a b o  relatea to 
the use o f money, so everything he spent w as part of 
h b  research.

Judge W illiam  H. ()uea iy  first noted that research  
e x p e n s ^  to be deductible, must be part o f a taxpay­
ers iM Shess and Johnson w as a salesm an, not aa

“ W e question whether petitioners are proceeding  

in good fa ith ," ()uea ly  added, "H ow ever, giving  
them the benefit of the doubt, it b  c lear that nothing 
in the statute p e rm ib  a taxpayer to deduct h b  
personal living expenses as research and experi­
mental expenses . .. ."

O N I  0 1  T H B  O T H B l  -  If you U k c  a U x  
deduction for business travel expenses, then re im ­
bursem ent paid by your em ployer must he included 
in taxable income, the U K . T ax  Court says.

N orm ally  if  you a re  reim bursed for expenses you  
need only r e p ^  am oun b  in excess a f  yuur actual 
co sb , the court noted la the case o f M r. and M rs.
