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House tax cut to Sehate

WASHINGTON (AP) — The $16.3 
billion tax cut approved by the House 
la on its way to the Senate, where the 
figure Is likely to grow — perhaps to ' 
$20 billion.

Ignoring President Carter’s call 
months ago for a $25 billion tax cut 
and his last-minute $18.1 billion com­
promise effort, the House on Thurs­
day adopted, 362-49, the measure 
written by its Ways and Means Com­
mittee.

Indeed, most of the president’s tax 
recommendations failed to survive 
House scrutiny, including his pro­
posed curbs on the so-called three- 
martini lunch and a capital gains tax 
increase.

He’s also unlikely to prevail in the 
Senate, where Sen. Russell B. Long, 
D-La., the Finance Committee chair­
man, has said a $16.3 billion reduction 
wasn’t enough. Hwwants to add abdtit 
$4 billion to offset Inflation and next 
year’s Social Security tax increase.

Long, who shepherds tax bills 
through the Senate, generally has his 
way on such legislatioii. His panel 
begins bearings on the tax cut bill 
Aug. 21.

Tlie House-passed bill would pro­
vide income tax savings of $62 for a 
typical family of four with $10,000 
Income, $77 for a $15,000 family, and 
$146 for a $20,000 family.

For single taxpayers in correspond­

ing brackets, the savings would be 
$15, $71 and $105.

In passing the committee bill, the 
House dealt Carter a blow by cUfeat- 
ing, 225-193, his compromise which 
would have cut taxes an additional 
$1.8 billion and would have directed 
the reductions more to those with 
incomes below $15,000.'

At the White House, presidential 
press secretary Jody Powell Issued a 
terse, one-sentence comment; “If you 
make $50,000 or mbre, the House vote 
is great.’’

House Speaker Thomas P. O’Neill, 
D-Mass., despite strained relations 
with the White House, made the final 
plea for the adminstration measure, 
terming it more equitable than the 
committee version and saying Carter 
would sign it.

At the same time, however, he said 
the administration had been tardy in 
bringing in Its compromise, saying, 
"If it had been brou^t in four or five 
months ago, it would have sailed 
through Cmgress.”

' In adopting the Ways and Means 
Committee version, the House further 
ignored Carter by voting to retain a 
RepubU^n-backed addition that 
would t i n  inflation into account be­
ginning in 1980 when taxing capital 
gains.

The amendment would have no Im­
mediate effect, but ultimately, ac­
cording to estimates, could cost the 
Treasury $4 billion a year. It would

cut capital gains receipts in half. 
Those gains are the profits from sales 
of stocks, real estate or other assets 
held at least a year.

llie provisions most opposed by the 
administration would rMuce the top 
tax on capital gains to 35 percent, 
from the present theoretical maxi­
mum of 49 percent. It also would 
eliminate the minimum tax on capital 
gains which is imposed on the very 
wealthy who would otherwise pay lit­
tle or no taxes.

As a concession to the administra­
tion, the committee-wrote in an alter-

native tax designed to insi^re that 
even if sheltering devices were used, 
capital gains would be taxed at least 5 
percent.

The bill also would give ho­
meowners a break by providing that, 
once in a lifetime, a taxpayer could 
sell his or her principal residence and 
pay no tax 00 a gain of up to $100,- 
000.

Carter made an unsuccessful bid to 
curb business deductions for enter­
tainment. He had wanted such deduc-

Involves "excessive population devia­
tions’' which makes the system “un­
constitutional.'’

DefendanU named Include Martin 
County Judge Jimmy Mathis and 
commissioners Troy Bradsaw, M.D. 
Goggin, Ronnie Deatherage and 
E a ^  Newcomer.

The pUintiffs claim members of 
their race suffer from “common, ad­
verse and dUtlnct problems in the 
fields of education, employment, 
health, politics, economics and 
ottiers."

Hie suit further contends that the 
Martin County Commissioners’ Court

last allotted “county commissioners 
precincU according to law many 
years ago and such apportionment 
now conUlns a population disparity in 
the neighborhood of 100 percent” 

They also charge that this situation 
"divides the Mexican-American com­
munities of Martin County In such a 
way as to dilute and minimise their 
Impact on elections.’’

Reached for a comment Thursday, 
County Judge Jimmy Mathis said, “I 
haven’t been served with papers in­
volving this yet. Evidently it hat 
something to do with the way voting Is 
going on; misalignment of voting pre-_ 
cincU.”

