WASHINGTON (AP) A federal
judge issued a back to-work order
Friday against striking rail clerks
and the union's president said he
would order an end to the 4 day shut
down that has crippled the nation’s
railroad network

Industry officials said some service
would begin as soon as pickets were

witharawn But it was expected to
take several days for service to re
turn to normal

Judge Aubrey E  Robinson Jr s
sued a 10-day restraining order at the
request of the industry and the feder
al government to enforce a presiden
tial back to work order 1ssued Thurs
day

Fred Kroll, president of the Broth
erhood of Railway and Airline Clerks
called the judge's order a ““tremen
dous victory' and said 'l urge our
people to return to work

Robinson’'s order prohibits the
union from striking and gives work
ers prolection against feared repri
sals

The six-page order returns the in
dustry and the union to the ''status
quo’’ that existed when the BRAC
began a strike against the Norfolk &
Western Railway on July 10

That means that for the next 60
days the union is prohibited from
striking and the industry is prohibited
from changing work conditions and
practices in effect before July 9

In addition the railroads were or
dered not to take reprisal against any
employee because of events that oc
curred during the strike In additon,
railroads were ordered to recall all
employees furloughed between July
10 and Thursday Railroads do have
the right, however, to furlough em
ployees in the future under their nor
mal union contracts

Robinson also ordered the union,
the industry and the government back
for a hearing on Oct 10 for arguments
on an injunction

Sources said that, in the meantime,
the union and industry would attempt
to reach an agreement on terms of a
longer lasting back to work order
while efforts to resolve the dispute
continue

Robinson 1ssued his back to-work
order after union, railroad and gov
ernment officials failed to reach an
agreement on their own for ending the
strike before his ¢ pm. EDT dead
line

As the hearing began, a union law
yer expressed optimism the talks
would succeed But Robinson cut him
off, saving, "Your time for an agree
ment was passed five minutes before
vou entered this courtroom

VATICAN CITY (AP) A stunned
Roman Catholic Church, suddenly
bereft of its new leader by the “‘in
scrutable designs of God,”' mourned
Friday the death of Pope John Paul
I, the humble laborer's son whose
brief but cheerful reign had hear
tened millions throughout the world

The 65-year old pontiff was found

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dead in his bed Friday morning
stricken by a heart attack at 11 pm
the night before The light was on, an
opened book of meditations lay near
by and, said a senior cardinal, his
face still bore "‘his usual smile

John Paul reigned as pontiff of
the 700-million- member church for
just 34 days, the shortest pontificate
in modern history

“Providence took him away from
us so suddenly, '’ said Carlo Confalon
ieri, 85-year-old dean of the College of
Cardinals ""We are all with our eyes
turned upward wondering about the
inscrutable designs of God "

Long-time friends of the pontiff
who had a history of frail health, said
John Paul may have 'worked himself
to death “"Evidently o late he had to
undergo efforts and teusions that he
probably could not physically stand’
said the Rev Mario Senigaglia, secre
tary to the former Albino Luciani
when he was cardinal of Venice

Possibly the burden was too much

to bear for the new pope.'’ comment
ed Vienna's Cardinal Franz Koenig

upon learning the news

As it did only 54 days ago on
the death of 80-year-old Pope Paul VI,
also of a heart attack, the church set
into motion an ancient mourning rite
and the process of choosing its 264th
spiritual leader. The conclave of car-
dinals to elect a successor must open
within 20 days of the pontiff's death —
by Oct 18 at the latest

Vatican observers speculated the
cardinals would seek a pope like John
Paul — an Italian with no links to the
central church administration. *'If
the cardinal electors wanted a pasto-
ral pope from Italy only five weeks
ago, there should be no reason for
them to change in such a short
time,”’ one observer commented

Speculation centered on five Italian
cardinals who head major dioceses
But Cardinal Koenig told an inter-
viewer he believes a non-Italian pope
is “'very likely"' this time

John Paul, who would have been 68
on Oct 17, was a dark horse before he
was elected to succead Pope Paul in
the first day of balloting Aug 26, one
of the shortest conclaves this cen-
tury

