New REA
Survey Will Be
Made Of County

A new survey of the needs for
additional rural electrification
facilties will be made in Sherman
‘County the latter part of January
or the first part of February by
the Bureau of Agricultural Eco-
nomics. This announcement by
the Bureau was made in Wash-
ington at a recent meeting with
Sam Wohlford and R. C. Buckles,
Sherman County directors of the
Rita Blanca REA project.

In a previous survey res'\dents
of the agricultural section were
not familiar with the technical
terms used in the electricity sur-.
vey and many of them gave the
interviewer an impression they
did not wish to make. For this
reason plans are being made to
secure an Extension Service Elec-
tric Specialist, who will hold edu-
cational meetings in Stratford,
Spurlock and Texhoma, to ac-
quaint farm families with the a-
mount of electricity they are
likely to use in the operation of
appliances they desire to install
in their home.

It is not the intention of agri-
cultural leaders to create a false
report but rural electrification
enthusiasts are firmly convinced
that there is sufficient ' demand
in a major portion of the county
to justify construction of addi-
tional REA power lines.

Sherman County is in line for
a $500,000.00 grant for additional
construction of REA lines if the
survey shows that consumption
will be adequate to justify instal-
lation. 3

REA promoters especially urge
those interested in additional
construction in Sherman County
to cooperate in the new educa-
tional movement in order that a
true picture of the needs of Sher-]
man County way be established.
It is believed that the report filed
with the Bureau of Agricultural
Economics from the expected
survey will determine REA policy
in the county in the future.

Life Insurance Lapse Rate

Increases Since War’s End

Although life insurance policy
lapses have increased since the end
of the war, reflecting the greater
pressure of living costs on Ameri-
can families, the rate of such lapses
is still about half the average for
the decade of the '30s, the Institute
of Life Insurance reports.

Policy lapses and surrenders have
increased materially since 1944,
when the all-time low was reached,
but the total life insurance outstand-
ing and the policy .funds also have
risen sharply. Life insurance owned
today is nearly 70 per cent over the
1940 figure. Policy reserves, a rough
measure of the funds available to
policy-holders, have risen by two-
thirds in these same years.

Consequently, the ratio of policy
lapses and surrenders for cash to
total policies in force, while up from
the abnormally low level of the mid-
war years, is still well under pre-
war levels. The 1947 ratio of ordi-
nary insurance lapses 3.5 per cent,
compares with 2.8 per cent in 1946
and 2.2 per cent at the low point of
1944. The average rate for the dec-
ade of the '30s, however, was 8.3
per cent. Industrial insurance lapses
have followed the same general
trend.

Even more striking is the trend
of policy cash surrender value pay-
ments. The aggregate of such pay-
ments currently is running at near-
1y twice the payments made in 1944
when the surrender rate was at an
all-time low.

Frequent Bedding Change

Needed by Dog With Fleas

A change of the dog’s bedding
every time the family’s bed linen is
changed would bring relief to mil-
lions of flea-pestered dogs, accord-
ing to authorities on pet health.

Dogs that are bathed regularly
and treated scientifically to remove
fleas still may be troubled by these
parasites if owners neglect to
change their pets’ bedding at fre-
quiet intervals, says American
Veterinary Medical association’s
committee on small animal dis-
eases.

Fleas deposit their eggs in the
dog’s sleeping place, where the eggs
hatch and go through the larval
stage. By a complete change of bed-
ding at least once a week, fleas in
the process of development can be
eliminated.

Use of a thin film of DDT powder
on the bedding also is helpful, the
committee says. Bedding removed
from the dog’s sleeping quarters
can be used again after it has been
washed thoroughly and placed owut-
side to dry.

MONEY MAKER

Mechanic
Has Mint

WASHINGTON, D. C. — During
the depression, when a man could
barely buy sowbelly and shoe leath-
er on what he made fixing old cars,
something happened—by accident—
to Verne Starling, a mechanic, out
in Perry, Iowa. The accident made
him think he could do better by
making real money.

“I didn’t want to get rich,” he
later told the United States secret
service. “I just wanted to make a
decent living.”

Like all easy money guys, Star-
ling made a mistake now and then.
One of them—a phony half dollar—
is now on exhibit in the treasury
building. How it got there is an in-
teresting story dug from the fat
files of James J. Maloney, chief of
the secret service. Mechanic Star-
ling, in his confession, told his own
story:

Once, in 1933, he was fiddling
around with an acetylene torch, fix-
ing to weld a truck axle. He reached
in his pants pocket for a cigarette
and out tumbled a nickel, which
came to rest between a spring and
a railroad iron on the floor.

