Funeral services for J, W. Gar­

outte will be held at the First 
Christian Church Friday after­
noon at 3:00 o’clock. He suc­
cumbed to a short illness in an 
Espanola, New Mexico hospital 
Tuesday,

Mr. Garoutte was about 60 
years of age. He had been in 
Ojo Caliente, New Mexico for two 
weeks taking a course of baths 
which seemed to relieve attacks 
of rheumatism he had been suf<- 
fering. In a letter to a mem­
bers of the family Sunday he 
stated that the swelling had all 
left his legs and he looked for­
ward to the end of the third week 
of treatment when he hoped to 
return to Stratford.

Monday night members of the 
family were informed that he 
was in a coma and was being 
transferred by ambulance to Es­
panola, the nearest hospital. Mrs. 
J. W. Garoulte, Mr. and Mrs. 
Raymond Keener and Virgil 
Garoutte left Tuesday morning 
for Espanola.

Mr. Garoutte came to 
Sherman County in the late 
twenties and was engaged in 
stock farming east of Stratford 
for several years. He was elect­
ed Sheriff of Sherman County in 
1935 and held the office for five 
terms. Retiring in ill health he 
gradually regained his strength 
and returned to his trade of car­
pentering and contracting which 
he had followed in his younger 
years.

In August of 1948 he entered 
the grocery business in Stratford 
in association with his son, Vir­
gil. He remained the senior 
member of this business firm un­

At the present time, 42 of the 
48 states have artificial dairy 
breeding associations in opera­
tion.

Observance of the first Na­
tional Children’s Dental Health 
Day on February 7th has been 
approved and commended to 
Texans by an Official Memoran­
dum signed by Governor Beau- 
ford H. Jester.

The dental health of children 
is of prime importance to their 
general well-being, .and Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, State Health Officer, 
says that every child should be 
under the regular care of a com­
petent dentist from the time he 
is thirty months of age.

“Much can be done in the way 
of tooth decay prevention by den­
tists of today,” Dr. Cox said, “and 
studies are under way at present 
which may lead to still • further 
advances in the control of den­
tal caries. Two Texas cities 
with almost identical fluorine 
content in their city water sup­
plies are being used in one exper­
iment. Sodium fluoride is being 
added to the supply of one city, 
and the results in the reduction 
of dental caries checked against 
that of the city whose water sup­
ply is not treated.

“This experiment has been in 
progress only 29 months and it is 
too early to establish a positive 
evaluation, but the results check­
ed so far have demonstrated a 
decided tendency to caries re­
duction in the city where sodium 
fluoride is added to their drink­
ing water.”

Early training of children in 
good dental hygiene will mater­
ially aid them in keeping their 
teeth and gums in good condi­
tion, and their regular visits to 
the dentist will enable him to 
make any corrections as soon as 
they are needed.

Testimony Closing In Howard Case
The State presented its case 

against Lloyd E. Howard, charg­
ed with rape, in district court 
Tuesday.

Mrs..Hoyt Gist, daughter of 
Mrs. Berry, described the condi­
tion in which she found her 
mother the morning of November 
20.

Bedford Berry, also described 
his mother’s condition, and told 
of the disturbed condition of fur­
niture in the room.

State Patrolman R. C. John­
son took the stand to describe 
Mrs. Berry’s condition and blood 
stains in the home. He said he 
and other officers secured Mrs. 
B e r r y ’ s d e s c r i p t i o n  
o f  h e r  a t t a c k e r  
and drove to the Ford garage in 
Texhoma where they arrested 
Howard. Johnson said they took 
Howard to the office of County 
Attorney E. E. Coons where they 
found a blood smear about two 
inches long on the front of his 
underwear. He said the word 
‘Ford” was plainly visible on 
Howarj ’̂s shirt.

Mrs. G. W. Berry, 75, took the 
witness stand with the assistance 
of her son and daughter. She 
told of being criminally attacked 
in her home the morning of No­
vember 20. Pointing -to Lloyd E. 
Howard, she said, “That is the 
man.” In response to questioning 
she further identified Howard by 
the word “Ford” worn on his shirt 
and the lump over his eye.

