Left Five Residents Homeless

A tornado first viewed by the
residents of this section near
Chamberlain roared into Strat-
ford at 11:00 P. M. Monday night
to wreck two homes and injure
five persons.

First damage was reported
one-fourth mile from Conlen
where E. L. Stone reported fen-
ces disappeared.

The storm followed. a path
south of U. S. Highway 54 to a
point about 7 miles west of Strat-
ford where it veered north and
crossed the highway, loosening
one highline pole and scattering
several Western Union and Tele-
phone poles.

Following this course the tor-
nado struck the home of Mr. and
Mrs. Arthur Mullins. Shingles
‘were torn from the roof of the
home. The windmill, garage,
brooder houses, two granaries
were demolished and a combine
damaged. Only dents marked
the car when the debris from the
wrecked garage was removed
from it. The storm crossed the
bedding grounds of the Mullins’
cattle and some livestock doss is
expected.

Fences disappeared along the
path of the storm as it approach-
ed Stratford.

The storm approached with the
roar of a plane, later changing
to the sound of an.approaching
freight train. Shattering lum-
ber in the north side of town fol-
lowed these sounds then all was
quiet.

Shingles were torn from the
roof of the home of Mr. and Mrs.
Earl Garoutte in the western
edge of Stratford.

One cow and an
number of hogs kept near
Santa Fe stock pens perished.

The twister jumped as it pass-
ed over the Santa Fe tracks,
striking again to demolish the
hen house at the home of Mr. and
Mrs. F. E. McMinn.

The home of Mr. and Mrs. Fred
E. Austin was demolished. They
and their daughter, Leona, es-
caped with bruises and lacera-
tions.

Mr. Austin, clothed only in a
pair of shorts, walked to the

_ Elmer Hudson home to seek aid.
Mr. and Mrs. Austin and daugh-
ter were taken into the Hudson
home for shelter until they mov-
ed to the home of relatives.

Practically all of the Austin
family possessions were blown
away and their truck demolished
although the family car parked
at the side of the house was left
untouched.

The small frame structure,
once the home of George Merry,
was completely obliterated.

The home of Mr. and  Mrs.
Emory Blake was demolished
along with their out buildings.
Their car was demolished while
the pickup in the same garage es-
caped with a few dents.

Only a few of their possesions
were recovered in fields some
distance away.

Mr. and Mrs. Blake made their
way to the cellar near their home
after the home was demolished
where they were found by search-
ing parties. Mrs. Blake was hos-
pitalized in Northwest Texas
Hospital Monday night but was
released Wednesday and brought
home.

A steel windmill tower and a
barn was demolished at the Van
Boston home. Two window panes
were broken in the house.

A granary at the Cone Donel-
son home ‘was moved from its
foundation. Boards were driv-
en into wooden window facings
,at the Donelson home otherwise
undamaged.

A windmill belonging to Rob-
ert Naugle was demolished.

Fences and wheat were dam-
aged at the Roy Strother farm
4 miles west of Stevens. A mile
north a Krause plow was picked
up and carried for 75 yards.

A house and fences west
Texhoma were damaged.

One casualty was reported near
Guymon where a farm home
was demolished.

Sherman County Farm Bureau,
the Stratford Chamber of Com-
merce and the Stratford Lions
Club in the district court room
at the Courthouse at 11:00 A. M.
Tuesday.

Appointed as officers of the
Sherman County Disaster Fund
were C. F. Meinhardt of the
Chamber of Commerce, Arthur
Milton of the Farm Bureau, Ken-
neth Kendrick of the Stratford
Lions, W. P. Foreman to repre-
sent the City of Stratford, and
Brown Ross was placed in
charge of publicity.

Kendrick was elected to head
the finance committee as chair-
man of the organization.

At 1:00 P. M. Tuesday the drive
to raise funds was started.

To be successful you must know
what you want to do, be willing to
work hard, be pursuant of your
ambition, determined to reach
your goal, and be willing to make
sacrifices to continue your course.

The road from Galilee to Jeru-
salem represented a long uneven
and exacting journey. There is
no royal road to learning. To
make a score in the run of life,
you must be willing to continue
your run from base to base, meet-
ing opposition at every station.
Do not become complacent for
you must fight your battles a-
gainst opposition.

