Scientists Study Prospect
Earth Is Getting Warmer

NEW YORK.—Plans are being
laid for a 14-man, three-nation
scientific expedition to the Antart-
tic to start late this year, It’s main-
ly a Norwegian affair, but with
Swedish and British scientists par-
ticipating, and all three govern-
ments kicking in toward the expen-
ses.

The 14 men are going to spend
two years in Queen Maud Land, the
sector due south of Cape Town.
The Norse government has a shad-
owy claim on this sector on the
basis of early explorations, but the
interior has never been explored
except by aerial photograph.

Is the world getting warmer?
That’s one thing the expedition
hopes to cast light on. The scien-
tists will bore holes in glaciers and
study their history. Arctic ice has
been shrinking notably in recent
years; is Antarctic ice shrinking,
too?

Geologists in the expedition will
look for exploitable mineral depos-
its under the ice. Weathermen will
release balloons carrying instru-
ments and follow them with the
latest in radar.

Maris, born a Quaker but now a
member of the Christian Science
church, is critical of ‘‘overzealous”
police officials.

“When a serious crime is com-
mitted some one usually goes to
jail, even if it’s the wrong person.
Authorities want the crime marked
‘solved.” ”

Avoids Publicity

Maris shies from personal pub-
licity. He prefers to remain behind
scenes, insisting he works better
without newspaper headlines.

“I guess my work can’t remain
anonymous, but I can,” he says.

That’s why he refuses to pose for | & |

newspaper pictures.

Generally, he gets little money in
fees from clients—prisoner clients,
that is.

“I try to get the prisoner to pay
expenses of the investigation, I
can’t afford to pay the money out
of my own pocket. Of course, if
a man has no money and I'm cer-
tain he’s innocent I take his case
just the same.”

Maris visits penitentiaries in the
Philadelphia area "two .and three
times a week. He interviews pris-
oners—usually 10 a ' week—and
checks their stories. If he’s con-
vinced a man is telling the truth
he’ll help.

British Dentists Pull Teeth,

Fill Cavities by Stopwaich

LONDON.—British dentists are
pulling teeth and filling cavities by
the stop watch this week.

The purpose is to determine how
much time they spend treating each
patient and why dentists under the
socialized health scheme are earn-
ing such high salaries.

It is a ministry of health experi-
ment. Five hundred dentists work-
ing the health scheme are doing the
timing. Another 50 dentists who
practice privately are filling out the
same questionnaires as a check.
They were chosen at random.

Health Minister Aneurin Bevin’s
calculations on the costs of ‘““free”
dentistry were thrown completely
out of line by the fat paychecks of
the dentists. He therefore halved
all gross payments over 4,800
pounds ($19,200) a year ‘“because of
the urgency of the situation.” Dent-
ists admitted they were making
more under the health scheme, but
protested what they called an “‘arbi-
trary cut.”” They blamed Bevin's

'| system of fees.

Bevin fixed the rates at 10 shil-
lings ($2) for an extraction, 20 shil-
lings ($4) for a simple filling and
30 shillings ($6) for a more compli-
cated filling. He figured dentists
would work 33 chair side hours a
week and, at these rates, earn a
gross annual income of 3,800 pounds
($15,200).

Many dentists, however, claim
they can work much faster than
Bevin calculated. The time check
was designed to show whether
Bevin misfigured.

“The high salaries now being
earned may be due more to den-
tists having to work overtime be-
cause of the tremendous demand
than to high rates,” said E. D. Cox,
secretary of the British Dental asso-
ciation.

The State shall be di-
vided into as many judicial dis-
tricts as may now or hereafter
be provided by law, which may
be increased or diminished by
law. For each district there
shall be elected by the qualified
voters thereof, at a General Elec-
tion, a Judge, who shall be a citi-
zen of the United States and of
this State, who shall be licensed
to practice law in this State and
shall have been a practicing
lawyer or a Judge of a Court in
this State, or both combined, for
four (4) years next preceding his
election, who shall have resided

HOUSE JOINT l%ESOLUTION
.Proposing an Amendment to
the Constitution of Texas by
adding to Artitle XVI thereof a
new Section to be Numbered 63
and authorizing the Legislature
to provide for a statewide system
of retirement and disability

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

What Is Justice?

Lesson for September 4, 1949

VERYBODY is in favor of jus-

tice but not everybody knows
what justice is. Justice is more
fundamental than democracy. If
we believe that democracy is the
best form of government, it is only
because we believe that justice can
be better secured in this way than
in any other.

® & °

Justice is as old as God

Since for at least 3,000 years his-
torians, politicians, philosophers
and theologians
have been wrang-
ling over the mean-
ing of justice, you
won'’t learn the last
word about it mere-
ly by studying one
Sunday school les-
son. But this is the
place to remind
ourselves that jus-
tice as an ideal,
and democracy as
a means of reaching that ideal,
were not born yesterday.

