Instead of a nation of smokers tolerating the fanatical few who
object to the fumes, the U.S. may soon be a non-smoking nation
where only the social ingrate would light up in public

With a reformed smoker as the head of the largest and most
wide-reaching bureaucracy in the nation, federal guidelines are favoring
the rights of non-smokers more often than not. Joe Califano, secretary of
HEW, has promised to wage a war of education on what he called
“slow-motion suicide.”

Where before there were specific areas set aside for non-smokers to be
free from smokers 1n planes, movie theaters and some offices, now the
smokers will be confined only to specific areas, leaving the gen
eral air free for those who prefer to breathe unfettered

The goal of organizations like the American Cancer Society is
to make smoking socially unacceptable something done only
by consenting adults in the privacy of their own homes

Some otfice workers already have collected Workmen's Compensation

benefits for ailments caused by breathing their co-workers foul fumes,
and only the most expensive campaign ever mounted in the state
prevented the passage Nov. 7 of California’s Proposition 5 to ban
smoking in most public places.

Texas state law already prohibits ‘‘possession of a burning tobacco
product or smoking tobacco’ in a public primary or secondary school, an _
elevator, enclosed theater or movie house, library, museum, hospi- i
tal, transit system bus or intrastate bus

Smokers can gel around the penaity — it's punishable as a Class C
misdemeanor — if there is not a sign prominently placed and reasonably
sized to inform the culprits of the smoking ban

In addition, facilities seeking to proscribe puffing within their
walls must be “‘equipped with facilities for extinguishment of smoking
materials’ for that rare soul too sensitive to drop a burning butt on the
floor

First freeze of the season
recorded about midnight

The frost greeting early risers
today was indeed what it appeared to
be: the first official freeze of the
season

The mercury dropped to 32 degrees
around midnight but gained a couple
of degrees before it struck the low of
30 around 5 a.m. An upward climb of
temperature began at 8 a.m.

The freeze was a warning to fill
your car’s cooling system with anti-
freeze, get out last year's ice scraper,
bring in the potted plants and, if you
haven't done it yet, survey your win-
ter wardrobe.

Officially, the first autumn freeze

came at midnight, when the ther-
mometer first hit 32 degrees.

“Actually, from a technical stand-
point,”’ said a weatherman at the
National Weather Service at Midland
Regional Airport, ‘it (32 degrees) is
the melting point of ice.”

The freeze was the first in almost
8% months. The year’s last official
freeze was on March 11, when the
mercury dropped to 28 degrees. The
Weather Service gauges the air tem-
perature rather than that of the
ground, which generally is somewhat

Recent prime rate jump slowing

economy, but bankers optimistic

The recent jump in the prime in-
terest rate to 11 percent already is
having a slowing effect on the boom-
ing Midland economy, but the long-
range effects of continued tight
money can't be determined now, Mid-
land's bankers agree.

The bankers are optimistic about
the strength of the city’s economy,
however.

Small borrowers in the city — peo-
ple buying cars or making home im-
provements — may find money a
little harder to get and certainly more
expensive to borrow, but should not
see any serious changes in the money
situation they have faced for the past
year.

Large and intermediate borrowers,
however — the people building busin-
esses and constructing homes — may
find the tighter money market means
some projects have to be put off.

The recent increases in the
rate, the interest rate large banks

M

charge their best customers and gen
erally considered an indicator of the
way other rates will go, already are
having an effect on growth here, ac
cording to Wilbur Yeager, president
of First National Bank

Existing projects will continue to be
financed, Yeager said, because banks
traditionally have taken care of their
existing customers.

‘“New projects may be harder to
fund,’”’ he noted since there will be
less money available and that money
will be more expensive to borrow.

A slowdown in constuction already
is evident, according to Tony Martin,
president of Midland National Bank.

The expensive money is having a
slowing effect on drilling and other
oil-related activities in the Permian
Basin now, he noted.

‘“Eventually, you reach the point
where money is too expensive to spec-
ulate in the oil business or any other
business,’’ Martin said.

“A general slow-down in business
activity” is the purpose of the tight-
ening Tponey market, Martin said.

And it's working

Some take a more optimistic view
of the money matter, however. ““The
economy in Midland is so good, 1 don't
think a couple of points will have an
effect on Midland's growth,”" accord-
ing to Boley Embrey, ptesident of
Western State Bank.

Although Midland may be growing
at a little lesser rate now, ‘‘it's not
serious yet,”" he said. ‘“The publicity
given it day after day will have more
effect than the increase in the prime
rate,”” Embrey said.

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Jonestown survivors
to begin return to U.S.

GEORGETOWN, Guyana (AP)
Jonestown survivors will begin re
turning to the United States starting
tonight or Wednesday, U.S. consular
officials said

They said seven survivors, all age
61 or over, would leave no later than
Wednesday evening

They were identified as Hyacinth
Thrash, 70, of San Francisco;, Grover
Davis, 79; Madeline Brooks, 73; Carol
Young, 78; Alvaray Satterwhite, 61,
Marian Campbell, 61; and Raymond
Godshalk, 62. The hometowns of the
other six were not immediately avail
able.

Police were making a complete in-
ventory of the camp and questioning
Peoples Temple sect members in
Georgetown to determine which of the
80 survivors will be permitted to leave
this South American nation and which
will be held as suspects and material
witnesses in the suicide-murder at
Jonestown.

“Their status is being reviewed,
and some will be alloweg to go,”
Assigtant Commissioder Roberts

said Monday. '‘Some will be held for
judicial proceedings

Two Americans have been charged
with murder, and three others were
questioned Monday for the second
time about the death ceremony in
which 908 Americans and one Guya
nese died at Jonestown, the Rev. Jim
Jones' religious commune in north
west Guyana

The three were Tim Carter, 28, and
his brother, Michael, 20, both of Boise,
Idaho, and Michael Prokes, 32, a for
mer Modesto, Calif., television news-
man.

‘“We just wanted to question them
some more and go back over their
story,” Roberts said.

Refugee officials say more than
2,000 Vietnamese refugees will be
flown from Malaysia to the United
States in the next two or three weeks,
and the Carter administration is re
ported planning to seek congressional
approval to admit some 20,000 others
who have fled from Indochina

Refugee officials say the 2,000 U.S
bound refugees will be taken from
Malaysia’s crowded transit camps,
where 40,000 Vietnamese have found
shelter, and from among the 2,500
refugees stranded aboard the freight
er Hai Hong off the west coast of
Malaysia

Justice Department officials in
Washington said Attorney General
Griffin B. Bell will ask Congress to
ipprove admission of 22 500 Indochin
ese refugees before next May 1. They
would be in addition to the annual
quota of 25,000, which is already ex
hausted, and would include the 2,500

Some government agencies are going further in their efforts to control

The state accreditation manual for hospitals says smoking is both a fire
and a health hazard, ‘‘and a continuous effort shall be made to reduce its

Regulations get down to individual patients. Ambulatory patients
cannot smoke in bed, and patients confined to bed should be discouraged

Patients not mentally or physically responsible for their actions must
be supervised if they are to smoke at all

Implementation of the new regulations at Midland Memorial Hospital
has banned smoking by any employee while on duty if he comes in
contact with the public in any way

The smoking ban might disgruntle a few employes, but the matter gets
more serious when applied to bed-ridden patients.

At least two nurses have been scratched trying to take smok-
ing material from prone but determined nicotine addicts.

Califano’s federal campaign to break the national habit has reduced
sharply the areas employees can smoke in government buildings, and the
HEW secretary has plans to require stronger warning labels for
high-risk groups such as women taking birth control pill.

While some people may be willing to scratch and claw to keep their
tobacco burning, the new regulations may be having an effect.

The increased sales of Happy Days and Red Man seem to indi-
cate the new regulations are enough to make some smokers just spit.

