Muleshoe ISD starts 
school this Monday, 
Aug. 25,  and we’re 
ready to see students 
on campus again!

We  h o p e  e v e r y 
student has a great 
year. One way all of us 
can help have a smooth 
start is to remember 
that there will be a lot 
of children walking on 
the street and riding 
buses  early  i n  t he 
morning and also in 
the afternoon starting 
next Monday.

With school buses 
running again, we want 
to remind drivers to 
watch out for children 
walking to and from 
school or waiting for 
school buses, and to 
obey all traffic laws 
related to school buses 
a nd  ac t ive  s c ho ol 
zones.

L o t s  o f  d r i v e r s 
haven’t  seen a bus 
all summer, and that 
will change beginning 
next week. Everyone 
needs to be reminded 
of the potential dangers 
during the school year.

Texas Department of 
Public Safety officials 
state that one of the 

most dangerous parts 
of a student’s trip on 
a school bus is when 
entering or exiting the 
bus.

When you see red 
lights flashing and the 
stop-arm out, you must 
stop whether or not you 
see children. It’s hard to 
see the children, so we 
all must assume that 
children are loading or 

unloading if the lights 
are flashing.

The law says that 
motorists must stop 
if a bus is loading or 
unloading children. It 
is against the law to fail 
to stop when the red 
lights are flashing on a 
school bus.

If you approach a 

school bus from either 
direction and the bus 
is displaying alternately 
flashing red lights, you 
must stop.

Do not pass the school 
bus until the school bus 
has resumed motion, or 
you are signaled by the 
driver to proceed, or the 
red lights are no longer 
flashing.

Unfortunately, there 

are still drivers who fail 
to stop when the red 
lights are flashing on a 
school bus.

Once the red lights 
are flashing and stop-
arm is out, drivers going 
both directions must 
stop and give the buses 
plenty of room.

T h e  M u l e s h o e 
Independent School 
Dist r ic t ’s  board of 
trustees adopted a tax 
rate of $1.35 per $100 of 
valuation for FY 2014-
15 during Monday’s 
regular meeting.

The tax rate includes 
a maintenance and 
operation rate of $1.04, 
and an interest and 
sinking fund rate of 
31 cents, for a total 
t hat  was noted by 
Superintendent Dr. 
Gene Sheets as being 
the same rate the school 
district had 15 years 
ago.

This is  the th ird 
consecutive year the 
school district has had 
the same tax rate.

T h i s  y e a r ’ s 
certified values from 
t he  Ba i ley  Cent ra l 
Appra i sa l  Di s t r ic t 
were  $258,0 0 0,460. 
Fi f te en  yea rs  ago, 
the school district ’s 
certified values were 
$186,183,875, a difference 
of $71,816,585.

Last year the district’s 
certified values were 
$262,919,478 and for 2012 
it was $265,090,264.

The district adopted a 
proposed rate of $1.35 in 
June, Business Manager 
Trae  Mc Nei l  sa id ,

from which the school 
district’s budget was 
calculated, and since 
no change was made 
from the proposed rate 
no additional meetings 
or public notices were 
necessary.

Board vice president 
Daniel Guzman, who 
c h a i r e d  Mo nd ay ’s 
m e e t i n g ,  t h a n k e d 
the school district ’s 
administration for its 
efforts in keep from 
raising the rate.

“There’s a lot of people 
out there who can’t 
afford a $20 increase,” he 
said, possibly alluding 
to the proposed tax 
rate increase being 
con sidered  by  t he 
Muleshoe City Council 
a nd refer red to  at 
the council’s Aug. 11 
meeting.

You s e e… I  l i ke 
bluegrass music, with 
or without the vocal 
twang of some of the 
genre’s more famous 
performers — and more 
than a few who are not 
so famous.

I wouldn’t mind in 
the least, and have on 
occasion even suggested,

I have a rather eclectic 
listening year, because 
my CDs range from 
classical and opera, to 
gospel and the music 
of my teenage years… 
I’m also a big fan of 
the Mommas and the 
Poppas, John Fogerty, 
and Kansas.

And while I  l ike 
country and western, 
I tend toward a lot 
of the the “old time” 
tunes, many of which 
were the basis of what 
developed into the high 
speed tunes of bluegrass 
music.

This probably would 

have surpr ised my 
r e c e nt ly  de pa r t e d 
father, whom I teased 
about his love for such 
musical stylings many 
years ago, but as with 
favorite smacks, musical 
interests change.

