On Tuesday, July 3, 
City Manager David 
B r u n s o n  i n i t i a l l y 
announced his selection 
of Rice for the position 
vacated by former Police 
Chief Brian Frieda, who 
had previously accepted 
a similar position at 
Sweetwater.

A c c o r d i n g  t o 
Brunson, Rice served 
with the Brownfield 
Police Department for 
21 years. He served as 
assistant chief for eight 
years and as police chief 
in Brownfield for eight 
years.

Rice also served as 
emergency management

Brownfield and Terry 
Count y for several 
years, and has served 
as city manager for the 
City of Stamford for 
two years.

He has since been 
entrusted with similar 
EMC duties in Bailey 
County.

At t he Muleshoe 
Independent School 
District, one of the 
c h a n g e s  a t  m i d -
year was the hiring 
of  a  new assistant 
superintendent.

After 22 years as the 
superintendent of the 
Texico School District, 
Texico, N.M., Dr. RL 
Richards jumped back 
into the Lone Star State, 
where he began his 
career in education 31 
years ago.

O t h e r  c h a n g e s 
a t  M I S D  d u r i n g 
Ju ly  i nc lude d  t h e 
announcement of a 
new team to head up 
the high school’s band 
department.

An almost gleeful 
Superintendent Dr. 
Gene Sheets announced 
the pending approval of 
the school district’s new 
music team.

W h i l e  f o r m a l 
approval of the hiring 
of John Gibson as band 
director and Grady 
Alberts as assistant 
wasn’t completed until 
the MISD’s board of 
trustees met the next 
day the superintendent 
felt this was about as 
close to a musical coup 
as could be expected in 
secondary education.

“The best way to 
descr ibe  our  ba nd 
situation is probably 
t o  c o m p a r e  i t  t o 
when we hired back 
Kerr y Moore,”  t he 
superintendent said. 
“Dr. Moore had retired 
when we asked him 
to  come bac k  a nd 
work with our speech 
program. He works 
part-time now, but he is 
here almost full-time.”

A similar agreement 
wa s  r eac he d  w it h 
John Gibson, who had 
previously retired after 
teaching music for 29 
years.

B u t  a s  h i g h l y 
q u a l i f i e d  a s  b o t h 
Gibson and Alberts 
are — either of whom 
could be considered an 
individual coup for the 
school district, there 
is a little something 
extra in this particular 
employment decision. 
John Gibson is the 
brother of renowned 
former Muleshoe High 
School band director 
Anthony Gibson.

In dist r ic t  court, 
two cases caught the 
attention of readers 
across the county. In 
the first Juan Mendoza 
Q ue z ada ,  4 4 ,  wa s 
sentenced to 37 years 
incarceration on July 18, 
in a plea agreement over 
the attempted capital 
murder of Muleshoe 
Police Sgt. Steve Bartley 
in February.

Standing before Dist. 
Judge Gordon Green, 
Quezada — a resident 
alien — waived his 
right to a jury trial and 
the right to appeal the 
conviction, and was 
advised that his guilty 
plea could also result 
in deportation after 
his sentence had been 
served.

“Are you pleading 
guilty simply because 
you are guilty?” Judge 
Green asked. “Yes,” 
Quezada replied, not 
bothering to use the 
interpreter that had 
been sworn in to assist 
if needed.

And, a Bailey County 

grand jury indicted 
Daniel A. Cardon Jr., 
49, of Artesia, N.M., 
for capital murder on 
July 23.

Cardon — who was 
listed among 10 other 
true bills issued by 
the July grand jury — 
was arrested after a 
standoff at the City of 
Lubbock’s water plant, 
east of Muleshoe on 
Hwy. 84, after area law 
enforcement officers 
sought him for the 
alleged murder of his 
estranged wife, Lucila 
Perez, 38, during the 
early morning hours of 
June 4.

According to law 
enforcement officers, 
and members of the 
Perez family, Cardon 
forced his way into the 
home of the alleged 
victim’s brother and 
sister’s residence, at 321 
W. Third, in Muleshoe 
at about 12:30 a.m., and 
allegedly shot her in the 
presence of witnesses.

At  t he Muleshoe 
Area Hospital District 
action was tabled on 
a feasibility study to 
determine if the addition 
of a pharmacy to the 
rural health clinic would 
increase the likelihood 
of the clinic expansion’s 
success during its July 
26 regular meeting.

According to CEO 
David Burke, a recent 
study regarding the 
expansion suggested 
that it wouldn’t pay for 
itself.

However, Burke also 
said the study didn’t 
take into consideration 
the possible increase 
in patient visits due to 
the increased number 
of physicians the space 
would allow.

Under the current 
conditions, Burke said 
the report indicated 
the hospital would be 
working with $50,000 
in net income — the 
annual cost of bond 
payments for the facility 
expansion.

“Now we need to 
look at whether it would 
benefit the community 
to have a pharmacy 
placed in the rural 
health clinic,” Burke 
said, estimating the cost 
of the new study at up 
to $25,000 — an amount 
a n d  e x p e n d i t u r e 
board member Allen 
Smyer seemed to have 
difficulty accepting.

A t  t h e  b o a r d ’s 
December meet ing, 
Burke announced that 
the study was being 
post poned u nt i l  it 
could be determined 
w h a t  t h e  i m p a c t 
changes in Medicare 
reimbursements would 
be.

