Rogers Pushes 
Campaign For . 
Congress

PAMPA — Pampa and Gray 
county were getting set this week 
to give their fellow townsman ah 
“all out” push in his race for 
congress.

He is Walter Rogers, former 
city attorney, district attorney 
for 2 terms and who has been an 
active leader in civic and com­
munity affairs during his 15 
year’s residence in ‘Pampa.

First official event in the cam­
paign is a barbecue in Pampa for 
Thursday afternoon at 5 o’clock 
with Sheriff Skinner Kyle as host 
and with peace officers of the 
district as special guests.

Pampa business men in a 
series of meetings have organi­
zed into a city-wide “Rogers for 
Congress” club, and plan a 
tour of the entire district on a 
campaign to “sell” the Pampa 
candidate as the best qualified 
entrant in the race.

In groups of 4 to the car, the 
Pampa workers plan to visit every 
town and community in the dis­
trict and pass out literature, dis­
tribute placards and tell the 
voters of the other counties 
about the Gray county,candidate.

Mr. Rogers, who enjoys a large 
law practice, has arranged his 
affairs so that he can devote all 
of his time to the campaign. He 
plans a whirl-wind trip over the 
district and will speak in all 
towns.

Stressing stability for agri­
culture, economy in government 
and the need for curtailing fed­
eral enroachment in local affairs, 
Mr. Rogers plans to outline his 
views to the voters of the area. 
He is opposed to federal aid to 
education, saying if Texas re­
tains its tide-lands it has no need 
for federal school aid, and is out­
spoken against socialized medi­
cine. He believes that capital 
and labor should settle their 
own disputes with the govern­
ment in the role only of arbiter.

In planning the kick-off 
barbecue, Sheriff Kyle said this 
event “is to be my treat.” As a 
peace officer when Mr. Rogers 
was district attorney. Sheriff 
Kyle is an ardent admirer of the 
congressional candidate.

“I’ve seen him on the job, 
know what he can do,” said the 
sheriff. “Only 3 acquittals dur­
ing two terms as district at­
torney is something in my 
books; I want the other peace 
officers to know Walter Rogers. 
That’s why I’m giving the barbe­
cue as his campaign opening.” .

Mr. and Mrs. Rogers were mar­
ried in 1936, shortly after he 
moved to Pampa from East 
Texas. They have 6 children, 
3 of whom are in the Scouts. Mr. 
Rogers is 41 years old.

The following figures show, 
by counties, the total number 
of criminal cases I have prose­
cuted for you since January 1, 
1947; number of acquittals; num­
ber of convictions and the dif­
ferent kinds and types of ’cases:

In Dallam County 50 cases 
were tried with 2 acquittals and 
48 convictions. In Deaf Smith 
County 34 cases were tried with
1 acquittal und 33 convictions.
In Hartley County 19 cases were 
tried with 19 convictions.. In 
Moore County 54 cases 
w e r e  t r i e d  w i t h
2 acquittals and 52 convictions. 
In Oldham County 10 cases were 
tried with 10 convictions. In 
Sherman County 15 cases were 
tried with 1 acquittal and 14 
convictions. In the 69th 
Judicial District 183 cases were 
tried with a total of 6 acquittals 
and 177 convictions.

Totals of kinds and types of 
cases tried; Theft - 48; Driving 
while intoxicated - 6; Forgery
- 70; False Swearing - 1; Rape -
10; Burglarly - 20; Assault with 
intent to murder - 3; Murder
with malice - 2; Murder without 
malice, (homicide by reason of 
driving while intoxicated) - 1;
Robbery with firearms - 5; Child 
desertion - 4; Attempt to poison
- 2; Removing mortgaged proper­
ty - 2; Swindling - 6; Bigamy - 1; 
Breaking jail - 1; Receiving and 
concealing stolen property - 1.

These cases are on file in the 
offices of the District Clerks of 
the respective counties, and may 
be inspected there.

It has been my policy to give
you strict enforcement of the
criminal laws of this state, during 
my tenure of office as District 
Attorney.

The Adult Probation Act of 
Texas was passed by the legisla­
ture in 1947, and I have in proper 
ca^es, recommended to the
court that this law be invoked 
and the defendant placed on 
probation; not to lessen the
punishment, but because it ap­
peared that the interests of 
society would be best served by 
this action. It often happens 
that a young boy or girl who has 
no previous criminal record, can 
be helped to become a good citi­
zen by being placed on probation. 
On the other hand, if sent to the 
penitentiary, they would prob­
ably come out a hardened 
criminal.

