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Worms Invade
Sorghum Crops
In County

Reports of damage being done
by worms to sorghum has been
coming into the County Agent’s
office the past week. E. W.
Carter of the Spurlock Com-
munity, had approximately 200
acres of milo severely damaged
by worms. He and his brother,
H. A. Carter, treated their fields
with chlordane and DDT, and
report very good results. These
fields were treated one day, and
24 hours later most of the small
worms were dead and the large
worms, either sick or dead. Ar-
thur Judd of the Stratford
community, reports worms in his
maize crop just east of the city,
and has made arrangements to
get it sprayed this week.

Apparently chlordane and
DDT give very satisfactory  re-
sults as a control measure 'for
these worms when applied in
time. The worms make their
in small numbers
but the infestation builds .up
very rapidly, usually in two or
three days after they have been
found considerable damage is
done unless controlled by the
use of some chemical spray. -In
most cases this is done by use
of aerial spraying so the farm-
ers can get the crop treated in
a short period of time. These
worms can do serious damage in
a 3 day period of time after they
make their first appearance.
They are usually found around
the leaf area space where .it
joins on to’the stalk, and in
most cases are near the top of
the plant.

Chief Defense
Cost Is Not
Weapons

Figures showing what the
$481, billions spent for the Mili-
tary Establishment during the
last four years means in terms
of Federal taxes to various in-
come groups were released by
the Council of State Chambers
of Commerce. These show over
the four years that:

A family of three with an in-
come of $3,000 paid $645.59. A
family of four with an income of
$5,000 paid $1,130.08. A family
of four with an income of $7,500
paid $1,798.92. In addition,
these family groups paid out
Federal taxes for other purposes
connected with defence. These
totalled a little less than $4 bil-
lion and included such activities
as arms aid to friendly nations,
stockpiling of raw materials and
atomic energy projects. But
they meant $49.85 in  Federal
taxes to the $3,000 family group,
$87.26 to the $5,000 group and
$138.90 to the $7,500 group.

The council’s study revealed
that $6.75 out of every $10 spent
for the Military Establishment
went for pay of all personnel,
and-for food, clothing and sup-
plies for the soldiers, sailors and
marines. Less than $2 of each
$10 spent for defense was used
to buy guns, shlps and planes.

The study declared that “Un-
doubtedly much housekeeping
waste in the Military Establish-
ment diminished the value of
the $481, billion as an invest-
ment in preparedness, but ef-
forts begun by Defense Secre-
tary Forrestal and continued by
Secretary Johnson to modernize
the Establishment and cut out
waste have now tended to
strengthen that investment.”

About 85,000 tanks were pro-
duced in this country during
World War II Army records
at the end of the war indicated
that 25,000 of them should be on
hand. But the Army eould ac-
count for only 16,000. ' The
other 9,000 had disappeared.

Weed Control
Demonstration

Wednesday

A bindweed control demon-
stration will be held Wednesday,
August 30, at 10:00 A. M. at the
Riffe Elevators in  Stratford.
The ' two county chemical
spreaders will be used by the
County Agent in demonstrating
the spreading of sodium chlor-
ate ‘for eradication of bindweed.
Johnson grass will be treated
with sodium chlorate with the
County sprayer.

Following these two demon-
strations a short tour will be
conducted and the farmers giv-
en an opportunity to see the
results of treating bindweed and
Johnson grass with  sodium
chlorate. The group on the
tour will inspect one plot of
bindweed treated with sodium
chlorate this spring, another
plot treated four years ago, and
a third plot treated two years
ago. Onmn the tour they will vis-
it the Cone Donelson farm south
of Stratford, the W. F. Wigin-
ton farm, and the Otis Bryant
farm.

The County has  purchased
two chemical spreaders, one  a
small type that can be pushed
or pulled by an individual, and
a large spreader which can be
pulled behind a pickup or with
a tractor. The time for treat-
ing bindweed with sodium
chlorate is August, September,
and October. The number of
farmers in the County who have
purchased sodium chlorate a-
long with the Commissioners
Court will use these spreaders in
this work.

These demonstrations are for
the purpose of acquainting far-
mers with the use of this ma-
chinery, and explaining the a-
mount of chemical to apply for
the eradication of bindweed and
control of Johnson grass. Far-
mers who are interested in do-
ing this work this fall are en-
couraged to make these demon-
strations and the general public
is invited.

