The company said that more than
100 ewes treated with a hormone
in tests had a second lambing this
summer after producing lambs last
winter. The significance of the tests
rested on the possibility of ‘fall
lamb’’ becoming a regular factor
in the market as well as the prized
‘“spring lamb.”

The hormone was administered to
the animals by injection in the
wool-free fold between the foreleg
and the body. Response to the in-
jection appears in five to seven
days.

The experiment was suggested
by Garvey L. Haydon, head of the
lamb division of Armour. Mr. Hay-
don gave this appraisal of the eco-
nomic importance of the discovery
for sheep raisers:

“A farmer with 100 ewes may get
125 lambs in his spring crop. Those
lambs and the wool are normally
all the income he gets from the flock
which he must feed and care for all
year.

“However, by using this hormone
technique at the right time, he may
get a fall crop of 65 to 85 extira
lambs. If it costs $4 extra to raise
these lambs to 85 pounds and they
sell for around $22 each, there is an
| extra profit of $18 per lamb or $1,-
000 to $1,500 a year for a flock of
100" ewes.”

The company said this year’s pre-
liminary experiments with the hor-
mone had supplied data for further
and more elaborate research next
year. Many questions concerning
the hormone remain to be an-
swered, one being whether the ewes
which bore the extra lambs this
summer manifest their normal
breeding season this fall or wheth-
er they will require new stimula-
tion with the hormone.

HORTICULTURE

Plants Feed
On Dry Milk

PULLMAN, Wash.—Believe it or
not, scientists recommend giving
flowers and vegetables milk to im-
prove their growth and beauty.

Montana State College scientists
have found milk is as good for
some flowers and vegetables as it
is -for babies. Although the use of
it in horticulture is new, many
growers in the Pacific Northwest
already are reaping benefits.

Commercial flower producers say
milk makes petunias grow faster,
last longer and bear larger and
more brilliant blooms. It improves
the color of roses, cinerarias and
Chrysanthemums. Long, strong
stems are commercially important
for such flowers as roses and
‘mums. The milk helps.

There are exceptions, however.
For instance, research shows that
milk shouldn’t be given to poinset-
tias. And apparently it has no bene-
ficial effect on carnations.

Vegetables Flourish

Milk-fed vegetables also do much
better than those grown under or-
dinary conditions. One producer re-
ported his yield of Bermuda onions
jumped 35 per cent. A sugar beet
grower counted results at the rate
of 1,000 more pounds of sugar an
acre. A little milk did a world of
good for tomatoes. Roots and stems
were stronger, fruit set was better
and the quality of the tomato much
improved.

The experiment was conducted by
V. E. Iverson, member of the Mon-
tana State ‘College horticultural
staff. It has been put in practical
use in a'number of greenhouses.

Milk is used in the early stages
of plant growth. It is applied main-
ly to seedlings in the greenhouses
before the plants are put in the
field. The milk, fed either dry or
fluid form, helps the seedlings get
off to a good start. It appears to
protect the young plants from at
least two diseases—stunt virus and
dampening off, which is rot condi-
tion caused by parasitic fungi. One
greenhouse man reported he cut
dampening off by 50 per cent.

Inexpensive Plant Food

Herman J. Feiden of Great Falls,
Mont.,, a greenhouse operator, is
sold on the use of milk. He mixes
dried milk with bench soil. Other
growers have diluted milk and
sprayed it into the soil.

Feiden buys dried milk in 250-
pound barrels. The cost is eight to
10 cents a pound, wholesale. The
Great Falls greenhouse man Says
it doesn’t add much to the expense
of production, becayge it takes only
half an ounce of dried milk per
flat bed in growing flower seedlings.

Since milk for horticulture pur-
poses is new, it hasn’t caused any
great reaction in the dairy industry
so far, but dairymen might look into
the chance to promote a new mar-
ket.

Aids Hospital

NEW YORK——The strange case
of ‘Miss Margaret Williams Pierce,
who lived alone in a dingy two-
croom apartment and worked as a
switchboard operator and reception-
ist until shortly before her death,
has been made public by New York’s
memorial center for cancer and
allied diseases.

