SALT LAKE CITY (A P ) — Jerry 
Wilkerson used to fancy himself a 
pretty good moonshiner. Now a non- 
drinker, he’s still touting the merits of 
home-brewed alcohol — to put in a 
car’s gas tank

He’s starting out on a campaign to 
urge Americans to build solar stills, 
at about $22 each, which he .says can 
fill their tanks with alcohol for as 
little as to cents a gallon.

“ I got tired of cussing the govern­
ment and cussing the oil companies 
and blaming other people for my 
problems,”  said Wilkerson, 43, of 
Levafl, Utah. -----

He says he developed his do-it-your­
self plan as “ a way of getting the 
nation out of the control of the oil-pro­
ducing nations.”

He has been gi$#ig lectures on his 
ideas, and plans to begin a cross­
country lecture tour later this month, 
traveling In a pickup truck that runs 
primarily on alcohol.

Minor engine conversions allow the 
truck to run on alcohol or gas. It has 
two gas tanks. Wilkerson switches to 
regular fuel to start the engine, be­
cause alcohol doesn't create enough _ 
vapor pressure.

Wilkerson doesn’t self the solar

stills. He doesn'Leven own a patent on 
the model he carries around.41e asks 
for voluntary contributions at his lec­
tures, but says he doesn’t get many.

Wilkerson, a retired Navy man and

father of eight, said he developed his 
moonshining skills making com li­
quor In the woods of North Caro­
lina.

“ In the Navy, we brewed up a little 
applejack and raisin brandy,”  he 
said. “ I ’ve been living around home­
made alcohol for a long time.”

Wilkerson, who dropped out of col­
lege engineering courses after three 
years, said he has written mayors 
across the country to line up his lec-  ̂
ture tour. '  ^

BEIRUT, Lebanon (A P ) — .Syrian air force jets 
patrolled the sky over "Beirut t(>day as a cease-fire 
arranged by the U.N. pi‘acekeeping command si 
lenced Israeli and Palestinian guns after four days ol 
the heaviest fighting in southern Lebanon in more 
than a year, U.N. and Palestinian spokesmen said.

Four .Soviet-built MiG-21 fighters streaked over the 
city shortly after midday. Yasser Arafat's Palestine 
Liberation Organization said the Syrians were flying 
“ protective patrol missions, guarding against new 
enemy air strikes."

It was the second consecutive day .Syrian jets 
appeared in the sky over the Lebanese capital. Israeli 
jets buzzed PLO headquarters in Beirut and refugee 
camps on the outskirts of the city on Wednesday, 
sparking the first fly over of Syrian fighters.

Observers said the Syrfan air patrols wppt'ared to 
herald closer cooperation between .Syria and the PLO, 
Israel’s most militant foes.

A U.N. spokesman said the_cea.se-fire went into 
effect Wednesday night and was holding today.

Israel agreed to stop air, naval and artillery attacks 
on guerrillas based in southern Lebanon in exchange 
for a cessation of cross-border Palestinian riK'ket 
attacks aimed at Jewish settlements in northern 
Israel, the U.N. spokesman said

However, Palestinian sources said the Palestine 
Lib(>ration Organization insisted it would continue 
operations by its members basedinside Israel.

The Palestinian command said Israeli air, naval 
and artillery strikes killed 10 more Pale.stinians and 
Lebanese Wi^dnesday, the fourth day of Israeli attacks 
against Palestinian positions.

The PLO said a total of 27 Palestinians were killed in 
the four days of Israeli attacks in retaliation for the 
deaths of four Israelis in a terrorist raid .Sunday 
lA'banese provincial authorities put the overall toll at 
about 60 Palestinians and Lebanese killed.

The PLO said most of Wednesday’s casualties were

in refugee camps around the southern Lebanese coast­
al city of Tyre, 50 miles south of Beirut, and in the 
guerrilla-controlledtown of Nabatiyeh, 30 miles In­
land.

A PLO commanique said Israeli jets pounded Tyre 
and refugee camps around ft after Israeli gunboats 
shelled the city. Long range artillery inside the Israi'li 
frontier with Lebanon also hit Tyre and Nabatiyeh, 
the Pl.O said. —

Local authorities said later Wednesday the Israeli 
gunboats returned and shelled the coastal city of 
.Sidon, between Tyre and Beirut No casualty figures 
were reported.

The L(‘banese officials said more than 40,000 Leba­
nese fled north to escape the punishing four-day-old 
cycle of attacks and counterattacks, Israel's must 
intensive campaign in the area since it invaded 
southern Lebanon in March 1978 to avengt* the killing 
of 35 Israelis in a guerrilla raid north of Tel Aviv.

Many of the refugees sought sanctuary in mosques, 
churches, .schcKil buildings and Palestinian refugee 
camps in towns and villages along the Mediterranean 
coast. Refugees who arrived in Beirut Wednesday. 
sp<‘nt the night in the buses and trucks that brought 
them to the capital

An Associated Press correspondent and photugra 
pher caught in an artillery barrage at 'Tyrt‘ said 
Lt'banese Christian militiamen, armed and trained by 
Israel, shelled the city from batteries in their newly 
priK'laimed state of “ Free I.ebanon" on the I.ebanese 
side of the border with Israel, .some 15 miles away.

In Tel Aviv, the Israeli military command said 
Wednesday's attacks came after Palestinian border 
positions iobbed nn-kets into northern Israel, injuring 
three Israelis and damaging some crops and power 
lines.

The PLO said its forces fired the rockets In reprisal 
for earlier “ naval, air and artillery attacks against

He admits he'll have to buy some 
gasoline along the way, but he’s going 
to try to run mostly on alcohol.

He's publishing a book on how to 
make fuel in your backyard. It points 
out that a federal permit is required 

‘ and that chemicals must be added so 
the alcohol.can't be drunk. . ‘

Wilkerson claims hi solar still — a 
three-by-six-foot wooden box with a 
glass top — can produce five gallons 
of alcohol a day from fermented 
sugar beets or other vegetation with a 
high sugar content, l l ie  fermenting 
cap be done in old oTT drums.

Other materials used in the still 
include plastic pipe and dark burlap. 
The fermented liquid soaks the burlap 
and the dark material absorbs heat 
from the sun. Alcohol evaporates 
from the solution and then condenses 
on the glass and trails down to a 
container.

Wilkerson acknowledges the temp­
tation might be great to use the stills 
illegally. “ The answer is self-polic­
ing,”  he said. “ You can bet that if I 
find anyone using one of these things 
for moonshining. I ’d turn him In.”

. WA.SHINGTON (A P ) — Consumer 
prices inrrea.sed another I percent in 
March, led by sharply higher prices 
for food, housing, clothing and gaso­
line, the government said today.

It said gasoline prices rose 3.8 p<-r- 
cent, the largest monthly jump in 
neariy four years Both housing and 
food costs were up by 1 percent

The March increase in the Consum­
er Price Index, which followed a 1.2 
percent rise in February, means that 
the nation's 35 million 5>orial Security 
recipients will receive a 9.9 percent 
increase in benefits to offset the im­
pact of inflation in the past year, 
officials said

The average benefit will be in- 
ĉ rea.sed by about $25, to $283 a month 
Che<ks reflecting increases will go 
out beginning in July.

