A n d  y e t ,  t h i s 
administ rat ion has 
stepped up in support 
of  indiv iduals  and 
organizations that are 
diametrically opposed 
to the tenants of various 
religious organizations 
i n  t h i s  n a t i o n  i n 
pushing this latest 
regulation, ignoring 
the amendment’s “free 
exerc ise c lause” in 
pursuit of their personal 

agenda.
T h e  f i r s t  1 0 

amendments to the US 
Constitution, our Bill of 
Rights, were passed to 
protect the individual 
rights from the heavy 
hand of government… 
from just the type of 
government action as 
this new healthcare 
ruling requires.

Even the arguments 
that for institutions 
— such as Christian 
u n i v e r s i t i e s  a n d
