WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Carter has approved full-scale devel
opment of a big new mobile MX inter
continental ballistic missile designed
to elude any Soviet surprise attack,
the administration announced today

Deputy White House press secrtary
Rex Granum made the announce-
ment, in response to a reporter’s
question, a week before Carter trav-
els to Vienna to sign the new SALT 11
nuclear arms control agreement with
the Soviet Union.

Granum said a decision on how the
new missiles would be based, which
would involve both ‘‘mobility and
shelters,”” would be made “‘over the
summer months.”

The Carter spokesman said the
president ‘‘will be prepared to discuss
his decision” at Vienna with Soviet
President Leonid 1. Brezhnev. But he
emphasized Carter would not consid-
er changing his mind because of any-
thing said at the summit.

Granur said‘the de®ision would

add to global stability because Carter
“doesn’t believe we can have serious
discussions with the Russians if they
have any advantage in the arms
race

The White House spokesman said
the new missile would be a match for
anything the Russians can deploy

And, he said, the ultimate extent of
deployment of American MX missiles
could be tailored to any further arms
control moves as a result of planned
SALT 11l negotiations

Other administration sources, who
declined to be identified, said Carter
had decided to base the new 190,000
pound MX missile in- what was called
a “mobile land system” involving a
pattern of some 200 missiles scattered
among an estimated 8,000 to 9,000
shelters or ‘‘hardened’ launch
points.

They said Carter was not prepared
to announce the precise basing mode,
which has been the subject of intense
debate withirl the administration,

until he has had a chance to discuss
the deployment plan with officials in
four Western states, wnere the mis
siles would be spread over govern
ment-owned land in sparsely settled
areas

According to sources, the system
now contemplated would be deployed
on Defense Department-owned land
in New Mexico and Arizona but also
would require additional land in Utah
and Nevada now under control of the
federal Bureau of Land Manage
ment

Carter apparently wants to touch
base with state governors before an
nouncing the plan in hopes of heading

The sources said the consensus

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M Officials
representing several federal agencies

Truckers seek organized shutdown

Independent truckers who blocked
highways in more than a dozen states
to protest rising diesel fuel prices
want to organize their scattered
groups for a nationwide effort to be
sure Washington takes them serious
ly

that began Wednesday, choked high
ways Thursday from Florida to Ore
gon, where organizer Dave Crandall
said “‘the whole West Coast'' would be
shut down by the weekend

No incidents of violence were re
ported. In most cases, a threatened
court order or an appearance by po
lice and tow trucks was enough to
send the truckers on their way

Frustrated
hunter finds
game in zoo

NORRISTOWN, Pa. (AP) A
man who followed up an unsuc
cessful hunting trip by killing a
buck and a pregnant doe in the
Norristown Zoo has been sen
tenced to three to 23 months in
jail — but public outrage may be
his worst punishment

““(This case) has caused more
of an uproar than a crime
against a human,” Judge Ro
bert Tredinnick said Thursday
as he sentenced Robert Lockhoff
of Norristown for stealing the
carcass of the buck

Lockhoff, 21, told investigatrs
he had been unsuccessful at
hunting and, after consuming
more than a pint of rum,
sneaked into the zoo and fired
more than five times at the deer
in their outdoor pen

Lockhoff said he removed the
buck, butchered it and parceled
it out among friends, according
to court records. He said he
didn't know he shot the doe,
which died a few days later

“People today may in some
ways accept cruelty to our
Kind,” said Tredinnick, “*But
they feel it is particularly das
tardly to take the life of an
animal.”

The incident occurred on Nev
29, the day after a newspaper
had puhli\\wd a photograph of
the two animals and a caption
saying that the animals would
be safe during deer hunting sea
son

Lockhoff has received harass
ing telephone calls and death
threats mailed to his home since
his arrest and guilty plea

The judge also castigated
Lockhoff for violating the hunt
er's code and ordered him to pay
a $100 fine, in addition to contri
buting $300 to the zoo.

