‘Monday to enforce laws ‘of the
state. Several custom cutters
and combine men moved out

-.of the stafe in preference to
paying the Texas’ license and
Sherman County Wheat  Pro-
«ducers became irate over the

.situation which they considered
unnecessary.

In response to a request - of
Jocal producers and business
.men, Brown Ross talked with
Col. Homer Garrison, Jr., di-
rector of the Texas Department
-0of Public Safety, Monday even-
ing. Col. Garrison defended
the action of his department,
.stating that the law had been
.enacted by the last two sessions
of the Texas Legislature, and
that he was charged with the
reSponsibility of law  enforce-
ment. Mr. Ross explained to
“him that there were not enough
Jocal men and machines to har-
vest the wheat crop in Sherman
County, and that due to the fact
“that the county was located on
‘the state line, many custom cut-
ters were making plans to move
.out rather than to pay the li-
cense fees. Col. Garrison prom-
ised to take the matter up with
his Weight and License men
"Tuesday morning and that if it
‘were possible under the provis-
ions of fhe law passed by the
“Texas Legislature, he would re-
commend leniency in enforce-
‘ment during the emergency.

George ‘Allen contacted Repre-
sentative Bill Craig of Miami.
R. C. Buckles talked with Farm
‘Bureau President Walter Ham-
mond. D. W. Wilson requested
“the aid of Senator Grady Hazel-
“wood.

Tuesday morning Inspector R.
H. Ruth of Amarillo and Ser-
geant Sam J. Griffin' met in the
Justice of the Peace office with
‘R. C. Buckles and Brown RoSSs
for the purpose of ironing out
difficulties and misunderstand-
{ings which had arisen from the
situation. il !

Mr. Buckles plead the case of
the Sherman County wheat
farmer who is in dire need of
the assistance of the custom
«cutter to harvest his wheat crop.
‘Mr. Ross plead the case of the
small custom cutter who ordin-
:arily arrives in the county short
of funds and asked that time
be granted these boys to do
the work necessary for money
“to secure Texas’ license before
penalties were imposed.

" Both officers stated they knew

©0f no occasion where truckers
‘had been prevented from deliv-
ering their- loads of wheat to
their destination, nor had they
‘interferred in any way with
work progress.

They did state that many cus-
tom cutters were not properly
informed on Texas laws. It is
possible for an out-of-state cus-
tom cutter to secure a 30-day
permit for moving his combine
by truck over the highways of
the state for $15.00. This per-
it not .only gives the custom
cutter the privilege of moving
his combine over Texas High-
ways but gives him the protec-
tion of Texas law in event he is
involved in a highway accident.

The patrolmen further stated
ithat out-of-state trucks could
secure a- 60-day commercial li-
«cense in Texas for $20.00. They
gave Senator Grady Hazelwood

and Senator Moffett of Child-

ress credit for battling in the
Legislature for the law. Re-
Ppresentatives and Senators from
‘the non-wheat producing area
©f the state had insisted on re-
quiring the payment of a full-
year’s license for trucks to oper-
ate in the state.

When questioned about the
state’s reciprocal agreements,
the patrolmen stated, “Recipro-
cal state agreements involve
grain which is loaded in one
state and delivered to a destina-
tion in the other state where
the trucker pays his license.”

Both patrolmen stated that
«due to the fact that the law had
Jbeen in effect for four years
they had not considered it ne-
cessary to conduct an educa-
‘tional campaign before moving
in to enforce its provisions.

Inspector Ruth stated that
next year they would conduct
an educational campaign to in-
form the people of this terri-
tory on what they might expect
‘before the harvest season.

Weight and License Patrolmen
were withdrawn from Sherman
County Tuesday evening.

Visit Sherman

Wheat Fields

R. M. Buckles, R. C. Buckles,
and Sam E. Wohlford were hosts
to visitors from the Union of
South Africa, W. J. Whitman of
Bethelem, Orange Free State,
and I. W. van Ryneveld of Jo-
hanshurg.

“Texas lives up to our expec-
tations” stated Ryneveld and
then added, “before a  person
visits a city, state or country,|,
you hear and read a great deal
about it only to be disappointed
in the real thing. Texas sur-
passes our expectations. You
have a great state and if I chose
to leave my state in South Afri-
ca, Texas would be a fair ex-
change.”

Mr. Ryneveld is touring the
Unted States and Canada as a
representative of the Massey-
Harris Implement Company of
Toronto. Canada. Mr. Whit-
man is a farmer and rancher in
Orange Free State picking up
information and material of
value to his business. In the
comparing of the two countries,
the men declared the urban
communities are similar. They
raise wheat and maize as main
crops in the ‘“veldt” area which
is what they call prairie or

plains. The cities of the Un-
ion of South Africa are  very
modern in every respect al-

though they do not have tele-
vision. Methods of farming are
as modern and up to date as you
have here. They use the same
machinery. Although Mr. Whit-
man adds, their yield in wheat
or maize is not as high as we
are experiencing. Asked the
reason for this, he stated, “prob-
ably the climatic conditions.”
They have considerably more
rainfall, do extensive fertiliz-
ing. Their winters are not se-
They have frost, but no
snow or heavy freeze. The
grain is milled in their own
country and not sent out as so
many believe.

