Kuwait Ponders What to Do
With $150,000,000 a Year

His Highness Abdullah as Salim
as Subah, Sheik of Kuwait, faces
one of the world’s most pleasant
problems—what to do with an in-
come of $150,000,000 a year.

No income taxes cut into this
bonanza. There are no restrictions
on what he might buy—polo ponies
or palaces, gold-plated limousines
or block-long yachts.

But instead, Abdullah Salim is
wisely turning his sudden wealth
into a far better way of life for
170,000 people in an ancient and
neglected part of the world. A re-
markable transformation is taking
place in the tiny sunbaked Sheik-
dom of Kuwait at the head of the
Persian Gulf, the National Geo-
graphic Magazine reports in an
article by Near East traveler Paul
Edward Case.

Kuwait zests on a virtual ocean
of oil. Beneath its sands are an
estimated 16 billion barrels of black
gold—a proved petroleum reserve
roughly half that of the United
States.

Tapping this pool at a current
rate of 800,000 barrels a day, the
Kuwait Oil Company, pays the
Sheikdom an even 50 per cent of
all profits.

By dynastic law the Sheik re-
ceives this money as personal in-
‘come. He alone decides what to
do with it all. In the last few years,

his enlightened decisions have giv-
en a once-backward country new
hospitals, ‘schools, a modern water
supply, and an enviable position
as potential banker of the Near
East.

Boom has come in no uncertain
terms to Kuwait’s mud-walled cap-
ital, also named Kuwait. Shiny
cars, trucks and giant earth-mov-
ing machinery rumble through
busy bazaars among camels and
goats. Arabs in flowing robes, no-
madic Bedouins and veiled Kuwaiti
women mingle with roustabouts
from Texas and Oklahoma and
businessmen from London. Kuwait
works today at the tempo of Times
Square transplanted to the desert.

There are many signs left of the
old way of life. While tankers gulp
oil from a 4,000-foot pier extend-
ing into the Gulf from the new-
born port-city, Mena al Ahmadi,
Kuwait shipwrights still shape teak
logs with hand adzes into impro-
vised dhows for pearling, fishing
and trading.

Behind the teak .gates of Kuwait
town, new cement-block buildings
are replacing mud houses beside
widened, asphalt streets. A new 1,-
200,000 - gallon - a - day distillation
plant will suck water from the
Gulf, providing the city as well
with its first major -source of
electric power.

Urge Hike In

Teachers Pay

The 53rd Texas Legislature
was urged to improve teacher
salaries in order to attract
11,000 additional teachers that
will be needed in Texas Public
Schools the next eight years.

Inadequate salaries are the
main reason schools cannot find
teachers for the classrooms be-
ing built for increasing enroll-
ments, said Charles H. Tenny-
son, secretary-treasurer of the
Texas State Teachers Associa-
tion.

Tennyson said Texans should
be shocked by the fact that the
state may have fewer teachers
in 1960 than in 1952 even though
the scholastic population is ex-
pected to increase 325,000 over
its present level by 1959-60.

More than 4,000 teachers left
the profession last year, while
population growth created the
need for an extra 1,000 teach-
ers. -This meant a total of
5,000 new teachers was needed.
Only 4,000 college graduates
were certified to teach in Texas
in 1952, and approximately half
of those were lured away from
by
higher salaries offered by in-
dustry, Tennyson reported.

He questioned whether the

average 1951-52 teacher salary

of $2,860 was adequate to hold,

men and women in the im-
portant profession of educating
Texas’ boys and girls. Income
tax and retirement deductions
cut that average to $2,279 in
take-home pay, and this had a
purchasing power of $1,150 dol-
lars in terms of the 1935-39 dol-
lar, Tennyson observed.

“Who will teach Texas child-
ren in 1960 if the teaching pro-
fession is able to attract only
2,000 qualified college graduates
each year and continues to lose
5,000 ‘teachers annually?” Ten-
nysen asked.

Take Care Of Your

Vacuum Cleaner

Do you know the three B’s of
vacuum cleaner - care? The
bag, the belt and the brush are
the three parts which operate
better with careful cleaning and
care.

Miss Lucile King, County
Home Demonstration Agent,
says the suction of the vacuum
cleaner depends on how clean
the bag is. Only as much air
comes in through the nozzle as
will pass through the bag.

