State School 
Legislation In 
Spotlight

There is much discussion pro 
and con in regard to new school 
legislation in Austin at the 
present time. These education­
al bills are the Kilgore Bill, Sen­
ate Bill No. 3, introduced by 
Senator Kilgore and having the 
blessing of Gov. Allan Shivers, 
and the Gilmer-Aiken Bill, No. 
216; and Senate Bill No. 24, 
backed by the State Teachers 
Organization. Both bills are for 
the raising of base pay for 
teachers, the Kilgore Bill by $240 
a year and the Gilmer-Aiken by 
$600. Teachers in the state of 
Texas are not in favor of the 
Kilgore Bill, not because of the 
amount of the raise especially, 
but the way in which the bill 
will affect the local districts. 
This is how the district will be 
affected by each bill: Should 
the Kilgore Bill be passed, the 
state apportionment of $68.00 
per pupil, which comes from the 
State Available Fund, would be 
cut to $58 per pupil. In our 
district this would amount to a 
loss of about $4,500 from this 
one source and would cause the 
amount of local taxes to be 
raised from $163,000 to $167,500. 
Under the present Gilmer-Aik­
en School Foundation Law the 
local district cannot qualify 
for funds under this program 
by about $12,000, but under the 
new Kilgore Bill the Stratford 
Independent School District 
would lack about $29,000 of 
qualifying, a lack of about $17,- 
000 more, indirectly. This $17,- 
000 plus $4,500 would amount to 
a loss of about $21,500 to the 
district should this bill be pass­
ed. The Kilgore backers pro­
vide for the local districts to 
take care of this loss which 
would amount to raising local 
school taxes from 22 to 38%. 
The Kilgore Bill would raise 
teacher’s salaries $240 a year.

In the new Gilmer-Aiken Bill 
the Stratford Independent 
School District might be able to 
qualify for aid under this new 
bill. The district would still 
get $68.00 per pupU from the 
State Available Fund plus $163,- 
000 from local taxes. The Bill 
would also raise teacher’s sal­
aries $600, this raise being tak­
en care of by the state as a 
whole and not from the local 
districts only. Too, this money 
would be raised by revenue 
from oil companies and other 
natural resources instead of di­
rect taxes.

Gov. Shivers is for more di­
rect control of schools by dis­
tricts but is also for the dis­
tricts paying more for school 
cost. Local patrons who are 
interested in the welfare of 
their school should contact 
their representative in Austin 
immediately and express their 
opinions.

For 
five of the first seven players, 
the tournament was the conclu­
sion of their high school play­
ing careers. The senior girls 
include Adele Fedric, Jean Gar- 
outte, Janet Garoutte, Martha 
Crabtree, and Letha Fedric.

The first game, played with 
Texline, was won by a score of 
39 to 31, due in a large part to 
the outstanding rebounding of 
Lynn Reeder, and capable 
guarding by Sarah Lavake and 
Letha Fedric. Point making 
was well distributed, with Nancy 
Bennett scoring 15, Adele Fed­
ric 10, Jean Garoutte 11, and 
Janet Garoutte 3. Blair of Tex­
line copped the high scoring 
title with 16 points.

Splitting high point honors 
in the win over Sunray were 
Adele Fedric and Nancy Ben­
nett with 18 points each. The 
final score of this game was 44 
to 32. s  Rebounding honors 
went to Letha Fedric with 5, 
Sarah Lavake with 4, and Lynn 
Reeder with 4.

Ahead in the scoring by 21 to 
20 at the half, the Elketts bare­
ly failed to post another win, 
but yielded to Gruver in the 
waning seconds, the final score 
being 38 to 36.

Instrumental in the loss was 
the disqualification of Lynn 
Reeder and Sarah Lavake as a 
result of 5 fouls. Reeder accu­
mulated 4 early in the third per­
iod at which time she, was taken 
from the game. Resuming 
play at the start of the fourth 
quarter, she fouled out with 
approximately one minute of 
playing time remaining. Sarah 
Lavake left after approximate­
ly 4 minutes of play in the 
fourth quarter.

