Instruction School
For The Blind
‘To Open May 27

A summer school will be held
ai the Texas School for the Deaf
beginning May 27, and closing
June 6. Actual instruction will
not start until May 27, but par-

ents and children will be ex-

pected to arrive some time on

“May 26.

Any parents and pre-school
deaf children who are residents
of the State will be potentially
eligible to attend this school.
‘Mothers who attended the same
school last year, of course, will
‘not be eligible this year, since
it is assumed that they will car-
ry on from their experience of
last year. Any child who has
a considerable degree of deaf-
ness is eligible tojattend provid-
ed he is not over eight or nine
years of age. Preference will
be given those children who
will become six years of age by
September of this year. How-
ever, any pre-school child is eli-
gible. Difference in planning

.for age groups will make it im-

practical to accept children of
more than eight or nine years
of age. Any seven, eight or
nine year old child who may al-
ready have been in school, other
than the School for the Deaf,
will not be eligible.

The mothers, with their child-
ren, will be provided room,

. board, and laundry, as guests of

i

the Texas School for the Deaf
during this ten day period. Each
‘mother with her child will have
a separate room in one of the
dormitories during the session.
TFathers will be accommodated

in one of the boy’s dormitories.

The instruction and lectures will
be primarily designed to aid par-
ents in the care of their child
before the child
is eligible to attend school. No
attempt will be made to train
the parents as teachers, but to
help them understand the prob-
lems and development of a
young deaf child before enter-
ing school. / 3

Mrs. Spencer Tracy, again, will

be among those present for
teaching the parents.
During the parents’ stay at

the school, people will be avail-
able to take care of the children
while the parents are in classes.
Recreation workers will be with
the children to supervise their
play. Attempts will be made to
determine if the children at-
tending do have any hearing
present which could be utilized
in the development of speech
and language. )

There’s Tricks
For Obtaining

Social Security
Retirement insurance under
the Social Security Act is based
upon a worker’s average earn-
ings, either from covered wages
or from self-employment in
one’s own business. This average
is figured as of just two dates:
First, when the individual is at
least 65 years of age and has
worked the required time in cov-
ered employment and, Second,
at the time he actually files

application. There can be ho
computation between those
dates.

Because of this method of
computing average earnings
it is sometimes advisable for a
person to file application for
these payments while his earn-
ings are high even though he
expects to remain employed or
self-employed for several years.
For example, any one who is now
65 years of age and who had
wages or self-employment pro-
fits of at least $3600 per year in
’51 and ’52 can, by filing appli-
cation now, fix his payments at
the maximum for such time as
he finally retires. He has noth-
ing to lose and could very possi-
bly gain by filing application
now, even though his payments
won’t begin until he retires. A
person is considered “retired”
under the law when his covered
wages are no more than $75 per
month and his business profits
are no more than $900 per year.

Safflower Plant
Will Increase
Crop Value

Safflower growers in' Sherman,
Dallam, Hartley, Hansford, Lips-
comb and Ochiltree counties will
benefit from the construction of
a quarter-million dollar safflow-
er oilseed millin Colorado
Springs.

The plant is being constructed
by the Western Safflower corp-
oration and will be completed by
September 1, according to Ted
W. Lord, company president and
treasurer.

According to Lord, growers in
Sherman and Dallam counties
will supply a portion of the saf-
flower seed to be processed this
fall.

Main products of the Colorado
Springs plant will be a  drying
oil and safflower oil meal, a high
protein supplement feed. s

Capacity of the mill will be
125 tons of safflower seed daily.
This capacity will be expanded
to eventually reach 400 tons
daily.

Colorado Springs was selected
as a mill location because at this
point five trunkline railroads
converge from the production
areas of Colorado, Nebraska,
Kansas, Texas and Oklahoma
affording ideal transportation
of the inbound crop and transit
priveleges of the outbound crop.

Estimated sales of the new
industry are placed at $5,000,000
annually with an annual payroll
of over $150,000.

Western Safflower Company
officials are fully aware of the
fact they are pioneering in a
new agricultural field, e ven
though the production of saf-
flower has proven extremely
profitable to growers in Cali-
fornia and in Nebraska.

“Our plant will be the only
plant in the world for the ex-
clusive purpose of crushing saf-
flower seed,” Lord said. i

“The officials of this Company
feel that it will be recognized
as a major crop in the high
plains area. The dry land farm-
ers of this section are in. need
of a spring crop to rotate with
wheat and sorghum grains, one
from which they can market a
cash crop without the need of
special farming machinery or
high cost labor.”

