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Wear A Poppy
Saturday

Saturday, May 23, everyone
will be asked to wear a little
red poppy on their coats or
dresses. The day will be Poppy
Day, when once each year, all
America pays tribute, by wear-
ing the memorial flower, the
poppy, to those who gave their
lives in America’s service during
the World Wars. And as we
receive our poppy from the la-
dies of the American Legion
Auxiliary, who will distribute
the flowers on the streets that
day, citizens will be aiding the
wars’ living victims by the con-
tribution we make for the flow-
er.

The poppies which worn on
Poppy Day are not, of course,
natural flowers from the battle
fields. They are flowers which
have even greater significance
than any nature could produce.
They are made in hospitals and
workrooms where war’s suffer-
ing is still- going = on. They
have bloomed under the hands

of men disabled in war, the
comrades of those in whose
honor they will be worn. Their

petals are only paper and their
stems wire, yet into them have
been breathed the spirit of pa-
triotic sacrifice, the spirit of
those days when- life itself was
not too much to give for Amer-
ica.

The disabled veterans who
make the poppies derive double
benefit from the work. First,
it gives them employment, their
only chance to help support
themselves and families. With
strength and health gone they
cannot do regular work but they
can make poppies. Even in
their hospital beds they can do
this work, earning -money for
each flower they make. Sec-
ond, the work is of real value in
aiding their recovery, occupy-
ing hands and minds, breaking
the tedium of long idleness, and
restoring spirits .crushed by
hopelessness.

The women who distribute the
poppies, unlike the disabled vet-
erans who make them, receive
nothing for their efforts, noth-
ing tangible, that is, only the
satisfaction of having helped
brighten the memory of the
dead and of having contribut-
ed to the welfare of the living.

The money which is given in
exchange for the poppies goes
entirely to the welfare activities
of the American Legion and
the American Legion Auxiliary
to help support the disabled vet-
erans, the families of the dis-
abled and the families left -in
need by the death of veterans.

Understanding the meaning
-of the poppy and the use to
which the poppy funds are put,
can any of us be deaf to the
appeal of Poppy Day? Can any
of us fail to greet the Auxiliary
poppy workers with a welcome
smile, fail to put on the poppy
of remembrance for the dead
and shew that we remember the
living by contributing as liber-
ally as our means will permit? I
am sure there are few in Strat-
ford in whom rememberance,
gratitude and patriotism burns
so low. I am sure that the
poppy will be on all our coats
on Poppy Day.

supply plans have been devised.

For families living in target
areas such as cities where water
and fuel facilities would suffer
from enemy attack, a supply of
food for the family and two oth-
er persons for seven days is re-
commended. The list of foods,
supplies and  equipment  for
cooking includes suggestions for
storage and replenishing to keep
iresh.

Families living in urban com-
munities not in the probably
target areas where the normal
provision for the food supply
and any available food used for
community feeding, would, un-
der the plan, need enough food
for the family and two others
for three days.

In rural areas where water
might be contaminated and
transportation halted, the Coun-
cil’'s plans suggest family store
liquids in particular, since farm
and ranch families usually have
quantities of stored food.

Miss King says the suggested
food plans were made and test-
ed by a special committee of the
council and will be made avail-
able through members of the
organization, county home dem-
onstration-agents and' other
home economists in the state.
The committee, headed by Jen-
nie Wilmot, home economics de-
partment of the University of
Texas, retiring chairman, based
the plans on the Texas Food
Standard as a guide.

The State Nutrition Council,
founded during emergency or-
ganization: of home economists
in 1940, is providing the infor-
mation in connection with  its
objectives. W. L. McGill, state
coordinator of defense and dis-
aster relief, Austin, speaking to
the meeting complimented the
Council on its achievements and
plans. “You have already giv-
en evidence of your awareness
of the demands of our present
situation,” he said, “The State
Nutrition Council was the first
organization in Texas to com-
plete a registration of their skills
and capacities for service when
major calamity comes upon us.”

Other members of the Council
Committee responsible for the
“Operation Food” for defense
and disaster program are Louise
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Mason, foods and nutrition spe-
cialist, Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, and Mrs. Beulah R.
Smith, Farmers Home Admin-
istration.

The State Nutrition Council is
composed of representatives of
all agencies and organizations
in Texas working in the field
of foods and nutrition. Other
officers are: Dr. Edwin Smith,
University of Texas School of
Dentistry, vice-chairman and
Miss Mason, secretary-treasurer.

The Legislature by a  proper
action may permit certain gen-
eral types of suits to be brought
against the state, under certain
conditions and restrictions.
Then, if a specific situation
arises which is not covered by
the general rules, the legislators
are authorized to pass a special
measure to permit suit to be
krought. :

Therefore, any person seeking
to enforce a claim against the
state through the courts must
petition the Legislature for the
necessary permission, unless his
claim falls within some general
category or type previously re-
‘cognized by our lawmakers.

The cold hard facts that we
must face are simply these. The
survival of this country from a
material standpoint is going to
depend upon food, fiber, fuel
and firepower. This means that
agriculture, the devolopment of
our natural resources, and the
strengthening of our defenses
should be among our top level
considerations.
