Wohlford Fights

To Preserve
Irrigation

Representative Sam Wohlflord
entered the fight to preserve ir-
rigation on the high plains this
week by introducing a  House
Concurrent Resolution to make
it possible for oil companies to
supply producers with natural
gas without being classified as
utilities.

The Phillips Petroleum Co. has
given notice to producers that
they would terminate their gas
service in 30 days to prevent be-
ing classified as a public utility
subject to State regulations as
a utility. The Phillips Company
contends that they are strictly
an oil company selling their pro-
ducts to pipe line firms which
operate as a utility. It is un-
derstood however that since the
controversy started a court rul-
ing has already classified the
Phillips Petroleum Company as
a public utility.

House Concurrent Resolution

WHEREAS, the development
of irrigation for increasing the
productivity of the soil is a con-
servation measure of great im-
portance to the public welfare
of this State, and
- WHEREAS, 'the development
and utilization of water re-
sources for irrigation purposes
is hampered in some parts of the
State by a lack of adequate pow-
er-producing means; and

WHEREAS, the utilization of
natural gas as a source of pow-
er for operating irrigation sys-
tems in regions where gas is pro-
duced for operating irrigation
systems in regions where gas is
produced would benefit the gen-
eral welfare; now, therefore, be
it

RESOLVED by the House of
Representatives of the State of
Texas, the Senate concurring,
that it is the will and desire of
the Legislature that farm oper-
ators ‘in areas in and adjacent
to gas fields be allowed to use
the natural gas from the fields
for irrigation purposes in the in-
terest - of conservation and in-
creased agricultural productiv-
ity, that the farmers be per-
mitted to lay gas lines and tie
in at the wellhead, and that they
be furnished gas for irrigation
purposes at the saine rate as
the gas producer pays the land-
owner for his royalty interest;
and be it further

RESOLVED, that it is the in-
lerpretation of the Legislature
that -the furnishing of natural
gas to farmers for the purpcse
and under the conditions herein
expressed would not convert the
producers or \supp‘;iers of gas in-
to gas utilities within the mean-
ing of the statutes of this State
and would not subject them to
regulation as gas utilities.

Facts About Expécted Wﬁeat
Allotments And Probable Quotas

Wheat growers in Sherman
County are being contacted for
the purpose of collecting wheat.

|acreage and production data ta

bring farm-program records up
to date.

If production and marketing
controls are proclaimed for the
1954 crop of wheat, this data
would be needed so that each
farm growing wheat might re-
ceive an equitable allotment, re-
presenting its fair share of the
market.

With wheat supplies begin-
ning to outstrip demand, pro-
duction controls for the 1954
wheat crop will probably be ne-
cessary, as directed by law.

The Secretary of Agriculture is
required by law to proclaim —
not later than July 1 — a na-
tional marketing quota for
wheat whenever the total sup-
ply exceeds the normal supply
by more than 20 percent. “Nor-
mal supply” means the estimat-
ed domestic consumption plus
exports plus 15 percent.

Legislation also directs the
Secretary of Agriculture — nat
later than July 15 — proclaim a
national acreage allotment for
the 1954 crop of wheat.

When marketing quotas are
effective, the quotas are con-
verted into and operates
through acreage allotments. Im
such case, proclamation of both
marketing quotas and of acre-°
age allotments may be made at
the same time.

Except under emergency con-
ditions, proclamation of a na-
tional wheat acreage allotment
is mandatory whether or not
marketing quotas are required.
Proclamation of both quotas and
allotments may be  dispensed
with by the Secretary, however,
because of a national emergency
or a material increase in exports.
If quotas are proclaimed, a ref-
erendum among wheat growers
who would be subject to quotas
must be held by July 25. At
least two-thirds of the growers
voting must approve quotas be-
fore they may be made effective.

If growers approved marketing
quotas, price supports on the
1954 crop of wheat would - he
available to cooperators at 90
percent of parity. If growers
failed to approve marketing
quotas, they would be subject
only to acreage allotments, but
the price support would drop tce
50 percent of parity.

