By noon time a good sized 
crowd, mostly on the smooth 
mouth order, had gathered and 
were milling around, finding old 
acquaintances, slapping them on 
the back and calling them by 
their first names. All the time 
baskets and boxes of lunch were 
being brought in and placed on 
long tables. At 12:30, after 
thanks had been offered, the 
crowd started filing by and 
helping themselves to, as several 
said, the most and best food 
they had ever seen prepared 
for that many people.

October Rain ]

For Wheat

Rain accompanied by hair 
gave varying amounts of mois­
ture to the surrounding terri­
tory Wednesday evening. At 
Stratford .75 of an inch fell al­
though reports over the terri­
tory vary from .25 to 2.50 inches.

The showers fell Wednesday 
evening even though the rela-  ̂
tive humidity only a few hours 
before had dropped to 17 per­
cent. Thursday the relative- 
humidity rose to 94 percent but 
no cold front arrived to set o ff 
the thunder showers.

Much of the wheat over the 
territory is responding to the 
moisture although a percen­
tage has the appearance of hav­
ing died for lack of moisture.

The year is one of the driest 
in the history of the county. 
Rainfall for the year based on 
that which'fell in Stratford is: 
January .22, February .25, March 
.76, April .23, May 1.03, June 
1.05, July 3.49, August 4.31, Sep­
tember .63, October .76.

Heavier amounts of moisture 
that than which has fallen in» 
Stratford has fallen in portions 
of the territory. Others sec­
tions of the county have receiv­
ed less than that recorded in 
Stratford.

A Slave Becomes a Brother.
Lesson for September 27: Phile­

mon, verses 8-21.
Golden Text: Galatians 3: 28.

The lesson brings to our view 
an institution that began in an­
tiquity and endured well into pres­
ent times, with some traces of it 
still found in some parts of the 
world—slavery. It is true that laws 
have been enacted to suppress 
slavery in all the great nations 
of the world. But the main force 
in outlawing slavery has been the 
gospel of Christ.

Paul was a prisoner in Rome 
when he was visited by a run 
away slave, named Onesimus, an 
the property of Philemon, a Chris 
tian of Colo.^sae, It is possible that 
Paul had know Onesimus when 
he visited in the home of Phile­
mon. Tlie slave desired to return 
to his master. And Paul sent 
the letter, w'hich has found a place 
in the New Testament, urging 
Philemon to pardon Onesimus and 
restore him to his place in the 
household. Whatever money loss 
the master had sustained through 
the flight loi the slave, Paul of­
fered to pay.

It was Paul’ s earnest request 
that the master should receive the 
the runaway, not only as a re­
stored servant but as a brother 
beloved. In the answer to that 
exhortation, we can find the solu­
tion to aU vexed problems in the 
association of men today. If men 
can be brothers in Christ, all 
problems can be solved in peace 
and love.

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There are several controvers­
ial matters getting quite a bit 
of attention in Washington at 
the moment. Probably the two 
important ones, or that is, the 
ones receiving the most atten­
tion, are the sales tax issue and 
the recent appointment of Gov­
ernor Warren to the Supreme 
Court.
Sales Tax Issue

The President, at his recent 
news conference, appeared to be 
unqualifiedly opposed to a re­
tail sales tax collectible at the 
retail level. I think the major­
ity of the Congress is in whole­
hearted accord with the Presi­
dent’s position on this particular 
matter. However, there is a 
sharp difference of opinion with 
regard to the so-called “manu­
facturers tax.” This is actually 
a sales tax under an assumed 
name. The only difference is 
in the method ofcollection. If 
a federal retail sales tax, col­
lectible on the retail level, was 
enforced, it would simply mean 
that the tax would be collected 
over and above the advertised 
price of the product. In other 
words, if a loaf of bread sold for 
twenty cents and a retail sales 
tax of five per cent was in ef­
fect, the grocer would sell you 
the bread for twenty cents and 
charge you one cent sales tax 
before he delivered you t h e  
bread. If the tax was put on at 
the manufacturers level, i t 
would simply mean that t h e  
government would figure out 
the tax and charge the baker 
who produced the loaf of bread 
so much for each loaf of bread 
that he sold. This would mean 
that, instead of the loaf of bread 
costing you twenty cents at the 
grocery store and your having 
an additional one cent extra

tax, you would simply pay twen­
ty-one cents for the loaf of 
bread and that would be the 
advertised price for it. The 
truth is that a federal retail 
sales tax collected at the retail 
level would be utter folly. The 
cost of administering and po­
licing such a program would be 
almost prohibitive. The most 
practical and least expensive 
method of collecting a federal 
sales tax would be to levy and 
collect the tax at the source of 
the product to be taxed. This 
would not only save millions ,̂ 
and millions of dollars in the 
administration of such a pro­
gram and in the policing there­
of, but it would put a stop to 
many, many loopholes and prac­
tices that could be indulged in by 
those who wanted to escape or 
dodge such‘tax. The presence 
of such loopholes in such a pro­
gram would simply moan that 
the taxpayers would again get 
it in the neck insofar as expens­
es were concerned ibecause many 
people would be arrested for vio­
lation and tax evasion and the 
costs of trying these cases and 
in getting them ready for trial

would run into the millions. 
State and municipal retail sales 
levies must be collected at the 
retail level, simply because many 
of the products sold, or we could 
say, most of them sold, at retail 
are" not manufactured in the 
state in which they are sold. 
This would not be true insofar 
as a federal -retail sales tax is 
concerned, because all of the ar­
ticles that are sold over t h e  
counters in the United States 
are manufactured here with the 
exception of those goods that 
are imported. This would not 
create any problem, because all 
imports are of record anyway 
and such a tax could be levied 
and ̂ collected from the import­
ers.

