Mildred Bennett, daughter of 
Mr. and Mrs. H. C. Bennett, was 
among the 73 International 
Farm Youth Exchange delegates 
arriving in New York Tuesday, 
aboard the Queen Elizabeth. 
Miss Bennett lived with four 
farm families while in Ger­
many.

Miss Hilde Kniesel, German 
International Farm Youth Ex­
change student, who has been 
visiting in Sherman County, and 
Miss Bennett met and had 
breakfast together in New York 
Wednesday morning. After 
the meal they called Mrs. H. C. 
Bennett for a brief telephone 
conversation.

Miss Bennett expects to arrive 
home Saturday. Miss Kniesel 
will sail for Germany on the 
Queen Elizabeth Friday and will 
arrive home eight days later.

The American delegates re­
presented 36 states and Alaska 
and have been living with farm 
families in 24 countries during 
the last five months.

The IFYE prc^ram, begun in 
1948, is a two-way exchange de­
dicated to the belief that under­
standing is the foundation of 
peace. This year 117 selected 
rural youths from the United 
States will live, work and share 
experiences in 41 countries 
through out Europe, the Middle 
and Far East, Latin America, 
ASia, Africa and the Pacific. In 
return, rural youths from those 
coimtries come to the U. S. for 
a similar experience.

The program is sponsored by 
the National 4-H Club Founda­
tion and the Extension Service 
of the U. S. Department of 
^^culture. It is financed by 
contributions of 4-H Club mem­
bers, civic clidw, farm organiza­
tions, business concerns, foun­
dations and others interested in 
world understanding. No gov­
ernment money is used in the 
actual exchanges.

The returning delegates were 
honored with a breakfast by the 
Grocery Manufacturers of Am­
erica at the Waldorf-Astoria 
Hotel in New York before going 
on to Washington, D. G., on 
Wednesday, for a three day eval­
uation program. In Washing­
ton they will report on their ex­
periences and visit the embas­
sies of their host countries.

Upon returning to Texas, Miss 
Bennett will ^ n d  several 
months reporting her exper­
iences to interested groups and 
showing pictures of life în the 
host countries.
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Pastry Pointers
Can you make good pastry? 

According to Miss Lucile King, 
County Home Demonstration A- 
gent, good pastry is tender, 
flaky and a golden-brown color 
around the edge. The center 
is slightly less brown. Good 
pastry has a rough and blistered 
rather than a smooth, firm sur­
face. It should cut easily with 
a fork yet not crumble when 
served.

The agent says tenderness de­
pends largely upon the kind of 
flour and amount of water and 
fat used. Excess fat increases 
tenderness to make a crumbly 
pastry and excess water gives a 
tough product. Much handling, 
overmixing, or too much flour 
when rolling toughens pastry.

Laid To Rest 
Tuesday

Funeral services for Mrs. J.

Th e  Eisenhower administration 
received another blow in the 

battle with its biggest domestic 
problem — the farm-price pinch. 
The new blow was a report by the 
Agriculture Departnieut that farm 
prices have skidded another 2 per 
cent. It drops tile farmer to the 
lowest rung he has occupied on the 
economic ladder since 1941.

The situation is termed *‘grave’ * 
by GOP policy makers and espe­
cially those GOP candidates who 
must win their contests in 1954. 
All agree that something must be 
done or the Democratic party is 
going to sweep through the farm 

’ belt in the 1954 elections. The re­
sult could well be that the country 
would have a Democratic controlled 
congress.

The farm prices situation Is this: 
During the past month cattle prices 
fell an average of 7 per cent a hun­
dred pounds. They stood at 71 per 
cent of parity.

Prices paid out by farmers from 
mid-September to mid-October fell 
one-third of one per cent. But since 
the farmer’s prices fell even more, 
the net result was that he was less 
well off.

Average farm prices stood at 91 
per cent of parity on October 15. 
the lowest since May, 1941. That 
compared with 92 per cent of parity 
on September 15 and 99 per cent 
a year ago. The over-all farm-price 
picture on October 15 was about 
11% per cent below a year ago, 
while farmers* costs were only 
about 3 per cent below the same 
time last year.

Meanwhile, the cattle industry 
is unhappy with the results of the 
caravan of cattlemen, representing 
30 states, that recently visited Sec­
retary of Agriculture Benson in 
Washington.

Benson let It be known that he 
considers such a group a “ pres­
sure** group and that he will re­
sist all pressure, political or oth­
erwise, against his annotmeed pol­
icy. This policy is an adjustment 
of price-support proiprams to meet 
basic economic and peacotuhe 
needs in the best interests of aU 
American farmers.