Hte session resulted in the enact­
ment of productivity valuation of 
a^cultural land, repeal of the utility 
sales Ux and higher InheiiUnce Ux 
exemptions. In addition, legblators. 
also approved a hike in the hontestead 
exempUon up to $5,800 which they 
figure will save homeowners $25 a 
year on property Uxes.

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Carter slips ; not tough enough for Am ericans poll says
NEW YORK (AP) — Ameri­

cans don’t think Jimmy Carter 
has shown the toughness they 
want in the nation’s leader, an 
Associated Presa-NBC News 
poll shows.

This perception plays a major 
role in the continuation of the 
public’B low rating.of Carter’s 
work in the White House. In the 
pod taken thb week, his job 
rating was at the most de­
pressed level of his term.

The public perceptions of 
Carter were not all dark ones, 
however.

People’B trust in Carter, as 
dbtingobhed from their rating 
of his perform ance, was up 
again this month. Thb continues 
a trend that began earlier thb 
summer after 15 months of de- 
c lte .

The latent poll was taken Mon­

day and Tuesday. The majority 
of tlie 1,800 telephone interviews 
were completed before it was 
announced that Carter would 
meet with Israeli Prime Minis­
ter Menachem Begin and Egyp­
tian President Anwar Sadat at 
Camp David next month to try 
to restart the stalled Middle 
East peace talks.

Two-thirds of those in ter­
viewed said that, in general. 
C arte r has not been tough 
enough as president in trying to 
get mings done. About 25 per­
cent said he has set the right 
tone and 3 percent said he has 
been too tough. Six percent were 
not sure.

Thb perception b  related to 
Carter’s low job rating.

Among thaw who think Carter 
has set die right tone in the Oval 
Office, his job rating b  a split

48-48. But among thow who say 
he hasn’t been tough enough, his 
rating is 1840.

Overall in thb week’s poll, 28 
percent of the public gave 
Carter a “good” or “excellent’’ 
job rating. But 73 percent la­
beled his performance “ only 
fair" or poor". One percent 
were undecided.

‘ In the June AP-NBC News 
poll, 27 percent gave Carter 
good or excellent marks while 70 
percent rated hb work only fair 
or poor. Since the error margin 
for a poll of 1,808 people to 3 
percent, it cannot be s ^  that 
this change b  a significant one.

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas (AP) — 
A top assistant to Attorney General 
Griffin Bell says new guidelines are 
being worked out to protect the rights 
of Mexican-Americans mistreated by 
law enforcement officers.

He told Mexican-American leaders 
the Justice Department will be more 
aggressive in the future regarding 
allegations of civil rights violations.

Drew S. Days III, head of the Jus­
tice Department’s civil rights section, 
said a major stumbling block in the 
past has been that the U.S. attorney 
general has learned of many of the 
controversies months after they oc­
curred.

He urged those at a workshop on 
police brutality here Thursday to 
make sure the complaints are for­
warded to Washington as soon as 
possible. The workshop was held dur­
ing the 30th jiational American GI
Forum co^ gjElon in Corpus Christ!.

he will tell Bell speedier methods 
should be implemented to investigate 
and prosecute civil rights violations.

His comments followed a verbal 
barrage by Mexican-Americans 
against the federal government’s al­
leged sluggishness in prosecuting 
civil rights violations and cases of 
police brutality against Mexican 
Americans.

Days said Bell directed him to 
"make assessments and report back 
to him on the steps I think he should 
take" regarding the Mexican-Ameri­
cans’ complaints about their treat­
ment by law enforcement officials.

Ruben Bonilla, state director of the 
League of United Latin American Cit­
izens, called on the Justice Depart­
ment to allow U.S. attorneys to inves­
tigate and prosecute civil rights cases 
without prior authorization from 
Washingtm.

said the Justice Depart­
ment is establishing specific guide­
lines to determine which cases dis­
posed of by sta te  and local law 
enforcement officials will be investi­
gated.

Days said he will outline specific 
proposals after he returns to Wash­
ington. Among other things, he said

Ing a $450 miilioro "School District 
Reimbursement Fund" is expected to 
compensate systems during 1970-70 
and 1979-80 for revenue they would 
lose to property tax relief measures.

In addition, law m akerx^ssed a 
constitutional amendmenu^f>ackage 
which backers claim would cut prop­
erty taxes for homeowners, farmers 
and ranchers. Main feature of the 
proposal, which voters will decide 
upon this fall, is the taxing of all farm 
and ranch land based on its productiv­
ity instead of its market value (selling 
price).