A steady stream of tens of thou
sands of mourners — nuns in black,
Italian political leaders in dark busi
ness suits, tourists in bright summery
dress — filed past the pope's body as
it lay in state beneath a fresco of
angels in the Vatican's marble Clem
entine Hall, a few doors down from
the bedroom where he died

The pope was clad in red robes,
white miter and red shoes His head
lay on two pillows atop the bier, a
white crucifix standing behind The
hands were clasped, entwining a ro
sary A pastoral staff rested be
<ide the body

Dolph) Briscoe or (Lt. Gov
Bill) Hobby You learn how to dis
agree without being disagreeable

Although President Carter is a
Democrat, Hance said he has not
agreed with Carter's agriculture and
energy policies Being elected to Con
gress would not make him change his
mind on those policies, he added

In his speech, Hance concentrated
on energy, which is the major indus
try in Midland The Natural Gas Bill
approved this week by the U S Senate
did not meet with the Lubbock attor
ney's approval

Not only has the government's reg
ulation of intrastate gas been opposed
by the people in the industry. Hance
said. but also, farmers in the northern
part of the district are concerned the)
will not have enough natural gas to
provide irrigation during the summer
months

He proposed removal of tangible
and intangible drilling costs from the
tax preference list. The tax on these
low-producing wells is often more
than what the producer can get from
the well, he said

““This bill (energy) is not a Republi
can or Democratic issue,”’ Hance
said “'If it was, it would have passed
a long time ago because there are
more Democrats in Congress than
Republicans.”

Inflation deficit spending were in
cluded on Hance's list of major issues
“What you purchased with $1 a year
ago now costs $1.85"" he said. In the
last special session of the state Legis
lature, Hance said, he sponsored a
constitutional amendment which
calls for the federal t to be
balanced. He proposed dving the

same thing in Congress

‘On the federal level, if appropria
tions comes to $500 billion and reve
nues only to $450 billion, the govern
ment just prints $50 billion more in
money." Hance said

High taxes has become an issue in
many areas, Hance said. While he
favors reducing taxes, he also encour-
ages reduced spending, he said

Otherwise, the inflation rate would
skyrocket and the country would be
burdened with a ‘$170 to $200 billion
deficit compared to the $38 billion
deficit for this coming year,”’ he
said

The Steiger Amendment proposes
cutting the capital gains tax to 25
percent. Hance is in favor of the
idea, but said he wants it cut to 15
percent. ‘“This would provide more
jobs than the Humphrey-Hawkins bill
(on employment)."

Serving as Hance's campaign man-
ager for Midland will be Rocky Ford
the candidate announced.

VATICAN CITY (AP) — They came by the thou-
sands — workmen in overalls, students carrying
books, mothers with babies — to St. Peter's Square
to pay homage to Pope John Paul I, who in his brief
pontificate had become not only their pastor but
their friend

By late Friday afternoon, at least 30,000 mourners
had filed past the pope’s body in the 16th century
Clementine Hall a few doors down from the bedroom
where he died.

Renato Cerciello, 81, waited in line 1% hours and
climbed the long flight of stairs with the aid of a
cane. “The weight of human suffering and vio-
lence was too much for him,” he said, shaking his
head

Rosetta Scarcelli came after a long bus ride with
her 3-year-old son, Francesco. Seeing the child,
someone let her slip into the line, and she only
had to wait 20 minutes. ‘‘“He was too good for this
world,” she said as she came out of the room
carrying her boy. “You know what my son said
when he saw the pope lying there? ‘Who killed him?’
That's the kind of world we live in."”

A first-year mechanics student rushed to St.
Peter’s from his school on the outskirts of Rome. He
was still carrying his school books when he walked
out of the papal palace.

Pope John Paul earned popularity

VATICAN CITY (AP) — In a little more than a
month, Pope John Paul I achieved the broad popu-
larity that for 15 years had eluded Paul VI, his
austere predecessor.

From the moment he stood smiling on St. Peter’s
balcony to be introduced to the world as the 263rd
pontiff until his last audiences with bishops and
prelates Thursday, Pope John Paul struck a respon-
sive note from those who saw and listened to him.