He Gets an Idea.

A light went on in Starling’s ac-
tive brain. He forgot about the
broken axle and placed the nickle
on the railroad iron and applied his
torch to the flat piece of spring.
When it sizzled cherry red he took
his tongs and put the spring on
top of the nickel and let fly with a

heavy sledge.

A perfect imprint of a nickell
And from where Starling stood, the
garage business looked pretty dull.

So he began to study up on dies
and knurling wheels, the things
that make the ridges around some
coins. It took a lot of time, but he
was a perfectionist.

At length he came up with a near
perfect duplicate of the 1912 Co-
lumbia star half dollar, although it
took him almost four years.

To look at the official record you’d
think Starling was out of his head.
He put 22 cents worth of silver in
each coin at a time when the gov-
ernment was only putting 18 cents
worth in each.

dough,” Jim Maloney -said. *“A
couple or three cents worth of cop-
per, iron and tin pitched in as al-
loys and he had a nice profit. And
he also had us humpin’ for a long
time.”’

Coins Look Real.

The coins looked and acted like
the real thing to most people. But
they showed up bad under the eyes
of examiners at the federal reserve
banks.

He finally was traced, as most
coin counterfeiters are, through his
purchases of silver. That, plus ask-
ing neighborhood kids to help him
steal silver around Perry. He even
suggested raiding the trophy cases
in high schools for loving cups that
Iowa athletes had won in basketball
games and track meets.

One rainy night the law—federal,
county and local—moved in.

The culprit said in his statement
that he was a lone worker. He’d go
into dime stores, groceries and ci-
gar stores around Iowa, spending a
nickel and getting 45 cents change.
In a closet in his home the agents
found sacks of Bull Durham,

Starling said he turned out no more
than 300 half buck pieces a month
—value $150, minus expenses.

But, as the man said, crime
doesn’t pay. The government
chopped=8terling’s elaborate -equip-
ment to junk and sold it by the
pound at auction—for $2.60. And he
died in jail while awaiting trial.

Typist’s Error During War

Cost British Two Ships

LONDON. — A typist’s error was
blamed for the loss of two British
destroyers in the battle of Crete
during the early phases of World
War II.

It was disclosed in newly released
admiralty dispatches of that battle
from Adm. Sir Andrew B. Cunning-
ham, then in charge of Mediter-
ranean operations, now Lord Cun-
ningham of Hyndhope.

He explained that on the night
of May 22, 1941, he received a ‘“‘most
immediate’’ message reporting the
battleships Queen Elizabeth and
Barham were “‘empty’’ of anti-air-
craft ammunition.

The message should have read the
two battle wagons had ‘plenty.”

As a result, the two ships were
ordered back to Alexandria, leaving
behind the destroyers Kelly and
Kashmir, presumably to protect
their withdrawal against the Gers-
mans.

Both were sunk.

According to Dr. 'A. N. J. den Hol-
lander, Dutch scholar, “‘sicsas” is
the Hungarian version of the Span-
‘ish “‘manana,” when that word is
used to denote postponement or
procrastination.

Dr. den Hollander, who spent
some time in the Hungarian cap-
ital as a researcher and lecturer
in sociology for Northwestern uni-
versity (Chicago) says:

“In spite of their fascination at
anything mechanical, the Russians
cannot run anything efficiently. For
all their love of watches, they can-
not do anything on time. There is
a word on everyone’s tongue now
in Budapest—*‘sicsas.” ‘““Tomor-
Trow maybe,” is an equivalent
American translation. Ask a re-
quest of a Russian and he says
only “sicsas,”” whether he’s on
duty or not.

‘“The Hungarians have always
been by American standards, post-
poners.

Diphtheria toxoid is the poison
developed by diphtheria germs,
which, when treated with alum or
another substance so that it is not

build up resistance against the dis-
ease. The alum-treated type of

{ toxoid has been recognized since

1940 for immunization against diph-

for general use.”

Wide Rallroad Gauge Used

Almost Exclusively by U. S.

An interchange of railroad equip-
ment throughout the world is un-
likely because of the difference in
track gauges in the various coun-
tries. Once a gauge has been long
used in a country it is difficult to
make a change because bridges,
tunnels, stations and other railroad
appurtenances have been built to
match it.