Dr. W. N. Oxley, Texhoma, and 
Dr. Huston Pearson, testified as 
to Mrs. Berry’s physical condition. 
Both testified examinations and 
tests definitely showed she had 
been criminally attacked.

District Attorney Floyd M. 
Richards took the stand to iden­
tify the signed statement made 
by Mrs. Berry and the statement 
Howard made when questioned 
in Dumas November 22.

The State rested its case ‘Tues­
day evening.

Wednesday morning District 
Attorney Floyd M. Richards took 
the witness stand to identify a 
deposition of Mrs. Berry. He 
further identified two written 
statements made by Howard. The 
first was made in Stratford Sun­
day, November 21.

Monroe Ethridge, deputy sher- 
f f  at the time of the arrest, was 
questioned about Howard’s 
statements after his arrest. 
Ethridge stated he placed Howard 
in jail at Stinnett after he made 
his statement in Stratford. The 
following day Ethridge said he 
took Howard from the Stin­
nett jail and ask him if he would 
like to go to Dumas to make a se­
cond statement to the District 
Attorney. According to Eth­
ridge, Howard agreed. The se­
cond statement was introduced 
as evidence.

Patrolman R. C. Johnson iden­
tified his signature as a witness 
when Howard’s first statement 
was made. Texas Ranger Frank 
Probst ask questions at the time 
the statement was made.

The defense presented four 
character witnesses. They were 
D. D. Burrows, Texhoma, How­
ard’s father-in-law; Jess Miller, 
Texhoma, a neighbor of the 
Howard family; Pearl Burrows, 
Dalhart, Howard’s brother-in- 
law; and S. A. Burrows, Texhoma, 
another brother-in-law of How­
ard.

Mrs. Lloyd E. Howard was call­
ed to the witness stand at 11:30 
A. M. She became faint and 
was assisted from the court room 
by relatives.

Judge Harry Schultz dismissed 
the court until 1:30 P. M.

Mrs. Howard took the stand 
Wednesday afternoon to relate 
changes she had noticed in her 
husband since he was injured in 
St. Paul, Nebraska where he was 
working with a harvest crew. She 
stated that at times he acted pe: 
culiar and suffered from lapses 
of memory.

L. S. Hubbard, Amarillo garage 
owner, testified that Howard was 
a changed man when he return­
ed to his work in 1947 after a trip 
with a harvest crew to Nebraska.

Lloyd Howard took the stand 
in his own behalf late in the ev­
ening. He said his mind was 
blank during the time the crime 
was committed, and charged 
peace officers with forcing him 
to sign statements which were 
made during the next few days 
following his arrst.

The defense rested its case 
and peace officers making the 
arrest and taking Howard’s 
statements were called to the 
witness stand. They denied the 
accusation that cruelty was used 
in securing the statements.

|From a Wheel Chair i
I LOS ANGELES, CALIF. — Bert' 
Kopperl is getting restless in his' 
wheel chair.

South America is beckoning, and 
4he wheel chair is all oiled up and| 
ready to go after recently bringing 
,80 year old Kopperl back from a 
25,000 mile camera tour of Europe.

Special equipment enabled him 
to take more than 300 outstanding 
pictures on the jaunt, which will 
be exhibited by the Pasadena art 
institute and in Los Angeles.

Kopperl is naralyzed from the

waist down, but he is a better com-| 
mercial photographer now than he 
was before the war and when polio 
struck him down in the Philippines^ 
in 1945. He was there as a captain 
of antiaircraft artillery. 1

He decided to overcome his phy-, 
sical handicap, which restricts | 
movement of his arms to one-third 
that of a normal person, and de­
veloped new photographic tech­
niques. He boarded a Greek 
freighter and wheeled himself 
through Italy, France, Greece, Al­
giers, Cyprus and Egypt in search 
of picture material.

He specialized in photographing 
things as they looked 2,000 years 
ago, and he did more than he set 
out to do.