Rev. Nichols cited the work of
Robert Fulton in his long task of
building the first steam boat
commonly known to the public as
Fulton’s Folly before the day it
sailed down the Hudson river.

Jeroboam in his evil influence
had said, “it'was too much to
make the trip to Jerusalem, it
would cost too much time and
money. He advocated the com-
placency of building an image of
a calf to worship in that one
might take life easier.” Content
in idolatry the weakened nation
was wrecked.

AMG Top Man
In Munich Has
Mammoth Task

MUNICH.—Murray D. Van Wag-
goner, former governor of Michi-
gan feels that he has a big job on
his hands here as military govern-
or of Bavaria, one of the three
laender (provinces) in the Ameri.
can zone of occupation in Germany.

Van Waggoner is less concerned
with the actual execution of poliey
than he is with supervision of the
way in which the elected German
officials put these policies into ef-
fect.

But the field of this supervision is
much broader than it would be in
a state government at home, he
says. In the absence of any fed-
eral government, the laender or
state administrations must be
both.

Comparing the two jobs, Van
Waggoner points out that gov-
ernors in the United States fre-
quently have the assistance of
organized commissions in broad
fields of policy like public utilities
or conservation.

He has studied the possibilities
of such a reform here. But so
far, he says, he has not proposed
it formally or in private conversa-
tions with the Bavarian leaders.

Sees Many Callers

In the governor’s office in Lan-
sing, Mich., Van Waggoner says, he
saw callers during office hours on
the average of one every 15 min-
utes. Here, outside of his own im-
mediate staff, he sees perhaps
three each day. But the volume
of correspondence and reports is
immensely greater, he says.

He finds the setup of American
military government is sometimes
cumbersome and unresponsive.

““At home,”” Van Waggoner ex-
plains, ‘‘when you decided to do
something you called in the people
who were involved and went ahead
with the job. “If we decide here
in Munich that we want to make
some move, it must be approved in
Berlin, Frankfurt and a dozen other
places. By the time it gets
back to us, we may have changed
our minds or the whole problem
may even have ceased to exist.”

He agrees that teaching the
forms of democratic government
to the Germans is a task of im-
mense proportions. He does not
believe that the Americans and
the other occupying powers are
proceeding too quickly in turning
over authority to the local officials.

Some Never Learn
‘““There are some people,” he
says, ‘“‘who never learn to swim un-
til they are pushed off the end of a
dock.”

He adds tolerantly: *‘‘Of course,
they will make some mistakes.”

Among the bars to genuine Dem-
ocratic progress there are two fac-
tors, Van Waggoner thinks, which
outweigh the others.

One is an entrenched and hugely
jealous civil service which starts its
protection at the top instead of at
the bottom. “It is almost impossi-
ble to remove a policy-forming offi-
cial, but he putz-frau, . or scrub-
woman, can be tossed to the polit.
ical wolves any time,”” he says.

Charles F. Brannan has hopes his
plan to keep up farm prices and

- to lower prices of the consumer
“will become law with the adop-
tion of recommendations from
producers which would make the
over-all-plan more feasible to
each section of the wheat pro-
«ducing area.

~ Secretary Brannan believes his
new plan will permit lower consu-
mer prices for pork, potatoes,
-eggs, and perishable commodi-

<ties. At the same time he be-
lieves it would maintain farmer’s
income at a higher level -and
should not cost the federal gov-
~ ernment more than it is paying
now for the price support pro-
gram.

The secretary testified before
the House Agriculture Commit-
‘tee to answer three broad ques-
tions about the new program he
outlined to Congress in April
They concerned costs, how the
“proposed program would operate,
and the degree of government
control involved.

Brannan criticized what he
termed ‘reckless estimates” of the
cost of the proposed program for
the next year. He gave specific
examples of how the program
would work.

He emphasized that no change
is proposed in method of support-
ing the farmers’ prices of cotton,
tobacco, corn;, and of wheat

~ 'Wwhich coincide with the present
price support operations with re-
spect to these commodities.

The new plan would provide
production payments for per-
ishable commodities. The price
would be allowed to drop or rise
of its own accord. When it
dropped, the consumer would get
the benefit of the lower price and
the farmer would receive a pro-

“duction payment from the gov-
ernment to compensate.