Labor Day will recall the
great services rendered to de-

- mocracy by the organized
workers of the world, for ex-
ample, in the push they have
given to free and universal ed-
ucation. But democracy is older
than the labor movement, is
older than July 4, 1776, is older
than the Magna Charta, is old-
er than the Roman empire, in
which one of many mottoes was
“Let justice be done even if
the sky caves in!”’

Justice and democracy go back
to the ancient Hebrews, the people
who wrote the Old Testament. It
was written in their laws, preached
by their prophets, sung in their
Psalms. But of course they did not

invent it. They proclaimed it; but!
justice is older than the human
race. The whole Bible and not only |
the Old Testament teaches that jus-|
tice is rooted in the nature of God '
himself. No unjust person can be!
called godly.

Songs of Justice

UR Psalms for this week give

us some valuable light on whatI

justice is. Some people think that
it everybody were rich, that would
be justice. Psalm 49 shows how
foolish that notion is. It says in al-
most so many words, ‘“You can’t
take it with you.”

Riches do not spell happiness.
Making everybody rich might
mean making many people
miserable. Money by itself does
not cure the ills of life, it may
make them worse or even
create new ones. Many a fam-
ily in the ‘“‘vpper brackets’ has
troubles that would vanish if
they had less money.

Psalms 72 and 82 give us more

it as the king’s main duty to judge
the people with righteousness and
justice. The king was the govern-
ment, in those days; he was the
executive and the legislative and
the judicial branch of government
all rolled into one. In modern
terms, the business of government
is something more than furnishing
police to lock up and punish wrongs
after they have been done.

The welfare of the people is the
concern of government. When pub-
lic officials take any other view of
their job, they are off the beam.
In a democracy, the government is
the people, that is to say, ourselves.

If things are bad we are to blame
for it; if they are going to be any
better, we shall have to work for
it. Every appeal to a king, in the
Old Testament, when translated
into terms of a democratic coun-
trv, means an appeal to the peo-
ple.

The Little People
USTICE always has to be con-
cerned with the little people. It
was true in the simple little world
of the ancient Hebrews, it is just
as true in our global complex
world, that the strong will always
exploit the weak if there is not a

hand to stop them.

God /is always for the ‘“‘poor,”
the ““children of the needy,”
and he is always against the
“gppressor.”’ In ancient Israel
the oppressor was usually the
big land-owner who freated his
slaves with cruelty or under-
paid his workers. Nowadays
the oppressor is any exploiter,
any man or group of men who
will use power to squeeze out
or crash down the little man.
But justice is positive, not nega-

tive, prevention and not cure only.
Concern for social justice includes
taking care of people laid low by
an epidemic or made homeless by
fires; but it goes far beyond this.
It will mean working for conditions
such that no one will be forced to
live in unsanitary firetraps.

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Tires
75,000 Miles Goal
CAMBRIDGE, MASS.—Motor
car tires good for 75,000 miles
may be expected on the market
before long, Dr, Charles P. Fry-
ling of the Phillips petrolcum
company has reported.

Addressing the Northeastern
section of the American Chem-
ical Society at the Massachu-
setts Institute of Technology, Dr.
Phillips said that further im-
provement in a new synthetic
known as ‘‘cold rubber” would
make the long-lived tires pos-
sible. He asserted that a pro-
duction capacity of 200,000 tons
of cold rubber would be avail-
able by the end of this year, en-
abling synthetic rubber to com-
pete on favorable terms with the
natural product.

In addition to making possible
better rubber, Dr. Fryling said,
the new process has reduced the
cost of the synthetic product,
since faster reactions with re-
duced overhead costs were now
possible, and that fewer raw
materials need be used.

Old Boy Scout Trick
Works to Bring Back
Man Dead 15 Minutes

LOS ANGELES.— Reid C. Lewis,
46, round-faced, slightly bald air-
craft inspector, jokes about his re-
turn from the dead as the result
of a doctor’s recalling an old Boy
Scout first aid trick.

“I thought the doctor was kid-
ding when he first told me I'd been
dead and brought back to life,”
Lewis said in his hospital bed.

Lewis was brought back to life
after he ‘‘died” on the operating
table when undergoing minor sur-
gery in the doctor’s office.

The physician, who would not
permit use of his name, said Lewis
showed no signs of life for 15-min-
utes despite injections of a stimu-
lant, coramine, directly into the
heart and artificial respiration with
pure oxygen pumped into the lungs.

‘““Then I recalled an old Boy Scout
handbook first aid trick that said
persons who had been drowned
sometimes were brought back to
life by breaking a bone,’”’ the doc-
tor said.