Two related murder charges
were dropped during the course of the
34-week trial because of lack of evi-
dence

Farber said he would not change his
decision to protect his confidential
notes and sources. ‘“Given the posi-
tion of the court, I would have no
alternative but to take the same
stand,” he said. “Like my colleagues
everywhere, I am a serious reporter
and I take my responsibilities
seriously.”

The Alaskan homestead act is a
straight giveaway of public land
~ up to 30 million acres of pristine
wilderness — to approximately
300,000 people

What would the new owners do
with their real estate? Anything
they want to, since apparently no
strings are attached. Chances are
a lot of the property eventually
would wind up in the hands of a
few promoters

The courts may find that the
Beirne initative is an un-
constitutional gift of public
property.

Latin American voters
often prefer strong men

U.S. foreign policy discriminates
against Latin America.

The contrast in treatment accorded
the embattled dictatorships in Iran
and Nicaragua is just the latest
evidence.

Reports from Washington indicate
that the Carter administration
belatedly discovered that U.S. in-
terests in oil-rich Iran should take
precedence over the complaints of
minority extremists, be they ultra-
conservative Moslems or wild-eyed
Marxists.

At the same time, the U.S. govern-
ment imposed a virtual economic and
financial blockade on Nicaragua in an
effort to weaken its government.

Yet both countries are run by
dictatorships and, if anything, the
shah’s has been more restrictive than
that of Gen. Anastasio Somoza. The
shah has been in power since 1941;
Somoza, since 1967. The Pahlavi
dynasty dates from 1925; Somo:zas
have been running Nicaragua since
1934. .

One measure of the social con-
sciousness of a regime, of the interest
and effort with which it has worked
for its people, is a nation’s literacy
rate. Neither Iran nor Nicaragua
really distinguishes itself, but 58
percent of the Nicaraguan people are

WASHINGTON — President Carter
made an appeal the other day to a
Midwestern crowd. ““Don’t lie to your
president,’”” he admonished them
with blue-eyed sincerity

He would like to establish a feeling
of trust between the president and the
people. For his part, he once made a
pledge that he would never lie to the
American people

But unhappily, it is hard for an am-
bitious man to engage in politics and
continue to tell the truth. The devout
Carter, it now seems, has found as
many ways to shade the truth as those
predecessors he campaigned against
and swore not to emulate

The White House version of each
new embarrassment is as contrived
as ever to spare the president and his
favored aides. The inveterate official
posture has all the strengths and
weaknesses of the squatting position
simple to assume, cautiously protec-
tive, appropriate for what one has in
mind, but rather unseemly for public
display and a bit difficult to maintain
gracefully

The squatters in the White House
as embarrassment mounts around
their ears, issue the standard denials
disclaimers and deceptions — all
calculated to divert public attention
from their unbecoming pose

Jimmy Carter set the example for
his underlings who, in the way of
young men, have tended to ape him
He once assumed the awkward pose
over the very issue of untruthfulness

Through the medium of Playboy
magazine, he deplored the “lying"
and ‘“‘distorting”” of Richard Nixon
and Lyndon Johnson. Not long after-
ward, Carter found himself in Texas
confronted with an aggrieved Lady
Bird Johnson and some angry Texas

Democrats
He smiled benignly and told
reporters, quite falsely, that his

public attack on Lyndon was not a
true quote but a mistaken reconstruc-
tion. It “‘grossly misrepresented’’ his
true feelings about the late president,
Carter attested

Reporters who investigated the con-
troversy, however, concluded that
Playboy had made no mistake in
quoting Carter. One newsman
characterized Carter's denial as “‘one
of the most intellectually dishonest
things I have heard a politician say."”

Later, there was a ferocious mar-
shalling of the resources of the United
States — aides, lawyers, writers,
secretaries, sweetheart witnesses and
their voluminous affidavits — all to
obliterate an unflattering barroom
tidbit that White House honcho
Hamilton Jordan had spit down a
woman's blouse

The enterprising presidential press
secretary, Jody Powell, produced a
33-page white paper, complete with
the testimonies of Jordan, two of his
barroom companions and a garrulous
bartender. Most reporters had more
confidence in the reliability of the
Washington Post's Rudy Maxa, who
had his own witnesses

Powell also spread smear stories
against the Post's Benjamin Bradlee
and Sally Quinn over another bar-
room report that the irrepressible
Jordan had peered into the bodice of
the wife of the Egyptian ambassador
explaining he wanted to see the
pyramids

Thereafter, Jordan turned up in the
palace of Saudi Arabia’'s King Khalid
as an honored guest. With tie loose

WASHINGTON — Shortly after
crusty old George Meany, the ham-
mer-tongued AFL-CIO president,
called Jimmy Carter the “most con-
servative president’’ since Calvin
Coolidge, a key presidential aide con-
fided that Meany was “‘doing the pres-
ident’s work for him.”

The remark, made not at all in jest,
was an insight into the thinking of
White House insiders as President
Carter tries to move the nation into
fiscal austerity. Ahead lies the most
fateful period of his presidency and
perhaps the answer to whether the
U.S. still retains its ability “to actas a
nation rather than as a collection of
special interests,” as he said in his
anti-inflation speech.

In the House, the new liberal-con-
servative balance is difficult to as-
sess. But one leading strategist in the
Democratic Study Group, a liberal
pressure group in the House, figures
that the results of the election — with-
out any spillover effects — cost the
liberals about a dozen votes on eco-
nomic-ideological issues. In addition,
Carter’s “new conservative tone,”
according to another liberal activist
in the House, “‘is having massive
impact up here. It is shifting the
center of gravity toward the right.”

That shift deprives Sen. Edward M.
Kennedy, the Democratic party’s
tireless liberal leader, of allies in the
battles now shaping over Carter’s fis-

cal a program. conver-
sations that have taken between
White House tives and

aides signal Carter’s probably vain
hope to neutralize Kennedy in the

party constituency after another. He
has lost the leaders of Big Labor;
when unemployment starts creeping
up again toward 7 percent he will risk
losing the card-carrying rank-and-
file. He was in trouble with the Con-
gressional Black Caucus long before
the election; an economic slowdown
will hit blacks and other minorities
first.

The liberal-intellectual bastions of
academia have never loved Carter
but they will not get pleasure out of
hating him for exempting defense
spending from his budget cuts.

Will these Democratic constituen-
cies force Carter to reverse his course
before 19807 Carter is betting that the
retrenchment mood of the voters,
as reflected in the Nov. 7 election, will
sustain him. If he is wrong, it could
cost him his presidency; if right, it
could save the country.

The
latter had taken a swipe at the White
House for failing to consult him on
Arizona water projects. Powell made
a snide crack that implied Udall had
slipped off for a romantic tryst and
therefore couldn’t be reached by the
White House. At least that was how
Powell's remark was interpreted by
some of the reporters who heard it

Were these the isolated acts of over-
wrought men who occasionally have
strayed from the truth? Or were they
but pieces of a calculated
methodology for slipping out of tight
spots? The evidence suggests that the
deceptions have been deliberate, the
pattern detectable.

Israeli Prime Minister Menachem
Begin came away from Camp David
grumbling privately that Carter had
been deceitful. Economists charge
that Carter juggled figures to make it
appear he is doing no worse than his
predecessor in combating inflation.

Not that Jimmy Carter is more un-
truthful than past presidents, it's just
that he has been more pious.