For a few years I’ve 
considered making the 
drive to a bluegrass 
j a m  i n  L u b b o c k , 
refraining primarily 
because of the long 
drive back afterward, 
but then a couple of 
months ago I learned 
of a group meeting at 
the community center 
in Farwell on Thursday 
evenings.

While the jam session 

has reportedly been 
going on for 25 years, 
it only recently came to 
my attention.

Unfortunately work, 
previous engagements, 
and some recent health 
issues have prevented 
my at tendance, but 
this past Thursday my 
wife and I dropped by 
the gathering… and 
were thrilled by both 
the group’s music and 
acceptance of visitors 
from Bailey County.

It’s rare for me to tout 
the activities in another 
community — after 
all this is Muleshoe’s 
newspaper, and I try 
very hard to keep the 
newspaper ’s  foc u s 
on the events of this 
immediate area — but if 
you’d like an evening of 
“old time” music, with a 
few bluegrass numbers 
tossed in, take a ride 
over to Farwell.

W h i l e  t h e  C i t y 
of  Muleshoe has a 
lot of hard working 
employees, we can’t 
help but pay a little 
extra attention to the 
workers who have been 
extending the concrete 
walking or jogging 
trail — depending upon 
your level of energy, in 
the West City Park.

To be honest,  we 
thought the existence 
of the trail in its former 
condition was pretty 
neat, but as we drive by 
the park on West Ave. D, 
we can’t help but think 
that ribbon of concrete 
that’s been put in looks 
“really” sharp.

The city has put a lot 
of effort in the park, and 
it’s become one of the 
“happening places to 
be” in Muleshoe, but this 
five-year trail project 
— which according to 
Public Works Director 
Ramon Sanchez at the 
last city council meeting 
is ahead of schedule, is 
a bit of icing on the 
cake.

And, not only is it 
ahead of schedule, 
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Texas law stipulates 

that if a road is divided 
only by a left-turning 
lane, drivers on both 
sides of the roadway 
must stop for school 
buses when their red 
lights are flashing and 
stop-arm is activated.

However, if the lanes 
are separated by an 
intervening space or 
physical barrier, only 
motorists going in the 
same direction as the 
bus are required to 
stop.

The maximum fine 
for a first offense of 
stop-arm running in 
Texas is $1,250. Along 
with the fine for stop-
arm running, state law 
already allows the Rexas 
Department of Public 
Safety to suspend the 
driver’s license for up 
to six months for those 
convicted of the offense 
more than once.

But  t hat  do e sn’t 
stop many on the road 
from breaking the law 
anyway. In Texas last 
spr ing,  t here were 
an est imated 9,825 
violations in one day of 
failing to stop when the

stop arm is activated.

Most violations occur 
with oncoming traffic 
failing to stop, making 
the bus stop the most 
dangerous location for 
a child during a school 
day.

Drivers need to be 
alert now that summer 
is ending.

As the new school 
year opens, let’s all do 
our part in keeping our 
children safe by obeying 
school zone speed limits 
and stopping for school 
buses.

Let ’s all keep our 
children safe and make 
this a great year to be a 
Mule!

according to Sanchez, 
with our city employees 
doi ng t he  work — 
section by section, it’s 
being put in at much 
lower expense than if 
the city had contracted 
the project out.

Basically, the city 
employees assigned 
to the project gather 
in the early morning 
hours to prepare and 
pour the concrete before 
going back to their daily 
chores.

I f  by chance you 
happen to be out early 
and catch the crew 
working on a section 
of the trail, be sure to 
give them a cheer… 
and of course, a tip of 
your hat.

 During the Labor 
Day enforcement effort 
last year, DPS troopers

my mother and father 
had been students there 
(and Mom was 42 when 
I was born!).  

Dr. Lewis must have 
graded on the most 
serious curve those halls 
of learning ever beheld. 
I always took pages and 
pages of notes, trying in 
vain to jot down names 
and dates, but mostly 
trying to record the 
stories he told. 

When I took his tests, 
I knew for sure I’d failed 
miserably, yet somehow 
I always passed.

His tests scared the 
bejabbers out of me. But 
his stories enthralled 
me. I’ll never forget, 
for example, Dr. Lewis 
tell ing us the story 

of the martyrdom of 
Polycarp.

Polycarp, a student 
of the Apostle John, 
later became Bishop of 
Smyrna. 