In county election 
n e w s ,  D e m o c r at i c 
B a i l e y  C o u n t y 
Sheriff candidate Joe 
Balderrama officially 
withdrew his candidacy 
in July.

As a result, the only 
candidate to be listed 
for the position on the 
November ballot would 
be incumbent Sheriff 
Richard Wills.

August
O ne of  t he  “hot 

issues” in Muleshoe 
was finally decided in 
August. The effort to 
pass a curfew ordinance 
for the City of Muleshoe 
fizzled out with a 2-2 
split vote during the 

city councils regular 
meeting.

Mayor Pro Tem Irene 
Mason and counci l 
member Gary Parker 
suppor ted passage 
of the ordinance that 
would have required 
juveniles under the age 
of 17 to remain at home  
from “1 a.m. until 6 
a.m. unless the night 
precedes a school day, 
and 12 a.m. (midnight) 
until 6 a.m. for each 
night that precedes a 
school day.”

However,  Mayor 
Cliff Black and council 
member Eric McElroy 
cast dissenting votes, 
tying the issue since 
c o u n c i l  m e m b e r 
Richard Orozco was 
again absent.

News from the Bailey 
County Commissioners’ 
C o u r t  c a u g ht  t h e 
attent ion of county 
residents in August 
when it was announced 
that individuals who 
wish to request road 
work to be done in their 
area will have to do so in 
Spanish, Commissioner 
Juan Chavez announced 
during the regular 
m e e t i n g  o f  t h e 
commissioners’ court.

In a “grand stand” 
display resulting from a 
complaint made against 
County Clerk Paula 
Benton, Chavez called 
— or appeared to call 
— his precinct road 
crew on his cell phone 
and instructed them 
not to accept requests 
in English.

“If they can’t speak 
Spa n ish,  we won’t 
do anything,” sa id 
Chavez.

It should be noted, 
however, that af ter 
the meeting Chavez 
said he was trying 
to demonstrate how 
ridiculous Benton’s 
language requirement 
for marriage license 
document requirements 
was, and that requests 
for assistance from his 
precinct’s workers are 
not language specific.

Problems arose for 
Muleshoe’s city council  
in August, which was 
faced with a dilemma 
regarding the council 
seat that had been held 
if not always occupied 
by Richard Orozco for 
several years.

On Monday, Aug. 
13, Orozco missed his 
four t h consecut ive 
r e g u l a r  c o u n c i l 
meeting.

During the past 24 
months, Orozco has 
m i ss ed 10  reg u la r 
me et i ngs  a nd t wo 
s p e c i a l  m e e t i n g s , 
according to municipal 
records.

A c c o r d i n g  t o 
Muleshoe’s city charter, 
if a council member 
is “absent from three 
consecutive regularly 
scheduled meetings 
without valid excuse, 
the city council must at 
its next regular meeting 
declare a vacancy to 
exist and shall fill said 
vacancy,” which at least 
suggests that Orozco 
no longer meets the 
requirements to sit on 
the governing body.

At  t he  cou nc i l ’s 
next regular session, 
Orozco’s council seat 
was declared vacant.

At t it udes were a 
bit tense at August’s 
meeting of the Muleshoe 
Area Hospital District’s 

board of directors as it 
moved forward with its 
plans to expand its rural 
health clinic during 
its Aug. 23 meeting, 
approving both the 
project’s continuation 
and a feasibility study 
regarding the possibility 
o f  a  p h a r m a c y ’s 
inclusion with a 4-1 
split vote.

In his presentation 
prior to the board’s 
d i s c u s s io n  o f  t h e 
issues, MAHD CEO 
David Burke noted that 
the idea of expanding 
the rural health clinic 
had been before the 
board for several years, 
before it was tabled 
in 2008 because of a 
“going concern” by the 
district’s auditors.

B e c a u s e  o f  t h i s 
concern, Burke said the 
hospital district didn’t 
have t he  f i na nc ia l 
support required for 
the issuance of revenue 
bonds or certificates of 
obligation.

September
In September, things 

were  looking well at the 
Bailey County Electric 
Cooperative, according 
to General Manager 
David Marricle during 
t he  orga n i zat ion’s

sound and stable.”

According to the 
f i n a n c i a l  r e p o r t 

p r e s e n t e d  t o  t h e 
members, BCEC has 
assets and matching 
l iabi l it ie s  tota l i ng 
$65,318,697, and total 
operating income as 
of Dec. 31, 2011, of 
$39,383,427.

The cooperat ive’s 
total operating expenses 
were $35,364,538.

“Your cooperative 
is in very good shape 
f inancial ly,” said a 
representative of the 
cooperat ive’s  CPA, 
Bolinger, Sears, Gilbert 
& Moss.

And, in September, 
t he  Ba i ley  Cou nt y 
Commissioners’ Court 
appointed Paramedic 
Kevin Baize as the new 
director of the county’s 
emergency medical 
service during a special 
meeting.

Baize replaced Jackey 
Wayne Burris as director 
of Bailey County EMS.

At the beginning of

“Th e  c olor  p i n k 
represents the hope we 
had as a family,” she 
added as she spoke of 
her mother’s struggle 
against cancer and what 
it meant to her family.

“I didn’t come this far 
to go down there and be 
quiet,” King said, also 
noting that he’s “jumped 
up and down and yelled