I want to thank all of the 
people of this judicial district 
who have helped me to enforce 
the law during this term of of­
fice; particularly those who ser­
ved on the grand juries and 
petit juries throughout the dis­
trict.

I am a candidate for re-elect­
ion to the office of District 
Attorney of the 69th Judicial 
District, subject to the action of 
the democratic primaries July 22, 
1950. If re-elected, I will try to 
give you the same impartial, strict 
enforcement of the criminal 
law.

Mrs. Bob Lindsey, Borger, dis­
trict chairman of the American 
Cancer Society for 20 counties in 
the Texas Panhandle, was 
the principal speaker at the 
meeting of the Lions Club in the 
Palace Cafe Monday night. The 
illness' of loved ones is bringing 
close to our hearts the concern 
for victims of cancer, Mrs. Lind­
sey said. It is necessary for us to 
do all we can to detect and treat 
cancer. One of every eight of 
us, accordng to statistics, will 
have a cancer, the speaker said. 
When that time comes we want 
to know all that is possible for 
us to know for its cure.

At present medical science 
may save the lives of at least one- 
third of those stricken but we 
must remember cancer takes 
the life of some person every two 
minutes. In Hutchinson Coun­
ty last year cancer took the lives 
of two and polio took the lives of 
two, both were under six years, 
of age, Mrs. Lindsey said. But 
she added, we live in the genera­
tion that will firid the answer 
for the cure of cancer.

A film entitled, “ A Question in 
Time,”, was shown which rela­
ted the many false beliefs about 
cancer, the intelligent manner in 
which to secure medical exami­
nation for discovery of cancer, 
and the treatment which is 
necessary.

Following the film Mrs. Lind­
sey and Dr. Huston Pearson an­
swered questions asked by those 
attending the meeting. It was 
disclosed that the Cancer Clinic 
in Amarillo, one of 9 in the 
state, may make arrangements 
for special examinations at the 
M. D. Anderson Research Hos­
pital in Houston, Texas. The 
cancer clinic is connected with 
Baylor University of medicine. 
Appointments for diagnosis and 
treatment may be made in 
Amarillo.

An ordinary physical exami­
nation may be sufficient to locate 
cancers which are superficial 
and any,doctor may detect them. 
Internal cancers can be located 
only by x-ray and symptons sel­
dom appear until the cancer is in 
its advanced stages.

Physicians in the ' film en­
couraged the practice of physical 
examinations te locate cancer 
in its early stages. They describ­
ed the dread growth as cells 
which suddenly get out of con­
trol. In .massing together they 
destroy normal cell growth. As 
cancer reaches tahe advanced 
stage these cells often break 
loose and spread through the 
lymph stream to various parts of 
the body, making it impossible 
for cure of tlie disease under 
present means of treatment.

O. L. McMinn, chairman of the 
Sherman County unit of the Can­
cer Society, introduced the 
speaker for the evening.

Of the $1.00 contributed 60 
cents remains in Texas, 25'cents 
is spent for research, and 15 cents 
is used for educational litera­
ture.

Funeral. services for P. R . 
Snyder, 92 years of age, were con­
ducted at the First Christian. 
Church Monday afternoon by 
Rev. John Reaves. Mr. Snyder 
was Sherman County’s early 
veterinarian and followed that 
profession until failing health 
and retiring years forced him to 
give up active life. He moved 
to Stratford with his family 
in 1907 and made this his home 
until about seven years ago 
when he moved to Pleasanton, 
Texas. Mr. Snyder succumbed ta  
a brief illness Saturday.

In his passing there closes 
another chapter of the once 
colorful life of the Plains section 
when cattlemen ruled the range 
and farmers were men who tilled 
sEK)tted fields in the grass cover­
ed prairies with walking plows. 
Mr. Snyder was a rugged indi­
vidualist of the age in which he 
was active, but those who knew 
him best, knew him as a kind 
hearted man.

Interment was made  ̂ in ' the 
Stratford Cemetery under the 
supervision of Wilson Funeral 
Directors.