Another demonstration will be
held at the Fred Mason farm in
the Texhoma community Aug-
ust 31 at 2:00 P. M. A third de-

Princesses of Sho
Live in Poverty
In Orphan Home

SHUI, Okinawa-' . two little
princesses of “Sho;_. dizt
ants of the S| éﬁangs who “long *
ruled Okinawa before the Japanese
took over in the 19th century, are
the forgotten royalty of the Pacific.
Instead of lving happily ever
after, they are living in a squalid,
tumbled down orphanage, barefoot,
undernourished, and wearing rags.
The girls are Etsuko Sho, 10, and
Sachiko Sho, 11. They were or-
phaned when their parents were
killed during the wartime bombings.
Both are stunted in growth from
malnutrition. Sachiko has an infeec-
tlous skin disease. And they eat
the substandard, monotonous meals
which are all the Shuri orphanage
and old folks’ home can provide.
Their daily 1,400 calories consists
of rice, soy beans, barley soup and
occasionally a little fish.

The princesses eat at rough hewn
wooden tables and benches. The rice
and beans are cooked in large iron
pots over open wood fires, and are
stirred with a stick. Roaches, rats
and mosquitoes are everywhere.

The well pump in the compound is
broken. The orphans have to draw
water by hand. Soap is scarce, so
washing clothes is a luxury.

The only thing they have is com-
panionship. There are 224 other war
orphans in the orphanage. And there
are 89 old people sharing the piti-
ful huts of Shuri.

They sleep on hard grass mats on
raised platforms in huts. The only
play equipment they have are some
homemade swings and slides. The
children have to ride down the slide
with grass pillows strapped behind.
The slide is not very smooth.

Many of the inhabitants, like the
princesses, were once prosperous.

The number of injured during the
first quarter of this year was 2 per-
cent more than in the last quarter
of 1949, but 11 percent less than in
the first three months of last year.

The biggest accident increase was
in the logging industry, which us-
ually leads in injuries per man-
hours worked. The rate jumped
from 77.9 to 87.8 injuries per million
man-hours.

In twenty-eight of the 120 indus-
tries surveyed, the injury rates were
lower than in the previous quarter.
Rates were higher in 41 and there
was virtually no change in the re-
mainder.

Control Insects
In Farm Stored
Grain Sorghum

With another bumper crop of
grain sorghum being harvested
in Texas, the farmer is again
faced with the problem of dis-
posing of his grain. Although
several million bushels of stor-
age space have been provided on
Texas farms since last year, ad-
ditional space may still be need-
ed to take care of this year’s
crop.

W. S. Allen, extension agri-
cultural engineer of Texas
A. & M. College, points out that
on-the-farm storage’ gives the
farmer insurance that his crop
can be taken care of and en-
ables him to qualify for govern-
ment loans. It also allows him
to store his grain and feed it to
livestock, if that appears to be
his most profitable method of
marketing it.

According to Allen, storage
facilities can be constructed at
a cost of from 15 to 50 cents a

descend- |

of the structure. The larger
the structure, the less the cost

will be per bushel of storage
space.

Due to the lack of sufficient
labor .in. many localities, some
farmers may prefer to-buy pre-:
fabricated bins or granaries.
This year, most of these pre-
fabricated structures are cost-
ing about 30 cents per bushel of
storage capacity.

Allen cautions that regardless
of whether the farmer builds his
storage or buys a prefabricated
bin, there are several things to
be considered when planning
for grain storage.

Low moisture content is nec-
essary for long, safe storage of
grain. This is particularly true
of grain sorghum which should
not test over 12 percent. Con-
struct a strong, durable building
and eliminate cracks and holes
through which moisture and in-
sects may enter. Provide facil-

Elusive Gl |
Back on Duty

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Is the
elusive, irrepressible Kilroy back
again on active global duty?

According to a story from an
American air base in Japan, this
ubiquitous legendary veteran of
World War II has again put in a
word, if not his appearance, as
Uncle Sam’s Korea-bound fighters
are departing for combat duty.

Taking up where he left off after
defeat of the Axis, the Kilroy of to-
day had the last laugh after a wall
scribbler at the Japanese embarka-
tion base claimed to be the first
there. “‘Sorry to spoil your little
joke,” went Kilroy’'s latest rhyming
riposte, I was here, but my pen-
cil broke.”

The Kilroy jest that lightened
fighting men’s spirits during World
War 1I followed American forces all
over the Eastern and Western battle
theaters. At home, in endless varia-
tions on the theme, it went into
the nermanent American language.

High-Low Humor

The impudent announcement
that “Kilroy was here” (always be-
fore anyone else) decorated walls
and any other handy surface, from
Hitler’'s ‘“Eagle Nest” at lofty
Berchtesgaden to the depths of vol-
canic craters of the Pacific. One in-
trepid prankster scrambled several
hundred feet down into a deep,
sheer-walled pit near Kilauea Vol-
cano in Hawaii. With conveniently
loose stones at hand, he spelled out
on the polished lava floor of the
crater the eloquent word ‘Kilroy.”