On a late spring afternoon a year
and a half ago, a shy, gray haired
little woman appeared at the hos-
pital. ‘She was in pain, suffering
from an advanced, inoperable can-
cer of the breast.

Regularly for the next year, the
62-year-old woman called at the hos-
pital for treatment. She dressed
plainly, and: apparently was of
scant means.

‘““‘She gave the impression she
hadn’t a penny to spare,” a hospital
spokesman said, ‘‘so she was not
asked to pay private or even semi-
privgte charges.”

Pretended o be Poor

This could have gone into the
thousands of dollars. :

Although there was no hope for
curing her ailment, she was treated
with new hormone compounds that
give temporary relief from the
great pain and swelling. Several
times, when her illness was worse,
the hospital sent a nurse to care for
her.

Frequently she told her attend-
ants she had ‘‘never met with such
kindness in my life.”

She responded well to the treat-
ments. But as the doctors knew it
would, the disease progressed, slow-
ly sapping away the little woman'’s
life. Last May she died.

When Miss Pierce took a sudden
turn for the worse last May and
was rushed to the hospital by taxi
three days before her death, she
said she lacked cab fare. But on
putting her to bed a nurse found
$4,000 in currency on her person.

After she died a will was found
among her effects.

In it she left her safe deposit box
to the research department of the
hospital she had learned to love.
Recently startled officials. an-
nounced the contents: !

Gold, jewelry, cash, stocks, bonds
and passbooks to 15 bank accounts,
with a total estimated value of $150,~

How she acquired™the fortune re-
mained a mystery. Her employer,
her few acquaintances and rela-
tives were unaware of her wealth.

Chemosphere

Fuel for Space Ships

SAN ANTONIO, Tex.—Dr. J.
Kaplan, professor of physics,
says a flight to the moon will
not be too expensive if space
ships fill their tanks with ‘‘chem-
osphere.”’ :

Dr. Kaplan reports there is
enormous photochemical activi-
ty produced by the sun in’ the
region 26 to 70 miles above the
earth surface.

‘““This region, low enough to
be reached easily, is believed to
be rich in the hydroxyl molecule,
a recently discovered chemical,”
he said.

The hydroxyl molecule is over-
stuffed with energy, and Dr.
Kaplan believes it or some other
chemosphere component could be
used to keep space ships going.
He coined the word chemosphere
to describe the 44-mile layer of
space that is filled with energy.

All space ships will have to do
is take on chemosphere and con-
tinue on their way.

Biesele, Jr., heed of the department
of electrical engineering at Southern
Methodist university.

The main objective of this ar-

rangement is to give every pupil a.

fair break and eliminate “‘areas of
high brightness in the visual field,”
Professor Biesele pointed out in a
“report to Libbey-Owens-Ford Glass
company.

It has another advantage, how-
ever. It makes for better discipline,
since pupils don’'t know whether
teacher is looking or not.

After several years of research
Professor Biesele determined that
desks should be set in curves, rath-
er than in straight lines, for best
distribution of daylight through larg-
er windows.

Latge Area Jarred
Bs Meteor Explodes
In Sky Near Paducah

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — The area
from Paducah, Ky., to Nashville,
Tenn., was jarred recently by a
meteor which flashed through the
sky and apparently exploded in the
air.

The Illinois Central railroad dis-
patcher in Paducah said reports
from all along his line to Memphis
told of a jar of an explosion. He
said a railroad signalman at Cov-
ington, Tenn., 40 miles north of
Memphis, told of seeing a ball of
fire in the sky getting larger and
larger, then exploding.

At Murray, Ky., William Barnett,
a filling station operator, reported
a piece of the meteor fell on his
farm. Observers said the object was
about the size of a man's head.

One report of the sky flash was
given in Memphis by American
Airlines Capt. H. J. Garman, of
Dallas, Tex. Garman had just
landed a DC-6 with 41 passengers
from Washington.

‘“We sighted that thing about 1:30
a. m some 50 miles east of Nash-
ville,” Garman said. I was flying
at 18,000 feet and it looked as though
it came right across our nose.

“I tell you, I never saw $uch a
brilliant flash of light before. It
wasn’t clear light. It seemed to
be burning with an orange, yellow
and blue flame.