Although the increase in the Con­
sumer Price Index was less than in 
February, it was still at a level that 
endangers the success of the Carter 
administration's anti-inflation pro­
gram

Prices during the first three months 
of 1979 increasi^ at an annual rate of 
13 percent, the highest quarterly rise 
in 44 years and far above the admin­
istration's target for this year of 7.4 
p gw ir t  ------------ - r

The Increase for the 12-month perT 
od ending in March was 10.2 percent.

One of President Carter’s top infla­
tion advisers, Barry Bosworth, told 
The Associated Press Wednesday 
that if inflation dues not begin to 
cool soon, |t Is. likely to get much 
worse as workers demand steadily 
higher wages to keep pace with stead­
ily rising prices.

At a Democratic fund-raising din­
ner in Bedford, N.H., Wednesday 
night. Carter also warned of further 
price increases.

“ Infialion is bad and it will be' 
months at the very least before it gets 
substantially better,”  the president 
.said. “ Frankly, we will continue to 
see discouraging price figures coming 
out for .some time to come.”

In Its report today, the Labor De­
partment said workers’ spendable 
earnings dropped another 0.1 per- 
cent$oin Marchbecauwe of rising In­
flation. That raised the total lost buy­
ing power of paychecksO)n! the last 
year to an even 2 percent.

The department gave this break­
down on priCe increases fpr various 
categmries In March, compared with 
the previous month, followed by the 
total increase over.the 12 months 
from March 1978:" .

— Food and beverages 1 percent, 
down from 1.6 percent In February 
and up 12.5 percent for the 12-month 
period.

— Housing 1 percent, down from 1.3 
in February and up 10.6 percent for 
the year.

— Apparel and upkeep 1.5 percent, 
up from 0.3 in February and up 5 
percent for the^year.

. — Transportation 1.2 percent, up 
from i.l piTcenI in February and an 
increa.se of 10.1 p«*m*nl for the year

There also were increa.ses in the 
price of eggs, pork, fresh fruits and 
dairy pn»ducts However, prices for 
fresh vegelable.s declined sharply, re 
fleeting an im rease in supplies of 
lettuce and tomatoes because of im 
provt^d weather conditions, the de­
partment said.

Homesteatd exemption 
deadline drawing near

Midland homeowners have until 
M(»nday to file fur a tMimestead ex 
emption on their school taxes, ac­
cording to Virgil Junes, city tax as­
sessor-collector

About 18,000 to 20,000 homeowners 
are eligible fur the $5,000 exemption 
on their taxes, Jimes said Wednesday 
To be eligible, the resident must live 
in the home they are claiming 

- Persons who have not filed, should 
go to the lax office on the second floor 
of City Hall, he said. The resident 
must sign an affidavit claiming he is 
owner of the property described in the 
appropriate space, and that it was his 
residential homestead on Jan I, 1979 

He al.so must promise not to claim a 
residence homestead on any other 
property for this year 

Anyone giving raise information on 
the affidavit will be subject to perjury 
laws of the state of Texas, Jones 
said

Based oii the current school tax rate 
of $1.20, the property owner will re­
ceive about a $45 cut in his school 
taxes. That figune could change, 
Jones noted, if the school district's

board of trustees decide to change the 
tax rate

To obtain the $45 figure, Jones lakes 
the $5,000 exemption, figures out the 
75 p«Tcent asses.sed value, then multi 
plies that by $1 20

The exemption is part of the Tax 
Amendment Relief package passed 
by the voters in the November gener­
al election Regulations on adminis 
tering the Exemption come from the 
.School ^ a x  Assessnu'ltt F r ic l fe e  
Board

Multiplying the $45 figure by 20,000 
homeowners, which is the estimated 
numlxT of homeowners, gives about 
$900,000 from the school tax income 
in the budget Rut June's said the state 
is reimbursing the school districts for 
the lost money

This exemption should be an added 
boost not )Kily for all homeowners, but 
a second windfall for homeowners 65 
years of age or older.

.Senior Midlanders already are enti­
tled to an exemption of $6,000 based 
on .the assessed value of their home, 
according to Jones.

The aecretary of state's office has a file an inch thick with names and 

addresses of people wanting a shot at the White House by way of the 
primary, still more than a year away.

**I kind of started this file as a Joke.”  said Elections Administrative 
Secretary Penny Ysursa. paging through letters and photographs from 
potential candidates. “ Since 1976,1 would say we get at least 90^  the.se a 
year.”

She said many of those entering the primary, set for the third Tuesday 
of May I9S0, also are listed in other primary states

General Magniflro mailed a picture showing herself decked out in a 
black uniform with medals. She claims to be commanding general of the 
Marine Corps and deputy president of the United States, among other 
things.

Some list their campaign platforms The National Statesman Party, for 
exam ple, l i  promoted by Jthn Sprague o f Boise. He wants to 
put the country on the gold standard and (hint $20 coins emblazoned with 
likenesses of Gens. Douglas MacArthur and George Patton

He's promoting Anita Bryant and Evel Knievel as running mates and 
would ban liquor, tobacco farming. Sunday sports and almost all Sunday 
television, save for several hours of Christian programming.

Sprague also wants to clean up the state of Nevada, which has been 
"aiding and abetting our Communist enemy by contributing to the delin­
quency of our nation.”

The party's motto: “ Return mom to the kitchen and the fireside, bum 
thoae credit cards now'”

Then there's the platform proposed by Ira R Waggoner, an indepen 
dent from Champaign. III. He would ban all university sports, lower 
gasoline prices to 2$ cents per gallon, graze cattle on Icebergs and occupy 
Mexico with an army.

Despite their efforts, there ire  only two ways candidates can get on the 
ballot. Secretary of State Pete Cenarrusa may list them after consulting 
election officers of other states. Or a candidate may acquire signatures 
equaling 3 percent of the number of votes Idahoans cast In the last presi- 
dmtial election. That means candidates would need 10,322 signatures.

"We Just send them the Information about getting on the ballot and 
never hear from most of them again,”  Mrs. Ysursa said.

That didn't work with Tom Alioto of San Francisco. He claimed Idaho's 
election laws unconstitutionally deny him his right to candidacy. But he's 
Invited the state to settle out of court.

Jury deliberates punishment 
of life or death for Cuevas

HOUSTON (A P ) — A Jury of six 
-  men and six women, after three hours 

of discussion Wednesday, were to re­
sume deliberations today to decide If 
Ifnaclo Cuevas, accused of causing 
the death of a hosUge during a prison 
uprising five vears ago, should get life 
la Jail or die by lethal injection.

The Jury already has convicted 
Cuevas of capital murder and now It 
must decide the punishment, as so-or­
dered in Texas state courts.

It took four hours and 20 minutes for 
the Jury to decide on the guilty ver­
dict. It la expected to take far longer 
for the punishment decision.

In the fldal arguments, defense at­
torney Will Gray portrayed Cuevas as 
■ stupid, unfortunate paw of Fred 
Gomex Carrato the ll-day prison 
slefe, longest In U.S. penal history, 
and the escape that left two convicts 
and two hoeuges dead.

Gray teid, " I  don’t know if It will be 
of any consequence that he (Cuevas) 
is stupid, and that he had an IQ of 70. 
But no matter what you do to Mr. 
Cuevas, you are not going to keep 
some oiber miagutded, stupid man 
from committing violence.”