Since the incident, two more
deer have been donated to take
the place of the slain animals

Probers study DC-10s _

WASHINGTON (AP) With the
U.S. fMeet of DC-10s grounded indefin
itely, investigators are studying the
plane's design in hopes of learning
why an engine fell off one in Chicago
last month and why cracks keep ap
pearing in the engine mounting
pvlons of others

Federal Aviation Administration
inspectors concentrated their efforts
at the McDonnell Douglas Corp. plant
in- Long Beach, Calif., where the DC
10 is manufactured. They are study
ing closely the documents used in the
process that led to certification of the
DC-10 as airworthy in 1971

Langhorne M. Bond, the FAA chief,
has said the agency wants to learnif a
design defect might have slipped
through the process

Meanwhile, National Transporta
tion Safety Board specialists also
worked on the investigation in Long
Beach, Washington, Tulsa, Okla., and
in Texas

“We're trying to find out what hap
pened, what is causing the cracks in
the engine mounts, was something
overlooked in the certification pro
cess, is there a basic flaw in the
system?" said Fred Farrar, an FAA
spokesman. “It's arduous work.”’

In Washington Thursday, U.S. Dis
trict Judge Aubrey E. Robinson Jr
extended from June 11 to June 15 his
order that U.S.-registered DC-10s be
grounded until the cause of the Chica
go crash has been found and correct
ed

The planes cannot fly while the
restraining order is in effect, regard
less of FAA action. The Airline Pas
sengers Association, a consumer or
ganization, filed the original suit to

ground the planes

Also Thursday, Western Air Lines,
Northwest Airlines and World Ail
ways filed motions to intervene in the
grounding case, saying they will seek
to win permission for their DC-10s to
resume flving because the cracks
found in other planes have not ap
peared in their fleets

Bond said DC-10s will remain on the
ground “until the problem is found
analyzed and cured.” He said that
would take at least a week, and per
haps several weeks or months if a
major redesign is required

Bond suspended the certificate of
the DC-10 Wednesday, saying there

The Vovager 1 saw eight on the vellow-orange
surface of lo, the closet of four moons to Jupiter. ““We
also have things that look like lava lakes,” Boyce
said. “This is a crazy place.’

What causes the volcanos? Boyce believes the
strong gravitational fields of Jupiter and three outer

He said tides on Earth are caused by similar

gravitational pull from the Earth’s moon, but the
effect is much less pronounced. Studying lo may
give scientists clues about the history of the Earth’s

Draft foes prepare campaign

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Opponents of peace-
time.draft registration
are mobilizing a last-mi
nute lobbying campaign
to kill legislation the Sen
ate may consider next
week to require all men
age 18 through 26 to sign
up

Most of the lobbying
effort has been aimed at
members of the House
because it was expected
they would have the first
vote on the politically
controversial subject

In a quick turnaround,
however, opponents
shifted their attention to
the Senate Thursday

But
no trace of Higgs or his body was
ever found

The Air Force declared the
Lackland Air Force Base
marksmanship instructor ‘‘offi-
cially deceased’ on Jan. 20,
1978. A memorial service was
held in the coastal town of Vidor

were paid to his wife, Carolyn.

But Vidor police records show
a man named Wilmer W, Higgs
Jr., matching the description of
the missing sergeant ‘‘right
down the line,” was issued a
traffic ticket there June 4, 1978,
said Vidor Police Lt. Sam Kit-
trell.

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Virginia governor makin§
commercial pitch to China

HONG KONG It was an important moment in US
China relations. One of Hong Kong's leading pro-Pek
ing newspapers, The Werr Wei Po, rushed the story onto its
front page

“Just arrived in Peking is John Dalton, governor of the
American state of Georgia.”