England is their greatest cus-
tomer particularly in grain
wool, sugar, beef. United States
is their greatest customer in
gold. The Union of South Afri-
ca is rich in minerals, princi-

pally gold, diamonds, copper,
chrome and asbestos. Speak-
ing of diamonds, the largest

mine in the world is located at

Kimberly and along the West
coast about 400 or 500 miles
North of Capetown the dia-

monds are reported to by lying
on the surface and a person
could pick them up by the
handsfull. The area is under
heavy guard and high fencing
by the Government who owns
the area. But they are making
no attempt to market the dia-
monds, leaving the mining of
the diamonds and the distribu-
tion to the diamond dealers,
keeping the price steady. Cat-
tle raising is an industry in
South Africa. They raise the
same cattle, particularly Angus,
Herefords, Guernseys, and Jer-
seys.

In describing the classes of
people, the vistors stated that
there are three distinct classes
of the dark race. ‘“These are
called the negro while folks like
us are Europeans. The dark
people out number us 3 to 1. The
three classes of the dark race
are the peasant or very low class
who scratch a living from the
soil and do much harm to the
land. The second class is the
farmer. Not like the farmer
you have here but the govern-
ment does subsidize them much
as your farmer is = subsidized.
The third class is the city group.

Those migrating to the city
cause friction.”

Mr. Ryneveld states they
have labor unions in  South

Africa but they are not nearly
as strong as they are in the
United States or Canada. These
are in the industrial areas.
The visitors were “mum” a-
bout politics .but did state that

the May 5th edition of Time
Magazine gave a fairly clear
picture of the situation over

there at present.
“The favored commodity that

the United States offers to our|

people and which we enjoy the
most is your
stated Mr. Ryneveld,” but very
few high priced automobiles are

shipped over,” (speaking of the |

cars are the ones received there. |

The
question was whether a Presi-
dent, lacking any specific auth-
ority in the Constitution or an
Act of Congress, could, if he
felt it mnecessary to the public
interest, seize private property
entirely on his own responsibil-
ity. The government lawyers
rsaid that he could. The lawyers
for the steel industry said he
could not. In the district
court, Judge Pine held against
the President on every count.
Only the court of last resort
could make the final decision.
Justice Black began with a
factual summary of the case
and the arguments that had
been presented. He then said,
“Two crucial issues have devel-
oped: First, should final deter-
mination of the constitutional
validity of the President’s order
be made in this case which has
proceeded no further than the
second, if so, is the seizure or-
der within the
power of the President?”.

No.

“The President’s power to issue
the order must stem either from
an Act of Congress or from the
Constitution itself. There Iis
no statute that expressly
authorizes the President to take
possession of property as he did
here. Nor is there any Act of
Congress to which our attention
has been directed from which
such a power can fairly be im-
plied. Moreover, the use of the
seizure technique to solve labor
disputes in order to prevent
work stoppage was not only un-
authorized by any congressional
enactment, prior to this contro-
versy, Congress had refused to
adopt that method of settling
labor disputes.” -

By this time, all listeners must
have known that fhe President
had lost his case. Justice Black
made it clear that Congress has
the power to authorize the tak-
ing of private property for pub-
lic use, if it chooses to exercise
it. Then came these fateful,
final words: “The founders of
this nation entrusted the law-
making powers to the Congress
alone in both good times and
bad. It would do no good to
recall the historical events, the
fears of power and the hopes for
freedom that lay behind their

HICH of all the commandments

is the most important? They
kept asking this question century
after century, and no one ever
quite answered it before Jesus. It
can easily be a puzzling question so
long as you think
of the Laws of
God as if they
were a set of
municipal regula-
tions or by-laws of
a club. They are
not like that. They
are all of a piece.
When your tire is
flat it doesn’t
make much differ-
ence where it is
flat. If it is flat in one place it
might as well be flat in a dozen
places. The Ten Commandments
are all linked together, indeed one
can say much more than that. All
the laws of God, everything God
desires and orders man to do,—it is
all linked in one.

Thou Shalt Love—

ESUS’ answer to the old, old ques-

tion about the ‘great command-
ment’” was not absolutely original.
Shortly before his time, a smart-
aleck young man, so the story goes,
had come to a great Rabbi named
Hillel, and said to him: ‘The law
is much too long and complicated.
Can you tell me the law while I
stand on one foot?”

“Yes,” said Hillel. ‘“Lift one
foot up. Now: Love the Lord
thy God with all thy heart . . .
Thou shalt love thy neighbor as
thyself . . . Now, put your foot
down. That is the law; all the
rest is commentary.”