The belt on the ‘upright
vacuum cleaner makes the
brush revolve. If it is too loose,
worn, or not on the pulley the
brush will not do its work. If
the bristles on the brush of the

vacuum cleaner are worn - the
cleaner may be inefficient.
Check the bag, empty the

dirt and clean often for best re-
sults. ~ Check ‘the belt tension
and replace when loose. Check
the brushes and adjust accord-
ing to the book the manufac-

turer provided with your
vacuum cleaner.
Remember the three B’s of

vacuum cleaner care — the bag,
the belt and the brush — then
check often for better clean-
ing.

Two Hardest

Lesson for January 25, 1953

HEN YOU see a pole-vaulter

sailing like a bird over the
high bar, it looks like the easiest
thing in the world. When you see
a watchmaker putting a hairspring
into place, or a good cook whipping
a cake together, it looks simple.
But the simple things are seldom
as easy as they look. So it is in the
Christian life. It can be made to
sound absolutely simple; but it
never is. And it never is easy,
either. Perhaps the two hardest
things sound the easiest. Jesus
made it plain that without them
one cannot call oneself a true
Christian. One is humility and the
other is forgiveness. How easy they
sound! But try them. They will
test your spiritual muscle.

* * *

Can This Be Right?

There is another paradox about
these two indispensable qualities
of Christian living.
They are not only
much harder to
practice than they
sound, but they §
sound worse than §
they are. What is §
the quality which |
all Americans ad-
vise, imitate and
practice with all
their might? Isn’t
it aggressiveness,
the go-getting “spirit? Humility
sounds like the opposite of that,
and so we seldom hear it praised,
at Rotary luncheons, in political
speeches or in school textbooks.
Even in church we don’t hear much
about it. Advising people to be
humble sounds like advising them
to aim for the bottom of the lad-
der, not the top.

As for forgiveness, this too goes
against the natural grain. We can
forgive' people for mistakes, we
can forgive them with good grace
when they haven’t hurt us par-
ticularly. But when other people
have actually done wrong, serious
wrong, and done it to me or to
some one I love, -how then can I
forgive them? Won’t I be lowering
myself to their level if I forgive?
Won’t it be the same as saying that
what they did was quite right after
all? Shan’t-I be calling wrong,
right? Isn’'t forgiveness turning
right and wrong upside down?

Humble Like a Child

Let us look into these matters a
Take humility first.
Jesus’ illustration of humility is
not some down-and-out lazy person
without dreams, desires or ambi-
tions. His model is the child. What
is the humility of a child? It is the
quality of teachableness. The child
is not set in his ways. He is trust-
ful. Even the liveliest child, even
the most stubborn, will believe
what he is told, and has a never-
satisfied curiosity about every-
thing. You can’t tell the college
sophomore much; he thinks he
knows enough as it is. But no child
thinks he knows everything. He is
not suspicious, cynical, sophisti-
cated, superior. He can grow.

Call the roll of the world’s truly
great men; they all have this qual-
ity of childlikeness, whether a
greatly daring person like Scott,
the explorer of the Antarctic, or a
greatly wise person like Abraham
Lincoln, or a greatly imaginative
person like John Bunyan. All forms
of greatness have in them the qual-
ity of the childlike. And the special
humbleness that is essential for
Christians is not only this, but
humility befere God. For- the one
sin that keeps one farthest away
from God is the very opposite of
childlikeness, namely pride.

Seventy Times Seven

Consider that other quality, the
forgiving spirit. Does this really
mean calling wrong, right? We
should remember that forgiving is
not the same thing as condoning.
You condone a wrong when you act
as if it were not a wrong at all,
really. When. God forgives us he
does not pretend that we have done
no wrong, and when we forgive
others we should not confuse wrong
with right. Condoning means ap-
proving; forgiving does not. You
can condone without love; it takes
love to forgive.

But nowhere in the Bible is it
said that God forgives, or that we
are expected to forgive, apart from
repentance. The hard and unre-
penting spirit makes forgiveness
impossible. Forgiveness is not a
one-sided affair. It calls for hu-
mility on both sides, for forgive-
ness is a restoring of fellowship,
and that cannot be done in pride.
But is forgiveness a sign of weak-
ness? Wait till you have been in-
sulted, injured or wronged, and
you will learn the truth about it.