Too many fundamental mis­
takes, a result of tension and 
taut nerves, were almost over­
come by hustle and desire to 
win. Martha Crabtree prob­
ably played the outstanding 
game of her career, and Sarah 
Lavake held the indomitable 
Jeanette Thorenson to  five 
goals, although she connected 
on free shots each time ^he 
stepped to the line. Scoring 
for Stratford were Fedric, 12 
points, Bennett, 11 points, Janet 
Garoutte, 10 points, and Jean 
Garoutte, 3 points.

Beaten by Gruver by more 
than 20 points at the start of 
the season, the Elketts had im­
proved steadily, losing two sub­
sequent games by a pair of 
points each. It was the only 
team in the district that Strat­
ford failed to conquer. Coach 
Duggins stated “It will take a 
lot of improvement by the 
Freshmen, Sophomore and 
Junior girls to replace the 
graduates. We have a fine group 
of Freshmen, but it is a big jump 
from Junior high to high school, 
and we won’t know what to ex­
pect until they have been tried 
under high school competition.”

G arlic Cream  
Salad Dressing

The secret of this salad dress­
ing is making it early enough 
in the day to give time to ripen.

According to Miss Lucile King, 
County Home Demonstration 
Agent, you blend together 'a 
clove of garlic, cut into small 
pieces on a chopping board, 
sprinkle with two teaspoons of 
salt. Use a knife b^ade to rub 
the garlic until it is completely 
blended with the salt, and then 
combine with two-thirds cup of 
salad oil, a third cup of vine­
gar and a third cup of heavy 
cream. Add pepper to taste.

Be sure to shake the garlic 
cream salad dressing before you 
serve on a tossed green salad.

Mrs. Ida Ethel Bradley was 
born March 17, 1884 in Scotland 
County, Missouri. She moved 
with her parents to New Mexico 
when she was just a girl and 
later moved to Miami, Texas 
where she lived until 1929. In 
1929 she moved to Hereford, 
Texas, where she lived for four 
years before moving to Amarillo 
where she resided until the time 
of her death.

Mrs. Bradley had been in ill 
health for two years and pass­
ed away Friday morning at the 
family home at 728 North Rob­
erts Street in Amarillo.

Ju ry  Assesses 
H erd Losses In 
Arsenic Deaths

A jury in federal court in 
Amarillo Thursday of last week 
awarded a total of $14,524 dam­
ages to State Representative 
Sam Wohlford of Stratford, 
plaintiff in a civil suit involving 
a freakish, arsenic-producing 
gas well on Wohlford’s Sherman 
County ranch.

The veteran farmer-rancher 
had brought the suit against 
American Gas Production Com­
pany, an affiliate of Cities Ser­
vice Oil Company, in connection 
with damage to pasture, soil 
and livestock as a result of op­
erations at the well, located a- 
bout 9 miles south of Stratford.

The verdict in Wohlford’s fa­
vor was returned at 7:30 P. M., 
about 2 1/2 hours after the jury 
retired to deliberate. It awards 
$8,852 for 21 cows and 17 calves 
killed by arsenic poisoning; $552 
for damage to pasture grass; 
$3,220 for damage to approxi­
mately 95 acres of soil; and $900 
for a fence which Wohlford 
built to keep livestock out of 
the contaminated area.

Summing up briefly at the 
end of two full days of testi­
mony counsel for defendants 
described the case as without 
parallel in records of the Pan­
handle and Hugoton fields.

“For the first time in history,” 
said Don Culton of Amarillo, 
“we found a substance 3,000 
feet underground that nobody 
knew existed in this part of the 
country.”

Testimony during the trial 
here indicated the metallic poi­
son damaged pasture and soil 
and killed 38 head of cattle 
which had been grazing in the 
vicinity of the well on or about 
July 17, 1951.

Tom Morris of Amarillo, mem­
ber of counsel for plaintiff, as­
serted that the common prac­
tice of cleaning gas wells by al­
lowing them to blow into the 
open air is efficient and eco­
nomical, “but most pregnant 
with risk to vegetation.”