“The prime purpose of our
company will be to make avail-
able to the growers of safflower
a daily year around cash mar-
ket for their seed.” Lord added.

A concerted campaign is now
in progress to have at least 125
thousand acres planted in the
five state area. Acreage could
exceed one million within a few
years, Lord predicts.

The Safflower attracted the
attention of Lord, and his part-
ner, J. R. Clagett, Kansas City
businessman, vice-president and
secretary of Western Safflower
Corporation, due to the fact that
more oil can be produced with
the Safflower crop on dry land
farms in the high plains area
where land values range from
$25 to $75 per acre, than can be
produced in the Middle West
and South where land values
range from $150 to $300 per acre.

Safflower has been grown
commercially for many years on
a small scale in parts of north-
ern Africa, the Middle East and
in Southern Europe. Commercial
acreage in 1952 was estimated
at over 100,000 acres for the
Northern Great Plains and the
Pacific Coast. It is estimated
that nearly 20,000 acres were
blanted to safflower in  Ne-
braska last year.

Like many other cash crops,
safflower has a long history as
an ugly duckling. For centuries
it was called “bastard saffron”,
because no one knew anything
better to do with it than to make
an inferior reddish dye from its
flowers.

A few years ago chemists be-
gan to study the properties of
the oil from its seeds and what
they found has turned this ugly
thistle into a highly  prized
plant that is giving the soybean
a run for its money.

For Rocky' Mountain manu-
facturers, safflower’s great vir-
tue is that it will grow in areas
where soybeans will not.

Now that money can be made
from the thistle, ways are being
sought to utilize its other prop-
erties. Already great value is rec-
ognized in the seed cake, which
makes a protein livestock feed.
Chemists are also studying the
edible possibilities of the oil, and
many believe before long it may
be competing with other veg-
etable oils for a place on the
kitchen shelf.

The particular interest of this
region, is that the annual saf-
flower does not grow well at less

than 3,000 feet altitude, and
flourishes at altitudes much
above that. And while it does

better with irrigation - yielding
from one to one-and-three-
fourths of seed per acre - it will
yield from 750 to 1200 pounds of
seed an acre on dry land, mak-
ing it a profitable highland crop
where irrigation isn’t possible.
The plant stands from 15
inches to 30 inches in height
and the branches carry spines
like a thistle.
As a row crop, cultivation has
to be completed about June 20;

‘| and the crop is combine harvest=

ed 110 days after planting.
Relative oil content in saf-
flower seeds, as determined in
chemurgic experiments runs
from 28 percent to 32 percent.
Oil from safflower seeds will
be shipped fromColorado
Springs in tank cars to eastern
and western industries. The
proteins will be caked and sack-
ed for distribution among live-
stock producers in the west and
Middle west.

. From Ester Anderson, 523 Le-
baron Street, Mesa, Arizona: I re-
member when grandmother cut a
ring around her maple tree in In-
diana, put a spout in: the ‘tree,
caught the sap in a bucket, then
boiled down the sap into maple
syrup and maple sugar for us, the
grandchildren.

From Claud L. Gourley, Wea-
verville, Trinity County, California:
I remember when combined har-
vesters were pulled by 32 mules or
horses to harvest wheat and barley
in California.. The animals were
guided by a single line attached
to the bit of the near leader and
was known as a jerk line.

From H. J. Scett, Manchester,
Ohio: I remember when the streets
of Manchester were so full of chuck
holes and rough that it was almost
an impossible thing to stay in the
hack. A hack was a closed wagon
drawn by two horses. It went out-
and picked up people and took
them to trains or boats. Met them
and took them home or where they
wanted to go much like the taxi
of today. I also remember when
people had large fire places and
carried in logs and put the ends in
the fire. The logs extended out into
the room. As the logs burned they
were pushed further into the fire.
The people sat on each side of the
logs. And I remember the old fash-
ioned steam engine thrashing ma-
chine. When they left one farm
they blew the whistle which was so
loud; neighbors for miles around
could hear it and know when they
were moving on to the next thrash-
ing job. The machines were so
heavy the bridges built in those
days could not hold them, this par-
ticular one went through a bridge
and the owner was killed by the
steam and hot water.