Wheat farmers now face this
situation:

Production Capacity Is High

Since 1943, wheat crops have
exceeded a billion bushels in ev-
ery year but one. Present in-
dications are for a billion-bush~
el crop again this year. With-
out some kind of acreage adjust-
ment, farmers would almost
surely produce another billion
bushels or more next year. We
don’t need another crop that
size. -

Same Domestic Consumption

While our population contin=
ues- to increase, the per capita
consumption of wheat has de-
clined. During periods of rela-
tively high income, people tend

to eat more meat and milk and

eggs and less grain. Utilization
of wheat for food, for industry,
for feed and seed has practi-
cally leveled at a round 700 mil-
lion bushels.
Exports Falling Off s

In the 3 years 1949 through
1951, wheat ‘exports accounted
for 37 percent of our production.
Because of .increased wheat sup-
plies and dollar shortages in
foreign countries, however,
wheat exports this year are run-
ning about 30 percent below last
year. >
Supplies Building Up

With large production, no in-
crease in domestic consumption,
and declining exports, the sup-
ply and carry-over of wheat are
gradually increasing. At an
indicated 575 million bushels,
the carry-over this July 1 would
be more than twice the 222-mil-
lion-bushel average for  1946-
50.
Governments Stocks Increasing

With market price below sup-
port level, wheat is going into
Commodity Credit Corporation
storage instead of consumption
channels. As of February 15,
farmers had put about 456 mil-
lion bushels of the 1952 crop
under the price-support pro-
gram, and only 19 million bush-
els of this had been redeemed.
It seems likely that much of
the wheat under loan will be

Q—Is Mrs. Oveta Culp Hobby, new Secretary of the Department of
Health, Education and Welfare, the first woman to hold a cabinet post?

Q—What has been proposed for the gevernment-owned rubber plants?

A—President Eisenhower recommended to Congress April 14 that the
$550 million rubber plants under government ownership be sold to
private industry. He said the disposal must be in line with three
objectives: The facilities should return to the government ‘‘their full
fair value;’” they should be disposed of in a manner that would in-
sure the public and fabricators ‘‘the benefits of fair competition;””
and they should be sold ‘“‘on such terms as will guarantee their ready
availability . . . in.¢ime of emergency.”’ I

Q—What procedure is required for amending the U. 8. Constitution?

A—The Constitution itself states in Article V: ‘“The Congress, whenever
two-thirds of both Houses shall deem it necessary, shall propose
Amendments to this Constitution, or, on the Application of the Legis-
latures of two thirds of the several States, shall call a Convention for
proposing Amendments, which, in either Case, shall be valid to all
Intents and Purposes as Part of this Constitution, when ratified by
the Legislatures of three fourths of the several States, or by Con-
ventions in three fourths thereof, as the one or the other Mode of
Ratification may be proposed by the Congress . . .”

Q—Could a Constitutional amendment be proposed and ratified without
a vote of Congress?

A—According to the American Law Section of the Library of Congress,
this is an academic question since all amendments so far have been
proposed by Congress. However, the legal specialists said even if
Congress did not propose the amendment and the alternative method
for proposing an amendment — by Constitutional convention — were
employed, the Congress probably would have to vote on a resolution
to submit the amendment proposed by Constitutional Convention to
the states for ratification.

Flying Saucer

Report Made

On Balloon

Two Braniff Airways pilots
reported recently they had sesen
a shiny metallic disk hovering
above them as they cruised ov-

er Dalhart at 18,000 feet.

This object as well as the one
observed by local residents sev-
eral weeks ago, were both gov-
ernment weather balloons. They
are called plastic weather bal-
loons. Somziof them when de-
flated, will cover a B-36 bomb-
€er. When inflated, they are
said to have a diameter up to
300 feet, the length of a city
block. These kalloons carry all
sorts of weather recording in-
struments. When one is sent
up an auto or plane is usually
assigned to follow it, until it fin-
ally comes down. They stay up
from a few days to a few weeks.

Sometimes the trailing auto
or plane loses the weather bal-
loon. But eventually ground
observers or plane pilots. spot it
and the trail is taken up again.

A government man said that
there is a so-called “jet stream”
of comparatively narrow width
'over the Panhandle area at cer-
tain times of the year. This
“jet stream” is a wind with a
velocity of up to 500 miles per
hour, which is probably compar-
able to the velocity of the wind
in some tornadoes. The jet
stream is encountered anywhere
from 15,000 feet on up, it is said,
and acounts for the speed with
which the balloons often travel.