I want it definitely understood 
that I am opposed to a federal 
rej;ail sales tax, whether it is put 
on to be collected at the retail 
level or at the manufacturers 
level. The people of Texas 
have long opposed sales taxes 
and have been successful in 
their fight against this type of 
tax, both in the Texas Legisla­
ture and in the several munic-

palities. Therefore, I will say 
that I sincerely hope that a 
sales tax, either under its real 
or an assumed name, does not 
pass the Congress. I shall cer­
tainly do all in my power to pre­
vent this additional levy being 
placed on the backs of the A- 
merican taxipayerjs, regardless 
of what it is called.
The Supreme Court 
Appointment

Although most of the people 
here feel that the appointment 
of Governor Warren of Californ­
ia as the new Chief Justice of 
the Supreme Court is a-very fine 
appointment and will prove it­

self when the record is written, 
it has been very interesting to 
read the comments of the dif­
ferent columnists and the edi­
torial writers in the papers in 
this section of the country. On 
October 1 the Washington Post 
printed a two-column editorial 
concerning the appointment. 
This editorial would appear to 
be most complimentary of Gov­
ernor Warren and his appoint­
ment. However, there are two 
sentences in the editorial that 
struck me as very interesting. 
I quote you these sentences. 
“He is a man of sound judgment, 
with little partisanship in his

make-up. His middle of the 
road political philosophy and 
his liberal attitude toward civil 
rights, as indicated by his suc­
cessful fight to remove the de­
tested loyalty oath required of 
teachers by the University of 
California, had a special appeal 
for Eisenhower.”

It had been my sincere hope 
that the vacancy on the Su­

preme Court would be filled by 
appointment of some outstand­
ing jurist, wholly disconnected 
with politics, and of which we 
have many in this country. I  
have long deplored the appoint­
ment of political figures to the 
Supreme Court. This has been 
going on for many, many years, 
in fact, before the turn of the

Autumn Foliage
Enjoy the beauty of autumn 

foliage in your living room for 
decorative arrangements. Ac­
cording ,to Miss Lucile King, 
County Home Demonstration 
Agent, you can make them last 
longer by setting the ends of 
the stems in a solution of equal 
parts of glycerine and water. 
As the leaves absorb the liquid, 
they turn a rich brown. After 
about three weeks the branches 
should be saturated. If the 
room is not too warm the 
branches will not need any more 
water.

Try this with magnolia, 
euonymus, photinia, pine nee­
dles, pine with immature cones, 
wax leaf ligustrum, Japanese 
ligustrum, other ligustrums and 
any other evergreen that holds 
its leaves well.

Crushing two inches of stem 
ends with a hammer helps the 
stem to take up the glycerine. 
If the top leaves do not brown

as rapidly as the lower leaves, 
brush lightly with cotton dip­
ped in glycerine. Branches of 
leaves treated this way last 
many years. When dusty they 
may be cleaned with cotton or 
a soft cloth dipped in glycerine 
or fine linseed oil gives them a 
rich shine. When glycerine is

not available, some flower ar­
rangers use salad oil instead.

century. The three pillars or 
branches upon which our gov­
ernment rests are the legisla­
tive branch, the executive 
branch and the judicial branch.

In order 
to support and fulfill the re­
sponsibilities incident to such 
status, it has always been my 
philosophy that the judicial 
branch of the government 
should be above, beyond and 
completely apart from the oth­
er two branches. I do not crit­
icize any of those who have re­
ceived appointments to the high 
courts of this land because they 
might have been political fig­
ures, but it is well to remember 
that an appointment to most 
of the high courts is a lifetime 
appointment, and the removal 
of a judge from the bench is al­
most an impossibility. Gover­
nor Warren has my best wishes 
for a successful career that will 
exemplify strict adherence to 
the. Constitution and laws of 
the United States of America.

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Benson Lists 
Farm Changes

WA^KINGTOlsr — Secretary 
of Agriculture Benson announ­
ces plans for reorganizing his 
department, with emphasis on 
helping farmers sell their crops.

The plan would reshuffle the 
department’s various services 
and place them under four main 
groupings: marketing, stabiliza­
tion, credit and federal-state 
relations.

Various marketing, research 
and service functions now han­
dled by various units ar * »to be 
consolidated into a new market­
ing and foreign agriculture 
branch under Assistant Secre­
tary John H. Davis.

Its job will be to hold down 
crop surpluses by increasing 
sales both at home and abroad 
and, through research, by find­
ing new uses for farm products.

Price support operations and 
crop k>ntrols, through both 
acreage allotments and market­
ing qijptas, are to be combined 
under an agriculture stabiliza­
tion branch.

Crop controls have been han­
dled by the Production and 
Marketing Administration while 
price supports have been under 
the Commodity Credit Corpora­

tion.
Both the PMA and the Bu­

reau of Agricultural Economics 
primarily a research and statis­
tical organization, will be abol­
ished as their functions are 
transferred in the reorganiza­
tion.

J. Walter Hammond, presi­
dent of the Texas Farm Bu­
reau, comments: “For several 
years now, people have been 
talking about the overlapping 
agencies of the Agriculture De­
partment, and maybe there’s 
some room for streamlining op­
erations. But I certainly 
coudn’t say what the Farm Bu­
reau thinks of the plan at this 
time, since the first I heard of 
it was at noon today.”

Farm leaders agree that any 
reaction to Secretary Benson’s 
proposals must wait on disclos­
ure of further details of the 
plan. /
Cattle Support Fight

A fight by the National Live­
stock Producers Association for 
a price support on cattle is 
gradually gaining a hearing in 
Washington. Officials in 
Washington are of the opinion 
that the cattleman’s problem is 
one of a complex nature which 
may have to be worked out over 
a considerable length of time.