It is believed in Washington that; 
this fight of the cattlemen for high 
rigid price-support for their indus­
try is not over and may be car­
ried to the next session of con­
gress. It win be a “bad break”  for 
the administration if the fight be­
comes a knock-down and drag- 
out affair.

President Eisenhower is very con­
scious of the situation. This is 
evidenced by his recent statement 
that the drop in live-cattle prices 
has reached the bottom and they 
will now start to climb. He vigor­
ously defended his administra­
tion’s new farm program and said 
it will protect the interests of aU 
Americans, including consumers.

He rejected a suggestion that he 
call a special session of congress 
to deal with the general farm sit­
uation. He said it would not make 
sense because the administration 
will not have its program ready 
until January.

TAKE NOTICE that an elec­
tion will be held in Sherman 
County Road District No. 4 on 
the 28th day of November, 1953, 
on the proposition and at the 
place more particularly set forth 
in the election order passed by 
the Commissioners’ Court on the 
28th day of October, 1953, which 
is as follows:
' “AN ORDER •

CALLESrO AN ELECTION 
ON THE PROPOSITION OF THE 
ISSUANCE OF $55,000.00 OF 
BONDS OF SHERMAN COUN­
TY ROAD DISTRICT NO. 4.

WHEREAS, there has been 
presented to this Court the pe­
tition of R. A. Strother and 56 
other persons, representing 
themselves to be resident, qual­
ified electors of Sherman County 
Road District No. 4 who own 
taxable property in said district 
and who have duly rendered the 
same for taxation, praying that 
this Court order an election in 
Sherman County Road District 
No. 4, on the question of the is­
suance of $55,000.00 of Road 
Bonds, which said petition was 
heretofore filed in this Court; 
and

WHEREAS, heretofore on the 
12th day of October, 1953, the 
Commissioners’ Court passed on 
order fixing a time and place 
for a hearing on said petition, 
to-wit: October 28, 1953, and 
directed the County Clerk to is­
sue a notice of such time and 
place of hearing to inform all 
persons concerned * of their 
rights to appear at such hear­
ing and to contend for or pro­
test against the order of such 
election; and

WHEREAS, the County Clerk 
has heretofore duly executed 
said notice by posting true 
copies of said order of hearing 
in three public places within 
said Sherman County Road Dis­
trict No. 4, and another copy 
thereof at the Courthouse door 
of said County for ten days 
prior to the date fixed for the 
hearing, and said notice has al­
so been published in a newspa­
per of general circulation in said 
Sherman County Road District 
No. 4, namely “The Stratford 
Star,” one time on the 15th day 
of October, 1953, which was at 
least five days prior to the 
date fixed for said hearing; and

WHEREAS, this Court, having 
met at the time and place set 
for the hearing of said petitioii, 
proceeded to hear such petition 
and all matters in respect to the 
proposed bond election, to hear 
^ e  contentions for and protest 
against the calling of such elec­
tion, and it is found by the 
Court that the said petition is 
signed by a majority of the 
qualified electors who own tax­
able property in Sherman Coun­
ty Road District No. 4, and who 
have duly rendered the same 
for taxation, and that the no­
tice required by law to be given 
of said hearing has been given; 
and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the 
hearing held on said date 
and from the evidence submit­
ted at said hearing, the Court 
has determined that the pro­
posed improvements would be 
for the benefit of all taxable 
property situated in such Sher­
man County Road District No. 4, 
and that it is desirable and ne­
cessary to issue the bonds of 
said Sherman County Road Dis­
trict No. 4 in the amount of 
$55,000.00, to construct said im­
provements and that said elec­
tion should be ordered; and

WHEREAS, the Commission­
ers’ Court further finds that 
the amount of said proposed 
bond issue, together with all 
outstanding bonds heretofore is­
sued on the faith and credit of 
Sherman County Road District 
No. 4 will not exceed one-fourth 
of the assessed valuation of the 
real property of said District; 
and ___

WHEREAS, said Sherman 
County Road District No. 4 has 
heretofore been legally created 
by order of the Commissioners’ 
Court passed on September 23, 
1953.