Another aspect of the proposed 
amendment would restric t state 
spending increases to the same per­
centage as the Texas economy’s 
growth rate.

Lawmakers specifically repealed 
the four percent state sales tax on 
residential gas and electric bills while 
they also raised the inheritance tax 
exemptions from $25,000 per person to 
$200,000 per person. The state sales 
tax cut — which could cut $4 from a 
$104 electric bill — takes effect with 
billings after Oct 1.

The inheritance tax reducitons 
apply to persons who die after Sept. 
Cost of the Inheritance tax and safes 
tax reductions was estimated at $491 
million through Aug. 31. 1901.

Craddick said the constitutional 
amendment which voters xrill decide 
upon in November, “could have been 
a lot stronger than it is." He said it 
could habve been stronger If the iaaue 
was voted on during regular session 
"with more time.”

Still, he said the amendment to be 
voted upon does have "a lot of good 
features such as the farm/ranchland 
provision."

He said he doubts if counties and 
school districts will be hurt by the 
provision because the state will reim­
burse them funds to take up the 
slack caused by the absence of for­
merly regular sources of government 
revenue.

Snelson said if the measure Is ap­
proved by Texans, agricultural land 
will be taxed on the basis of produc­
tivity, not market value. "The way it 
is now. If farmers or ranchers have a 
bad year and Iheir land market value 
is still high, they get taxed to death. 
That’s why this revision is so impor­
tant to agricultural producers."

Craddick said the spending limi­
tation placed into the amendment 
should cut down state costs. " In ­
creases can only develop at the same 
percentage as the Texas economy's 
growth rate under this amendment. 
The Texas economy is booming sta­
tewide. But we also have vast state 
surpluses as a result."

Snelson said he is pleased that the 
iahrritance tax exemption has been 

1nc|%ssed because, "It will help a lot 
of people, especially the families of

those persons Mho die and have prop­
erty. It will basically help lighten the 
tax load of the families of those who 
have died.”

Craddick said he Is happy law­
makers were able to pass bills which 
will have the effect of decreasing the 
state’s budget surplus by roughly $1 
billion during the session.

In addition. Snelson expressed 
equal optimism at the increase grant­
ed taxpayers In their homestead ex­
emption. “Not only will it require a 
homestead exemption of $5,000 on 
their property, but It will also open up 
the possibility that those over age 05 
may receive even higher exemptions 
by legislative action."

Snelson said the legislature could 
set up criteria based on need in this 
area. "Older people on fixed Incomes. 
In this way, would be provided some 
relief."

He explained that the exemption 
has been on the books a long time, 
adding that the latest action merely 
increases the amount of the exemp­
tion affecting every homeoxmer in 
Texas.

He agreed with Craddick, that the 
Texas economy as a whole, "ia very 
g o ^  becauae we will have a state 
tra^^ury surplus when the legisla­
ture convenes in January.

Snelson also expressed satisfaction 
school dlttrkta will receive some re­
imbursement funds. "The proposed 
constitutional amendment will save 
local taxpayers about $450 million 
with the state required to make up the 
difference of what Is lost as a result 
exemption Increases. This helps 
school districts.

“By increasing the homestead ex­
emption, we decrease the tax base of 
s c h ^  districts. So in this esse, the 
state will make up the difference of 
what Is lost to these systems as a 
result of the increased hmestead ex­
emption.”

Hill calls tax package
‘important first step'

LUBBOCK — Texas Attorney Gen­
eral John Hill Thursday said the 
tax relief package passed by the 
Legislature in special session is 
“within the realm of reason...at least • 
an important first step."

Hill claimed all of the tax relief 
measures had been part of his plat­
form in his cimpaign for governor.

' The Democratic candidate was in 
Lubbock Thursday as part of a West 
Texas campaign trip. He and his 
opponent, Republican Bill Clements, 
had press conferences in the same 
room an hour apart.

Asked about Clements’ charges 
that Hill had acted to block tax relief 
legislation. Hill said, "Nothing could 
be further from the truth." He said he 
had been a “constructive and positive 
force throughout the session."

He also said he is “comfortable" 
with all of the measures passed, and 
urged voters to approve the constitu­
tional amendment package.

Futher tax cuts, he said, can be 
considered during the next Legisla­
ture after the amount of surplus reve­
nue is determined.