His simple manners and speech quickly endeared
him to the Romans who always looked upon Paul VI
as rather aloof. Pope John Paul’s smile seemed
contagious, and he immediately drew large crowds
at his public appearances.

‘““St. Peter’s square was jammed to the brim for
the noon blessing the past two Sundays — something
that had occurred only very seldom previous-
ly,” said Carlo Confalonieri, the 85-year-old cardinal

ean.

“It was the first time I met him privately and I
found he was the hearty and happy man everybody
was talking about. We left his room filled with joy,”
said the Rev. Henri De Riedmatten, a Swiss who was
one of the prelates received by the pope Thursday
morning.

Here is a brief summary of some of Pope John
Paul’s activities in his 34 days as pontiff:

Aug. 26: Cardinal Albino Luciani, 65, is elected
pope on the first day of balloting in one of the shortest
conclaves ever. He appears briefly at St. Peter’s
balcony, saying bluntly that he had been surprised at
his own election.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A maver-
ick member of the State Bar of Texas’
board of directors said Friday it
sticks in his craw that the bar spends
its members’ mandatory dues to
lobby for causes many oppose.

“All lawyers have to pay $65 a year
to support political and philosophical
positions many of us disagree with,”
Joe Longley of Austin told the Sunset
Advisory Commission.

Longley, former head of the attor-
ney general’s consumer protection di-
vision, said bar lobbying killed a bill
in 1975 that would have provided tri-
ple damages for consumers in price
fixing cases

The commission later will vote on
whether to recommend — as its staff
has suggested — a major revamping
of the bar by the 1979 Legislature.

Staff members said the bar’s offi-
cial duties for the state — licensing
and disciplining of lawyers — should
remain with a state agency. But its
service functions to lawyers, such as
lobbying and continuing education,
should be lodged in a private associa-
tion, the staff report said.

The bar is now a state agency but is
financed by members’ dues, which
are held outside the state treasury
and spent without legislative over-

October utility bills may
show tax recently repealed

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Comptrol-
ler Bob Bullock says all homeowners
and renters should not expect their
October gas and electricity bills to
show the repeal of the state utilities
sales tax.

“Under the law, the utility compan-
ies will continue adding the tax on
their October bills if their billing
cycle begins before Oct. 1,”" Bullock
said in a statement Friday.

This means, he said, a customer
whose billing cycle is Sept. 25 through

Oct. 25 will continue to pay the sales
tax through Oct. 25. A customer
whose billing period is Oct. 3 through
Nov. 3 will get advantage of the tax
break as of Oct. 3.

The recent special session of the
Legislature repealed the four percent
state sales tax on residential gas and
electric bills, effective Oct. 1, for an
annual tax savings of $150 million.. In
addition, about 125 Texas cities also
have eliminated the local option, one
percent city sales tax on those bills.

Sen. A.R. Schwartz, D-Galveston,
and Rep. Bill Ceverha, R-Dallas, both
called the bar dues, which a lawyer
must pay to practice, a “‘tax."”

Schwartz, a lawyer, said the bar
has been arrogant and cited as an
example the mortgaged construction
of its $6 million Texas Law Center.
Attorneys have voted to pay off the
mortgage rapidly with special assess-
ments.

‘“Arrogance is a luxury, and it only
comes about when one is compelled to
submit to it,"”" Schwartz said, refer-
ring to the requirement that lawyers
pay bar dues.

Former Attorney General Wag-
goner Carr strongly opposed the com-
mission staff recommendation to re-
place the bar’'s local handling of

grievances with a centralized sys-
tem.

Carr defended former Supreme
Court Justice Don Yarbrough in dis-
barment proceedings. Juries normal-
ly decide whether a lawyer should be
disbarred.

“l have been convinced that the
only chance my client had to defend
himself was before a group of lay-
men.... And when the question is
withdrawn from the jury, it meant
instant professional death for my cli-
ent,” Carr said.

Working moms report
enthusiasm with jobs

NEW YORK (AP) — More than half
of all women with children under 18
are in the labor force and a new study
indicates that the majority of them
like their jobs and plan to keep work-
ing until retirement.