The United States, which, with
about 225,000 miles of track, has
by far the largest amount of track
in the world, uses the so-called
standard gauge of 4 feet 8% inches.
Other countries that use the stand-
ard width track include Canada,
Cuba, Holland, Hungary, New South
Wales and Turkey.

Russia uses the five-foot gauge.
As a result of the wide track, vari-
ous expedients had to be used to
supply that country with new equip-
ment in the war.

Another gauge widely used is the
so-called meter gauge of 3 feet
33 inches. This is almost the ex-
clusive gauge in Puerto Rico,
French Sudan, the Malaya penin-
sula, Bolivia and Dutch Guiana. It
applies to a large part of the mile-
age in Brazil and it is found on some
mileage in nearly all the principal
countries of Europe and Asia.

Dr. Korentan historical kngw_l-
edge of Jesus is in

‘these four Gospels. All put to-

gether they do not make a big
book; but any one of them by it-
self is a gre:t book.
- * L

Who Remembered Him?
IT BOTHERS some people to dis-

cover what scholars have always
known, that our Gospels as we
have them are based on earlier
writings and spoken traditions. But
this gives us an even better reason
for trusting the reliability of these
records. They were not made up
for the first time a generation or
more after Jesus’ resurrection.
They go back to the lifetime of
thousands who personally knew
Jesus.

The farther back scholars
can tiuce the origins of the
* Gospels, the more historically
reliable they are proved to be.
Some of the information
worked into our Gospels came
from personal reminiscences;
this is the case with large
parts of Matthew and John. In
the case of Mark, the early
story in the church was that
as a young companion of
Peter on missionary journeys,
Mark jotted down the stories
which Peter told about Jesus.

At any rate the Gospel of Mark
contains just the sort of things
that a man like Peter would be
likely to remember. Luke himself,
a missionary doctor and great
friend of Paul, never knew Jesus
personally, but lived for two years
in Palestine and gathered the ma-
terials for his Gospel while there
were still hundreds of people there

who remembered Jesus well.
- » *

What They Remembered
OHN tells us that it would be
impossible to write down all
that was then known of Jesus’
life. Out of the 400 days (at least)
during which Jesus’ public min-
istry lasted, not over 40 are re-
corded, even in part.

Yet what these men did re-
call and record is enough fto
reveal a matchless Person. A
fifth Gospel might enlarge our
Y¥nowledge of Jesus; but it
would not greatly change it.
Jesus never wrote a book, not
even a letter so far as we know;
yet such words of his as were
remembered have influenced
the world.

Jesus’ entire public ministry
lasted a shorter time than it takes
to go through college; yet what
he did has 'had a deeper effect on
the world than the work of any
university graduate in history.
Jesus started no corporation, no
formal organization; yet out of his
fellowship have grown the greatest
institutions in the world.

Why They Remembered
THE STORY of Jesus was re-
membered and recorded by his
followers partly because they could
not help it. They could not forget
him and did net want to forget
him. One thing is true of all those
who lovingly cherished these mem-
ories of the Master: they loved and
adored him.

No unbeliever ever wrote a
Gospel. Pilate wrote no life of
Christ. Even if Judas had lived,
he could not have written one.
Our Gospels were written by
men of fa th, for the purpose of
calling out faith  in others.
“These things werc written
that ye may believe that Jesus
is the Son of God” (John 20:
31).

In one sense of the word we
could write a better Gospel now,
for today 19 centuries of Christian
experience are behind us, and those
centuries are full of the doings of
Christ through his church. The
four Gospels tell us of what Jesus
did in Galilee. But now we can tell
the story of what Christ has done
in Africa and Greenland and. Aus-
tralia and America Reading the
Gospels is interesting, it is im-
portarft; but the reading has not
hit the bull’s-eye if it leave you. the
reader, merely better informed
than you were

EFORE shock treatment was

discovered, it was estimated
that, at the rate mental disease was
increasing, in less than 50 years
one-half the people of the world
would be needed to care for the
other half.

Then came the discovery of
shock treatment—insulin, met-
razol, electric—and it was felt
that there would be a lowering
of the rate at which mental
illness was increasing. This has
proved true.

Unfortunately, there have been
some cases in which the usual in-
sulin shock treatment has been too
severe, and mental specialists have
found it necessary to stop this kind
of treatment. It is gratifying to
know that army research workers,
by reducing the dose of insulin used
but using it ‘oftener, now can treat
many of these cases safely and with
excellenit results.