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Pat Patterson, one of those 

popular members of Stratford’s 
younger set, who just vanished 
from Sherman County after be­
ing called to the the colors, writes 
friends here after settling back 
into civilian life. His letter 
follows:
Dear Hoss and Robbie:

Received your card and it was 
the first news I’ve had from any 
of my former Stratford friends 
since I left for the Navy over six 
years ago. You can be reassured 
that it made my heart feel good 
to know that, even as busy as you 
are, all haven’t forotten a former 
citizen of the city I grew up in.

I’d love to tell you all my ex-

perences but I ’m afraid time and 
space are too limited to tell all 
so I’ll just go over the highlights 
of my movements since I depart 
ed the city I was so homesick for 
(and still am) so long ago.

To begin with: I left Stratford 
for the Navy to audition for the 
U. S. Navy School of Music on 
June 15, 1942. Arrived Wash­
ington, D. C. June 18 and on the 
following day, June 19, I, Marvin 
Patterson, Jr., was sworn into the 
U. S. Navy for a period of six 
years to begin a course of music 
training of which I have never 
experienced.

The course lasted a year of 
which at the end of the same I 
was shipped to Kanehoe Bay, 
Territory of Hawaii. There I 
joined a band of which I was a 
member two years. In Hawaii I 
had the chance to see the things 
I most longed to see, volcanoes, 
beautiful beaches, mild climate, 
hula dances, in all a beautiful ex­

perience and education of races 
of which there were every type in 
the world.

After my tour of duty in Ha­
waii I returned to San Francisco 
to await a 30 day leave. Then 
you saw me in Stratford that was 
the last time, March 1945. Re­
member?

Before I go any further I might 
add that I met the sweetest girl 
in all the world during my train­
ing in Washington. On week 
ends off I would go to Philadel­
phia with a buddy I had made in 
the school. There I,met his cou­
sin, Shirley Hargy. She turned 
out to be my wife, thank God. 
Now I am blessed with a son who 
is the sweetest little devil in the 
world of 2^2 years.

Now, after my leave I returned 
to Washington for a rehabilita­
tion course in the school. It was 
there I was married June ’45. I 
was there until September then 
shipped to the Metropolis of New 
York. The base was actually 
Staten Island but the Big City 
fascinated me and I was there 
much of the time.

The time in New York was very 
short, three months, and I was

from my wife of the heart-break­
ing news of my step-father, Hen­
ry Cromer, passing away. The 
news was so shocking, I almost 
collapsed. As you both know he 
was a great man to me and I ’m 
sure no father could have been as 
much a father to any son as he 
was to me. In my heart there 
will always be a place of grati­

tude and respect for him.
You have to remember this is 

covering many years and am now 
winding up my career in the na­
val service. Of course I flew 
home from Naples, Italy via 
Army Transport Command (as it 
was then known). I visited my 
Mother in Cross Plains but was 
too late for the funeral but spent

Filth and dirt ran ram­
pant there and I was relieved to 
shove out of there.

Our next port was Malta and 
there I saw the best example of 
what bombs could do to a city. 
Actually, there was hardly a city 
there, it was all ruin except what 
has been built since the war 
which was very little.

Our next port was supposed to 
have been Naples but we received 
orders to sail for Genoa, Italy, to 
show our naval might to the 
Communists who were acting up 
in Rome and Trieste. We had a 
humorous incident in Rome. The 
Commies were having a big par­
ade and our fighter pilots zoom­
ed in single file in between the 
buildings and right over their 
heads. Banners, hats, and peo­
ple scattered in all directions. 
That broke up a large concentra­
tion of Communism for the time 
being. I imagine the pilots are 
still laughing over the spreading 
of Communism.

Genoa is a beautiful city, hard­
ly scratched by the war. It sits 
in the foothills of the Italian 
Alps and the mountains make a 
wonderful background for the 
city. By rights it should be call­
ed a resort city as well as a sea­
port. There I saw Columbus’ 
grave and many palaces of 
princes dated as far back as 1522.

Then we cruised to Naples, the 
Chicago of Europe. There you 
find every type of crook in the 
world. Even the children are 
taught to steal from the time 
they are able to walk. It was 
there I bought my wife a set of 
Bavarian Chinaware, had her 
picture I had in my billfold used 
as a model and had 
an artist paint
an oil portrait of an exact like­
ness of her, had a set of earrings 
and brooch made of the Goddess 
of Music-Psyche, and many other 
beautiful things, especially a 
handmade jewel-box.