In the case of pork, Brannan
assumed that a billion pounds of
live hogs would have to be pur-
chased by the government under
the existing price support pro-
gram at a cost of about 230 mil-
lion dollars. He said this would
probably mean a total loss to the
government.

Under the proposed program,
he explained, for the same ex-
penditure the farmer could re-
reive an identical income, the ad-
ditional pork would become
available to the consumer, and
consumer prices would be reduc-

Empty Cotton Flour Bags
Make Good Dress Material

American woman’s Number One
hobby is home sewing. This past
year, more homemakers have tak-
en up the profitable amusement
than ever before. In a recent na-
tionwide survey, reasons given
most often for the sudden boom in
home sewing were ‘‘to economize
on clothing expenses’” and ‘‘for en-
tertainment.”’

Many home sewers reveal that
they use their empty cotton feed
and flour bags as an inexpensive
source of attractive sewing mate-
rial. In recent years bag manufac-
turers have recognized the fact that
sacks have further use after they
have served as containers for com-
modities such as feed, flour, sugar,
and salt. Today many bags are
designed in gay dress prints, color-
ful stripes, and bright geometric
patterns, as well as solid white, so
that women can take advantage ot
the bags in creating lovely clothes
and house decorations after the
original contents are emptied.

The home sewing boom has giv-
en an idea to some bakers who use
large quantities of flour. These bak-
ers launder their empty bags and
put them on sale in their shops,
offering sewing material to their
customers at minimum cost. Some
of the bakers sell large quantities
of the empty cotton flour bags to
grocery stores, which in turn, of-
fer them to their customers who
sew.

Disease Is
On Increase
In Texas

Texas, the state which boasts
of many accomplishments, is al-
lowing disease to grow among its
inhabitants, according to the an-
nual report of the Texas State
Health Department. Some dis-
eases which may be controlled by
immunization have decreased.

During 1948 the prevalence of
influenza, whooping cough,
mumps and typhus fever de-
creased as compared to the num-
ber of cases in the state during
1947. Measles, poliomyelitis, and
tularemia however showed a
marked increase. %

During 1948 there were 17,519
cases of Chickenpox compared to
17,243 cases the previous year.
There were 924 cases of Dipther-

Check Storage Bins Often

To Prevent Insect Damage
With one of the biggest grain
crops in history now in storage it
will pay farmers to check storage
bins periodically for insect dam-
age, suggests Gordon Mickle, en-
tomologist for the Colorado A & M
college extensive service.

If weevils or other granary in-
sects are destroying your grain,
you can still prevent further dam-
age by fumigation. Although grain
fumigation is most effective at air
temperatures of 65 to 70 degrees,
many weevils are killed at lower
temperatures. Carbon disulfide is
the most effective material, but
since it is highly inflammable, it
should not be used if it creates a
fire hazard. Commercially pre-
pared fumigants -are available
which are less of a fire hazard
than carbon disulfide.

When fumigating Mickle says
the following points should be kept
in mind: (1) Make the bin as air
tight as possible. (2) If carbon di-
sulfide is used, keep all fires away.
A spark from turning on an electric
light may ignite the fumigant. (3)
Bury burlap sacks about half way
and pour on fumigant, then cov-
er with a tarpaulin to confine the
fumes. (4) Use carbon disulfide at

bushels of grain. Use commercial
mixtures as directed and allow bin
to fumigate for 48 hours or longer.

Driver Tells of Bringing

Dead Animals for Meat Use

PHILADELPHIA.—The son of a
Lancaster county corporation law-
yer and the operators of a Fort
Washington kennel supply firm have
been fined a total of $1350 at hear-
ings in Norristown courthouse on
charges of selling meat processed

from dead animals for use by pets

and other domestic animals.

The  prosecutions, made by the
Pennsylvania department of agri-
culture, were the first resulting
from a statewide investigation into
viclation of pure food laws.

At the same time, it was reiter-
ated by a spokesman of the depart-
ment of agriculture that prosecu-
tions are being prepared against a
number of persons on charges of
selling horse meat and meat from
dead animals for human consump-
tion.

Those fined, but who were not
charged with selling the illegal dog
food for human consumption, were
B. Frank Kready, Jr., operator of
a kennel supply house on the Lin-

.coln highway near Lancaster, and

M. N. Rittenhouse and his wife,
Ethel L. Rittenhouse, operators of
the Fortside kennel supply company
of Fort Washington.