“I snapped Lewis’s 10th left rib
with my hands. He came to life at
once.”

‘““‘death.”” He complained of a sore
rib, his wife said, and wondered
why the doctor did not perform the
operation. The doctor had told her
what happened but asked her not
to tell Lewis until he could operate
again.

“I just told him he must have
bumped himself,” Mrs. Sophia
Lewis said. “That seemed to satis-
fy him.”

South Declared in Need

Of More Skilled Workers

NEW ORLEANS.—The South is
in need of additional skilled labor
for industrial expansion, delegates
from 10 states were told at the
first annual southern states ap-
prenticeship conference here.

William F. Patterson, Washing-
ton,- director of the U. S. labor de-
partment’s bureau of apprentice-
ship, declared that if the industrial
growth of the _South continues,
““There must be a great deal of
punch put behind the apprentice-
ship program.” .

He said the skilled labor force
of eight million in the United States
was depleting itself by 5 per cent
each year through the death of
skilled laborers, retirement of
others, and departure of some to
other fields.

‘““The apprenticeship programs
are feeding new men into the
fields,”” Patterson added, ‘but
there is not quite enough of them
to retain the skilled labor force of
the country.”

He added that the unions are
co-operating to build up the num-
ber eof apprentices in each trade
and the best job is being done by
the building trades.

Dog And Donkey Killed
In Weird Road Mishap

CARACAS.—In a triple crash re-
cently in the municipality of Camu-
nare, Urachiche district, Estado
Yaracuy, a dog, a donkey, and an
automobile got tangled up in such
a fashion that the dog died beneath
the hooves of the donkey, while
the donkey died beneath the wheels
of the car.

When the donkey passed the
house where the dog lived, the
dog ran out barking. The donkey
took to its heels with the dog after
it and arrived at a bend in the
road at the entrance to the village
just as a car approached round the
bend. The donkey lashed out with
its hind legs and struck the dog,
killing it a second before the car,
unable to pull up, struck the don-
key with its front wheels, killing it.

New-Type Mattress
Massages Pressure
Areas of Bedridden

AKRON, OHIO.—A mattress that
gently massages the pressure areas
of the body of a bedridden patient,
and thus reduces the danger of
bedsores, has been announced as
the joint development of the Fire-
stone plastic company and the H.
J. Rand foundation, Cleveland.

The mattress, constructed of Vel-
on, a Firestone plastic film, con-
sists of a series of air cells one and
one-quarter inches in diameter run-
ning its width transversely. Alter-
nate cells are connected to a man-
ifold which forms the edge of the
mattress. The two systems of in-
terspersed cells are alternately de-
flated and inflated at short inter-
vals by a small electrically driven
pump. This action produces a mas-
saging effect on the patient’s body.
~ Bedsores, which result from the
death of tissues due to inadequate
nutrition from impaired circulation,
have long been a worry to physi-
cians. In the past the only possible
relief came from the manual turn-
ing of the patients, so as to relieve
body pressure points on the mat-
tress. With the shortage of nurses
in many cases preventing proper
attention to this detail, a mechani-
cal solution to the problem which
is plaguing hospitals all over the
nation was sought,.

Clinical tests have been made
with the mattress since July, 1947,
with very satisfactory results. Nu-
merous patients, whose condition
predisposed them to bedsores, have
been placed on the mattress. Some
were suffering from paraplegia,
others had traumatic spinal lesions,
others were recovering from frac-
tures. Some could not be turned
manually because of the traction
employed in the freatment of their
fractures.

In the group placed on the alter-
nating pressure mattress no addi-
tional precautions were taken to
prevent bedsores and none de-
veloped. Many patients with al-
ready developed bedsores have
been placed on the mattress and
their sores have healed well.

In addition to serving as an aid
in the prevention and treatment
of bedsores, the mattress reduces
considerably the amount of nursing
care required «in these cases.,

Any Civil Service Sys-
tem established by virtue of this
Section shall apply to appointive
offices only, and the limitations
on term of office heretofore pro-
vided by Section 30 of this Ar-
ticle shall not apply, but the dur-
ation of such offices shall be gov-
erned by the provisions of such
Civil Service System.

The Nichols’ were givéen the
seed of the squash by Rev. Nich-
ols’ sister who lives in Ft. Worth.
The seed was planted this spring
in their back yard. The vine
began to grow much as any oth-
er squash vine, except for the
fact that it continued to grow,
and is now a “Jack in the bean
stalk” size. The squash vine is
growing in a caliche soil.

The vine has two main run-
ners which are thirty and forty
feet in length. Most ~ of the
leaves of the plant are eighteen
and twenty inches across. As
the vine runs on the ground it
roots at intervals.