What Washington seems unable‘to
comprehend is that the possibility
exists that the Nicaraguan people, if
allowed to go to the polls, might just
vote their preference for Somoza
Presumably, their alternatives would
be a member of the Sandinista
guerrilla movement or a represen-
tative of one of the 15 groups that
make up the Broad Opposition Front

Keep in mind that most of the
bloodshed in Nicaragua was a-result
of the attempts that the guerrillas
with the backing of some
businessmen and others, made to take
control of a number of Nicaraguan
cities by force of arms

In that context, Somoza might seem
a relatively attractive law-and-order
candidate

Latin American history shows that
voters often prefer a strong man
even a military dictator, as head of
state in times of crisis

Just last January, for example, the
people of Chile voted overwhelming
approval of the policies of Gen
Augusto Pinochet, the army general
who rules that country, despite the
fact that the Carter administration
has made no secret of its distaste for
the Chilean military junta and its
alleged violations of human rights

If that is not convincing, check back
into the histories of Colombia and
Venezuela, two of the Latin govern
ments that are so widely hailed as
democracies

Both have questionable claims to
fame. Both had to employ something
less than democratic tactics to block
the returns to power of dictators who
had been toppled by revolutions a few
years earlier

First was the case of Gen. Gustavo
Rojas Pinilla, the Colombian dictator
who was ousted in 1957 Many
Colombians now admit that the US
educated general, a graduate of Tri

State College, Angola, Ind., lost at
least one, and possibly a second
presidential election because the

ruling Liberal-Conservative coalition
chose not to count all the votes cast ir
his favor

Something similar happened to
Gen. Marcos Perez Jimenez, the
Venezuelan dictator who was deposed
in 1958. He later polled enough votes
to deserve election to the Venezuelan
congress, but was blocked by a
special law passed by the Democratic
Action majority

In Argentina, Gen. Juan Domingo
Peron, overthrown in 1955, was all but
elected president by popular acclaim
in 1973. Much the same occurred with
the popular election of Getulio Vargas
in Brazil in 1951

Curiously, though, the Carter ad
ministration seems to find it easier to
accept leftist dictatorships than anti
Marxist regimes

Communist Cuba is a case in point
Fidel Castro has been in power there
for nearly 20 years now, without
provoking any recent protest for lack
of free elections, violations of human
rights or any of the other reasons
Washington uses to pressure other
Latin American countries

Sharp rise in consumer
prices noted in October

WASHINGTON (AP)

— Consumer prices rose

sharply again in Octo-

ber, and for the first time
the American dollar
could buy only half as
much as it did in 1967, the

Labor Department said

today

Rising beef, poultry
and pork prices led to the
0.8 percent increase in
consumer prices last
month, the same in-
crease as in September
and about average for

1978

For the first time, the
Consumer Price Index
passed the 200 mark, ris
ing to 200.9. That meant
the average product that
cost $100 in the 1967 base
period now costs $200.90,
the department said

Food is 116 percent
more expensive than in
1967, housing 109 per
cent, fuel 120 percent,
clothing 63 percent and
medical care 89 percent

Since October 1977,
prices have risen 8.9 per
cent, the department
sald. The average work
er's purchasing power
dropped 3.6 percent in
the same period

In October, the aver
age worker's real spend
able earnings declined
0.1 percent, the third de
cline in a row

President Carter an
nounced an anti-inflation

rogram in October to

alt rising prices, but of
ficials expect it will take
until mid-1979 before its
effects can be seen

In October, the cost of
food purchased at gro
cery stores rose 0.9 per
cent after climbing 0.4
percent in September
and not rising at all in
July or August

“The acceleration in
October was primarily
due to higher prices for
meats, which rose 2.1
percent after declining in
the preceding three
months,” the Labor De
partment said

“Pork prices rose 3.7
percent in October after
declining for four
months,” the report said
““Beefl prices rose 1.6
percent in October fol
lowing an increase of 0.4
percent in September
and declines in July and
August.”

Chicken and turkey
prices, which declined in
August and September,
rose 2.5 percent in Octo-
ber. Prices also went ap
for fruit, vegetables,
eggs, dairy products, ce-
real and bakery prod-
ucts. Sugar and candy

prices declined for the
first time this year.

Housing costs rose 1
percent, the biggest gain
since June, because of a
1.4 percent increase in
house prices and a 0.7
percent gain in interest
rates. Home mainte
nance and repairs, fuel
and utilities jumped
sharply

Gasoline prices contin
ued to climb, going up 1.4
percent, but the cost of
new cars did not rise as
much as it usually does
with the start of the new
model year

The cost of medical
care rose sharply by 1.1
percent in October, par
ticularly because of
higher dental and hospi
tal fees

Economists expect lit
tle headway against in
flation the rest of this
year because wholesale
prices are continuing to
g0 up

The October wholesale
price report, released
Nov. 2, showed that the
prices retailers paid for
their products jumped
0.9 percent in October

The Carter adminis
tration, which had pre
dicted a 5.9 percent year
ly inflation rate at the
start of 1978, now expects
prices to rise at least 8
percent for the year and
probably more

Testifying on Capitol
Hill last week, President
Carter's inflation fight
er, Alfred Kahn, said, “If
I don't have things to
show you by February,
I'll be more than disap
pointed."”

WASHINGTON (AP) — Airlines
serving New York soon may be forced
to abandon an industrywide policy of
grounding pregnant stewardesses.

The Supreme Court refused Mon-
day to hear a United Airlines appeal
challenging rulings by the New York
Division of Human Rights and the
state’s courts barring all pregnant
stewardesses from flight duty vio-
lates state law.

United lawyers had told the justices
that “‘while purporting to cover New
York,” the rulings “in practical ef-
fect reach into many states and would
pervade United’s entire operation.”

After the court’s action, a United
spokesman in suburban Chicago said,
“We're going to have to make a deci-
sion on whether to change our nation-
al policy.”

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Aerobics grows in popularity
as people awake to fitness

The exercise boom has hit Midland
in the form of aerobics.

1979 could well become the year of
the exerciser. More than at any time
in history, Americans are jogging,
dancing, rollerskating, attending ex-
ercise classes, playing racquet ball
and tennis, and cycling in an all-out
effort to achieve physical fitness.
And local health instructor Karen
Smith says that aerobics is one of the
best ways to reach that goal.

‘““Aerobics is good because it aims
at a scientific program of exercise
geared for overall fitness and health
rather than just concentrating on cer-
tain aspects of body-building,” she
said.

An instructor at the central YMCA,
she added that the aerobics classes
have mushroomed in popularity over
the past year as more and more per-
sons become interested in their physi-
cal fitnss.

The YMCA class features move-
ment to music which Karen claims
makes the exercising easier.

“Besides the fact that it’s more fun,
exercising to music teaches my stu-
dents rhythm and coordination,” she
sald.

Bending, stretching and striving for physical
fitness are these students in the aerobics class at
the central YMCA.

All of the aerobics exercises have

been scientifically measured for the
amount of energy it costs the body to
perform them, according to Karen.
“These amounts have been translated
into points. A person accumulates
more points for the more energetic
exercises and fewer points for an
exercise which requires less en-
ergy.”
Probably the biggest advantage of
aerobics, according to Karen, is that
it increases the efficiency of the lungs
and conditions them to process more
air wih less effort. erefore, the
more oxygen delivered through a per-
son's system, the better, she added

“My students lose inches and not
necessarily pounds,’”’ continued
Karen, ‘‘because the exercises we
perform changes fat weight to lean
weight, often toughening up the body
without actually losing weight.”

However, she lost 23 pounds after
only a few months of practicing aero-
bics.

“Loss of pounds and inches are the
benefits you can see. The hidden ben-
efits are toned-up muscles and blood
vessel improvement,’’ she added.

The classes run in six-week ses-
sions, meeting two nights a week for
one hour. YMCA members pay a fee
of $12 and non-members are charged

‘““Many of my students have found
that aerobics can help to change their
outlook on life,” said the instructor.
“They relax, develop a better self-
image and are more able to tolerate
stress.”

The YMCA aerobics classes are
currently for females only and ages of
the students vary. ‘“‘Aerobics is for all
ages-—-every woman needs to be fit,”
said Karen.

She once had a student who was still
attending class in her sixth month of
pregnancy. ‘‘Her doctor said that it
was fine as long as she was comfort-
able, so she stayed as long as she
could,” Karen said. She requires a
physician’s permit before allowing
anyone with a health problem or who
is aged to begin the class.

Students learn to take their pulse at
rest and after exercising vigorously
so that they can monitor their im-
provement.