Old Polycarp could 
have saved his own 
physical life simply 
(simply?) by denying 
Christ and swearing 
allegiance to the Roman 
Emperor, but, faced with 
that choice, this was his 
response: “Eighty and 
six years have I served 
him, and he never did 
me wrong; and how 
can I now blaspheme 
my King that has saved 
me?”

And he died, burned 
at the stake. As Dr. 
Lewis told the story, 
tears rolled down his 
cheeks.

I’m pret ty sure I 
deserved to fail that 
class. The grade was a 
gift.

But the best gift Dr. 
Lewis gave his students 
was  i n  helpi ng us 
connect to giants of our 
faith that we had never 

known.
He  i n s p i r e d  m e 

to search for, to long 
for, more connection 
wit h g iants  across 
t he  cent ur ies,  a nd 
across oceans,  and 
across denominational 
divides.

We are no smarter 
than were the ancient 
fol lowers of Christ 
and certainly no more 
faithful.

Only chronological 
snobbery of the worst 

e c c le s i a s t ic a l  s or t 
coupled  w it h  va st 
i g n o r a n c e  w o u l d 
make us think that 
C h r i s t i a n i t y  h a s 
somehow arrived with 
our generation, or our 
denominat ion, or a 
group of folks 50 years 
ago, 200 years ago, 10 
or 15 centuries ago, or 
whenever. 

We stand on t he 
shoulders of giants. And 
whether they’re named 
Paul, or Polycarp, or 

Martin Luther, or John 
Wesley, or… toss in 
many lesser known 
names of folks who’ve 
blessed you and lifted 
you up in your faith. 

L e m o i n e  L e w i s 
would be on my list. 
And G. B. Shelburne, 
Jr., and Joe Harbin, and 
Tom Langford, and 
Tennie McCormick, I’m 
so thankful for the way 
God has blessed us with 
their lives and their 
stories.

The  update  a l so 
reportedly adjusts the 
district ’s “statutory 
texts on the Affordable 
Care Act,” a note that 
raised questions from 
school board members 
regarding the health 
i n s u r a n c e  o f  t h e 
district’s support staff.

Sheets said there 
we r e  s o m e  i s s ue s 
regarding the insurance 
of substitute teachers, 
primarily around the 
number of hours per 
month the substitute 
worked.

The most common 
factors contributing to 
these crashes were driver 
inattention, failure to 
control speed, and failure 
to yield the right-of-way 
at stop signs.

Whether your oldest is 
just starting kindergarten 
or taking that first trip to 
school in his or her own 
car, parents can play an 
important role in keeping 
their children safe. 

For young children, 
make sure they know the 
rules about school bus 
safety when it comes to 
boarding and getting off 
the bus. 

If you are transporting 
c h i ld ren to  sc hool , 
remember that children 
under 13 should always

ride in the back seat in 
a car seat (including 
a booster) or seat belt 
depending on whether 
they fit properly in the 
seat belt.

Teen drivers and their 
parents should be aware 
of the Texas Graduated 
Driver License Law and 
the restrictions it puts 
in place, including no 
cell phone use and no 
more than one passenger 
under 21 in the vehicle 
unless the passenger is 
related to the driver.

Q: What is  a sea 
breeze?

A: Sea breezes occur 
most commonly during 
the summer afternoons, 
when the air over land 
is hottest, says Brent 
McRoberts of Texas 
A&M University.

“Because land heats 
quicker than the ocean, 
air over the continent 
becomes unstable and 
rises to create a relative 
low pressure at the 
surface,” he explains.

“The air at the surface 
over the ocean is then 
drawn in toward the 
lower pressures over 
l a nd ,  c r e a t i n g  a n 
onshore wind. This sea 
breeze brings in much-
welcomed cooler air to

the cities near the coast 
during the hottest times 
of the day,” McRoberts 
says.

  Q: Can sea breezes 
c a u s e  r a i n  a n d 
thunderstorms?

A: In many cases, 
yes,  but  t he ef fec t 
varies with location, 
McRoberts adds.

“The incoming sea 
breeze is cooler than 
the air over land. This 
creates a small-scale cold 
front called a sea-breeze 
front. Like most cold 
fronts, sea breeze fronts 
can create showers and 

thunderstorms that pop 
up along the frontal 
boundary because it 
lifts the warm air ahead 
of it, which leads to 
convection. Sea breeze 
storms are common 
during the summer in 
places like Houston or 
New Orleans. On the 
West Coast, however, 
the air is generally 
too cool to support 
convection even with 
the sea breeze front, so 
a type of fog and drizzle 
known as the marine 
layer occurs more often 
in this region. “