Peter Ripley Snyder was bom 
in Allensville, Ohio November 
25, 1857, and later moved with 
his parents to Indiana. He was 
married to Miss Louise Caroline 
Durkee in 1883, Who preceded 
him in death in 1929. In 1907 
they moved to Stratford to make 
their home. To this union were 
born 3 sons and 2 daughters, ail 
of whom survive together with 
14 grandchildren, 15 great 
grandchildren, and one sister 
living in Indiana. He passed 
away April 1, 1950 in Pleasan­
ton, Texas where he has - re­
sided the past 7 years.

land, and that will come last.
The farmer is not the only one 

who is selling his freedom. All 
of us have fallen for a govern­
ment program which now bears 
more resemblance to a radio quizz 
program than anything else. The 
leaders of this program will rant 
and rave in public against the 
Communist, but by his own 
actions he is pushing the Com­
munist program rapidly forward. 
There'are few lines of endeavor 
in American life today that the 
government does not exercise 
some form of control over, and 
these controls are increasing 
rapidly as we stupidly ask for 
more favors from Uncle Sam, 
whom we seem to have confused 
with Santa Claus. Others by 
their greed are getting things in 
such a shape that the govern­
ment may have to take complete 
control in order that all the 
people may have the necessities 
of life. The recent coal strike 
is a good example. More and 
more dehiands by labor upon the 
companies for which they work 
may eventually force the govern­
ment to take over the operations 
of the mines for the public wel­
fare. In which case the work 
ers will find that the government 
is a harder boss to bargain with 
than the present mine owners 
The same situation exists in 
other industries, and is being 
constantly spurred on by the 
Communists who know that only 
by such industrial and govern­
mental strife can they ever hope 
to gain the power.

All this industrial strife seems 
a long way off from us, but the 
Communists have exactly the 
same plans for the all-important 
oil and gas industry, which is 
right in our front yard. All 
that is necessary to touch it off 
is the planting of a few well 
trained agitators in the local 
unions about the fields to start

Com­
munism does not exist in any 
nation where the people are self- 
sufficient and courageous 
enough to stand on their own 
feet, fight their own battles, and 
are not looking for some way of 
getting on a pension. Such 
were the men and women who 
founded this great nation, 
braved untold dangers and hard­
ships to build metropolises out 
of the wildernesses, developed 
great industries and businesses 
from a shoestring start, and 
handed it down to a generation 
of soft, spoiled children who 
don’t have the guts to maintain 
it after someone did all the 
hard work. If America ever 
does fall to the Communists, it 
will be because we have become 
so spineless that we are not wil­
ing to stand alone.

the one who doesn’t is that the 
former covers every bit of pos­
sibly productive water, and the 
latter doesn’t. The skilled 
stream fisherman, for instance, 
will start practically at his feet 
and work out from there, hand 
ling each cast and its drift to 
cover every square foot of water.

And next to persistence 
(which implies careful, thorough 
fishing and patience), experi­
ence is most important in catch­
ing fish. You can read as many 
articles as you wish and it won’t 
do a bit of good unless you put 
the suggestions into personal ex­
perience. But you can draw 
upon the experience of others for 
some things, so here are some 
do’s and don’ts contributed by 
Bill Wolf, who knows fish and 
fishing from coast to coast.

Don’ts — Don’t fail to clean 
your fish soon after they are 
caught and pack them in damp 
cloth, grass or ferns. Don’t ex­
pect to catch a fish every cast. 
Don’t stand up to cast in narrow 
boats or» canoes. Shout or swear, 
but don’t bump the bottom of 
the boat. Don’t have more than 
two people cast from a small 
boat at a time.

Time of day — Fish may feed 
at any hour, but day in and out 
you’ll get your best fishing in 
the two hours before sunset and 
at night. The big ones feed at 
night. If you like night fishing, 
try the shallows; surface lures 
work well then. Try large dry 
slow-moving or noisy surface 
lures for bass. And at night, 
the darker the lure the better.

Plug casting — Get the best 
reel you can afford, a light line 
and a fairly long rod. Small 
fine wire leaders with snaps at 
the end are ideal for quickly

was obtained to furnish the Army 
essential data on which to make 
mobilization assignments and 
obtain from the Reserve officer 
his individual desires and inter­
ests in the ORC program.

changing underwater plugs, i filled out, forwarded and
spoons and other lures; don’t 
use them with floating plugs. 
Whether fishing a surface plug 
or an underwater lure, vary your 
retrieve. Your tackle box should 
contain some underwater, semi­
surface and surface lures, a 
couple spoons and some rigs for 
using pork rind or chunks.