How did the redoubtable Kilroy
get his start? The explanations are
almost as varied as tales of the
mystery warrior’'s exploits. Some
say the saga all began in the Air
Transport Command of the U. S.
Air Forces. A real Francis J. Kil-
roy, this version goes, had come
down with influenza while stationed
at a Florida airfield. On his im-
provement, a friend posted a bulle-
tin-board notice, ‘“Kilroy will be
here next week,” and the game was
on.

Another Air Force version makes
the first Kilroy a frequently miss-
ing enlisted man whose irate com-
manding officer was foiled in
tracing him by the Kilroy-was-here,
there, and everywhere technique.
And-still another story has the orig-
inal Kilroy a GI sergeant in a Kan-
sas camp. This Kilroy, after being
marked absent from a special de-
tail and having his name posted,
indignantly wrote a denial under

Civilian in Act

A civilian account bobbed up on a
postwar radio program. Its author,
James J. Kilroy, explained that he

| had started the Kilroy legend as a

wartime inspector in a Massa-
chusetts shipyard. To avoid losing
time by reinspecting already ap-
proved work, he claimed he had
chalked on the ship’s parts “Kilroy
was here.”

Another guest on the same pro-
gram put up as her candidate for
the honor an Irish-American who
was serving during the war in the
Royal Air Force. Her Kilroy, she
stated, had crashed near Dunkirk.
He had been rescued by the Under-
ground and smuggled out of the
country, but his name lingered on
as a promise of future liberation.

Whatever the source of the play,
Kilroy-isms have spread over much
of the world, from Natal, Brazil, to
Karachi, Pakistan. In the Aleutians
and Africa, in England, Italy, Aus-
tralia, the Philippines, and no one
knows how many other unexpected
places, the mark 8f Kilroy has be-
come a symbol of the speed and
scope of today’s global warfare.
Among the assorted spots from
which some Kilroy phrase has been
reported are the Capitol dome in
Washington, the Statue of Liberty,
and the guinea pig battleship Penn-
sylvania in which the words were
found after it was blasted by the
atomic bomb at Bikini.

Pigeons Taught to Play
Piano, Understand Colors

CAMBRIDGE, Mass.—Those pig-
eons you have in your barn mister
are mighty smart, so says Prof
B. F. Skinner of Harvard.

The professor has a flock of
pigeons that play tunes on a piane,
play table tennis, push buttons to
get food, tell time, and understand
changing colors—like traffic lights.

Dr. Skinner is using the pigeons
to discover new methods for study-
ing human behavior. He has ar-
rived at the theory that reward is
more effective than punishment.

The birds have learned to peck
signs labeled ‘‘yellow,” ‘‘green,”
“blue,”” and ‘red,” always picking
the proper sign when a light of
the same color is flashed on.

He has taught pigeons to play
& modified table tennis — without
met—on a two-foot-square table.
One pigeon, using his beak, tries
to bat the ball past his opponent.
Rallies sometimes go three or four
shots—though most are aces.

An advanced lesson is to play
a tune on a piano of seven keys.
By rewarding the pigeon when he
strikes the keys in a certain se-
guence, Dr. Skinner and his assis-
tants have taught pigeons to play

01d War Bombs Explode:
14 Killed, 60 Injured

CATANIA, SICILY—Fifteen salv-
age workers were blown to bits
here recently when 70 tons of
aerial bombs left by the Italian air
force were exploded by one of the
workefs.

‘The salvage workers were re-
moving explosives from 35 two-ton
missiles. A worker’s hammer set
off the explosion that killed 14 and
injured 60 other persons.

The blast dug a crater 25 feet
deep and 300 feet wide. Most of the
dead were mangled beyond identi-
fication.

Thousands of persons in the city
of 245,000 ran through the streets
in panic. Bomb splinters anrd fly-
ing glass caused most of the in-
juries in the greatest disaster of
the area since the war swept
through Sicily in 1943.

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U.S. Women
Harming Teeth
With Bobby Pins

BOSTON, Mass.—Dr. S. S. Liv-
ingston reports that' American wom-
en are causing great damage to
their teeth with bobby pins,

The reason, women roll up their
hair, hold it with one hand and then
holding a bobby pin in the other,
open it with their teeth.

A simple homemade device for
opening bobby pins is to place as

ROME, Italy—A Vatican news-
paper has reported ‘‘incontest-
able proofs” will be offered in
the near future that the Apostle
Peter lived and came to Rome,
where he was: crucified head
downward in Nero’s Circus.

The newspaper reported on the
excavation work under the pres-
ent Basilica of Saint Peter where
the tomb and remains of the
Apostle were reportedly found.

The sensational find is the
most important in the history of
Christianity, many observers re-
ported. What are believed to be
the bones of Saint Peter still are
being kept by the Pope in his
private chapel.