“] can’t say for sure whether it
burned out in the air or hit the

ground. I've seen hundreds and,

hundreds of meteors, but that was
the lowest I ever saw one. It lit
up the whole sky.”

Patrolman Albert K. Yancy at
Paducah said witnesses reported
the meteor. lighted up the Paducah
arez about 3 a.m. so brightly that
“you could almost read a newspa-
per.”

New Optical Glass

A Northwestern university phyci-
cist has developed a new type glass
which may make important con-
tributions to the world of science
through its use in research instru-
ments. Dr. Rudolph Frerichs, who
came to the United States from
Germany two years ago, recently
discovered how to produce the first
glass which can be easily molded
and also has the ability to transmit
infrared (heat) rays of extremely
long wave lengths. These two char-
acteristics may make the glass
highly useful.

for Better Values Shop The Star.

N.Y. Indian
Era Traced

ALBANY, N. Y.—American In-
dians inhabited New York state as
long as 5,000 years ago, instead of
the 2,000 years ago as previously
estimated, according to the New
York science service.

The announcement said hunting
and fishing Indians were living in
the state about 5,000 B.C., around
the time the great pyramids on the
Nile were built. The announcement
was also described as one that
would ‘‘revolutionize archeological
thinking.””

The new findings were made by
scientists of the school for nuclear
studies at the University of Chicago
and resulted from measuring the
amount of radioactivity remaining
in samples of charcoal excavated
from the fireplaces and cremation
pits of the oldest-known Indian vil-
lages in the state. The measure-
ment showed that the trees from
which the charcoal came had died
between 4,950 and 5,380 years ago.

New Method Used

The studies were based on an
earlier finding that the ‘bombard-
ment’’ of the atmosphere by cos-
mic rays created a natural radio-
active form of carbon which is a
part of ‘the carbon dioxide in the
air taken in by plants and animals.
As long as these plants and animals
are alive, this radioactive carbon
is replenished, so that the amount
in the body remains constant.

When the organism dies, no ad-
ditional radioactive carbon is ac-
cumulated, and that which is pres-
ent in the body begins to disinte-
grate at a constant rate. After 5,720
years, the evidence of this radio-
active carbon is only one-half as
strong as it is at the time of death.

With the aid of special instru-
ments, scientists at Chicago Univer-
sity’s nuclear studies school have
been 4ble to determine the amount
of evidence of radioactive carbon
in the remains of formerly living
things such as charcoal, mummy
cloth, basketry and seashells. Estab-
lishment of a ratio of this radioac-
tive evidence to the amount present
in the living body makes it possible
to determine how long ago the liv-
ing thing actually died. A

Nomadic People

Samples of charcoal taken from
fireplaces found in the village sites
of the oldest-known Indian groups
in the state and similar samples
from cremation pits used by the
first Indians to become acquainted
with agriculture were sent to the
researchers.

These earliest-known ‘“New York-
ers’”’- were bands of nomadic hunt-
ing and fishing people, according
to the state science service. Later,
their descendants acquired a knowl-
edge of agriculture and the art of
pottery making. Their mode of life
became more complex, finally to
be inherited by the historic Indian
tribes of the state.

Average American Spends

More on Auto Than Rent

CHICAGO, Ill. — The average
American bread - winner spends
more money on the family car each
year than he does on rent.

That may be one reason so many
people have trouble balancing the
family budget.

But Dean Keefer,
safety engineering department of
Lumbermens Mutual Casualty com-
pany, reports that there are at
least two ways to save money on
your car operation.

One good way is to watch the
speed of your driving. On a thou-
sand mile trip, he says, you can
save $12.22 by averaging 45 miles
an hour instead of 55. You can save
$19.36 by driving 35 miles an hour
instead of 55. Lower per mile gas
consumption is the reason.

Keefer’s other money-saving rec-
ommendation is to make repairs
promptly. He says it can be very
expensive in the long run to post-
pone them. Faulty brakes, bad
steering gear, etc. get worse the
longer they are neglected, he points
out, and by not fixing them prompt-
ly you are not only increasing your
eventual repair bill, you are also
inviting a costly accident.