Walker County District Attorney
Mard Ward, the chief prOlecutor,
said,^"Carrasco never could have

carried out his escape attempt with­
out help and there is his willing help,”  
as he pointed to an Cuevas, expres­
sionless behind his black horned- 
rimmed glasses.

(^levs, Carrasco and Rudolpho Do­
minguez took over the education 
building in a prison unit called The 
Walls in the summer of 1974. They 
held it for II days and then attempted 
to escape behind a moveable shield of 
lawbooks, chalkboards and hostages.

Carrasco and Dominquez were shot 
to death.

Two of the 11 hostages, prison li­
brarians Julia Standley and Elizabeth 
Beseda, were shot to death.

Cuevas is accused of causing the 
death of Mrs. Standley, althou^ tes- 

itlmony and evidence has shown she 
died from bullets fired by the convict 
Dominquet.

The short, stocky Cuevas was con­
victed of capital murder and sen­
tenced to death In 1975.

After almost four years on death 
row he was granted a new trial by the 
Texas Court o f Criminal Appeals, 
which citied a Judicial error as the 
reason.

During tbe first hours of the punish­
ment phase deliberations, the Jury 
asked only for the records of Cuevas’ 
behavior in prison.

Two bodies found in hostage's apartment
Suspect k illed  in shootout a fter standoff with police

SAN DIEGO (AP ) — The bodies of a 
woman, stabbed through the heart 
with a kitchen knife, and her 4-year- 
old daughter, who had been stran­
gled, were found in the home of a 
psychologist held hostage by a Nigeri­
an exchange student, police said.

The student, Newman Augustine 
Osebor of Lagos, Nigeria, was shot 
and killed Thursday on an interstate 
highway after a 3!4-hour standoff 
with police, authorities say.

"M y life was for them,”  cried Alejo 
Puentes Wednesday after the bodies 
of his wife, Candelaria, and daughter, 
Norma, were removed from the home 
of Richard E. Townsend. “ They were 
the best, they were fantastic. How 
could anyone do this to a little girl and 
her mother?”

Mrs. Puentes, 24, had worked as a 
maid for Townsend, a criminal psy­
chologist.

Police said Townsend was abducted 
Wednesday at gunpoint, forced to 
withdraw money from a bank and

held hostage by Osebor.
The 2^-year-old Osebor was fatally 

shot by police after holding Townsend 
hostage in the doctor’s sports car on 
Interstate 8. Town.send was unhurt in 
the .shooting.

Police spokesman Bill Robinson 
said Osebor once had lived in Town­
send’s home and may have used a 
.45-caliber automatic pistol the doctor 
reported stolen from his home on 
Tuesday.

Townsend’s estranged wife, Su­
zanne, had contacted police early 
Wednesday to say she was concerned 
over her husband’s doctor-patient re­
lationship with Osebor, Robinson 
said.

Coroner’s Deputy Douglas Haggin 
said Mrs. Puentes was stabbed 
through the heart with a kitchen knife 
that was found in the body, while her 
daughter was strangled. Police would 
not confirm whether Osebor was the 
killer.

Police forced Townsend’s car off

the freeway after receiving an alarm 
shortly before noon from a Point 
Loma branch of San Diego Tru'/^t & 
Savings.

Townsend had gone to his home 
early Wednesday, discovered Osebor 
there and was forced at gunpoint to 
drive to the bank where he withdrew 
less than $1,000, authorities said. Ose­
bor waited outside in the car, aiming 
a gun into the bank.

'The California Highway Patrol 
blocked off a six-mile stretch of nor­
mally bustling Interstate 8 from Cali­
fornia 163 to the intersection of Inter­
state 5, causing a traffic jam.

Special weapons officers trained 
high-powered rifles and shotguns on 
Osebor during the ordeal as he chain­
smoked cigarettes and refused police 
demands to surrender his pistol and 
free the doctor.

Finally, the two men embraced and 
shook hands. A few minutes later, 
Osebor pushed open the passenger 
door of the car and toss^ out his

jacket before backing out of the vehi­
cle — his gun still trained on Town­
send.

Seconds later, Osebor spun around 
and fired a shot at police, who re­
turned a burst of seven shots that cut 
him down.

A spokeswoman at Mercy Hospital 
said Osebor was dead on arrival of* 
multiple gunshot wounds to the head 
and chest.

He was in this country on a track 
scholarship at the U n it^  States In­
ternational University, said Al Pal- 
miotto, the school’s vice president for 
student affairs.

_ “ He came highly prai.sed from Ni­
geria as a potential Olympian”  and 
was studying with USIU track coach 
Bob Beamon, the world record holder 
for the long jump, Palmiotto said. 
Osebor had competed earlier this 
year at the nationally televised San 
Diego Invitational Track Meet.

Sandbags have become the last 
barrier of defense for thousands of 
Minnesota and North Dakota resi­
dents struggling to contain the flood 
swollen Red River.

One million sandbags have been 
slapped into 16 miles of dikes in East 
Grand Forks, Minn., papulation 8,400, 
and Its sister city. Grand Forks. N.D.. 
population 54,000. The dikes, plugged 
daily by volunteers, stand a l ^ l  one 
fool above the murky floodwalers.

The Red had been expected to crest 
early this week, but the National 
Weather Service said Wednesday a 
record peak of 49.5 feet would not 
come until Saturday. The Red was at 
49 02 feet late Wednesday.

The delayed crest means added 
pressure on the dikes, and on the 
people, said Jay Graba, a coordinator 
of the Grand Forks flood control cen­
ter. “ It Just means we’ve got to tight­
en our belts and watch the dikes 
another three days,”  he said.

Sand was rushH Wednesday to 3,- 
000 marooned residents of The Point, 
a l^-mile-long strip of land at the 
confluence of the R H  River and Red 
Lake River.

Food, medical supplies and other 
necessities also arrived by Coast 
Guard launch.

The Red and its tributaries formed 
lakes up to 15 miles wide north of East 
Grand Forks, engulfing scores of 
farm homes and isolating towns.

In the South, the crest of Missis­
sippi’s flooded Pearl River was ex­
pected to start pushing into the Gulf of 
Mexico todai, and officials predicted 
the waters could claim a new victim 
— the Gulf Coast fishing industry.

Shrimp and oysters were threa­
tened by the gush of freshwater into 
the gulf, the officials said.

Alabama state health officials or­
dered a halt to oyster harvesting 
along the coast W^nesday because 
floodwalers were believed to be car­
rying a high bacteria count to oys- 
terhbeds.

" I t ’s going to hurt fishing and the 
oysters and it's going to ruin shrimp­
ing,”  said Robert Boudin, (^vil De­
fense Director of Hancock Cfounty, 
Miss. "Oysters, for example, have to 
have a certain amount of fresh water 
and a certain amount of salt water — 
they can’t have too much of either or 
they’ll die.

’T m  afraid we aren’t going to see 
any oysters around here for a long 
time,”  Boudin said.

In Mississippi counties .where the 
Pearl already has |rested. Wednes­

day was a grim homecoming day for 
residents displaced since Good Fri­
day by the muddy waters.