Few who have met the governor of the commonwealth of
Virginia, in his determined and well-organized 17-day blitz
of the Far East, would make that mistake again. Dalton
has brought mountains of material on the potential of
Virginia products and Virginia industrial opportunities to
Japan and Hong Kong, and Wednesday he climaxed the
trip with an unusual two-hour meeting in Peking's
Great Hall of the People

Listening to the governor's detailed sales talk was Yu
Qiuli, China's chief economic planner and a member of
the ruling politburo of the Chinese Communist Party. Yu
is not the sort of man with whom a true son of the
Virginia Republican Party like Dalton would be expected
to find much in commeon, but the governor saw it as
two planners interested in trade and agriculture discus
sing how they might help each_other

“We talked about the agricultural commodities that
Virginia is in a position to export, the coal we prod
uce in Virginia and we talked about power operations in
Virginia and what is going to happen in China in
the years to come and what they are going to be needing in
assistance,” Dalton said in a telephone interview from his
Peking hotel

Dalton has traveled abroad only once before as gover

nor, to Europe last year, but he has evidently pre
pared for this trip as if it were a campaign swing through
Virginia. Without being asked, he carefully spelled for the
benefit of a reporter the name of each Chinese official he
had met. He used the complicated new Pinyin spelling
system and pronounced the names correctly

At a commune Tuesday, he also had a chance to recall
his days as a Virginia cattleman and swap tips with
commune director Yu Suiho, who was dressed in the usual
Mao suit and cap. The governor eyed a vat .of ker-
nelless corn-fodder in the commune cow barns. “'We let
the feed corn grow until it begins to harden,' he said. His
host confessed the Chinese peasants had to cut the corn
before kernels grew because they needed“the land
for other crops

Dalton is only the second U.S. governor to visit China
since the normalization of relations between Peking
and Washington on Jan. 1. Jay Hammond of Alaska came
earlier in the vear, and Ohio Gov. John Rhodes is
expected to follow. President Carter, Dalton said, en
couraged governors at a recent conference to visit China
once during their terms in order to stimulate trade and
improve relations

“We decided about four months ago that we were going
to go to the Far East,”” Dalton said. He had told Chi
nese Vice Premier Deng Xiaoping of his interest in
visiting China, when Deng dined with several state gover
nors in Atlanta during his U.S. visit earlier this year. After
another chat with Chinese Ambassador Chai Zemin, the |
trip was on

Dalton emphasized repeatedly the trip would do,much
good for his state.

“This beautiful and sometimes dif
ficult land, rocky and mountainous, is
not as fertile as the Vistula land™ in
Poland’s central plains to the north
the pope said. "It had to send its sons
around the world for lack of material
benefits.”

Alluding to economie
that still trouble the area, the pope
said T'his is the great and funda
mental right of man, the right to work
and the right to land .’

Eighty percent of agricultural land

hardships

in Poland is still in private hands
mainly in small holdings. Because of
the Poles’ traditional strong attach
ment to their soil, the communist
government has gone very slowly
with programs to collectivize agricul
ture

The pope also spoke of the “indis

solvability of the sacred sacrament of
marriage’ and of the 'sacred right to

“Thou art Peter,”” sang a crowd

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Senators vow sanctions battle

WASHINGTON (AP) -
opposing U.S. trade sanctions against
Rhodesia vow a **hjtter, bloody fight”
to end the 14-year old embargo de
spite President Carter's decision to
retain it.

The president announced Thursday
e believes the sanctions should be
retained as a matter of principle on
grounds the recent Rhodesian elec
tions were neither free nor fair and
that Rhodesia has not made sufficient
progress “‘toward legitimate majori
ty rule.”

Bishop Abel Muzorewa, Rhodesia’s
first black prime minister, said today
he was shocked and astonished by
Carter’s decision

David Mukome, foreign affairs
minister, saids the U.S. decision was
“designed to please such African

states as Nigeria and retain the sup
port of black Americans.”

But Carter, saying Rhodesia’s con
stitution retains ‘“‘extraordinary’”
powers in the hands of the African
nation’s tiny white minority, said the
United States is determined to do
“what is right, what is decent, what is
fair.”