'So Jesus quoted the same two
laws that Hillel did,—from Deu-
teronomy 6:5 and Leviticus 19:18.
The link of the law is love; this is
what ties all the laws together.
£ * L

Two Kinds of Love
HE WORD “love” in English has
been dragged around till at times
it is very hard to tell what it means,
if anything. Girls love ice cream
and boys love basketball and a
movie actress ciaims she loves her
fifth husband, and the preacher tells
us we should love God. How can we
use the same word for so many dif-
ferent things?

Now a famous Swedish Christian
thinker named Nygren has written a
book to straighten us out on this. He
calls the book ‘‘Agape and Eros,”
this being the two different Greek
words for ‘love.” It's the same
word in English for two different
things; the Greeks knew better, and
used two words that don’t even look
alike.

“Eros” means the kind of love
girls have for ice cream or the
movie actress has for her fifth hus-
band. It is definitely not the word
used in the New Testament where
Jesus comrhands us to love God and
our neighbor. ‘“Eros’” means pos-
sessive love, the love that wants to
control and keep, the kind of love
some parents have for their chil-
dren when they do not want them to
grow up or to make choices of their
own.

‘““‘Agape” (Agahpay) is a quite dif-
ferent thing. It means self-giving,
self-sacrificing concern for another
person., You might have ‘eros’” for
an ice-cream cone, but not ‘“‘agape.”

Yet the great and distinctive
point about Agape is that it
does not insist on something or
anything in return, It is not bar-
gainirg love, it is not careful,
cautious love, it is free outpour-
ing of life for life.

If you really want to know what
‘““agape’ love is, you must look at
the Cross and consider that ‘“‘while
we were yet sinners, Christ died for
us’”’ (Rom. 5:8).

Love Is the Answer

T. PAUL, who could just as well

be called the Apostle of Love as

St. John .could, understood these
things very well, He says that ‘love
is the fulfilling of the law” or as
J. B. Phillips happily translates it,
‘“Love is the answer to the Law’s
commands.” (Rom. 13:10.)

We shall never even want to
obey the will of our Father in
heaven unless we first love him.
And we shall never really de-
sire to treat our neighbor as
God wants us to treat him if we
have no ‘“agape’’ love for him in
our hearts.

Love is not a substitute for law.
Love is rather the atmosphere in
which we begin to understand God
and our neighbor. Eros-love will not
do; the Bible never once commands
it and never commends it. It is only
the outgiving, self-forgetting devo-

_tion, that Jesus taught and demon-

strated, that is like the love of the
true God. Whatever we may do, if
we have no love, we have still done
nothing.

program. to be in operation in
September, are already being
made, according to Dr. James P.
Cornette, president of the col-
lege. Designated sponsor of
the newt unit, Lt. Col. John W.
Murray, professor of military
science and tactics at Texas
Christian University, will con-
sult with Dr. Cornette concern-
ing facilities and to review re-
quirements. An advance con-
tingent of the Army’s instruc-
tional staff will arrive on the
campus before the end of June
to make preliminary arrange-
ments before the full compli-
ment assumes duty.

Under the new ROTC “Branch
General,” which is also being in-
stituted in 24 other colleges and
universities, the students will
study a military curriculum de-
signed to give a basic know-
ledge of the Army’s different
branches. Its purpose is to
provide reserve officers with a
broader concept and better un-
derstanding of the entire ser-
vice.

In their senior year, candidates
select their own branch, on basis
of aptitudes, and availability of
openings; and, upon graduation,
receive a commission and enter
one of the specialized service
schools for three months’ train-
ing; this training period sup-
plants the summer camps for-
merly attended by candidates
between their junior and senior
years at college.

Cheese Is Friendly
To Other Foods

Chese is friendly to other
foods and has many practical
uses in meal preparation. Miss
Lucile King, home demonstra-
tion agent, points out the var-
ieties, flavors, and textures
make cheese adaptable to other
ingredients in a recipe.

In planning a menu, the
agent says, cheese may be
used from soup to dessert. The
concentrated nutrients of milk
makes cheese an economical food
buy. One ounce of cheese may
be used in the daily diet as an
alternate for one cup of milk.

Soft cheeses lend themselves

to appetizers when spread on|.

crackers, potato chips, and mel-
ba toast. These are good serv-
ed with tomato or other vege-
table juice cocktails. Grated
hard cheese, such as parmesan,
and -cheddar, when  sprinkled
over the top add new flavor to
cream soups.

The agent suggests using cot-
tage cheese or cream cheese
with tomatoes or fruits as sal-
ads. She says tossed green
salads are improved in flavor
by adding cubes of Cheddar,
Edam or pieces of Roquefort.

Many left-over vegetables are
given new appeal when combin-
ed with melted cheese, cheese
sauce, and grated cheese. Cheese
may be substituted for protein
in the main dish of the meal
when used in omelets, souffles
and melted cheese on toast.

More and more cheese is be-
ing used' as dessert. One of
the most popular is cheesecake
which is made with either cot-
tage or cream cheese.

The old favorite is still cheese
with apple pie, either melted
over the top or a piece on the
plate. An assortment of cheese
on a fray is a good ending to
any meal. The agent recom-
mends the cheese tray as des-
sert for the busy housewife who
needs to get a meal in a hurry.