1 onion.
1 garlic pod (if desired).
3 tablespoons fat.
2 eggs.
2 cups canned corn.
2 cups canned tomatoes.
Salt and pepper to taste.
1 cup bread crumbs.
Melt fat in skillet, add chop­

ped onion, pepper and garlic 
and cook until tender. Add sea­
soned ground meat combined 
with eggs. Cook until the mix­
ture loses its red color. But­
ter a casserole, and sprinkle 
with broad crumbs, then put in 
half of meat mixture, a lay­
er of corn, and one of tomatoes. 
Repeat, and sprinkle top with 
bread crumbs. Bake in a mod­
erate oven (350 degrees F.) for 
30 to 45 minutes.

No Major Break with Eisenhower
Despite many predictions to 

the contrary, <I do not look for 
any major break between the 
executive and the legislative 
branches of the government. It 
is true that there will be many 
differences in the future, as 
there have been several already. 
Those heretofore occurring have 
been settled without disturbing 
repercussions. Those occurring 
in the future can and should 
be settled in the same manner. 
There is little doubt that Presi­
dent Eisenhower does not want 
a running fight with either the 
House or the Senate. The same 
is true with a majority of both 
of the Houses of Congress. The 
President knows that the Con­
gress will back him all the way 
in maintaining the defense of 
this country and in sound 
economy measures. This is 
especially true of the Southern 
bloc. This bloc has not chang­
ed its principles in the slightest 
degree. It makes little differ­
ence to the members from the 
South who or what party might 
be in control, as this bloc in­
tends to continue in the future, 
as it has in the past, to vote 
on the issues as they are pre-' 
sented and to base those votes 
on sound and basic principles 
dedicated to the best interests 
of this nation. President Eisen­
hower knows this as well as 
any man who ever served as 
President.
Restoration of the Dollar

Much has been said and writ­
ten about restoring the value 
of the dollar. All of this talk 
sounds good until you begin to 
analyze the problems involved. 
Do not expect a speedy increase 
in the value of the dollar. Such 
action by any administration 
under the present circumstances 
could well prove economically 
disasterous. The major task 
at the present time is to sta­
bilize the present value of the 
dollar and prevent it from 
sinking lower. When this is 
done, action can then be begun 
for a gradual upward trend in 
its value. This upward trend 
must consume several years. An 
immediate increase of 30 to 40 
percent in the value of money 
would mean bankruptcy to 
many small business concerns, 
municipalities, and individuals, 
to say nothing of the increase 
in the already back-breaking

burden of the national debt. The 
debts that are presently owed 
by business concerns, munici­
palities, individuals and the 
Federal Government are fixed 
amounts that were incurred in 
dollars of approximately the 
same value as at present. A 
drastic and immediate increase 
in the value of the dollar \^ould 
simply mean a corresponding 
increase in outstanding indebt­
edness percentage-wise. It 
would also mean a correspond­
ing decline in the value of goods 
and of course wages. The 
President has placed in his 
Cabinet a number of outstand­
ing business men who have full 
knowledge and understanding of 
the problems involved, and I do 
not think that they are going 
to take any steps that could 
result in a major recession and 
a possible depression.
Statehood For Hawaii 

The Interior and Insular Af­
fairs Subcommittee on Territor­
ies and Insular Possessions, of 
which I am a member, is pres­
ently studying the Hawaii state­
hood bill. This will be a hot 
issue in this Congress. Alaska 
and Puerto Rico were both dis­
turbed because Hawaii was 
singled out for statehood in the 
President’s State of The Union 
message. The hearings on this 
bill are most interesting and will 
produce many interesting facts, 
which I will try to give you from 
time to time. Statistics as of 
July 1, 1948, reflect Hawaii’s 
population at 540,500, of which
10.000 are Hawaiian, 70,000 part 
Hawaiian, 177,000 Caucasian,
144.000 Japanese, 28,000 Chin­
ese, 18,000 Filipino, 9,000 Puerto 
Rican, 5,000 Korean and 1,500 
others. Alaska’s population at 
that date was 100,000, approxi­
mately evenly divided between 
Caucasians, on the one hand, 
and Eskimos, Aleuts and In­
dians, on the other hand. 
Puerto Rico had 2,113,053, 76.5% 
being Caiicasian and 23.5% be­
ing Negrg: Space will not per­
mit me to include other inter­
esting facts concerning busi­
nesses, health conditions, land 
uses, labor matters, taxation 
and other subjects in this let­
ter.