( the highest dollars and cents re-
| turn in your investment.

Miss Lucile King, County
‘Demonstration Agent;
says the family that lives out
of the freezer is the one making
wisest use of the equipment.

You can make your home
freezer profitable if you select
an appropriate size, and make
efficient use of it for the home
food supply. The agent says
selecting a freezer large enough
for the number in the family is
important. One way to figure
the size, is to estimate about 6
cubic feet per person. A fam-
ily of five could well use a 30
cubic foot freezer. If you pro-

Cost of operating a home
freezer would include the inter-
est on the investment for what
you consider the life of the
equipment, repairs, electricity
for freezing and also for keeping
a zero temperature, as well as
the cost of the food and pack-
aging.

A man can receive nothing,
except it be given him from

heaven (John -3:27). - Reading
in the Holy Bible the 18th chap-
ter of I. Kings: We find in the
year 910 B. C. there was a sore
famine in Samaria (about 3%
years without rain) and the
word of the Lord came
to Elijah saying, Go, shew thy-
self unto Ahab (Ahab was king
of Samaria at that time) and I
WILL SEND RAIN upon the
earth.

And Elijah went to show him-
self unto Ahab finding Obadiah
and Ahab searching 21l the land,
going unto all fountains of wa-
ter, and unto all brooks, per-
adventure that they might find
grass to save the horses and
mules ‘alive, that they lose not
all the beasts.

Now let us start reading at the
17th verse. Notice the 18th
verse tells why they had a fam-
ine in Samaria. And it came
to pass, when Ahab saw Elijah,
that Ahab said unto him, Art
thou he that troubleth Israel?
And he answered, I have not
troubled Israel; but thou, and
thy father’s house, in that ye

have forsaken the command-
ments of the Lord, and thou
hast followed Baalim. Now

therefore send; and gather to
me all Israel unto mount Car-
mel, and the prophets of Baal
four hundred and fifty, and
the prophets of the groves four
hundred, which eat at Jezebel’s
table. So Ahab sent unto all
the children of Israel, and gath-
ered the prophets together un-
to mount Carmel. And Elijah
came unto all the people, and
said, How long halt ye between
two opinions? If the Lord be
iGod, follow him: but if Baal,
then follow him. = And the peo-
ple answered him not a word.
“Then said Elijah unto the peo-
ple, I, even I only, remain a
prophet of the Lord; but Baals
prophets are four hundred and

fifty men. Let them ,therefore
give us two bullocks; and let
them-choose one bullock for

themselves, and cut it in pieces,
and lay it on wood, and put no
fire under: and I will dress the
_ other bullock, and lay it on wood,
:and put no fire under: And call
ye on the name of your gods,
and I'll call on the.name of the
Lord: and the God that answer-
eth by fire, let him be God. And

-And it
came to pass.in the mean while,
that the heaven was black with
clouds and wind, and there was
a great rain.

The -word Baal signifies -
means Kking, Lord, owner,

or
or

possessor. Ahab’s Baal (man)
was Melkart of Tyre (Tyre,
Phoenicia town). He claimed

to be a genius having power ov-
er fertility of soil and plant
growth, for which they paid
tribute to him with a portion of
their crops. He also claimed
and assumed celestial attributes
(probably rain making) in addi-
tion to his earthly ones. It
was thought possible to control
or aid the power of nature by
the practice of magic. Excerpts
from Encyclopaedia Britannica.
His claim of celestial power is
the reason of the people’s faith
in their god being able to send
fire down and consume the sa-
crifice.

Now the Lord did not say
Elijah there is a sore famine
in Samaria; go generate some
silver iodide into the air that
they might have rain.

delivered to the Government in
lieu of loan repayment. In ad-
dition, inventories acquired : by
CCC: from :previous crops total
around 105. million bushels.
Marketing quotas and acreage
allotments are a means of pre-
venting the accumulation of
additional supplies when stocks
are already very large. With
price suports at 90 percent of
parity and without controls,
there would be a tendency to
maintain high production. Acre-
age allotments and 'marketing
quotas would also reduce the: a-
mount of federal funds needed
to carry out price supports, since

production would be limited,
and only producers who comply
with their acreage allotments
would be eligible for the man-
datory price support.