THEREFOR, BE IT ORDERED 
BY THE COMMISSIONERS’ 
COURT OP SHERMAN COUN­
TY, TEXAS:

1. That an election be held 
in said Sherman County Road 
District No. 4 on the 28th day 
of November, 1953, which is not 
less than thirty days from the 
date of this order, to determine;

‘Whether or not the bonds of 
said Road District No. 4 of Sher­
man County, Texas, shall be is­
sued in an amount not to exceed 
($55,000.00), bearing interest at 
a rate not to exceed Four (4%), 
per cent per annum, and matur­
ing at such time as may be fixed 
by the Commissioners’ Court, 
serially or otherwise, in not to 
exceed Twenty (20) years from 
the date thereof, for the pur­
pose of the construction, main­
tenance and operation of maca­
damized, graveled or paved 
roads and turnpikes or in aid 
thereof throughout the Road 
District No. 4 of Sherman Coun­
ty, Texas, and the levy of a tax 
sufficient to pay the annual in­
terest on said bonds and provide 
a sinking fund sufficient to pay 
the bonds at their maturity.’

2. The meter and bounds of 
Sherman Countv Road District 
No. 4. are set forth in the or­
der fixing the time and place of 
hearing on the petition for the 
issuance of bonds which was 
passed on the 12th day of Octo­
ber, 1953.

3. The said election shall be 
held under the provisions of 
Chapter 16, Acts of the First 
Called Session of the Thirty- 
Ninth Legislature.

4. All persons who are legally 
qualified electors of this State 
and of this Road District who 
own taxable property in the 
district and who have duly ren­
dered the same for taxation

shall be qualified to vote, and 
all such electors shall vote in 
the election precinct of their 
residence and all yoters desiring 
to support the proposition to is­
sue the bonds shall have written 
or printed on their ballots the 
words;

‘FOR THE ISSUANCE OP 
BONDS AND THE LEVYING OP 
A TAX IN PAYMENT THERE­
OF.”

“AGAINST THE ISSUANCE 
OF BONDS AND THE LEVYING 
OF A TAX IN PAYMENT 
THEREOF”

5. That said election shall be 
held at the Sherman County 
courthouse, within said District 
and the following named per­
sons are hereby appointed direc­
tors of said election;

Dried Flowers 
Can Be Colored

Moisten dried flowers before 
dying them certain colors by 
placing in refrigerator or in a 
ventilated wooden box covered 
with wet burlap. Miss Lucile 
King, County Home Demonstra­
tion Agent, says you can dip 
flowers in a boiling hot water 
dye bath for a few seconds to 
color them.

Or, with small quantities of 
dyes in paper bags, shake the 
dampened heads of flowers in­
side until tints spread on the 
flowers.

Flower pods, stems, cones and 
other dried products can be 
colored by spraying with an air 
brush sprayer or a small hand 
sprayer. Color solution must 
be very thin.

Another method is to dip the 
dried flowers in a vessel of wa­
ter .covered with a thin film of 
color.

Make Neat Darts
In sewing, darts are used on 

blouses and skirts to fit a flat 
fabric to a curved fabric. Miss 
Lucile KLing, County Home Dem­
onstration Agent, says darts are 
usually stitched on the wrong 
side unless used for decoration.

To make a neat dart, first pin 
together the lines marking the 
dart. Stick a pin from one 
side of the marking through to 
the opposite side of the dart 
and bring the two marked lines 
together. Pin right on the 
stitching line so you can take 
the pins out as you stitch the 
dart.

Start stitching at either the 
wide or tapered end of the dart 
depending on which gives better 
results with the greatest ease. 
Stitch exactly on the marked 
line. Gradually taper the dart 
off to nothing to avoid pucker­

ing at the end. Fasten the 
threads securely at the paper­
ed end to keep the dart from 
pulling out.

Press vertical darts toward 
the center front or back. Press 
horizontal darts downward.

In prayer we risk, first, seeing 
ourselves as we are. “ In our deal­
ings with God we must come 
clean,”  Dr. Ferris v/rites. “ All our 
subterfuges, the flimsy excuses we 
contrive to hide our inner poverty 
from ourselves, must come down. 
We face the truth about ourselves 
when we ask God to take us as we 
are and make us as we ought to 
be. This is the prerequisite to moral 
progress—but it is hard on our' 
pride.”

The second risk is the danger of 
becoming more like Christ in a 
world which worships the deity suc­
cess. Conceding that “ there is noth­
ing reprehensible about success”  
Dr. Ferris points out that there are 
times in the life of every man when 
he must choose between doing the 
advantageous thing or the right 
thing, Christ was faced by this 
choice at the outset of His career. 
His temptation was to use His 
xinique personal power to win

worldly success.
A prayer for moral betterment is 

“ no kidglove undertaking,”  the au­
thor insists. “ One has to take hold 
of it with the rough hand of a 
man who is in eaimest, who is un­
deterred by the prospect of blood, 
sweat and tears, for only so is 
moral victory won.”