He said he would have liked the 
Legislature to have enacted some sort 
of uniform guidelines for property 
appraisal for tax purposes. However, 
Hill said he is against state enforce­
ment of those guidelines.

On Clements public challenge to 
debate. Hill said he had appeared on 
the same platform with his opponent 
four times. "Had he stayed today, I 
would be glad to discuss these

points," Hill said. Scheduling a for­
mal debate, he said, would be up to 
staff members who handle his itin­
erary.

Although Clements had accused 
Hill of favoring the labor reform act 
and the U.S. House-Senate energy 
compromise. Hill said he is opposed to 
both those bills. Hill said he would 
oppose the energy proposal as long as 
It extends natural gas price regula­
tion to intrastate gas.

The Democrat said he does not 
think President Jimmy Carter will be 
an Issue in the gubernatorial race.

"They (Texans) will vote for oi* 
against m e...I've never been on 
Jimmy Carter’s payroll or Richard 
Nixon’s," he said.

Hill said Republican efforts to link 
him and other Democratic candi­
dates with Carter are "a diversionary 
tactic because they can not run againt 
the records we have compiled."

Hill also said he has "no com­
plaints" about the amoMBof political 
support he is receiving m m  Gover­
nor Dolph Briscoe, who Hill defeated 
in the May Democratic primary.

"He has wished me well. He said he 
would support me and the ticket," 
Hill said.

Also Thursday, Hill attended a 
fund-raising reception in Lubbock at 
which organizers said $7,000 to $0,000 
was ra is^ . Among thoM attending 
were State Senator Kent Hance, Dem­
ocratic candidate for the IM  Con­
gressional District seat, and other 
area legislators.

State House Speaker Bill Gayton 
telegraphed Hill his regrets about not 
being able to attend.

Following a precedent 
set by Pope Paul’s coro­
nation 15 years ago, the 
College of Cardinals or­
dered the funeral Mass 
to te  celebrated in the 
open, on the broad mar­
ble steps of St. Peter’s, 
instead of inside the ba­
silica where previous 
papal funerals have been 
held.

The outdoor funeral 
was ordered for the same 
reason Pope Paul held 
his coronation in St. 
Peter’s Square, because 
the square will hold more 
than 100,000 people. That 
is more than three times 
the capacity of the basili- 
ca even though it Is 
Christendom’s largest

church.
In another first for a 

papal funeral, the cardi­
nals announced that all 
of them would join In ce­
lebrating the Mass. With 
at least 100 of the 130 
princes of the church ex­
pected to te  present, it 
will te  the first time in 
history so many have 
participated as principal 
celebrants.

The Mass will begin at 
6 p.m. — noon EDT —

LCRA attorney Fred Werkenthing objected to the 
use of the water agency projections, saying the 
department has not presented evidence in this hear­
ing to substantiate those figures . I

The commission, however, allowed Freese to con­
tinue. acknowledging his testimony relating to those 
figures was to show hOw he formed his conclusions 
not to the validity of the data.

Werkenthin also objected- to data included by 
Freese in his estimates which shows the district's 
Martin County and Ward County well fields dropping 
from their 1971 combined productioits of 8.877 acre- 
feet of water to tero by 2000.

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Researchers probing effects of TV violence

LOS ANGELES — For 
years government re ­
searchers and private 
education groups have 
been hammering at the 
way television viewing 
molds children's minds,

The p re s s u re  has
mounted since 1972, 
when a surgeon gener­
al’s report ordered by 
Congress concluded that 
children often emulate 
the violence they see on 
TV.

These days the war is 
being led by the national 
Parent-Teacher Associa­
tion, which, is threaten­
ing a boycott of fit-ms 
that sponsor violent or 
otherwise offensive pro­
grams.

But what about adults?
What is television doing 
to them?

So far, most research 
on TV’s influence on 
adult behavior seems to 
have been speculative.
'  Example: Is TV pro­
gramming making se­
nior citizens more afraid 
to leave their homes? Dr. 
David Pearl, chief of the

television programming 
finds that a sizable per­
centage of victims in TV 
shows "turn out to\be 
among the powerless in 
society, including senior 
citizens,” Pearl said.

Those two observa­
tions — combined with 
extensive TV viewing by 
many seniors — lead re­
searchers to worry that

WASHINGTON — The 
Senate voted Thursday 
to Continue food aid to 
South Korea in light of a 
recent ag reem en t to 
allow congressional in­
vestigators to question a 
former Korean ambas­
sador suspected of mak­
ing payoffs.