The survey by the A.C. Nielsen Co.
also found, however, that working
mothers are evenly split about wheth-
er they view their occupations as a
career or “‘just a job.”

The Nielsen Co., which conducted
the study on behalf of a fast-food
chain, based its findings on telephone
interviews and follow-up question-
naires involving a sample of 508
working mothers.

For purposes of the survey, work-
ing mothers were defined as: married
women, 25 to 49, with husbands em-
ployed on a full-time basis and living
at home and with children under 18
also living at home. To qualify, the
women had to be employed outside
the home.

Labor Department statistics show
that there are almost 30.5 million
women with children under 18. Of
these, 16.1 million or 53 percent are
employed. Wage-earning mothers
represent 44 percent of all women
workers.

The Nielsen study concluded: ‘“The
working mother appears to be satis-
fied with her dual role. Few (working
mothers) feel that their husband or
children suffer as a result of their
working. In fact, both husband and
children typically share in the house-
work — or don't care if it gets
done.”

Among the survey findings:

—Ninety-seven percent of those
questioned said they liked their work
and 55 percent said they would keep
on the job until retirement. Half said
they considered their work as “‘just a
job” and half described it as a ca-
reer.

~—Money is the main reason for
working. Forty percent of the work-
ing mothers said they had jobs be-
cause they needed the money; 20
percent said they worked because
their earnings allowed the family
extra luxuries; and 4 percent said
they were saving for a major pur-
chase. Others said they worked for
E:rsonal fulfillment, to keep from

ing bored or because they had al-
ways planned a career.

—Working mothers are most likely
to hold service or clerical jobs. Half of
those surveyed said their occupations
fell into this category. Twenty per-
cent of the women questioned de-
scribed their jobs as professional, 16
percent said they were in the sales or
managerial category, 13 percent said
they were blue collar workers and 1
percent refused to say what they

did.

—Sixty-two percent of the working
mothers earn under $10,000 a year
and only 2 percent earn more than
$20,000 annually. The women'’s earn-
ings are highest in the sales and
managerial category, where 5 per-
cent of those questioned said they
earned $20,000 or more a year.

—Eighty-eight percent of those sur-
veyed said they were proud of being
working mothers. Seventeen percent
or less than one-fifth of those ques-
tioned said they felt their children
were slighted because of their work.

—Working mothers generally say
they get support from their families.
Eighty-four percent said their hus-
bands were interested in their work.
At the same time, most of the working

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Rosh Hashanah service
to be held Sunday

With the setting of the sun on Sunday evening,
Jews throughout the world will begin the observance
of the Jewish new year, Rosh Hashanah, one
of the most sacred and ancient days in Jewish
history.

According to Rabbi Emanuel Kumin of Temple
Beth El in Odessa, which serves Permian Basin
Jewry, the commandments for the observance of
Rosh Hashanah are described in the Biblical book of
Leviticus, compiled 3,000 years ago.

According to t? Hebrew calendar, the year 1978-79
is the Hebrew yéar 5739.

The first service in observance of the Jewish new
year will be held at 8 p.m. Sunday at Temple Beth EL
The special observance with culminate in Yom
Kippur, known as the Day of Atonement, a day of
fasting and introspection, on Oct. 11.

Rabbi Kumin pointed out that the Jewish new year
is markedly different from the joyous, exuberant
celebrations of other peoples. It is a profoundly seri-
ous time during which Jews gather to pray, to
examine their acts and their relationship to God and
to each other, to remember the past and dedicate
themselves to the future. The period culminating in
the Day of Atonement is known collectively as the
“Days of Awe."

According to Hebrew tradition, during this 10-day
period, man’s fate is written down on Rosh Hashanah
and sealed at last on the final, 10th day, Yom Kippur,
which this year begins at sundown Oct. 10. Tradition-
al Jews observe Rosh Hashanah for two days; mest
Reform Jews observe it for only one day.

The traditional Rosh Hashanah service centers
around prayer and self-examination but reaches an
extraordinarily dramatic climax with the blowing of
the shofar, or ram’s horn. The sound is and
powerful — through the centuries it has symbeo-
lized many things to Jews, both ancient and modern.
It is a call to battle, the tearing away of old year and
the past through repentence and forgiveness, a plea
to God that He remember man, and an alarm to
rouse man from his moral indolence to an awareness
of his responsibilities toward God and his fellow
man.