In ‘*‘Archives of Neurology and
Psychiatry,” Dr. D. S. Sullivan
states that treatment with insulin,

eing pursued: by the Mexican
overnment regardless of wide-
pread doubt and skepticism.
' The Yaqui is not willing to for-
get his persecutions by Spanish
conquerors or Mexican agents.
He feels all the land rightfully

belongs to mm and thinks he has
exchanged a blanket for a small
handkerchief in accepting two and
a half square miles of property for
each of his nine pueblos and addi-
tional farming lands.

Mexicans feel too much land has
been given the Indians and that
the amount of money being spent on
them is excessive.

“The Indians are not good farm-
ers,”” they say.

In the meantime, the Mexican
government, copying the United
States Indian Service plans, is con-
structing a huge canal to irrigate
the Yaqui land grants in an effort to
convert the warriors into farmers.

While Southern Pacific of Mexico
trains now travel without soldiers,
two cavalry posts at Esperanza and
Bicam are ready to protect citizens.

“There is not a family in this
area but has suffered at the hands
of the Yaqui,”” L. M. Byerly,
American farm machinery mer-
chant, explains.

“This valley today is in exactly
the same position Arizona found
itself in the 1880’s’’ says Sidney
M. Morrison, manager of the Rich-
ardson Construction Co. which
opened the valley’s vast irrigation
system.

Our valley has the Yaqui, Arizona
had the Apache,” he continues.
‘““There is the constant fear not only
of another Yaqui outbreak, but of
further expropriation of lands under
the agrarian system.

Farm Training

“Some progress is being' made
among the Yaqui in training them
to become able farmers, but it
seems slow by American stand-
ards.”

Mexicans themselves feel their
government has been wasteful in
giving the Yaqui tribe more than 12
million acres of land which extend
to the Gulf of California.

A large portion of this is irri-
gable and it is through this that the
Utah Construction Co. has been
building a new canal over 30
kilometers long.

Eventually water will be fed into
the canal system solely for Yaqui
Indian use.

But the Yaqui continues to call

the Mexican ‘‘yori,”” or 'enemy.
Generally they dislike laws, sol-
diers, government agents and
Americans.

They remember the 1903 massa-
cre of thousands of Yaqui and the

Caves Gain New Attention; -
Had Big Role in Last War

Mysterious recesses of the earth,
long fascinating both to adventur-
ous boys and cove scientists, are
getting an extra share of attention
lately.

U. S. army and navy authorities,
advised ‘by  underground experts,
have been making extensive study
of ‘the many :eaves-that underlie
most ofiythe 48 states.. To recent
suggestions, however, that these and
other cavities of the world might
offer easy. protection against atomic
or bacteriological warfare the an-
swers are pessimistic.

One army. map . service spokes-
man declares that most natural
caves surveyed in. the last eight
yearg are suitable only for storage
because of remoteness, dampness
and hazardous formations.

Whatever their future value, caves
and mines'/had a role in World War
II. From the :Far East to western
Europe, men:used them for per-
sonal and industrial shelter, as well
as for essential storage space.

China’s wartime capital, Chung-
king, was ‘noted for its vast system
of new and old tunnels in which the
city’s population of hundreds of
thousands: kept civic life going
through years of relentless Japanese
bombing. Two of the world’s most
heavily bombed spots, the English
channel port of Dover and the Brit-
ish Mediterranean isle of Malta,
made life-savers of old catacombs.
Athens hid priceless statuary from
the Acropolis in nearby caves on
the site of the ‘‘Prison of Socrates.”
And the salt and copper mines of
Germany and Austria gave up enor-,
mous ecpllections of ‘art and other
treasures looted from conquered
countries or removed from Ger-
many’s own museums and castles
for safekeeping.

Paint Products for Fabrics

A function of the paint, varnish
and lacquer industry little known
to the general public is the formula-
tion' and production of finishes for
fabrics and paper. These finishes
are made by the manufacturers of
specialized production finishes. Some

have a pyroxylin base and are used |

very largely on fabric. Other types
have other bases. One use for such
specialized finishes is in the making
of ordinary oilcloth, as distinguished
from - linoleum. Paper products
which are made to resemble leath-
er, including certain types of book
and catalog covers owe their at-
tractiveness to specialized produc-
tion finishes. Use of such specialized
production finishes for fabric and
paper is so extensive that the bu-
reau of census issues monthly sta-
tistics ‘on the subject.