From Naples we went to Toul­
on, France. It was there that we

had a catastrophe. Eight men 
were lost in the heavy seas in the 
Port of Hyerers. France is by 
far the most beautiful land of 
all. The people have an uncon­
querable spirit and the times 
are similar to those of our 1920’s. 
Yes, when they say Gay France it

Comment on Mr. Truman’s le­
gislative program and proposed 
budget runs the gamut from 
complete approval of unqualified 
disapproval. Those who hoped 
or feared that the President 
would conveniently forget many 
of the pledges he made during 
the campaign no longer have any 
doubts, so far as he is able, he 
will carry them out to the last 
comma. It is clear that he in­
tends, if possible, to cement much 
more power in his hands than he 
had before, when he was Presi­
dent only because of the accident 
of his predecessor’s death. As an 
example, it is widely believed 
that the appointment of Dean 
Acheson means that Mr, Truman 
will be his own Secretary of State, 
as President Roosevelt was. Mr. 
Truman will establish the poli­
cies, and Mr, Acheson, an able 
administrator, will carry them 
out. General Marshall, by con­
trast, made policy on his own 
hook.

The President’s program is 
largely noncontroversial so far as 
defense and foreign aid provi*- 
sions go, except as to details 
which do not affect the broad 
principles. '* So it is the domestic 
program which occupies the cen­
ter of the stage. Most people, 
regardless of which side they 
stand on, seem agreed that the 
program marks a new effort to 
direct American life into chan­
nels which once were alien to it.

The essence of Mr. Truman’s 
position is that it is the duty of 
government both to protect the 
individual against the exigencies 
of life through more old-age se­
curity, higher minimum wages, 
compulsory health insurance.

erne time dr another, but have not 
be%n able to arrive at'any defin­
ite conclusions, because I am not 
in. the possession of all the facts, 
and I don’t think any one else 
will ever be in possession of all of 
them. I have handled a number 
of cases from here, and some­
times have had perfectly satis­
factory dealings with them, and 
other times I have become infur­
iated at all the red tape and ap­
parent lack of interest. Gene 
Wilson has reported to me a 
number of times the great dif­
ficulty he has had in getting a 
patient admitted and collecting 
his ambulance fees. Some pa­
tients, on the other hand, have 
reported excellent care, and no 
undue delay in being admitted. 
So it appears on the surface that 
it is neither all good nor all bad.

I do feel that a good shaking 
up might put them on their toes 
and we could report all cases 
getting proper care and atten­
tion instead of just part of them. 
From all the information I have 
been able to gather, it seems that 
a great deal less difficulty is en­
countered if a representatitve of 
the American Legion or some 
other recognized service organi­
zation makes the arrangements 
for the patient in advance. This 
is flattering but should not be 
necessary, especially in emer­
gency cases.

In my opinion, which isn’t 
worth very much, the hospital is 
suffering from two things. In 
the first place the doctors and 
management haven’t recovered 
from the effects of all the brass 
they wore as Army or Navy doc­
tors. Normally these ill effects 
will wear off in a little while, and 
the victim will become a normal 
human being again when re­
turned to the very competitive 
atmosphere of civilian life, and 
his pay check is dependent on his 
worth and ability. But place 
him in a position almost identi­
cal to that he had in the services, 
and his ego only rises more. In­
stead of the doctor doing his best 
to please the patient, as he must 
do in private practice, the patient 
must please the doctor, just as 
we had to do in the service. I 
am surprised that the patient 
don’t have to hop out of bed and' 
stand at attention when the doc­
tor enters the ward.

Their next ailment is an occu­
pational disease with govern­
ment workers, and the unions 
are doing their best to introduce 
the disease in private industry. 
The disease is characterized by a 
don’t-give-a-damn-so long as I 
stay on the pay roll attitude, and 
a mental fixation that the cus­
tomer can’t be right. The causes 
are the seniority and pension 
systems of government workers.