The trio were charged jointly and
separately with non branding of
horse meat, non-registration of
beef, using foreign minerals or sub-
stances injurious to the health of
domestic animals, and using the
meat of dead animals.

Testimony was given by J. R.
Heilman, chief investigator of the
food and chemistry bureau of the
department of agriculture, before
Charles J. Gorman, Montgomery
county justice of the peace.

Heilman testified Kready hired a
West Chester truck driver to go to
Blodgett Mills, N. Y., to pick up
110 packing cans of meat to be de-
livered to the Rittenhouses.

Non-Resident Truck Registration
Required For Hauling Wheat

The 51st Legislature recently
passed Senate Bill No. 75 author-
izing the State Highway Depart-
ment to issue toa non-resident
owner a 60-day temporary regis-
tration for any truck, truck-trac-
tor, trailer or semitrailer to be
used in harvesting and market-
ing of wheat and similar grains
produced in this State. The bill
provides that such temporary re-
gistration may be issued for the
movement of such grains from
the place of production to mar-
ket, storage, or rail head. The bill
further provides that operators
engaged in transporting wheat or
other similar grains produced in

this State between two or more
incorporated cities or towns for
hire must secure permits from
the Texas Railroad Commission
as provided by Texas statutes.
The temporary regi ﬁ tion li-
cense is.to be issued for 60 days,
by any County Tax Collfe’ctor, and
the fee will be one-sixth of the
annual registration fee for the
vehicle..* No . appli-
cation for Texas title is necessary

BERLIN:
Clay Is Done

Gen, Lucius D. Clay, stormy
petrel of American administration
in Berlin, was relieved of his
post as military commander in
Germany. The action was taken
at the general’s own request.

CLAY, who has been widely criti-
cized for his apparent ‘soft” atti-
tude toward German war crimi-
nals, notably in the case of Elsa
Koch, the ‘“‘witch of Buchenwald,”
frequently asked to be relieved of
notorious German horror camp, had
his command. He said he wanted to
return to his home in Marietta,
Ga., and ‘“‘go catfishing.”

Clay’s leaving would open the
way for appointment of the first
civilian high commissioner for
Germany, something the army has
been wanting for a long time.

PRESIDENT TRUMAN, in mak-
ing the announcement Clay was to
leave, said the general deserved
the thanks of the American people
for his execution ‘‘of one of the
toughest tasks and accomplish-
ments of American history.”

It was no secret that the Presi-
dent and Dean Acheson, secretary
of state, were trying to persuade
John J. McCloy to take the assign-
ment in Berlin. McCloy is now
head of the international bank for
reconstruction and development, a
position which carries a $30,000,
tax-free annual salary.

Pending the appointment of a
civilian commissioner, President
Truman announced military gov-
ernment deputies and two generals
would carry on Clay’s work.

The United States, Britain and
France have agreed to arrange-
ménts for turning over civilian con-
trol- to the Germans when a pro-
visional government is established
for the western zones.

Meanwhile, hope continued for
an end, through four-power negoti-
ations, of the Berlin blockade by
the Russians.

HOUSING:

Nobody Pleased

The government, it appeared,
couldn’t please anyone in its ef-
forts to implement the newly-
enacted rent control bill.

Scores of landlords and tenants
in New York turned out in angry
confusion after Federal Housing
Chief Tighe Woods announced a
program for putting the new law
into operation. Woods had come
up with a plan which he hoped
would “provide owners of rental
property with a “fair net operat-
ing income.’”” This was one thing
the new .lJaw said should be done.

BUT WOODS, in a personal ap-
pearance in the nation’s largest
city, stepped personally into a hot-
bed of landlords’ inquiries,

Landlords assailed the Woods
formula as giving inadequate re-
lief to hard-pressed property
owners.

The formula was confusing be-
cause it contained so many inde-
terminate factors. It was intended
to produce a ‘net’ operating in-
come’’ of 25 to 30 per cent of gross
income on some 14 million dwellings
throughout the nation still under
federal rent control.

As Woods expressed belief both
landlords and tenants would be
happier under the new formula, a
surprised murmur of laughter
swept the audience which over-
flowed the 869-seat hall. Woods
dashed from the meeting, where he
answered some 50 questions, to a
conference with New York’s Mayor
William O’Dwyer.