And the exercise is vigorous. Many
of the exercise steps resemble the
disco dances so popular today. But
one factor is common-the students
work up a sweat.

““Two hours after we end our class.
my students are still burning up calo-
ries,” said Karen. “And it's good for
them."”

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Violence stalks
San Francisco

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — In the
chilly, beautiful city that has inspired
song and poetry, grief hung like fog
today amid a plague of bizarre vio-
lence that led residents to ask: “Why
does it happen here?” :

I feel so sorry for this city,” said a
citizen shaken by the murder Monday
of San Francisco Mayor George Mo-
scone and Supervisor Harvey Milk.
“We've had the Zebra Kkillers, the
Zodiac, the SLA, the Peoples Temple
and now this. I don’t know how much
more we can take.”

The tearful throng of 25,000 to 40,000
residents who gathered in numbed
shock outside City Hall Monday night
tried to provide their own answer.
Carrying candles and clinging to their
neighbors like survivors of some nat-
ural catastrophe or a war, they sang,
““We shall overcome.”

Columnist Herb Caen, among the
most influential men in town,
summed up the feelings of his beloved
c:ty in today’s San Francisco Chroni-
cle.

“Horror upon horror. Shock upon
shock,’ Caen wrote. **... The vocabu-
lary of grief and disbelief stretches
only so far ... At the end of a week of
incredible headlines, all of us were
left stunned, exhausted, over-
whelmed by the flood of bloody ‘sense
less’ information.

*“... It was all senseless. Like the
hundreds dead in Guyana ... And yet
there must be a thread connecting all
this violence."

The thread that connected Moscone
and Milk, Caen said, was one common
to many of their constituents: ““They
loved San Francisco.”

So did Jim Jones. And Charlie Man
son

*“This is every misfit's favorite city
as well as the favorite city of a lot of
straight, normal people,” said San
Francisco Examiner Editor and Pub
lisher Reg Murphy

“It's the most phetogenic city in the
country,” Murphy added. ‘“'It's also
the most accepting city. It contains
some of the brightest minds in Ameri
ca But there's an odd mixture of
the highly intellectual community
and the crazy community.”

The ‘“‘crazy community’ bloomed
in the 1960s. Long-haired young peo
ple calling themselves “‘hippies’” and
“flower children’ swarmed into San
Francisco's tawdry Haight-Ashbury
district

They were turned off by the Viet
nam War and “turned on'" by the
prophet of LSD, Timothy Leary

The fMower children were hallucin
ating on drugs. “We were riding on
the wind,"”" one of them would remem
ber. Her name was Lynette
“Squeaky” Fromme. Years later, she
would try to kill a president

She came to San Francisco with the
ragged Charles Manson “family” in
1968. Manson, guru of a band of young
misfits, had passed through Haight
Ashbury earlier, staying long enough
to learn the power of drugs and a
word, “‘Love.”” He took his “hippies
to Los Angeles and ordered mass
murders

In Haight Ashbury, teen-agers
“freaked out” screaming in the agony
of LSD “‘bad trips

Some died after taking ‘‘street
drugs" laced with strychnine. Some
committed murder. Those who sur
vived drifted to drug rehabilitation
centers or moved away

But the plague they had brought did
not die. It festered and burst in the
'70s. San Francisco's most violent
decade since the days of the Barbary
Coast

In 1969 and 1970, a murderer calling
himself “Zodiac” sent grisly coded
messages to local newspapers. “Kill
ing people is more fun than killing
wild game,” he wrote. Zodiac's mis
sives have continued sporadically. He
has not been caught. Police say he
probably killed six persons. He boasts
of slaying 37 victims

In 1972, a midwestern preacher, the
Rev. Jim Jones set up his Peoples

Temple in San Francisco's poor Fill-
more district.

In 1973, a wave of random street
killings terrorized the city. The
‘““Zebra killers,"’ struck without warn-
ing, killing whites at night. Most vic-
tims were shot. One was raped, an-
other beheaded.

In April 1974, it was over. Four
young Black Muslims were arrested
and charged with 14 murders, seven
assaults, one rape and an attempted
kidnapping. The Zebra murderers
were convicted in 1976 after the lon-
gest trial in San Francisco history.

On Feb. 4, 1974, the daughter of one
of San Francisco’s first families —
Patricia Hearst — was kidnapped.
Her travels through the radical un-
derground exposed a seething subcul-
ture of disaffected young revolution-
aries known as The Symbionese Lib-
eration Army.

Six of them died that spring in a
flaming, suicidal shootout with Los
Angeles police. The others — Miss
Hearst and William and Emily Harris
— drifted back to the only American
city where they could hide — San
Francisco. They eluded police for 18
months before their capture Sept. 18,
1975.

That September was a month for
violence. In nearby Sacramento, Lyn-
ette Fromme aimed a gun at Presi-
dent Gerald Ford and was arrested.
In San Francisco, days after Miss
Hearst’s capture, a middle-aged radi-
cal, Sara Jane Moore, fired a gun at
Ford in famous Union Square barely
missing him.

“Isn’t anything happening any
where but San Francisco?’’ a news
caster asked

In 1976, Patricia Hearst, Sara
Moore and Squeaky Fromme went to
prison. Radical groups such as The
New World Liberation Front bombed
buildings and issued communiques

In 1977, the plague seemed to pass
City fathers remembered the town’s
old slogan, “Everybody’s Favorite
City.”" The city's large homosexual
population savored political victory

The following year, 1978, was one of
promise. Record numbers of tourists
jammed cable cars and hummed, *']

Then, on Nov. 18, another night
mare began

Democratic Congressman Leo
Ryan, investigating the Peoples Tem
ple cult, had been shot and killed on
an airstrip in remote Guyana. Three
newsmen and a temple defector were
slain with him

Within hours, a horror story unfold
ed. Hundreds of San Franciscans
who had followed Jones to a promised
paradise in Guyana, obeyed his com
mand to commit mass suicide. In the
deep jungle, troops found more than
900 bodies piled upon each other

Jones had been appointed director
of the Housing Authority by Moscone
Thus, when the 49-year-old mayor
was gunned down in his office Mon
day morning, speculation stirred of
Peoples Temple involvement. There
was none, police said. It was much
simpler

As Moscone and Milk lay in pools of
blood inside the marble-and-gold City
Hall, a disgruntled former supervi
sor, Dan White, was booked for inves
tigation of murder. He had come to
City Hall to seek reinstatement as a
supervisor. Moscone had refused

‘1 don't know how we're going to
put this city back together again,”
said the citizen who called a late night
radio talk show to mourn for San
Francisco

Elsewhere, said Herb Caen, they
call this “‘the kook capital.”

“We who have lived here a long
time resist that description,”” he
wrote. “What others call ‘kooks,” we
look upon as characters in a charade
we smile at. We think we understand
the show, having played our own roles
for so many years

“Maybe we are wrong.”

Acting San Francisco mayor
twice sought election to post

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Supervi-
sor Dianne Feinstein, who became
acting mayor following the slaying of
Mayor George Moscone, twice sought
to become San Francisco's first elect-
ed female mayor.

Ms. Feinstein will hold the post
until the Board of Supervisors elects
someone to fill the remaining months
of Moscone's term, which ends at the
close of 1979. The supervisors are not
expected to take action before next
week.

After her election to the board in
1969, Ms. Feinstein became one of
four women sitting on the city's 11-
member governing panel. She was
subsequently re-elected to two more
four-year terms.

Because Ms. Feinstein, 45, got more
votes than any challenger in all three
bids, her colleagues voted her presi-
dent, a largely ceremonial office.

After her unsuccessful 1971 bid to
unseat then-incumbent Mayor J
Alioto, she said, “1'd rather be -
ing in my cramped, smelly little of-
fice than anywhere else in the
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fesses an interest in municipal poli
tics that began in childhood when her
uncle took her to supervisors’ meet
ings.