Bait - -  Other than the worm, 
which is good anywhere, any­
time, there is no “best bait, so 
consult local fishermen. Only a 
few generalities are possible 
here. Minnows, crawfish, worms 
and hellgrammites are the big 
four among baits — dependable, 
usually plentiful. One of the 
four is certain to appeal to al­
most any kind of fish. However, 
don’t overlook beetles, grasshop­
pers, crickets, grubs, catalpa 
worms and other caterpillars — 
or anything else small enough.

Bass-bugs — A sturdy fly rod, 
a level line and a short leader 
work best here. The leader 
should be about four feet long 
and strong. The one ' absolute 
necessity is a well-greased line. 
The cork, balsa wood, or deer 
hair lure should lift easily off 
the water.

Diagnosis A 
Problem In High 
Toll Cancer

Most challenging of all cancer 
is that of the digestive tract 
which last year caused the death 
of more than 100,000 men and 
women. In its early stages, the 
disease, like other cancer, is 
curable; thousands have been 
saved by surgery.

The problem however, is early 
diagnosis. CMef aid is the 
x-ray, coupled with special 
“scope” instruments which en­
able the Mghly-trained physician 
to study the esophagus and 
stomach and sections of the in­
testine.

Most hopeful have been ef­
forts to perfect new x-ray tech­
niques and apply them to large 
numbers of people. At present, 
however, diagnosis of cancer of 
the digestive tract is a difficult 
and expensive task.

Two general cancer danger 
signals should be remembered, 
particularly by those over 45: 
persistent indigestion or difficul­
ty in swallowing, and any change 
in normal bowel habits.

Significant success in saving 
lives from cancer of the digestive 
tract probably depends most on 
research. Money contributed to 
the 1950 Cancer Crusade of the 
American Cancer Society will 
support research.

Rheumatic 
Fever Is 
Dangerous

AUSTIN — Rheumatic fever 
causes more deaths than any 
other disease in children of 
school age, declared Dr. Geo. W. 
Cox, State Health Officer. The 
first attack usually occurs in 
children at the age when they 
are in the first or second grade 
and recurrences are most com­

mon up to the age when children 
are leaving high school. The 
insidious onset of so many cases 
during the school year suggests 
that teachers and others in daily 
contact with school children 
should be aware of early signs 
and symptons which may mean 
acute rheumatic fever.

Dr. Cox, said, “There should be 
more and improved examinations 
of school children by physicians 
with time enough for the nurse 
or teacher and parents to plan 
with the physician for any need­
ed medical attention.
• “School absence due to illness 

or vague disorders, if investi­
gated, may disclose early cases 
of rheumatic fever. Teachers 
need to be more alert to visible 
signs and symptons suggestive of 
substandard health. Among 
these signs and symptons which 
should bring children to the at­
tention of teacher or parent are: 
Failure to gain weight; pallor 
poor appetite; fatigue; frequent 
colds and sore throats; scarlet 
fever or any known streptococcal 
infection; unexplained nose­
bleeds; unexplained fever; pain 
in arms, legs and joints; unusual 
restlessness; history of previous 
rheumatic fever; behavior 
changes; decreasing achieve­
ments in school by a child who 
has previously done well.

“Children reported by 
teacher as showing evidence 
substandard health should 
medically reviewed by 
physician and needed medical 
care arranged for such children 
as soon as possible.”

F IR S T  AID TO THE
AILING HOUSE

By ROGER C. WHITMAN

QUESTION: We have white 
painted woodwork, which is quite 
a problem to keep clean, because 
of my small children. 1 would 
like to change this finish to a 
varnished effect, to get a natural 
wood finish. It is no pleasure try­
ing to keep white woodwork really 
white with many little hands 
around. Please advise.