The newspaper said on the wall
behind the altar there is bronze
grating from which can be seen
“the blessed stones of the very
ancient altars erected above the
tomb of the Roman Catholic
Church’s first pope.

Eye Cataracts Turn
Up Among Japanese
Btom Bomb Survivors

WASHINGTON — Eye cataracts
have turned up in recent months as
the first evidence of delayed effects
among the survivors of the atomic
bombings of Hiroshima and Naga-
saki, the U. S. Atomic Energy Com-
mission has announced.

The AEC announcement said:
“Following the discovery that radi-
ation similar to that released in an
atomic bomb burst had caused
cataracts to form in the eyes of

_research workers in this country, a
“prelimiary ophthalmic survey was

started at Hiroshima last year.

*“This survey, led by Dr. David G.
Cogan and R. S. Forrest Martin of
the Harvard Medical School, re-
vealed 10 cases of cataracts be-
lieved to have been caused by the
atomic bomb. Subsequent examina-
tion of 1,000 persons, most of whom
were within 3,000 feet of the point
above which the bomb exploded,
has led to the discovery of about
40 certain cases of radiation catar-
act and an additional forty sus-
pected cases.

A full-scale opthalmological study
is underway at Hiroshima and a
survey of survivors at Nagasaki is
also planned. Annual follow-ups will
be made of a statistically signifi-
cant sample of all persons known
to have been within a certain radius
of the bomb’s hypocenter. More fre-
quent follow-up of all known and
suspected cases of cataract are
planned.”

The AEC is also continuing its
overall survey of the medical and
genetics effects of the bombings on
the populations of the two cities. The
AEC said its findings would ‘have
important significance for scientists
and for military and civil defense
planning in the United States.

Firemen Cut Through Eight
Inch Steel to Free Worker

CHICAGO—Louis Mantey has de-
cided he doesn’t like his job of
cleaning out grease chutes.

He came to that conclusion re-
cently after being trapped in a
chute of a Chicago building for
five and a half hours after his rope
beeame snagged.

He was freed by firemen who
drilled and chiseled for’three and a
half hours fo cut -an exit in the
chute. He suffered treatment for a
cut and shock.

Employed by an industrial clean-
ing company, Mantey was trapped
after he was lowered into a chute
‘through an exhaust fan opening. He
worked down the narrow chute in a
boatswain’s chair. When he finished
his job he found the rope used to
pull him up had become snagged.

His foreman, George Kaforski.
tried to release him via the bottom
of the shaft, but a series of sharp
turns made it impossible. Kaforski
called firemen and pushed milk and
cigarettes up to Mantey from the
bottom. Next he set up a fan to
blow up fresh air.

Firemen cut through metal eight
inches thick to form a two foot hole
through which Mantey could be re-
moved.

“I've been in this business three
years, but I don’t know if I'm go-
ing to stay in it any longer. I don’t
like this forced overtime,” he said
when released.

Estate to Pay Taxes

LEEDS, England — Nobility
throughout the world has been hav-
ing a tough time of it for a number
of years, for the most part finding
themselves without people to rule. ..

In England, however, it is a little
different. English nobility is finding
it. difficult to pay taxes. The latest
example is the Earl of Harewood,
nephew of King George, who has
been forced to sell a third of his
ancestral estates at auction to pay
inheritance taxes.

Most of the happy buyers were
his old tenants—farmers and trades-
people. A total of 7,000 of his 22,000
acres were sold to pay the taxes,
:;:ounting to approximately $2,196,-
The Earl told his tenants he would
like to have them bid in the homes
and fields they had rented.

Mrs. Annie Mary Ridsale, 83,
bought the cottage she had lived in
40 years. When it was knocked down
to her for $588, she said, “I am so
happy I could walk home the 10
miles to Leeds.”

The post office, with 6% acres,
went for $7,420 and the shoemaker
bought his shop for $168.

One tenant paid $33,880 for two
farms his family had worked on
or around for 300 years.

Single farms brought as much as
$23,100 for 175 acres and a house.
Two others were withdrawn from
sale because bids were too low. A
King George III period stone house
dating from American Revolu-
tionary times brought $5,880.

On The Farm

Grain Storage

Much of the bumper crop of
grain sorghum being produced
in Texas this year will be stored
on the farm. J. A. Deer, assis-

tant extension entomologist of
Texas A. & M. College, recom-
mends that farmers give special
attention to controlling insect
infestation in the stored grain.
Thorough cleaning of the bins
is necessary to prevent the new
crop of grain being mixed with
old grain which is already in-
fested. If the bins are con-
structed of wood, apply a resi-
dual spray to the walls and floor
at the rate of two gallons of
spray per 1000 square feet of
surface area. Spray steel bins
around door frames and other
places where the insects may be
concealed.