The world’s greatest stairway,
globe travelers agree, climbs Tai
Shan, highest of China’s five sacred
mountains. Tai Shan, in beleaguered
central Shantung, is 25 miles south
of Tsinan, Shantung’s double-walled
and moated capital recently taken
by Communist forces after a three-
month siege.

There are some 6,700 stone steps
in Tai Shan’s shanks’-mare escala-
tor. They ascend only the steeper
rises of the mountain’s 15-miles Pan
Lu, or Pilgrim Way. Untold millions
of pilgrims through 40 centuries
have struggled to the 5,069-foot sum-
mit to worship ‘‘nearest Heaven.”’

The pil-
grims have caused the winding
route to become ever more lined
with holy temples and towers, and
with tea houses and huts to cater
to the swarming humanity. Peace-
time visitors in the spring have oft-
en numbered 10,000 a day. Annual-
1y on October 10, Chinese Repub-
lican day, every schoel child, every
soldier for miles around joins the
worshipers and sightseers climbing
Tai Shan.

The true pilgrim first worships at
ancient Tai Temple, in the walled
village of Taian. He then passes
through the North Gate to start the
mountain ascent past myriad
shrines with flowery names. At each
he gives at least one coin.

U.S. Investing More
In Pupils, Poll Shows

WASHINGTON — The average
cost of sending a pupil to public
school increased from $88 in 1940
to $206 in 1949, or 134 per cent, the
U.S. chamber of commerce report-
ed recently.

However, adjusting the 1940 ex-
pense to the 1949 cost of living dis-
closes a ‘“real increase in invest-
ment per pupil of approximately 37
per cent,” the survey said.

But the national income shot up
faster than school expenditures.
The study, compiled by the cham-
ber’s education committee, said the
percentage of total income devoted
to education dropped from 2.55 per
cent in 1940 to 2.27 in 1949.

The two highest states in terms
of percentage of income spent on
education last year were South Da-
kota with 3.65 per cent, and New
Mexico with 3.6.

The lowest were Missouri with
1.76 per cent, and Massachusetts
with 1.64. .

The highest states in average
pupil expenditure last year were
New York, $312; Montana, $302;
New Jersey, $298, and Connecticut,
$297.

The lowest were Kentucky. $109;
Alabama, $105; Arkansas, $102, and
Mississippi, $73.

Ability t‘o Sleep Deeply
0f Vital Concern to All

While sleep has been an impor-
tant part of the routine of living
since the beginning of time, very
little is actually known about it.
Science has found that during
sleep large muscles relax first,
tiny ones last. The power to make
conscious movements and the sense
of smell go first—then vision, hear-
ing and touch follow in that order.
The metabolic rate becomes slower.

Just recently, Dr. Henry K.
Beecher, Door professor of research
in anaesthesia at Harvard Medical
school, discovered that the transi-
tion from wakefulness to sleep in-
volves the shifting of brain activ-
ity from the back to the frontal
region of the brdin. Dr. Beecher is
continuing his work on the many
other physiological mysteries con-
cerning sleep.

However, what really happens
during sleep is not of nearly so
great concern to most of us as
being able to sleep restfully so
that fatigue and tension can be eli-
minated from our lot of life’s little
problems, Lack of proper sleep is
probably responsible for more per-
sonality changes, more dissension,
‘more failures than any other one
factor.

To ‘‘set the 'stage’” for relaxing
slumber  pays great dividends in
health, success. and enjoyment of
life. It must start with well
constructed, comfortable bedding
which - yields proper support for
correcting fatigue posture. Good
ventilation, quiet, darkness, loose
nightclothes are other important
“props” for setting the stage.

Lesson for November 5, 1950

“Within my earthly temple there’s

a crowd:

FROM some anonymous rhyme-
ster comes this complaint,
which any of us might have truth-
fully written if we had thought
about it. Which is me, anyway? I
seem to have three selves. One is
a2 good deal better
than my everyday
or ordinary self. On
rare occasions he
will do something
or other so good it
surprises even my
best friends — it
“isn’t like me.”
On the other side
s another self
miuich worse than Dr. Foreman
my everyday personality. He too
surprises me by acts or thoughts
so dreadful I am afraid of him and
ashamed too. Yet both these ‘‘other
selves’’ are ‘‘me’ too.
L L .