Marion County Civil Defen.se Direc­
tor Jim Thornhill said citizens re­
turned to their homes near Columbia 
as the Pearl dropped from .Sunday’s 
27.8-foot crest to Wednesday’s 25.9. 
That left the river about 9 feet above 
the 17-fool flood stage

‘T v e  seen people crying when all 
they find is mud and snakes,”  Thorn­
hill said. "W e 've  still got houses 
under water by the car loads, includ­
ing in the Morgantown area north of 
here.”

The full crest of the Pearl River 
should reach the Gulf sometime F'ri- 
day, the weather service said 

As water levels in the Columbia 
area dropped, extensive damage to 
hundreds of homes was being ex­
posed, Thornhill said Downtown Co­
lumbia was no longer threatened, 
however, and stores were open for 
shoppers returning to the city, he 
saief

mph winds forced Floridians in Dade

House kills alien ownership bill
AUSTIN, Texas (A P ) — Foreign 

land ownership is good for the United 
States, Rep Bob Davis says, and the 
Texas House apparently agrees.

House m em bers  vo ted  77-65 
Wednesday to kill a bill (HB431) that 
would pn^ibit future purchases of 
T e x a s  a g r ic u l t u r a l  land  by 
foreigners.

The sponsor. Rep Pele Patterson. 
D-Brookston, said creeping foreign 
ownership of agricultural land had 
become "a  serious problem in our 
state.”

“ If there is one thing we take pride 
in, it is our country. This bill is an 
attempt to see it remains free and in 
the hands of the American people," 
Patterson said.

He suggested that foreigners could 
grow fo ^  on Texas land, store it and 
ship it to their homelands while 
Texans suffered a food shortage.

“ If we come to allow foreign owner­
ship of these lands,... we will in a few 
years wind up in a country that 
doesn't belong to us,”  Patterson 
said.

Davis, R-Irving, said, however, 
there were numerous benefits from 
purchases of Texas farm land by 
foreigners.

In fart, he said, a policy of en­
couraging foreigners to buy land 
would be "a wise one which we in this 
country should support.”

He said it would strengthen the 
dollar since foreigners would be 
spending their dollars from American 
trade on land and not exchanging 
them for gold.

Gacy due to stand trial this fall 'Foreign demand for agricultural 
land also sustains property values, 
Davis added.

CHICAGO (A P ) — John Wayne 
Gary Jr., charged with more murders 
than any one person in the nation’s 
history, probably will go on trial this 
fall, a Circuit Court judge says.

Attorneys for the 37-year-old Gacy 
entered an innocent plea Wednesday 
to new charges that he killed 26 young 
men and boys.

Gacy had been indicted in January 
on seven counts of murder to which he 
entered pleas of innocent through his 
lawyers. He was indicted Monday on 
charges of 26 other killings.

The names of only nine of the 26 
victims listed in Monday’ s indict­
ments are known.

Judge Richard J. Fitzgerald read 
each indictment as Gacy, in custody 
four months and now considerably 
thinner and sporting a newly grown 
beard, stood ^ fo re  him for arraign­
m ent. D e fen se  a tto rn e y  Sam 
Amirante entered a plea of innocent 
to each count.

After entering the plea before Flti-

gera ld , Gacy was transferred to 
Judge Loilis B. Garippo’s courtroom 
for a hearing on pretrial motions re­
la ted  to the Jan u ary  m u rder 
charges.

Garippo ordered attorneys for Gacy 
to respond to pretrial motions in the 
case by June 1 and set the hearing 
date for July 16 to review the status of 
pending motions. He said that he also 
would like to set a trial date at that 
time, possibly for next fall.

Gacy’s home, in an unincorporated 
area northwest of Chicago, has been 
demolished and the entire grounds 
graded over.

Twenty-nine bodies were found 
buried under his home and on the 
grounds. The other four were pulled 
from the Illinois and Des Plaines 
rivers.

A psychiatric examination by the 
state weeks ago reported Gacy com­
petent to stand trial. State’s Attorney 
Bernard Carey has said he will seek 
the death penalty when Gacy goes on 
trial. ^

in Pecos River water dispute
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SANTA FE. N.M. (A P ) 
— New Mexico has won a 
preliminary victory over 
Texas in a court battle 
over the meaning of the 
Pecos R iver Compact 
but a final decision is 
years away, according to 
R ichard  Sim m s, the 
state engineer’s chief at­
torney.

Because the case is a 
dispute between two 
states, Texas suing New 
Mexico In 1974, the U.S. 
Supreme Court has origi­
nal Jurisdiction. Texas Is 
cla im ing New Mexico 
owes it a 27-year accu­
mulated debt of 1.6 mil­
lion acre-feet of Pecos 
River water.

The court appointed a 
special master, 10th U.S. 
Circuit Judge Jean Brel- 
tenstein of Denver, to sit 
at a trial of the case. The

Supreme Court's eventu­
al decision will be based 
on Breitenstein's final 
report.

On Feb. 2 the Judge 
issued a preliminary re­
port on some of the initial 
questions in the case. 
Simms said the report 
upheld New M exico ’ s 
theory of the 1948 com­
pact.

The Judge gave both 
states opportunity to file 
objections to the prelimi­
nary report and on Tues­
day heard oral argu­
ments on the objections. 
He overruled the objec­
tions of both states.

Simms, who partici­
pated in the D enver 
hearing Tuesday, said 
that part of the ruling 
was "a victory for New 
Mexico”  because it Indi­
cates the Feb. 2 conclu­

sions on the initial ques­
tions will stand.

’ ’But certain other as­
pects of the decision re­
main unclear,”  Simms 
conceded. The Judge re­
tracted portions of the 
70-page Feb. 2 report as 
to 11 specific engineer 
Issues, Simms not^.

Dr. Rushing speaks 
to Downtown Lions

Educator and college administrator Dr. Joe B. 
Rushing was guest speaker Wednesday noon at the 
weekly luncheon meeting of the Downtown Lions 
Club.

Rushing, a native West Texan, has since 1965 
been president of the Tarrant County Junior College 
System. He was named ’ ’Educator of the Year”  by 
the Press Club of Fort Worth in 1975.

He told Lions Club 
members of a trip he made in recent years to 
Taiwan In his capacity as a Rotary Club official.

“ It is easy for us to hear news of internation­
al events and international politics, but to for­
get that it Is living, breathing people such as 
you and I who are greatly affected by interna­
tional politics,”  he said.

The educator told of the gains in education, 
health care and economics made by the people of 
the Taiwanese Chinese Republic In the past 20 to 
90 years, and pointed out that the republic had re­
ceived no U.S. aid, except military aid, in the 
last 15 years.

Now, though, since mainland (or Communist) 
China has been recognized by the U.S. Government 
as the “ official”  Chinese government. “ What hap­
pens to the 17 million people of Taiwan who have 
been close friends of the U.S.?,“  he asked.
-Without arguing the pros or cons of the U.S. 

government’s decision to recognize Communist 
China, Rushing said, “ We must consider the fact that 
our foreign poHry Witt hare an effect on many people 
throughout the world, even though we as Americans 
are not actively involved in our foreign policy or in 
the making of it.”