Carter said the Rhodesian constitu
tion had been approved only by the
country’s white minority, that it re
serves Tor whites control of the securi
ty forces, courts and civil service, and
gives whites a “‘vastly disproportion
ate vote” in Parliament that amounts
to veto power over significant re
forms. The president also noted that
political representatives of the oppo
sition Patriotic Front had been ex
cluded from the election campaign

Carter said a U.S. diplomati¢ ob
server will be sent to Rhodesia to
repors on what progress is being
made toward achieving genuine ma
jority rule

Carter said he will do all he can tg
see that his deciSion is not reversed
but acknowleged that his position

Senators

does not now command majorities in
either the Senate or the House

The first test will come Monday in
the Senate where an amendment lift
ing the trade sanctions has been
added to the military procurement
bill

Sen. Richard S. Schweiker, R-Pa
said the amendment will be offered to
every piece of foreign policy legisla
tion to come before the Senate until it
is nailed into law

“1#hink we have the votes to win in
the Senate but its going to be a bloody,
bitter fight,"” Schweiker said

And he said that the fight likely will
continue down to a final struggle to
overturn a presidential veto

““The president has gone back to the
original hardest line position this
country has ever had on Rhodesia,”
Schweiker said. ‘*He ignores the
progress that has been made. He sets
new conditions that- go beyond the
requirements set by law. He has left
no room for compromise. This is
going to lead to a bitter, prolonged
and divisive battle between Congress
and the White House.”

Schweiker was echoed by many
other leaders of the fight to lift sanc
tions including Sens. Jesse Helms,
R-N.C., Robert Dole, R-Kns., and S.1
Hayakawa, R-Calif

Carter madé his decision under the
terms of the 1978 Case-Javits amend
ment which required him to lift sanc
tions if he determined that a govern
ment had been installed in Rhodesia
based on free and fair elections and if
a good faith effort had been made to
convene and all-parties conference to
settle Rhodesia’s continuing guerilla
war

Sen. Jacdob
sponsor of the

Javits, R-N.Y., a co
amendmem, said
Carter's deciston is likely to draw
bipartisan support. But he said it is
too early to predict whether the presi
dent will be overruled or whether he
himself will support him

But the president was not lacking

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass.,

EAST LANSING, Mich. (AP) — Michigan State
looked long and hard for its new president, working
18 months before reaching deep in the heart of Texas
for Maurice Cecil Mackey — and he almost got
away

Mackey, president of Texas Tech in Lubbock,
withdrew his name from consideration for the MSU
job in April after news leaks identified him as one
of the top candidates

But the school’'s Presidential Search and Selection
Committee would not relent, he said Thursday
after his appointment was unanimously approved by
the MSU Board of Trustees at a special meeting

“They made a very strong case about the nature of
the university,” Mackey said. Factors that finally
won him over included *“the tone of the campus, the
attitude of the people, the quality of the programs,”
he said

But now that the sometimes-divisive search is
over, Mackey suggested it be forgotten. “'I see no
future implications from it,"" he said

Regarded as effective with legislators, the 50
year-old Alabama native takes office Sept. 1 and will
have his work cut out for him

The Michigan Legislature will be considering how
big a slice of the state budget MSU gets next year,
and Rep. Dominic Jacobetti, D-Negaunee, chairman
of the powerful House Appropriations Committeee,
has made it plain he's unhappy about the choice of
Mackey.

Jacobetti favored MSU executive vice president
Jack Breslin, the school's chief lobbyist in the
Legislature.

““1 was very sorry to hear the board was going to
appoint the gentleman from Texas,”” Jacobetti
said.

Breslin is a ‘“‘real Michigander,” Jacobetti said,
“and has the university's interest at heart. I am
disappointed the board had to go as far away -as
Texas to find a new president.”

Mackey said he “‘enjoys the personal contact’ with
legislators and indicated he may do some of his own
lobbying. *‘I've had the practice of being the official
spokesman of the university,” he said.

Mackey will be paid $65,000 a year to run Michi-
gan's largest (43,790 students) university — about
$2.000 more-than he made at Texas Tech,

Mackey has held high administrative and teaching
posts at numerous other universities, and spent
seven years in federal govermpent work, culminat-

ing with two years as Assistant Secretary for Policy
Development in the Transportation Department

An Air Force veteran who said he jogs 25 to 30
miles a week and just recently sold his motorcycle,
both Mackey and his wife Clare are licensed pilots
and hot-air balloon enthusiasts

He promised to be open and available to students

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Get warranty in writing for ‘as is' cars

What are you really getting when you buy a
product ‘‘as is?"