The amount of national mar-
keting quota for any crop of
wheat is equal to a normal year’s
demestic consumption and ex-
ports plus 30 percent, less the
estimated carry-over. The na-
tional acreage allotment is that
acreage which, at the national
average yield, will produce
enough wheat — plus the car-
ry-over and estimated imports
for a normal year’s domestic
censumption and exports plus
30 percent.

The national allotment is ap-
portioned among States and the

State allotment among counties
according to the acreage seeded
to wheat during the 10 preced-
ing calendar years, with ad-
justments for abnormal weath-
er and-trends in acreage. In
the case of county allotments,
adjustments may also be made
for the promotion of scil conser-
vation practices.

The county wheat allotment is
apportioned among farms on the
basis of (1) tillable acres, (2)
crop-rotation practices -— in-
cluding acreage  planted * to
wheat, (3) type of soil, and (4)
topography. All farms on which
wheat will be grown for grain
in 1954 will be eligible to receive
an acreage allotment. Not
more than 3 percent of the
county allotment shall be ap-
portioned to farms on which
wheat has not been planted dur-
ing any of the 3 preceding vears.

Wheat acreage allotments for
individual farms are determin-
ed by the County PMA Commit-
tee with assistance of the com-
munity committee.

Any farmer may appeal to the
County Committee for a redeter-
mination of his farm wheat ai-
lotment. If he is not satisfied
with the Committee’s decision,
he may appeal to the State PMA
Committee, and then to the Di-
rector of the PMA Grain Branch,
Department of Agriculture,
Washington 25, D. C.

When wheat acreage allot-
ments are in effect, price sup-
port is mandatory only for pro-
ducers who comply with their
wheat allotments. When wheat
quotas as well as allotments are
in effect, a farmer who does not
comply with his acreage allot-
ment would be subject to a pen-
alty on his farm marketinz ex-
cess. . The penalty may be a-
voided or postponed, however,
by’ withholding - that part of
the crop from the market.

Eyestrain Is the Price
People Pay for Progress

Dr. Louis J. Girard, a New York
ophthalmologist, believes that the
demands of our complex civilization
have made us acutely aware of our
eyes because ‘‘the demand for acute
vision is far greater in this highly
complex civilization.”

“Our eyes are no worse and, in
some respects, are better than those
of previous generations,”” he wrote
in an article published by Today’s
Health.”

Eyestrain will not permanently
damage the eyes, Dr. Girard points
out.

“Continuing to strain the eyes
when eyestrain symptoms are pres-
ent can certainly aggravate the con-
dition, but it has not been known to
produce organic changes in the
eyes. It is not thought that the eye
is capable of straining itself into
permanent damage.”

As for watching television, Dr.
Girard writes that it is “inconceiv-
able that the television screen
would harm the eyes of a person
on the other side of the room; tele-
vision contains no harmful rays.

‘“Watching television to excess
can cause symptoms of eyestrain,
but not permanent injury. If the
viewex; needs glasses, has anisei-

konia (unegual images are seen by
the two eyes) or a muscle im-
balance, he is even more likely to
get symptoms of eyestrain. But if
the eyes are normal or defects have
been properly corrected, no symp-
toms will result from watching tele-
vision.

‘“Knowing this, common sense
should dictate the length of time
anyone should spend gazing at the
television screen.”

Dr. Girard gives several reasons
for eyestrain. The most common
reason is a refractive error that
calls for glasses. Undercorrected
farsightedness, astigmatism, pre-
sbyopia or ‘‘old sight’”” and over-
corrected nearsightedness may pro-
duce eyestrain symptoms. Proper
glasses can correct these types.

Muscle imbalance, a disturbance
in the delicate eye muscles that
synchronizes the movements of both
eyes, is another reason for eye-
strain. Such affliction can be allevi-
ated by proper glasses, certain eye
exercises and, sometimes, by surg-
ery.

Prolonged use of the eyes, im-
proper illumination and a number
of organic eye diseases can also
cause eyestrain. t