After an pikpeal by Sen. 
Adlai Stevenson III, D- 
III., chairman of the Sen­
ate 'E th ics Commitee, 
the Senate rejected an 
am endm ent by Sen. 
Lowell W eicker, R- 
Conn., to cut gS6 million 
earmarked for Food for 
Peace aid to Korea from 
the Agriculture Depart­
ment appropria tions 
bill.

“All these idle threats 
and bombast have made 
it hard to win Korean 
cooperation,” Stevenson 
said in a phone interview 
after the vote. "Each 
time the House has made 
another threat, the Kore­
ans have closed the door 
to negotiations.”

The House voted in 
June to trim the $M mil­
lion in food aid from the 
budget because the Kore­
ans refu.sed to make for­
mer Ambassador Kim 
Dong Jo available for 
questioning. He is su­
spected of making or di­
recting illegal cash pay­
offs to as many as 10 
cu rren t House m em ­
bers.

Last week, however, 
the Koreans agreed to let 
Kim answ er w ritten  
questions about his deal­
ings with members of 
Congress.

"Confrontation has 
produced nothing,” Ste­
venson said . ‘‘If his 
(Kim’s) answers are dis­
ingenuous or we’re not 
allowed the follow up 
(questioning) that has 
b^n  p ro m i^ , then It 
will be timely to consider 
reprisals.”

Now Gomey wants to 
move into a more specif­
ic question: Do certain 
types of TV dramas In­
fluence child abuse? He 
hopes to compare his 
television research with 
existing data on child 
abuse and see which 
links seem worth test­
ing.

His interest in the con­
nection was sparked by a 
woman who found that 
after her family pur­
chased a large color TV 
set and increased its 
viewing hours, her hus­
band began acting more

angrily and violently to­
ward the children.

What had once been or­
dinary “hurtful” behav­
ior — losing his temper 
while driving the car, for 
example — turned to 
child-beating, Gorney 
said.

"So we’ve begun to 
wonder — and we’re still 
exploring — if there is a 
correlation between TV 
w atch ing  and ch ild  
abuse,'’ Gomey said. *

"Certain personalities 
who are predisposed to 
child abuse may be driv­
en there by a variety of 
circumstances — for ex­
ample, a large number of 
children in the house, or 
a loss of Job. One of the_ 
factors that may contrib-* 
ute may be the dosage 
and content of televi­
sion.

" I ’m not suggesting
that television viewing is 
a major cause of child 
abuse, but it is the one 
familial influence over 
which an adult has com­
plete control.”

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Fate a big factor 
in economic thought
By JOHN CUNNIFF '  (

NEW YORK (AP) — Those rules of thumb by 
which we gauge our economic performance should 
be review^ every so often, said the financial ad­
viser, if only because they get bruised by fickle 
fate.

Fate, in this instance, generally is the persistence 
of inflation, a factor so generally ignor^ by many 
rules of thumb that they point people in the wrong 
direction altogether.

Consider, for example, the Rule of 72, often used in 
calculating the numter of years it takes for savings 
to double at specific rates of interest. The answer 
comes from dividing the interest rate into 72.

At today’s maximum passbook rate of 5.25 per­
cent, for example, it takes about 13.7 years, which 
works out to about 13 years, 8 months. In that time, to 
carry the illustration further, $1,000 becomes $2,- 
000.  '

Yes, and something else might happen also: The 
buying power of those dollars could shrink to under 
$1,000 rather than grow to $2,000, as our understand­
ing of the Rule of 72 suggests. w

In truth, the problems lies not so much with the 
rule as it does with the incomplete use of it, i.e., with 
not using it to estimate the erosion of inflation also. It 
can be used for that calculation too.

The Rule of 72 states that if you divide the rate of 
inflation into 72 you’ll obtain a rough idea of how long 
it takes to cut in half the buying power of your dollar.^ 
Try dividing 10 into 72. Shocking?

A familiar rule of thumb — that you should spend 
no more for a home than 2% times your annual 
income — is also becoming bruised by attempts to 
make it flt today’s inflated economy.

To illustrate: The median family income now is 
approaching $16,000 a year, which suggests, accord­
ing to the rule, that the typical house might be selling 
for about $40,000. But it isn’t; it's over $50,000.

This doesn’t mean the rule has failed; no| at all. 
Financial advisers still maintain it as a measure. 
But it does indicate that many families are having a 
difficult time living within the rule.