Although the new year holidays are solemn, intro-
spective ones, the days are colored by an underlying
joyousness in traditional songs and poetry incor-
porated into the religious services. The wish for a
“sweel’’ year of happiness and fulfillment is symbel-
ically expressed at the traditional evening meal
where families dip a piece of bread or slice of apple
into a bow! of honey in hopes that “sweetness™ will
flavor the coming year.

Military health row pits
Army vs. ousted physician

By SYD COURSON

FORT LEE, Va. (AP)
— Who was inefficient,
the doctor or the Army?

Dr. Ellis Zuckerman,
fired as an Army civilian
employee on charges of
inefficiency, accuses the
military of slipshod
physical exams that
have ruined the health of
some servicemen and
may have killed others

The Army, while ad-
mitting isolated physi-
cals have not been thor
ough, says Dr. Ellis
Zuckerman has been on
a vendetta since he was
fired

Zuckerman has ap
pealed his firing and
says it was “‘inefficien
cy"” — his taking time
with physicals — that
led him to find what he
sees as medical negli
gence. “They say these
are isolated cases, but |
picked them right out of
my waiting room,"" Zuck
erman said

The 49-year-old physic
ian said recruiters deli-
berately falsify physical
information to get people
into the service; that
subsequent physicals are
so slipshod many decep
tions go undiscovered,
and that when they are
found, the military often
refuses to concede mis
takes

Zuckerman's charges
come amid general ques
tioning of recruiting and
training practices in the
all-volunteer military
His charges were first
leveled in a letter several
months ago, and he now
says \publicity over the
letter\has led other doc
tors to tell him of similar

cases. Among the alle-
gations he lists:

—A recruit died of
complications started by
an ear infection. His re-
cruitment physical did
not show he had a per-
forated eardrum.

—A recruit died after
being discharged when
he complained of head-
aches and dizziness

—A recruit passed his
physical although he had
been hurt in an auto ac-
cident and one of his legs
was noticeably shorter
than the other.

Zuckerman was fired
this year from his $36,000
Job at Kenner Army Hos-
pital at Fort Lee for fail-
ing to do enough daily
physical exams. He said
the quota was 25 and
“they would have prefer-
red 50 to 75."

He said he was fired
because he would not do
less-than-thorough
exams and was uncover-
ing mistakes. Military
officials deny this

“I don't think anyone
would say to you the
Army is not concerned
with medical care,” says
Brig. Gen. Robert Solo-
mon, chief public affairs
officer for the Army. So-
lomon was the one who
said Zuckerman, not the
Army, had been ineffi
cient

Asked about falsified
records, Solomon said,
“There are cases where
that has happened. We
know of them and we
have investigated
them."” But, he said, the
number is small com
pared to those recruited

Solomon said he would
investigate claims by
Zuckerman that at least
two soldiers died because
of Army refusal to heed

medical evidence.

Zuckerman said War-
ren Kenneth Wolf of Par-
kersburg, lowa, had a
perforated eardrum in
high school that required
a skin graft over the
drum. Zuckerman said
Wolf’s doctor wrote the
military saying Wolf was
unfit for duty and that if
the grafted skin layer
were perforated it could

lead to middle ear infec-
tion and serious compli-
cations.

Wolf's doctor said the
ear could be damaged by
loud noise, such as a

gunshot, or by exposure
to a humid climate. Wolf

was drafted, sent to Viet-
nam in the rainy season
in 1971, and developed
meningitis-encephalitis,
acccording his foster
mother, Marjorie Wil-
son

Wolf later died at an
Army hospital, Zucker
man said, and all signs
indicate his disease was
related to an ear infec
tion

Zuckerman said a re
cruit who complained
during basic training at
Ft. Jackson, S.C., of
headaches, vomiting and
faintness was discharged
as a troublemaker. The
youth returned to his
Portsmouth, Va., home,
had a seizure and died of
a brain tumor within
days of his discharge

Zuckerman, a 1954
Medical College of Vir
ginia graduate, was in
the Army and in private
practice before taking
the civilian Army job in
1973. The Army had ac
cused him of unsatisfac
tory work before, but he
won a Civil Service ap
peal

(AP )—Texas appears on
the road to setting a new
record in highway
deaths, Col. Wilson E
Speir, director of the
Department of Public
Safety, said Friday.