Truman Begins Busiest Four Years; 
GOP Wins First Senate Vote Test; 
levin Offers Critics Olive BranchOpen Campaign

INAUGURATION:
Brief Interlude

President Truman could lay valid 
claim to the title ‘busiest man in 
the world.”  The inaugural behind 
him, the nation’ s chief executive 
was up to his neck in problems, 
both foreign and domestic.

ON THE HOME FRONT, there 
was a little matter of having con­
gress impliment Democratic cam ­
paign pledges and provide funds 
lor the continuing armament ex­
pansion. Abroad, with this nation 
committed to the gargantuan task 
of saving the world from com­
munism, the problem was equally 
monumental.

But for awhile, on January 20,
Harry Truman, Missouri farm boy 
who rose to the presidency of the 
United States, once by succession, 
currently on his own vote-getting 
prowess, relaxed, basked in public 
adulation, may even have forgotten 
the tremendous pressure under 
which he labored.

ORIGINALLY PLANNED as a 
more or less sedate affair, with 
this atmosphere desired by Truman, 
the inauguration, instead, was 
turned into one of the most lavish 
and spectacular since Andrew 
Jackson rode into the top spot.

Packed and jammed, Washing­
ton gave a hero’ s welcome to the 
World War I artillery captain. Tru­
man buttons, Truman pictures,
Truman banners were greatly in 
evidence and the President, seeing 
these and the vast multitudes, must 
have wondered if there were any­
one at all who voted against him 
in the November election.

BUT THE INTERMISSION from 
duty was brief. The parade, the 
swearing in ceremonies, the round 
of gala capital affairs that night, 
and the next day, Harry Truman 
was again on the job.

Peace has been his rallying cry.
Its importance marked all his 
utterances. Now he was buckled 
down to the job of trying to pre­
serve it. Men of good will every­
where in the world were wishing 
him success.

MONKEYS:
Up in the Air

For whatever benefit it may be 
to scientists or anthropologists, two 
sad-eyed dogs will not calm 300 
Rhesus monkeys.

THIS WAS graphically, if some­
what disturbingly demonstrated 
when 30 crates of the monkeys ar­
rived in New York by plane from 
the Azores.

The trip started sedately enough 
with all the monkeys locked in their 
crates. Two large, sad-eyed dogs 
were along because someone had 
said their presence would tend to 
keep tranquil the monkeys’ spirits.

Somehow most of the monkeys 
got out of the crates and suddenly 
there were monkeys in the cockpit, 
monkeys through the plane, mon­
keys peeping out of windows and 
monkeys even trying to liberate 
other monkeys.

Capt. Miguel Braganca and his 
crew, heavily outnumbered, was 
forced to stay in the forward part 
of the ship while the monkeys 
cavorted. The monkeys saw to that.
Says the captain: ‘ ‘They kept hang­
ing on the cockpit door and watch­
ing us all the time.”

When the plane reached La 
Guardia field, about a dozen chat­
tering monkeys were starting to 
climb out the windows, but eight 
airline cargomen joined the crew 
and with brooms and blankets fi­
nally snared the truants.

The monkeys were consigned for 
infantile paralysis research.

SIX “NO’S” :
Was It Revolt?

Six Democrats joining with sen­
ate Republicans gave the GOP 
victory in the first test of strength 
since the 81st congress convened.
The issue may have been trivial, 
but the result burned Democratic 
leaders. Scott Lucas, Illinois, suc­
cessor to Vice-President Barkley as 
majority floor leader, ‘ ‘sputtered.”
Barkley was also put out. For, it 
appeared, the result was an unex­
pected as it was ‘ ‘humiliating.”

THE ISSUE was exemption of 
inauguration tickets from federal 
amusement taxes. The exemption 
slid through the house 199 to 49, 
so one c?n imagine the surprise 
when it failed in the senate.

Chief target of administration 
censure was Kentucky’ s Virgil 
Chapman.

But those who remembered the 
Kentucky campaign would recall 
that Chapman showed no little 
independence in his drive for votes.