WOODS SAID the new formula
“goes right down the middle, pro-
tecting landlords against rents that
would deny them a fair profit, and
protecting tenants against being
charged a higher rent than the
fair net operating income allows.”

Meanwhile both property owners
and tenants seethed, each fearing
they were being put upon by the
Woods formula; lqndlords obviously
resentful that specific rent in-
formula which they feared held
nothing but bad news for them-
selves.

One most probable result of the
formula was that local govern-
mental units would be disposed to
let existing conditions alone with-
out petitioning their governors or
state legislatures for lifting of rent
controls in their respective areas.

If a big league scout were re-
porting on Harry Truman’s per-
formance against congressional
moundsmen, he would have to say:
‘““The President simply can’t hit
fast ball pitching.”

And that certainly appeared to
be the case. Mr. Truman had been
to bat twice already. In his turn
during the Mon. C. Walgren ap-
pointment to head the national se-
curity resources board, he had
struck out. Next up with his ecivil
rights program for a bat, he struck
out again. Now, with his espousal
of repeal of the Taft-Hartley labor
law, he was at the plate again and.
with the house of representatives
pitching, there were two strikes
on him.

FOR THE HOUSE, by a vote of
217-203 approved the, Wood bill
which retained most of the features
of the Taft-Hartley law.

Administration forces were
plunged into gloom. But a coalition
of southern Democrats and north-
ern Republicans were jubilant.
They were bent on retaining the
Taft-Hartley law largely intact,
and at the moment they were viec-
torious.

The Wood bill would repeal the
Taft-Hartley law on paper, but
would re-enact most of its impor-
tant features. For instance, it
would retain the 80-day injunction
in ‘‘national emergency” strikes.
It would keep the present non-
Communist oath requirements, but
would apply them to company of-
ficers as well as union officers.

It would ban closed-shop con-
tracts, but permit them in any
state which took affirmative ac-
tion to permit them by state law.
" SPEAKER SAM RAYBURN had
made a plea to the house for a com-
promise bill he put forward in an
effort to salvage part of the admin-
istration’s program, but his speech
was in vain,

Whatever else congress might be
doing, and whapever good or ill
might result, lawmakers were serv-
ing notice on presidential candi-
dates that campaign promises to
enact or repeal this or that law
ought to be conditioned, with the
candidate making such pledges add-
ing a word to the effect that those
pledges would be kept “provided
congress cooperates.”

LEOPOLD:

Wants Throne

Disliking the common life, exiled
King Leopold III of Belgium has
made it clear he wants to return
to the throne of his country.

THIS was made known in a
letter to his brother, Prince
Charles, Belgian regent, in which
Leopold said:

“I am convinced you are sharing
my views that the time has come
for a return to constitutional nor-
malcy.”” That would mean, of
course, an end to the regency and
return to kingly rule.

HOWEVER, the outlook for any
such development appeared dim.
Leopold surrendered the Belgian
forces to the Germans early in the
war and became a prisoner-of-war.
His action in that respect was crit-
icized by many Belgians. The ex-
king has not returned to his coun-
try since the war. He has been liv-
ing in exile in Switzerland.

Anti-Allergy Medicine Battles Colds

There was new hope for cold suf-

ferers.

An industrial physician reported
that an anti-allergy drug has been
found effective in controlling com-
mon-cold symptoms.

Dr. Halstead G. Murray said that
75 per cent of 494 persons treated
during early stages of- colds re-
ported ‘‘they were cured or had
their symptoms alleviated.”

The drug, pyribenzamine hydro-
chloride, was administered in 50
milligram tablets at four-hour in-
tervals at the onset of a cold. The
drug is used extensively in the
treatment of hay fever. It is classed
as an antihistamine because it
neutralizes histamine, an irritant
substance released by the body in
allergic reactions. Checking results;

Care of Floors

Question: A few months ago 1
had all the floors sanded, filled
and varnished. I would like to
wash them but have been advised
not to use water, as it discolors
floors. Please advise.

Answer: The manufacturers of
hardwood flooring do not, as a

rule, approve of using water on

such flooring. As your floors have
been so recently varnished, it
should be fairly easy to clean
them with some of the special
cleaning preparations intended for
this purpose. Or you can clean
them by wiping with cloths damp
with turpentine. Consult your
hardware dealer. First take up the
loose dust in the usual way.