She maintains a public profile de-
scribed by one interviewer as cool and
collected, with emotions often re-
pressed before they show. She is
viewed as determined and ambi-
tious.

An early supporter of the proposed
federal Equal Rights Amendment,
she nevertheless angered feminists
by supporting a ballot referendum
that would have tied salaries of city
workers to those of their counterparts
doing similar work in the private
sector.

Women's groups charged the pro-
posal would lock-in women city
:yrollers at traditionally low salary

local schools and was graduated from

political science and history. An early

Dead mayor bemoaned violence

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —Only a week ago, Mayor
George Moscone bemoaned the violent deaths in
Guyana of Rep. Leo Ryan and the Rev. Jim Jones,
both friends. “I don't know how to cope with a
situation where anybody gets killed or assassinat
ed,” he said

On Monday, shocked San Franciscans had to try to
cope with the murder of their silver-haired mayor
whose warm smile shone on even his sternest crit
ics

Moscone was shot three times and discovered dead
in his City Hall office. Also slain was supervisor Har-
vey Milk, who won election last year as an openly-ho-
mosexual candidate. A former supervisor, Dan
White, was booked on investigation of murder.

Moscone, the son of a San Quentin prison guard,
held public office for 15 years as city supervisor,
state senator and mayor. He championed causes that
touched a wide range of constituents — from homo-
sexuals to Giant baseball fans

The mayor pushed school lunches for poor chil-
dren, better care for the aged, civil rights for
homosexuals, and after his narrow victory at the
polls in 1975, worked successfully to keep the Giants

Suspect liked helping
people in trouble out

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — He was a paratrooper in
Vietnam, then a police officer, a firefighter and by
32, the youngest of 11 San Francisco supervi-
sors. Now, Daniel James White is accused of shoot-
ing to death Mayor George Moscone and supervisor
Harvey Milk.

“It’s old fashioned values that built this country,”
White told an interviewer shortly before his election
last year. ““To me, this is what society’s all about. If
you see someone in trouble you go to help them
out....This is the way I see my job."”

On Monday night, however, he was in police
custody, and stunned San Franciscans tried to ratio-
nalize that statement with the bloody facts of the

His election last November was the pinnacle of his
life, he said, and two weeks after the victory, he
made the tape

Milk was a familiar figure on Castro Street, the
heart of San Francisco's large homosexual commu
nity where he owned a camera store. His credo was
gay pride and he constantly urged homosexuals “‘in
the closet to come out,” to stop concealing their
sexual identity

He often wore a T-shirt with a drawing of an open
closet door and the words, “'I'll Never Go Back."”

At a party on Castro Street the night he was
inaugurated as supervisor, Milk described his taking
office as *‘a day of great joy.”

He had marched earlier in the day from Castro to
City Hall, a couple of miles, with his arm around
Jack Lira, whom he described as “my lover, my
partner in life.”” Lira committed suicide in Septem
ber

A native of New York, Milk earned a bachelor's
degree in 1951 from Albany State College for Teach
ers and worked eight years in stock brokerage
houses in New York, Dallas and San Francisco

from moving to Toronto

He marched with the United Farm Workers, led by
Cesar Chavez

His liberal views placed him at the oppositie end of
the political spectrum from White, who represented
a primarily blue-collar area before resigning on Nov
10. White had changed his mind and wanted to be
reappointed, but Moscone refused

Moscone was killed shortly before he was to
announce White's replacement, Don Horzany

Moscone, who celebrated his 49th birthday Friday,
was a tall, dapper man, a former scholastic basket-
ball standout.

Even though he wasn’'t running for re-election this
year, the campaign represented a personal battle for
Moscone.

“““No on 6’ will be forever emblazoned upon the
principles of San Francisco liberty,”” he shouted to a
joyous crowd of homosexuals election night after
Proposition 6, which would have banned gay teach-
ers, was soundly defeated by Califoria voters.

As a state senator, Moscone was a strong opponent
of welfare and mental health cuts pressed by then
Gov. Ronald Reagan. He sponsored legislation that
provided school lunches for 750,000 California chil-
dren. And in 1972, he campaigned vigorously against
a statewide referendum to restore the death penalty.
The voters, however, endorsed it.

“We each had a singleton,” dummy
pointed out. ‘“You should expect a
singleton somewhere else, so you
should finesse in trumps.”

NONENSE

This is the sort of nonsense that
gives dummies a bad name. But
North was right about one thing:
South misplayed the hand.

After taking the ace of diamonds
South should lead a heart to dummy
and ruff a heart. Then he cashed the
ace and king of spades, discards a
club on a top heart and ruffs another
heart.

Only now does South ruff his low
diamond in dummy. This puts him in
position to lead the last heart and
discard another club. He loses only a
trump trick.

DAILY QUESTION

Partner opens with 1 NT (16 to 18
points), and the next player passes.

C-J10. What do you say?

ANSWER: Bid 2 NT. Some experts
would jump to 3 NT because of the
length in diamonds. It's a trifle
sounder to invite partner to bid the
game.

““But they get a lot
cheaper when someone’s
shooting at you,'" ex-
plains Melvyn Miller,
president of the Protec-
tive Materials Co., pur-
veyors to the world of
impenetrable objects —
cars and curtains, brief
cases and bomb contain-
ers, athletic supporters
and vests.

Miller is convinced
that the armor market is
booming in this country.
And the company has re-
sponded with guarded
chic: not only Mercedes
literally built like small
tanks, but also armored
Burberry trench coats
and armored golf jack-
etls.

“You'd be amazed,”
says Miller, ““how many
people get shot on golf
courses. Where else
would you look for rich
executives?”

Even as he deadpans
like a Borscht Belt come-
dian, Miller is demon-
strating some of the
James Bond-ish features
of this fortified Mer-

;

“Th are your arm-
ing devices,”” he says,
flipping plastic covers

away from toggle
Mtczu that start red

to do a 180 in one car
length at 70 or 80 miles
an hour. This turns on
some intense lights that
will blind anybody be-
hind you for 30 sec-
onds."”

Another feature is the
car's master override
switch, which is designed
to foil treasonous chauf-
feurs.

“We get some interest-
ing warranty claims,”
Miller says. “‘Cars come
into our regional centers
with bullet holes through
the glass or machetes
stuck through the trunk
and the owners say, ‘It

never went out of the ga
rage.’ We don’'t ask ques
tions. These people are
paying plenty for the ser
vice they get.”

Although cars are Pro
tective Materials’ most
expensive product, the
company may be best
known for the 50,000 po-
liceman’s vests it turns
out every year. Not to
mention the PA 500 air
crewman's vest that was
popular in Vietnam, and
is often used in helicop-
ters as a seat cushion

“You wear that vest,”
says Miller, “and you can
walk up to a machine-
gunner hitting you with
30mm armor-piercing
bullets, take the gun out
of his hands and beat the
we put of the guy."”

War, says Miller, is the
great ally of the armor-
maker, “but I was just
talking with a retired
Army guy the other day,
and he was saying that
there’s never been a time
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when so much armor was
being bought by non-mil-
itary personnel. We're
opening a plant in Italy,
for instance. We can’t
keep up with the demand
there. We're actually
making armored knee
pads for executives over
there. Then again, I don't
want to tell you how
many vests we've sold in
the Middle East.”

Miller is also con-
vinced that the armor
market is booming in
this country. Thus the
company's armored golf
jackets and armored
London Fog and Bur-
berry trench coats, for
that well-protected look
on the go.

Next to restaurants, antique shops most try the
public patience with their mania to be more antic
than antique. ‘“We sell what your grandmother threw
away”' proclaims a junk shop called ‘“‘Junque Shop-
pee.” Down the road are ‘“‘Aunty’s Attic,” **Things

and Springs,” “‘Den of Antiquity,” ‘“Rock’s Bric-a-
Braque, ‘“‘Golden’s Oldies,” “The Stopped Clock”
and “‘Your Father’'s Mustache's Cup,” which urges
the passing motorist: “For a better tomorrow sal-
vage yesterday today: specialists in garage and tag
sales.”