ANSWER: It will not be very 
easy to remove the paint com­
pletely, which should be done in 
order to apply varnish. If you 
can rent or buy a small portable 
electric sander it would save time 
in taking off the paint. If you 
cannot get one, soften the paint 
with p a i n t  remover and then 
scrape it off with scrapers, rough 
cloths and steel wool. Follow by 
thorough cleaning off with turpen­
tine, for not a trace of the re­
mover should remain to spoil the 
new finish. If you work in the 
kitchen, be sure to get a non-in­
flammable type of paint remover 
because of fire hazard. You may 
need to do some sandpapering to 
get a smooth clean surface. After 
wiping off the dust, apply a coat 
of quick-drying varnish. When 
this is dry, sand lightly and dust 
off, then follow with the final coat

Billion Dollars Cut From ECA Fund

FOREIGN AID:
Billion Lopped

Whether it portended a more 
realistic view toward European re­
covery needs, or was just sympto­
matic of a seasonal purse-tighten­
ing effort on the part of some con­
gressmen, there were major head­
lines in the fact that the house for­
eign affairs committee lopped a 
billion dollars off foreign aid re­
quests for next year.

Slashing a proposal made by 
President Truman, the committee 
went on to recommend that the ex­
isting gap in foreign relief be filled 
with U.S. farm surpluses.

THAT WOULD make sense to 
most Americans, probably, except 
those so energetically and enthusi­
astically committed to foreign aid 
without any limit or restrictions, 
that they brand as narrow isola­
tionists anyone who argues that 
U.S. welfare ought to be considered 
along with welfare of other na­
tions.

Paul G. Hoffman, foreign recov­
ery administrator, was unable to 
say immediately what effect the 
foreign aid plan slash would have. 
He said he would prefer to study 
the proposal and ascertain what 
kind of farm surpluses the govern­
ment has in its bins, and whether 
Europe needs them.

HE SAID he already knows these 
surpluses include wheat, cotton and 
tobacco. A house committee mem­
ber also named these three and 
added corn, oats, barley, fats, oils 
and dairy products. No mention 
was made of the huge surpluses of 
potatoes and eggs which America 
also has on hand.

Hoffman, who most likely would 
end up opposing surpluses in lieu of 
cash, would be hard put, it ap­
peared, to make the a v e r a g e  
American believe that a war-rav­
aged Europe couldn’t use, or didn’t 
need, such items as eggs, potatoes, 
corn, fats oils and dairy products. 
There are many American families 
right here at home who would be 
delighted if they ever had a suffi­
ciency of any of these items.

RED CURBS:
Caution Urged

The federal justice department 
has warned congress to “move 
with caution’’ in acting on anti- 
Communist legislation, some of 
Which, the department said, would 
“inflict punishment on named 
groups without jury trial.”

’THUS the nation is treated to 
the ironical paradox of having the 
restrictions of its own constitution 
prevent an action designed at pre­
serving and protecting that con­
stitution.

As an example, Peyton Ford, as­
sistant to U.S. Attorney General 
McGrath, told the house un-Amer­
ican activities committee “it is by 
no means certain” that the con­
stitutionality of such legislation 
could be upheld.

AS ALMOST every schoolboy 
knows, the constitution was kicked 
around plenty during the days im­
mediately preceding World War 
II on the pretext that such viola­
tions were fdr the “safety of the 
nation.”

It seems regrettable, then, that 
a little leeway couldn’t be taken 
by these same patriots when it 
comes to preserving the “safety 
of the nation” when war again is 
openly talked and envisioned.

RENT CONTROL:
Soon to Go?

Federal rent controls soon would 
be a thing of the past, if a partic­
ular action of congress could be 
construed as an indication—and it 
was so construed by everyone in 
Washington.

CONGRESS gave the President a 
broad hint that there may not be 
any rent controls after June 30, 
when it sent to hiA a money bill 
that included funds earm.arked to 
pay off employees of the rent con­
trol agency.

The senate completed legislative 
action on the measure—a 783 mil­
lion dollar deficiency bill—to pro­
vide extra money for various fed­
eral agencies for the year ending 
In June.

INCLUDED in the measure was 
four million dollars for the office 
of housing expediter Tighe E. 
Woods. Of that amount, more than 
two and one-half million was to be 
used to pay for the terminal leave 
of employees. The other 1.25 was 
for operating expenses for which 
Ŵ oods had asked 3.6 millions.

LEOPOLD:
Storm & Strife

The future appeared rugged for 
ex-King Leopold of Belgium and 
almost as rugged and surely as un­
certain for ,his troubled country. 
The fight to restore Leopold to the 
Belgian throne, which he abdicated 
when the German hordes overran 
Belgium, had become a bitter one.