Deer says that sprays consist-
ing of two and one-half parts
DDT or chlordane as emulsions
or water suspensions have been
found satisfactory for treating
grain bins. A water suspession
of DDT can be prepared by mix-
ing ten and one-half pounds of

50 percent wettable DDT powder

in 225 gallons of water.

As further precaution against
insects, Deer advises removing
all sources of infestation, includ-
ing feed, waste grain and other
materials stored near the bins,
before the new grain sorghum

is moved in.

Deer warns also that the grain
sorghum should be as dry as
possible when stored. If the
moisture content is higher than
12 percent, the insect infestation
will be heavier.

52 nations supporting it are: not
in fact supporting it with fight-
ing men. Visible disproof of
this propaganda is almost as
urgent as the military need for
more troops on the Korean
front. Happily, the military
emergency promises to ease, but
the value of active participation
by non-American forces may
well increase.

For as North Korean power
ebbs and a time for peacemak-
ing  approaches it will become
more  than ‘ever essential that
the moral force of international
law rather than any narrow
view of national interest should
be established. The might of
American arms probably could
eventually dictate peace. But
the UN should do both a quicker
and more lasting job. Korea is
only a segment of the struggle
to win Asia. Military victory
there by one western power will
arouse old fears of imperialism,
already played upon by Russian
propaganda. Victory there by
a genuine international army,
particularly one which includes
Asian contingents, will be more
readily recognized as the arrest
of an aggressor by a police force.

The presence on the ground
of a genuine internafional force
should help, too, in-the unifica-
tion of Korea, originally blocked
because Russian armies held
half of the country.

" NEW YORK—Alexander Ogston,
member of the aviation department
«of a large petroleum company, be-
lieves that kerosene, the old-fash-
ioned coal oil that grandmother
used in  her wick lamp and still
used in many farm stoves, is the
“fuel of the future airplane..

Ogston said that while the con-
ventional type of airplane engines
‘would be built for at least 10 years,
.eventually air liners will be jet
propelled. He believes  kerosene
will fulfill the needs of a safe and

kerosene comes closer to satisfy-

He admitted that there have

That
will be necessary if military planes
using kerosene are to operate in
the arctic regions.

White House
Reinforced With

WASHINGTON—One day during
the Christmas holidays, 1947, the
210-pound butler at the White House
walked across the second floor study
and produced an “over the waves’
sensation and tinkling of the chan-
delier in the Blue room directly be-
low. :

That was the first indication that
old age was creeping up on the his-
toric structure and it was time to
call in the experts.

A problem presented itself. To
build a strong modern structure
within the walls of the old which
was first occupied by John and Abi-
gail Adams -in 1800. There were
proposals to tear down the entire
building. and put up a brand new,
more modern home for the presi-
dent.

But the people of the country
would not stand for this and the de-
cision was made to spend 5.4 mil-
lion dollars on rebuilding within the
old shell.

Delicate Operation

The work of tearing down the in-
terior is finally finished and the job
of rebuilding has begun. The recon-
struction job should be finished
sometime in October 1951.

Preserving the outer wall of the
White House has been a delicate op-
eration. To keep the stone outer
wall and the roof it has been nec-
essary to plan a sirong steel frame,
with new inner walls and floors.
Workmen dug 25 feet below the sur-
face to find a solid gravel footing
and then built 120 concrete piers to
support the outer wall.

Steel H columns resting on sep-
arate footings will support the floor
beams and the base of the roof
trusses. Heavy anchor bars will tie
the steel columns to the stone wall.
When this job is done the presi-
dent’s butler, no matter how heavy
he is, will be unable to make the
chandeliers tinkle merely by walk-
ing across the floor above.

New Features Added

Although there will be no changes
made in the historical rooms, and
they will have the same locations
and appearances as before, the
White House will not be put back
together exactly, as it was. The
building will have three new fea-
tures—a two level basement, a

Paratrooper Sets
Record With 107
Drops in One Day

FAYETTEVILLE, N. C.—A for-
mer paratrooper from Dillon, Mont.,
has set a world’s record for para-
chute leaps in a single day by mak-
ing 107 drops.

Averaging better than one jump
every 6 minutes and exhausting
seven pilots, Sgt. John W. Swetich,
broke the record with his 106th
jump 10 hours to the minute after
his first leap.

.He successfully topped' the offi-
cial record of 75 leaps by a Yugo-
slav in London and the unofficial
record of 105 leaps claimed by Juan
Iriarte of Buenos Aires. .

He made his leaps into a plowed
field. He wore a sweat shirt and
regulation paratroop trousers, boots,
and helmet. He taped his arms
where the chute straps bound him.