Life is a Fight
HE TRUTH of the business is
that life, when a man takes it
seriously, is a fight. It is a war
between your best and your worst
self. Your two other-selves are there
every moment, like ghosts, or rath-
er like a bright angel and a dark
one,

It is always possible to be-
come a better man than you
are; also, alas, it is possible to
become far worse than you are.
No man stays the same through
life. He is continually pressing
upward, or plunging downward,
or varying between the two.
There has been only one person,
Christians believe, who actual-
ly fuifilled all the good that was
possible for him. The possibili-
ties for evil in his life remained
only pessibilities—he never let
them come to pass.

The possibilities for good, on the
other hand, became real. His dark
angel remained only a ghost; his
good angel was simply his real
self. At no point in his life was he
forced to say to himself, “I wish I
had . . . I wish I had not.” And
yet, even for him life was a strug-
gle. We do not believe he sinned.
We do believe he was tempted; and
if the temptation was real, then he
could have sinned. No man can be
really tempted to do what he can-
not do. Yes, the Master had his
fight. But the point is: he won.

The Way to Win
CHRISTIANS are not exempt in
this war of good against evil.
We are not “‘carried to the skies on
flowery beds of ease’” any more
than Jesus was. We do not drift into
the Promised Land. We have to
fight our way uphill.

Yet Christians are expected to
win. That is, God stands beside
each Christian in his fight, and
God’s power is for the Chris-
tian’s use. As Saint Paul says,
with each temptation God pro-
vides a ‘““way of escape.” Our
prayer ‘“Lead us not into temp-
tation” can always be answered.
Sometimes it can be answered
by ourselves, That is, we can-
not leave the fight to God.

But we can win as Jesus won:
sometimes by standing and doing
battle where we are, sometimes
simply by leaving temptation be-
hind. For often the best thing to
be done is to retreat. Get as far as
you can from whatever tempts
your worse self. Don’t stand debat-
ing between right and wrong when
you know which is which. Turn your
back on the wrong . . . run, don’t
walk, to the nearest exit!

Is Alcoholism a Disease?
ONE OF the common temptations
of millions at all times is al-
coholism. It is popular to speak of
this as a ‘‘disease;” and yet it is
the only disease of which victims
have actually cured themselves.
Dr. Brady, whose medical col-
umn is well known, reminds us
that nobody ever got over mi-
graine headaches, or heart di-
sease, simply by deciding to be
well. But men and women have
got over aleoholism, essential-
ly by deciding to be well, and
sticking to that decision.
Alcoholics Anonymous; that well-
known group of former victims,
who have been very successful in
helping slaves of this habit te be-
come their best selves, use much
the same methods we find in the
New Testament: (1) staying out of
temptation’s way, (2) overcoming
evil with good; and (3) laying hold
of the ‘“Power, not ourselves, that
makes for righteousness.”

Small Homes Gouncil Dffers
Some Valuable Suggestions

"The 'lowest-cost house can be
as livable and as successfully decor-
ated as a large home, declares the
small homes council at the Univer-
sity of Illinois in issuing a revised
edition of its circular on ‘“Interior
Design.” S

It points out that :“‘interior de-
sign must serve the living habits
of you 'and your family; satisfy
your ideas of comfort, beauty, eco-
nomy, and ease of maintenance;
and satisfy the broader standards
of good design.”

Text of the circular is- by Prof.

James R. Shipley of the art depart-
ment; designs and illustrations are
by William S. Pusey, Small Homes
Council’ artist.

. Among suggestions presented are:

Don’t clutter your rooms with too
much furniture.

Keep conversational groups away
from lines of traffic. Pull chairs
out of far corners; group chairs
toggther.

Place tables and lamps near
Where possible,
make a table and lamp serve two
or more seats.

Hang pictures at eye level.

Furnishings should be similar in
scale to achieve harmony., A small,
spindly end-table looks out of place
beside a ‘large davenport.

Diagonal pieces in corners waste
space.