M rs. Phillips is a charter 
m em ber of Midland Altrusa and 
served the chapter as president in 
llSS-54 after having chaired all of 
its com^nittees. She also has been 
ac t i v e  at dist rict  snd in­
ternational levels.

But her activities are not and 
have not been limited solely to 
Altrusa. She has done so many 
things for so many persons here 
and elsewhere through the years 
that it would be impossible to list 
them all. Most of her good deeds, 
p a rt ic u la r ly  in help ing un- 
derpriviliged youths and others, 
hava baen done quietly and 
without fanfare.

S h e  r e c e i v e d  a n o t h e r  
noteworthy honor a number of 
years ago when the Midland 
Exchange Club recognised her for 
her good deeds and inscribed her 
nam e in its “ Book of Golden 
Deeds.”

A native West Texan, Mrs. 
Phillips was born on a_ranch near 
Anson. She attended Simmons 
College, Abilene; Judson College, 
M a r i o n ,  A l a . ,  and Ge o r g e  
W a s h i n g t o n  U n i v e r s i t y ,  
Washington, D.C. She msrried the 
late H .N . Phillips in 1123, and they 
resided at Raton, N .M . for a time 
before moving to Midland in 1921. 
M r. and Mrs. Phillips owned and 
operated an electrical business 
here for many years.

Since her retirement from  
active business. Mrs. Phillips has 
devoted practically all of her time 
to Altrusa and to doing historical 
research and writing for the 
M i d l a n d  County  Hi s to r i ca l

S o c i e t y ,  M i d l a n d  C o u n t y  
Historical Commission and the 
Perm ian  Historical Society. She 
presently is engaged in gathering 
inform ation and assisting in 
writing the history of Midland 
County. She also aided in com­
piling information and writing the 
history of the First Baptist 
Church of Midland, of which she is 
a m em ber and former Sunday 
School teacher.

It is said that Mrs Phillips 
knows  m ore about Midland  
County and its pioneer residents 
than any other one person, 
b e c a u s e  o f  her  ex t e ns i v e  
historical research. Due to her 
untiring efforts, most of the un­
marked graves  in Fai rview  
Cem etery have been identified 
and proper markers erected.

H er interest, enthusiasm and 
determination also have been 
shared with the Midland County 
Public L ibrary, and she was in­
strumental in the organisation of 
Friends of the Library.

Yes, the honoree of this special 
day has been unusually busy, and 
rem ains busy, in the building of a 
better Midland for today and 
tom orrow, while at the same time 
recording the history of the 
Midland and Midlanders oTyears 
gone by.

It all boils down to the fact that 
Ada Phillips cares about people 
and Is anxious to serve them and 
their particular needs wherever 
and whenever possible.

M ayor Angelo summed it up 
very well in his proclamation:

“ Her (Mrs .  Phillips) character 
and leadership, her foresight and 
wisdom have been an inspiration 
to those with whom she has been 
associated, having made herself 
a v a i l a b l e  to f r i e n d s  and  
organisations, showing sincere 
interest and concern for each.”

WASHINGTON — Id a real sense, 

the petroleum potentates are waging 
economic warfare against the world. 
By manipulating oil production and 
prices, the exporting countries have 
inflicted severe economic damage 
upon the importing countries.

But it's not merely a question of 
dollars; the impact must also be 
measured in human misery The 
casualties are the faceless men. 
women and children who endure the 
gnawing pains of hunger while they 
pray for help and hope for death. For 
oil has become as essential to human 
survival as food and water.

More than SOO million people are 
dangling desperately on the edge of 
starvation Each oil price-rise drives 
up the cost of living and pushes more 
people off the edge. The rest sit and 
wait, with distended stomachs, 
shriveled limbs and running sores.

The oil ministers secretly agreed 
last month to cnrttll production, keep 
supplies scarce and permit premium 
pricing. This means the oil sheikdoms 
can ignore the announced I percent 
price increase and charge whatever 
the market will bear.

The United States imports most oT 
its M iddle East oil from Saudi Arabia, 
which can pump 10 million barrels a 
day. The Saudis agreed to cut back 
production to I.S million barrels. The 
United States also buys 45 percent of 
Libya's oil. The Libyans, whose wells 
have a daily capacity of 5 million 
barrels, will hold down production to 
around 2 million barrels.

Most of the oil sheikdoms are 
planning similar restrictions. This 
will create a contrived oil shortage 
and cause a scramble for the scarce 
supplies.

Perhaps the most outspoken

champion of the oil gouge has been 
Libya's dictator Muammar Qaddafi. I 
questioned him about his oil policy 
during a recent visit to Tripoli. He 
responded by comparing U.S. farms 
with Arabian oil wells. “ Many people 
in the world are hungry,”  he said, 
“ and they have great need for your 
wheat, barley,food.”

He is quite correct that both food 
and energy are urgently needed by 
the world's deprived people. But 
unlike the oil cartel, the United States 
has not rigged grain prices. During 
th« past deeada, the world popwlatioa 
has increased 20 percent but food 
production has gone up only 2 and a 
half percent. Yet the United States 
has not taken economic advantage of 
the tightening food supply.

In 1973, a bushel of wheat and a 
barrel of oil cost about the same — 
around $3. The oil potentates have 
arbitrarily raised the price of crude to 
tlS per barrel, and higher. In con­
trast, the price of wheat today is 
about 93.

Not only the underdeveloped 
countries but the oil nations are 
dependent upon U.S. grain. In 1171, 
the United States shipped close to 5.3 
Btntoo tons of wheat and flour to the 
oil-producing nations. This con­
stituted over M percent of the wheat 
consumption in the Middle East oil 
nations.

For this vital food, the oil nations 
paid 9669 million — merely a drop in 
the barrel compared to the nearly 940 
billion that the United States shelled 
out for 3 billion barrels of imported 
oil.

But if the oil squeeie is painful for 
Americans, it is fatal for hundreds of 
thousands of impoverished people 
who esn't afford the relentless price 
surge.

If President Carter sticks with the 
foolish, narn>w approach to Africa 
which U N. Ambassador Andrew 
Young espouses, then U.S. policy is 
flMvribund indeed. Young is charmed 
by slick characters like Nkomo and 
Mugabe, just as CBS’s Dan Rather 
was on Sixty Minutes’ last week. Both 
should go out and see photos or the 
bodies of all the men, women and 
children the.se charming butchers 
have killed over the years.

The vast majority’ of these bodies 
are black, just as were the vast ma 
jority of those people who voted in last 
week’s Rhodeiarl elections.

Perhapi the itory can belt be told 
by contraiting two countriei, one an 
oil producer, the other an oil con­
sumer. Kuwait ii a parched desert — 
6,000 square miles of sand and lun 
stretched over a sea of petroleum.

The oil development has been 
largely completed; the derricks, pipe 
and machinery are in place. All the* 
Kuwaitis need to do is turn the valves. 
Last year, an estimated 700 million 
barrels of oil gushed into seagoing 
tankers, and about 910 billion was 
returned to the royal treasury.

This has given Kuwait’s 1- ■ tllion 
people, half of them foreigners 
helping to build up the country, the 
world’s highest per capita income — 
913,960 a year. Yet there are still 
enough petro-dollars left over to 
provide them with free telephones, 
medical care, food subsidies and low- 
income housing..