The Federal Trade Commission says many people
are confused by the term, particularly when it comes
to used cars.

In most states, the FTC says, if you buy a car
marked ‘‘as is,”" the dealer is not legally responsible
for any repairs needed later on. And later on
can come as quickly as five minutes after you drive
away.

**Most consumers either don’t realize they've pur-
chased their car *‘as is"" or they can’t understand
what the term means,” the FTC said. The agency
said a survey .showed more than one out of three
consumers thought that even if a car was pur-
chased ‘‘as is,”’ the dealer still would have to pay for
at least some of the repairs if the car broke down
within 25 days.

Other people believed ‘‘as is"
equipped,”

meant ‘‘as
without additional accessories. Some

said the term implied that the dealer would not do
any more reconditioning. And some thought an ‘“‘as
is’’ car came with the defects they had been told

covered by the dealer

“Unless a consumer is assertive and persistent,”
the FTL said, ‘*he or she will generally not receive
any detailed warranty coverage information until
after the decision to buy has been made."”

It is easy to overlook the warranty — or lack of one
— when you have to sign several papers at once. The
terms of the sale may be described in confusing legal
terms

The warranty clause might read like this, accord-
ing to the FTC:

“*‘Merchant X hereby expressly disclaims all war
ranties either expressed or implied, including any
implied warranties of merchantability or fitness for
a particular purpose, and neither assumes nor autho-
rizes any other person to assume for (it) liability in
connecton with the sale of this vehicle.”

The translation would read like this: “We won't
make any repairs after the car leaves the lot."

Do not take a dealer's word about a warranty. Get
the promise in writing. A court will look only at the
written contract.

Once you have signed the papers for an “‘as is"
car, you can't change your mind. You have greater
flexibility when it comes to some other tvpes of

House Cemmittee tightens abortion guides

WASHINGTON (AP)
- The House Appropria
tions Committee has
voted to further tighten
guidelines that have al
ready cut off more than
99 percent of govern
ment-financed abor
tions

The committee voted
twice by one-vote mar
gins to allow Medicaid
financed abortions only
in cases where a
woman'’s life is thréaten-
ed by a full-term
pregnancy ;

That position deviates
from a 2-year-old set of
regulations adopted as a
compromise by the
House and Senate after
long and heated squab
bling between the two
houses

Those existing guide
lines allow abortion pay
ments if a woman’s life is

rape or incest which has
been promptly reported
to authorities and where

Government estimates
placed the number of
Medicaid abortions at up
to 300,000 a year before
these rules were imple
mented.

Herbie cuts disco album

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Herbie
Hancock's gone disco? Herbie Han
cock, disciple of Miles Davis, cohort
of Chick Corea, creator of the legend
ary ‘“Headhunters” album? Say it
ain't so, Herbie, ™

“The new album is disco,” the wiz
ard of the keyboards confirms. “*And |
like it. One of these days the idea will
get around that Herbie Hancock is all
kinds of music and people will stop
trying to pigeonhole me

“I'm not saying that '‘Feets Don't
Fail Me Now' is the definitive whatey
er it is. But I like the tunes and | like
the words — it seems to be balanced
in all different areas.”

Okay, but why do you like disco?
For a man who often has been on the
cutting edge of musical change, it's
certainly not much of a switch from
what everyone else is doing

“It excites me to have people dance
to my music,” the 39-year-old Han
cock replies. “I've always been in
terested in different types of music
not just jazz but in the past | was
only interested in how they applied to

jazz. Now I am exploring those areas
If you like the music, it makes sense
to do it.”

“*Nobody made me do it. In - faet,
some people at the record company
were against the switch. So that ought
to dispel the myth I'm going disco
because of commerical pressure.”

Besides being the jazzman's first
venture into the world of thumping
drums, danceable rhythms and sim
ple lyrics, the “Feéets Don't Fail Me
Now' album is notable for another
reason it features his voice for the
first time

At least it's his voice after it has
gone through an electronic gizmo
called a vocorder, which feeds the
words he sings through the synthe
sizer. They come out sounding like a
warrior from “'Battlestar Galacti
ca.’ ?