Another rule might also be examined, the one that 
says a family man should maintain life insurance in 
an amount four to five times his annual Income. 
Watch out for that one; Inflation does a job on it.

The assumption is that your family should be left a 
sum sufficient to enable it to maintain its standard of 
living at least during a readjustment period. And 
that the sum should pay for educations also.

But often do not apply at all. While the "four to 
five times’’ rule often is cited by salesmen, the truth 
is that each family’s needs are different.

One, for example, might have many debts that 
must be covered in the event of death or disability. 
Another might have a huge mortgiA. Another 
might have a disabled child. But some n ^ h t have no 
children.

Consider another popular rule: Your cash savings 
should at least equal six months income. Though 
cited just the other tn a conversation with a  
government finance offncial. It shouldn’t be accept­
ed blindly.

Again, individuals and families differ. And times 
change. The six months rule dates to pre-Social 
Security, pre-medical insurance, pre-jobless benefit 
times. We are, it is claimed, more secure today.

While this contention might be disputed, some 
flnsncisl advisers now suggest that Mvings equal to 
three months income is sufficient to bring many 
families through an emergency, such as a job lots.

Pointing this out isn’t to suggest that people 
shouldn't save, but it should be understood that there 
are more ways to save than to save in cash. Stocks 
and other investments might also he construed a s  
savings.

Contrary to the image they have of themelves, 
Americans already are rather relucUnt savers, 
putting away considerably less of their income than 
do residents of Japan and many other industrial 
nations.

It could be. perhaps, that they arc aware of the 
Rule of 72 — not as It applies to length of time it Ukes 
for one’s money to double, but the length of time it 
takes inflation to cut it in half.

W aste not 
big problem

WASHINGTON (A lA — A senior 
government scientist sM  Wednesday 
that fears about the disposal of nucle­
ar waste have been exaggerated.

“1 don’t feel that we are in the crisis 
state that some people feel we are,” 
said Darleane C. Hoffman of the gov­
ernment’s Los Alamos Scientific La­
boratory in New Mexico.

Testifying before a Senate subcom­
mittee on science and technology, 
Mrs. Hoffman said research is going 
ahead on new ways to safely dispose 
of the waste products of nuclear 
power plants of all types.

Despite the current controversy 
over reprocessing radioactive pluto­
nium, Mrs. Hoffman said she is confi­
dent that ways will be found to use 
nuclear waste as a valuable source of 
energy.

President Carter has opposed re­
processing plants using currently 
avaiable methods, in part because of 
fear that terrorists may obtain pluto­
nium from which nuclear weapons 
can be easily devised.

But Mrs. Hoffman said methods 
now under investigation wOl permit 
plutonium to be recycled as fuel, 
while at the same time eliminating 
the terrorist threat and other safety 
coasideratkNis.

A result of that, she said, will be a 
sharp reduction in the amount of nu­
clear waste produced because so 
much n uclear m a te ria l will be 
reused.

Wherever possible, Mrs. Hoffman 
said, nuclear waste should be stored 
at the nuclear power plant where It is 
produced.

There will come a'tlme, she said, 
when nuclear waste will be consid­
ered an energy boom Instead of a 
problem.

By 1965, she said, there will be an 
estimated 16.8 million tons of spent 
nuclear fuel.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Four U.S. 
oil companies and Chinese offlcials 
are attempting to negotiate agree­
ments for sharing development of 
China’s vast oil reserves, the State 
Department confirmed today.

Pennzoil, Exxon, Union Oil and 
Phillips Petroleum are talking with 
the Chinese, who have both offshore 
and onshore reserves and are in the 
midst of an oil development boom.

While it is not known whether the 
arrangements would bring Chinese 
oil to the United States, a U.S. oil 
expert said any significant increase 
in world production could make more 
oil available to this country.

“I will affirm the four oil compan­
ies have been for some time involved 
in business arrangements with the 
Chinese government,” said John F. 
Cannon, a State Department public 
affairs adviser.

“The nature of those arrangements 
are private and they do not Involve 
the United States government. They 
involve oil exploration in various 
areas; but we’re not in a position to 
characterize their (the companies’) 
arrangements with China or the Chi­
nese government’s arrangements 
with tiMm.”

Although Cannon described the 
talks as “company-to-govemment,“ 
the negotiations have the backdrop of 
a major public and private effort here 
to increase trade with China.

U.S.-China trade, which totaled $375 
million last year, will probably top 
$700 million this year. Commerce Sec­
retary  Juanita If. Kreps said in 
June.