The DPS said there
have been 2,747 deaths on
Texas streets and high-
ways this year compared
with 2,512 last year, an
increase of nine percent.

“If this trend contin-
ues, we will for the first
time kill over 4,000 peo-
ple in Texas traffic in a
single year,” Speir said
Friday

The all-time traffic
death record was 3,692
killed in 1977

Deaths previously
peaked at 3,692 in 1973,
the last year of the 70-
mile speed limit but had
been lower in the 1974-76
period.

East ruffs with a low trump, but this
eventually costs him a trump trick.

No matter how the defense pro-
ceeds, declarer leads trumps twice.
The four remaining trumps come
down on two leads, so that South loses
only two trump tricks in addition to
the club ruff and two diamonds.

Many groups seeking
Camp David sessions

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Suddenly, people with
a project to push are
clamoring to get it the
Camp David treatment.

It maI' point to a new
way of doing political
business.

The latest request
came from Rep. John
Conyers Jr., a Michigan
Democrat who walked
out of a White House
meeting between Presi-
dent Carter and the Con-
gressional Black Caucus
after saying the adminis-
tration is not doing
enough to promote full
employment legislation.

Conyers and his col-
leagues want the White
House to push for swift
adoption of a bill that
would set as a national
goal the reduction of un-
employment to no more
than 4 percent within
four years.

White House officials
say Conyers proposed a
meeting at Camp David
to put pressure on con-
gressional leaders for
action on several bills,
particularly the jobs
bill.

Conyers’ associates
say he wasn’t necessari-
ly seeking a return to the
presidential retreat in
the Maryland moun-
tains, site of the 13-day
summit on the Middle
East but, rather, was
suggesting a ‘‘Camp
David style’’ meeting to
give the legislation a
push.

Carter said that would
not be appropriate, and
after some argument
about the blame for inac-
tion on the full employ-
ment bill, Conyers
walked out.

Robert S. Strauss, the
administration’s chief
inflation-fighter, already
had suggested a Camp
David summit of busi-
ness and labor leaders to
seek support for new ad-
ministration restraints
on wage and price in-
creases. That was just a
thought. He didn’t get
angry about it.

So it's starting to ap-
pear that Carter has
done for Camp David
what Lyndon B. Johnson
did for the telephone as a
tool — or weapon — of
political persuasion.

Johnson always was on
the phone, cajoling, rea-
soning, arguing, in-
structing, ordering.

The habit dated from
his days as Senate ma-
jority leader. By one ac-
count, probably apocry-
phal, Johnson boasted so
much about his use of the
mobile telephone in his
limousine that Senate
Republican Leader
Everett M. Dirksen got
envious.

So Dirksen had a phone
installed in his car, too,
and telephoned LBJ’s
limousine. They talked
briefly, until Johnson
said he had to hang up
because his other phone
was ringing.

Now, it seems, Camp
David, or at least the
Camp David style, offers
new options for the
Carter treatment.

After all, it seems to
have been persistence —
even stubbornness —
that paid off in the Israe-
li-Egyptian accord on a
proposed peace settle-
ment. Carter kept the
principals at the isolated
retreat for nearly two
weeks. Menachem Begin
said it was like a deluxe
concentration camp.

So unless there's some-
thing in the water or the
mountain air that leads
people to come to terms,
the key to success may
be the duration of the
encampment.

But the president can
hardly fly off to Camp
David for a week or two
every time there’'s an
issue to be resolved. He's

ever for Irish

You'd think that just about every-
thing possible has happened in Notre
Dame’s storied past but the Fighting
Irish can do something this weekend
that po Notre Dame football team has
ever done — go 0-3.

Only four times have the Irish
dropped the first two games in a
season — 1888, 1896, 1963 and this year
— but never, not even the 2-8 seasons
of '56 and "60, have they been 0-3.