Cupid Curbed

The army is making it tougher 
for American G.I.’s to marry Ger­
man frauleins. In the first place, 
many army authorities and chap­
lains suspect too many German 
girls are using marriage as an 
excuse to escape from the hard life 
of occupied Germany to the United 
States. There is also an apparent 
desire to protect young draftees 
expected to start arriving soon in 
lermaiiy.

He did not completely endorse the 
Democratic platform, would not be 
led into enthusiastic ‘ ‘me too”  dec­
larations.

Lucas was vehement. ‘ ‘On whose 
coattails did Chapman come to the 
senate,”  he demanded, ‘ ‘t h e 
Truman-Barkley coattails or those 
of Dewey and Warren?”  Other 
angry Democrats rushed to point 
out that Chapman ran 100,000 votes 
behind Truman and Barkley in 
Kentucky.

JOINING CHAPMAN in the “ no”  
votes were Democratic Senators 
Byrd, Johnson, Maybank, Mc­
Clellan, Robertson and Russell.

Chapman didn’t take criticism 
lying down. He declared, in effect, 
that if such taxes are to be removed, 
it ought to be done in regular legis­
lative process, not by hurried 
action on the floor.

Republicans were more meta­
phorical. They argued that since 
there is a tax on powder used,an 
babies, a lyoman dressing up for an 
inauguration ball should regard her 
powder as more of a luxury, than 
powder applied to a baby. This 
statement followed an effort to 
exempt baby powder from federal 
taxation which failed of approval.

OLIVE BRANCH:
Bevin Recants

British Foreign Secretary Ernest 
Bevin apparently was relenting in 
his stand on the Palestine situation. 
Gingerly he held out an olive 
branch: Britain’ s willingness to re­
lease Jewish immigrants of fighting 
age now held in Cyprus, his per­
sonal and strong support of peace 
negotiations between Israelis and 
Egyptians at Rhodes.

Observers declared this position 
a ‘ ‘deliberate and genuine effort 
on his part . . .  to seek peace with 
Israel and his critics in Britain and 
in the U. S.

WHATEVER MOTIVATED the 
foreign secretary, there was no 
overlooking the fact that criticism 
had been mounting both in England 
and America. With the pressure 
continuing, the situation might have 
resolved itself into one holding the 
very political future of Bevin.

The foreign minister also in­
dicated that de facto recognition 
of the government of Israel was 
being seriously considered. If that 
step were taken by Great Britain, 
it would mean the death knell of 
Arab hopes for continuation of 
strife or any eventual triumph in 
the Holy Land controversy.

DIXIECRATS:
Rough Road

The road ahead looked rough for 
state’ s righters.

Democratic administration forces 
were showing little patience with 
southern old-liners who had bolted 
the party in the presidential elec­
tion.

THE PURGE SWORD swung first 
at the un-American activities com ­
mittee and two heads tumbled. 
They were those of Representative 
John A. Rankin, fiery Mississippian, 
and F. Edward Herbert, Louisiana, 
both of whom supported the state’ s 
rights ticket against President Tru­
man in November.

Rankin, along with everyone else, 
knew the blow was coming, ac­
cepted it calmly.

BONUS BILL:
Amvets Ready

Amvets, World War II veterans 
organization, has announced its 
intention to ask Congress for an 
immediate veterans bonus which 
they think might cost as much as 
67 billion dollars. The organization 
said it wall carry its proposal to 
congress soon.

A similar biU prepared by the 
Veterans of Foreign Wars is in the 
house hopper, having been offered 
by Rep. Rankin, Mississippi.

x?rstadt, ranks high in impor­
tance. It is clear that a very 
large part of future national 
budgets will continue to be de­
voted to security measures. It 
is equally clear, as the report em­

phasizes, that we are still a long 
way from a sound basis on which 
to build a defense establishment.