Maybe a 10 per cent surcharge on all sales made on
premises so sickeningly signposted might deter
others from inflicting trauma through triteness on
the body politic.

They tell me London has a sex shop named ‘“The
Porn Broker” across from a junk shop named
“Pawn To Live.” Before Parliament is dissolved,
Prime Minister Callaghan might consider raising
the question of a cliche tax in the Commons to bolster
the pound and rid the Mother Country of such visual
abominations. But then something would have to be
done about the loo, the comfort station in Kensington
Park, where, so help me, on a stack of Magna
Cartas, the colored tiles are decorated with a replica
of the sheet music for Beethoven's 9th Symphony and
the words:

“O you millions, I embrace you

Dear Readers: 1 often receive questions about
practical aids for handicapped people, and I'd like to
pass on some information that appeared in a recent
issue of the Journal of the American Medical Assn

It is about the work done by the Telephone
Pioneers of America—telephone company
employees who adapt communications technology to
meet the needs of the handicapped

Some of the lastest innovations follow

—Telephones that can be activated by voice, or by
wheelchairs through floor switches:

—Sports items that sound off for the blind, like
beeping softballs, basketballs, and putting devices;

—Electronic devices that allow people with speech
difficulties to communicate by activating a lighted
display board;

—Toys that blink and respond, stimulating deaf or
retarded children to communicate

Telephone Pioneers of America develops and also
distributes these aids. It has a network of 500,000
volunteers around the country who work in their
home on old or new devices

The volunteers also encourage sports involvement
for the handicapped, especially the blind, who are
generally left out of group sports

Aids such as the voice-activated telephone—nick
named the “yell-a-phone’'—are useful for paralyzed
people. Here's how the phone works: It is program
med in advance with frequently called numbers, and
the patient activates it with a specific sound signal
such as a two-second 'yell.”" The pre-recorded
numbers are then illuminated one by one on the
phone, and a second voice signal makes the instru
ment stop at the desired number. Directory
assistance and the operator can also be pre-recorded
s0 that immobilized people can make any call they
wish without further assistance

Teaching aids for deaf children include toys that
enable them to judge their own voice's pitch and
loudness. One favorite is a squirrel that climbs up a
string in proportion to the volume of the sound
Another is a clown who smiles in proportion to voice
pitch

The pioneers have also done well with unrespon
sive children who answer requests from stuffed
animals wanting pats on the nose

Another ingenious device helps victims of stroke or
cerebral palsy recover their lost speech. The phone

WILLIAMSBURG, Va. (AP) —
While other governors speak of
stormy economic climates in their
states, Governor-elect Bill Clements
says Texas’' fiscal outlook is bathed in
the sunshine of prosperity — despite
the efforts of President Carter.

Clements took a break Monday
from his formal debut as governor-
elect at the Republican Governors’
Association conference and stepped
into a room crowded with reporters
anxious to question the first Republi-
can Texans have elected governor in
104 years.

After noting that his state’s econ-
omy is not threatened with ‘“‘down-
turns or recessions’ to the same
degree as other states, Clements was
asked if any of President Carter’s
fiscal policies will hurt the Lone Star
State

““I think we're bigger than Mr.
Carter,” he replied. ‘“‘Higher interest
rates are not looked upon in great
favor in Texas and we are not ena-
mored with his anti-inflation pro-
gram...as a matter of fact, I don’t
think you can name me any program
that Mr. Carter has put forward that
Texans look upon with favor.”

Clements said he and the state leg-
islature’s Democratic leaders —
House Speaker Bill Clayton and Lt.
Gov. Bill Hobby — have agreed on a
battle plan attacking the energy bill
Carter signed into law this year.

Clements, whose oil drilling supply
business made him a multi-million-
aire, said Texas' plan includes chal-
lenging the constitutionality of the
new energy law “‘all the way to the
Supreme Court,” devising a state law
allowing Texas to tax energy leaving
the state and working with the Texas
Railroad Commission to cut back oil

and gas production,

But while Clements claimed to have
cooperation from the Democratic-
controlled state legislature in fighting
Carter on energy matters, he did say
he would take the leglslature to court
if they failed to pass legislation to
allow Texas to have a 1980 presiden-
tial primary.

Asked who he would support in such
a primary, Clements said he was ‘“‘on
the horns of four dilemmas and I'm
not about to get in the middle of that
kind of mess,” referring to his per-

sonal friendship with both former
Gov. John Connally and former CIA
director George Bush, plus two “‘ad-
ditional people’”’ who actively helped
his campaign — Ronald Reagan and
Gerald Ford.

Clements was equally noncommit-
tal on plans he might have of running
as a favorite son in such a primary.

‘“‘T have my work cut out for
me...for the next 10 months just tend-
ing to my knitting in the state of
Texas so I haven’'t even considered
this question.”

Clements sees sunny fiscal outlook

Although Clements continued his
verbal war on Carter, he did concede
that it won’'t be easy to deny the
president Texas’ crucial electoral
votes in 1980.

Clements, 61, opened the news con-
ference by introducing his 46-year-old
wife, Rita, and his ‘“‘friend, associate
and neighbor,” U.S. Sen.-elect John
Warner of Virginia.

The Clements own an estate outside
Washington, D.C., that is bordered on
three sides by the country home of
Warner and his wife, actress Eliza-
beth Taylor.

Hispanic leaders dispute advice

DALLAS (AP) — Some Mexican-
American leaders say a high-ranking
Justice Department official’'s advice
about alleged police brutality is not
satisfactory.

U.S. Deputy Attorney General Ben-
jamin R. Civiletti told the representa-
tives of Mexican-American organiza-
tions Monday they should look to state
and local justice systems for help
instead of relying on the Justice De
partment.

At the meeting, the leaders said
they’ve tried taking their problems to

local and state agencies, and it simply

does not work.

Civiletti made Dallas his first stop
on a three-day police brutality fact-
finding tour of Texas and Arizona.

Ruben Bonilla, state director of the
League of United Latin American Cit-
izens, said it is no longer expedient for
politicians to come out in favor of
prosecuting human rights violators.

He said even President Carter —
who campaigned for worldwide

human rights — has stepped out of the
arena when it comes to Hispanics.

“Carter’s election campaign and
emphasis on human rights has been
followed by a very dismal and disgra
ceful period of 1978 during which 17
persons of Mexican extraction were
killed while in custody,” Bonilla said.
“This was followed by a lack of re-
sponse from the Justice Deparfment
and lack of investigation on the part
of local U.S. attorneys, and this
placed us in a regression.”

Bonilla suggested more Hispanics
should be “appointed as judges and
U.S. attorneys, and federal funds
should be withheld from police de-
partments that have patterns of po
lice brutality.

He also said U.S. attorneys should
have greater access to grand juries
and a conference should be held
where President Carter and U.S. At-
torney General Griffin Bell could
meet with Hispanics.

Other Hispanic leaders who agreed

Monday with Bonilla’s demands were
Ruben Sandoval, LULAC legal coun-
sel: Joe Bernal, director of the Dallas
Action office and former state sena
tor: and Joe Cano, president of
American GI Forum.

Civiletti said, however, he thinks
the Justice Department has made
“substantial progress’’ in reviewing
cases of alleged police brutality
While he refused to discuss specific
cases, he said 24 percent of all cases
involving Hispanics received by the
Justice Department so far this year
have been accepted for review com-
pared with 6 percent five years ago

“But we're not satisfied with that,”
Civiletti told the disgruntled group
“We intend and want to do better. But
we want substantial sentences. I ess
is nonproductive, discredits the U.S.
justice system and is unfair to all
members of the community on both
sides.”

Copies of the new rule and
application forms for well deter-
mination action are now avail-
able to interested parties, upon
request, at the commission
headquarters in Austin.