The monarchists won a victory at 
the polls on a referendum on res­
toration of the monarchy.

Easter Seal Child

Six-year old Russell Miller, 
Columbus, Ohio, the 1950 East­
er Seal Child selected by the 
National Society for Crippled 
Children and Adults, feeds a 
horse on a neighbor’s farm. 
Russell, has had cerebral palsy 
since birth.

EASTER SEALS:
Help a Child

The generosity of the American 
people during the 1950 Easter Seal 
campaign, which ends April 9, will 
help bring new life and hope to 
many crippled children.

SIX-YEAR-OLD RusseU MiUer 
knows that, as does his family, for 
Russell, who has had cerebral pal­
sy since birth, is now able to start 
walking by himself—because of the 
help and treatment he received 
through the auspices of the Na­
tional Society for Crippled Children 
and Adults. He was chosen the 
“Easter Seal Boy for 1950” be­
cause he typifies the thousands of 
crippled children who have been 
similarly helped through this or­
ganization.

This year’s Easter Seal, which 
symbolizes the conquest of a handi­
cap by a crippled child, shows a 
small boy abandoning his crutches 
and starting to walk by himself.

RUSSELL is a handsome Ijpy, 
with bright and friendly eyes. He 
is eager to learn and does every­
day chores, despite his handicap. 
At home he is an accepted member 
of the family and does not expect 
or receive any special privileges.

But, if it were not for the guid­
ance of medical specialists, the de­
termination of his mother that he 
would walk and play again like 
other children, specialized care and 
other Easter Seal services he re­
ceived, Russell’s resulting rapid 
progress certainly would never 
have taken place.

The American people were re­
minded that during the Easter Seal 
sale, no job and no contribution 
would be too small to do its share 
in helping crippled children walk 
ag^in.

PRESIDENCY:
All Aboard!

President Truman was getting 
ready to hit the trail again with 
his gospel of the need for electing 
and reelecting Democrats. It was 
believed his spring and fall cam­
paign tour would match the inten­
sity of his 31,500-mile “give-’em- 
hell” campaign of 1948.

PLANS were for Mr. Truman to 
hit the road early in May for a 
rear-platform speaking swing that 
would carry him into Washington 
state about May 11 for the dedica­
tion of Grand Coulee dam. It would 
wind up with a “fighting political 
talk” in Chicago stadium the night 
of May 15 at a giant Democratic 
rally.

The trip will include “off-the- 
cuff” talks to crowds around the 
railroad tracks to and from the 
west coast, and plugs for Demo­
cratic candidates and Fair Deal 
measures.

For the fall campaigning, an 
even longer, more intensive tour is 
being planned, for then the Presi­
dent will go into a score or more 
of states to slug it out for Demo­
cratic congressional candidates.

MR. TRUMAN’S amazing suc­
cess at this type of political war­
fare is the chief reason, surely, 
why he has decided to engage in it 
again. Admittedly no orator, the 
President, nevertheless, did suffi­
ciently well for himself in the 1948 
campaign to make it seem logically 
good strategy to pursue similar 
tactics this time.

British Get B-29’s

The first of American armed aid 
to Great Britain was between 70 
and 80 B-29’s which were started 
for England in ceremonies at An­
drews Field, Washington, D.C. 
Kentucky’s Sen. Virgil C^hapman 
represented the senate armed ser­
vices committee at the exercises. 
Defense Secretary Louis Johnso’̂  
declared that the first four bomb 
ers which took off “will be followed 
by a growing volume . . .”

pV E N  IN churches you will not 
“  always hear the whole truth 
about Easter. You may hear that 
it is the festival of Returning Hope, 
or that it symbolizes new life, or 
that it stands for the triumph of 
faith over despair, or that it ex­
presses our belief in immortality. 
In a way, all these ideas about 
Easter are true, but if that is all, 
then we have not yet got down to 
the truth about Easter.

The fact is—the fact which gives 
a solid ground for all these other 
facts—the first Easter was the day 
when God raised Jesus Christ from 
tho dead. It was the day of God’s 
victory over death, when the gates 
of death swung backward and the 
bars of death were broken.

Record Throngs 
Eager to Hear 
'Noisiest' Band

HOLLYWOOD, CALIF. — The 
cash register’s steady jingle is 
drowning out the cowbells, door­
bells, trolley gongs, ringing 
anvils, bicycle pumps and tuned 
flitguns of the world’s noisiest 
orchestra.