After each jump, a jeep and a
pickup truck met him. The jeep
rushed him back to the Piper Cub
plane which took him aloft again,
while the truck took his chutes to
the hangar where six men were
kept busy repacking them.

His only complaint at the start
was, “If I can survive those jeep
rides, I'll be 0. K.”

Swetich twisted his ankle and
sprained his knee on the 51st jump,
and slowed down long enough to
have his right leg taped. After the
99th jump his aides, all buddies
from the 82nd Airborne Division,

decided he should jump from 900
feet instead of 700 because his re-
actions were slower. From 900 feet
he would have time to use his emer-
gency parachute if necessary.

He took only two 5-minute breaks

throughout the grind, and ate only
a milk shake with three eggs in it
and a few candy bars.

FORMER PLAYBOY

Expects War
With Russia

NEW YORK — James Hazen
Hyde, the man who once gave par-
ties costing as much as $200,000
each and spent 36 years of self im-
posed exile in France, has returnéd
to the United States to live.

‘“‘America is a great and won-
derful country,” he observed af-
ter so many years abroad. He
lived in France until 1941.

Hyde fell heir at 23 to the con-
trolling interest in Equitable Life
Assurance Society of the United
States, a company with a billion
dollars worth of insurance on its
books. ‘

Shortly after he became head
of the company, he was taken
in tow by unscrupulous financiers
with an eye on the 400 million
dollars in Equitable assets.
These funds were manipulated to
make enormous profits for the
operators.

Gave Expensive Parties

Meanwhile, Hyde was throwing
some of his biggest parties. The
last one was held at Sherry’s
ballroom in New York and is re-
ported to have cost between
$100,000 and $200,000. It drew
criticism from newspapers
throughout the country. Hyde
was called a gilded, scented youth
in editorials and the incident
helped to end his career as an ex-
cutive.

_Insurance policy holders sued
the company charging officers
with squandering company funds
a n d receiving extravagagant
salaries. As a Tresult, Charles
Evans Hughes directed a cleanup
of the atfair and enactment of leg-

_i_slag'on controlling insurance
companies. It made Hughes a

great public figure.

When the investigation reached
the courts Hyde took the stand
and hurled charges at nearly ev-
ery important executive in the
company. He indicated that he
had been used as a catspaw.

When he left the stand, hundreds
of people followed him through
the streets, cheering.

Views Russian Power

To get himself out of the mess,
however, Hyde sold his interests
in the” company for $2,500,000 and
went to Paris to live. He had an
important part in liaison during
World War 1.

Now, back in New York, Hyde

said he is going to spend the com-
ing war—he believes there will be
one—in America.
" In explaining the present Euro-
pean situation, Hyde said, ‘‘The
only thing the Russians under-
stand is force.”

He believes our state depart-
ment’ is doing a good job fighting
communism in Europe through
the Marshall plan, and favors the
Atlantic pact.

But Americans do not always
understand the position of west-
ern European countries, he said.
Those 'nations admire and like the
United States, but they are living
in deadly fear of the huge military
force maintained in Europe by
Russia.

. “Before the United States could
ever come to their aid, England
and Mrance would be destroyed,”
he added.

Hyde said the western powers
are bhandicapped in their battle
with Russia because the govern-
ments of France and England are
in control only by bare majorities
and because the state department
is ‘“‘weakened by the unfortunate
scandal and investigations in
Washington.”

Some of these lock experts can
be quoted. The agents can’t, be-
cause their job is two-fold. One is
to pick the.other fellow’s lock. The
second is to protect their secrets.

Combination locks are sifmple.
Discs with slots are aligned until a
lever falls into the slots. Then the
lock opens. The moving discs and
the falling lever makes a noise.

Legendary cracksmen filed their
fingtertips to the quick and felt the
movement. So locks were refined.
Then cracksmen used stethescopes
to listen to the movement. Locks
then were made too smooth for
that device.

Boll Weevil Threat

At the beginning of the 1950 sea-
son the boll weevil threat to cot-
ton appears even greater than 1949
when damage amounted to an es-
timated $470 million. Boll weevil
population last season was extreme-
ly high even in areas where pests
seldom occur, Many went into hiber-
nation and the mild winter has been
favorable to their survival. It ap-
pears likely, therefore, that in a
great many areas there are a rec-
ord number of weevils in the cot-
tonfields and the nearby woodlands.

53 Still Active

BONN, Germany, After
months of research it was an-
nounced that there are 53 for-
mer Nazis in the German gov-
ernment, members of the popu-
larly elected Bundestag, or
parliament, of west Germany.

Of the 53, three were mem-
bers of the elite guard.