Strive for ease of maintenance.
Eliminate bric-a-brac, excessive
carving, and anything else that
makes cleaning difficult.

Home Skating Rink

Before attempting to make a back-
yard skating rink by flooding there
should be several inches of frost on
the ground, with the air tempera-
ture well below freezing, 25 degrees
or even lower. , The first water
should be spread very thinly, so
that it will be guickly cooled. If
not, the heat in the water may thaw
the ground in‘one spot, and the rest
of the water will soak into it. Aft-
er ' a good base coat of ice is es-
tablished, apply about an inch of
water and let it freeze on top of
the first layer. Repeat this until
it is thick enough to cover. any
grass or other stubble that might
stick through. 'Apply as little water
as :possible “at one time and don’t
let it zun very long .on any one spot
of the ice

New basic information dealing
with the irregularities of atomic ar-
rangements in solids—believed to be
the key to the study of the strength
of materials—may soon be greatly
increased as a result of recent Rut-
gers university research. Austrian-
born Dr. Alfred J. Reis, research
specialist in the state university’s
bureau of engineering research, and
Sigmund Weissman, his associate,
have used X-rays to produce more
accurate and complete pictures of
these irregularities than ever made
before. The work is being spon-
sored by the office of naval re-
search. e !

Atomic Energy
Turned Directly
To Electricity-

CHICAGO—Scientists have dis-
covered the first practical method
for the direct conversion of atomic
energy into useful electricity. Their
accomplishment, - acclaimed as a
significant advance in nuclear re:
search, -does not involve the use of
boilers, steam-driven dynamos or
other intermediate steps to convert
the one kind of energy into the
other. ; :

The device perfected. for the con-
version of atomic energy is called
a neutron thermometer. As a
mechanical watchdog it enables
atomic furnaces to be run at top
efficiency without danger of explo-
sion.

The thermometer has been used so
far only to harness the atom for the
generation of a feeble current ap-
proximately one-quarter of a watt.

It weighs two ounces, six and a
half inches long and one-half inch
in diameter. It was first installed in
an atomic furnace in 1944. It is
said to be one of the principal de-
vices that enabled the government
vastly to increase its production of
plutonium, an atomic bomb ingre-
dient.

New Measuring Devices

Hundreds of thousands of dollars
have been spent in perfecting the
thermometer to its present state of
efficiency in using what is known
as the Seeback effect to transform
heat into electrical energy.

It will probably be the forerunner
of a host of new type atomic meas-
uring devices, including a dosimeter
to be worn by civilians for measur-
ing the amount of lethal radiation to
which they have been exposed in an
atomic bomb explosion.

Because the new detection devices

will generate their own current they
will need no batteries or periodic
re-charging such as are required by
present day’ifistruments. These are
regarded +ag‘' too complicated for
civilian use in the event of atomic
attack. 3 3! :
. When used to ‘control atomic’ fur-
naces several of the new thermome-
ters are inserted directly into the
invisible ‘fires of atom-smashing de-
vices. There'they: spot check atomic
combustion: at .various peints and
levels within the furnace. 3

Wires -‘leading from ' the ther-
mometers run outside the furnace
and- carry the electrical current
generated by 'the instruments.

Reduce Furnace Size

This electrical energy, which is
directly prgportionated to the ef-
ficiency of the atomic fires, oper-
ates control instruments for speed-
ing up or lowering the atomic reac-
tion at any point in the furnace.

The new thermometers will re-
place older regulating mechanisms
that relayed their signals through
another set of electronic controls.

Conceivably the new thermome-
ter, it is estimated, can help reduce
atomic furnaces to less' than one-
fifth their present gize. It also is
presumed that the instrument is one
of the key factors on which A.E.C.
scientists are said to be depending
in their previously announced ef-
forts to build an atomic furnace
small enough t6 power a submarine.

United States formally handed back
69 battle flags to Mexico.

Captured in the
war of 1846-1847, the flags had been
at West Point military academy
ever since.

President Miguel Aleman, flanked
by his military staff, accepted the
flags as Ambassador Walter Thur-
ston read a message from Presi-
dent Truman that said the flags
were returned with assurance of
“friendship, understanding, respect
and peace.”