They have transformed squalid 
fishing villages into modern com­
munities, complete with air- 
conditioned buildings and Kentucky 
Fried Chicken stands.

In the United States and Europe, 
the Kuwaitis have invested in blue- 
chip stocks and bonds, including 
General Motors, Eastfnan Kodak and 
IBM. They have purchased hundreds 
of millions of dollars' worth of real 
estate, ranging from Kiawah Island 
off the South Carolina coast to the 
Hilton Hotel complex in Atlanta.

The Kuwaitis have oil reserves to 
last 100 years. Yet they are holding 
down production to little more than 
half their 3.5 million barrel daily 
capacity. This has enabled them to 
raise their price 9190 per barrel 
above the announced level.

In contrast, Bangladesh is a flat, 
fertile, almost marshy plain, a piece 
of earth abused by man and nature. 
Its 95.5 million people are bedeviled 
by oppressive humidity, monsoon 
rains and cyclones.

The clouds that move in from the 
Bay of Bengal give vent to petting 
rains. But the rains that enrich the 
fields also support an ideal en­
vironment for cholera, smallpox, 
tuberculosis and malaria.

The per capita income is a paltry 
990 a year, one of the lowest in the 
world. A tragic 90 percent of the 
populace lives below the poverty line; 
40 percent cannot find enough work to 
survive.

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How many fax refunds 
go to fictitious people?

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The Internal Revenue Service has “ a pretty 
good handle”  on the problem of fraudulent tax refund schemes despite 
not knowing exactly how common the fraud is, says IRS Commissioner 
Jerome Kurtz.

In congressional testimony Wednesday, Kurtz said a special program 
set up by his agency has had “ rable”  success in detecting the refund 
schemes that are estimated to cost the government millions of dollars a 
year.

However, he conceded that the IRS cannot be sure how many e 67 
million refund checks, totaling $33 billion, that it sends out each year go to 
fictitious persons.

“ Just as we cannot audit every tax return which should bc‘ audited ..we 
cannot assure that every fraudulent refund claim is identified,”  he said. 
“ The sheer volume of refunds makes that impossible.”

The schemes involve the filing of income tax returns under fictitious 
names and using phony W-2 forms that list money never ‘ctuilly 
withheld.

Kurtz said that since 1977, a special IRS pro’ram has identified 
questionable returns eng about $9.4 millyon in tax refunds and that 73 
people have been sentenced to prison terms averaging 27 months.

Although refusing to give details of the detection program, Kurtz said it 
selects out phony refund claims by checking for unusual characteristics 
in the returns and matching W-2 forms against income data from 
legitimate employers.

Kurtz also told the House Government Operations’ commerce subcom­
mittee that the problem of fraudulent tax refund claims is “ infinitesi­
mal”  compared with other IRS problems, such as detecting cheating on 
the 90 million individual tax returns that it receives each year.

However, Rep. Benjamin S. Rosenthal, D-N.Y., subcommittee chair­
man, said serious gaps remain in the IRS program for detecting 
fraudulent return claims. He also criticized Kurtz’ testimony as vague.

“ Maybe we should put down on our tax returns that we generally made 
a little less than we did last year which was a little better than the year 
before,”  Rosenthal said.

“ That would be selected out,”  countered Kurtz.
“ I doubt it,”  respondecl. Rosenthal.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — More and more Ameri­
cans are obtaining cheap mortgages through their 
cities or counties, a trend worrying the Carter 
administration and several key congre.ssmen.

About 50 municipal governments since July have 
floated tax-exempt bonds to obtain the mortgage 
money.

For each $1 billion worth of tax-free bonds issued 
to raise residential mortgage money, the U.S. Trea­
sury loses about $26 million in foregone taxes, says 
John Peterson, director of the Goverment Finance 
Research Center, a private research group based in 
Washington. —

If the present trend continues, the program could 
cost $340 million in federal tax revenues in the 1979-80 
fi.scal year, the Congressional Budget Office calcu­
lates. By 1984, the total could reach $2.1 billion.

House studying 
bargaining bill 
for farm workers

AUSTIN, Texas (A P ) — A mechanism for Texas 
agriculture workers and farm owners to bargain 
collectively on wages and working conditions would 
bi‘ established under a House bill studied Wedne.s- 
day.

Rep. A.C. Garcia said his proposal would raise the 
standard of living for impoverished Texas farm­
workers.

At the same time, representatives of citrus and 
vegetable growers and the Texas Farm Bureau 
lodged protests against the bill.

.Speaking before the House Agriculture and Live­
stock Committee, Garcia, D-Pharr, said the bill 
“ will change the philo.sophy of the working man.”

Garcia and Rep. Paul Moreno, D-EI Paso, are 
sponsoring the legislation, which would set up a 
three-member agriculture labor relations board to 
govern union elections and monitor complaints from 
workers and farm owners.

“ The bill would establish th« mechanism for work­
ers and farmers to get together and work out a just 
and fair contract,”  Garcia said.

The bill is aimed at large agri-busines.ses and 
would exclude the small family farm, he added.

Alfredo de Avila, a representative of the Texas 
Farm Workers Union, said, “ We will no longer 
accept the myth that agriculture is small business,”  
he added. “ It is the biggest business in Texas and in 
the United States.”

Contending that agri-businesses avoid minimum 
wage laws by paying on a “ piece-rate basis,”  Avila 
said the average farmworker’ s salary in South 
Texas ranges from $1,700 to $2,400.

Jim Hightower, an Austin writer and researcher, 
.said collective bargaining would affect mostly South 
Texas citrus and vegetable growers who employ 
most of the state’s migrant work force.

Hightower termed labor costs “ a minuscule p«»r- 
tion”  of consumer food costs.

Harold Tate, legislative liason for the Texas AFL 
CIO, said, “ We are subsidizing big corporate farms 
without collective bargaining.”

A similar bill enacted in California in 1975 was 
attacked by a representative of agri-business 
owners. William Weeks said the California law 
“ creal«*d violence and unrest”  which “ has been 
responsible for lost crops and rises in consumer 
prices.”

Student loan guarantee 
passed by Texas House

AU.STIN, Texas (A P ) — The House passed, 88-34, 
Wt-dne.sday a bill establishing a stale guarantee 
program for college student loans.

The bill next goes to the Senate
It would establish a Texas Guaranteed Student 

Utan Corporation, run by a board that would include 
finam-iers, educators and one stud<‘nl The i-orpora- 
tion would guarantee repayment of loans to college 
students from banks and other private lenders.

The federal government would provide adminis­
trative money and, for the first five years, repay the 
corporation for any losses it sustains from defaults 
on loans. After five years, the federal backing would 
continue as long as the default rate did not exceed 5 
percent.

Backers of the bill believe it would increase money 
available for student loans By bringing in banks that 
did not want to participate in the present federally 
administered program

President Carter’s latest budget proposes to limit 
these tax-exempt bonds.

Late Wednesday, a bi-partisan group of key con­
gressional leaders introduced legislation to kill the 
bond programs. House Ways and Means Chairman^ 
Al Ullman, D-Ore., said the bonds represent “ poor' 
public policy,”  and amount to an “ expensive form of 
subsidy for the federal government.”