“I'm not a singer,” Hancock readi
ly admits. ““The quality is fine, but the
vibrato is awful. Sometimes I'm flat
and sometimes I'm sharp. The vo
coder synthesizes my voice and it
comes out according to what | play,
not what | sing.’

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — Moviegoers
fascination with outer space seems
insatiable, so Universal Pictures is

“1 did the two-hour pilot film a long
time ago,” she remarked. *'I thought
thérole was rather promising: A kind
of Jane Fonda character who leaves
her son with her hushand and goes of
to pursue her career as a television
newscaster (on the planet Caprica).
The lady was clying of cancer, and I
had some poignant scenes a

“But when the pilot was tested be-
fore sample audiences, the kids cried
and said, ‘You can't do this to us.” So
instead of having the character die,
the role was cut down so it was hardly
visible "

She returned to the series to appear
in another two-hour adventure, h&
she declined 'lo be one of the regulars
They were Lorne Greene, Dirk Bene
dict and Richard Hatch. Making
guest appearances in the movie are
Ray Milland, Lew Ayres and Wilfred
Hyde-White

For Jane Seymour, ‘“Battlestar Ga-
lactica” marks another boost in a
career that started 15 years ago -in
England. Born in Bristol the daughter
of a surgeon, she started dancing
ballet at 13, made her acting debut
shortly afterward in a Chef Boyardee
commercial aimed at American TV

She enjoyed some success in
Britsh-made films ““Oh What a Lovely
War,” “Young Winston'' and ‘“‘Fran-
kenstein, The True Story” with Mi-
chael Sarrazin and James Mason.
Her biggest attention came as the
virginal Solotaire in the first of the
Roger Moore-James Bond epics,
“Live and Let Die."" The exposure
was good, but she realized that not
much happens to the careers of the
Bond beauties

Two years of classics in the English
theater helped provide background
for more diverse roles. When she
came to Hollywood for a TV movie,
“King David,” producer Renee Va
lente told her: "'If you'd lose your
English accent, you'd never stop

working in this town.”

Seymour tried it with a dialogue
coach. No luck. She found the solution
by working in British radio: “We
have so many dialects in England,
and the programs-are set imvarious
regions. I had to learn each dialect
After that it was easy to, pick up
American. 1 was able to talk with a
New York accent in ‘Seventh Ave-
nue;” like a Bostonian in the ‘The
Captains and the Kings' and with a

" Midwest twang in ‘The Awakening

Land."

She recalled her arrival here three
years ago:

“T came with only 300 pounds,
which is all the British government
would allow citizens to take out, with
a six-week return plane ticket and no
work permit. Within a day I had my
first role, in *‘Captains and Kings’ and
I managed to get a permit to work.”

Even though she eschewed series
television, she has been working
steadily ever since, — *‘and in nothing
but American roles.”

American showing Chinese art

by JOHN RODERICK

PEKING (AP) —-An American who gave up the
space age nine years ago to collect art is showing
seldom seen Chinese folk art to the United States

George J. Goodstadt of Plattshurg, N.Y., also has
introduced representative American artists to the
Chinese art world

In 1970, he decided that 12 years with the Goddard
Institute for Space Study, where he was a space
scientist, was enough. Although he had no pre
vious experience and didn't paint, he embarked on a
totally different career as a buyer and seller of pair:it
ings

Five years later he made his first trip to China and
has been back a dozen times since

At the Canton Trade Fair, where he hoped to pick
up some Chinese oil paintings for his Manhattan
gallery, he stumbled across a pile of water colors 2ind
sketches on the floor, done by little-known Chin ese
peasant artsts

““The oil paintings were terrible,” he said recently
in an interview here. ""But these were great T hey
were wonderful. They caught the spirit, I thought, of
China."”