The 0-2 beginning, which includes
losses to Missouri and Michigan, has
knocked college football's defending
national champs out of The Associat-
ed Press Top Twenty. They’'ll be try-
ing to work their way back in Satur-
day by entertaining Purdue in a
neighborhood brawl which promises
to be anything but easy pickin’s.

NOTRE DAME leads the series 30-
17-2, but Purdue’s 17 victories repre-
sent the most by any Irish opponent
except Southern Cal, which has 18,
And the Boilermakers have some-
thing to shoot for besides the ecstasy
of beating Notre Dame; a victory
would make them 3-0 for the first time
in nine years.

As far as the Top Twenty is con-
cerned, there will be one head-to-head
encounter, an important Big Eight
clash in Norman, Okla., between top-
rated Oklahoma and No. 14 Missou-
ri.

Elsewhere, runner-up Arkansas
hosts Tulsa while third-ranked South-
ern California met Michigan State in
Los Angeles Friday night. Fourth-
ranked Michigan is at home against
Duke, No. 5 Penn State entertains
Texas Christian and No. 6 Texas

““We had drives the past two games
that our staff had to be pleased with,”
says Coach Dan Devine. **We blocked
well, drove people off the line of
scrimmage and opened some good
holes, but the big disappointment has
been that we stopped ourselves with
turnovers.

““The biggest problem is not to let
the players overreact to defeat, but to
let them react enoough so they don't
let it happen again. We can’t afford to
lose confidence in ourselves because
of the trememdous schedule we have
ahead of us."”

While Notre Dame’s scoring streak
ended at 131 games, Oklahoma has
the NCAA record up to 134 — and
how! The Sooners have scored 153
points while warming up against
Stanford, West Virginia and Rice.
Now come Missouri's upset special-
ists.

‘““A brand new season,'”” Coach
Barry Switzer calls it. *“The honey-
moon’s over. We'll find out how good
we are against these people. Missouri
has good players year after year and
they've been tough for us to beat
every time we take the fleld against
them. Sometimes we don't beat
em."”

TRUE, BUT Oklahoma has won
eight in a row from Missouri, al
though the last three scores have been
21-17, 27-20 and 28-27

Hill has 10 receptions for 148 yards
and a touchdown, but pulled a ham-
string muscle in the Cardinal game
and made only two catches for 17
yards. He is expected to be healthy
for the Redskins.

DONOVAN, ALSO from Stanford,
could be the next great offensive tack-
le in theNFL at 6-foot-4 and 250
pounds in his fifth year. He was draft-
ed as a defensive end and then moved
to tackle. He is the strongest Cowboy
and runs 40 yards in 4.7.

In the opener against Baltimore, he
received the highest grade any Cow-
boy hadbeen given since the team
be‘g: doing that sort of thing.

Cowboys are certainly not in-
vincible and their weakest link is the
secondary. The cornerbacks are
Washington and Aaron Kyle and the
safeties are Charlie Waters and Cliff
Harris. None is very big or particular-
ly fast.

Dallas, as much as any team in the
league, has been hurt by the onechuck
rule. “It's really putting us in a bind,”
Waters said.

The Cowboys are not a good man-
to-man team and speedy receivers
have caused them considerable trou-
ble this season.

RON JESSIE of the Rams, for in--
stance, caught seven passes for 144
yards and a touchdown two weeks ago
and Mel Gray caught seven for 107
and a touchdown in last Sunday's
game. Most of the time, both were
working on the Dallas left corner-
back

Barmes had bone spurs removed
from his feet in the offseason and he
isn’t yet 100 percent, and Jessie had a
field day against him.

The Cowboys didn’t have much bet-
ter success with Washington in
Barnes’ spot.

Whenever the Cowboys talk about
unsung heroes, they talk about Robert
Newhouse.

Most teams stack their defenses to
try and stop Dorsett and it is Ne-
whouse who is called on to get the
tough yards.

With Dallas going into the fourth
quarter behind, 12-7, against the
Cards, it was Newhouse who scored
one touchdown on a two-yard run and
caught a 15-yard pass from Staubach
for another score to win the game.