The report observes that the 
objective of a perfectly efficient 
and economical security system 
is extremely difficult to attain. 
It says: ‘The completely efficient 
security system will not be econ­
omical. The completely econ­
omical security system will not 
be militarily efficient. In an ef­
fort to be completely secure, the 
nation might turn itself into a 
military state; even so, there is 
no such thing as ‘absolute’ secur­
ity, and the attempt to attain it 
by this means could lead only to 
disaster.” It goes on to point

Sloan Hardware

control would lead to even more 
serious mistakes, perhaps irre­

parable ones.”
The committee adopted certain 

basic criteria as a guide to its 
study. Among the mpst impor­
tant are these: 1. The primary 
objective of the national security 
organization is to preserve the 
peace, but it must at all times be 
ready to marshal! all the human 
and material resources of the 
resources of the country for de­
fense. 2. Civilian influence in 
formulating national policy and 
in controlling the military estab­
lishment must be dominant. 3. 
The nation is entitled to the 
maximum possible return for ev­
ery dollar spent. 4. Wasteful 
duplication should be eliminated, 
but the preservation of a compe­
titive spirit and of service pride 
and tradition are basic to pro­
gress and morale.

The committee is most critical 
of the services’ handling of mon­
ey. It began with the statement 
that, “The costs of the military 
establishment, currently about 
$15,000,000,000 a year, appear to 
be unduly high, in terms both of 
the ability of the economy to 
sustain them and of the actual 
return in military strength and 
effective national security.” It 
goes on to say, “The committee 
failed to find in the military es­
tablishment a sense of cost con­
sciousness or a general realiza- 
ization of the vital importance to 
our national security of utmost 
conservation of our resources. 
There must be a will to eradicate 
waste; the first step is to instill, I 
t h r o u g h  e d u c a t i o n
a n d  l e a d e r s h i p ,
a strong conviction throughout 
all ranks that waste is harmful 
to our national welfare.” It 
points to the “awful cost” of the 
instruments of modern warfare, 
bombers run as high as $4,000,000 
each; a single tank costs more 
than $250,000, and ships require 
expenditures of $10,000,00p to 
$150,000,000. It cites some illum­
inating examples of the lack of 
concern of the military mind 
with conservation. For instance, 
at the end of the war the Army 
believed it had about 25,000 tanks 
on hand. But it was able to find 
only 16,000 of these.

The report goes on, in consid­
eration detail, to consider one 
phase after another of the com­
plex security problem. It then 
lists ‘six major areas or aspects 
in which improvement in the in­
terest of greater efficiency and 
economy is both possible and 
necesary.’ The six points run 
as follows: 1. Strengthening cen­
tral authority in the military es­
tablishments, that is, giving the 
Secretary of Defense broader and 
more positive powers. 2. Over­
hauling the military budget. 3. 
Improving teamwork throughout 
the National Security Organiza­
tion. 4. Relating scientific re­
search and development more 
closely to stragetic plannnig. 5. 
Expediting plans for civilian mo­
bilization in case of war. This 
includes all economic, industrial 
and manpower resources. 6. 
Making adequate provision for, 
and against, new and unconven­
tional means of warfare.

The committee also considered 
and rejected three more propos­
als which have been very widely 
debated. It is opposed to: 1. A 
single Military Chief of Staff and 
General Staff over all three ser­
vices. 2. Merger of the three 
military departments into a sin­
gle department. 3. Merger of 
the naval air arm with the Air 
Force. The fact that the com 
mittee turned these down is of 
unusual interest, in that all of 
them have been eloquently ar­
gued by men who believe that the 
total merger of the services is the 
ultimate goal. The committee 
is clearly of the opinion that ser 
vice identification and esprit de 
corps should be maintained, and

that the Navy requires air power 
of its own if it is to fulfill its es­
sential security missions.

What the committee has done 
is to present Congress with a blue 
print from which it may create 
a security establishment with a 
maximum of virtues and a mini­
mum of vices. It points out that 
the National Security Act of 1947 
“is a long step forward.” Yet 
that act inevitably created cer­
tain fears and confusions. In 
some cases it seems to have in­
tensified inter-service rivalries 
and jealousies. As the commit­
tee put it, “One of our greatest 
needs is to elevate military think­
ing to a plane above individual 
aims and ambitions.” That is 
obviously a difficult matter, and 
it will not be done overnight. But, 
if the committee is right, it must 
eventually be achieved, and in as 
short a time as possible.