Also, they are expected to be
available today at Oil and Gas
Division district office in Mid-
land, Pampa, Lubbock, Wichita
Falls, San Antonio, Houston,
Corpus Christi, Kilgore, Abilene
and San Angelo.

The materials also will be
available Wednesday at a se-
minar on the gas policy act
being held under the auspices of
the Texas Independent Pro-
ducers & Royalty Oeners Asso-
ciation at the Dallas-Fort Worth
Airport. The session, starting at
10 a. m., will be held in the
Marina Hotel.

The well determination rule
was made effective Monday,
subject to revisions which may
be necessary in the event of
changes in rules and procedures
promulgated by the Federal En-
ergy Regulatory Commission.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The gov-
ernment is investigating whether
Shell Oil Co., the nation’s largest gas-
oline marketer, violated antitrust law
in its wholesale gasoline practices.

The Federal Trade Commission in-
vestigation, described as prelimi-
nary, surfaced Monday after three
congressmen had drawn attention to
the subject.

“We are gathering the basic facts
and finding out what the issues are,”
said Ronald B. Roe, an FTC attor-
ney.

pegged to their deliveries of conven-
tional leaded fuel.

Earlier charges from New Jersey
and Connecticut station operators
that the company was requiring them
to purchase leaded gasoline to get
unleaded gas, now in short supply,
were contained in a Nov. 17 letter the
congressmen sent FTC Chairman Mi-
chael Pertschuk.

In their letter, Reps. John E. Moss,
D-Calif.; Andrew Maguire, D-N.J.,
and Toby Moffett, D-Conn., said they
believed such restraints on the distri-
bution of gasoline, if true, would vio-
late antitrust law.

Moss is chairman of the House
Commerce subcommittee on over-
sight and investigations. The others
are members of the panel.

Shortages of unleaded fuel in many
parts of the nation have led to wide-
spread price hikes.

The price increases — a couple of
cents at many stations — stem from
unusually high demand, a result of
good driving weather most of the fall
and a great deal of automobile vaca-
tion travel this summer.

Shell spokesman Norman Alstedter
denied the charge and said that, while
the company had heard there was an
FTC investigation, it has received no
formal notification.

A subcommittee source, declining
to be identified, said the panel be-
lieves Shell discontinued the practice
after the letter. I think the situation
is taking care of itself,” he said

Alstedter said Shell has issued in-
structions to its distribution offices
‘“‘because of the current supply situa-
tion.” He said the instructions are
that when a truck delivers gasoline to
a station, the dealer can buy a load of
unleaded gasoline without taking the
usual amount of leaded gasoline.

But several Shell dealers in the
Northeast said Monday they still are
on an allotment system requiring
them to buy a certain amount of
leaded high-test and regular gasoline
to get unleaded.

“They give me a quota,” said Dick
Marinello of Dick’s Shell Station in
Hackensack, N.J. “‘I have to buy
high-test and regular and if I don't
take that, I don’t get my allotment of
unleaded. If I can’t take a whole load
of the leaded, they won't give me the
unleaded.”

Bob Grant, manager of Grant's
She!! Station in Braintree, Mass., said
he must order 6,000 gallons of leaded
high-test and regular to get 2,500 gal-
lons of unleaded gasoline.

“This has been going on for four
weeks, and they say it may last
through December,” said Grant, who
is limiting his customers to $5 of
unleaded gas at each purchase. “It's
a hardship on us.”

Shell said three weeks ago it was
cutting back on supplies of unleaded
gasoline to dealers in the Northeast
until the supply situation improved.
Alstedter said then that stations were
being given gasoline “‘on an equitable
basis.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — Cuba is believed to be
supplying financial aid and weapons, including 50-
caliber machine guns, to leftist guerrilla forces in
Nicaragua, according to a secret intelligence docu-
ment.

The information in a report obtained by The
Associated Press was based on what were described
as ‘‘generally reliable” intelligence sources in Pana-
ma, which apparently has been acting as a conduit
for the Cuban supplies.

The document also confirms previous reports that
Venezuela and Panama itself are helping supply the
guerrillas.

U.S. officials evaluating the information empha-
sized that reports of Cuban involvement in guerrilla
attempts to overthrow President Anastasio Somoza
cannot be fully confirmed. In any event, they said
ggy Cuban support of the guerrillas has been “‘limit-

Nonetheless, the disclosure seems likely to rein-
force fears among some congressional conservatives
that the Sandinista guerrillas are trying to convert
Nicaragua into “another Cuba.”

Other informants who asked to remain anonymous
said if the report is accurate it could have consider-
able significance for the entire Western Hemi-
sphere.

They noted that the report suggests a retreat from
Cuba’s decision earlier this decade to end its backing
for revolutionary movements in Latin America and
concentrate on Africa instead.

“In effect, the Cubans are telling revolutionary
forces throughout Latin America that, ‘If your move-
ment reaches a critical stage, you can count on us for
support,”’ said one informant

Gen. Fernando Vecino Alegret, a veteran of Cuba’s
involvement in Angola and now Cuban Minister for
Higher Education, has denied that Cuba is support-
ing the Sandinistas

He said during a visit here last week that the
Sandinistas have enough backing in Nicaragua to
achieve victory on their own

Nonetheless, Cuba's hostility toward Somoza dates
back to the early 1960's when Somoza allowed Nica
ragua to be used as a staging area for Cuban exile
attacks on Cuba.

The intelligence document was based, in part, on
information supplied by a former Panamanian offi
cial, who gave the following account

““According to Moises Torrijos, brother of (Pana
manian) National Guard Commander Omar Torri
Jos, and Abraham Saied, director of Panamanian
Social Security, the Cuban government is providing
material and financial support to the Sandinis
ta National Liberation Front. Saied said specifically
that Cuban Premier Fidel Castro... was sending
arms and ammunition to the FSLN (the Sandin
istas).”

Additional information in the document, based on
a report from an unidentified current Panamanian
government official, said the Panamanian National
Guard, during the second week of November, drew
up an “accounting of (Cuban) arms which apparent
ly had already been or were to be provided to the
Sandinstas.”

“The accounting listed arms under the heading of
three countries: Panama, Venezuela and country
‘C." *C" was generally assumed, but not known by
those who worked on the accounting, to stand for
Cuba. Among the arms listed under country ‘C'
were ‘several’ 50 caliber machine guns.'

The United States has been leading a three-nation
mediation effort in Nicaragua, attempting to achieve
a peaceful settlement between Somoza and a coali
tion of business, political and civilian opposition
Rroups

The mediation effort began after the National
Guard and the Sandinistas engaged in a two-week
civil war last Septmeber that claimed an esti
mated 1500 lives

Somoza and the opposition leaders remain far
apart, and officials here are fearful warfare may
resume at any time

The United States has cut off military and econom
ic aild to Nicaragua but some National Guard sup
plies have been replenished by Israel

Panel dropping
conspiracy hints

WASHINGTON (AP) — The House Assassinations
Committee is dropping broad hints that it has unco
vered evidence of a “Ray family conspiracy™ to
murder Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. a decade ago

It also is exploring the adequacy of the investiga
tion that led the FBI and Justice Department to
identify James Earl Ray as King's assas
sin

The committee summoned former Attorney Gen
eral Ramsey Clark to testify today on the Justice
Department’s role in the King probe

Staff lawyers contend the investigation was ham
pered by a strained and hostile relationship between
Clark and the late FBI director J. Edgar Hoover and
that, as a result, the Justice Department played no
role in the probe

Meanwhile, the committee chairman, Rep. Louis
Stokes, D-Ohio, raised the possibility that the FBI
created the atmosphere in which King was killed by
wafng an “illegal and unconstitutional™ campaign
to discredit him with scurilous propaganda

Stokes said Monday the committee will have to
decide whether the FBI bears a share of the respon-
sibility for King's death in reaching its conclu-
sions about the case

Chief Counsel G. Robert Blakey raised some hypo-
thetical questions of his own Monday, hinting to
former FBI executive Cartha Deloach that the

mmittee has found what the FBI could not uncover

0 years ago evidence that King was the victim of a
conspiracy

In a prepared statement, Blakey indicated that the
committee’s principal suspicions fall most heavily
on James Earl Ray's two brothers, John and Jerry
Ray.