Spike Jones, the comic band­
leader with the concave face, has 
made music depreciation an art. 
And how this clanging, banging 
and squealing pays off is a wonder 
to behold:

On tour last year, Jones’ outfit 
commanded $120,000 for 16 days 
at the Texas state fair. They got 
$12,500 a week in big hotels at Las 
Vegas, Nev., and St. Louis, Mo. 
The smallest stops among a hun­
dred cities guaranteed $3,500 a 
night, or 60% of the gross. The 
average, except in the largest 
spots, was $5,000 a night. College 
towns got off with a flat $3,500. In 
Milwaukee Spike drew 5,000 to 
the Coliseum at the state fair 
park.

Spike’s recording of a single 
number, “Two Front Teeth,” sold 
1,100,000 copies in six weeks. 
RCA Victor sent him a golden 
record, framed, and an extra 
frame for the second golden rec­
ord RCA expects him to win with 
sales of the reissue of the same 
number.

Jones has just signed with pro­
ducer Harry Sherman to make a 
comedy western, Spike’s seventh 
film but his first as the star.

The 1948 tour, 125 one night 
stands, grossed over $1,000,000. 
Spike’s junket in 1949 nearly 
matched that figure although the 
band “took it easy” by staying 
longer in some cities.

This is big business for a guy 
who started with a washboard and 
a $10 set of cowbells. The revenue 
isn’t all gravy, however. Spike 
takes about 40 people on tour, 
augmenting the band with singers, 
acrobats and comedy acts. They 
travel in a chartered train of two 
pullmans and a baggage car. 
Spike estimates traveling ex­
penses at $700 a day.

Salaries come out of the gross, 
too, and Spike’s side men are ex­
pensive. They have to be good 
musicians to kick a piece around 
the way they do. Jones’ travesties 
may sound like uproar to the un­
initiated, but they are very care­
fully arranged.

His style is corn, but it’s sharp. 
His most steadfast admirers are 
sophisticates — n o t  hillbillies. 
Among Spike’s fans are conduc­
tors Arthur Fiedler and Leopold 
Stokowski.

In Boston the entire member­
ship of that city’s symphony 
orchestra attended Spike’s con­
cert. Fiedler has a copy of every 
record Spike has made. In Austin, 
Tex., Spike’s concert was a bene­
fit for the local symphony orches­
tra.

Spike likes to tqke a classic, 
play it straight for a few meas­
ures, then scramble the whole 
thing with blasts from the auto­
mobile horns, pistol shots, burps, 
hiccups and sirens. For some rea­
son, “Dance of the Hours” made 
him think of an automobile race. 
So he incorporated one, with a 
narrator. Tchaikovsky’s “Nut­
cracker Suite” became the “Safe­
cracker Suite” ; “Morpheus,” not 
yet released, is based on “Or­
pheus.”

WAHINGTON, — Atty. Gen. J. 
Howard McGrath Saturday hand­
ed Congress two bills to smash at, 
organized gambling, which has 
beep called the underworld’s big­
gest source of revenue.

One would bar interstate trans­
mission of gambling information 
on horse races, football, baseball, 
basketball or any other sporting 
event.

The other aims to halt ship­
ment of slot machines to states 
which outlaw them.

McGrath said in a letter to both 
Houses that such measures “will 
go far to eliminate the evils at 
which they are so clearly point­
ed.’

The bills were the first two 
emerging from a legislative com­
mittee named recently at na­
tional crime prevention confer­
ence of federal, state and local 
officials.

The ban on gambling communi­
cations would be enforced by the 
federal regulatory power over 
radio, telephone and telegram 
under the proposed bill.

It would exempt the reporting 
of sporting events for publica­
tion or broadcasting as news, al­
though placing some curbs on the 
broadcasting of horse races.

In connection with horse rac­
ing, radio and television stations 
would be required to wait at least 
an hour after a race is run be­
fore giving the results. They 
would be prohibited from giving 
out gambling information before 
any race on the day it is run.

This time lag, the Justice 
Department said, is intended to 
destroy the usefulness of the in­
formation for gambling without 
its losing its value as news.

The proposed attack on slot 
machines would apply to any de­
vice which uses the element of 
chance to return anything of 
value to the player. It would not 
apply to vending machines, or 
music boxes.