The three party government
coalition breaks down like this:
Of 139 Christian democrats, 21
were Nazis. Of 52 Free De-
mocrats, 16 were Nazis. Of 17
German party deputies, six
were Nazis,

The cluster of nazis repre-
sents more than one-eighth of
the 402-man Bondestag. Most
of them probably were pres-
sured into joining the party af-
ter Adolph Hitler came to pow-
er, but nine joined up before he
became chancellor.

Ten of the Nazis were from
United States-occupied ‘Ba-
varia. The British-occupied a-
rea of northern Germany con-
tributed 27. The Rhur state of
North  Rhine-Westphalia, = the
most populous in western Ger-

man, had only seven former
Nazis in its 109-man delega-
tion,

U.S. Has Greatest Food Supply

Of Any Country in World Today

A Michigan farmer drove up to his grocery store with 250 pounds

of sugar in the back seat of his automobile.

He told the merchant he

had purchased the sugar before World War II and wanted to exchange it
for a fresh supply. The merchant told him, not too politely, where to go.

That, perhaps, was an unusual incident, but throughout the nation
the greedy have been rushing to purchase large supplies of sugar, ny-
lons, cigarettes, liquor, sheets and even automobiles and household ap-

pliances. In some instances the
scare buying has reached almost
hysterical proportions.

The average citizen, who remem-
bers the shortage of World War II,
is not entirely to blame. Inclined
to believe the hints and rumors
that always prevail in time of na-
tional emergencies, the consumer
has been listening and following
the nudging of many retailers and
manufacturers that there will be
future shortages.

In one southern town, for instance,
a shoe store called its regular custo-
mers and told them to come in and
buy two or three pairs of shoes be-
fore leather became scarce.

Warehouses Overflowing

One customer replied he had need
for only one pair of shoes, a steel-
toe pair with which to plant a swift
kick to the merchant’s posterior.

For every one of those per-
sons who are hoarding, how-
ever, there are hundreds who
listen to the voice of the govern-
ment proclaiming there will be
no shortages. And for every
merchant that urges scare buy-
ing, there are hundreds who
have advertised in newspapers
telling consumers their stocks
are adequate.

Some stores are offering large
sacks with the word ‘‘hoarder” in
large letters to their customers
who they suspect of buying more
than their immediate needs. Many
others are refusing to sell in large
quantities.

All this excess buying and short-
age hysteria is about the silliest
thing that has overtaken the Ameri-
can public since the wave of gold-
fish gulping by college boys a
number of years ago.

Food, for instance, is overflowing
government warehouses. The de-
partment of agriculture has so
much wheat, corn, eggs, milk, but-
ter, and other farm commodities
on hand it would like to give them
away. T he government actually
doesn’t have room to store all of
its surplus stocks, On top of this,
farm crops are expected to be near
record peaks this year and meat
production will top last year,

While the scare buying and hoard-
ing appears ridiculous, it has a
serious and almost tragic angle,
too. American’s are undermining
their own economy, forcing prices
upward; and thus presenting the
possibility of defeat from within.

Americans are remembering 1942
and trying to put the same coat of
circumstances on 1950. It will not
fit, however.

In 1942 this country took up-
on itself to feed most of the
world, while today we have only
ourselves to feed. Barring the
kind of buying that brings on
controls there will be enough
of everything for every Ameri-
can,

In 1942 the United States had to
build war plants. Today they are
waiting to be reopened and retooled.

During the last war our supply
llnes reached in every direction,
extending thousands of miles over
the oceans of the world. Today they
stretch across the Pacific ocean
where' there are no submarines to
hinder shipment.

This country has stockpiles of

strategic materials such as lead,
bauxite, mica and raw rubber. We
have numerous government owned
synthetic rubber plants that can
more than fill our needs.

Farm Production High

Steel production is greater now
than at any time during the war
and the petroleum industry has in-
creased production far beyond the
peak World War II output.

The farmers of the nation more
than anyone else realize how silly
it is to hoard. Here are some of
the reasons:

Fats and Oils — Stocks are
ample because of our near rec-
ord supplies of cotton seed, soy-
beans and lard. %

Meat—We have over 80 mil-
lion head of cattle, over 60 mile
lion hogs, and the annual out-
put of meat is rising steadily.

Milk—Production will reach
a new all-time high this year.

Wheat—We have on hand right
now a surplus of nearly 500,000,-
000 bushels—a half year’s sup-
ply—left over from last year’s
crop.

Corn—We have a surplus sup-
ply of nearly a billion bushels
—half again as much as in 1941,
These supplies could be doubled

if necessary, because:

1, Tractors have more than
doubled on our farms since 1941,
with over 3% million of them multi-
plying farm production today.

2. Animals are bred to far better
production: a dairy cow now gives
one-fifth more milk than one did
25 years ago; a hen lays 43 more
eggs per year than one did 15 years
ago.