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Sickle cell e xp e rts  d isco u ra g e  m a n y transfusions
WASHINGTON (A P )  — There 

should be a major study of the effects 
of sickle cell disease on pregnancy 
before doctors regularly give disease 
victims blood transfusions to ward off 
childbearing complications, says a 
group of specialists.

Too little is known about using 
transfusions or blood replacement in 
these women to say that potential

benefits outweigh potential risks ol 
therapy, experts concluded this week 
at a National Institutes of Health 
conference.

There is some evidence that trans­
fusions or blood replacement may 
help the woman and her child, and 
doctors have been adopting the prac­
tice.

The conference of sickle cell ex­

perts said the most prudent course 
would be for the National Sickle Cell 
Disease Program to establish a task 
force to design a nationwide study of 
the technique.

Dr. Clarice Reid, program director, 
said the task force should be able to 
design a clinical study in less than a 
year. To cut cost and time, it may be 
possible to make this part of an exist­

ing study of the disease involving 15 
medical centers and 23 hospitals, she 
said.

The conference is the latest in a 
series to examine a variety of present 
and potential medical practices and 
to develop a consensus of experts on 
how these practices can best be 
used. *

and often-fatal disease primarily af­

Teen smoking shows downturn
WASHINGTON (A P ) — Teen-agers 

may finally be climbing onto the no­
smoking bandwagon with their par­
ents and other older people.

A new government survey due out 
today was expected to show that the 
teen-age smoking rate, which grew 
from 12 percent in 1968 to 16 percent 
by 1974, is now turning downwards.

That trend would follow the pattern 
a lr e a d y  e s ta b lis h ed  by o ld e r  
smokers.

An estimated 54 million Americans 
still smoke, but 30 million have quit 
since the first surgeon general's re­
port on smoking and health in 1964, 
according to the Department of 
Health, Education and Welfare. The 
percentage of adult smokers has fall­
en from 42 percent to 33 percent.

HEW Secretary Joseph A. Califano 
Jr. planned what his office called “ a 
major announcement on teen-age 
smoking" today in San Francisco at a

conference of the National Intera­
gency Council on Sm oking and 
Health.

A government soufee who asked not 
to be identified said Califano would 
reveal the drop in teen-age smoking 
as well as information about 3.5 mil­
lion Americans who have recenly quit 
smoking.

He also was expected to challenge 
the tobacco industry to mount a cam­
paign urging youngsters to wait until 
they are adults before deciding 
whether to smoke.

A drop in teen-age smoking would 
mark a significant milestone in Cali- 
fano's 15-month-old war against to­
bacco, particularly since adults al­
ready have been quitting 'in large 
numbers.

Past surveys by HEW's National 
Clearinghouse for Smoking and 
Health showed that by 1974, 16 per­
cent of the teen-agers under 18 were

WA.SHINGTON (A P ) — The gov­

ernment says eight miles of border 
fences being built to keep Mexicans 
from slipping into the United States 
will be sturdy but nut dangerous to 
anyone trying to climb over.

I have 
always thought that it would take 
some time to turn young people away 
from worrying about Vietnam and 
W atergate and toWard w orrying 
about their own health. I think that 
has finally happened."

The Agriculture Department, has 
reported that the number of ciga­
rettes consumed per person annually 
in the United States has fallen from 
4,345 in 1963 to 3,965 in 1978. Last 
year 's  rate was the lowest in 20

years.
HEW says smoking plays a large 

role in the deaths of 225,000 Ameri­
cans each year from heart disease, 
80,000 deaths from lung cancer, 22,000 
from other cancers and 19,000 from 
chronic pulmonary disease.

Although the trend on smoking cig­
arettes is down, other surveys have 
found that smoking marijuana is on 
the rise among teen-agers.

NRC panel caught between safety, blackouts
WASHINGTON (A P ) — Federal regulators are 

caught between recommendations from staff ex­
perts that eight atomic power plants pose an “ undue 
risk”  to public safety and warnings from utility 
officials that closing the plants could lead to black­
outs.

Senior staff members of the Nuclear Regulatory 
Commission strongly recommended Wednesday that 
the plants, all of which have reactors similar to the 
crippled Three Mile Island unit, be closed immedi­
ately.

The five NRC commissioners postponed a final 
decision until today after several said they wanted 
more time to digest the information.

Utility executives and officials from Babcock & 
Wilcox, the engineering firm which built the reac­
tors, said a shutdown is not needed and warned 
that such a move would cause serious power short­
ages and sporatic blackouts during the peak summer 
months. _

The shutdown order would involve nuclear plants 
in South Carolina, Florida, Ohio, Arkansas, Pennsyl­
vania and California. Only the three Oconee reactors 
in .South Carolina and the Rancho Seeco unit in 
California are now operating; the others, including a 
sister unit to the Three Mile Island reactor that ran 
into trouble, are temporarily shut down already fur 
refueling or safety checks. __

In their recommendation, the NRC staff said there 
were design problems with the Babcock & Wilcox 
reactors — particularly in the cooling system and 
the integrated control system — which have a 
potential of resulting in an accident similar to the 
one at Three Mile Island near Harrisburg, Pa., on 
March 28.

“ We conclude that we do nut now have reasonable 
a.ssurance that these B&W plants can continue to 
opt‘rate without undue risk. We believe that these 
plants should be shut down now,”  the .staff said.

Harold Denton, the NRC’s director of reactor 
regulation, said the staff had hoped the utilities 
would have provided alternative solutions short 
of a shutdown but that they failed to do so.

Utility executives said they would attempt to 
purchase electricity elsewhere but such purchases 
would lead to higher customer costs.

PUG slashes rates for
Pennsylvania customers

HAHRI.SBURG, Pa'. (A P ) — The state Public 
Utility CummLssion has temporarily slashed $25 
million from the rates charged by Pennsylvania 
Electric Co., part owner of the crippled Three Mile 
Island nuclear plant

The lower rates, which took effect Wi^lnesday and 
will lust fur six months, were prompted by the March 
28 accident that crippled a reactor at the plant.

The utility, which serves 490,000 customers in 31 
counties, won a $56.2 million rate increase last 
January. The revenues were sought largely to 
cover its share of building and operating the reac­
tor.

The PUC order setting temporary rates noted that 
the utility’s operations have “ changed substantial­
ly”  since the rate increase was approved.

The reactor “ is now inoperable, and will not be 
useable for an indefinite period. It is no longer used 
and useful in the public service,”  the PUC said.

Metropolitan Edison of Reading, which owns half 
of the plant, has already bt'en barred from collecting 
a $49 million rate increa.se granted six days before 
the accident

F'inal rates for both companies will be set after the
PUC completes its investigation into who should pay

to buyfur the accident and the $800,000 a day it costs 
replacement power.

Number getting stamps 
increases to new high

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The number of people 
gelting guvemment fiwd stamps, increasing at a . 
budget-breaking pare since Jan. I, grew an addition­
al 6.3 percent in February to a three-year high 
of 18.6 million persons.

At that pace, enrollment in the program soon will 
exret-d the peak uf 19.3 million persons In April and 
May I97S.

However, the Agriculture Department, which re­
ported the latest figure.s Wednesday, said advance 
information fur March "suggesU a significant slow­
down”  in the program’s growth rate.