He picked up a batch and the New China Arts
Corp., which he set up in New York City, was born

His search for new works by peasant artists takes
him by train, car and bus to some of China's
remotest rural areas. He comes back exhausted, but
happy with his finds

He admits frankly his object is to make mioney
and he is doing quite well at it. But he has beer: fired
with enthusiasm for the primitive, colorful wood

blocks, watericolors and sketches he has acquired

Goodstadt has introduced peasant artists to new
techniques, shown films of American artists at work,
and donatéd™dozens of American art books to
them

He has helped popularize in the United States the
locally famous Weifang New Year woodblock prints,
vividly cheerful portrayals of country life which
Chinese paste over their doors during the lunar new
year festival

The prints come from Weifang in Santung Prov
ince, Yangliuching in Hopei and Taohuawu in Kiang
su. The custom began in the middle of the 17th
century and has been continued ever since

Besides the doorways, peasant put them on win
dows, over stoves, in stables, pigsties and on carts
The colors used are red, yellow, green, purple and
rose, the scenes show harvests, peasant side occupa
tions, fishing and, on the political side, agricul
tural mechanization, irrigation and improvements in
public health

Another source of peasant art is Huhsien in Shensi
Province, near Sian. Goodstadt has commissioned
woodblocks from talented artists there which have
been shown around the United States

On his last trip to China, he stopped by the Central
Art Institute here and found an exhibition of paint
ings by its students which so impressed him he
will show it around America on a non-commercial
basis

“There are oil paintings of Tibetans, character
studies of Chinese which are absolutely magnifi
cent,” he said

Nothing doing for Merrill
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NBC nudges
past CBS

NEWAYORK (AP) — NBC, mired
for 15 weeks in third place, nudged
past CBS in the prime-time ratings
race in the week ending June 3,

ABC, off track a bit, had five of the
week's 10 most-watched programs,
including “Three's Company' in first
place for the third week in a row, and
regained the No. 1 spot in the net
works' competition.

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Carter and the AFL-CIO’s largest
union, embracing each other like
new-found lovers, are teaming up to
woo organized labor's support for
Carter’'s expected re-election bid.

Carter won a thunderous reception
Thursday from more than 1,000 dele-
gates attending the founding conven-
tion of the AFL-CIO's newest and
biggest affiliate — the 1.3-million-
member United Food and Commer-
cial Workers.

The delegates, many of them wear-
ing Carter campaign buttons, were
celebrating the UFCW's official
founding out of the merger of the
Retail Clerks International Union and
the Amalgamated Mea' Cutters and
Butcher Workmen.

UFCW President William H. Wynn,
who is spearheading a drive to mar-
shall labor support behind the presi
dent, hailed Carter as “‘a friend of this
union and every working person in the
United States.’

Wynn also noted that no president
had ever addressed conventions of the
clerks or meat cutters during’ their
more than B0-year histories.

In return, Carter hailed the merger
as a “‘notable u('hivvvmt;nl ... for our
country,” and added, ‘'l guarantee ...
your voice will always be heard in the
office of the president of the United
States.”’ ;

Carter also complained in a speech
interrupted 24 times by applause that
the government “'is being twisted and
pulled in every direction by hundreds
of well-financed, powerful special in-
terest groups,’’ but he mentiioned no
specific names,

Carter's relations with organized
labor, particularly AFL-CIO Presi-
dent George Meany, have ranged
from lukewarm to cold. That is why
Wynn, at the request of the White
House, is attempting to patch up
Carter's differences with labor in
time for the 1980 election

Like Wynn, a number of other labor
leaders are edging back into Carter's
camp in the belief that their preferred
Democratic candidate, Massachu-
setts Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, will
not run, leaving Carter as their only
viable alternative.

In an’appearance that suggested a
campaign stop, Carter said difficult
political decisions must be made to
solve the nation's energy and econom-
ic problems. ~Invoking familiar
themes, he called on Americans to put
aside their selfish concerns and find
the courage to work together toward
common goals

Governor won't ink
bank machine bill

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) Gov. Bill Clements says
he wants Texas voters to decide about unmanned
bank tellers without being influenced by him

Clements refused Thursday to sign a legislature
approved bill for unmanned bank tellers, letting the
measure become law without his signature

“‘House Bill 1510 is anticipatory legislation for a
proposed constitutional amendment which will per-
mit a bank or group of banks to maintain, operate or
utilize unmanned teller machines at locations away
from their principal place of business within the
county or city of their domicile,”” Clements said in a
statement. "I do not wish to express an opinion on
this matter as this is a matter the people of Texas
will decide for themselves.”