He said the FBI became so precccupied with the
search for James Earl Ray that it ignored what he
called “the possibility of a Ray family conspira-
c "

sole

y.
He called this an “‘almost inexplicable failure™ on
the part of the FBI, saying, "Flmllf members of the
suspected triggerman deserved at least some inves-
tive attention.”

records, won the Heis
man Trophy Tuesday as
the nation'sfoutstanding
college football player

In voting so close that
a recount was ordered
this morning, Sims won
out over Penn State
quarterback Chuck Fu
sina, Michigan quarter
back Rick Leach and
Southern California run
ning back Charles

passes in last week's 7-6 decision over
Cincinnati.

“We passed well and ran the ball,
too, which is what we have to do,”
said Swann after catching two touch-
down passes and totaling 134 yards on
eight receptions against the 49ers.

THE VICTORY was over a team
that went down fighting, 31-28, a week
earlier to the Los Angeles Rams, who
held the Steelers to just 59 yards
rushing two weeks ago.

“The Steelers are a great football
team,” said Fred O'Connor, 0-4 since
becoming San Francisco’s head
coach. ‘We have three teams coming
up (New Orleans, Tampa Bay and
Detroit) that we can compete
against.”

If the 49ers, 1-12 after eight straight
defeats, lose their final three games,
they'll set an NFL record for losses in
one season.

“I got my confidence back tonight,”’
said Bradshaw, who took the NFL
lead in touchdown passes with his
22nd, an 11-yard toss to John Stall-
worth in the fourth period.

A REQUEST was made that the
game be postponed because of the
City Hall assassinations earlier Mon-
day of San Francisco Mayor George
Moscone and Supervisor Harvey
Milk, but the NFL decided the nation-
ally televised would go on as sche-
duled.

Pittsburgh made its record 11-2,
best in the NFL, and has a two-game
lead over the Houston Oilers in the
American Football Conference Cen-
tral Division. The Steelers play in
Houston on Sunday and can clinch the
title with a victory.

“We’'d better be ready for Houston;
they’'ll be ready for us,” said Brad-
shaw.. “But right now, I'm enjoying
this.”

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umerous teams
seek grid title

From the cracker and cotton coun-
try of the Deep South, up through
Western Pennsylvania, weaving
through the oil wells of Oklahoma,
into the bustling auto capital of Michi-
gan and out to sunny California, peo-
ple by the thousands are running
around in broad daylight with their
index fingers pointing toward the
sky.

WHAT'S HAPPENED? Has the
country suddenly gone berserk? Are
they a bunch of zany Chicken Littles
warning that the sky is falling? Are
the Martians pouring in from outer
space? Is Orson Welles panicking the
country with another of his electronic
fantasies?

Relax. Nothing like that. It's almost
showdown time for one of the coun-
try’s most sacred holiday rituals —
selection of the college football team
rated thé best of the season.

It’s an occasion that inflames pas-
sions, pricks regional pride, stirs
loyalties and triggers bitter contro-
versies.

‘“We're No.1!”" ‘“We're No.1!"”’
“We're No.lI!"

It's a cry resounding throughout the
East, proud of unbeaten Penn State,
and echoing around the campuses of
such gridiron giants as Alabama,
Southern California, Oklahoma and
Michigan.

Unfortunately, there is no fixed for-
mula for arriving at an authentic,
unchallenged champion as in the case
of the National Football’'s League’s
Super Bowl, baseball’'s World Series
an? other sports competitions, includ-
ing those under the aegis of the
NCAA.

THE REASON: The post-season
football bowls, dating back 76 years to
the 1902 Rose Bowl, have become so
strongly entrenched and so lucrative
that not even the powerful NCAA
dares tinker with them.

Until the NCAA sets up a post-sea-
son playoff formula, long advocated
by coaches, there probably never will
be a truly undisputed college cham-
pion. Picked by polls, the result never
is completely satisfying. Passed-over
teams and their supporters — such as
Alabama last year when Notre Dame
received the nod — inevitably yell
“foul.”

Buckle your seat belts. It's certain
to happen again as the pawns fall into
place for this year's bowl extrdavagan-
za. Penn State, rated No.1 on the only

perfect record (11-0) extant among
the major teams, probably will play
9-1 Alabama in the Sugar Bowl in a
game that to all intents and purposes
should settle the issue — provided
Alabama beats Auburn Saturday, no
lead-pipe cinch.

But violent protests would be cer-
tain to erupt from the winner of the
Rose Bowl game between Southern
California (10-1) and Michigan (10-1).
Southern Cal beat Alabama convinc-
ingly 24-14 earlier in the year. Michi-
gan boasts the second best defense
and the fourth highest scoring offense
in the country — impressive creden-
tials.

What about Oklahoma, the nation’s
most devastating ground machine
with an average of 427.5 yards rush-
ing and 40 points average per game?
Should the speedy Sooners, in the
Orange Bowl, avenge their only loss
against Nebraska, the country’s total
offense champion (501.5 yards a
game), how are you going to convince
supporters that Oklahoma shouldn’t
be No.1?

EVEN OVERLOOKED Clemson
(10-1), uniquely ranked in the Top
Five in both fewest points allowed
(10.5) and points scored (31.9) per
game, could raise a legitimate howl if
it should beat Ohio State in the Gator
Bowl.

Why not a compromise plan utiliz-
ing the established bowls as elimina-
tion sites and designating the title
game annually for one of the four
oldest bowls — Rose, Sugar, Cotton
and Orange — on a rotation basis?

Like this, hypothetically this year:

Dec.9 (Quarter-finals) — Cotton:
Oklahoma (10-1) vs. Clemson (10-1);
Gator: Penn State (11-0) vs. Nebras-
ka (9-2); Astro-Bluebonnet: Houston
(8-2) vs. Alabama (9-1-0) or Georgia
(8-1-1); Fiesta: Southern Cal (10-1)
vs. Michigan (10-1).

Dec. 16: (Semifinals), Survivors in
Orange, Sugar Bowls.

Jan. 1 (Championship), Rose Bowl
(deference to age).

The eight finalists could be chosen
on their records. It's not arguable
that such a plan would extend the
season too long. Bowl games now
stretch from Dec. 20 to Jan. 13. Other
bowls such as Hall of Fame, Holiday,
Sun, Liberty, Tangerine and Peach
could be fed into the system alternate-
ly or could carry on independently.

Just give us an undisputed cham-
pion.

Oklahoma State into
more trouble with NCAA

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — A Big
Eight Conference investigative report
on the Oklahoma State football pro
gram says there are indications of the
possibility of serious violations of con
ference and NCAA rules, an Oklaho
ma City newspaper said today.

In a front-page story for its final
editions, The Daily Oklahoman said it
has viewed a 19-page Big Eight report
mailed to Oklahoma State officials 10
days ago

The report, according to The Okla-
homan, says funds provided by the
North Central Oklahoma Business
men's Association Inc. were chan-
neled through at least two different
persons to assist football players

The paper quoted the report as
saying at least a dozen potential or
eventual Cowboy football players told
investigators they were offered and-
or accepted financial aid, either in
direct payment or in the form of free
use of automobiles, free rent, free
airline tickets for themselves or their
girlfriends or parents, subsidies for
their families such as homes, jobs,
direct cash payments and other in
ducements

The story, by Lynda Fillmore, also
said that Oklahoma State President
Dr. Lawrence Boger and faculty rep-
resentative Ray Chapel discussed
rumors about an alleged recruiting
slush fund with Big Eight Commis-
sioner Charles Neinas on April 5.

“This investigation was complicat-
ed by a number of factors, but the
allegations which surfaced indicate
the possibility of serious violations of