3. Chemical fertilizers have more
than doubled in farm use since 1941,
greatly increasing crop yields.

4. Over two million trucks, and
nearly 6 million automobiles—prac-
tically one to each farm—are speed-
ing all farm work.

5. Electrification has spread to
over 4 out of 5 farms, vastly in-
creasing use of power equipment.
In 1941, only about one-third of
our farms were electrified.

Sugar Stocks Adequate

The American people do not like
rationing and price controls be-
cause it smacks of regimentation
and dictatorship, but continued
scare buying and hoarding will
bring it about quicker than any-
thing except total war.

Sugar buying is perhaps the sil-
liest of all hoarding. Americans
generally don’t seem to think so.

The agriculture department re-
ports the nation’s primary distribu-
tors sold 37 per cent more sugar
during the first three weeks of July
than in the corresponding period
a year ago. A total of 880,695 tons
were distributed between July 1
and July 22, compared with 554,-
309 in the like period last year.

What makes this ridiculous is the
fact the government has made ar-
rangements to purchase Cuba’s en-
tire reserve stocks of sugar, total-
ing some 600,000 tons. This is on
top of the largest stock of sugar
this country has ever held.

The total available for consump-
tion in 1950 is 8,450,000 tons, com-
pared with the peak consumption
of 7,500,000 tons of last year.

You might have not selected
Mary for the mother of Jesus,
or to put it in another way, you
would hardly have expected
Mary’s child to be the person
Jesus became.

She could have had no
great education. She was poor,
as the whole story shows.

Yet it was not for her education
or her social standing or her ex-
perience or any such thing, but be-
cause of her heart, her character,
herself, that the angel came to her
that spring day in Nazareth.

Mary’s Song
HERE IS no room to tell all that
can be known of Mary from the
Gogpels. We can know or guess
muech from that one song, the
‘““Magnificat” as it is called from
its first word in the Latin transla-
tion. (Luke 1:46-55.)

We can tell from this that she
was a woman who knew her Bible.
Moffatt’s translation of the New
Testament uses italic type to indi-
cate quotations from the Old Testa-
ment; and in this Song of Mary, of
its sixteen lines all but two are
printed in italics.

Words and phrases came to her in
the familiar cadences of the book
she knew and loved. Further, she
was of a poetic turn of mind. This
‘““Magnificat’”” has been set to music
and sung in churches all over the
world. Since Mary was herself
a poet, it is not surprising to find
that Jesus often spoke in words
which sing with the beauty and
rhythm of fine poetry.

Radiation
Death Rate Down

CHICAGO — Scientists have
announced they can slash the
death rate sharply in usually
fatal doses of atomic radiation.

The University of Chicago re-
search team discovered a few
weeks - ago the cause of post-
radiation infections. This radia-
tion was found to damage the
lining of intestines in mice. Bac-
teria normally present in mice
intestines then invaded the
blood stream through the dam-
aged lining, causing blood pois-
oning.

The next step was to find ;an
agent that destroyed the bac-
‘teria in the blood stream. They
tried eight antibiotics. Strepto-
mycin was the most effective,

British Explorer
Plans Expedition
For Lost Atlantis

LONDON, - Eng.—For centuries
men have:discussed the legend of
the lost continent of Atlantis and the
hope of someday discovering it. Soon
such an expedition will get under-
way. '

Egerton Sykes, 55, explorer and

go to the  Azores-some-time this
year to try to photograph evidence
of thei'submerged continent of At-
lantis from a bathysphere. g

Sykes ‘is chairman of the Atlan-
tean Research Cernter and last year
planned an expedition to Mount
Ararat in Turkey to find the original
Noah’s Ark. The Soviet government
charged+ his mission of seeking the
Ark was a cover for espionage ac-
tivities © and the expedition was
blocked.

The Ararat expedition was
planned: earlier but was delayed by
security ' considerations ~which
placed: on the top-secret list some
of the underwater apparatus he in-
tended to use. The apparatus in-
cluded underwater radar and echo
sounding ‘devices which Sykes said
could have been used tp determine
a contour of any submerged archi-
tectural: -structure.

Sykes now hopes to get pictures
of the relics -of the wvanished civil-
ization' of Atlantis by using sub-
marine cameras. from a Dbathy-
sphere.: ;

“I have a fairly good idea where
to look,” he said. ‘‘Obviously we
cannot hope to find very much be-
cause the area in the Azores I plan
to investigate would have been high
on a mountainside in Atlantis.

“It will be much the same as an
explorer of the future relying on
relics on the upper slopes of Mount
Blanc'in the Alps to prove the exist-
ence of civilization in Europe.”

He thinks, however, there should
be traces, perhaps even a temple,
which will give photographic proof
of a civilization which . vanished
about 10,000 years before Christ.