Leslie Wilder o f the department’s Food and 
Nutrition Service said the estimate of 18.6 mil­
lion persons getting food stamp benefits In Febru­
ary was the largest enrollment since March 1976 
when |9.2 million were covered.

Less housework 
time spent means 
somebody’s money

NEW YORK (A P ) — John Robinson has done his 
work, having measured to tiny percentages how 
Americans spend the 1,440 minutes In their day — 
eating, working, sieeping, reading, doing the laun­
dry.

But, having finished one phase of his project, he 
has scheduled the work day for others, such as 
certain market researchers, sociologists, and econo­
mists who must determine the significance of his 
findings.

Chief of these findings is that women today spend 
much less time on family chores, and it can’t be 
explained by the fact that most women hold jobs 
outside the home, or that they are single or chiid- 
less.

In 1965, the professor found from interviews and an 
examination of diaries maintained by more than 
1,500 persons, employed women gave 26 hours a week 
to family care. In 1975, the hours so devoted fell to
21.

Full-time homemakers, it was found, spent more 
than 50 hours a week on family care, which includes 
among other chores, housework, child care and 
shopping. But in 1975 the hours had fallen to 44.

True, men have taken up some of the slack, but 
reluctantly. For married men the commitment 
edged up one hour, from nine in 1965 to 10 a decade 
later. But that still leaves a gap to be explained.

Nothing like it has happened in nearly half a 
century, said Robinson, who teaches at Cleveland 
State University. “ Through the 1960s, there was no 
evidence of a decline. It was even on the increase,’ ’ 
he said.

To some people, the mystery might provoke no 
more comment than “ It’s about time.’ ’ But others 
cannot dismiss the evidence so lightly. *

Robinson comments that “ what people do with 
their time is of ultimate concern to every society.’ ’ 
Whether time is used wisely or unwisely, he ob­
serves, “ bears heavily on the quality of societal 
life.’ ’

The statement is true, of course, whether one 
speaks of politics or religion or foreign travel. But 
Ben Franklin, of practical bent, pointed to an area of 
very great interest. Time is money, he said.

For those who seek to make money from what 
appears to be a fundamental change of attitude, the 
first question being asked is; How can I profitably 
fill up that time? What product, program, book will 
do it?

The challenge is ubiquitous. It involves all the 
media, the leisure product manufacturers, the fast 
food restaurateurs, travel promoters. It concerns 
greengrocers, dressmakers, husbands, children.

How can industry capitalize on it? What does it 
mean? How did it happen?

Robinson’s main job was to record precisely how 
time was used: in meal cleanup, ironing, gardening, 
marketing, animal care, waiting in line, dressing the 
kids. Askeid why it happened he offers only ques­
tions.

Better education? More efficiency? Relaxation of 
standards? Wa.sh and wear clothing? Kitchen and 
other household appliances? Pre-cooked meals? 
Fast food restaurants? More help from the chil­
dren?

What brought it about, however, may not be as 
important economically as what might be done about 
It. A microwave oven manufacturer might feel like 
taking a bow, but his payoff comes from duplicating 
the feat

In Robinson’s findings, some included in “ How 
Americans Use Time,”  published in 1977 by Praeger, 
is a mine of time lore waiting to be used. It will be 
used, you can bet on it. Time Is money.

Community refuses 
‘free’ fed money

MOUNT VERNON, Ohio (A P ) — When Uncle Sam 
paid a visit to this tranquil community a few months 
ago, he received a rude welcome and a quiek 
gewdbye from residents fed up with his spending 
habits.

The purpose of the federal government’s visit was 
routine. 'The city was being offered an urban aid 
grant by the Department of Housing and Urban 
Development. All the city had to do was make final 
application.

“ I thought this was the most fantastic grant the 
city ever had, because it did so much for the city,”  
said Mayor Gaude Schlosser.

But a citizen’s rebellion against federal spending 
drove the Gty Council to do the unexpected: it nixed 
the S2.25 million grant.

This wasn’t the only rebellion against federal
nenespending On April 17, voters in Manchester, Conn., 

overwhelmingly approved a referendum to halt re­
ceipt of $I million in HUD community development 
funding.

In Mount Vernon, a city of some 15,000 residents 35 
miles northeast of Ck>lumbus, Mayor Schlosser ap­
plied for the Small Cities grant about a year ago, 
seeking federal funds to improve “ blighted”  areas. 
The money would have gone for sewer installation, 
street paving, home modernization, and develop­
ment of a community center.

The city was not required to meet the federal 
commitment with local “ matching”  funds. This sort 
of “ free money”  is generally happily received by 
U.S. cities. When Washington extends its hand in 
financial friendship, it doesn't expect anyone to 
take a bite.

However, in today’s atmosphere of fiscal austeri­
ty, city officials can take nothing for granted.

“ I am a believer in local control,”  said George 
Edick, a former school board president who headed a 
citizens group opposed to federal spending. “ If you 
accept these grants, pretty soon the camel’s got his 
head in the tent and you’re under more restrictive 
controls.

“ I also believe we have to stop our deceit and 
hypocrisy where, on one hand, we complain about, 
f^era l, state and local spending and, on the other 
hand, we stand with our hands out.

expensive. I don’t think politicans believe what 
Proposition 13 was saying. Politicians aren’t listen­
ing.”

When more than 100 people Joined Edick at a Gty 
Council meeting, the local lawmakers suddenly dis­
covered flaws in the grant. The major argument 
centered on the "strings”  attached.

“ The grant was horribly dhciiminatory,”  s^ s  
Warren Anderson, council finance chairman. “ The
target area where the money was supposed to be 
spent is equally as rundown as other sections of the 
cky.ilaw.can you tell a man that doesn’t jiyejwithin 
the designated area that work is going to be done on 
someone else’s home with his tax money?”  

Schlosser retorts: “ The only people that would 
benefit from this grant would be ones who couldn’t do 
for themselves. My attitude is that if I can help the 
fellow who needs it, more power to him .”  ,

States seek I Eight wildcat projects

fuel help
INDIANAPOLIS (A P ) — En­

ergy officials from 14 Midwes­
tern states say they are facing a 
shortage of diesel fuel for agri­
cultural purposes and have 
asked the federal government 
for help.

William J. Watt, chairman of 
the Midwestern Governors’ Con­
ference Energy Task Force, 
said Wednesday the shortage 
farmers face is more serious 
than during the 1974 Arab oil 
embargo.

Watt presented the views of 
the 14 Midwestern states in a 
letter to U.S. Energy Secretary 
James Schlesinger.

Watt, energy adviser to Gov. 
Otis R. Bowen, said the short­
ages are most serious in Minne- 
.sota, Nebraska, Kansas, North 
Dakota and Iowa.

Minnesota will have exhaust­
ed by the end of the week the 
supply of diesel set aside for 
agriculture, and shortages for 
priority users in Kansas and Ne­
braska already arz in the 20 
percent range. Watt said.

Indiana, Illinois, Wiscon;«in, 
Michigan, Ohio, Kentucky, 
South Dakota and Missouri can 
meet agricultural needs fur die­
sel fuel at least through the end 
of the month. Watt said.

“ We are concerned the situa­
tion could, in the coming weeks, 
reach dim ensions serious 
enough to interfere with sche­
duled plantings and the June 
wheat harvest,”  Watt said in the 
letter.