The House bill will not become effective unless
voters approve the proposed state constitutional
amendment (SJR35) in the 1980 general election

Clements also let another measure become law

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Lending institutions will
be able to charge 18 percent interest on non-mort-
gage loans of $250,000 or more under a bill signed into
law Thursday by Gov. Bill Clements.

The law takes effect Sept. 27.

Under current law, loans of $500,000 or more are
subject to 18 percent interest.

Clements claims success

Reading from a prepared text, Clements also spoke about his upcom
ing meeting with governors from three other border states: The gover
nors of Texas, Arizona, New Mexico and California are scheduled to dis
cuss common problems at a meeting in Brownsville in two weeks

The governor said Texas and the other border states should take the
initiative in hammering out a new relationship with Mexico

While much of the estate Is being

WASHINGTON (AP) —Jimmy Carter's farming wealth isn’t in a blind trust

anymore. Call it a “‘peek-a-boo trust.”

i

The public, including Carter, now has a fairly detailed idea of what is in the
trust and how Carter’s old friend Charles Kirbo is managing it.

The fuller disclosure could be better than a blind trust’'s total secrecy for
protecting against conflict of interest, although in Carter’s case neither one
totally eliminates the built-in conflicg of a farmer president making farm

policy.

In any case the new disclosures provide a fuller and more fascinating view of
Carter’s farming and peanut warehouse business.

Actually, Carter has always had a pretty fair idea of what was in the
supposedly “‘blind” trust and roughly how it was being managed.

He told Kirbo in writing not to sell off Carter farm land and to give his
brother Billy, who is also his warehouse partner, every possible considera-

tion.

Since any land sale would be recorded publicly, the president could assume
correctly that he was still in the farming and peanut warehouse business so
long as he didn't read any news stories to the contrary.

And in Plains, Ga.,

it is difficult to keep anybody’s business very secret.

“You can drive down the road and tell who's renting the farm by seeing whose
tractor is in the figld,” concedes presidential counsel Robert Lipshutz.

Now the trust is even less blind than before because of a new ethics-in-gov
ernment act requiring Carter and other high federal officials to make general

financial disclosures.

Carter could have avoided revealing details of his peanut business and farm,
but only if they were sealed up in a truly blind trust that met standards set out

in the law.

It did not. Carter would have had to remove his instructions against selling
his land, and might have had to pick a trustee more independent than his old

““We really don't have the facilities
here to keep the pictures,” Mrs. Pet
tigrew said. Then she added, *‘But if
they were offered, I think we could
make accommodations.”

The portrait of George Washington
is the familiar one on the dollar bill. It
and a companion portrait of Martha
now hang in Boston's Museum of Fine
ArtS; on loan from the Boston Athe
naeum

Tae Athenaeum, in great need of
dollar bills, wants to sell the pictures
and the Smihsonian Institution's Na
tional Portrait Gallery, in Washing
llon.\ wants to buy them, for $5 mil
fon.

“The Athenaeum bought them
through public subscriptions,” Mrs
Pettigrew said. "“They raised $1,500
for Gilbert Stuart's widow, In 1831,
Just to help her out. The portraits
were really all he left her.”

Again through public subscriptions,
Bostonians are now trying to raise the
money to match Washington's offer
and keep the portraits in their city

on Washington portraits

Mrs. Pettigrew, for her part, stays
above the fuss.

“My husband and I are busy enough
watching over the place and showing
people through,” she said. “'Did you
know we have begun restoration of
the grist mill?

I always thought it ironic that
his son should have painted so many
pictures of the Founding Father — at
least 111 of them, maybe more.”

Dear Dr. Solomon: Our $-year-old
son, although of normal intelligence,
has. learning problems.

But that very disclosure also discourages any such self-serving move by
making it more likely the public would catch Carter if he should try.

The whole business raises questions about whether a “blipd”’ trust ever
served any uséful purpose in Carter's case, other than providing a public
relations device to ward off charges of conflict.
